important matters which has ever 
been before the Canadian Parliament 
in regard to railway legislation will 
come before the House as the result 
of an anendment
Northern bill which was made by the 
railway committee today. This amend­
ment, which limits the capitalization 
of the Canadian Northern to $77,000,- 
000, unless the authority of Parlia­
ment Is obtained for an Increase was 
moved by Mr. R. B. Bennett, of Cal­
gary.

Conservative members led by Mr. 
Bennett, attacked the general policy 
of the comifeny towards settlers and 
the member fer Calgary made some 
strong comments about the Canadian 
Northern’s capitalization. A striking 
commentary upon the way things are 
going in Ottawa this session was seen 
in that fact that while the Conserva­
tive members were fighting for the 
rights of the people against the rail­
ways, only one solitary Liberal mem­
ber, with the exception of B. W. Nes- 
bit, was present, and Mr. Neabit is 
generally regarded as one of the stand 
patters of the House. Not another 
Liberal member appeared until near 
the end when E. M. MacDonald, of 
Plctou, a corporation lawyer, came in

Controversy Over Friction Be­
tween German and American 

Admirals at Manila Bay is 

Revived.

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 24.—The convic­
tion of Charles Becker, a former New 
York police lieutenant, of the murder 
of Herman Rosenthal, the gambler, 
was reversed, and the convictions of 
the four gunmen for the same crime 
was affirmed today by the court of ap­
peals.

Justice Goff, the court held, erred In 
many of his rulings at Becker’s trial 
and appeared to be prejudicial In his 
attitude towards the defendant. The 
reversal waa based solely on these 
grounds.

All of the seven members of the 
court except Judge Werner, who acted 
as presiding judge when the appeal 
was argued, concurred In the prevail­
ing Becker opinion, which was written 
by Judge Hlscock. In a dissenting 
opinion, Judge Werner said that the 
main contentions of the state had

been amply proven to warrant convic­
tion.

The much mooted question as to the 
status of Sam Scbepps, whom the 
Jury In the Becker case decided waa 
not an accomplice to the crime, still is 
unsettled. The prevailing opinion 
merely said that there was doubt in 
the minds of some of the court as to 
the propriety of excluding Schepps as 
an accomplice.

The decision in the case of the four 
gunmen “Gyp the Blood,” "Whitey" 
Lewis, "Dago" Frank and Lefty Louie 
was unanimous. They had averred that 
the evidence against them was insuf­
ficient to warrant conviction and also 
that the court had erred In handling 
their cases, but these contentions were 
held by the court to be groundless.

The date for the execution of the 
gunmen will be fixed by the court 
within a few days.

Baden-Baden, Germany, Feb. 24. — 
The controversy over the friction be­
tween the American and German ad­
mirals in Manila Bay at the time of 
the Spanlsh-American war, which has 
been revived by the narrative of Ad­
miral Dewey recently published, was 
made the subject of a statement to the 
Associated Press today by Admiral 
Von Dlederlchs, commander of the 
German warships.

The German admiral, a little man 
with closely cropped gray moustache, 
with nothing of the appearance of a 
sailor, took Issue with the statements 
made by Admiral Dewey in his autobio­
graphy, and said he felt himself forced 
to give his side of the case out of con­
sideration for the honor of his country 
and his officers.

Admiral Von Dlederlchs atributed 
the troubles between the Germans 
and the Americans largely to malicious 
reports that appeared in the English 
papers in China and the absencq of 
regulations covering the blockade and 
the movements of foreign warships. 
He indicated however, that a latent 
mistrust was responsible in a meas­
ure for the tension.

Washington, Feb. 24.—Tonight 
state department officials made this 
public announcement:

Loudon, Feb. 24.—In the House ot 
Commons today the opposition tried to 
obtain from Premier Asquith a disclo­
sure of the concessions to be offered to 
Ulster in the Home Rule bill by sup­
porting a resolution introduced by 
Betram G. Fttlle, Unionist member for 
Portsmouth, “that the house considers 
It Imperative in the Interests of public 
peace that the Premier should submit 
his proposals without delay.’

The Prime Minister refused to di­
vulge his proposals, saying that the 
government was prepared to put for­
ward Its suggestions at the earliest 
moment that they could be adequately 
considered by the house, which would 
be before Easter.

spreading through the lower floors of 
the building. Engines were placed 
at the corner of Mill and Union street 
corner of North and Mill, corner of 
George and Pond, and near the Union 
depot With a stream coming from 
the plug on Pond street and another 
from Smythe street and those from 
the engines at work, there were al­
together nine streams playing on the 
fire. Shortly before midnight the fire 
was under complete control.

Insurance
Although the fire Itself was confined 

to the top story of the building, the 
water, which for two solid hours pour­
ed Into the building, filtered through 
the floors, and in this way much de­
struction was done. Insurance men 
last evening when seen by The Stan­
dard estimated the loss to the build­
ing at $4,000. Insurance for $8,000 is 
carried on the building by John Sime.

On the stock and furnishings in the 
hotel the proprietor said last evening 
that $6,000 was carried. It is under­
stood that this will fully cover the 
loss by water, fire and smoke.

Insurance on the building is cap 
ried as follows: Knowlton and Gil­
christ, $4,000; of which $2,000 is with 
the British American, and $2,000 with 
the Phoenix and Hartford; $2,000 with 
W. M. Jarvis in the Ixmdon, Liverpool 
and Globe; and $2,000 more with Jar­
vis and Whittaker in the Queen In­
surance Company. The total Insur­
ance of the Grand Union Hotel, $6,000 
Is carried with the Northern Insup 
an ce Company.

Mother Frantic.
When the crowd had gathered, and 

the fire fighters were busy at work, 
Mrs. Johnston, mother of the dead 
boy, who was employed in the kitchen 
of the hotel, came running from the 
burning building, crying that her boy 
whom she had left in the room of the 
hotel, was still In the building. Plac­
ing every confidence in the frantic 
cries of the excited woman, the fire­
men forced their way to the upper 
rooms, and it seead apparent to them 
that all had Wade their escape. It 
was then believed that the unfortun­
ate boy had been carried from his 
room, when the fire first broke out and 
that he was then being cared for by 
some of the neighbors.

Finding of Body.

flames were shooting through the roof 
of the large building illuminating tire 
sky. Another alarm was promptly 
sounded bringing additional men and 
apapratus to the scene and soon eight 
streams were pouring into the upper 
stories of the hotel. Although the fire 
was confined to the top flat of the hotel 
it had already gained considerable 
headway and it was only the hard and 
prompt fighting of the firemen that 
prevented the flames from eating 
through the floors of the building, and 
possibly making their way into the 
adjoining buildings, wiping out an en­
tire section.

Asleep when the fire was first dis­
covered many of the boarders were 
trapped in the rooms of the upper story 
and it was more by good fortune that 
they were able to safely make their 
escape. With the flames roaring 
through the rooms, and shooting to 
the roof above, and the dense smoke 
c.oudlng thetr passage they groped 
aimlessly through the corridors and 
down the stairs and managed to find 
their way out of the burning building.

with rubbish.

The object of the trick may have 
been to obtain reward or to escape 
the difficult and dangerous task of cap­
turing or killing the outlaw. Chinese 
brigands are not easy to catch. The 
rural police system Is very feeble, es­
pecially at this time of transition from 
one form of government to another. 
When hard pressed by soldiers hte 
outlaws vanish Into fastnesses easy to 
defend, or disappear among the coun­
try people, who are made to hold their 
tongues by threats of terrible ven­
geance. It to said that the followers 
of White Wolf In Honan secrete their 
arms and law aside their fine clothes 
and become, to all appearances, rag­
ged farmers and villagers when ex­
pediency demands. It Is announced 
that $10,000, which Is an enormous for­
tune in China, to to be offered for the 
capture or death of this notorious lead­
er.

President Yuan Shih-kal seems to 
have struck a popular note in his cele­
brated anti-gambling mandate. The 
Shenpao, an Independent paper of 
Shanghai, praising the stand taken by 
the government in this and other mat­
ters of social and political Importance, 
says:

"Without first eradicating the evil 
habit of gambling In Peking it would 
be futile to discuss politics or reforms. 
"What the government has done was 
but what we expected It to do, other­
wise it would have lost all standing 
ground."

Halifax and Montreal\RE!!! Peking* Jan. 22—Proclamations an­
nouncing the death penalty for smok­
ers of opium have been promulgated, 
according to reports from various 
provinces. Although definite cases of 
executions for this breach of the law 
seldom come to special notice. It Is re­
ported from Wu Chang that a smoker 
among the soldiers of the garrison 
there was caught indulging in the hab­
it and after "trial” before a court 
mado up of hie comrades he was sen­
tenced to Immediate execution and 
was shot to death.

This to one of many instances of 
the fact that courts of law are not em­
ployed In China In cases where they 
would be In western countries. An at­
tempt is being made now by the gov­
ernment of Yuan Shth-Kaie to Insti­
tute law courts which will gradually 
render unnecessary the placing of au­
tocratic power In the hands of the lo­
cal governors.

Numerous orders have been Issued 
recently from the President’s office de­
signed to reform and reorganize the 
Judiciary: The following is an extract 
from one mandate:

“There never have been institutions 
for training judicial officers. The 
choice of Judges has not been made 
with care, and the salaries are small. 
Consequently inefficient men are plac­
ed on the bench and corruption pre­
vails. In extreme cases corruption is 
practiced Jointly by the Judges and 
barristers, and the evils thus brought 
about are worse than those of the past 
dynasty. Good citizens are usually 
meek and feeble, while bad characters 
are cruel and strong. These two ele­
ments can be made to live peacefully 
together only through the opération of 
the law. But If the law falls to pro­
tect the weak from the strong then 
anarchy ensues. Confucius says that 
If Justice Is not impartially adminis­
tered the people will not be able to 
distinguish what is right aud what to 
wrong, and that if they fall to make 
such distinction there can be no sta­
ble government In Peking and the 
provinces there are some good judges, 
but there are many who are inefficient 
and unprincipled, who, instead of pro 
tecting the peope, employ their offices 
for corrupt practices. I, the Pres­
ident have Inquired into the feelings

■ John Watson, the eminent Canadian 
educator, author and philosophical 
oritio, was born in Glasgow, Scotland, 
sixty-seven years ago today. His pater­
nal ancestors were Lanarkshire farm­
ers, and on the material side he was 
of Northumberland stock. Ha was ed­
ucated at Kilmarnock and the Univers­
ity of Glasgow, winning first class 
honors in mental and moral philosophy 
and in Bnglsh literature. At the age 
of twenty-five he came to Canada, be­
coming professor of logic, metaphysics 
and ethics In Queen’s University, at 
Kingston. His brilliant scholarly at­
tainments added much to the fame of 
that institution, and the Queen’s phil­
osopher soon gained a reputation that 
spread all over the world and gained 
for him an enviable place among sav­
ants. In 1881 he published “Kant and 
His English Critics: A Comparison of 
Critical and . Empirical Philosophy,” 
and this was quickly followed by a 
critical exposition of “Schelllng's Tran­
scendental Idealism.” His next import­
ant work was published with the title, 
“The Philosphy of Kant as contained 
In extracts from his own writings.” 
Another highly interesting volume for 
thinkers, "Comte. Mill, and Spencer, 
an Outline of Philosophy," came from 
his pen in 1895, and the same year 
saw the publication of “Hedonistic 
Theories, from Aristippus to Spencer." 
Others works from his pen include 
"Christianity and Idealism, the Chris­
tian Ideal of Life In its Relation to 
the Greek and Jewish Ideals and to 
Modern Philosophical;” “An Outline 
of Philossphy, with Notes, Historical 
and Critical;” “The Philosophical 
Basis of Religion,” and “The Philoso­
phy of Kant Explained." Among the 

scholars who have held chairs 
at Queen’s, Dr. Watson ranks among 
the first.

In the early stages of the session, 
disquieting rumors were spread 
regarding the findings of the Trans­
continental Railway Investigating 
Commission. It was stated that pub­
lic money had been disgracefully frit­
tered away Into the hands of contrac­
tors, grafters and spoilsmen. When 
the report was submitted to the House 
the condition of affairs it revealed 
was even worse than had been expect­
ed. Not only were waste and loss ab­
solutely proven, but the men who prof­
ited by the shameful transaction were 
so well protected under the wing of 
the Commission in charge of the con­
struction of the road, that it Is very 
doubtful if the government of the day 
can punish them for their misdeeds • 
though proven guilty. This anomalous 
condition does not arise because of 
lack of evidence of wrong-doing and 
breach of trust in the relation of the 
Commission to the public, but through 
the fact that every questionable ac­
tion of which the contractors were 
guilty, and not excepting the particu­
larly flagrant case where one Ottawa 
firm cleared up $740,000 without turn­
ing over a spade to earn it was prac­
tically with the connivance of the 
Commission.

The regulations governing the con­
tracts were so loose and so utterly un­
businesslike that although the country 
was defrauded out of many thousands 
of dollars, there Is no certainty that 
anything can be done about it. The 
transaction is over, the people have 
paid the money, there is nothing to do 
but put up with it, while the guilty 
parties smile with complacency at 
their disgraceful astuteness.

The effect of the Transcontinental 
report, however, was to send the last 
vestige of courage oozing out through 
the toes of the Liberals in the House 
and the country. They are demoral­
ized, crushed. Then, as a bombshell 
came the result of the bye-election in 
Nova Scotia, a province which Mr. 
Fielding once boasted he could deliver 
‘bound and gagged,” subservient at 
the feet of his leader. The days of 
binding and gagging have passed into 
history. The star of Liberal ascend­
ancy has forever set In that province, 
as in New Brunswick, and the Liber­
als know it. These and other things 
are the contributory causes of the 
lassitude and inaction on the Liberal 
benches in the House of Commons. 
They go a long way toward explain­
ing why the present session so far has 
been the quietest and most unevent­
ful for years. The once great Liberal 
party has gone to seed.

BULGARIA OBSERVES BIRTHDAY 
OF FERDINAND

Over the public buildings of Sofia 
the white, red and green banner of 
Bulgaria will fly today in recognition 
of the fifty-third birthday of the Bul- 
gar Tsar, Ferdinand I. Although the 
day is a public holiday, there will be 
no rejoicing, for Bulgaria, which bore 
the brunt of the Balkan war, and paid 
the highest price in blood and treasure 
is a nation plunged into the depths 
of grief and poverty. Down cheeks 
emaciated by starvation the bitter 
tears still flow for the fathers, broth­
ers, sons, husbands and lovers, patri­
archs and striplings, who marched 
bravely away to fight the hated Turk 
and came not back again. Victorious 
in battle, Bulgaria gained little from 
her triumphs, and the dream of a vast 
empire ruled by the Bulgar Tsar has 
been shattered. While the men fought 

tilled the fields as best 
they might, but, without horses, there 
efforts were well nigh futile, and the 
Bulgare are starving. The 
of war have brought In the 
greater horrors of poverty and depriv­
ation.

Under such circumstances, it is only 
natural that the miserable suhpects of 
the Tsar should blame their ruler for 
their plight, although 
Ferdinand was bitterly criticised be­
cause he waa averse to war. 
since .the Saxe-Coburg-Gotha prince 
mounted the Bulgarian throne. In 1887, 
the Bulgare have clamored for war 
against Turkey. The same pressure 

brought to bear on the rulers of 
other Balkan States, and eventually 
they had to yield to the popular will. 
During the early part of the war, when 
Bulgara armies were winning sucesaes 
In the field, Ferdinand was acclaimed 

future ruler of the restored 
Byzantine Empire, and it was even pre 
dieted that he would set up his throne 
in Constantinople. History had a dif­
ferent tale to tell. The great powers 
robbed Bulgaria of the spoils of vic­
tory, and the war with Servis com­
pleted her humiliation. The country 
was surrounded by four armies, num­
bering at least a million men. Under 
such circumstances Bulgaria could do 
nothing but accept the humiliating 
terms of her enemies.
