FLOUR 3GARGE
IN AUSTRIA

Venice, March 18, (Via London)—
March 19.—Reports received in Venice
from Vienna say that some thousands
of the population of the Austrian capi-
tal were unable to obtain bread last
Tuesday, the new decree restricting
production by one-fourth having caus-
ed a general dislocation of the entire
baking trade. Stocks of flour are de-
clared to have run so low that in
many places bakers found it impossible
to make bread, even with the less
quantity prescribed by the decree.

The supplies of bread made were
everywhere speedily sold out, espec-
fally in the suburbs, and late custo
mers, unable to obtain their portions,
are said to have stormed the bakeries
in several districts. The authorities
are reported to have endeavored to
calm the people by declaring that the
bread shortage was only temporary.
Bread and flour tickets will be issued
in Vienna, and in all towns in Aus
tria with a population of over 5,000,
beginning April 4.

from the .char house the sugar, still
in the form of liquor, comes refined
to the standard required. Every batch
is built up to the standard adopted
by the refinery and samples of each
lot are tested by the chemists in
charge of the laboratory. It would,
of course, be impossible for one not
an expert in the sugar business to at-
tempt an explanation of the various
processes through which this liquid
sweetness passes, from the time when,
in its raw state it leaves the ship,
until as the refined product it is ready
for the consumer. And such an expla-
nation, were it offered, would be al-
most meaningless to the general pub-
lic. But tEere is no difficulty in say-
ing something about the plant as a
whole. From the handling of coal for
power purposes, to the automatic pack-
ing of the bags, barrels and cartons of
finished sugar, the whole impression
recorded is one of absolute modernity
of labor saving devices, of a systema-
tization of equipment and an elimina-
tion of unnecessary manual labor
There is no waste effort, there is nt
needless motion, energy is concentrat
ed and under the supervision of ex-
pert heads of departments the ma-
chinery is made to do the maximum
of work. Next to this impresion of
up-to-dateness, the visitor is struck by
the absolute cleanliness of the whole
plant. A force of men are constantly
engaged; washing tanks, sweeping and
scrubbing floors, and keeping the
whole place in such a condition that
one might eat dinner anywhere. The
entire plant is equipped with dressing
rooms, toilet and shower baths for
the employes, and every opportunity

Yesterday afternoon, on invitation of
the superintendent, Mr. Seidensticker
and the maritime sales manager, Mr.
0, C. Bissell, a group of local newspa~
per men were shown through the At-
lantic Sugar Refineries. In common
with a great many residents of St.
John these visitors had previously en-
tertained the impression that this new
industry was of considerable import-
ance, but, also in common with the
majority of St. John residents, they
had until yesterday no real idea of the
magnitude of the enterprise as it is
now conducted.

Ottawa, March 18.—When the House
again went into committee of ways
and means on the special taxation in
the new budget, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
asked why the tax on the notes of
banks was not made to apply to ex-
cess circulation,

The Minister of Finance explained
the banks were now required to pay
five per cent. on this excess circula-
tion, and it had appeared to the gov-
ernment that if the one per cent. tax
were added to this it might discourage
the use of the excess circulation.
From the tax of one per cent ,on loan
and trust companies the Finance Min-
ister sald it was expected to realize
$150,000; from the tax on insurance
premiums, $350,000. He explained
that the marine insurance companies
had not been taxed, since they were
in competition in the ocean and lake
carrying trade with American com-
panies, and it had not been desired to
place them at a disadvantage.

Mr. White estimated the revenue
from the tax on telegraph and cable
messages as something over $100,000.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier was of the opin-
jon that the govermment could tax
still wines, but could not tax cham-
pagne, without violating the terms of
the French treaty. Champagne was
a French wine, the like of which was
not produced in Canada. It did not
come into competition with a Canadian
wine; and therefore, should not be sub-
ject to an additional tax. Sir Wilfrid
urged that thie French treaty be con-
strued liberally, and that in case of
doubt the benefit be given the French
product.

The Finance Minister said that those
who could afford to. buy champagne
could afford to pay the additional tax.

She will
preserve her nationality as the result
of her bravery, but it will be at a
terrible cost. Her cities have been
razed and priceless treasures of ar-
chitecture and historic worth, national
heirlooms, as it were, ground to the
dust. When the war is over the gal-
lant people of Belgium will be requit-
ed as far ag gains of territory or
money can requite them, but the ter-
rible toll of blood and tears will al-
ways oppress King Albert's gallant
subjects.

DBJECT-T0 HAVING
GITY STONE CRUSHER
RUN BY CHMN GANG

Trades and Labor Ceuncil
will lodge protest at City
Hall on behalf of old city
employes. i

The regular meeting of the Trades
and Labor Council was held last even-
ing. A delegation of city employes
appeared beforé the meeting and made
a protest against members of the chain
gang being employed to operate the
stone crusher. Most of the men form-
erly employed operating the stone
crusher were, it was said, old citizens
who had spent much time in the city’'s
service. The regular crew of the
stone crusher was laid off about New
Year's, but recently the stone crusher
has been started up with members
of the chain gang working it. The
Trades Council did not approve of thjs
departure and appointed a committee
to interview Com. Potts, and also to
bring the matter to the attention of
the city council if Com. Potts refused
to budge from his present policy.

Collector’'s Note.

The text of the collector’s note fol-
lows:

“For your informatiom, I have the
honor to advise you that the following
orders have been issued this day and
will continue in force until further no-
tice, regulating the movement of all
foreign vessels from this port:

“All foreign ships are hereby warn.
ed that any attempt to sail without
strictly complying with all of the pres-
ent regulations regarding proper clear-
ance will be stopped by the United
States naval guard vessel in this har
bor. Vessels taking such risk will cer
tainly be detained, and any ship at-
tempting to avoid this order must ac-
cept full responsibility for all eventu-
alities,

“In addition to the regulations here-
tofore in force governing the depar
ture of foreign vessels from this port,
each vessel will, from the date of this
order be required to hoist a special
signal, to be answered before passing
by the United States naval guard ves-
cel. This special signal will be assign-
ed by the collector when clearance pa-
pers are {ssued, and will be required to
be shown either by day or night,

“All vessels, except ferry boats and
tugs, intending to shift their berths at
night must first notify the collector.”

This action is taken under authority
of the joint resolution passed by the
recent Congress “to empower the Pres-
ident better to enforce,kand maintain
the neutrality of the United States,”
which was officially approved Mar. 4.

Under the orders issued yesterday
each foreign vessel on clearing will be
given a secret signal of its own by the
collector, who will send it to the com-
mandant of the Charlestown navy
yard, together with the name of the
vessel, its probable hour of departure
and the port for which it has cleared,
The dant has d to for-
‘ward this information by wireless, in
code, to the commander of the Brook-
lyn, who will demand the countersign
or signal in case it is not given, before
permitting any foreign vessel to leave
the harbor.

Annual report of Steel Cor-
poratiomn reflects depres-
prension in the trade.

New York, Mar. 18.—The annual re-
port of the United States Steel Cor-
poration for 1914 issued today, offers
proof of the depression in the steel
industry during the year. Earnings of
$81,746,018 show a decrease of $65,
421,000 compared with 1913, while the
net income of $46,520,408 indicated a
decrease of $58,800,284.

Net income for 1914 shows a deficit
of $16,971,984, against a surplus of $30,-
582,184 in the previous year, The cor-
poration’s expenditures of $45,372,594
for maintenance, repairs and extraor-
dinary replacements were $14,578,376
or 24.31 per cent. under the previous
year.

In 1914 the corporation mined only
17,034,981 tons of iron ore, against 28,-
738,641 tons in 1913 and its total pro-
duction of rolled and other finished
steel products for sale fell off 3,360,326
tons to 9,014,512 tonms,

The average number of employes in
the service during 1914 was 179,352
against 228,906 in 1913 and the pay
roll decreased from $207,206,176 to
$162,379,907.

Party from New Zealand and Fijl Islandsarrived here
yesterday en way te firing line—Paying their own
expenses to Mother Country,—Some have military
experience and hope for Commissions, but ready

To travel half way round the earth,
paying your own expenses, with the
objeot of getting in the way of a Ger-
man bullet, or in the hope of enjoying
the privilege of putting a bayonet or
bullet into a German—ithat would indi-
cate that in you burns a very ardent
flame of patriotism of & most amazing
love of adventure. iIn the Empire
upon which the sun never sets all
things are possible; and many things
which seem amazing merely happen as
a matter of course. One Canadian mil-
lionaire equipped a regiment to go to
the front and went with it himself,
but it may be questioned whether he
made & greater exhibition of patriot-
ism than & party which arrived in St.
John yesterday from the other side of
the earth, a party of men from New
Zealand and the Fiji lslands, who
abandoned good positions to go to the
Motherland, and offer their services in
the great war in which the Empire is
engaged. One of the men from New
Zealand is no longer young in years
though he is very young in spirit; the
others, both from New Zealand and
the Fiji Islands, are mostly young men
in years, much younger than their
splendid physiques +would indicate.
Some members of the party have seen
active service before, nearly all have
had® militia experience. All are pay-
ing their own way to the Mother
Country., Some hope to get commis-
sions. If they dom’t, thoy are willing
to serve in the ranks. Their principal
idea is to get on the firing line as soon
a8 possible,

All the members of the party are
imbued with the democratic spirit of
the Empire’'s Dominions south of the
line. About the ¥iji Islands or New
Zealand they were willing to talk with
all the fervor of a citizen of a boom
town in the Canadian west, but they
objected strongly to having their
names used in connection with the
military enterprises to which they
have set their hearts.

“New Zealand,” sald a mwember of
the party who holds the rank of a
Lieut, Colonel, “couldn’t hope to tell
you how fine a country it is. Do you
know the temperature in Auckland has
not for years fallen below 49 degrees,
and the highest temperature is about
76 degrees. In the southern parts of
the Islands, where there are highlands
like you gee in Scotland, they have a
little snow once in a while, but in
Auckland we never see snow. One of
the members of our party never saw
snow until he reached Canada.

“In Fiji we have an even better tem-
perature, “said a young man who left

“Well,” answered the man from
New Zealand, “we have no millionaires
there, When a man makes about a
quanter of & million the labor govern-
ment says you've got enough, and pro-
ceeds to tax him, so he has nothing to
gain by making any more. Generally
he quits the game, starts to enjoy life
and give other men a chance. On the
other hand we have no poor people,
except men who are very old or who
have been very unfortunate, and the
state looks after them. New Zealand
has long been in the forefront. in the
matter of social experiments. Most
social reform schemes are tried out
there before other countries take them
up. It is & workingmen'’s country, and
I think that on the 'whole the labor
men have used their power with con-
siderable wisdom. /

“Of course you know the women
have votes there, and most of them
take a keen interest in politics. They
are strong for temperance.”
