thority, preminent in the industrial
life of the country and well known
outside of it, who has just. returned
from an exhaustive investigation of
Gemman conditions and who has report-
td his findings to the French Govern
ment. He made the following state-
ment to me on the condition that his
name should not be unsed:

“The economic situation in Ger
many at the present time shows, per
haps, the desire which the German
leaders now are manifesting to re
sume the commercial selations with
France which were brokem by their
hahest last spring. This economie
crisle, which simce last June has de
veloped with great rapidity, has
brought abowt en everincreasing
amount of upemployment, The
Deutsche Allegemelne Zeitung of Octo
ber 4 speaks of an army of unem
ployed 3,000,000 stromg, Offictal fig-
aures put the number at considerably
less, but, nevertheless, it & fncontest:
ible that an enormous amount of un-
cmployment exista, What is the
cause?

No Lack of Coal.

“The official German newspapers
profess to see in this crisis the conse-
quences of the understanding at Apa
and of the delivery of coal to the
AlMes, Accoerding to them it is a lack
of coal which forced the factories te
vioge. This thesis does mot bear ir-
vestigation; to find the remedy one
nust first find the real cause of the
evil,

“Paradoxical as it may seem, 1 af-
firm that at the present time Germany
has more coal than her industries can
consume, The truth is that the unem-
ployment is not due te a lack of fuel,
but to the German inability to eell
their manufactured goods, to an ex-
cess of labor and to a fack of maw
materials.

Order Books Empty,

It is a fact that the order books of
the big commervcial houses and fae
tories are almost empty, This is due
not only te high prices—high because
of the depreciation of the mark—dut
also te the ruinous commercial system
jweugurated by the German indus-
‘rials in the early months of this
year, Foreign buyers, who might
have allowed themselves to be tempt-
ed to buy becawse of the depreciated
mark, have been systematically ex-
cluded from the German market by
the taxes and surtaxes of all varieties
and by the inmumerable eobstacles
pisced in their way by the Govern-
ment. The resuit is that an army of
CGlerks and functionaries has been cre-
ated and that all business has been
jeopardized.

“Apother cause of idlemess is the
great influx of labor due to the de-
mobilization of the army, to the im-
migration of Germans from all the
ceded territorfes, and to the cessatien
of all emigration. To that I might add
the large numbers of effectives of the
generalions born 2045, during which
years the birthrate reached its pin-

LENINE ON TRIAL

IN MOSCOW COURT|.

Arraigned Before Judicial Tri-
bunal of Bolsheviki—Accus-
ed of Graft and Czarism.

Washington, Nov. 8. —Nicolai Lenine,
the Boishevik premier, has recently
faced the mosl sever® test of his car-
cer, according 1o information received
through officiul chamnels in Washing-
ton in the last few days. This in-
fornmation is to the eifect that Lenine
has been on trial before a Bolshevik
judicial tribunal chargéd, amnong other
things, with being a grafter and with
trying to make himself absolute and
in other ways abusing the great pow-
er conferred upon him by the Soviet
Goverament,

Lenine was plated on trial, after
the filling of formal charges by cer-
tain Bolshevists whose names are not
siven, before the Soviet Government,
acoused of graft, endeavering to make
bimgelf absolute in power, and sup-
pression of defigite promotion of
Bolsherik theories in

come of the trial was not known at
the time the information was de
spatched by courier from Russia.

Twice when Lenine was on his way
te the trial dememstrations were
started by the crowds, but in each
instance they were quickly suppressed
by his large and heavily armed body-
guard, BServeral persons were killed
on each occasion. Lenine first de-
nied the right of thhe “Central Com-
mitte,” the exact status of which ‘is
not known to the officials nmere, 1o
bring him to trial. But he was over-
ruled and the charges against him
were read. The names of the com-
plainants were not given, and Lenine
demanded that they be made public.
Theis was refused.

A four hours’ debate then  ensued
between Lenine and members of the
Ceatral Committee, Lenine in an im-
passioned speech denying the truth
of the charges made agafnst him

The specifications of the charges
against Lenine are not disclosed in
the report received in Washington.
