RESULTS OF TARIFF REVISIONto TIt would be a notable servie* if a party 
ir a statesman succeeded in convincing the 
country that a tariff wrangle is not nearly 
of aucb world-shaking importance as the 
commercial jingoes and their political 
shooters would have us believe.

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Q. What if the meaning of the word
reciprocity?

A. It means give and take on a basis of 
equality.

Q. What doea it mean as between na­

A. They have reduced the items in ques­
tion to the same rate, but this has meant 
a much greater cut in the case of the 
United States than Canada, becauae the 
American tariff rate was higher in nearly 
every instance.

Q. How does the question of the agree­
ment now stand in the United States?

A. It is no longer a question there. The 
reciprocity bill was passed by congress 
and senate by large maporities and was 
formally signed by the president on July

Q. Bow does the question stand in Can­
ada?

A. It is awaiting the ratification of the 
House of Commons.

Q. Why has that ratification not been 
given ?

A. Because the Conservative party in 
the house have, by obstructive methods, 
prevented the question from coming to a 
vote.

Qr Why has this been perfaitted by a 
government which enjoyed a large ma­
jority in the chamber?

A. Because there is no provision in the 
rules of parliament to enable the govern­
ment to prevent deliberate waste of time 
in this way.

Q. Whit action his the government 
taken in the matter?

CUTTING GRAIN FOR SEED
dl6-Grain-growing is one of the principal 

phases of Canadas agriculture, and, to 
make the best of this, it is necessary that 
» very /tpgh quality of seed is produced. 
Many ^fain-growers make it a special line 
of their business to produite seed of a 
high standard, and are, so tp 
“breeding seed grain.” Harvest is 
hand, and in many districts much of the 
winter wheat will have been reaped before 
this is read, while in other districts har­
vest will not have begun.

One of' the important points to be 
sidered in producing the strongest and 
best of seed-is the degree of maturity at 
which the grain is cut. Plants use up all 
their energy in the endeavor to produce 
seed and to insure the propagation of their 
species. As the grain begins to ripen, the 
sap containing the soluble plant food is 
taken up to the seed, and the seed is thus 
matured in the best possible 
There are several stages in the maturity 
of grain, from the early milk stage to the 
dead-rip* stage, when the grain has ab­
sorbed all the possible nutrient material 
from' the straw, and the straw is about 
to break or crinkle down.

“Because we have become a na­
tion of 8,000,000 people and shall soon 
have 15,000,000, and it is an unfortunate 
necessity that as nations grow they must 
take steps for self-defence, just as with 
the increase of towns they must develop 
their police forces in order to secure safc% 
of person and property.

“And as to this, your sons will be torn 
from you end forced to fight in British 
wars, I am convinced that all of you and 
all who know me as an honorable man 
will know that I would never be guilty 
of supporting any move which could have 
such a result. When I hear of such men 
as Monk and Bourassa telling you such 
things I am ashamed of them. Such as­
sertions are shameful » lies. For forty 
years I have been in public life but 
never have I tried to win a cause by 
lies.”

It was shameful, said the premier," that 
these men should make such statements 
which they dared not repeat at St.

SnCIS Ot UOIIafS to Workmen s found it necessary to obtain direct repre­
sentation on the other side of the Atlan­
tic. To this firm has fallen the high dis­
tinction of receiving from the Canadian 
government the contract to build the fleet 
of war vessels which the Canadian authori­
ties have decided to construct. The pro­
gramme comprises four cruisers of large 
dimensions and six destroyers, and prac­
tically every English shipbuilding firm of 
any importance tendered for the work. We 
believe that the disappointment of those 
who have failed to send in the lowest ten­
der has been completely sunk in the gen­
eral feeling of gratification that Messrs. 
Cammell, Laird & Company, after the very 
trying experiences through which they 
have passed during recent years, should 
have succeeded in obtaining this very val­
uable order. The other competitors for 
the work have the less cause for disap­
pointment when it is remembered that the 
majority of them will receive from Messrs. 
Commell, Laird & Company subcontracts 
of considerable magnitude. A period of 
six years has been granted in which to 
complete the work, but a very large por­
tion of the contract is expected to be 
completed within three years from now. 
It is probable that the necessary premises 
will be erected at 8t. John, New Bruns­
wick, which has always been a favorite 
spot with British shipbuilders for the 
carrying out of Canadian work.

"As regards the financial side of tbe con­
tract, we presume that it will be neceatizy 
for the company to make an issue of capi­
tal of some sort in order to tackle so gi­

THE WORKING 01HIC0L10RIL CREDIT
icultnral Bank which appeared in the June 
number of the Bulletin of Economic and 
Social Intelligence, published by the In­
ternational Institute of Agriculture.

A few figures will be sufficient to dem­
onstrate the importance of the Bulgarian 
Bank. In 1908 it had a capital of 40,241,- 
159.41 Ft., 3,731,509.64 Fr. of which was 
represented by the reserve fund. In spite 
of the heavy losses caused by debtors who 
failed during the year ,it realised a gross 
profit of 11,129,05752 Fr. and a net profit 
of 3,134,850.64 Fr. There were 793 732 op­
erations carried out during the year for a 
sum total of 1,161,961,569.18 Fr.

The greater number of the loans grant­
ed were for small sums, in conformity 
with the law of 1904; in fact, most of them 
ranged between 100 and 500 Fr., which 
shows the enormous benefit of the bank 
to tee small farmer class.

We must give a few words to the third 
form of agricultural credit institution; 
the small co-operative society. These insti­
tutions began to arise in 1896 and develop­
ed so rapidly that there were already 493 
in 1908, most of them being of the Raif­
feisen type.

These local credit co-operative societies, 
distributed about in the : smaller centres, 
have been successful ’ in'ridding their dis­
tricts of the scourge of-usury which was 
weighing so heavily on the peasants and 
small farmers of Bulgaria.

There are three institutions in Bulgaria 
which more particularly provide for agri­
cultural credit; the National Bank of Bul­
garia, tee Agricultural Bank and the Co­
operative Society for Agricultural Credit. 
The National Bank, which is a state in­
stitution founded in 1870 under the pro­
visional Russian government, grants loans 
to farmers, either directly or indirectly, 
through the Agricultural Bank: in fact, 
in 1908, it received in deposits or dis­
counted 2,217 bills for farmers for 1,459,- 
982.54 Fr., and granted loans to the Agri­
cultural Bank to the amount of 1,116,- 
916.26 Fr. «

The real institution for agricultural cred­
it, however, is the Bulgarian Agricultural 
Bank, which has branches throughout the 
kingdom in the chief towns of 85 dis­
tricts, and agencies in 75 of the principal 
villages. It was instituted by a law pass­
ed on January 16th, 1904, which arranged 
for the amalgamation of the old urban 
banks founded in 1863 at the time of the 
Turkish domination rad transformed into 
agricultural banks in 1878 by the Rus­
sian government.

Ibe Montreal Star brings no evidence 
and offers no argument to controvert that 
statement, which is made upon the auth-‘ 
ority of the Washington correspondents of 
responsible American newspapers favorable 
to the passing of the agreement.

But the Montreal Star is' itself publish- 
as part of ite campaign literature, the 

writings of a man whose firm was 
pelled publicly to admit before the United 
States senate that it'receives money from 
the United States trusts to carry on the 
fight against reciprocity.^ *

The Montreal Star not long ago pub­
lished an article from a resident of New 
York city strongly warning Canadians, that 
annexation was the great object of the 
reciprocity agreement. The author of that 
letter was one Graham, of the firm of 
Allen & Graham, of New York. The firm 
of Allen & Graham are professional pub­
licity promoters and lobbyists. Mr. Graham 
appeared before the senate finance 
mittee to give evidence on the reciprocity 
question, ostensibly in behalf of the Farm­
ers' Grange, and was very extensively ques­
tioned as to the parties from whom he re­
ceived fees for this work. Part of the ex­
amination reads as follows:
