Addresses of welcome were first delivered 
from the platform facing the stand. The 
corporation was responded to by Mayor 
Esaery in a three-minute speech, in which 
he said: “This is the first day when labor 
in Canada has had a national holiday of its 
own, and we have mot today not only to 
celebrate that notable event in the history 
of the country, but to celebrate the annual 
outing of the Trades and Labor Council 
and those affiliated with them in the city of 
London. There is one thing of whioh the 
citizens can well be proud, and that is the 
standing occupied by the men of labor in 
this country of ours. We have an im­
portant holiday—-the civic—and on that 
day the teamsters made an outing, 
but the trades and labor men 
are going in the future to make their day 
one on which every citizen can afford to 
stay at home and see the events that take 
place. There was a time when the 
men who worked were supposed to 
do nothing else, but in this country the 
workingmen’s sons always come out on 
top, and why shouldn’t they have their 
day ? These men are endeavoring to make 
a national reputation for themselves, and 
they welcome you to their festivities. 
They intend that they shall be better, and 
they intend to make a stand that will be 
creditable to themselves. They belong to 
a people second to none on God's earth.” 
(Cheers.)

That ever active labor representative, Mr. 
J. T. Marks, was given a warm reception.

THE RING ATTRACTIONS.

By 
some vigorous hustling the ring was partly 
cleared and the sports pushed through with 
energy. There were 32 events on the pro- 
grainme. Half a dozen clowns kept the 
audience in good humor between the many 
events. Jakey Butts was the leader.

In the line of special attractions Messrs. 
Partridge and Stevens, the well-known 
local slack wire and horizontal bar artists, 
gave another of their clever exhibitions 
and received merited applause. The St, 
Albans Church Lads’ Brigade executed 
some physical drill which was a great 
credit to the instructor. Captain Thomas 
Hogg. The prizes, valued at about $20, 
will be divided at the discretion of the 
captain.

Keen rivalry has existed during the 
summer between the Conclave of the 
Knights of Sherwood Forest and the Robin 
Hood corps, organized in connection with 
Court Forest City, No. 5,744, A. O. F. The 
two bodies competed at the teamsters 
picnic, and honors were even—so the 
judges decided.

Draw a DiagramFor the first time in Canadian history 
Labor Day was celebrated throughout the 
Dominion yesterday as a statutory holiday. 
The day was observed in London for the 
third time, and the demonstration was in 
every way a complete success. Many 
visitors were present from surrounding 
towns, and as there were no excursions 
from London of any account the citizens 
turned out nobly, and the crowd at the 
park was as large, if not larger, than the 
attendance at any of the several picnics 
already held in that place this summer. 
Thousands witnessed the parade at noon, 
although the heat of the day was very op­
pressive. The procession was a big oue, 
and was a fitting evidence oft e strength 
of organized labor in this city. A strik­
ing feature of the parade was an 
exhibit of the Industrial Brother­
hood. It did not take up much 
room, and was not a brilliant display, yet 
it tended to show the good sense of Cana­
dian workmen in a marked degree. In a 
decorated wagon rested an improvished 
ballot box, and above it was a marked 
ballot paper. Ou the ballot paper were 
printed, one above the other, the words 
‘Masses" and "Classes." The X was 
placed after the word “Masses,” and 
above the whole was the simple sentence 
“Strike here.” It conveyed a world of 
meaning.

The procession was not only of great 
size, but it was a marvel of decoration. 
About 3,000 persons were in line, and each 
exhibitor, each society, and everybody 
connected with the long line vied with one 
another to present the neatest appearance 
and the most tasty decoration. It was a 
rolling stream of color. Flags and stream­
ers, banners and evergreens, bright uni­
forms and pretty flowers made the moving 
mass pleasant for the eye to rest upon. 
The men in line presented a well-fed, com­
fortable appearance, and the intelligence 
etamped on the faces of the mass was 
worthy of the dignity of its calling.

The procession left the Market Square 
almost sharp on time, and at 12:15 was 
moving down Dundas street. It was head­
ed by about 75 butcher boys on horseback 
and a butcher boys’ band on foot. The 
men rode splendid mounts and looked neat 
in their white hats and shirt sleeves with 
clean baskets on their arms. Decorated 
butcher wagons came next and the Cavalry 
band followed. Cottam’s bird food pyra­
mid proceeded Hamilton’s brewery exhibit, 
and then citizens were treated to a freeglance 
at three wagon loads ef coal and two of 
cordwood. Each wagon was safely 
returned to Daly’s wood yard with­
out being held up. Smith brothers 
had a statue of Venus taking a shower 
bath in public. She was clad in 
cheese cloth and looked wet but cool 
and beautiful withal. Four merry 
plumbers at work on a float completed 
Smith Bros,’ exhibit. The three steam 
laundry companies — Parisian, Dominion 
ana Forest City—showed a beautiful line 
of delivery wagons all covered with bright 
paint, collars and cuffs and naughty little 
cupids, who leaned on collars and thought 
they were in full dress.

The London Gravel Felt Roofing Com­
pany’s exhibit followed, and Bartlett & 
Parsons amateur minstrel show kept a re­
spectful distance ahead of Pawnee Willie’s 
wild west aggregation, who looked fierce 
and dirty and scalpy. Keene Bros,’ and 
Trafford’s furuiture exhibits gave the young 
people matrimonially inclined something 
to talk about in their evening rambles. 
Then came the Iron Molders’ Union and 
the Seventh band. The two car shop fire 
companies came next, with the always 
smiling “Jerry” Laughlin in command. 
W ith their white shirts and black felt hats 
the men looked natty. The reels were 
beautifully decorated and little Freddie 
Alward occupied a flowery seat of honor 
upon one of them. “When duty calls we 
no danger fear," their banner read. The 
round house fire teams followed with the 
captains on decorated wheels. The hose 
reel in this case was draped in the form of 
a prettily colored chario , and little Nellie 
Smith made a correspondingly pretty 
charioteer. Captains Loveridge and Harri- 
son commanded. The men wore blue shirts 
and yachting caps.

Conclave No. 2, K. S. F., under com­
mand of Capt. Jacobs, were the first uni­
formed company in the line of march. 
The Cigar Makers’ Union and Industrial 
Brotherhood quickly followed. The latter 
had a patriotic badge consisting of a Maple 
Leaf with the name of the society in golden 
letters. In succession came the Federated 
Shoemakers, Machine Woodworkers, Tail- 
ore' Union, International Association of 
Machinists, Amalgamated Carpenters and 
Joiners, and Railroad Trainmen and Fire­
men.

The St. Albans Church Lads’ Brigade, 
although consisting only of small boys, 
were warmly applauded on their soldierly 
appearance. They had shoulder straps 
and haversacks, small cavalry forage caps, 
and the non-commissioned officers were 
designated by the usual stripes and sashes. 
Capt. Thomas Hogg was in command. An 
ambulance corps with a stretcher brought 
up the rear. Robin Hood Drill Corps 
under Captain Brown followed.

Medical aid is needed more 
than anything else to take care of the 
wounded and maimed, who are suffering 
unutterable torture.

NINE TOWNS DESTROYED.
DULUTH, Minn., Sept. 4.—Another town 

has fallen a prey to the devouring flames, 
making nine in all that have been con­
sumed.

The King of Siam’s Weakness.
The recent rumors that the King of 

Siam was dead are explained in a long let­
ter from Bangkok which is published in the 
Pall Mall Gazette to-day. It is asserted 
in high Siamese circles that the King is 
suffering from fever, as the result ot his ex­
cessive indulgence in chloral for a number 
of years. It is said His Majesty has be­
come so slavishly addicted to the use of 
the drug that there is very little hope of 
his recovery. Notabilities crowd the royal 
palace, but no one, not even the Crown 
Frince, is allowed to see the King. No 
reason is given for thia state of affairs, but 
it is surmised that His Majesty is in the 
hands of plotters, The women of the pal­
ace arc turning their accumulated wealth 
into diamonds. The King has gradually 
elevated his relatives to important posts in 
the kingdom, which act he will doubtless 
rue, as it is regarded as improbable that 
their high-handed administration of affairs 
for their own profit will be much longer 
tolerated. It is predicted that the dura­
tion of the present dynasty will be shortly 
erminated.

Even 
Queen Victoria, his great-grandmother, 
though within a couple of hours' journey, 
has not been to see him since the christen- 
ing, and now she has gone off to Scotland. 
His mother, his four grand parents, his 
aunts and his numerous cousins were all 
out of reach, and this baby, who will one 
day be king and emperor, was entirely 
among strangers two whole weeks. His 
mother came back last night, but the baby 
will not see much, of her, for she starts 
almost immediately with her husband on 
another long trip. It is not suggested that 
Prince Edward himself has worried much 
about this seemingly heartless neglect. 
Being a royal baby, he has never been 
allowed to seek nourishment at the mater­
nal fount, and like all infante, whether 
born to the purple or in a hovel, his tastes 
are simple and his wants small. I refuse 
positively to make known the brand of 
infants’ food upon which Prince Edward is 
waxing fat, but am able to add, upon 
authority, that he enjoys robust health and 
will be vaccinated at the end of this mouth.

Poor Count de Paris.
The malady which will soon end the 

career of the Count of Paris is cancer of the 
stomach. It has been known to bis physi­
cians for more than a year that their 
patient was doomed. A diagnosis was made 
in July, 1893, by an eminent French 
specialist, who, by means of a wonderful 
instrument, then almost unheard of, intro­
duced an electric light into the stomach 
itself through the esophagus. The room 
was then darkened and the operator was 
able to detect through the skin an incipient 
cancer or ulcer on the left wall of that 
organ. The doctors then discussed the 
desperate expedient of the excision of the 
entire stomach and the substitution ot the 
same organ from a lamb, an operation which 
has been successful in one case in French 
surgery. Ths risk was deemed too great, 
and the patient was not informed as to the 
real nature of the disease until recently.

Royal Salmon Catching.
Queen Victoria has settled down in 

Balmoral Castle for the autumn. The 
Prince of Wales is at Homburg. The 
Duke of York has had a superb saloon 
carriage built for him by the Great Eastern 
Railroad Company, and the Duchess of 
Fife has caught two salmon, weighing re­
spectively twelve and nine pounds, in one 
day in the Scotch River Dee. The fore­
going constitutes the week’s uneventful 
history of the British royal family.

The Water Cycle.
The attempt to cross the English Channel 

on a water cycle has apparently been 
abandoned for the season by the French­
man who tried it and failed early in 
August. It is not unlikely, however, that 
the feat will be attempted by Robert 
Brown, sculptor, of Newport, Wales, who 
on Wednesday crossed the Bristol Channel 
from Newport to Weston, a distance by 
steamer route of fourteen miles, but Brown, 
owing to the tide and other causes, actu­
ally traveled 21 miles. The time was three 
and one-quarter hours. He finished in 
good condition. Brown’s cycle consists of 
two cigar shaped tubes, each seventeen feet 
long, lying parallel and three feet apart. 
They are fille ' with compressed air. In the 
center space is a platform and seat for a 
driver. Two paddle wheels, one on the out­
side of each tube, are propelled by the 
ordinary cycle pedals and chain gearing. 
The steering gear consists of two rudders, 
which seem the weakest part of the ma­
chine. and would probably come to grief in 
rough water.

The Elopement Sensation.
London is talking today about the elope­

ment of Cissie Loftus, the greatest of the 
Music Hail favorites, and Justin Mc­
Carthy’s son. Cissie is only 17 years old, 
and is one of the most wonderful mimics 
ever on the stage. McCarthy 18 just twice 
her age, has been a member of Parliament, 
and has some literary ability. The couple 
went to Edinburgh and were married by 
the sheriff. They are now willing to be for­
given. The girl’s parents, who enjoyed her 
big earnings, are not disposed to be recon- 
eiied, and threaten McCarthy with the 
serious penalties of the law.

Slave-Dealing Scandal.
The slave-dealing scandal in Cairo is a 

serious affair. Not only has the traffic in 
young girls been large, but the most 
prominent natives arc involved. It is ex­
pected that the sixteen offenders who are 
to be tried this week will be acquitted, 
because it is found that the law punishes 
only dealers, and not purchasers. The 
case of All Pasha, president of the native 
Legislative Assembly, brings up a scandal­
ous and absurd feature of Egyptian politics. 
He is charged with being an accomplice of 
the dealers because he lodged slaves in his 
house. He now defies the Egyptian courts, 
on the ground that he is a subject of Italy. 
He was naturalized as an Italian in 1867, 
but has been regarded always as a native 
subject, and has figured as such before the 
native tribunals. The Legislative Assembly 
was instituted by Lord Dufferin as an 
entirely native body to watch over the 
interests of the natives, and teach them 
self-government. But now its president

Addresses 2,000 People at Rat Portage- 
Charmed by His Eloquence— 

Political Pointers.

RAT PORTAGE, Sept. 3.—On the way 
from Fort William to Rat Portage Mr. 
Laurier and party stopped off at Murillo 
long enough to see the Kakab,ka Falls, on 
the Kaministiqula River, and to have an 
exceedingly pleasant meeting with the 
people of Oliver township. The hall was 
reached after a six-mile drive over good 
roads and through a fine farming country. 
On their return to the village the members 
of the party were entertained at luncheon, 
after which a brief impromptu meeting 
was held. Mr. R. Martin, the reeve of the 
township, presided. On behalf of his fel­
low citizens he presented the leader with 
an appreciative address.

Among the first to greet Mr. Laurier at 
Rat Portage this morning were Hon. 
Robert Watson and Hon. Clifford Sifton, of 
the Manitoba Government, and Mr. F. W. 
Wade, who had come from Winnipeg to 
meet him. The decoration* of the town 
and of the rink, where the meeting was 
held in the evening, defy adequate de­
scription. They were the work of both 
the Liberals and Conservatives of the place. 
Both parties vied with each other in doing 
honor to their distinguished fellow-Cana- 
dian. The meeting, at which there were 
over 2,000 people, was presided over by 
Mr. Henry Langford, president of the Rat 
Portage Liberal Association. On the plat­
form were many prominent citizens of the 
town and district, including Hon. Joseph 
Martin, M.P., who had come down from 
Winnipeg, and Mr. T. Burrows, M.P.P. 
Mr. Laurier, though somewhat fatigued 
after the exertions of the day, spoke 
powerfully in advocacy of the principles of 
freedom. The great audience was charmed 
by his eloquence, and impressed by his 
logic. Applause of the most enthusiastic 
quality frequently drowned the voice of the 
speaker, and this despite the fact that 
many of those present were of a hostile 
political faith. The other speakers were 
Mr. Gibson, Mr. Mulock and Mr. Fraser.

The York Recorder contains some par­

ticulars of the suit of Chamberlain vs. 
Russell which, according to that paper, 
may turn out to be a cause celebre.
