Business in the town of Bothwell

The annual 
report showed that the following mortuary 
benefits had been paid during the year. 
William J. Freeland, $805; William R. 
Adams, $812; H. Fitzsimmons, $821; 
James Douglas, $835; W. E. Saund- 
ers, . $835 — $4,108. The membership 
continues to increase, and it is hoped that 
the maximum amount of benefit ($1,000) 
will shortly be realized. Members are 
asked to assist to this end by procuring at 
least one new member each during the 
holiday season.°

The revised bylaws were presented for 
adoption. The principal changes are: 
Fixing six statutory assessments per annum, 
payable on the first of each alternate month 
respectively, and slightly increasing some 
of the rates of assessment for new members. 
The changes will, it is confidently believed, 
be beneficial. Members will know exactly 
when their assessments are due, and the 
statutory assessments will provide funds to 
pay all death claims promptly as they occur, 
and, it is hoped, allow of a steady and sub­
stantial addition to the reserve fund.

The financial statement was also pre­
sented, and showed the receipts to have 
been, exclusive of balance from previous 
year, $8,847 23; the disbursements were

THE ONTARIO RUGBY UNION.

Toronto, Ont., Dec. 14.—There was a 
large gathering of the footballers of the 
Province at the annual meeting of the On­
tario Rugby Union held here Saturday.

able for all junior players. The rules of 
play remain much as before, but an effort 
will be made to bring the rules, both of the 
Quebec and Ontario Unions into conformity 
with each other.

“We suffer from over-legislation and lax 
administration of legislation.

The present Excise Law was enacted 
by the party which is now howling against 
its enforcement.

“The law was enacted as a political club 
for machine purposes.

“Discrimination in the enforcement of 
the Excise Law has been at the bottom of 
police blackmail and corruption.”

FIGHTING THE ICE.

Schooner Sunk With 60,000 Bushels of 
Cora on Board—Other Vessels in 

Trouble.
Amersburg, Out., Dec. 16.—The steamer 

Ranney, from Chicago to Buffalo, with 60,- 
000 bushels of corn, was cut with the ice 
and sank a few miles south-east of the 
Dummy Light Friday night. The water is 
over her decks. She is owned by Bradley, 
of Cleveland. Tugs and steam pumps have 
gone to her assistance. The ice is very heavy 
and making fast. The crew took to the 
boats and made for the dummy, but had to 
cut their way for miles through the ice and 
after hours of struggling they reached the 
shore this morning more dead than alive and 
badly frost bitten. The Ranney is valued at 
$65,000.

At the time Herr Lut- 
genau was returned the Vorwaerts, organ 
of the Socialists, said: “This is the peoples’ 
answer to Emperor William’s appeal for 
union against the Socialists and to the 
threatened anti-Socialist measures.

Russia to Persia.
Persia is about to be provided with a 

new railroad. The line is being engineer­
ed by the Czar’s officials, and constructed 
by means of Muscovite capital. It is to 
have its base at the Russian port of Baku, 
which is connected with the entire Rus­
sian railroad system, and is to extend 
across the plain of Mogan to the frontier 
station of Dulfa, whence it will proceed 
southward to the great Persian city of 
Tabreez. From there, by way of Kazvin, 
it continues to Teheran, whence branches 
are to be constructed to the great pilgrim 
resort of Meshed, on the Northeast front­
ier, and to the ancient metropolis Ispah­
an, in the South. Apart from the politi­
cal consequences of this line, the practical 
opening up of a great country so rich and 
yet so undeveloped as Persia cannot fall 
to prove of immense interest to trade and 
industry in every part of the civilized 
world.

Plucking Poultry-
Tf the Christmas season is to be a 

source of profit to the poultry grower 
and merchant, and a pleasure to the 
sastronomics of the consumer, some of 
was poultry raisers must change ther 
ways. In preparing fowls for market they should be dry plucked and not 
scalded. Receivers complain that about 
Posit the offerings on the Toronto mar- 
ket have been scalded; after the skin 
has been broken it very quickly be- 
comes dark and presents anything but an attractive appearance when offered 

the consumer. The retailer is com- 
belled to sell scalded birds in many in- 
stances at a sacrifice of 2 to 3 cents per pound. The shipper does not notice 
the evil effects of scalding, because 
they scarcely become evident in the short time during which he holds his 
poultry, but a word of advice to cus- 
tomers, if acted upon, should do much 
to prevent a repetition of serious waste 
that has repeatedly been suffered 
through holding in a glutted market.

As the report of the board of con­
trol of experiment stations would re­
quire a long time to arrange, it 
was thought well to have it placed in 
the printed report.

The treasurer’s report showed that 
the receipts and expenditure for the 
year had Just balanced each other. 
The total expenditure in carrying on 
the association and Its paper had 
amounted to $4,707 83. Of this $1,666 
had been expended on the Canadian 
Horticulturist, and $1,200 on salaries.

The following delegates were re- 
elected as members of the board of 
control of experiment stations: W. E. 
Wellington, A. M. Smith and A. H. 
Pettit. These gentlemen, together with 
Principal Mills and Prof. Hutt, of the 
Guelph College, form the board.

The secretary read a communication 
from Mr. E. B. Stevenson, of Freeman, 
who was unable to be present. Mr. 
Stevenson is an expert on straw­
berries, and has for years been mak­
ing experiments in breeding. He com­
plained in his letter that no systematic 
effort had been taken to improve the 
strawberry by those who had the time 
and means to do so. All lovers of fruit 
were looking for the perfect berry, 
and it could only be reached by prop­
er inward breeding.

A discussion was then introduced on 
the question of the export Of fruit by 
Mr. J. B. Shuttleworth, who is one of 
the largest shippers in Canada. He 
said that in the matter of apples, that 
to gain and hold a market it was ab­
solutely necessary to give the con­
sumer exactly what he wanted. If he 
wanted a Spy it would not do to try 
and persuade him to take a Ben Davis. 
He pointed out, too. the Imperative ne­
cessity of the apples being in quality 
and all other respects what they were 
represented to be. For this rease .1 the 
exporter should be very careful in mak­
ing his purchases, and he should see 
that the packing was not done fraud­
ulently. He considered that apples 
should have two standard grades. It 
was necessary to lay down fine apples 
in the English market at the least 
passible expense, and to do so the only 
package in which they could be prop­
erly handled, taking cost into account, 
was the barrel. Mr. Shuttleworth said 
that as yet there was not a grape pro­
duced in Canada which satisfied the 
British consuming public. Canadian 
tomatoes, however, should pay well in 
the English market. He thought the 
export trade in pears would not 
amount to much, as France, some 
parts of Germany, and some parts of 
Belgium grew as good pears as Can­
ada.

At a meeting of the directors held 
after the convention adjourned, Kings­
ton was decided on as the next place 
of meeting.

Woodstock, Dec. 13.—There was no 
session of the Ontario Fruit Growers’ 
Association yesterday morning, it hav­
ing been decided to accept the Invita­
tion of the local society to take a 
drive about the town, visit some of 
the industrial establishments and par­
take of luncheon at the Bapist Col­
lege.
The afternoon meeting was (held in 
the council chamber, and the room war 
crowded. The large table within the 
bar was covered with samples with 
many varieties of apples grown in 
different parts of Ontario. Before 
proceeding with the formal programme 
the question drawer was opened and a 
number of the many quesions sub- 
mied were answered.

J. C. Harris, of Ingersoll, read the 
nrst paper of the afternoon on the sub- 
ject, "Spraying and Cultivation of 
Orchards." Mr. Harris has had much 
practical experience in regard to this 
subject, and his address was listened 
to with close attention.

A H. Pettit followed with a short 
address on "Experience in Spraying in 
1895, and then Hon. John Dryden de- 
livered an excellent speech in which 
he imparted splendid advice. He dealt 
with the knowledge necessary for the 
best production of fruit, and announc­
ed that it was the intention of the Gov- 
ernment to establish fruit experiment 
stations in different parts of the Prov- 
ince. NAHA CS 
, the programme at the evening meet- 
ling was of particular interest to ama-| 
teur florists. President Pettit opened 
the proceedings with an address on the 
year s work. He urged that the time 

come when they chould cultivate 
only those varieties of fruit which 
could be raised to the highest state 
of perfection. T

H. H. Groff, of Simcoe, followed 
with an able paper on “Gladiolus,” 
dealing with the planting and cultiva- 
tion of the flower. In reply to a ques­
tion as to the best class of plants for 
amateurs to cultivate, Mr. Groff re­
plied amid applause, “The Canadian 
grown bulbs.” There was, he said, a 
great deal in having the stock acclima­
tized.

Une of the features by which,a town 
or city was judged by a stranger, 
said he, was the attention that was 
given to beautifying it by tree-lined 
streets, well-kept boulevards and 
lawns, and tastefully arranged igard- 
ens, public and private. All these con­
tributed to make up the character of 
a town or city, and by them, too. the 
character of citizen® was determined 
in popular estimation. They indicated 
not only thrift and a degree of pros- 
perity, but also Intelligence, good taste 
and culture.
, Mr. Lockie, president of the Water­
loo Horticultural Society, at Waterloo, 
gave a brief description of the park 
which had been instituted five years 
ago in that town. Great benefits had 
been derived by the public from its 
use, and the park was freely used by 
excursion and picnic parties.

The paper on “The Cultivation and 
Management of House Plants,” by Jas. 
Scarff, Woodstock, contained much of 
practical value. One of the chief re­
quirements in the management of 
household plants was plenty of sun- 
shine; next, an atmosphere neither too 
dry nor too close, and a uniform tem- 
perature, lower at night than during 
the day. As the days become longer 
and brighter, more room between the 
plants should be given. As soil for 
pot plants there was no better foun­
dation than well decayed turf that is 
full of root fibres. The soil that would 
best suit the majority was two parts 
decayed turf to one part well-rotted 
manure and one part sand. Morning 
was the best time to water, and rain 
water the best to use. House plants 
should never be watered when the sun 
is shining on them, nor when the soil 
is moist to the touch. Drainage in 
the pots should always be attended to 
as stagnant water at the roots would 
result in decayed plants and impover­
ished flowers. Rooms lighted by gas 
were a great drawback. While the 
gas is lighted. Mr. Scarff recommended 
that the plaints be covered with papers. 
A succession of flowers all the year 
round may be enjoyed by forcing a 
few at a time and replenishing as the 
bloom fades away.

Mr. Scarff’s paper gave rise to a 
brief discussion. Mr. Hall, of Wood- 
stock advised the ladles present not 
to move their plants from the window, 
and not to put the blinds down.

Prof. Craig, of the Experimental 
Farm at Ottawa advised the use twice 
a week of a solution of nitrate of 
soda. The result to plants would be 
to increase their vigor.

Mr. Saunders, of London, advised 
the spraying of flowers with water, 
which would reach the plants in a 
gentle and warm degree of tempera- 
ture.

Mr. Mitchell,the popular nurseryman, 
of Innerkip, gave some valuable hints 
regarding the requirements and rela­
tive value of some common garden 
and house plaints. The most success­
ful plant growers were those who 
made a study of the general and in-! 
dividual nature and necessities of plant 
life. To all plants coal gas was poison, 
slow or quick, according to their na­
ture or to the condition in which they| 
might be when subjected to it. With 
regard to watering, the general rule 
was that water should be sufficiently 
withheld so as to allow the admission 
of air to the roots every two or three 
days. Saucers should only be used to 
catch such water as might drain from 
the pots when watering. The only 
common plant which would thrive with 
the saucers constantly filled with 
water were sedges and callas. Mr. 
Mitchell gave some interesting infor­
mation respecting certain common 
plants. Regarding geranium beds a 
great mistake was often made, he said, 
by using too many varieties. One va­
riety in a bed produced the most 
striking effect, and for this purpose he 
recommended the Heteranthe or 
“Double General Grant.” S. A. Nutt 
was the best dark flowered variety 
for the garden. White and light flow­
