Invention of French Scientist Shown in London, England, Is
Expected to Revolutionize High Speed Traction.

prtant British railways. This new sys-
{;m. which is the invention and discov-
ery of a French scientist, Emile Bacheket,
,ms already received an offer of a great
Failwzy chief to lay down a special five-
mile cirvcuit track in order that the enor-
mous speed claimed for it (8060 miles an
bour) may be tested. "

The system, ag demonstrated vesterday
by a model of the largest size, did all
" that was claimed for it. A speed of 300
gniles an hour was attained, the automatic

pulsion and stopping of the car were
onstrated, the position of the car at

any point during the journey was indi-
cated by an electrie signal and an almost
obsolute absence of all vibration was ob-
tained.

The train travels through space with-
out visible means of support, either above
or below. At a wizard touch it is away
like a flash, defying all laws of gravity.
M. Bacheket's system is made possible by
the discovery that the effect of a magnétie
coil on certain metals is to repel instead
of attract. One of these metals is alum-
inum, and the effect of magnetic elec-
tricity on aluminum is a great factor in
working the air train..

Begins Annual Attack on
Treasury in a Five

LAUDS SPIRIT OF WAR

OTTAWA, May 7.—Canada's War
Lord today launched a campaign for
his annual millions. He made a five
hours’ attack on Parliament to reach
the Dominion treasury over which it
stands guard. At midnight truce was
declared for the day.

Col. Hughes
volleyed and thundered words about
regiments, squadrons and batteries.
Armories and armaments, bayonets and
bullets, gold lace and glitter, boy
scouts, cadets and nursing sisters were
all flung forward in one splendid
charge upon the defenders of the
treasury chest. From the secure al-
titude of the galleries a great crowd
of non-combatants hung breathless
above the carnage. The floor of the
Commons chamber smoked with elo-
quence. A line of honorary colonels
in the front of the spectators nodded
their encouragement of the Minister of
Militia. h i

Pro-
cess servers for the defence yvesterday
subpoenaed warden Clancy and the
Rev. Willlam Cashin, the Catholic
chaplain at Sing Sing prison. This
action gave fise to the supposition
that Warden Clancy and Father Cash-
in have been summoned to tell of the
eleventh hour confession of “Dago
Frank” Cirofici, in which the con-
demned gunman was credited with
having declared that “Becker had
nothing to do with the murder of
Rosenthal”. Whether or not the Ciro-
fici confession will be admitted in
evidence is problematical.

Corener’s Jury Petitions Rail-
way Commission to Do Away
With “Death Traps.”

PLACES BLAME ON VICTIM

Jurors Find He Was Careless in
Walking Onto Tracks —

Footboard Unguarded.

In view of the fact that so mauny
deaths occur on railway tracks in Lon-
dpn. Coroner Dr. R. MacLaren, and
his jury inquiring into the death of
Wiiliam Garside, who was instantly
killed as the result of being struck by
Grand Trunk vard engine 1430, at the
Wellington street crossing on May 2,
last night, drew up a reconmmenda-
tion urging the Dominion railway com-
mission to take prompt action to do
away with the level crossings in Lon-
don.

Victim Was Careless.

The jury found that the late Mr.
Garside met his death as the result
of his being guilty of gross careless-
ness in placing himself in the position
he did, but agreed that if a man had
been on the rear foot-board, the ac-
cident would in all probability never
have happened.

Charles G. Hunter, the princlpal wit-
ness of the accident, in the witness box
told how he and his wife, with a baby
in a carriage, arrived at the south side
of the tracks in time to see the gates
go down, and that they went around
and onto the tracks, but were blocked
from crossing by the way-freight going
east. Hunter stated that he had seen the
engine strike Garside about the knees.
Hunter velled and signalled, but it was
too late. Garside was knocked down,
thrown across the tracks, and crushed
by the engine. Hunter said the engine
at the time of the accident was going
slowly, but he heard no warning signal
from it.

Bell Was Ringing.

«“the bell at the time of the accldent
ringing, but I had not blown the
whistle, and did not know 1 had hit a
man until I heard a woman shout and
received a stop signal,’’ stated Engineer
Staley.

Willlam Sullivan, fireman, admitted that
there was no man on the footboard of the
engine at the time of the accident, and
on being questioned by George S. Gib-
bons. who appeared in the interests of
the Garside family, stated that he did not
know whether the railway act applied to
a vard engine in this case or not.

FUCHARITIG CONGRESS

Yet in the Holy Eucharist, Christ
raises to life the dead soul which has
been in mortal sin. He strengthens the
weak and heals the sick.

«If we were to tell you that we had
power to give you great wealth, you
know very well that there would be even
blood shed in the struggle to learn the
great secret. But Christ offers his
wealth—love. Look at the sun, the moon
and stars, the trees, the flowers, the sim-
ple blade of grass, they are but a ray of
God’s goodness of the wealth of his love
for humanity. We cannot measure the
immensity of Cod’'s love for man.

“He has given his only Son in the
holy sacrifice of the mass. He has given
you all you have. How little we give to
him in return for his gifts.”

Father Doyle commented on the mystery
of the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist.
To those outside the church it was a deep
mystery. It required faith in the under-
standing of it. He quoted the words of
Christ to St. Thomas: ‘‘Because thou
hast seen Thomas, thou hast believed,
blessed are they who have not seen and
have believed.”

In conclusion, the speaker exhorted his
hearers to open thelir hearts to God to
strengthen their love for him. He urged
them to be thoughtful of God’s goodness
to man, and of man’s ingratitude to him.
He advised the frequent meditation and a
greater familiarity of the llves of the
saints,

“Let us be faithful here to the church
militant ,and mindful of the church suf-
fering,”” said the speaker, ‘“‘that we may
be worthy to join the church triumphant
in heaven.”

The sermon was followed by benediction
of the Blessed Sacrament, Rev. Father
McKeown officlating. Special music was
given by the choir under the direction of
Cholirmaster W. T. Mullins. Miss M.
Keating presided at the organ.

Yesterday afternoon several of the vis-
iting priests and many of the seminarians
dellvered short addresses on the Sacra-
ment of the Bucharist to the school chlil-
dren of the city. The services were con-
cluded by devotional exercises.

THE GOSPEL AND THE BAR.

SPEAKER at the Trade's and

Labor Council meeting, Wednes-
day night, said that ministers should
“preach the gospel and not so much
material for the morning papers.” It
would be interesting to have this critic
state exactly what he means.

Is there a difference between read-
ing and annotating the gospels and
preaching them? Certainly there is.
To preach the gospel means more than
to tell merely what it is; it ‘means to
illustrate it for the present day, to
suggest its application to.the business
of this age as well as to all other ages.
Of futile things there is probably noth-
ing more futile than to keep repeating
formulas without exemplifying them.
Another feeble futility is to preach
without practising. As an old poet
sald of the good parson: “Christ’'s love
and the apostles twelve be taught, but
first he followed it himself.” Owur
friend criticizes ministers for watch-
ing hetel bars; but what about driving
money-changers out of the temple,
taking up the policeman’s duty?

So preaching for the morning papers
is a crime! The papers make a busi-
ness of giving news, things worth
while hearing about. A minister must
not preach anything new, he must
make no timely application of old
truths, never place them in a new light
as reflected in the things that want
doing today! This is a curious doc-
trine.

The faet is we do want preaching
of the gospel in the genuine sense of
the word, backed up with plenty of
practice.

We want ministers with the courage
of conviction, who will attack the bar
and other social wrongs. Ontario is
going to have a chance this vear of
deciding between national temperance
and national intemperance. The min-
isters should help in the coming cam-
paign, and put themselves actively on
the right side, politics or no politics.
No good man has the right to hold
back from the work to be done on any
plea of rendering to Caesar the things
that are Caesar’s. That does hot mean
rendering to the liquor ogré the lives
of women and children, the reason and
horer of manhood. Preach and apply
the gospel.

Secretary Garrison said today no
aggrersive movement of any kind by the
American forces was ordered, yet it'was
known that high officials of the war de-
partment were anxious to station at Vera
Cruz, or on ships within striking distance
of that port a force powerful enough to
make a swift descent on Mexico City it
that became necessary. Probably 50,000
or 60,000 men would be required. i

While the meeting of the general staff
was being discussed in official circles to-
day, the mediators proceeded steadily
with the program for their conference. It
was said that ‘despite the self-elimination
of Carranza irofn mediation pretiminaries,
tne rebel side of the situation would be
taken up in plans for Mexico’s pacifica-
tion.

Fears of Very Cruz.

Army officers feared the situation at
vera Cruz might become desperate in the
event of an anarchistic outb-eak in Mex-
ico City, or should the federal forces hov-
ering beyond Funston’'s outposts launch
an attack irrespective of Huerta's declar-
ation of a truce with the United States.
Bluejackets could be landed to reinforce
the seven thousand troops and marines
under Gen. Funston, if there should be a
federal attack. They could casily hold the
city proper, it is believed, but to protect
positions outside the town up to the site
of the waterworks, more infantry is be-
lieved to be required.

Suspend Embargo.

Essentials of the American policy in
Mexico up to the present time were reit-
erated today in a statement by Secretary
Daniels, of the navy department, replying
to complaints against the withdrawal of
United States warships from the river at
Tampico. The statement declared that
the department had considered as its pre-
eminent duty the prevention of loss of
life and the rescue of foreigners and
Americans in peril.

Declaring that practically every foreign-
ér and American in Tampico now is safe,
as well as foreign property interests, Sec-
retary Daniels states that it seems almost
unnecessary to defend a course “which
has achieved such results.”

WASHINGTON, May 7.—Miss Elea-
nor Randolph Wilson, voungest daugh-
ter of the President and Mrs. Wilson,
became the bride tonight of William
Gibbs McAdoo, secretary of treasury,
in the historie blue room of the White
House. Less than a hundred persons—
and but a few officials—heard the low
toned voice of Rev. Sylvester W.
Beach, pastor of the First Presbyter-
ian Church of Princeton, N. J., where
the Wilson family has worshipped for
years, as he united in marriage a mem-
ber of the Cabinet and the daughter
of the President of the U. S.

It was a simple ceremony, brief but
solemn-—the radiant faces of the bride
and groom reflecting the happiness of
the hour. For the President and Mrs.
Wilson it was a touching moment as
they gave away a daughter for the sec-
ond time within a year. Around them
stood their relatives and friends—a
small group—for it was a family af-
fair, much the same kind of a hoine
wedding one would seé in any Ameri-
can household, though the historie in-
terior of the White House, with its
masses of lilies and ferns, the uni-
formed “aides, and the presence of
members of the Cabinet and the vice-
president preserved for the function
an official aspect., '

1t was in contrast, nevertheless, to the
wedding of last November. There were no
uniformed diplomats, no members of the
Senate House, or the supreme court. This
was the wish of the bride and groom,
earried out to the letter, and except for
an afternoon of gaiety among the voung
folks with the busy antieipation that al-
ways precedes a wedding, the day and
evening moved by wguietly and quickly.

CAOWD WATED 50
MINUTES FOR DUXE

People of Strathroy and Vicin-
ity Were Rewarded at
Last.

Comparison of Expenditures.
