A Lacruas delivered by the Rev. Dr. Ruucw,()hlef Super
intendent of Schools, before the Mechanics' Institute,
Toronto, on the 12th March, 18562.

(Concluded. )

4. The last reason which I shall urge for
making Political Economy a branch of pub-
lic education is, that some acquaintance with
it is requisite to a just estimate of the value

of the different kinds of labour, and a right |
appreciation of the several employments and |

professions which are essential to the pro-
duction of wealth and the progress of civili-
zation in any country. That able political
economist, Mr. S. SENIOR, Las well defined
labour to be “ the voluntary exertion of our
bodily and mental faculties for the purpose
of production.”
reflection are sufficient to inform us that
there is rude, simple, or uneducated labour,
and educated labour—that there is physical
or bodily and mental or intellectual labour,

and, as is commonly the case, both of these |
united—that these several kinds of labour |
enter into the production of almost every |

article of wealth ; and finally, that their pro-
ductiveness greatly depends upon the intel-

ligence and moral habits of labourers them- i
selves of all classes, and upon the character |

and institutions of society at large. In the
production of nearly every article, there is a

three-fold process, namely—the theory, the |
application, the execution,—comprehending

as it has been well expressed by Dr. Way=
LAND, in his lucid and comprehensive expo-
sition of the elements of Political Economy,

" “Industry of discovery, or investigation ; in-

dustry of application or invention ; and in-
dustry of operation.” In the first place,
then, we have the philosopher or man of sci-
ence, investigating discovering, and unfold-
ing the laws of nature; secondly, we have
the tnventor, applying those laws in the se-
veral departments ot practical life ; thirdly
we have the operative labourer, giving effect
to all useful discoveries and inventions ; and
I may add, lastly in word, but first in order
and importance, we have the teacher of re-

Very little observation and |

cated labour on a par with uneducated la-
bour ;—contending that the Lawyer or Phy-
sician who has invested the ecapital of the
many hundreds of pounds, and many Tyears
of labour to qualify himself for his work, is
entitled to no more for a day’s labour than

| the man who has not spent ten pounds or a

year’s time in preparation for his work—
that the teacher of youth who has spent|

! years and means to fit himself for the duties

of his office, is entitled to no higher remune-
ration than the day labourer who has never

| spent a penny or a day except in productive

employment— that the wages of the Judges
of the land and of the chief officers of -
imparting the result of long and expensive
| labour, of rare attainment and talent, should
| be less than the receipts of many an ordina-
| ry tradesman. Ic as far as this spirit pre-
| vails in any community, society will not ad-
! vance beyond a certain point—educated la-
bour, and especially the higher branches of
it, being inadequately compensated, will be
abandoned for more remunerative pursuits,
! and mediocrity meterialism, littleness and
| meanness will ultimately become the charac-
teristics of the rulers and institutions, the sen-
| timents and feelings of a people. In the
{ application of the true princioles of political
economy to the support of civil government,
Dr. WaAYLAND, the able American author
already quoted, remarks as follows ; and his
| remarks are aqually appropriate to every si- |
| tuation requiring the best qualifications, from
those of*the humblest cour.try school master
| to the President of a University, or the head
of a Government.

“ Economy requires, that precisely such
talent should be employed, in various offices |
of civil government, as may be necessary to
| insure the discharge of the duties of each of- |
| fice, in the best possible manner. Maay of |
| these offices, can only be discharged success-
| fully, by the first order of human talent, cul-

tivated by learning and discipline, and di-
| rected by incorruptible integrity. Now it is
' certainly bad economy, to employ inferior

talent to do badly, that which can only be of |
| any service when it is done well.

* Hence, the salaries of judicial, legislative
and executive officers, should be such as will
command the services of such talent as the
duties of each office require. It is most un-
wise parsimony, to give to a judge such a sa-
lary as will command the services of nothing
more than a third rate lawyer; and it is
mean to ask an individual to do a service for
the community, at a lower rate than that at
which he would do it for an individual. ‘

“ In answer to this, it may be said, that
| by bestowing large salaries upon the officers
of the Government, we present temptations ‘
to avarice. But, I reply, the reduction of
salaries by no means diminishes the evil.—
Were emolument to be reduced, there
would always be a contest for office. The |
only question then is, whether we shall have
the contest between men of high, or be-
| tween men of low character; between those
who are capablc of serving us for our ad-
vantage, or those who are ouly capable of |
serving us to our disadvantage. Were the
most important trust in the Government to
command no higher salaries than the wages
of day-labourers, there would be as great a
competition for them as at present; only
then the contest would be between day-la- |
bourers, instead of being between men of
protessional ability. {

| Political economy also shows that those |
very employments and professions which are
least appreciated by the blind and unpatriot- |
|ic partizanship above alluded to, have ever
| been the largest contributors to the material
as well as intellectual interests of mankind.
The man of speculative science, the man
who'epends his days in his study or labora-
tory, is looked upon by this kind of partizan-
ship as a public consumer instead of a pub-
lic producer; clergymen, physicians, and

man in all his pursuits and relations ;—we
have the instructor in letters and arts, to
train the mental and corporeal faculties of
maa for all the employments of human skill
and labour; we have the surgeon and phy-
sician, to repair and mitigate bodily misfor-
tunes, to alleviate suffering, and to restore
the wasted strength and prolong the life of
man for his wonted labours; we have the
lawyer and jurist to secure the fruits of in-
dustry ; we have the civil ruler, the legisla-
tor, the departmental, and varjous subordi-
nate officers of government, for the protec-
tion of life, liberty and property, and the nu-

erous vital interests of man as a social
?eing.

and each particle or kind of labour possesses
a value according to its cost and its tendency
to promote the great objects of human indus-
try. That there is a difference in the value
of different kinds of labour, is clearly the
common sense of mankind, as is evinced by
the occurrences of every day life. No man
thinks of placing the same value upon the
labour of a gate keeper and of a master far-
mer in agriculture; or the labour of a hod
man and master-builder in architecture ; or
of a messenger and manager in a mercantile

and interests of all employments will be pro-
moted by each man confining himself to his
own, and exchanging the products of his own
labours for such of the products of the la-
bours of others as he may require—that it is |
far better for the farmer to sell his grain in
the market, and buy his shoes and pay the
postage on his letters, than to undertake to
make the one and carry tlie other; and so
with each of the other numberless employ-
ments of human life. |

suggest themselves in a thousand _examples
that might be adduced. To explain the phi-

losophy of this distinction, the principles on |

which they are founded, and the extent to
which they may be justly and beneficially
applied—in the distribution of the fruits of
human labour, or the payment of ufga,fnlh
within the province of political “économy.
And from ignorance on this important sub-
ject, the most absurd and injurious errors
prevail and are every day propagated. It
is, indeed, admiited that the value of two
pieces of cloth is not the same, if the “more
labour has been bestowed upon the one than
the other—that an ounce of gold and of sil-
ver is not of equal value, since the former has
cost sixteen times more labour than the lat-
ter—that each farmer, tradeswan, or mer-
chant, chould be compensated for the capital
he invests, the expense he has incurred, the
risk be runs, as well as for the personal la-
bour he performs in business ; yet how has
this obvious principle of justice between man
and man, this obvious principle of prudence
in the social progress of any people, been
discarded and outraged in the discussion of
economical qoestions in this country. It
bas been attempted to reduce all kinds of la-
bour 1o about the same value—to place edu-

own mechanical labour, than to spend time |
in attempting to grow grain for himself—if |
| it is cheaper for a man to hire a schoolmaster |
| to teach his children, than to employ his
| time in teaching them himself, and probably |
teaching them very badly—is it not cheaper
as well as safer for a man to employ a. sur-
geon to amputate or bind up a broken limb,
than to spend time in learning,or attempting
{to do it himself? And when attacked by
| disease, which is the better economy, for a
man to procure books and spend time in at- |
| tempting to study the physiology and diseases
| of the human system, and their appropriate |
| remedies, or to employ a physician who has |
devoted his life to the study and practice of |
such subjects? And in the disposal or purchase
| of property, in the recovery of. d.ebls, or
| maintenance of rights, whether is it better
| economy, for a man to buy law-books a.nd
| stady the laws himself, or procure the advice
and assistance of a lawyer, whose business
lit is to study the nature and practice of the |
laws? And that there must be hw.s, and
laws as various as the interests of society,no
' intelligent man can doubt, since there can be
| no society without government, and can be |

| no government without laws, and laws are of |

no use without persons to study and admin-
|ister them. Then there can be no society,
| much less prosperous and happy society with-
| out morals, where is the country, or

! navigation ?

city, or even neighbourhood, in which there
are morals without some class of the minis-
ters of religion to teach them—for the idea
of the morality of any community without
Christianity, is an historical and natural ab-
surdity, and is like virtue without honesty,
eyes without vision, or a human body with-
out a heart. The Divine Founder of Cbris-
tianity, instituted a ministry for the propaga-
tion and perpetuation of its doctrines and
morals ; and the history of civilization from
that time to this justities the wisdom of the
institution. Even the examples of the abu-
ses and the oppressions eof the Christian
priesthood, like those of civil government
itself, are proofs of its amazing power to do
good, when rightly cxercised ; and in this
country whatever may be the denomination-
al diversity of religious sentiments on many
points, and whatever may be their rivalship,
as in ordinary associations, occupations and
pursuits, all classes agree in the fundamen-
tal principles of public morality—the only
basis of public prosperity.

And it we advance beyond the professions,
us well as the more material employments
of human life, and contemplate the men of
retirement, of study, of science, we will find
them entitled to the highest rank among the
bountiful though indirect producers to the
wealth and enjoyment of mankind. The
productions of their minds, in every depart-
ment of science and literature, furnish inex-
haustible sources of human enjoyment ; while
their discoveries and inventions have added
an hundred, and in some ca-es a thousand

| fold to the productiveness of human labour,

in agriculture, in mechanics,in manufactures
and in commerce. Have not the inventors
of the spinning-jenny, the power-loom, the
cotton-gin, contributed more to the produc-
tiveness of manufacturing labour, and to the
cheapness of manufacturing productions,
than hundreds of labourers who have spent
their whole lives in manufactories? And
who can estimate the value of productions
which bave resulted from Sir Humphrey
Davy’s invention of the safety lamp, Watt's
invention of the steam-engine, and the in-
vention of the application of steam-power to
mechanics, mannfactures, water and inland

vention of the lightning-rod added to the
value, and, thesefore, to the productiveness
of capital invested in buildings? And what
is the value added to all classes of business
and to many enjoyments, by the invention of
the application of electricity to instantaneous
telegraphic communication from eity to city,
and country to country ?

Nor is the discoverer less a producer than
the inventor.
Lightning-rod resulted from his own previ-
ous discovery of *he identity of electricity
with lightning.  Nor would a tenth part of
any of the most valuable inventions in the
various industrial pursuits of mankind, from
the navigation of a ship across the ocean, to
the munufacturing of a pin, have ever exist-
ed, had it not been for the previous discove-
ries. and calculations of philosophers like Co-
pernicus, Galileo,Leibnitz,Newton,La Place,
Sir Humphrey Davy, and other kindred
investigators and experimenters in Natu-
ral Philosophy and Chemistry. And where
would have been their calculations without
the geometry of the Grecks and the algebra
of the Arabs.

Thus, instead of one pursuit and profes-
sion being at war with another—instead of
one class of labourers being prompted to re-
gard other classes with a jealous and hos-
tile feeling, all classes are linked together as
co-workers and fellow labourers in the grand
enterprise and common interests of human
civilization — they are working out that
economy of the Creator, who has not only
rendered various employments jointly tribu-
tary to the well-being of mankind, but has
constituted men with different aptitudes for
different pursuits, and with different disposi-
tions towards those pursuits. *“One is in-
vestigated to adapt the laws of nature, and
another to apply them to practice, and ano-
ther to perform the operation by which these
laws are made to create value ; and these
aptitudes are still further subdivided. One
man is better adapted to investigate physi-
cal, another intellectual, and another moral
laws. Thus, also, in the various pursuits of
operative industry, one man prefers agricul-
ture, another manufactures, and another
navigation ; and, in general, a man is most
disposed to devote himself to that particular
occupation for which (rod has given him the
greatest aptitude.” Every man will be most
happy, as well as most successful in the em-
ployment for which he is best fitted, and
which he likes best ; and in this diversity of
human tastes and taients, in connection with
the corresponding diversity of human pur-
suits and wants, we recognize the Divine
wisdom and benevolence.

The investigation of these subjects falls
within the province of Political Economy,
and cannot fail to enlarge the views, advance
the interests, and promote the happiness of
a people; and I, therefore think that the
elements of this science should be made a
branch of public education. 1 will only add
in the words of Archbishop Whately,—* The
time is not, I trust far distant, when it will
be regarded as discreditable not to have re-
gularly studied those subjects, respecting
which, even now, cvery one is expected to
feel an interest—most are ready to adopt
opinions—and many are called on to form
practical decisions.”

has often found safety there. DBut the same
spot, which protects it from man, is fatal
when the Eagle is its pursuer. For the cun-
ning bird now comes swooping down, in the
might of bis strength, and, with his huge
winge, beats it over the crag into the fearful
Dashed to pieces by its fall,

pouncing upon its remains, bears them in
his talons to his eyrie in the tops of the
rocks.

Satan bas a similar device for the destruc-
tion of believers. He knows that be can do
nothing but annoy them, so long as they re-
ceive his assaults at Calvary, in full view of
a bleeding Christ. Hence, like the Eagle,

he drives them, if possible,to ** Mount Sinai.” '

He darts upon them with accusations of le-
gal imperfection. He thrusts the law before
them, and calls them to judge their lives and
tempers by its stern demands, and by its far
reaching claims on the obedience even of
the thoughts and purposes of the heart. By
these means he moves the unwary disciple
toward Horeb and Sinai; where, beholding
nothing but the law, with its merciless ter-
rors, hearing only voices of thunder and
wrath, he sinks condemred and sorrowful to
the dust. Shame covers his face. Strength
departs from hira, and he readily falls a vic-
tim to some new device of his malicious ad-
versary.

Knowing this, the believer, when tempted,
should obstinately refuse to judge of himself,
or of his safety by a legal standard. He

hould meet every accusation of Satan by
mmediately flying to Christ in an act of re-
solute faith. Every discovery of legal defi-
ciency, of spiritual pollution, or even of ac-
tual guilt, should be followed by deep contri-
tion of spirit, by confession, by an act of ap-

propriating taith. However sore the temp-
tation, however fierce the attack, he must
never allow himselt'to lose sight of Christ as
his present Saviour. His victory depends
on this.  He must fight the battle at Calva-
ry or be defeated. Rut contending there,
deteat is impossible.  Fuith will spring up,
grow mighty, irresistable and wvictorious 1n
any heart, however tempted, that steadfast-
ly persists in * Looking vato Jesus.” Fail-
ing of this, allowing himselt to be driven to
Sinai, like the Chamois to the crag, he =will
be overcome, perhaps destroyed. - ¥
Go, therefore, tempted Christian, to Cal-
! vary. Your heart feels cold and hard ; your
soul is dark ; you find it ditficult to drug
yourself to the act of prayer; and you seem
forsaken of God; but, notwithstanding all
this, you must fly to Christ and ciaim Him
as your present Savionr. Lie, just as you
are tossed, distracted, buffeted at Christ's
feet with a prayer on your lips, a promise in
your hand, and with your eye steadiustly
gazing on His face, and your heart believing
that for his own suke alone he does now ac-
cept and justify you. Do this, remain in
this attitude patiently, stopping your ears
against all the foul whispers of your foe,and,
in a little while a sweet persuasion of his
love, & delicious outgushing of affection, will
spring up fresh as living water from the ever-
lasting hills in your spirit. A tide of joy will
roll through your happy bosom,und your dis-
appointed enemy will draw back, leaving you
to undisturbed fellowship with your approv-

| time is often consumed by the Orientals in

| persons they meet on the road and who re-
| turn their salutation. In this, no offence or
| impertinence is intended or taken. [Itisthe
| habit of the people and the custom of the
| country. But a stranger, not familiar with

the custom, or, from the more reserved
| habits of his own country, not disposed 1o
| disclose himself fully to every one he meets,
{ is apt to be much annoyed, and finds it diffi-
| calt to get rid of the questioner without ex-
‘, citing suspicion. The Orientals, who in ge-
[ neral have little idea of the “value of time,
do not mind the loss of it whicli is thus in-
volved. Yetthey were so far sensible of it,
| that it appears to have been the practice to
{inculcate upon messengers who were sent
| upon business which required Jdesputch, that
| they should not s:late any man by the way.
{ Compare 2 Kings iv. 29. The restriction
lon this puint will be the better undersiood
| when it is stated that it was a maxim among
[ the Jews to salute every one by the way.
Exceptions were, indeed, made with respect
to such as weré~mourners, and those who
‘tu(etl—lhm\c not being expected to offer or
return any salutation. That our Saviour
did not intend to intimate any objection to
| proper salutations of civility and respeet,
‘ appears clearly enough from what immedi-
\ ately follows, where the disciples are instructe
ed to salute the house to which they came in
| the customary form,—*' Peuce be to this
| house.’— Christian’s Penny Magazine.
