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Yates: They provide a ‘false sense of security’

Are safety alarms actually safe?

Whether it is helpful or not, a
controversial personal safety
alarm will not be sold or pro-
moted on campus until it is exam-
ined further.

Since she took office during
the summer, Campus Safety
Coordinator Tammy Yates has
been contacted by a local dis-
tributor of the “Sport Pal”, a per-
sonal alarm device that emits a
130 decibel noise when activated.

The device, which costs $37, is
worn on the waist and is activated
when its pin is pulled. The alarm
continues to sound until the pin is
re-inserted or the battery wears
out.

Yates’ main concern is that this
device may promote a false sense
of security amongst students.

“Only 7% of attacks are by
strangers, the rest are by friends,
girlfriends or boyfriends, or fam-
ily. These situations would not
lend themselves to an alarm de-
vice,” she said.

Another of her concerns is that
students using this device may be
more apt to take unnecessary
risks, like walking alone in dan-
gerous places.

She pointed out that locations
like the path from the Aitken
Centre to Skyline Acres are areas
where the alarm might not be
heard.

“The best way to fight off an
attack is to be prepared for it and
know what you can do yourself,
scream, bite, scratch, anything to
cause pain,” Yates said.

The issue will be brought up at
future Student Union meetings,
expected in early October.

“This device does have some
positive aspects. However, I feel
that there are also some draw-
backs that must first be examined

before this office - or the Student
Union - makes any kind of pol-
icy,” she said.

A local distributor of the
alarms for Quorum International,
Janice Brewer, said, “We are not
trying to create fear by selling
these devices, we are trying to
increase awareness for personal
security.”

“This type of product is to help
discourage the use of weapons
that can be used against the vic-
tim such as a knife or mace.”

“This alarm cannot be used to
harm anyone, it will bring atten-
tion to the crime and scare off the
attacker.”

Brewer said that the sales for
this device and its counterparts
for use in homes and lockers
have been going well in the past
three months.

She pointed out that in her
work with the police station and
discussions with the RCMP, both
organizations have said that this
type of device should be used as
an additional part of personal
safety.

“We have been in contact with
several local agencies as well as
the Crime Prevention unit of the
City Police and have received
very favourable comments,”
Brewer said.

However, education is the main
component of personal safety and
this is a fact that everyone agrees
on.

In the meantime, the university
does offer safety services, like
the SafeWalk program, self-de-
fense courses, and general cam-
pus education that are aimed at
educating the student body and
letting them know what to do if
they find themselves in an un-
comfortable or dangerous situa-
tion.

Female Anti-Assault Comprehensive
Training System draws large turnout

The Female Anti-Assault
Comprehensive Training System
was presented to a large turnout
of approximately 60 UNB and
STU students in the Ballroom on
Tuesday Sept. 14.

F.A.C.T.S. techniques are
taught to female participants for a
defense against male attackers in
a variety of situations. .

Besides physical tactics,
awareness training is also an im-
portant part of F.A.C.T.S. By be-
ing aware of sexual assault statis-
tics will provide some protection.

“It was good, it was very inter-
esting,” said Kim Fournier, a stu-
dent who attended.

. “You can pick up the moves
right away. You’ll remember
how to do it.,” pointed out an-
other participant, Monique
LeBlanc.

They both agreed that anyone
can learn the system.

The course has been taught on
previous occasions and generates
as much interest each time.

Course instructor Randy Breau
and Campus Safety Coordinator
Tammy Yates arranged over the
summer to offer F.A.C.T.S.

Both the UNB and STU stu-
dent unions supported the pro-
gram by sponsoring it in conjunc-
tion with the university.

Breau is pleased with the re-
sponse to F.A.C.T.S. “After re-

ceiving an overwhelming re-
sponse, we'll definitely be having
more of them,” he said. There is a
possiblity of two more sessions
this year.

The F.A.C.T.S. course was de-
veloped by John Williams, an ac-
knowledged expert on self-de-
fense techniques, who has had a
long career teaching self-defense
techniques in several countries
and to various law enforcement
agencies.

Breau stressed that the course
is taught in a way that is
“realistic”. He has assisted
Williams in teaching the course
throughout Canada and the
United States.

At Tuesday’s session, Breau
was assisted by Dave Simms,
Shawn MacNeil, John Hammond,
Phil Yang, and René Gallant, all
UNB students who underwent
training and screening before
they were able to assist.

Pamphlets and material are do-
nated by the RCMP and the
Moncton and Fredericton police
forces. Other information used in
the course comes from Statistics
Canada.

The free course is normally
taught in one 31/2 hour session,
and participants are welcome to
attend future sessions.

Breau said he is “looking for-
ward to the next one.”

Assault in
Aitken was a
false report

The Fredericton City Police have
confirmed that a charge of mis-
chief will be laid against a young
woman who falsely reported that
she had been sexually assaulted
at Aitken House during
Orientation Week.

Inspector Haines, of the
Fredericton City Police
Department, explained that after
a week-long investigation certain
anomalies within the report were
discovered.

This prompted the police to
hold another interview with the
complainant, during which time
she admitted that she had filed a
false report, he said.

The young woman and the al-
leged assailant were not students
at UNB. Her identity will be
protected from publication under
the Young Offenders’ Act.

UNB has produced a pamphlet
intended to educate students on
the university’s stance on racism.

The pamphlet, entitled “Say No
to Racism on Campus”, was pre-
pared by the offices of the Vice
President of Academics and the
Dean of Students, with the aid of
the New Brunswick Human
Rights Commission.

Racism is “non-acceptable be-
havior”, said Tom Traves, Vice
President of Academics. He re-
vealed that no changes were
made to the existing policy, but
that the pamphlet was produced
with the intention of advertising
what was already the university’s
stand on racism.

The pamphlet is aimed at mak-
ing students more aware of the
choices they have in dealing with
racism invoked by fellow stu-
dents or professors.

It also makes students aware of
how they can file a complaint
against a fellow student or pro-
fessor following a display of
racism aimed towards them.

Racism is defined as the mis-
treatment of people on the basis
of color, religion, gender, race or

ancestry through the use of
“discriminatory language or con-
duct”.

Racism can also be the “bling
and unreasoning hatred, envy or
prejudice against another human
being.

Forms of racism include: graf-
fiti, intimidation, stereotyping,
prejudice, harassment, physical
violence, racial or ethnic slurs or
so-called “jokes”.

Discrimination in hiring and
rental admissions is also racism.

The effects or racism can leave
victims feeling helpless and
fearful, and may cause a negative
atmosphere for students and em-
ployees.

Students have the ability to
speak out against racism; if not, it
could be interpreted as a sign of
approval.

Victims of racism can register
a written complaint requesting a
formal investigation.

For more information on
UNB’s racism policy, pick up a
copy of “Say No To Racism on
Campus”. The pamphlet goes
into more detail about what con-
stitutes racism and how to file a
formal complaint.

Student Union launches pro-
education election campaign

The UNB Student Union in col-
laboration with that of STU is
launching a pro-education cam-
paign designed to increase voter
awareness in the October 25th
federal election.

“This election isn’t about sell-

“Our team education volun-
teers are ready to go door to door
letting people know that keeping
education affordable doesn’t just
affect students - it affects every
voter who cares abut the econ-
omy, jobs and opportunity in this
country,” he stated.

Furthermore, over 75 student
associations across the country
are participating in the campaign
which is supported by the
Canadian Federation of Students
(CFS).

To get things started, represen-
tatives of both student unions
have organized a residence chal-
lenge, pitting houses against each
other to see who can get,the most
students out to such things as
lectures, forums, debates, and
platform speeches.

On Wednesday night, residece
students lined-up en masse in the
SUB lobby to be enumerated,
many of whom will be first-time
voters.

“The numbers were so large
that the small staff from Elections
Canada couln’t keep up,” said a
jubilant Student Union President
Jamie van Raalte.

classroom. In the centre of the circle they have formed, their
instructor demonstrates an effective method for disabling the

The women, although aghast at
this extreme, are here because they
realize they mustlearn techniques
such as this to survive. The vio-
lence and depravity around them (7
has necessitated that they learn to |
fight, strike out, slash, punch and
gouge to eamn the privilege of §
choosing what will happen to their |
bodies and their lives.

They are not among the thou-
sands of women facing rape and
disfigurement by warring soldiers.
They do not live in war-torn East-
ern Europe. They livehere. InNew
Brunswick. In Fredericton.

They attend classes, work as
shop clerks, in government of-
fices , or kindergartens right here
in our capital city. They fear pos-
sible abuse from their partners, co-
workers, class-mates, and stran-
gers alike.

They cannot walk alone at night
in their own neighborhoods.

Female students at UNB and
STU can learn to defend them-
selves by taking one of the training
workshops that will be offered on
campus during the upcoming year. The FACTS course held on campus last
week taught the basics of self-defense to over 60 women. However, as
helpful as programs such as this are, they are undeniably a treatment of the
symptom, and not the disease.

What else is being done?

Tonight, the Fredericton Rape Crisis Centre will hold a march to help
women “Take Back the Night.” They will gather tonight at City Hall at 8
p.m. as part of a nation-wide campaign protesting violence against women
and children.

Right here on campus, the residents of Aitken House want to be “a part
of the solution” for the problem of violence against women. They will hold

hoever designed the UNB campus had areal eye for aesthet
ics, with wonderful brick buildings surrounded by a grassy
hill and plentiful trees. What the designers of this campus
didn’thave an eye for was accessibility. A distressingly high
percentage of buildings here at UNB are to varying degrees inaccessible
to the disabled. If you are interested in the liberal arts, you can go to STU.
If not, we are basically saying find another school, probably in another
province. I find that attitude inexcusable.

You don’t realize how bad things are until you start looking at the layout
of some of the buildings. Take a day, or even a morning, and walk from
class to class, stopping at every staircase, step, ledge, what have you, and
turning around and trying to find another way there. Good luck. With any
luck, you won’t have any tests that day, because at best you’re going to be
very very late, at worst, you won’t get within a hundred feet of the
classroom. Oh, and don’t try to get to your prof’s office to explain either,
because those are as a rule even harder to get at. While many people pick
classes by location (how close is it to the SUB?), imagine having to pick
classes on the basis of whether or not you could get to them. One of the
worst problems is that one of the things that students use most, the

a forum to gather input from students—and particularly female students—
about how to make residences safer for women. The meeting, which will
be held in the library of the residence on Sunday at 7:30 p.m., is open to
all interested students..

The forum is being held largely as a result of a reported sexual assault
at the house. After being invited to a second interview with the police, the
complainant apparently admitted to having falsely reported the assault.
She now faces charges of mischief in connection with the case.

Despite the myth that women often make up charges of rape and sexual
assault, statistics show that these cases are no more common than fabri-

cated reports of other crimes. It
would be easy to imagine that
after repeated interrogations by
the authorities, the prospect of
having to give humiliating testi-
mony in open court would prompt
a woman who has already been
violated and abused in a sexual
assault to recant her testimony in
order to avoid further degrada-
tion.

In addition to these obstacles,
women often find that their at-
tackers, if convicted, are given
punishments which in no way
reflect the physical and psycho-
logical damage sustained during
a sexual assault. A volunteer
who works with rape survivors
once commented that people con-
victed of illegal hunting proce-
duresoften serve longer sentences
that those found guilty of rape or
molestation.

Perhaps it’s time that the legal
system tries to keep up with the
Joneses (or in this case the
Aitkens), and at least ask for in-
put from the public in revising

sexual assault laws to deliver
tougher sentences for perpetrators, and more sensitive treatment for
victims.

It may never be nossible to Take Back the Night, but we should at least
be able to find safe haven in the law.

Last year, this committee was disturbing quiet
on this issue...and all other issues, for that matter.

In the rapidly changing world of today’s global marketplace, a univer-
sity education is more of a requirement than an advantage. If we don’t
produce a large number of competent, intelligent, adaptable graduates,
with a wide range of skills, knowledge and training, we are doomed to be
what we are fast becoming: a third world nation with (for now) arelatively
high standard of living. The University of New Brunswick is not blazing
a trail for the rest of society, and for the corporate world. In fact, UNB is
falling behind, if anything. Our universities cannot afford to begin
accepting the status quo, they must always be moving forward.

To accept the status quo would be a negation of everything that
education meant to be accomplishing: progress, the advancement of truth,
knowledge, a better, cleaner, safer world... in effect, our future. If univer-
sities begin to live only in the here and now, they have lost track of their
purpose and are simply being the champions of mediocrity. Idon't know
about you, but mediocrity wasn't why I chose UNB. Maybe I was wrong.

Tomorrow (Saturday) is Yom Kippur, the Jewish
Day of Atonement. It is the most sacred of Holy
Days Even those who seldom frequent a syna-
gogue or temple manage to set aside an hour or
two for worship in this special day. American
cities with large Jewish populations virtually de-
clare it a legal holiday. Why is it so significant?

The Hebrew Bible (Lev. 23:24-29) gives us
only brief mention of it. It is a day set aside for
ascetic discipline; a day of “afflicting the soul”. It
is a day to seek forgiveness,, for transgressions
against God and fellow humans. Does any of this
have relevance today, even at a modern public
university?

Secular education has chosen to ignore rather
than explore religion. That is unfortunate. To be
ignorant is not bliss. Significant historical and
cultural dates (Labour day, Thanksgiving, Re-
membrance Day) are acknowledged, even cel-
ebrated. But seldom do we give heed to religious
dates, unless they have commercial potential.

What is atonement, and why is it important?
Atonement has to do with reconciliation, making
amends or reparation for offense or injury caused.
Atminimum it requires reflecting on the past year.
It entails thinking seriously about things done, or
not done. No doubt most of us do that.

A day of atonement

There is, however, a more cnicial element. that
concerns recognizing some of our deeds as mis-
deeds. That is a taller order. We seldom admit
misdeeds, or consider it of any consequence to do
so. How often do we speak of wrong acts, espe-
cially wrong moral acts? Our tendency is to oper-
ate according to self-made values, morals and
standards. Hence, if there is not absolute or univer-
sal code or standard, then there are no wrong or
immoral acts, only personal preferences.

The Jewish Day of Atonement pretends to no
such thing. It recognizes that none of us are free
from wrong thoughts and acts. Furthermore, it
recognizes the necessity of acknowledging these
acts as such, if we are to flourish as individuals
within community.

Tojudge some act asright or wrong presupposes
some standard. For Jews, as well as Christians that
standard is God. And, God has issued certain
universal guides, to give direction to human free-
dom. Many of these undergird our Canadian civil
and criminal codes.

Of course, for any of this to make sense presup-
poses also the existence of God. Most Canadians
believe in God. It is not so clear, however, how
many actually believe that God impinges their
lives. That is, do they actually believe that God has

something very specific to say about what we do
and how we treat one another? Furthermore, do
they believe that when they do certain things —
mistreat others and the earth — they contravene
or break important universal principles, more or
otherwise.

Whatis of significance here is not that we mess
up. We don’t seem to be able to avoid it. What is
important is that we acknowledge certain of our
acts as wrong, and seek release from them. That
is good for the soul, which in turn is tied to our
psychological well-being. Confession is libera-
tion of the spirit, as any good therapist will tell
you.

What makes Yom Kippur so odd, yet so in-
triguing today? This Holy Day of Atonement
forces us to reconsider our past. What about our
misdeeds: our failure to love God, observe God’s
commandments, love our neighbor as ourselves,
protect, feed and clothe those vulnerable and less
fortunate? What about looking to God for guid-
ance and direction, as we seek liberation and
freedom?

Lest we drift into a somber, dower and de-
pressing state, it is to be remembered that Yom
Kippur was always recognized as a two-sided
day. When forgiveness for past transgressions

As I sit here writing on paper, on a wooden
table, smoking a cigarette wrapped in paper and
from a cardboard package, taking my turn putting
aball in a pocket with a wooden pool cue, drinking
a beer paid for with paper money, I become
increasingly aware of our dependency on the
forest industry.

There is something happening in British
Columbia right now. The forest products com-
pany, MacMillan Bloedel, ak.a. “Mac Blo”, is
harvesting the forest in Clayquot Sound, Vancou-
ver Island. The public is outraged because this
forest is one of the last remaining old growth
forests on the island. Soine of these trees are 500
years old and have witnessed the colonization of
North America. This forest, the public fears, will
be reduced to a wasteland - a clearcut.

And so the people of B.C. are walking the
streets yelling: “Save Clayquot Sound! Save
Clayquot Now!”

Here in New Brunswick, we don’t really
have the “old growth” issue. Only two or three tree
species can live to such a ripe old age, and out of
those species, only a few individuals can ever
attain that age. But there is still a lesson to be
learned.

Well, this is what I think:

I think that they should stop cutting on
Clayquot Sound. But it isn’t because I don’t like
clearcuts. In fact, I think that, under many circum-
stances, clearcuts are OK - clearcuts are just fine.

Many people think that when a forest is cut,

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go about eradicating it (women’s oppression). It is
not easy sometimes to accept a point of view that
you feel has no place in the feminist movement,
but we (as women) have different agendas be-
cause we are all unique in our outlook on life.

Additionally, forest product com-
panies that work on Crown Land, like Mac Blo, are
required by the government to ensure there is
reger ng vegetation on the land they harvested.
If tk... . _ugationis not fulfilled, then they will lose
their license to cut on Crown Land. Mac Blo has
been in the tree-harvesting business for a while, so
I think they are probably pretty competent at the
tree-regeneration business too. But I still think
Mac Blo should stop cutting.

An old growth forest represents a segment in
time. Sometimes it seems that only the leaves
rustling in the wind are moving. Everything else
seems to be static and unchanging. Foresters and
biologists still don’t completely understand how
forested ecosystems work. But they do recognize
that trees, like all living things, are dynamic.
The trees are living organisms; therefore by nature,
they are changing.

These old trees are not going to look the same
forever. Nor are they going to live forever, al-
though from a human perspective, they may ap-
pearto. The trees are using the light and air to grow.
Some trees are fighting to survive against fungi,
viruses, insects, etc. Some of the trees are dying. It
may take atree along time to die, butit will happen.
When these trees die, others will take their place.
The regenerating trees that can resist disease and
withstand the competition of other trees for grow-
ing space will survive. And they will dominate the

forest canopy as their ancestors did. But I still
think that Mac Blo should stop.

Suppose all the trees on Clayquot Sound
are 500 years old. This means that 500 years
ago a disturbance occurred. Was it fire that
consumed the forest before it? Was it a storm
that pushed over the old veterans and exposed
their clinging roots to the sky? Whatever it
was, the trees that are there now started some-
time. Is it 50 wrong that instead of fire, wind,
insects or even volcano, it is humans that
consume the forest? I feel that we have the
right to utilize the land. But I also feel that we
must protect the land, so that it will grow back.
But Mac Blo should still stop.

Mac Blo should stop cutting because it is
the only way that the public will feel that their
voices are being heard. It is simply a matter of
trust. If the large forest product companies
want to justify their practices with their scien-
tific knowledge of biology and forestry, then
the public will not listen until they can pro-
claim their concerns about the planet. The
environmentalist-scientist chasm cannot be
bridged when one side proposes to “educate”
the other. The two sides have to agree on
common goals and listen to each other. Some-
one has to give in and take the first step.

So I think that Mac Blo should stop
cutting. Because if they do not listen to public
concerns, they will be cutting their own throats.

amount for a full-time student
will rise to $5100 from $3300,
and a maximum of $4000 will be
provided to part-time students.

“The Prime Minister’s initia-
tive is an exciting step forward in
improving access to post-sec-
ondary leammg and in spending
taxpayers’ dollars wisely,” said
Bernard Valcourt, Minister of
Human Resources and Labour, in
a press release.

According to the feds, the pro-
gram assists about 250 000 stu-
dents each year.

“It took a lot of fighting and
scrabbling,” said Canadian
Federation of Students New
Brunswick Chair Jason Morton.

“Any amount of increase is
good,” he added.

Loan limits have been the same
for the last nine years, while costs
of education have increased. In
fact, education costs have risen
30% in the last five years alone.

But Morton is apprehensive
that the universities may just
raise their tuition fees when stu-
dents get higher loans.

Student Union President Jamie
van Raalte chalks this up as a
typical election promise.

“Thank you for announcing it
now, just before the election,
when thousands of students will
have to wait until fall 1994, if she
gets elected,” he said.

All
they care about is making
money,“ he said.

UNB receives research grants

The Natural Sciences and
Engineering Research Council of
Canada (NSERC) has awarded
more than $3.3 million to
researchers at the University of
New Brunswick in support of
new and continued research,
graduate studies, and the
purchase of related equipment
for the 1993-94 academic year.

The results of some
applications are still pending,
and UNB research officials
estimate that the current total of
$3,339,608 in operating and
equipment grants could increase
to about $3.75 million when all
results are in.

"This year's operating grant
total represents a modest
increase of two to three per cent
over last year," said Frank
Wilson, UNB's vice-president
(research and international co-
operation). "Considering
the vigorous competition for
these grants and the fact that
NSERC's budget was frozen
for1993-94, an increase of any
size is a remarkable achievement.

"It's especially encouraging to
see the successes of so many new
researchers at UNB," Dr. Wilson
continued. "They represent the
kind of expansion of research
experience and expertise that
will keep our university among

the most active and productive
research institutions in the
country.”

On UNB's Fredericton campus,
researchers in the faculties of
administration, arts, computer
science, engineering, forestry and
science garnered awards valued at
$3,095,906.

The science faculty received
the highest support total with
$1,308,157 going to 42 grant
holders in five departments.
Bruce Balcom, a newcomer to the
physics department, received
both a $52,460 equipment grant
and an operating grant of $25,000
a year for three years in support
of his unique research initiative
applying magnetic resonance
imaging—a standard technique in
medical science—to the physical
sciences. Dr. Balcom will use
both grants to conduct research
in high-tech, high value-added
materials, such as light
responsive plastics.

Chemistry professor Frank
Bottomley received the single
largest equipment grant at UNB.
His award of $59,344 will be
used to purchase a CAChe
molecular modeling and
computer system, which will
enable him to calculate and
graphically depict the shapes and
symmetries of chemical clusters.

Forty-seven researchers in five
departments of the faculty of
engineering received $1,266,066
in support for their projects.

New researcher Peter Bischoff,
a professor in UNB's civil
engineering department, received
a $15,000 grant, which is
renewable for two years. His
study is focused on two areas:
developing formulas and
guidelines for reinforcement,
stiffness and expected crack
widths in concrete structures and
investigating the response of
concrete under extreme impact
loading, as for example with
nuclear reactors and offshore oil-
producing structures.

James Venart, a mechanical
engineering professor and
director of UNB’s Fire Science
Centre, got the year’s largest
new operating grant from
NSERC.

The award of $62,000, which is
renewable for an additonal two
years, will support his research
on thermal properties and heat
transfer of fluids. -

With co-workers and students,
Dr. Venart recently identified
the mechanism producing the
most violent explosions of
liquefied gases under pressure.
Their research focuses on
devising preventative and
protective measures against such
explosions.

Included in the grant total for
the faculty of engineering is
$93,000 awarded to two UNB
institutes. A researcher in the
Fire Science Centre was given
$24,000 in grant support, while
three researchers in the Institute
for Biomedical Engineering
received $69,000 to help fund
their work.

In the faculty of forestry,
eight researchers in two
departments were awarded
$149,183 to assist in their
research.

Forest resources professor
Mark Jamnick, who received
$22,000-a-year grant renewable
for two additional years, will
work with managers of the
Fundy Model Forest to develop
a forest management planning
system which integrates short-
term, medium-term, and long-
term planning for timber,
wildlife and other resource
values.

Seven researchers in the
faculty of computer science
received grants totaling
$107,000.

New faculty member William
Hyslop will use his grant of
$11,000 a year for three years to
develop a performance prediction
tool for information systems.
His ultimate goal is to produce
guidelines in constructing and
maintaining database systems for
optimum performance.

The faculty of administration
received $102,500 in grants to
support the work of seven
researchers. K.P.K. Nair's work,
supported by a $22,000-a-year
grant for three years, aims at
enhancing the capability of
decision-making in the real-
world context of transportation,
communication and planning.

In the arts faculty, two
psychologists had their grants
totaling $50,000 renewed. Gil
Robinson is on his second
installment of a three year,
$35,000-a-year grant to examine
neural mechanisms of learning,
memory and epilepsy.

However, festival audience s who caught Garrett came up with a real trophy. Garrett played both at
Fredericton’s new Jazz club the Exchange and the Festival tent, the Blues Garden. Amos made himself
at home at both of the radically different venues.

On Friday night, Garrett played at the intimate 60 seat Exchange. The venue is elegant, but almost
too self-consciously stylish. There are fresh cut flowers, real plants and you can’t smell cigarette
smoke unless you're sitting on top of a n ashtray (lovely potpourri...), but the Trivial Pursuit cards on
the table should be superfluous if they manage to keep bringing in quality live entertainment. My only
negative observation about the club is that if so much time and money and good taste was invested
in this operation, they should have made it larger.

While The Exchange gig was a fantastic performance, it was completely overshadowed by the next
nights performance at the Blues Garden. The show was remarkable , not only for the quality of the
performance, but for the interaction between musician and crowd. Garrett and his fellow prairie-folk
completely absorbed the 500-odd member crowd and the applause between tunes was longer than
many encore calls. The band was a tight and harmonious unit, which included a drummer lured away
from k.d. lang’s former band, The Reclines. Also notable was a keyboardist who capably assumed
vocalist duties, leaving Garrett free to immerse himself in intricate guitar solos.

Garrett’s choice of music consisted of a range of material, including festival standards like Robert
Johnson’s “Walking Blues,” along with showcasing lesser known gems in his all-Louisiana set.

Theresa Malenfant is a sure good time anytime she plays in
Fredericton, and her appearance at the Dock during the JazzFest
was no exception. The Dieppe native released an album re-
corded at The Dock last year, and judging by its long lingering
near the top of Sam the Record Man'’s regional indy charts,
Malenfant has built a healthy following.

The lineup for Malenfant’s gigs at The Dock was one of the
largest at the festival and the management at the pub must have
been pushing the fire marshal’s regulations to letin as many fans
as they did.

I have always had a
problem with the way that
people inevitably try to clas-
sity music into a particular
type to help them decide
whether they will like it or
not. All this actually seems to
do is to make the music less
accessible to others. 1 mean,
try to convince a country fan
to listen to some *grunge”. Or
should that be *new” country
music. And just how loud do
the guitars have to be to make
it grunge? Sigh. It all gets tar
toocomplicated very quickly:
even one of the more obvious
venres -classical - has had its
boundaries distorted lately by

Theanswer? Genrecide -stop
trying to put music into spe-
cific genres and simply ac-
cept it for the aural delights it
ofters.

This may seem ratherextreme
but it appears to be the only
way ftor people to discover
many of the bands and sing-
ers just crying out to be lis-
tened to. And this is what 1
hope to do by means of this
column - introduce you to
some of the music which may
have otherwise have passed
you by. Every week I will fea-
ture a specific independent
record label and review some
of their more intévesting re-
leases and on the other weeks
I willlet youknow about any-
thing else I can get my hands
on,andalso doabit of ranting
on my soapbox about music
in general.

But back to genrecide.
The one genre that has al-
ways bothered me is alterna-

tive' for it fails to define itself

-alternative towhat? One per-
son's alternative is another’s
norm. The thing that really
brought it home to me was
listening to aconversation be-
tween two peopletfrom CHSR
about what should and should
not be on their playlist. It
would seem that the main cri-
terionis thatitisn't played on
mainstream radio, orinother
words, doesn’'t get into the
charts. Thisleaves a huge grey
area because most of the mu-
sic that is released today fails
to have any real commercial
success - was the last Ringo
Starr album which bombed
more ‘alternative’ than Nir-
vana's last album which en-
Joyed lots of airplay on most
radio stations and also huge
sales? And, for that matter,
were Nirvana alternative be-

fore they had any commer-
cial success with *Smells Like
Teen Spirit” and then ceased
to be after they hit the Top
40? So this means that CHSR
could play just aboutanything
that they wantincluding clas-
sical, blues and many others,
which they do. A quick look
at their schedule will let you
see that *alternative’ encom-
passes just about every other
genre so is more worthless
thanever. It just doesn’t seem
to make muchsense. Thesitu-
ationis worse in Britain where
the media sub-divide music
furtherinto allmanner of tiny
categories which last for atew
months and then disappear
off the face of the earth, some-
thing which is happening to a
lotofthe very fashionable *al-
ternative’ bands - I wonder it
anyone will remember Poriio
For Pyrostive years down the
line. T hope not. So 1 do not
like the term talternative’ and
will not use the term *alterna-
tive'. I sometimes wonderifit
was created by the media to
make music less acceptable
for older generations - par-
ents have always been upset
by what children listen be it
locking up daughters when
The Rolling Stones come to
town or putting advisory la-
bels onalbums with question-
able lyrics.

The biggest problem is
that by calling something al-
ternative then vou scare oft
about 50% of the potential
listeners because they think
that their ears will start to
bleed when they listen toit. In
thiscolumn I will concentrate
mainly vpon independent
music - companies that don’t
have the backing of the major
labels for promotion and so
tend to get ignored by most
people even although most
people start oft on such a la-
bel and in many cases they
have to start their own label
in order to get any sort of
release out. On these inde-
pendent labels youfind every
ty pe of music imaginable and
[ will try cater tor all tastes as
well as trying to cover labels
from other countries. The
whole world of music just
waiting to be discovered and
all that. And I shall end on
that melodramatic point- one
final thing though: it any one
out there has any demos to be
listened to or any concerts to
be plugged then send details
to me up here at the Bruns
office.

Bearing Witness to Vi

The fear of sexual violence is a reality for women
and children. And, when one is confronted with the
statistics, one can understand the basis for this fear:
one in four women is sexually assaulted at some point
in her life. Violence also takes the form of sexual
harassment: 90% of women experience sexual har-
assment on the job. And, concerning children, one in
two girls and one in three boys will receive unwanted
sexual attention by the time they reach eighteen.

These statistics say to us that we are facing a
serious social problem. And the FREDERICTON RAPE
Crusis CeNTRE seeks to tackle this problem.

As one of only two Rape/Sexual Assault Centres
in New Brunswick (the other being in Saint John) we
receive calls from all over the province with the
majority originating here in Fredericton. We have
been in existence since 1975 when concerned citi-
zens felt there was a need for a specific resource
group to deal with rape crisis situations.

We have as our primary goal the eradication of
sexual violence. We strive to meet this goal through
two broad activities, namely: 1) public education;
and 2) the provision of direct services to those af-
fected by sexual violence. We currently have two
main programs. The Crisis LINE PRoGRAM and the
PusLic EpucaTioN ProGrRAM are funded by the De-
partment of Health and Community Services (al-
though we recently had our grant cut 50% for this
year and 100% next year), the United Ways of Fred-
ericton and Oromocto, donations and fundraising.
The finding cut from the Department represents a
45% cut to our overall funding. This action has left us
in a tenuous position.

Despite our financial uncertainties, we are deter-
mined to remain open. At present, we provide a 24
hour, 7 day a week, confidential phone line staffed by
volunteers. Other services include accompaniment to
the hospital, police or court for victims of sexual
assault; information on medical concerns and legal
procedures; referrals to other agencies or private
therapists and counsellors; speakers for workshops,
seminars; presentations to schools, community agen-
cies, professional groups, etc.; the production of
pamphlets and booklets on sexual assault; and the

maintenance of a resource library.

A new program initiated this year is our DATING
VIOLENCE AWARENESS PROJECT. This project involves
presentations to junior high and high school students.

What Is The Clothesline Project?

The Clothesline Project is a visual display of shirts
designed by survivors with graphic messages and
illustrations to increase awareness of the impact of
violence against women. The Clothesline bears wit-
ness to the survivors and victims of violence against
women, bringing to the public attention the pain and
suffering of women who have been abused physically,
sexually, and emotionally, and those who have been
killed by abuse.

Another purpose of the Clothesline is to help
with the healing process for people who have lost

a loved one or who are survivors of this violence.

The compelling display also celebrates a woman’s

strength and courage to overcome the past. The

Clothesline Project encc rages survivors to “break

the silence” as the first step in trying to end the

visciouscycle ofm. Women are encouraged to
create their own shirts. By hanging their shirt outin
the open, women can leave behind some of their
pain and begin the healing process.

The Clothesline Project was created by the Cape

Cod Women’s Agenda and has expanded through-

out the United States. The Fredericton Rape Crisis

Centre would like to introduce this project of public

awareness and healing to New Brunswick and

Canada.

Why A Clothesline?

For decades, women have communicated with
each other while hanging clothes, which is why this
medium seemed particularly appropriate. The
Clothesline offers a back-to-basics approach to
displaying the artwork created on these shirts. The
line is a way of airing society’s “dirty laundry.”
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The Clothesline itself symbolizes a lifeline to help
survivors join together in support of one another. The
shirts are hung side by side on the Clothesline, as
though the survivors were standing there themselves,
shoulder to shoulder, bearing witness to the violence
that is committed against women on a daily basis and
breaking their silence. "

The Clothesline is particularly effective when it is
hung outdoors in a grassy area, to give viewers the full
effect: sunshine, fresh air, and a gentle breeze blowing

* WHITe- for women who have died of violence
because they were women;
*YELLow OR BEIGE-for women who have been battered
or assaulted because they are women;
*ReD, PINK, oR ORANGE-for women who have been
raped or sexually assaulted;

Creating A Shirt

The shirt may reflect the women’s personal experi-
ence by painting or marking on it a name and/or date of
the assault, or the shirt may simply display a slogan or
symbol of interest such as “Stop Rape” or “Hope and
Healing.”

Naming the perpetrator is an important part of the
healing process. But, for legal reasons, we cannot
display shirts with full names of perpetrators. We ask
that shirt-makers use only first names or initials if they
wish to name their violator.

Because making a shirt is part of the healing process
for survivors of violence, shirts should be submitted by
the survivor or submitted with her permission. We
would appreciate whatever information you or she
would like to share. We will respect requests for
confidentiality.

. If you would like to submit a shirt for a woman who

died as a result of violence, you may want to use a shirt -

that belonged to her. Please show on the shirt the
woman’s name, dates of birth and death, and home-
town. You may wish to write a description of the
person or a note of remembrance to her.

All materials submitted to the Clothesline Project
become the sole property of the Clothesline Project
and cannot be returned to or reclaimed by the sender.

The shirts will be hung on a clothesline for display
at City Hall on Friday, Sept. 24, 1993. Shirts may be
brought to the display, or brought to the FREDERICTON
RaPe Crisis CENTRE OrFICE across from City Hall. T-
shirts and supplies will be available at the display.

Lordon returns to homestead
Former Bloomer named women’s B-Ball coach

It took only three years for former
Red Bloomers star Pauline Lordon to
return to her Alma Mater. She will
replace Claire Mitton as Head Coach
of the Varsity Reds Women’s
Basketball team

After an up-and-down season last
year, Mitton felt this was a convenient
time to take a year of leave and
pursue other interests. She left the
door open for Lordon.

“Early in 1993, Claire talked to me
and told me she had planned to take a
year off. She said there were certain
people she would like to see apply for
the job as coach and I was one of
them” Lordon says.

“I later talked more seriously to Jim
Born about it and decided that when
the applications for the position came
out I would apply.”

The decision wasn’t an easy one
however. “I had decided to return to
school this year so it took some time
to change my focus which had been
trying to prepare for graduate school
to preparing myself to coach a
university team. It took a while to say
‘T’ll go this direction.’ ”

While coaching, she will also take
courses here at UNB enroute to her
second graduate degree.

As a player, Lordon spent five
years under the tutelage of Mitton.
She captained the team from 1987 to
1990 and helped capture the AUAA
title her final two years with the team.

Since graduating, she has been
involved with the New Brunswick
Junior Team. In fact, she shared
coaching duties of the team with

Mitton in 1992 and this past Summer
she took the team to the Canada
Games in Kamloops, BC.

It wasn’t until Lordon returned
from the Canada Games that she was
sure she had the job. “ When I
graduated in 1990 I guess I knew that
it was going to happen, I just didn’t
know when.”

Lordon is taking over the team after

a relatively disappointing season (by
Bloomer standards at least). The team
travelled to Lethbridge, Alberta and
defeated the host University of
Lethbridge to capture the Lethbridge
Invitational Tournament but lost
home court advantage for the AUAA
Championships by finishing second to
UPEI in the final league standings.
To add insult to injury, The

Bloomers were upset in the semi-

finals by a young St. FX team. After
three consecutive Championships, this
was a bitter pill to swallow.

The loss of All-Canadians Jennifer
Hale and Kara Palmer in the last two
years hasn’t made things easier.
Lordon, however, is optimistic about
the crop of youngsters ready to play.

“Kara was a great athlete and
Jennifer Hale was definitely a great
leader but I also see the same kind of
potential in the athletes here.”

“I think we have a good corp of
players. We lost some athletes in the
last years who have done great things
for the program but I think people
will step up because there’s no one
around to do it for them. That’s just
the way a team evolves.”

“Certainly for the next eight
months I'm going to do everything I
can to keep this basketball team
where it belongs; at the top of
things.”

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Ironmen forging ahead

On Tuesday the fourteenth the
Ironmen 1st XV, coached by Bob
Cockburn, opened their season
with a dramatic 10-9 win over the
Fredericton Loyalists.

Rucking and mauling the ball
ferociously they drove the
Loyalists back until they could
not help conceding a try in the
dying seconds of the half.
Unfortunately the convert
attempt failed and the Ironmen
trailed 6-5.

The second half began much like
the first with the Loyalists
quickly opening the scoring with
yet another conversion. At this
point the superior fitness of the
Ironmen showed itself as they
mounted another offence
culminating when captain Kevin
Kersten after quickly taking the
ball on a penalty kick and driving
into the Loyalist Pack, passed off
to Dylan Ashpole who dove into
the end zone for his second try of
the game.

This try would prove to be the
winner for though the Loyalists
fought on with determination,
coming a few yards short at times
of scoring the winning try, they
were unable to breach the
Ironmen defence. The Loyalists
final chance to win came when
awarded several penalty kicks
their kicker drifted the ball inches
wide on each occasion.

The 1st XV were unable to rest
on their laurels as the following
Saturday they played the
Caledonia Cup Champion St. John
Trojans. The Trojans have in
recent years been the most
dominant rugby force in the
province and so the young,
relatively new Ironmen team
were faced with a daunting task.

The much bigger and stronger
Trojan pack took immediate
control, but it was not until the
end of the first quarter that they
managed to break through UNB’s
fearless defence. The first half
saw 2 further tries by the Trojans
with the last coming on the
stroke of half-time.

The 2nd half opened up with the
Ironmen maintaining their
spirited effort. However, clever
tactical rugby resulted in
overlaps on which the Trojans
capitalized. Against the run of
play, a back move by U.N.B.
enabled right-winger Ian
Johnstone to cross the line,
bringing the final tally to 35-5.

That same day the Ironmen 2nd
XV travelled to U.P.E.I. Panthers
for their opener in the recently
created University League. The
weather was terrible, the way the
Ironmen like it. Rain poured
down from the heavens and wind
gusted mightily across the pitch.
Undaunted, even encouraged, the
U.N.B. squad lead by Captain John
Croucher charged the field.

Amazingly 10 rookies started
for the Ironmen. This lack of
familiarity proved costly as the
Panthers quickly scored a try to
lead 5-0. However, the
determination of the Ironinen
made up for the lack of veterans.
Not to be denied they slowly
gained control of the match until
Captain John Croucher set up a
beautiful try for Pack Leader
Jeremy Battye to tie the score at
five apiece.

The Ironmen maintained their
momentum coming into the 2nd
half. Several times their lack of
familiarity proved costly as they
were unable to anticipate each
others' moves and thus missed
scoring the winning try.

UNB continued to press, but an
overanxious attack in the final 20
minutes proved fatal as the

Panthers stormed back up the
field to score a conversion and
take the lead 8-5. They scored a
converted try minutes later on a
miss communication in the
backfield to win the match 15-5.
