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FirstT CHURCH.

O those who peruse this Booklet a retrospect of
T the beginning. progress and completion of the
work carried on in the Parish of Cobourg from its
foundation in 1837 to the present year. 1914, may be of
interest.

Originally the Church of the parvish of Cobourg
was under the patronage of St. Polycarp. having been
organized in November of the year 1837 by the Rever-
end Alexander F. Kernan.,  He called together the few
Catholies of this locality to discuss the advisability of
building a church. They willingly assented and in
1839 the building was completed and dedicated to God
under the invocation of St. Polycarp. It was a frame
strueture 75 ft. by 45 ft. with tower and spire and was
erected on the old Ruttan property. William Street.
The congregation at that time numbered about 350
souls.  Father Kernan continued to administer to the
spiritual wants of the parvish, which then comprised
the West Riding of Northumberland, wuntil the year
1842 when he was accidentally killed near Toronto.
At the request of his parishioners of Cobourg. he was
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buried under the chureh he had built.  In 1895 during
the pastorate of Reverend K. H. Murray when the
church on William St. was being vacated., his body and
that of Reverend M. Timlin were removed to the
central mound in the parish cemetery.  On the plates
of the respective coffins were found the following in-
seriptions
* Reverend Alexander F. Kernan,
native of County Galway. hreland, \\hu
departed May 13, 1842, Age 38 yvears.'
- Reverend Father Tnnlm. died May
230 1877, Age 86 years™
Bisnor Puairan, or KINGSTON.

Father Kernan was succeeded in 1812 by Reverend
Wm. Dolan. who built the first parochial residence
near the church on William Street. During his in-
cumbeney on May 16 1814 the parish was visited by
the Most Reverend Patrick Phelan, Co-adjutor to Most
Reverend Remigius Gauline Bishop of Kingston.  He
adniinistered the Sacrament of Confirmation to 38
persons and erected the Stations of the Cross in the
church. His mandate, inserted by himself in the par-
ish register. calls on the parishioners to contribute
more generously to the support of the pastor and in
payment of the Church debt: and gives orders to set
apart a Potter’s Field in the graveyard. and to make
some necessary repairs on the foundation of the
church: to arrange certain fixed rates for burial per-
mits and family plots. and to build a sacristy on the
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East end of the church. A week after this visit Father
Dolan. with the authority of Bishop Phelan. erected

- the Confraternity of the Holy Scapular of Our Lady of
. Mount Carmel.
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PasTORATE OF REv. M. TN,

In the summer of 1844 Father Dolan resigned, going
away for his health and he was replaced by Reverend
Michael Timlin. who remained in ¢harge of the parish
for 33 vears. During the six years from 1817 to 1853
Bishop Phelan. the energetic Co-adjutor of the Rishop
of Kingston. visited the parish six times to encourage
the progress of the Mission and to administer Confirm-
ation. In 1850 the church was found to be too small
for the increased congregation and a brick addition
635 £t by {0 £t was built to the former frame structure.
The wooden portion was destroyed by five in 1854 and
Father Timlin immediately began the work of re-build-
ing the burnt part in brick and with such success that
Mass was again said within the walls on Clhiristmas of
that year.

On the Feast of St. Michael. 1836, the new church
was solemuly dedicated to God under the title of St
Michael by Most Reverend Bishop Phelan in the pre-
senee of Very Reverend Patrick Dollard, V. G.. Rever-
end M. Timlin, Pastor of Cobourg. and Reverend K.
O'Keefe. Pastor of Port Hope.  The Bishop also erected
the Stations of the Cros=s and gave Confirmation.

In IS61. 1867 and 1871 Most Revereud E. J. Horan,
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Bishop of Kingston, made his Episcopal visitation and
gave Confivmation to 441 persons,

In 1875 Father Timlin, on account of the weight of
years and failing health. asked of the Most Reverend
Dr. O'Brien. the newly appointed Bishop of Kingston.
that an assistant should be sent to the parish.  In re-
sponse to his reguest. Reverend Michael Larkin, was
sent ax curate.  During the next 2 years the Altar
Society was organized and the Chureh in Grafton
begun.

BisHor (Briex oF KINGSTON, APPOINTS REV. E. H.

On May 23, 1877, the aged Rector of the Parish
passed to his reward.  His funeral on May 25th. was
attended by o large gathering of the clergy and laity.
Bishop O'Brien preached his funeral sermon.  Father
Timlin’s renmains were interred in the eryvpt of the
church where they reposed until 1895 when they were
removed to the centre of the parvish cemetery. A
stained glass window in the chancel of the new chareh
perpetuates his memory.

FORMATION OF PARISH OF GRAFTON.

Father Larkin remained in charvge of the parish for
2 vears. In June. 1879 Reverend E. H. Murray was
appointed Pastor. his parish comprising the Town of
Cobourg and the Townships of Hamilton and South
Monaghan. The Eastern portion of the mission was
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erected into a new parvish under the charge of Reverend
Michael Lavkin, who fixed his residence in Grafton.
BLESSING OF THE BELL.

In 1881 a large bell was procured for the chareh
and was solemnldy christened by Most Reverend James
Vincent Cleary, Bishop of Kingston, on July 30th of
that year. The new bell was ealled John James, in
honor of Most Reverend John O'Brien and  Most
Reverend  James  Vineent  Cleary.  Bishops of the
diocese,

ERECTION 01 PETERBOROUGH INTO AN EpPISCopal Sek

Buring the next year the Diocese of  Peterhorough
was erceted into an Kpiscopal See amd Cobourg was in-
cluded in the new diocese.  Most Reverend John
Francis Jamot, first Bishop of Peterborough, made his
first Episcopal vizit to Cobourg on Nov, 12, 1882, when
he confirmed 157 persons,  He also e¢receted the Stations
of the Cross, panintings in water-colors, which had been
purchased by the Pastor, in Pavis in 187

ForxnpaTion or S1. Josepi's CoNVENT

Father Murtay considered the old Separate School
on Ball St. as insalficient Ffor the needs of the pavish
and took mensares to establish a Convent and Schooi
in its stead,  Accordingly he sold the old building to
Captain Rooney. one of the pavishioners, and purchased
the buildings and gronnds of the Brooklnust Ladies’
Academy which he fitted for Convent and School -
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poses.  On September 5th, 1883, Bishop Jamot blessed
the Chapel of the Convent of St. Joseph. as a publie
oratory. On the same day the convent and school
were blessed and classes were begun under the Sisters
of 8t. Joseph. from Toronto.

The first teachers in the new Convent School were
Reverend Mother Austin. Reverend Sisters Petronilla,
Irene, Theodosia. Pauline, Maxentia and Margaret.

In this long period of time. during which so many
pupilx' have come with various talents and much to dis-

act them from their school studies because of the
zltt actions and amusements ever found in small towns.,
and other circumstances standing as obstacles to the
application of the young mind to school work, never-
theless the wmlts from the teaching abilities of the
Sisters have proved their remarkable efficiency.  This
school is divided into four different grades. The
Sisters in charge of each. hold the required Govermment
certificates and their success in advancing their pupils.
boys and girls, from grade to grade. until they ave
found ready to pass those difficult examinations de-
manded by the Education Department for Entrance
into the High Schools or Collegiate Institutes. has been
seen by the large number of those who in these past
yvears have gone from our school to the Collegiate
Institute. Not only have they obtained the percentage
of marks required. but our annual record shows that
many have not only passed with honors but on several
oceasions have won the seholarship.

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In this historieal sketch of the Parish of Cobowrg
it would be a serious omission to not place on record
these faets connected with our school work. faects
which are well known in our town and a special souice
of pride to the parents of our children and an honor-
able mention which should be placed in the Annals of
our Parish regarding the patient work carried on =0
successfully by the Sisters of St. Joseph during the
past 31 years.

NEw CHURCH N Harwoon.

Meanwhile a necessary work had been going on in
another portion of the parish. The village of Harwood.
a lumber centre on the south shore of Rice Lake. with
a population of about 30 people. had been from the
beginning a portion of the Cobourg Mission.  Mass had
been =aid for a number of years once a month in-a
private house and the time was now considered ripe for
the erection of a suitable church.  Accordingly the
church was erected by Reverend Father Murtay.  Mr.
C. Carruthers of Cobourg. being the builder. It was
dedicated by  Most  Reverend  Bishop Jamot on
Pebruary 10, 1881, under the title of the Sacred Heart
of Jesus. High Mass was sung by Reverend Father
Donohue. P. P. of Perth. and the scrmon was preached

& by Reverend Chas. Murray, P. P of Cornwall.

In 1886, Harwood was separated from Cobourg
Mission and united with Burnley. forming a new parish

| under the charge of Reverend James Sweeney.
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In the parish of Cobourg proper. several relignous
societies had Leen organized by Reveremd Father
Murpray in 1883, viz, : the Sodality of the Blessed Virgin
for young women : the Sodality of the Holy Angels for
wivls and the Sodality of the Snered Heart of Jesus for
young men,  In 1884 this last Sodality was merged into
the League of the Sacred Heart and Apostleship of
Prayver which was organized at the request of the
pastor, by Reverend Father Counolly. S.J.of Montreal,
The Altar Socicty was re-organized and put on a new
basis.

In the year 1881 the parish was twice visited by
the Most Reverend Bishop Jamot. Durving his first
vigit he erected the Stations of the Cross in the Con-
vent Chapel and on his return he gave Confirmation to
30 persons.

NEW PRESBYTERY.

On account of the distance which separated the
priest’s regsidence from the majority of his flock. the
old presbytery was sold in 1885 to Mr. Wm. Fox. a
member of the parish, and a new one was erected on
the property on which the Convent and School alveady
stood.

The years 1888 and 1892 were manrked by Episcopal
visitations,  On June 3rd, of the former yeawr. Most
Reverend Thomas AL Dowling, Bishop of Peterborough
confivmed 102 persons and on June 12th. 1892, Most
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lf('\(-l'l‘n(l R. A O Counr, who had ~uceceded to the
Divcesats See, ginve Confirtnation to 1TH per-ons,

One important work remained to he done to phee
the parish on a proper hasis. The growth of the Town
for years past had been away from the guarter in
which the church was located,  Marcover. on aceonnt
of a necessary hiaste in bailding. the foundations had
never heen strong sud after 10 years gave <igns of in-
~tability. In  consideration of  these faets. Dr
O Connor. Bishop of the Seel yiclded to the nrgent re-
quest of Father Murtay, vegarding the construction of
a new chureh on the property on which the preshytery.
comvent and ~chool already stood.  ‘The pastor and
people went to work with great alacrity and eacava-
tions were immediately bhegun.,

LAaYING 0F CORNER STONLE.

The corner-stone was kiid by Most Reverend R, A
O'Connor on June Hth, 18 at F P M. The Bishop was
assisted by the pastor. Reverend Eo H Muarray. Rev-
crend M. Larkin of Geafton, and Reverend M. Lyneh.
of Port Hope, The sermon was preached by Reverend
WL MeColl, of Ennismore.  Over 300 people were
attendance.

The work proceeded with great rapidity and the
solemn dedieation was held on Febrouary 23vd, 1806, His
Lovdship Bishop O’Connor. officiating.  Following is
the oflicial entry of the event signed by His Lowrdship,
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On the 23rd of February, 1896, We, the undersigned
Rishop, have,with the presceribed solemnities. dedicated
the Church of St. Michacel, Division Street. Cobourg.
Said Chureh bunilt of brick with stone Yfoundation.

The new church is a red brick building with stone
foundation. In front. two square towers flank the
main entrance. At the rear is a spacious vestry 30 ft.
by 16 ft. Interiorly it is divided into a nave with 2
side aisles. by fluted Ionic columns which have pilasters
to match on the side walls. Over the entrance is a
gallery for the choir.  The pipe-organ which was put
in a few months later was built by Warven & Co. of
Toronto.  An ornate communion-rail of oak supported
by brass standards, separating the sanctuary from the
body of the church. was donated by Miss Harrington,
of Cobourg.

ORDINATION OF REVEREND . P. DUrry.

On September 6. 1896, the Most Reverend R. AL
OConnor, Bishop of Peterborough, administered the
Sacrament of Holy Orders in this church, raising to the
dignity of the priesthood the Reverend F. P, Duffy. a
native of this parish. The sermons on the oceasion at
High Mass and at Vespers were preached by Reverend
Dr. Teety, President of St. Michael's College. Toronto,
and the Venerable Archdeacon Casey. Rector of St.
Peter's Cathedral. Peterborough.  The Most Reverend
Dr. O’Connor, the ordaining Prelate. was assisted by
the following eclergy : - Reverend Dr. Teefy ;5 Ven.
Archdeacon Casey : Reverend Father Lynch, P. P. of
Port Hope : Reverend Father Lavkin. P. P. of Grafton :
Reverend Father Kelly. C. S. B. of St. Michael's
College. Toronto : Reverend M. J. O’Brien, Sub-deacon
aud Master of Ceremonies : Reverend My, Hourigan,
Syracuse, N. Y. : Mr. Aveling of the College of the
Propaganda. Rome. and Reverend E. H. Murray P, P.
of Cobourg.  This was the first ordination held in this
parish.

In November following. Confirmation was  agd-
ministered to 96 persons by the Most Reverend Bishop
O’Connor, the cermony taking place after the High
Mass. The Vespers were sung by Reverend Father
Fitzpatrick of St. Peter’s Cathedral. Peterborough. and
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His Lordship addressed the congregation in hisown in-
teresting and cloquent manner,

In the past  eighteen years improvements of
varions Kinds have been made. prominent among
which, worthy of mention, is the magnificent altar,
blessed on November 7th. 1896, by the Most Reverend
Bishop O’Connor. attaching to it the Indulgences of the
“Privileged Altar,” by virtue of facultics granted him
by Our Most Holy Father, Pape Teo XTH, in an audi-
cuce on January 14, 18496,

On cither side of the altar in shrine-dike position
are seen two beautiful statutes of the Blessed Viegin
and St. Joseph, the former being donnted by Mis. Jdno.
Healey. the latter by Mre. Jno. Doyle,

Further mmonyg the improvements are the improved
wethod of clectrie lightning and the steam heating
system provided for the church by Miss Mary Leonaad
of this parish.

DECORATION OF 87, MicHA LS,

Some five yemrs ngo the decorntion of the
Church was begun by a celebrated artist. . C. Browne
of Toronto, and under his master hand, the sanctuary
was embellished by o series of paintings, which during
the year 1913, has been extended throughout the en-
tire church.

The Church is a Romanesque structure of Basilican
type. in section showing the triple arch. emblematic of
the Trinity.  The cential barrel vault covering the
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nave, springs from a noble cornice of good clussic pro-
file, which is supported by a 10w of ivory columns, the
capitals and bases in old  gold, resting  on ouya
pedestals,  This cornice is enrried forward unbroken
through to the sanctuary. so that the centeal vanlt
with its pictured story feads the eye on without inter-
raption to its termination in the semicireulne apse of
the sanctuary,

In the trinngular panels formed by the curve of
the apse we haves— .

) As the eye drops from the ceiling the attention is
arrested by the three master picees which beantify the
walls of the snnctuary: -

gift of Mr. Jno. Quinn.

The Puintings on the sanctuary ceiling are not
separated from. but form an unbroken vista with those
now in the nave. the thst of which are. on the Epstle
Side, “The Amnunciation.” on the Gospel Side, Christ
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[,
Preaching from the Boat on the Lake of Genesareth.”
Thig latter painting shows Owr Lord in Simon Peter's
boat addressing an cager andience on the shore, thus
fulfilling His niission as the Fountain of Wisdom.

‘Next we have “The Presentation.” Here under
the lofty domes of the Temple, the Divine Infant is
seen in the arms of the aged Simeon, surrounded by
the Blessed Mother and St. Joseph offering the pect
Seribed gifts.  Opposite we find “Jesus seated at
Jacob’s Well," while the Woman of Sumarin questions
Him anxiously as to the lost Sheep of the House of
Israel.

Owr Lord is next depicted as the Healer of soul
and Lody. His wondrous love smauifests itself ou the
one hand in **The Forgiveness of Magdalen, the
Sinner.” Our Lord is seated in the sumptuous apart-
ment of Sitnon, the Phavisee. MNe gazes with conipus-
sion on the humble figure kneeling at His feet, her
costly raiment all unheeded, crushed and tirailing on
the floor. The immovable Phavisee draws back from
possible contamination, while with frowning brow and
uplifted hand, he appears to protest against such un-
warranted intrusion. But Christ who reads the secret
thoughts of Simon, uttered those memorable words,

- “Many sins ave forgiven her because she hath loved

much.” In the companion picture “Raising to Life the
Drughter of Jairus™ we see & durkened room—we scem
to sense the sorrow. Kueeling, she postrate mother,
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with face buried and arms extended over the bed of
her daughter, is not yet avware of what is happening
bLeside her, Christ is there ; a1 shaft of light haloes His
figure, as He, taking the damsel’s hand, prononnees the
words, 1 sy to thee, Maid, arise.”

We have next Raphael’s Master-picee *“I'he Sistine
Madonna®”, that beantiful composition where the Bless-
ed Virgin Mary poises in the air holding in her arms
the Intant Christ.  Slightly below, on cither side, v
Pope Sixtus and St. Barbars. Opposite this is ** The
Triumphal Entry of Christ into Jerusalem.”  Just en-
terifig the city gate. Our King rides on, His uplifted
hand blessing the vocifernting multitude who throng
the way waving panhm bianches while 2 bevy of glee-
ful children strew flowers on His path,

Over the organ loft we find another of Raphuael’s
paintings, * 8t. Cecilia,” known the world over as the
“Patroness of Muosie.”  She stands in ensy  grace, her
head turned slightly so that her ear attuned to finer
harmonies, may cateh some echo of the angelie choir
seen faintly through an opening in the clouds above,
Grouped about her, are St Pauls of thoughtful mien,
leaning on his sword, St. John, the Evangelist, the
eagle at his feet, St. Ambrose, in cope and crosier, and
St. Mary Magdalen.  Opposite this is vepreseuted that
apostolic man. *St. Patrick.™  Before him as he stands
on Tuan's Hill.-is sented the King, attentively listening
to hix discourse.  Our Saint stands fearless holding

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alott the triple leat the Shumrock  which e had
plucked from the green sward at his feet. Looking on
this majestic and venerable  figure proclaiming the
fundamental doctrine of the Trinity, we seem in faney
to hear like wome e off ocean surge. an echo of the
solemn eadence of the Athanasinn Creed.

Generally speaking the objeet has been to make of
the noble ceiling a gallery of Bible Story. To this end
all other has been restinined. This pietare array is
the principal featare of the whole decoeation but fitly
supporting it. scen between the colnmns and ~ar-
mounting the side aisle walls, is a deep frieze. on which
iz depicted a procession of tigares, This fricze is
symbolic ol the Euchavistic Sacrifice.  Oun the Epistle
side are fields of waving grain. on the Gospel side are
the vineyard<,  Youths and naidens are engaged in
culling the fruits of the earth  the ordimy sustenance
of life  to be converted by the Ahnighty Words of o
loving Saviour into a supernntaral food for the souls of
men.

The quict tone of the under-walls complementing
the color of the wood-work isrestful.  Here i« asimple
ornamental sotting for the Stations of the Cross which
in specially  designed frames stand - out - jewel-like
against the soft alive back-ground.

Moxsieyor MURRAY.

Monsignor Murray was horn in Quebee City. Mareh
1813, He studied at Regiopolis College, Kingston and
Laval University. Quebee. He was ordained in St.
Mary's Cathedral. Kingston, in December 1866 by the
late Bishop Horan. his uncle.  After three years of
ministry in Kingston he was appointed Pastor of
Wolfe Island, where in 1872 he erected the chwreh of
the Sacred Heart. situated on the most heautiful spot
on the island. which he purchased in 1870, He was
afterwards transferred to the Pastorate of Kemptville,
Ont.. whenee in 1879 he was appointed to the Parvish of
Cobourg, where the past 35 yewrs of his life have been
=pent in untiring effort= in the cause of religion and
edueation.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS,

paid a second visit to the parish when he canonically
erected the New Stations f the Cros< in presence of a

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COMPLIMENTARY REMARKs oF His LORDsHIP,
Mosrt Revieresp M. J. O'Brigx, Do D,

His Lordship congratulated the Pastor and people
of St. Michael's Church on being the proud possessors
of what he considered one of the most complete and
beautiful churches of his diocese.  They had certainly
made great sacrifices, snid His Lordship. and the edifice
stands as a monument to their generosity and zeal in
beautifying in the most artistic manner the IHouse of
God where they are want to units in offering their
supplications to the Divine Master--the Giver of all
good gifts- Who dwells in all His love and merey in
their midst.

The visitor on entering this chureh is deeply im-
pressed with the richness of decoration and harmony of
colors prevailing throughout. whilst at the same time
a sense of devotion pervades the szoul as the various
Scriptural scenes are presented to the view.

One more matter of interest remains to be inserted
on these pages.  On June 25th, 1914, His Lordship. the
Most Reverend M. J. O°Brien. Bishop of Peterborough.
administered the Sacrament of Confirmation in St.
Michael's Church. Among the candidates confirmed
were 8 converts thus making 105 conversions to our
Holy Faith during the past 35 years.

The reader of this retrospect would not look for
any save the most important events in the long History
of the Parish and therefore only the most salient of an
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ceclesiastical nature are recorded. This Historie Sketeh,
as the word itself implies. records only the events be.
swinning with the organization of the Parish in 1837,
coming down to Augu~t 1914 The events and dates
thercof may be fully anthenticated by any who consult
the registey of the Parish of Cobonrye.

In conclusion. ~uch memories of hygone days ve-
warding  our forefathers, their noble work in the
foundation of this pari~h. and their efforts at the out-
~¢1 in ereeting a temple to the Mot High swhen they
numbered only 30 ~ouls  <uch memories <hould be as g
precions heivloom for their descendants to gnard and
Keep @ and. that the present generation has treasured
them is i evidence in the magnificent property obtain-
ed by their <acrifices during the last 30 year<. on which
are found the parochial in=titutions  the chureh, pres-
byterve convent and ~chool.
