3. To say that Christ's baptism is an example
for us, is to say that He received Christian
baptism : But Christian baptism is an ac-
knowledgement of the pollution and guilt in
which the subject of it is involved, and a recog-
nition of the cleansing efficacy of the blood of
Christ, and the regenerating power of the Holy
Ghost. Consequently, if Christ received Chris-
tian baptism, He acknowledged thereby, that
He was a guilty, polluted sinner, standing in
need of the cleansing efficacy of His own blood,
and of the renewing of the Holy Ghost. . Who
would venture an assertion so derogatory to His
glorious character ?

4. Christ was baptized as a priest. He said,
“ Suffer it to be 50 now: for thus it becometh
us to fulfill all rightecusness.” That is, all the
requirements of the law—which “ He came, not
to destroy, but to fulfill” The Mosaic ritual
required that He should not enter upon His
public ministry until He reached the age of
thirty, and not then without being sprinkled
with water.

poor, or knotty specimens. If this be done be-
fore growth bas opssed, and sometimes after
ripening bas comméetced, the improvement of
the remaining portion will more than compensate
for the reduction in number. In those reigions
where the peach beazs only occssionally, the
owners often attempt to get all they can by al-
lowing an ever-sbundant erop to remain. They
will get quite as many bushels by removing one-
balf or two-thirds, snd obtaia an immense
superiofity in ‘Savour. Many caltivatiors have
observed that the last ripening peaches on a tree
are incomparably better than the first—merely
because they are not growded. How much bet-
ter would' they be by removiag the crowding
portion ‘bafore ripening. If you wish to have
godd hesliby, uniformly growing trees, not de-
stroyed by premature age, do not let them over-
beaz.—Ezchangs.
