THE PROTECTION OF THE FISHERIES IN THE GULF OF ST.
LAWRENCE, ON BOARD OF "LA CANADIENNE," DURING

THE SEASON OF 1864.

LAPRrAIRIE, 30th December 1864.
SiR,--I have the honor to transmit to you my report of the operations of the Expedi-

tion for the protection of the Canadian Fisheries in the River and Gulf of St. Lawrence,
during the season of 1864.

I have used every possible effort, and availed myself of all the means at my disposal,
on board of the " La Canadienne," to afford to our fisheries ail the protection and all the
administrative care of which they are so worthy ; and I trust that after the perusal of this
report, you will find I have faithfully discharged the duty entrusted to me, and thoroughly
carried out the several instructions with which you honored me throughout the season
whieh has just comne to a close.

The service for the protection of the Fisheries, at the head of whicli I have the honor
to be placed, requires the presence of the armed Government vessel in the Gulf, at the
earliest moment on the opening of the navigation, that is to say, between the 20th and the
25th April, and I have already had occasion, in former years, to draw the attention <of the
Government to that point of my duty.

In the present year, I had hoped to be able to sail at the requisite period, but the
unfavorable weather and the extreme cold of the month of April prevented us from con-
pleting the repairs necessary to be made on " La Canadienne," to strengthen her, before
the 30th of the nionth, notwithstanding the activity and zeal evinced by the employees of
the Publie Works in executing then. I left the Port of Quebec, however, on that day.
This was upwards of a month earlier than the previous year, and a week carlier than the
date of my departure in the year 18... which was the earliest before the present year. This
was, in good truth, a great improvement, but something still remains tobe done. I do not
think, however, that under the present system of docking the schooner every autumn and
painting her all over (which- requires fine weather) before taking fier out again, we can,
with all possible exertion, succeed in getting away earlier than the end of April or the
beginning of May. Thi is why I would suggest the plan of laying up the schooner for
the winter afloat in the Coves, either at the Anse cles MAres, or at Indian Cove, where she
would be well sheltered from the ice. But for this purpose she would require to be cop-
pered, a work easily executed and not very expensive, and one which would effect a great
saving in the annual expenses for the wintering of the vessel.
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On the 30th of April, therefore, we left the Port of Quebec with a 'ight breeze fron
the West, wlich rapidly changed lito a strong North-cast wind, and it was not until the
Gth of May tiat we succeeded in rc:ng ih-rimis, and the 7ti, Point aux Outardes, the
first place where I was cailtd upi) to hear a crimuinal prosecution.

1 juded the case of a 1 individual accused of assault and bat tery ; and, in a case iu
wsieni inlformal:rtioni was laid of an assault with intent to commit murder, I carried out the
prelimiiary proceedings prescribed by Iaw and the person aceused was held to bail to ap-
pear at the next session of le Criminal Court for the District of Saguenay, at Malbaie.

.A t Br'simis, i had, in 1m1y < apacit.y of CommrIlissioier eJr scnæs1poes'ahm, swor'n in
Mr. Matthew Fortc-cue, a resident of that locality, and I have no doubt but thrat tihat
gentlernan will do good service to the cause of' order upon that part of tie coast, whcre the
necessity for a Magistrate iad been keenly flIt for a long time. It is known tihat Bersiniis
is now tIe central point Ci meeting of most of the Montagnais firîmilies who iniabit the
North shore of the River and Gulf ofStLawrence; and I recommended the appointment of
Mr. Fortescue chiefly with the view of providing protection for tiose poor Indians,
and to prevent travelling dralers fromn going there to sell spirituous liquors.

On tie 9th I arrived at Point des Monts, and tihere met N'. A lexand r ComeaCu, fislery
over'scer in thlat division of the coast, and disposed of the licenses for t he salmn fising
at the fishing osts wiiich it con tains.

N earnwhile tie wid, v; i-h l.ad blownl witno-t esing from tho cast, continued to blow
fron that quarter, and wc did not succeed ii reaching, Seven Islands until noo on tiho l2th.

I lad to land there tie Collector of the Port, Mr. Smrriti and hris funily, together witl
his luggage, and this business being aecomplislhed, we shaped our course for the south
shore, the wind still holding in the sanie quarter, and not favorable t, iy intention of'
calling at River Moisie.

.Having reached the coast of Gaspé, we steered for te Magdalen Isliands, wiere we
arrived on the 16th, iaving had foui winds and met mruch floaftinrg ice ont the, south side o
Amherst Island.

I was muchr astonishcd on reaching Armher'st Ularbour to find no iore than nine
schooners there, six of whicl were fitted out for the horing fisher'y and thrce for the Cod
fishery, (their nanes ivill be given hercafter) and tiat at a tîrie when tie Imbour usually
can iardIy contain the hundreds of fishing-vessels whrich assemîble threre from the Lower
Provinces and the United States, and even of the fiw we found, tIhe first had beeu tlere
only a few days.

This state of things was occasioned by the ice. In fact, tie south side of the Gulf, frort
the G ut of Canso to Prince Edward's Island, and even quite ne'ar to tie Magdalen Islands, was
filled with it, so that the navigation of these waters was conpletely obstructed, and as we
were inforned by the fisiermen, the ice-field whieh we fell in with on the 15th, extend .d
as far as the Isle of Cape Breton, and its presence lrad still the effect of kceping the air
cold and damp.

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I saw the Collector and the principal inhabitants of the Port, and was inforied tlat
the last winter had bcee very mild, but that the Islands had beci aluost entirely surrounded
by ice, fromu the ionth of .ianuary to the iontli of April.

li the imonth of March. an immien-:e icc-ficld, thickly strewn with seals, a:niost all
young, had grounded on the becl of the north.cast coast of the Islands, and in two days
the fishermien of Ilouse Harbour, of Etang d Nord, and evcu of Amhcrst Island, kilied,
cither with fircarms or with clubs, nearly 6,000 of thei, a rich harvest specdily gathered
in, thougl not without dauger which would have been greater if an cast wind had not comie
ou an.d carricd off the floating ice burthccd with such wcalth.

'Tlie erring had ide its appearance il the Bay of Plaisance towards the end of
April, and had bec abuudant as also on the neighboring coasts, and tho eormous quanti-
tics of spawn east up by the waves on the beach of the bay, the putrescence of which was
offeusive to the inhabitants, plainly indicated that they had acconplished the imnportant
oBice of rîeproluction with immense effect. Unluckily, the horring-flect had not arrived iii
good timec, and the inhabitants of the Islands are not possessors of the large seine-nets
nccessary f'or the purpose, eousequently only a very smail quantity of fish had been captured.

I had touched at Entry Island on the IOth ; on the iSth I visited ilouse ilarbour
and Grindstone Island, and took note that ail was rightat those places. Nothing requiring
the presence of I La Canadicnoe," until the miaukeri fshcry, I gave ordurs tu make sait
for the coast of Gaspé.

There hiad been twenty-five wrecks tie previous autumu, on tho northeru coast of tie
Islands, in one of wvhich a captain and four stilors perished while cndcavorir2g to land in
thcir jolly-boat. Such accidonts, comn:only the result of inexperience or careluesness on
the part of the captains, are very injurious to the navigation ofc the Gulfof' St. Lawrence,
by creating an imupressiou that it is still more dangerous thun it really is, and coutribute
uiainly to keep the rates of insurance on ships leaving Canada, higher than wlat are charged
on vessels bound for the Lower Provinces or the United States, to the great detriment of
the maritime comnmcrce of our country. Vessels frou Richibucto and Miramnichi arc miost
frequently unfortunate enough to terminate their existence (often a short one, for some of
them are just off the stocks and newiy laueched) on the saudy shoals of the Islands, from
which, when once thcy are grounded, they seldomi get off.

I cannot quit this subject without bearing testimony to the ready zal of' tie inihabi-
tants of the Magdalen Islands, in affordieg aid to shipwreeked persons, and tlie regular
system which prevails in the salvage and sale of articles belongiug to wrecks.

On the 20th of May, about noon, we arrived it Percé.
Both herring and cod had miade their appearance soie Lime befire, and the fishing

commenced under the best auspices.
I ascertained, by visiting the fishing-establishncnts, that no disorder cxisted.
The following day I landed at Douglastown and issued salnon-fishing licenses for the

River St. John, and in the evening we cntered Gaspé Basin. I passed the 22nd and 23rd
in visiting the Harbour, which containcd 25 vessels, some fron Euriope, the rest fromi
Quebec or the Lower Provinces, and il issuing salion-fishing licenses for Dartmouth and
York Rivers, fifty iii nimber. This busine-s being completed, we sailed for Paspébiac
where we arrived ou the following afternoon. Wc coanted 26 ships i the roadstead here.;
some from Europe with full cargocs of goods and fishing-gear and supplies, the others
taking on board all necessaries for the cod-fisheries on the north shore, everything betokening
great activity and an evident increase in the fish-trade, of which Paspediac is the grand
centre for the County of Bonaventure, and even for tiat part of the North Shore cast of
Mingan. . -scertained to ny great satisfaction, that ât this po)rt, where more than 500
mnu were at work, there was not the least disorder.

On the 25th I issued licenses for salmon-fishing, at Port Daniel, not having occasion
to visit that place, and et noon weighed anchor and reached Carleton the following day.
That day, in the afternoon, I visited Maguasha and Dalhousie, and returning t Carleton,
on the 27th made sait for the Magdalen Islands

During my stay off the Bay of Chaleurs, I had issued sanion-fishing licenses for all
the stations on the River Restigouche, the Bay of: Caieton, Maria, and the Cascapediac
and Bonaventure Rivers. Salmon-fishin g was not sufliciently advanced to e nable nie to judge
of its probable success. This year, again, a large number of white porpoises (D/phaaptrer
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E!Iuga) were found in the My of Chaleurs, near its inner shore, and it was a prevalent
opinion amoug the fisiermen, that thcy werc in pursuit of the salmon, ou which they
feed, and that they are therefore very injurious to the Salmon-1 ery.

I think we must await the experience of a few years more b.ifore comu:nittiug ourselves
to this opinion; we must, in the lirst place, have some certain facts verified, conecrning
the habits of tbcse fish, and especiaDy as to the nature of their food.

Last year the porpoises appearcd iu as great nuibers as in the prasent year, at
t"e moutli of the River IRestigouche, and it was not found that the salmon-fishing was di-
mini isled in any reinarkable degree at that place.

On the 30th, after a two days' rua, we cai e to an anchor, for the second time, at
Amuherst Uarbour, in the Magdalen Islands. My object in using so much expedition was

1hat I might b1e present during the mackerel fishing, and I arrived in sufficient time, as the
kh ha d nut yet madie its appearance in the Bay.

There were no other forei-n schooners in Amherst Uarbour, besides those we had
aire;dy seen; but there vere soine belonging to the Islands, wihich alad lately returned
froi thc Seal-fishing on the ice, and ivhich unluckily brought bacl but little for their
labor, s. uuproducive had the nshery been, through the dificulty which vessels found in
eavcn te ir winter-quarters suaiciently carly, the entrance bcing blocked up vith solid

iic. The fields. also, which they fel in with in the Gulf, carried but f0w seals.
At iiouse Harbor, the schooners fitted out for the seal fishery had returned from

tieir daugerous and most adventurous cruise, with no more success than those beloging
tu Amhcrst Ha'rbor, except two which had been lost with all on board: orie naear East
point of the Island of Auticosti; the other off the Island of Boaventure.

The loss of those two vessels had carried grief and disany anidst the population of
tho Islands, as their crews were of the nost respected and experienced inhabitants of the
counutry ; and as they were nearly all married pcrsons, they had left behind them many
widows and orphans, most of then in a state of poverty.

ln another part of ny report, I shall give a stateint of tie vessels belonging to the
Magdalen Islands with the value of the seals taken by then respectively ; but before
entering on another subject, I must remark that the failure oe the seat fishcry; carried on
by tlh vessels belonging to the Magdalen Islands, in the two hast years, notwithstanding
tihe skill and active enterprize of the fishermen in their espeditions, in whicl they h:we
tu contcnd with constantly recurring storns, cold and ice, would be fatal to the future
prosecution OF this important branch of iadustry, (importat as yieldiag aa article
of great value in commerce, and as training a hardy body of seaien) if the bounty did not
encoarage it by aiding to dcfray the expeuses of the outfit. This premium on thcir labors,
will imoreover lie a strong motive to induce the fishermen to make new efforts in the same
pursuit next year, under the influence of the never-failing hope that thcir tbil must sooner
or later be crowned with full success.

I continued at the Magdalen Islands until the 1ltth of June, during which time . was
eigaged in protecting the cod-flsherybypreventing Anerican fishermuen froi makinguse of
deep sca-linesin taking cod onlthe coast of the Magdalen Islaàds, or within three miles of the
saine, in pursuance of the law; and the mackerel-flshery, by obliging both foreigners aud
Canadians to set their nets according to the by-law regulating the fisheries in tha -.miy o,
Plaisance. and keeping frec froua obstruction, that part Of thesaid Baf, whichsubtends the
enit raice of Amnhersti-Harbour.

Most of the fishermen complied with the by-laws, but several of themn persisted in
thseir determiination to set their nets in places reserved for the passing of vessels, and f
was obliged to have thnem removed, to the nunber o 13, and O>nflicated themn; for the
owners fearful of being sentenced to pay the fine, did not appear to ltaim them. Aeeordingly,
when I left Amuherst, although there were upwards of a thousand mackerel nets set in the
Bay of Plaisance, fromthe th, on which day the taking of that fish counenced,
none were set contrary to law.

The schooners, also, in the different harbors, had complied with the lw, in every
respect, and particularly in those provisions whieh relate to the dispo;l of ballast. f
devoted a few days to the duýy of visiting cofli UIanL. Grose Isle, &ynJpu Islan 1, an 1
the Bird Islands, and founi good order pravailing in all.

O a future page I shall give a statement of the diferent îish3ris of these islauds,
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The 13th was the date of our arrival at Percé. The cod-fishery had commenced and
was progressing favorably, some of the boats having taken already nearly 100 drafts. The
bait made use of was herring, which was plentiful near the coast. The cap2lin had not
yet made its appearance. On the 14th, I sat in Court at Perey, with Dr. Konick, a Justice
of the Peace of the District, to try five fishermenu who were charged with having broken their
engagement. Their guilt having been fully proved, they were sentenced to pay a fine of
ten dollars eaci, or ta be imnprisoned for twenty days, and as they did not pay the fine,
they were aIl sent to Perey Gaol.

I must here remark that such an example as this could not fait to produce a salutary
effect among the people of the coast, by showing them that if any of them should be
inclined to break their engagement, after having received from their shippers considerable
advances in fishing-tackle, and especially in provisions, justice would overtake them and
punish thein for their bad faith ; but would also protect them against any unworthy treat-
ment froin their employers, if need were.

On the 14th we touched at Point St. Pierre, and the following day we entered Gaspé
Basin. Everything at that place was quiet, as also on all other parts of the coast visited
by nie.

The col-fishery was proceeding with miiddling remits; the greatest success was at
'Percé, and Point St. Pierre; in Gaspé Bay, it was very poor.

On the 18th we left Gaspé Basin ta proceed to the North Shore, visiting the fishing-
stations at Cape des Rosiers, Griffon Cove, Fox River, Grand Etang, Petite Vallée, Grande
Vallée and Magalen River. I had intended to visit tie establishments at Mont Louis,
but on account of a calai which happened first, and next of a strong gale from the North-
west. we were obliged to give them a wide berth, and ta make for the Seven Islands.

The length of coast which I had visited since leaving Cape Gaspé was upwards of sixty
miles; and comprised a great number of important cod-fishing establishments. Unfortunately
the fishing had been very unproductive, although throughout the spring herringbait had
been very abundant near the coast. It was the cod which was wanting. No'capelin has been
scen. I had several difficulties ta settle on this coast, and I took measures to prevent
vessels from discharging their ballast in several of the small rivers-those of Grande
Vallée and Mont Louis for instance, into which thesmall schooners engaged in the coasting-
trade, arc glad to ran for shelter in bad weather. In al[ other respects, everything was
quiet, ani no United States vessAs had. appcared in those waters.

At the Seven Islands, where we arrived, as I observed, on the 23rd, I learned that the
cod had not yet made its appearance, and consequently the fishing had not yet commenced,
although the capelin had been taken from the 10th May.

The Collector of this port, Mr. Smith, had nothing new ta report.
From the 24th ta the 27th I was engaged in visiting the establishments between the

Rivers Moisie and Mingan, a distance of 80 miles; they are those of Pigou, Gibraltar
Cove, Shell-Drake, River Jupitagan, Rivers St. John and Longue-Pointe. I stationed a
keeper at the River Moisie, and satisfied myself that everything was going on well. The
salmon-fishery bad commenced some ti:ne before, and promised ta be productive; as ta the
cod-fishery, it was absolutely nothing. The first fish. had been taken the night before we
arrived ; and this was the more surprising because there was abundance of capelin and
lanca on the coast; and it is wel kuown that the cod. habitually lives on those pretty little
fish, and with good reasons, as they are usually very delicious.

At Pigou, I had a difficulty to settle, relating ta the possession of certain beach lots
occupied for fishing purposes, and having received the evidence, I gave judgment in favor
of those who, in accordance with the fishery-laws, were entitled ta tiem.

At ail these places the cod-fishing hadjust commenced, and was very poor, although the
bait was had in abundance. The fishermen had succeeded best at Shell-Drake, Mlagpie Bay,
and the River St. John.

The salmon-fishing in the River St. John and the neighborhood bad hitherto had but
little success.

I gave Mr. Ross, the Hudson's Biay Company's Agent at Mingan, the fishing -licenses
for the River St. John and several other salmon-fisheries in the Seigniory of Mingan

On the 28th I was informed that a person uamed Edward Quigley was fishing in the
River Romaine without a license, and even within th.e limits of the stakes occupied by tie
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Hluds>u's Bay Comipany. I prouceded, therofore wirh ail diligence to.the place, and on
his cOnviction, sentenced him to pay a flin of $20.00, an.d coufisc;ted hi. iets, which lad
bcen set within the limits assigned by tleir license to the Company.

On 1 st July, I arrived at Esquimaux Point. Eleen sclioners whieh iad been to the
seal.fishery in tlc springqr, haid returned with 23500 :eals, almost all your. This was no
gireat success, but as oil bore a high price, the aninials produced enough t- repay theni for
ihe toil and mnisery they had undergone in their dangerous expedition.

On the 5tli I visited the Iiver Corneille, and went ip> to the first fails, in a canoo.
Tihere i found th e nets belonging to the Lessee s"t acrding to law Te fishing was not
very successful, eithcr there ojr at the River Natshoe shoo.

On the 7thi Itouehedat the River Napitppiand the River .Igwanus. anld Riund ever*y.
thing in order. The fishing not very god, and towards %viog we aichreil opposite te
iliver Nattashquan. [ immediately lanîded to inquire iILO a comlplaili t !aid by Mr'. Gauthier,
the lessce of the River Nataslquan, against Mr. [Iypolite Vigneauit, that the latter had
set Lis nets within the linmits ot that River.

Togetielr with Mr. Têtu and the canoenivî, and in presee ot' M r. <authier and his
ssociate, Mr. Boulé, i measured the distance from North Point, at the mouth of t river,
o Mir. Vignealt's fishing-station, and found it to be 1000 yards, 10eing 0 00 yards beyond

the northern bonudary of that river, as slown by a post bearing the initial letters of the
na ofRobert Stanley, planted by Captain Bernier, by mv directio:us, in 180.

The post itself is a little ouLside of the limits which extend oe mile on eacside of the
river, esuring from the iddlic.f iL north. For s te strean is a ilile aud two Cable
letntths iu width at its mouth, if we îeasure a mile fron the muiddle, we fiud that tLe
niortiern limits extend nO further than haf a mile, less by a cablc's length, or about 771
yards from the north point of the river.

I found inorcover that Mr. Vigneault had sct his nets this year. a,. in formier vears. anl
consequently could not be blanmed in any way. But a remarkable change had taken
place at the mouth of the river, north, fur the channel, instead of' a direct course as
Ibrnerly, bad changed its direction and now ra N.N.W., naking a muel nearer approach
to Mr. Vigneault's station. For this reason it was,-and perhaps because of the diminished
productiveness of the fisherv in River Natashouan this year,-that Mr. G authier was led-to
inake his complaint against Vigueault. That gentlemau had also takeu less Sahnun this
year thau he did last year. The sand-bar whichi I have just mentioned, extends froi. the
naorth-west side of the Island at the nouti of the river, in a semi-circle, lialf a mile Lo Vards
the N.W.; is dry at low water in spriug-tides; and as I have said, comipletely fills up the
former channel of the northern mouth ofthe river; but the new channel, although it takes a
different direction, is as deep and as ivîde as the old one was.

Mr. Gauthier alleged that bis lilits extended to the distance of a mile on aci side of
of the river, and that therefore Mr. Vigncaut's station was within his (Mr. Gauthier's)
limits; but I proved to him, by reading bis lease to him, that he vas mistaken, and that
bis pretensions could not be maintained.

The following day I visitedand measurcd the fishing-stations on thle River, and folaud nets
as follows: one on the north bank, reaching from a point about 150 yard- above the llud-
son's Bay Company's HIouse, to a distance of 400 yards towards the middle of the Island;
a second, communening on the N.E. side of tite said Islaud, opposite to tle spot where
schooners arc accustoued to anchor in the river, and taking the direction of the Company's
louse, te a distance of 4.33 yards. It even overlapped the first mentioned, and left a dis-

tance of no more titan 108 yards between the two ; a Itird rui.nge of nets was aflixed to lte
south-east bank of the Island, and touk a south-casterly direction t o the distance of 203
yards in the south entrance of the river; a fourthi line of nets, 5f34 yards long, had been
set on the opposite shore, in a direction which brouglit it su ucar. tte third that there
was ne more than 175 yards botwceu them. Tiis I ascertained by mneasuring the line o.
stakes on whicli the nets comprising it, had been cxtendcd, and which were still stauding.
The line of nets was carried away by a freshet on the 28th Junc, and not silice replaeed.
Accordingly, preious the last muentioùed dite, there was no more than 175 yards of the
river open in the southern channel, audonly107 in thc north channel, while the fishery-laws
require at least 200 yards free between the scveral ranges of nets.

In the face uf such a flagrant violation of the fishery-laws, my duty was plain. It
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required metopunish the delinquants ; butin consideration of the great ]oss of moneywlich
M. Gauthier would suffer in the present ycar (competentjudges estimate it at over $2000)
thruglh tlie failure of the fislery, which would yield no more than 50 barrels instead of
250 barrels and upwards, the usual yield of this river, I inflicted no greater fine than $20,
aInd only confiscated the e of nets set in the norti channel, 108 yards from those 'of the
opposite side.

The law might have visited the offence with greater severity, but after full considera-
tion I thought the puiishment severe enough, espceially as this was his first offence.

Mr. Gauthier, in his defence, pleaded ignorance of the principal provisions of the
lisheries' Act, but I could scarcely believe that the main heads of» the Act respecting
the salwon-fishery hIad not been explained to him et the Fisheries' Departmnent, and thîat
lie had not been informned, at least, that be waîs not to obstruet the principal channel of the
river, and that lie must leave a distance of not less than 200 yards between the r'anges of the
nets.

On the sîame day I sent Iy assistanit, Mr. Têtu,to examine the nets intheupper
part of the river. That officer found, threc niles above, a range of nets extending too Ir
<over the channel, and a portion of it wrs, by mîy orders, taken up. Still three miles higher,
George Morissette w'as setting saIuon-nets for Mr. Gauthier, which were lawfully placed.
I left as keeper in this river. one of'ny sailors nanied F. X. Labbé, giving him uccessary
instructions.

I have to add, while on the subject of Mr. Vigicault's fishing-stations, tliat althougl
it is not within Mr. (mahier's limits, y'et, as the bar of the river has changed its position,
so 11th the body of' the wzatcr passing down the north cliannel takes a more northerly
direction than heretofore, and therefore inclines more to the beach where Mr. Vigneavlt's
nets are set, though I do not think tlcy are more injurious to the free passage ofthe river
thini fornerly, yet to make things go more smioothly anîd renove any ground of discontent,
however unreasonable. froni the mind of Mr. Gauthier, I beg to recnienod that Mr. Gau-
tlicr's Icase be imodified as to the limits, so that instead of being meaisured from the niddle
of' the river, they mîay commence in futire froni tEe points at the mnouth of the river, and
tliat Mr. Vigneault's station uay be r'emoved to the extremity of the niew limit, nortlerly.

I informed Mr. Vigneault tlat such a change might take place, as I have mentioned,
and as e w'ill bc, in sone degree, a loser by the change, Idid not think it fair orreasonable
to raise tEe pi'icc of bis license.

As to the Natashquan, I have only to add that the cod.fishing there had been very
unsuccessfui. A large number of fishing-schooners liad comle into the bay in the spring,
but had soon left when thcy found how scarce the cod was on the banks.

On [0th July I left Natashquian in order to visit the fishery-stations of tice Island of
Anticosti. I procecded to Bear River on Metallic Bay, to Salmon River where a person
naind Harrison carries on a salmoen-fishery belonging to Mr. Williamu Corbett, the lessec
of te Seigniery of Anticcsti and next to Bell Bay, where I fourd six establishuments and
tIree scbooners engaged in the cod-fishery.

Ail these establishments are on the riorth side of the Island, Cod was tolerably abun-
dant, but the bad weather was a sore hiindrauce to the operations of the fishernen.

On the southern coast, I stopped at Shallop Creck, at the south-west poinit of the
Island, and the River Jupiter. I had found everything in good order'on the-Ishiùd,
except at the last-named river, where Mr. William Corbett hîad set lis nets in direct viola-
tion of the fishery-laws. I was therefore obligcd to, sumuion hinm bef'oreime, and full
evidence of the fact being found, I sentenced him to pay a fineof$S, and confiscated the
net wliich had been set unlawfally, besides ton salnon which had been taken in it.

This was the second time I found Mr. Corbett or his men violating thue Fislcries' Act,
in the River Jupiter.

On the 16th we stayed a few hours at west peint of, Le Island of Anticosti, and then
stood .way for the eastern extrenity of the coast of Labrador. The following day, as tice
wiind was no longer favorable, w'e cntercd the Bay of Coacoaehoo, where, havingsouî
repairs to make iii our shrouds to prevent them froi being cutby friction ag rinstUte mtst
we fenained in an excellent roadstead tillhe 19th. We thcnproeeded to our auchoraege
at Wapitigan.

There were so few salmion in the Coacoachoo that Mr. Aubé had, up to that time
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taken only one; and Mr. Blais, in the river Etamamu, had taken no more than 123 (about
5 barrels) and his fishing was ended and his nets taken up. This showed a very extraor-
dinary falling off in the number of salmon in that fine river, where formerly from 60 to 80
barrels were wont to be taken in a season ; and yet there was no obstruction in the chan-
nels of the river; the salmon had always had free ingress. In another part of this report,I shall return to this subject.

On the 21st we entered Mutton Bay, having lain to the whole of a very stormy
night. The fog prevented me from putting in at the various ports between Etamamu and
Mutton Bay. At the latter place the cod had been plentiful, in the spring, but was now
falling off. We found 15 schooners, Canadian and Nova Scotian, each with about 200
quintals of cod, as will be seen by the following table:

We were prevented by the bad weather and the fbgs frem leavingr Mutten Bay bef'ore
the 23r4, in the cvening ef which day we werc able to reaeh St. Aug,-ustin, from which
timne tili the 3lst, I wI.s engagcd in visiting the principal fishing.statiens betwcen St.

The snonfishery bad fot been more productive, ad the fish lad not appared i
the river til a late period.

During h y visit at Ilan-Sablon Bay, and while engaged in visiting the ports which
hagiv alays been considered as a part o the territory of Canada, those namely of Fruing
& Co, 4t the iead o the by, and LeBoutillier & Ce., on Wood-Island, I was informed
iliat the officers ef customs, cf the Labrador coast, wbich belongs te the Government of'
Nc f'tundlnd, had been te those estandblishnent, and had demanded frm the persons in

28rge, the duties payable on the goods ahiyh thcy had inported from Europe this ycar,
a 2ouritng te a considerable sum. under pain cf having the confiscated, as they had boef
Ist ycar. I shall rcnark, furthcr, that the said officers claimed the whole of ln
SA3lon Bay, as wel as Wod Island a Sn. A t eWhalad, in Pirt oaca

nA l iherisl Act, whieh declares that the western boundary o the territory belongiug
te Nrewfundlad on the Labrador coast, shape beri 510 25' ri d 5.0 09' ri (The
words e Italices are cxtracted frem the Commission fhe eo o th e Gover neral.)

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On 25th July, I went on board of the armed cutter, "Rawk," Stephen Marsh, Esquire
Commander, belonging to the Government of Newfoundland. That gentleman, who is
the Commissioner of the Fislicries, told me that ho had received ordeis from his Gove in-
ment to consider the western boundary of the territory belonging to Newfoundland, as lying
on the meridian of 50° 9' W. from Greenwich, and that accordingly the whole of Blanc
Sablon Bay and Wood Island lie within his jurisdiction. Now as my letter of instructions
from the Department, dated 20th June, 1864, directed me to treat Wood Island as a posses-
sion of Canada, a conflict of jurisdiction arose, creating for the inhabitants of these parts, a
state of things full of difficulty and even peril, as they did not know to which GCovcrnmncîit
obedience was due, and thoir industrial as well as their commercial pursuits suffered in
consequence.

If I had beeu at Blanc Sablon Bay when the Newfoundland officers of custonis made
their visit to the establishments on Wood Island to collect duties, I should have resisted
their claims, as required by my instructions, and shouid have made use of all the nicans at
my disposal to prevent thom from levying contributions on fishing establishnents, which,
up to that time, had always been considered as belonging to Canada. The House of Le-
Boutillier and brothers, at Wood Island, were forced to pay, this year again, £60 sterling
for duties, and the House of Fruing & Co., of Blanc Sablon Bay, £46 8s. 11d. sterling.
But as an undesirable conflict of jurisdiction might have ensued, and as the clainis of the
Ncwfoundland oficers of Customs will probably be renewed next year, and it might happen
again, as it has happened in the present year, that I sbould not be on the spot in timne to
protect our traders and fishermen against these encroachments on our territory, and it is
very desirable to put an end to these conflicts of jurisdiction, I take the liberty of recoin-
nending that the Governments of Canada and Ncwfoundland corne to an understanding,

with aview to a final arrangement of the matter in dispute, and that monuments should be
planted on the division line, by competent persons, to show, in an unmistakeable manner,
the boundary line (East) of Canada, in Blanc Sablon Bay.

I have te add that the said Officers of Customs of Newfoundland compelled schooners,
both Canadian and those of the lower Provinces, anchoring in Blanc Sablon Bay, this year,
for the purpose of iaking cod, to pay duties on their salt and thoir empty barrels.

Dnring my visits to Green Island and Bradore Bay, I fell in with French schooners
(froma Miquelon) fishing in these waters, and, on the complaint of our fishermen, obliged
them to quit our coast, and to carry on their fishing in -the open sea.

On the 31st we left the North shore, sailing from Whalehead of Pacaclioo, and on the
2nd August we cast Anchor at Bryon Island, one of the Magdalen group. From that date
te the 13th, when we set sail for Percé, we cruised about without intermission among the
islands, to protect: our fishermen and the inhabitants of the coast from the insuits and depre-
dations of the foreign fishermen, (from the United States) who, to the number of 3,000
men, with nearly 250 schooners, were for the most part engagod in the mackcrel-fishery,
though a few were fishing for cod.

These American schooners had arrived on the coast. within two, three or four weeks,
and it was reckoned that they had taken each from 100 to 150 barrels of mackerel, then in
its finest season and condition. I saw a great many of them, sometimes on one part of the
coast, sometimes on another, and I have great pleasure in stating,.that during the whole
cruise, I never bard that any of our fishermen suffered any wrong at their hands.

The only thing that they had te complain of was a habit, on board of several French
schooners, fishing ff the Etang du Nord, of throwing the offal of their fish overboard, and I
hastened to put a stop to this cvil by obliging the fishermen belonging to those schooners,
to carry out their oîal, cither to the open sea, or near te t.e beach, where it could be in
no way, injurious

With regard to our fishermen belonging te the Magdalen Islands,. I have only, to say
that they carried on their cod-fishing with various success; generally less than the average
of long past years.

The fishing: for mackerol, which abounded in the neighborhood of the Islands,
especially in the Bay of Pleasance and about Allright Island, had succeeded much botter,
and many fishermen from House Harbour and Amherst Harbour followed it zealously
whenever they had fine weather; and it was hoped that they would. derive great profit from
it, as it bore a high price in the American market.
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There had been two shipwrecks near the Etang du Nord since my former visit.
Fortunately no lives were lost.

At Percé, where, as I before stated, I arrived on the 14th August, I ascertained, by
visiting the establishments, that nothing remarkable had happened tince my former visit.
The cod-fishing was hiably prosperous here, as well as at Bonaventure Island.

On the 16th I touched at River St. Pierre and was informed that the cod-fishery was
going on satisfhctorily. Everything here, as elsewhere in the environs, was in the best
order.

The sanie day we entcred Gaspé Basin where we found only a very small number of
vessels.

I had been informed that tl-e Indians in Gaspé lad been spearing salmon in the south-
vest aid. ::orth-west rivers. Accordingly I proceeded, on the 19th August, to Deadman's
1y wlere they reside, in order to make inquiry and ascertain the truth of the report. I
found no salmun in their houses, nor any instrument or fishing-tackle forbidden by law;
ani the inhabitants of whom I made irquiry, declared that they had no knowledge of
their iaving takein or sold any. But although I found no evidence to establish the guilt
or aV of tle Indians, I was by ro means convinced of their innocence, and before leaving
the p 1e, iinstructed the keeper of the division, Mr. Thomas Boyle, to redouble his
activity. iii order to find out the guilty parties, if such there were, and to watch over the
sailmon-fisheries entrusted to his care, with increased vigilance.

We passed some days at Gaspé Basin, to lay in stock, and on the 20th we set sail to
continue our cruise, which was this time to extend on the south shore of the River St.
Lawrc ce, as far as Rimouski, then to be continued along the coast of the Bay of Chaleurs,
until the time appointed for our last visit to the North shore.

I was thus occupied from 2Oth August to 6th September: visiting the fishing-posts
froin (ape Gaspé to Rimouski. At the former date, I landed at Cape des Rosiers, and the
next day at Fox River and Little Cape.

After the last.mentioned place, we were prevented from approaching the coast, by the
f>g brought up by the east wind, and we made sail for Rimouski. We were off that place
on the 2'rd, but fog prevented us fron anchoring before the next day.

On the 25th I delivered thesalmon-fishing licenses for that place and the neighborhood.
On the 26th, having been informed by Mr. Lue Sylvain, that a person named Julien

Landry had obstructed the River Rimouski, by setting nets therein, during the
season of salmon-fishing, and moreover that he had speared salmon, I lodged two informa-
tions against lim, by Nazaire Hynse, and the defendant was sumioned to appear before
the Justices of the Peace of the village on the 27th. On that day I was in attendance
before the Court, consisting of two niagistrates of the place, to support the charge, having
ail necessary evideoce to prove the two charges laid in the informations. But the defen-
dant, appearing by lis advocate, obtained a delay of the hearing of the causes till the 25th
of September, under pretence that his most important witncss could not be produoed before
the Court before that day. Nothing remained to be done in the cases but to entrust them
iuto the skilftul hands of Augustin Michaud, Esquire, advocate, being convinced that that
gentleman, who feels a deep interest in the fishery laws, would conduct the causes before
the Court, with ail proper care and diligence.

The salmon-fishing lad not been successful at Rimouski and the neighboring places,
and nobody knew to what cause the change was to be attributed, from a good season like
that of 1863, tu a bad one like the present. The herring-fishing had been tolerably
good. As to the cod-fishing, it may suffice to say that the fish had hardly made its appear-
ance on the coast this year, between the Island of St. Barnaby and Matane.

While at Rimouski we had constant bad weather, that is to say, an East wind, rain
and fogs, and we could not put to sea before the 29th, on which day aiso, we came to an
anchor at Grand River of Metis.

I immediately went to sec Mr. Noble, (who was not at hoine) and -Messrs. Page and
Ouellet, his partners in the salmon-fishery, and heard from them that they had taken no
more than 303ý lbs. of salmon during the season of 1863, making about 11 barrels. In
1864, the fishery Lad fallen off still more, as: it had produced only eight salmon, total
weight 87 lbs., with two ranges of nets, each 10 fathonus long. It was evideut, therefore,
hat the fishery did not yield enough to pay half the expenses. For this reason. to which
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I gave due consideration, and having the promise of iMessrs. Page and Ouellet, that if I
granted a licence on lower terms, they would.undertake, to the best of their ability, to
cause the fishing-laws to be observed, and to prevent. nocturnal depredations by the Indians
and others, I gave them their license for 1864 for $2.00, and received $2.0u likewise, on
account of the license for 1863.

Before quitting this subject, I must remark that this River of Metis, as it is now situ-
ated, without a passage for the salmon over the mill dam,. cannut be a salmon river of any
consequence, and if there be nochange, in a few years the salmon will bave entirely forsaken it.

I was told that some Indians had speared salmon in the spring, but it was utterly
impossible for me to ascertain the truth or falsehood of this report.

The cod-fishery had been very unsuccessful both at Metis and at Sandy lay.
The herring-fishery, on the contrary, had been very productive throughout the season,

and I was informed that not less than 1,000 barrels had been taken in the wattle-fisheries
of the parish, since the spring. Part of these were used fresh, some were salted for winter,
and a iew hundred barrels were cured for the Quebec market.

On landing at Metis, I could not but remark the fine appearance of the crops in the
fields, which are generally- well cultivated. The hay, on the contrary, was scarce, ou
account ot the drought. The land seemed to be of good quality.

At Metis and in the neighbourhood all kinds of grain grow and ripen perfectly, and
it is worthy of notice that the wheat there is not attacked by the Hessian fly. It is the
absence of markets within reasonable distance which deters the farmer from extending bis
operations in this part of Canada.

In the morning of the 3Oth, we came to anchor opposite the mouth of the GrandiRiver,
Matane.

I immediately visited the river, as also the salmon-pass made in the mill-dam belonging
to Mr Price. This I found to be very substantiilly constructed and apparently well calcu-
lated to answer the purpose for which it mas made. There was a constant streuM of water
of great volume passing over it ; and Mr. Poire, the agent at the mill, informed me that he
knew positively that several salmon had leaped the pass, no doubt for the purpose oF
ascending to the upper part of the river.

I hope, and I have no doubt, that this account is true; nevertheless, no salmon had
been seen above the dam. This does not prove, however, that there was noue; but. it
affords ground for believing that if there are any, they are few in number.

It seems, that in former years, the Indians and even some white people, were il
the habit of spearing the few salmon which were found in this stream. This year, at least,
this destructive practice has not been carried on.

The lessee of the River, Mr. Lacroix, had taken only 10 salmon, a proof how small a
number of these fish frequent the River Matane, which formerly, before the erection of the
mill and imill-dam, abounded with them. Mr. Fraser one of the most respectable iniabi-
tants of the parish, told me that fifty years ago this pretty river afforded yearly 100 barrels
of salmon, and up to the period when the mill-dam was made, 17 or eighteen years ago, it
still produced from 25 to 30 barrels yearly. It is plain that the salmon threaten to desert
the river, and it will require great care and labour to stock it again withits ancient denizeus,
even if the pass in the dam should prove to answer the purpose.

On the coast of Matane, the. cod-fishery had been tolerable, the herring-fishing good,
and quantities of qardines had been taken.

In the afternoon I went to visit Little Matane. I found the number of fishing-boats
had been greatly increased since last year,. although the cod-fishing had been rather less
productive than usual. The settlement is quite new, but as it offers to settlers the two great
and inexhaustible resources of agriculture and-fishing, it promises to beeome very impor-
tant and populous. The soil is fertile, and the woods. of fine growtb, affording ail kinds of
timber for building. Nothing is required but colonization roads to enable the inhabitants
to penetrate to the interior of the country. Trade also seems to be on the increase in this
part ofthe c:>ast. It is carried on with Quebec and the free port of Gaspé, by means of
schooners; but as it has no harbour nor safe anchorage, vessels are somletimes ia great
danger. A pier which might afford shelter to small vessels, would be of great utility; and
f the Goverarnent were able to award some slight pecuàiary aid to the Ytaaicipality of Littile
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Matane, I do not doubt that the latter would make an effort to effect such an important
improvement, at least so say the chief inhabitants of the place.

I next visited the fishing-stations of L'Anse-à-la- Croix, at Méchins, in the evening.
I found everything in perfect order. The fishing was about an average success. For a
few years past, the part of the coast extendiug from Little Matane to Cape de Chatte, had
acquired a certain importance; both on account of the number of fishing-establishments, and
froin the great nunber of new settlements opened there. It was said that all the farms
along the road which connects the Cape de Chatte with Little Matane, were taken up
already, and nearly all were inhabited : a striking difference this, between the present
aspect ofthis coast, and what it was fifteen years ago ! Then itwas a dense forest, without
a single human habitation, and, in order to pass from one parish to another, it was neces-
sary either to go by water or to travel along the beach, and those who then traveled, arc
alone able to dcscribe the difficulties and fatigue which they encountered-the loose rocks
which they hîad to cliib over, and the other natural impediments which were met with at
every stop. Decidedly this part of the coast is advancing in the road ofimprovement.

I arrived at Cape de Chatte on the 21st, and immediately comnunicated with Mr.
Joseph Roi, who made the following report of the fishing operations on the coast.

'lie cod-fishcry had not been as productive as usual; but as the number of boats lad
considerably increased, it was thought that the quantity taken would equal that of former
years. Ilerring lud been abundant, but salmon had been scarce on the coast.

Mr. Lamontagne had had built, for the flouse of Price, at Cape de Chatte, a salinon-
Ieap or passage in the mill-dam, 100 feet in length, 12 feet in width. and 7 foet in height,
or fall; but scarccly any water passed over it, as the dam was broken down in the middle,
and more than liali the water of the river passed through the opening, which still continued
te grow wider, and it was hoped that in a short time, both salmon and trout might be able
to pass through it without difficulty, and so reach their spawning-grounds in the upper
waters of the river. In that case, this pretty stream will bc stocked again with salmon, in
a few years, especially if torch-fishing be prevented, by the presence of a river-keeper.

At St. Anne des Monts, the salmon-fishing had fallen off within the ycar, but that
had not prevented the spearing of salmon, of which several cases were reported. My
inquiiies after the delinquents, were ineffectual. I knew, of course, perfectly well, that
such breaches of the law could not have taken place without the knowledge of the inhabi-
tants of the banks of the river; but the odium which attaches to the name of an informer,
is strong among the people of Canada, and it is therefore as difficult at St. Anne des Monts
as elsewhere, to obtain evidence to conviet friends and neighbors of a breach of the fishery-
laws; and it will always be difficult to prevent the destruction of salmon in these remote
spots, unless paid fish-keepers are appointed, whose interestit will be to do their duty. The
remarks bore made, with respect te the fishery at Cape de Chatte, will equally apply te
those of St. Anne des Monts.

Froin the evening of the 3lst, when we left Cape de Chatte, till the 3rd September,
when we entered Gaspé Basin, I was engaged in visiting the fishing-stations at Mont Louis,
at Great Fox River, at Griffin Cove, and at Grand Grave. I found everything quiet, but
the cod-fishing had not improved.

Very few American schooners had been seen on the south side of the river, throughout
the season, to the great delight of our fishermen, who often have complaints to make of the
proceedings of their crews.

Our stay at Gaspé Basin was prolonged till the 10th, as we had to clean the bottom
of the schooner, which was covered with moss and shells, to paint the vessel, repair the
rigging and take in wood and water. Nothing occurred worthy of notice. I was required
twice to sit as a Justice of the Peace, in matters of summary jurisdiction.

The trade in dry cod-fish was very active in the port, the price offered for the best
being froin 19s- to 2Js.

In the evcning of the 10th, I was at Percé. My intention tien was to set sail at once
for the north shore; but a heavy north-east gale camo on and obliged us te make for shelter
in the Bay of Paspébiac ; and, being in the Bay of' Chaleurs, I availed myself of the op-
portunity to visit ti e principal fishing-ports, on the Bonaventure River, Carlei on, Point
.Maguacha, New Richniond, Little Pabos, Grand River, L'Anse clu Cap, and Percé. This
cruise, in which nothing happened that was remarkable, occupied the time till the 19th.
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The keepers of the divisions here mentioned, had no complaint to, makej but at Bona-
venture River, it was reported that certain Indians had gone so far as to speai fish on the
spawning.grounds. As these violations of law always took place at nighlt, it was very
diffieult to discover the guilty parties, especially as Mr. Dimock, the keeper, resides
18 miles off, and I fear the same difficulty will always exist, unless a keeper resides on the
bank, and is always at hand to observe who goes up-or down the river, by night as well as
by day.

On the 18th we returned to Percé, and the following day, having touched at Point St.
Peter, we made for the S.W. point of Anticosti.

On the 2Oth, in the morning, we were making the point when a heavy gale-set-in from
the N.W., driving sucl mighty breakers on the shore that we were compelled to take
shelter at Salt Lake, about 12 miles to the east. Wc managed, however, to make S.W.
p3int the next day, by the aid of a light breeze from-the S.E., and I was enabled to land lin
t!he bay, behind the light-house. The keeper, ,vhom I had left at River Jupiter on my formèr
visit, was in waiting, and I hurried him on board, as the wind hadveeredte the N.W. again
and the sea was running higi on the Point, so that it was' not without danger (we were
nine in the long-boat) that we came up with the schooner, which was not able to anchoi
near so dangerous a shore, and had been laying to till I should get on board.

The keeper seemed to have done his duty with great zeal; he had visited several
important fishing-posts on the island, nancly: those of Jupiter River, Shallop River, -Du-
phiné River, Salmon River, and Bell Bay. 'He reported that he had no knowledge of
any infraction of the laws, on the island, except perhaps, at a small river near Shallop
Creek, where an individual from Point Esquimaux was said to have taken salmon by the
torch and spear. It was too late to take cognizance of the affair in the present year;
accordingly I put off ail inquiryon the subject, till next year.

The whole produce of the salmon-fishery, on the Island of Anticosti, had not exceedcd
the small amount of 31 barrels, a remarkable falling off from the quantities taken in former
years.

My intention in going-to Anticosti, was to sail round its western part, and to stop at
Mingan and the neighboring posts, before proceeding to Natashquan; but the N.W. wind
which blew strong and was dead in our teeth in taking that course, did not allow me to
carry out my plan, and we were obliged-to scud as far as East Point, where we took shelter
for 24 hours, from the gale, which inereased in violence. At lâst the weather cleared, and
we reached Natashquan at noon of the 24th.

Nothing worthy of notice had happened at this place, since my former visit,
and the keeper of this important river had no knowledge of any breach of the fishery-laws,
either in the river or its neighborhood. That officer seemed to have fulfilled his duties
with much zeal and efficiency. He had ascended the river several times as far as the fourth
rapids, to ascertain if there was any violation of the law.

I must not omit to notice, in the first place, the signal service and assistance afforded
to my keeper- this season, by Mr. Francis Doré, the- Hudson's Bay Company's Agent, as
also the correct and interesting information which that gentleman wa willing and anxious
to give me, relative to the fisheries at Natashquan, and its environs. Mr. Doré understands
the value of our sea and river fisheries, and h;as, on ail occasions lent a williug hand to
enforce the observance of the fishing-laws. It is needless repetition to state that the fish-
eries, both of cod and salmon, had been very bad at Natashquan, and several families
established at Grand Harbor were completely disheartened by the ili luck attending the
fisheries for two years pàst, and lad resolved to return to the Magdalen Islands, which they
hadilft'a few years'before, to seek their fortune on 'the north shore. They had been cruelly
disappointed ain their expeetations ; as, since their arrival on the inhospitable shores ofLb-
rador, the famous baik: of Natashquan, which was so renowned for the quantities of cod
till tien found upon it, had not received their visits, bat at long intervl a in
scanty numbers - while on their native fishing-grounds, at theLý Mgaen Isan th fin

dadl n Islands, the -fisliib-
had been prospérous. This, among a thousand others, is an instance of the i-1fortune and
great difficulties attendant on'the life of a fishérman: the success of-his- ealling depending
as much on chance aý on continueus an7d intelligent labor; and lie must b éndowedewitli
great courage and perseverane to contend with elements which sometimes seem te conspire
to render ail bis toil useless and unproductive.
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Unquestionably, all care and solicitude should bc evinced by the Government, and
every means employed, to protect and encourage the fisheries; a branch of industry which
abounds with material resources for the conutry-for any country wherc it cat be carried
on, on a large scale, as in Canada.

On the 26th, I visited KegascaBay, and the next day came to an an anchor in Mutton
Bay. 1 made haste to visit the fishing-posts in the neighborhood, but found nothing
worthy of notice.

On the 28th, we arrived at Bonne Espérance, where I visited all the fishing-stations,
as well as those at Salnon Bay. The fishing had been closed some time, and not a single
vessel remained. In the afternoon, I procecdced to Five Leagues where two fisherinen were
brought before me, charged with having taken salmon after the close of the season, namely, in
the month ofAugust. The evidence was complete, and the two defendants were sentenced,
both to pay a fine, and one to lose iis nets, which were confiscated ; the details of which
will be found in an appendix to this report.

Great destitution prevailed among the inhabitants of the coast of Labrador, in conse-
quence of the ill success of the fishing-season, and the almost total failure of the hanting
of fur-bearing animals, the previous winter; and, if the herring-fishery had not been sue-
cessful, in an extraordinary degree, at some places on the coast, I do not know how the
greater number would have been able, without great suffering, te strugglc tbrough the long
winter, in that incleinent region: for, in consequence of the heavy losses which they had
suffered by the system of credit, for many years past, the traders seemed determined to
make no advances of provisions to a great number of the poorest of the fishermen, who,
failing to receive such providential aid as they had found in the herring-fishery, would have
been absolutely destitute of provisions. I have learned, since that timc, that public charity
had becn invoked in their iavour, in Quebec, and that the Napoleou 111. L., been sont
down with stores of flour and ether provisions.

On that part of the coast of Labrador which belongs to Ncwfoundland, the distress
was still greater than on ours ; many of the inhabitants were already reduced to the brink
of destitution, and it is very certain that if some help is not sent to thea, in the present
autumn, a large portion of them will perish by starvation, during the winter. It was the
failure of the cod-fishery which produced this great distress, which was ascribed, probably
with reason, te the unusual quantity of ice remaining closely comupacted along the
coast of Cape Charles, northward, to a very advanced period of the fishing-season.

Ou the 1th I visited several fishinîg-posts at Old Fort and ut DogIsland, and, on the
1st October we arrived, with a fair wind, at St. Augustine. The fishernen at these places
and at Whalc-head Pacachoo, which I visited on the following day, deoclared unanimnously
that the fishery had been less productive this year than it had proved for several years, and
that the salmon had been late in raking its appearanco on the coast. This was, in their
opinion, the principal cause of their ill success in taking it.

Here I ended my visit to the North shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and the Straits
of Belle-Isle. There were still soule ports besides, which I had net seen ; but generally
they were of little importance, and as I knew that nothing required my presence, and
moreover, the season was already advanced, and the weather very unfavorable, I resolved
to make sail for the South, and¿ on the morning of the 4th October we landed at Bryon
Island. My visits to the several islands of the group occupied my time till the Sth. I
satisfied myself that good order prevailed, and collected a varied mass of information relating
to the several fisheries carried on tiere, which wili be found in the appendix to this report.

On the 8th we left Amherst Harbor, and touched ut Georgetown, on the coast of
Prince Edward's Island, under instructions received froin the Honorable the Commissioner
of Public Works, to take on board a grist-rnill, for the Colony of Matapediac, which I was
to carry to the Restigouche River. By some accident or another the mill had not reached
Georgetown, and, having waited a few hours ia the harbor at Georgetown, we left it, to
'iteer for the Bay of Chaleurs. We came to anchor at Carleton, in the morning of the 14th,
tud were detained there four days, by a gale frein the east; not exceeded ia violence by

.iny that I have encountered in the Gulf, during the thirteen years that I have navigated it.
Iappily it blew itself out, without doing any mischief on our coast, and we had no calamity
to deplore. Nothing had happened at Carleton worthy of notice, nor at the Resti-
gouche, since my last visit.
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On the I7th we proceeded to New Richmond. I immediately hastened to the River
Cascapédiae where Mr. Dimock made a complaint before me, of a woman who had purchased
salmon from an Indian wonan, which had been spearcd. The charge was proved and the
defendant was sentenced to pay a fne of $8.00, and costs. This zealous keeper had learned;
some time before, that sonie Indians had taken salmon in. the places reserved in the river
as spawnaig grounds, and had made the most active inquiries to discover evidence of the
fact, but bad found no elue to the discovery of the guilty parties, if such there were.

On the following day, in the morning, we went to New Carlisle, and in the afternon>
to Paspébiac. We found in the roadstead; 12 vessels loading 'ith dry codfish. which was
less plentiful than in former years, aud much higher in price. It was hoped, however, that
cnough would be collected to load all the ships in the harbor. Their destination was Spain
or Italy. At the close of this report, will be found a list of the ships here mentioned as
taking in cargoes of fish in our ports, for foreign markets.

In the evening WC left Paspébiac, and the next day cast anchor at Perceé. On viiting
the fishing-establishments of the latter place, I learned that the autumu cod-fishing had
produced very little, and that the cause of the failure was the bad weather, which had pre-
vented the men froma putting out to sea, and had kept them idle whole weeks. The same
may be said of other parts of the coast.

On the 21st I put in at Malbaie and Point St. Peter, and on the following day anchored
in Gaspé Basin.

Summary proceedings, instituted before me on several successive days, and maany mat-
ters connected with my particular duty, which required to be done during this ny last
visit, dctained me there till.the 30th October; and I was fortunate in having remained in
the port till then, as the shipment of the cod intended for the foreigu markets, brings
together a great number of seamen and fishermen, and the publie peace was broken on
two occasions, in a ebameful manner, and had I not been on 'the spot, it is more than
probable the guilty parties would have escaped from justiee.

When we arrived in the Basin, we found 32'vessels which were engaged di the fish-
trade. This commerce was going on briskly, and cod-fish ofthe first quality was in greater
demand than it had been in September. For many years, cod-fish had not borne so high a
price on the coast of Gaspé, and accordingly the fishermen made great efforts to dry a:por-
tion o? their autumu fish for the markets of Spain and Italy, instead of sending it green to
Quebec and Montreal, in which latter markets it is often disposed of at a loss. We are no
doubt to attribute the high price of cod on the coast of Gaspé, in the present year, to the
scarceness of the fish; but we must not forget that the rivalship and competition between
the many commercial houses at the Basio, established there since it became a free port,
and serving to increac the traffic, have much to do with this result-a result which favors
the fishermen, and is of importance to' trade.

The old mode of doing business is gone, never to return, which was prevalent at a time
when two orthree great firms in the whole diHtrict, fixed the price of fish beforehandand
on terms suitable to their own interests, and paid for that important article in provisions or
goods, almost never with money. Now I have personal knowledge, that in the present
year, there have been sales of fish to the amourt of many thousands of pounds, ready cash.
This is an auspicious change in our fish-trade, presaging for the future the most beneficial
results.

On the 30th, we set sail from the Basin ; and at noon of the following day, anchored
at Griffon Cove, the wind being strong'from the N.W.

At this place I received.three complaints for theft of cod. I caused the persons accused
to be arrested, and, after having heard the evidence of the witnesses in the case, hld
them to bail to appear at the next session of the Criminal Court at Perce.

On the Ist November I visited Fox R iver, where I found all well.I
The late season cod-fishery had been bad there, as at Griffon Cove, and generally

upon the whole south shore of the River St. Lawrence, principally in consequence of the
bad weather.

A fever of a serious character, and of a very contagious description, and to which
several had already fallen vietims, was raging at Griffon Cove and the .vicinity. A
large number of families were atta cked by it, ard there being no physician ie thoseprts
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they were suffering greatly from it, without its being in their power to obtain the remedies
necessary to effcct a cure, or to give relief to the patients.

During the few days which we passed at the place, I made it my duty to visit the
greater numüber of sick there. I distributed medicines to them, and at the same time
gave instructions to those who were not yet attacked by the. disease, as to the best means
to be employed to arrest its progress, and to prevent its attacks. I also left with the Curé
of Fox River, febrifuge powders, with directions as to their administration to
those of the sick whom I ha<t not scen.

On the evening of the 3rd, favored by a light breeze from the west, we left Griffon
Cove, for Seven Islands.

In the night of the 4th and 5th, off Cape Cormorant, on the north shore,we cncountered
a violent storm, which compelled us to lie to for nine hours, and next day we entered the
Bay of Seven Islands, with a light breeze from the west and fine weather.

The sea was too rough near the coast to allow of our thinking of anchoring at the
Moisie River; I therefore sent three of my men to fetch the fishery overseer whom I had
left there. Thoy had. much difficulty in crossing the Moisie River i consequence of the
ice, which had already formed there; however, by walking a part of the night. they suc-
ceeded in rcturning on the morning of the 6th, having travelled a distance of thirty miles,
going and coming, over a sandy beach covered with water in many places.

I took on board, Mr. Charles Smith, who had acted as Custom Bouse Officer at the
port of Seven Islands, since the death of John G. Smith, Esquire, his father, who had been
Collector there for four years, and we set sail for Quebec.

On the morning of the 7th we passed Point de Monts, with a light cast wind, which
went round to the south at noon and fell entirely in the evening.

On the 8th we met a head wind, off Portneuf, which lasted the whole day. In the
night the wind again went round to the east and brought us up to Quebec, where we cast
anchor about ten or eleven o'clock in the morning, after cruising for nearly six months aud
a half on the dangerous coasts of the Gulf of St. Lawrence without accident to the crew,
or anly mischance occurring to the vessel.

I at once gave orders for the unrigging of the schooner. On the 1Ith, we moored at
the Government wharf, and on the evening of the 12th, the work of unrigging being com-
pleted I paid ofi and dismissed the remainder of the crew, that is to say, eleven sailors ; I
had already discharged eight on the day of our arrival.

I only retained a few officers to superintend the landing and storing of the rigging and
fittings of " La Canadienne," in the Government store-houses, which was completed on the
14th, by men employed for the purpose, a course which was much less expensive than
keeping the crew of " La Canadienne" to perform the work.

At noon on the 15th, the schooner was towed to Anse des Méres, there to b placed in
a dock ; and on the 16th she was conveyed, (in the dock) to her berth in the Palace
Harbor.

SUMMARY.
The cruise of "La Canadienne," in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, for the protection of our

maritime and river fisheries during the season which bas just coma to an end has been the
longest yet made by me. It bas lasted one hundred and eighty-six days, or nearly six
months and a half, during which time I have been constantly engaged in coasting along
our shyeres, over an extent of one thousand nautical miles, in order to visit the fishing-
posts established along them, or to take up a position in our ports and roadstcads with the
view of maintaining order and public peace, as may be seen by the foregoing report.

The requirements of the service rendered it necessary for lue to make four visits to
the Magdalen Islands, three visits to the Bay of Chaleurs, two to the south shore of the
River St. Lawrence, three to- the Port of Paspebiac, six to Percé, and five to Gaspé Basin.
The latter three places, like the port of Amherst and House Harbor, are our principal
centres, from which expeditions are sent out to take part in the great fisheries, and froi
whence our dried fish is exported to foreign countries.

It will be understood that in order to make all these visits and to stop at all the fishing-
posts, it was necessary to make numerous cruises and frequently to pass over great distances;
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and when it is considered that my service is performed in a sailing-vessel, and that conse-
quently I am- entirely dependent upon the wind, which may be as often contrary as favor-
able, to convey me from one place to another, and that I have besides to strive against the
unceasing dangers entailed by a perilous coast, in many places bristling with reefs and
devoid of anchorage, which are further increased by the fogs brought up, nearly always
from the Gulf Stream, by the winds from the south and south-west, the conclusion will, I
hope, be come to, that I have neglected no means to render the service for the protection
of the fisheries as complete and efficient as it was possible to make it, and that I have made
use of the time of the cruise, in the most advantageous manner, for the mission with which
the Government has daring thirteen years honoured me.

Calculating in a direct line, the distances traversed during the season, from one place,
visited by me, to another, I find the total to be 5214 nautical-miles. But if we add a dozen
hundred miles for way lost in tacking against contrary winds, or during fogs or lying to,
and five hundred miles for trips made in an open boat, we shall have a total of nearly 7,000
miles, as representing the whole of the distances traversed during -the season. Those who
have been to sea will at once perceive how often it has been necessary to get up sail, how
many times it has been necessary to go about, and how many nights it has been necessary
to pass under sail in order to get over so much way and to stop at se many places as we did
during the cruise, with a sailing-vessel, let her be as good a sailer as she may.

There is certainly ground for gratulation upon the result obtained by the service for
the protection of the fisheries this year.

Peace and public order, with the exception of some cases of assault and battery, have
reigned uninterruptedly in our ports and roadstead, which have been frequented by a larger
number of English vessels, but by a smaller number of American vessels.

The inhabitants of the Magdalen Islands have, this summer, been free from the de-
predations and thefts frequently committed by the crews of foreign vessels, whichi come
to these coasts to engage in the herring and mackerel-fishery, and this is due, there can
be no doubt, to my frequent visits, and, to my prolonged stay during the month of August
on the shores of that important group of islands.

The continued presence of " La Canadienne," in the midst of that fleet of fishing-ves-
sels, for several consecutive weeks, gave their crews a wholesome warning to be on their
guard and to abstain for the future from acts of pillage and damage, ofwhich those islanders
have so often had to complain, up to the present tie,. and.from which they cannot protect
themselves; for generally their isolation on the coast prevents their being able te assist
each other in case of aggression.

It now rcmains to speak of'the manner in which the fishery-laws and regulations have
been observed on our shores, and' I shall make a distinction between the laws which- are
applicable to maritime fisheries,.and those which regulate the river fisheries.

The especial object of the former is to prevent the taking of fish, either by means
probibited by the several sections-of the Fishery Act, such as the use of seines which
are not of the dimensions required'by the law, and the use. of ground lines for the cod-
fishery, at the Magdalen Islands, within thrce miles from the shore, as provided by the
regulation respecting those islands ; or in certain places reserved for navigation,. as is the
case at Pleasant Bay; in the herring and spring mackerel-fishery.

This part of the regulations has been very well observed on our different shores, both
north and south, excepting the infractions whichoccurred at the- Magdalen Islands during
the mackerel-fishery, but which- did: not produce any unpleasant consequences; for, as may
be seen by this report, I caused to be raised in my presence, and confiscated to the Crown,
all nets which had, been set in the reserved places, and" in contravention of the fishery
regulations.

With respect to the laws which regulate the river fisheries, thgse which are applicable
to salmon- and trout alone, are worthy of special mention, for the other river fish,. common
in Canada, are not sufficiently nunerous in the streams in the. gurf division, to cal for
any special attention.

I may,,in the first place, .state t1iaf on those of'our shores which are placed under my
superintendence, and the. extent of which, as; I have already stated, ià one thousand miues,
no person fishes fer salinon without a lease or permit auatliorizing hi to do so, as provided
by a.
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Moreover, I visit, or cause ny officers, or the fishery overseer of my division, to visit
nearly all the nets set either in the river or along the coast; and I see that they are set in
accordance with the law, that they are removed before the closing of the fish ing season, and
that the meshes of the nets are of the proper dimensions required by law.

The carrying out of this part of the regulations entails very active and uninterrupted
surveillance on my part, and also on that of my officers ; for many fishermen might some-
times be tempted te violate these regulations, if they had any reason to hope that they could
do so with impunity. Fortunately things are no longer as they were; they can no longer
ull themselves with that hope, for they are too closely watched on our shores (I must

however, except that part of the coast from St. Anne des Monts to Rimouski) to commit
such infractions without its almost invariably coming to my knowledge, sooner or later ;
and the severe penalties which I inflicted on those violating the fishery law, this year, and
of late years, are of a nature to cause all those who might be inclined to commit similar
offences, to think seriously before doing so.

Altogether, I may say that the regulations in relation to the salmon and trout fishery
have, durin g the season which hasjust terminated, been, in general, well and strictly observed
along the coast placed under my imnimediate superintendence, where there are more than 300
salmon fishing stations, and the proof of this is, that I have only had to sit in judgment on
five cases of infraction of those regulations. It is true that I found the accused party guilty
in each case, as iay be seen in an appendix accompanying this report.

I must not, however, forget two other cases tried at Rimouski, in which I acted as the
representative of the Crown i the prosecution. In each.of these cases the accused was found
guilty and fined.

A fisherman of St. Anne des Monts was also convicted, before a local magistrate, of
having set nets in contravention of the law, and was consequently fined.

Besides these cases, there were suspicions that salmon had been taken with the spear
and the torch in one or two rivers ou the south shore, the River St. Anne, and the Great
Metis river; but either these suspicions were not confirmed, or else the individuals (Indians)
against whom the complaint might have been brought, and proof of whose guilt might have
been adduced, had since left the place without its being in the power of the local authori-
ties to take any steps in the matter.

As I have before remarked, the part of the south shore of the River St. Lawrence,
from Rimouski to St. Anne des Monts,-I might say to Magdalen River,-which extent
includes five rivers, which are certainly not as important as those on the north shore, but
which may produce a certain quantity of salmon, is less protected than any other portion
of the coast, for there is there no fishery overseer, although the Justices of the Peace
residing in the vicinity of those streams are willing to take the cause of the fisheries in
hand and to do all in their power to cause the fishing regulations to be observed in their
localities. But it will be easily understood that in many cases, this is not sufficient; and
that in addition the interested surveillance of a salaried officer of the Government is
required; such an officer should reside at one of the rivers and should be charged to visit
the others from time to time.

Before, however, concluding this summary, I must not omit to speak of what, in my
opinion, constitutes one of the principal objects of the service for the protection of the
fisheries; I mean the general protection afforded in an efficient manner to the fishermen of
Canada, (as well as to those of the other British Provinces) who have established theni-
selves on our coasts, or who visit them only during the fishing season, and the security now
enjoyed by the proprietors of flshing-stations in regard to their habitations, the buildings
used for carryiog on their business, and the land and beach which they are entitled to
occupy in virtue of certain sections of the fishery act.

So necessary is thiesecurity to fishery operations and the trade in fish, that without
it these two great sources of riches to countries which possess maritime shores yielding
fish, cannot but languish and entail loss and ruin upon those who engage in them. Without
it, we cannot hope to see our fisheries grow and attain a degree of prosperity from which the
people as well as the state must derive great profits ; in proof of this assertion I may state
that many years ago the abundance of the cod on the banks near the coast extending from
Mingan to Seven Islands was already known, and that many of our Gaspé shippers and fisher-
men endeavored to make establishments there for carrying on the codfishery; but they could
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uot do so for want of protection for their persons and for want of security for their buildings
and their fishing apparatus, and the employés of the Hudson Bay Comepany, who pretended
to be entitled exclusively to that coast, and even to the maritime fisheries attached to them,
drove them away without mercy, and several times burned and descroyed their vessels and
the buildings which they had coustructed on shore to provide shelter for themselves and a
place wherein to deposit their apparatus. The consequence was that this coast, rich in fish
of the finest description, remained unutilized until of late years; for no person frequented
it, except the few agents of the company or some tribes of Indians, who there hunted for
furs, sea fowl and scals.

What do we see now on this coast, some ninety nautical miles in extent, since the
service for the protection of the fisheries has been established ? Hundreds of cod-fisling
establishments, (some of them giving employtnent to two hundred men, a fact which
demonstrates their importance) worked by several thousand fishermen, and yielding botb to
foreign trade and to the home markets in a single year-the year 1861-more than 3i),-
000 quintals of cod, which may be valued at nearly $100,000, and cod oil to a value of
810,000 to $12,000, besides several hundred barrels of herrings and mackerel, as may be
seen by examining my reports from the year 1861 to last year.

It is true that a law was passed in 1854 (16 Vict., c. 92) defining the rights of our
fishermen on this coast, but it is well known that it would have remained a dead letter but
for the service of the protection of the fisheries.

There is still another subject to which I have to allude before concluding, and that is
the sedentary seal fishery and the salmon fishery on the coast of Labrador. These were
especially exposed to the trespasses of foreign fishermen, and even of the inhabitants of the
coast, previous to my visiting them with the expedition which I command since 1852;
and many of those who held and worked them had suffered serious losses, and, in some
cases, had been ruined in consequence of the trespasses in question, without its being pos-
sible to obtain justice, or the smallest indemnity for their loss.,

But all is now changed in those remote parts, and the weakest as well as the strongest,
the poorest as well as the richest fisherman, whether engaged in the seai or in the salmon
fishery has no longer anything to fear in respect of the possession of his fishing ground,
or in respect of the extent of land and beach necessary for the carrying on of the opera-
tions involved by his arduous calling.

And truly we have here again one of the goodresults of the service for the protection .of
the fisheries, for the part of the coast upon which are situated the fishing-stations to which
I allude, is entirely devoid of any organization whatsoever, and cannot rely on any assis-
tance of any public power other than mine.

We mustnot, moreover, losesight of the fact that since the construction of " La Cana-
dienne," in 1855, which allowed of my expedition being placed upon a better footing; no
English vessel of war has appeared upon our maritime coast, except in passing, and that
all the police duty in our ports and harbours and along the whole ofour coasts, hasentirely
devolved upon the service which I have the honor to command on board the schooner "La
Canadienne," fitted out by Government.

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REMARKS
ON THE

FISHERIES DURINGTIIE SEASON AND THEIR PRODUCTS.

Canada, as I have already frequently remarked, is possessed, both in the Gulf and in
the lower part of the River St. Lawrence, of a large extent of maritime and river coast,
along which, from the opening of spring, fisheries of various descriptions are carried on;
of these the most important by far and without any questioa, is the codfishery.

I purpose to give an abstract of the manner in which these several fisherius have been
worked during the present year and of the results produced by them; but, as our coasts
are not continuous, and as, moreover, many parts of them zive opportunities for descriptions
of fishery different from those on other parts, and also with the view of conveying a better
idea of their extent and position and importance in respect of the various sources of riches
which they contain, so that the trader or shipper who is desirous of engaging in any branch'
of fishery or of trade, may know what places offer the greatest chances of success for his
trade, I shall consider them in three distinct divisions.

The first will comprise the Magdalen Islands with an extent ol 114 nautical miles
of coast.

The second will comprise the County of Bonaventure with 72 miles of coast, the
County of Gaspé with 202 miles of coast, and part of the County of Rimouski. These,
united, constitute what is commonly called the Gaspé coast, and includes an extent of 354
miles.

Lastly, the third division will comprise the whole north shore of the river and gulf of
St. Lawrence, from Bersimis to Blancs Sablons Bay, an extent of 510 miles, and the Island
of Anticosti with 260 miles of coast.

The whole extent of coast amounts to 1228 nautical miles.

FIRST DIVISION.

MAGDALEN ISLANDS.

This group consists of seven islands, five of which, Amherst Island, Grindstone
Island, Allright Island, Coffin Island, and Grosse Isle, are more or less connected by long
banks of sand, among which are found considerable lagoons and even harbors; the other
two, Entry Island and Bryon Island, are entirely separated from the rest of the group by
arms of the sea called Sandy Hook and Bryon Canal. The former is about three miles in
width, and from four to five fathoms deep in the centre of the channel ; the latter gives
passage to vessels of the largest tonnage and is-not less than 7j miles in width.

In a direction of about east by north, at a distance of 11 miles, lie the Bird Rocks, so
called because they are a habitation '(especially the great rock) during the spring and sum-
mer, for an innumerable' quantity of birds known as gannets (called Margots in Canada)
and of Forda penguins, called MAermettes by the Canadians.

There is also a rock, situated about west by. north from the west point. of Amherst
Island, at a distance of about eight miles, which received from the early voyagers who per-
eeived it the singular name' of Deadman Rock in consequence of its striking resemblance,
when seen from a certain point, to a' corpse covered with a shroud.

The Magdalen Islands are about 45 miles in lengthj their greatest width is 13 niles.
They lie near the southern point of the Qulf of St.'Lawrence facing the-principal entrance
to that inland sea, between the 47th and 48th degrees of .north Latitude-their most south-
erly extremity being only 25 miles further north than the city o£ Quebec,-and between
the 61st and 62nd degrees cf Longitude west; fron Greenwich. Discovered 'by Jacquea
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Cartier on bis first voyage to the Gulf of St. Lawrence in 1634 these islands received the
names of Ramées, Bryon, and Alezay, and it was not until a later period that they acquired
the names which they nowbear.

Situated as they are at the mouth of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and in the sailing line
of vessels on tlieir way to Canada, they were frequently visited by the French trading and
fishing vessels after the discovery of Canada. But it does not appear that at that time
any considerable settlements were made upon them previous to their concession in 1663 by
the Company of New France to François Doublet, a ship captain of ITonfleur, who in the
following year associated with himself François Gon de Quiwé and Claude de Landemare,
for the purpose of trading and fishing there. But there is reason to believe that in 1719
the islands again became the property of the French Government, as the latter, according
to Charlevoix, conceded them to Lecompte de St. Pierre.

In 1763, at the time of.the cession of Canada and its dependencies to the British
Government, they were only inhabited by some ten families of French and Acadian origin,
who engaged in walrus and seal hunting, and to a sinall extent in theherring and cod fishery.
Subsequently an American shipper, Gridley by name, founded, on Amherst Island, near
the entrance to the harbour of that name, a trading and fishing establishment, the ruins of
which still exist. He took into bis service families of French origin, residing upon the
islands, in order specially to carry on, upon a large scale, the hunting of the walrus and the
seal, the oil obtained from which brought a good price in the markets of the New England
colonies, as did also the skins which yielded a very thick leather, and the tusks which
served as a subtitute for ivory.

The property of Mr. Gridley and his apparatus were partly destroyed during the
American War, by the privateers of the revolted Colonies, but on the conclusion of peace.
he resumied bis trade and bis labors; but the walruses, whose habits of coming in herds
upon the beach, had exposed them to the constant attacks of the hunters, to whom they
had become a valuable prey, had already almost completely disappeared from the vicinity
of the islands.

On the other hand the seals did not appear in as large numbers near the shore, and
were not as easily captured as formerly, and in- consequence the establishments of Mr.
Gridley and of other shippers, engaged more espec-ally in the, hunting of amphibious
animals, rapidly decreased in importance and prosperity.

I must here observe that besides the fishermen 'of the Magdalen Islands, a large
number had also corne from the English Colonies, since the conquest of Canada, to engage
in walrus hunting; they had carried it on with that perseverance and energy for which they
are so celebrated, and to them, in great measure, isto be.attributed the extinction in our
waters of this amphibious animal which is second in importance only to the whale.

But the inhabitants settled on Amherst,.Grindstone and Allright Islands had already
begun to engage in a more steady manner in the cod and herriog fishery, the produce of
of which they bartered with the traders of the other British Provinces, and even of Jersey,
for provisions and merchandise, and this yielded, them undoubted. benefit. Moreover the,
cultivation of the soil, which however they by far too much neglected,. as their decendants
do at the present day, yielded them some certain supplies, and at the time of the conces-
sion of all the 1agdalen Islands by the British Government'to Admiral Isaac Coffin, in
1798, as a reward for the services which- he had rendered to the English Crown during the
American War, the population of the Islands was estimated at one hundred. families; but
from inf ormation which I was able to obtain, at Amherst, I believe this amount to be
a little exaggerated. In 1821, according to· Bouchette, the number of families had in-
creased te 133, and in 1831, to 153, the total. population being about 1000 souls. The
census of 1850, shewed it to be 2202, and that of 186.0, 2651. But it must not be for-
gotten that the Magdalen. Islands had sent out three Colonies to the north shore of the
Gulf of St. Lawrence, the total population of which. amounts to.about-500 souls.

The fisheries of the Magdalen, Islands, i , their order from spring to autumn are the
seal fishery or rather seal hunting on- the ice, the. herring fishery, the springmaekerel
fisheïy, the cod fishery which lasts till autunn, :and the summer mackerelfishery.,

SEAL. HtUNTING

Seal hunting ia.carried onu. n the foating ice ithe Gulf of St, Lawr.ence throughout
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nearly its whole extent, although it seldom happens that the schooners go higher up than
Gaspe Cape, to try their fortune -in the River St. Lawrence. It is rather upon the North
shore of the Gulf near the Island of Anticosti, and at the entrance of the Straits of
Belleisle, that the fields of ice are met with upon which are generally found the greàtest
number of seals. It is hardly necessary for me to repeat that the female seals, which
penetrate the Gulf of St. Lawrence in enormous herds in the month of December, get upon
the floating ice about the middle or end of March, to bring forth their young which they
nurse with great tenderness and suckle for the three or four weeks, or perhaps more, which
time they pass upon the ice without going into the water. It is during this period that
our hunters have to use their endeavors to get them. into their possession by killing them
either with clubs or by shooting; for subsequently when they have attained sufficient
strength, they take to the water and the hunters see them no more. But the floating ice
also serves for a habitation for the adult seals, especially the females .while thcy are tend.
ing their young, and our hunters pursue thein eagerly when it is in their power to do so,
that is when they can approach them without being perceived, or else when these amphi-
bious animals are upon ice so closely packed together that they can find no open place
through which to plunge into the water, and so escape pursuit. Then our hunters make
great slaughter among them, and crews of seven men have been sometimes known to kill
hundreds of these animals in some hours. Sometimes high winds, blowing from the same
quarter for some length of time, drive the fields of ice covered with seals towards the
shores of the Islands, and keep them aground near the coast until a change of wind super-
venes, and at such times great prizes fall to the Islanders; In an instant the news is
sprend through all the islands by the ringing of bells and the firing of guns, and soon the
whole population rushes to the shore, whence may easily be seen the seals scattered over
the ice as far as the e3 e can reach.

Young and old men, each armed with a large knife, a rope, and a club, spring on to
the fields of ice, while the women remain on the shore within reach, to prepare their meals
and to supply them with hot drinks in order to protect them from the effects of the cold
and damp to which they are incessantly exposed. With their clubs they stun all the seals
which they come upon, and thcn use their knives to despatch them and remove the skin
and fat. When they think their harvest large enough, they tie together, with the rope
with which they are provided, as much of their spoils as will suffice to make a burthen of
from 300 to 350 pounds, and they then drag this valuable load from one piece of ice to
another to the shore, where they leave it in safety and retura to the same ground to gather
a fresh harvest. This fatiguing and often dangerous labor continues throughout thewhole
day, and even the night in clear weather, so long as there are any seals on the ice near.the
shore and the ice has not been driven away by the land breeze. 1 have been told that for
merly, when the seals were more numerous than at present in the waters of the Gulf, the
inhabitantbr*of the Magdalen Islands had taken as many as from 1500 to 2000 seals, nearly
alyoung, on the fields of ice aground near the shore. But since I have been visiting the
islands the results produced by seal-hunting have been less abundant, and have sometimes
amounted to hardly anything. This year, 7by a happy concurrence of circunstanees, it
was productive, having yielded at least 6,000 seals, which cannot be valued at less than $3
each, thus giving a total va!ue of $18,000. This excellent huntmng took place on the 27th,28th, and part of the 29th of April, having consequently lasted but two days and a haIf.
The ice, driven by a strong east wind, drifted out to sea carrying with it thousands of seuls
beyond the reach of the hunters whose ,disappointment may be more easily imagined than
described.

This hunting is very often not unattended with danger, for the currents or the windsometimes drive off the ice before the hunters canregain the shore, and if they are not
taken off by boats, they are carried off to sea, there to perish inèvitably from cold and
hunger. Within some fifteen years several accidents of this nature have, to my knowledge
occurred. But every possible effort is made to. prevent their occurrence by warning the
hunters who are busy on the ice, *hen the latter begins to move away from the shore, by
the firing of guns and by signai agreed upon beforehand.

The fat of young seuls is tender and melts easily.in the sun; it yields a very fine oil,
which is white and almost quite devoid 'of unpleasant, smell.

The Maigdalen Island schooners fitted out for seal hunting, aniounted in nurbr tlis'
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year to 25, as may be scen in the Appendices attached to this report.. Of these 16
belonged to House Harbor, and 9 to the port of Amherst. The latter usually winter in
Basque Harbor, at the head of Pleasant Bay, to be the sooner ready for sea in the spring,
for that harbor, like House Harbor, is frec of ice long before Amherst Harbor, in couse-
quence ofthe strength of the tide running into it. In spite of this, the ice was so solid in
those harbors that it was onily broken up by the action of high witds and the high temper-
ature of some warm days in the nonth of April, too late however to allow the schooners
to proceed to sea in time to have a chance of being successful in their hunting; and they
bad even to saw out great pieces of ice to make their way to the open sea; this was about
the end of A pril. When they reached the usual hunting ground, they could find 2o great
ice-bergs, or if they did, those that they saw had upon them only a few bords of seals,
few in number. When, in addition to this, the bad weather and the snow storms are
taken into consideration, the cause of the small success of the hunting will bc easy of
comprehension.

A misfortune still greater than this want of success, happened to two of these vessels;
the Emma, belongi:g to William Johnston, and the Breeze, belonging to Germain Sire
(having crews of 20, all told, 13 of whom were married and left 18 widows and 45 orphan
children in a state of waut), went down in the Gulf with all on board, whilst engaged in
seal hunting. It is needless for me to say thut these expeditions into the midst of the ice
fields of the Gulf (at a time of the year when tempests and hurricanes are frequent), with
vessels of small tonnage and which are often wanting in necessary Solidity, are not made
without great danger. But the mariners'who strive on these frail vessels against the
elements are inured to the laboi of this rough calling, and combine prudence with the
greatest daring; these arc the hardy sailors of whom Canad a may be proud, and it is the
duty of the govern ment to encourage them by every possible zheans in order to increase
their number.

A reference to the Appendices will shew that the port of Amherst this year fitted
out for seal hunting 9 schooners, and House Harbor, 16; the total tonnage being 1,048
tons, and the total number of hands on board being 250. These instructive statistics
show that this branch of industry, the importance ofwhich ta our country cannot be ques-
tioned, is rather uncertain in its results, but n6t on that account less deserving of all the
care and attention of the government.

HERRING FISHERY.

The herring fishery at the Magdalen Islands, especially in Pleasant Bay, is carried
on from the end of April to the beginning of June. 'That fish resorts thither +o perform
the important funetion of the reproduction o its species; and the sight of the shoals of
these fish pressing forward towards the coast, and of the thousands of ova thrown up by
the waves on the shore after a storm is a convincing proof that that process goQ on upon
an. enormous scale, so that no fear need be entertained of the extinction of the species, lot
the fisiery be as extensive as it may, provided thit the fish aXe àllowed'às great facilities
as possible for approaching the shores which are most advantageous for the reception and
the hatching of the spawn. It is witb this importdas object in view that'the fishery regu-
lations, with respect to the Magdalen Islands, prâvide that nets shall not b set xa a part
of Pleasant Bay, and that those that are set shall be set at a distane of at least 100 feet
from each other.

The shoals of herring nearly always approach the shores of the Magdalen Isfands in
immense quantities, but it does not follow that in consequence the herring fishery is
always plentiful in its results, for many circumstances may arise to diminish its success;
the bigb winds, however, which raise a heavy swell near the shore are the greatest
obstacles against which our fishermen have io contend. I ndeed; unless the weather is fine
and thie sea 'calm, it is impossible to cast the seine to advantage Besides the herri
rarely approach thé shore in great numbers except when the sea is calfn, and it has
been observed that they select the night by preference for the performance of the
generative act.

Un-der the most favorable circumstances, and when there were-in Amherst Harbpr a
large number of schooners provided wivih larg seiries, the herring fishery has yielded
immense results to the Magdalen Islands; aud by consul ingmy feports it will. be seen 4tlå
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as many as 70,000 barrels of herrin s have been entered as having been taken at the
Magdalen Islauds either by foreign fishrme>n or by our own.

In the spring, for some years past, and especiàlly Since the commencement of the
American war, this fish, (which at that time is lean it is truc, but which keeps very well
even in hot climates,) has been less sought after on the markets of the British Provinces
and the United States, and s*ells at a very low price. This is the reason why the fittihg
out of vessels for this fishery has been less considerable than foimerly.

This year, to say nothing of the ice which prevented the vessels from arriving at the
Magdalen Islands at the ist favorble time, those which did engage in the fishery,-about
ten in numl.er,-only obtained ihsignificant results perbaps 1590 barrels in all; which with
1500 barrels taken with nets and, seinës by the inhabitants of the islands, gives a total of
8000 barrels as representini the dtire yield of this fishery for the year, whereas in 1863
it reauhed 26,550 barrels ; this is a gteat fàilure, the cause of which is specified above, as
vell as in the body of the réport.

Lot us hope that next year our fishermnen will be more fortunate, and that ample
success will rewarid thei. effofts'änd thifr labor as they deserve.

MACKERE~L PISHERY.

The spring mackerel fie-ye generally begins at the XMagdalen Islands about the first
days of June. It is carried on with nets set in Pleasant Bay and the vicinity. Ttifortu-
nately it lasts at the longest but ten or fifteen days.

It is only during the time of spaw'ing that our fishermen can engage in this fish-éy
with nets, when the' mäckèiel äppear in shoalk in the bay, aùd take adVantage of tbe night
to approach the shore and deposit their ova. This fish'ry 'sometimnes yiel'd, largeé profits,
but very often also it fails entirely in consequence of bad weather. It may, therefere,( be
sàâid that in general it is uncertain in its results.

This year it began a little later than usuàl, for the first màckerel was tàken :k
Pleasant Bay only on the 6th of June; it continued until about the 25th of thesame
nionth and yielded results whih miay he estimated9t 00 barrels. It is knoWn that the
mackerel taken at this time is lean, and is only reokon'd as second and third quality.

COD FISHERT

This fishery; which is one of the principal reources of the inhabitants of the Islands,
is carried on froen the beginnine of May to the end of October, near the shores andnupon
the banks adjacent to tliem. >he flloidng, howver, are the places where thecbd:is
found in the greatest abundànce: Pledsant Bay, the south shore ot Amherst Island,:the
viciuity of Déadman Rock; the west shore, of Grindstone Islhd; the torthWest shore of
Grosse Isle, the vicinity of B'ryod Islnd and' thé 'Bird Rocks, and the waters which
wash the easternshbres of llright and Entry [säii'ds.

The cod follows closèly upon the àri-ivàl o? the he-iing in Pleasant Bay and rapidly
spreads around thé whole of the islands. It is however to the south of Amherst Island, at
Deadinan Rock and off Etang dû Nord that it is móst-abudant·at the commencement cf
the scason. It is alsò at thi timelhat it âipr-ches inost clôsely to the sh'ôre:to deposit
its ova in enorinous quntitiés on lhe bot-o which lts instinct lead's it to select in pro-
ference to any other, doubtlesh becdase it offèis-greàter advàhtages bath for their preservü-
tion and for their hatching. Tiis however does not 'prevïeht the fabet that the grea'tèr
part ouly of the ova come te maturity and produce smiell cad which are seen some months
later lu enormous numbdrs swimtùing id the bays, in the ha'rbdrs Jad inal shallow places
in Which Providence provides 'suitable fd àd for thémin the form cf sw all fish, crustaea; &c.
The remainder fall a prey to the fishwhiéf freqtenfthose waters and to the cod themselves,
foi it is not unusual to fnd in the silomnich of tlie èöd qinùatties of the'spawn of it' own
species.

When oce the process ef reprnduotion is adcomplished, the cod rétire a little futhér
from the shore to take up a po'sitioe in -aters inhabited by molluscâ änd crustacea whieh,
together with the hrring, the ciplin and otlier small fish, constitute its habituai no2rish-
ment. Pit, when once h-n'ry it bas ot even meroy on its ,fllows, but doeours the
young cod by two, thee or even o ré at a time, a faei of hi-'h theopening of itsstomacli
kas often afforded proof.
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The most common bait used by the fishermen of the islands for the cod fishery is the
herring, which they take in nets. When that fish, however fails, they substitute for it
shell fish, terned coques (mya arenacea) which they find buried in the sands of the bays
and lagoons.

The mackerel is aiso made use of as bait, during the summer, but in the autumn these
various fish run short and recourse is thon had to a small fish known in Canada as the
goget (barbeau) the fundula of naturalists; these are obtained from the little streams and
the heads of the bays.

Fishermeri in boats always use fresh bait, those who fish from schooners on the banks
are very often compelled, when their nets which they set at night along the side have
yielded nothing, to make use of salt fish (nearly always herrings) and even of salted mya.
But the latter do not tempt the cod exceptwhen it is very hungry , andeven then theyhave
to be soaked for some time in water until they have lost in great part their saIt taste,
before the cod can resolve to swallow them, notwithstanding that fish's well-known
voracity.

The cod is also taken by baiting the hnes with what the fishermen call gob, that is,
the stomach of the cod, and even sometimes with the flesh of sea fowl, gulls, gannets, &c.

I must not forget the mackerel, of which the cod is extremely fond; and when the
fishermen can obtain them, they succeed as well as with any other bait.

Generally the cod remain in the waters adjacent to the Magdalen Islands throughout
the whole season, but in grcater or less quartity according as the fish, crustacea and mol-
lusca, upon which they feed as I have before remarked, are more or less abundant there.
There are indeed exceptions to this rule : for the herring and mackerel have been seen in
large quantity near the islands, without the presence of the cod; this however is of rare
occurrence.

The success of the cod fishcry does not depend entirely upon the presence of the fish
in the waters in which the fishery is to he carried on; the fishermen must also be able to
procure fresh and good bait, as men familiar with the art say, and moreover (what is very
essential) the weather must be fine and allow of their putting off their boats in order to
reach the places where they have the best chance of finding the cod, and of keeping out at
sea until the conclusion of their day's labor.

The high winds which always cause a heavy swell around the islands and make the
approach to the coast very dangerous for boats, are the greatest obstacles against which
the fishermen have to contend in their daily operations. They are often seen upon the
banks when the day bas just begun to appear, the sky being clear, the sea calm and the
cod abundant and taking the bait freely, in a word when they have every reason to hope
for a plentiful harvest in the shape of one and even two boat loads of fish. Scarcely how-
ever have a few hours passed, when the light breeze gives place to a gale Irom seaward
which soon increases in violence, and a heavy sea comes up rapidly; very often currents
and the tide running in a contrary direction make matters still worse, and the poor fisher-
men are compelled to return with ail speed, with difficulty, and often amidst great danger,
to the shore from which they sailed but a few hours before, buoyant with the most brilliant
Lopes now changed by an unfavourable wind into bitter disappointment.

For this reason the best years for the summer fishery, and especially for the autumn
fishery, are those in which gales and tempests are less frequent and of shorter duration.
The season of 1863, for instance, was one of the finest which we have had for a long time
past in the guIf; the cod was abundant; bait was tolerably easy to procure, and accordingly
the results of this fishery were more abndant that year than for a long time previously,
there having been taken 12,350 quintals, against 9,170 quintals for this year; 8,270 quin-
tals for the year 1862, and 9,13 L for the year 1861.

It will be seen that there has been a diminution this year of nearly one-fourtli on the
products of the preceding year. This is to be attributed in the first place to the fact that
the cod did not appear on the coast as early as in 1863, and also that it was not so abun-
dant. But undoubtedly that which was most injurious to the süccess of this fishery, was
the bad weather-; in other words the high winds, the frequency and unusuallylong con-
tinuance of which compelled our fishermen to pass niany days ashore during the best
season, with their boats drawa up on the b-ach, the bravest of them not yenturing out to
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sea. And thus it was that they found it impossible to gather from the fish-yielding waters
which wash their coasts all the advantages which they were entitled to expect.

H{owever, the high price which cod eommanded this year, went far to compensate
them for the losses to which they were subjected by the bad weather. This summer
several schooners from Amherst Harbour, and from House Harbour, made an attempt at
the cod-fishery on the banks, but the same causes which militated against the fishery in
boats, exercised an unfavorable influence over their proceedings, and I calculate the-results
obtained by them at but little more than 400 quintals of .cod.

This year the presence of an unusually large number of haddock on the coasts of the
Magdalen Islands, and especially at Etang du Nord, was observed. This fish, which is
excellent when fresh, yields an inferior preparation when salted, and fetches but little
more than three-fourths of the price of dried cod of the best quality. Somc forty Ameri-
can schooners, thirty from Nova Scotia, principally from Cheticamp, in the Island of Cape
Breton, and eleven French sehooners engaged in the cod-fishery on the great.banks, as far
as 20 or 25 miles from the islands, with varying opportunities; in general they did not
obtain any great resuits.

THE SUMMER MACKEREL FISHERY.

The shoals of mackerel, after having completed the reproductive process near the
shores of the Magdalen Islands, and chiefly in Pleasant Bay, retire to the deepwater in
search of the nourishment of which they stand in need, in order to recover themselves
from the state of exhaustion and leanness, which is the inevitable result of the great loss
of substance to which-they bave been subjected in the shape of spawn from the female, and
milt from the male. l the middle or rather at the end of July, they have already ae-
quired much flesh and fat, but it is at a later period, in the autumn,.that they are in the
finest condition, and then it is that they command the highest price, especially on the
markets of the United States where the people appreciate them, at their true value.

I shall not dilate upon the mackerel fishery carried on with the line; . have alread re'
marked at length upon that subject in my report of 1859. I shall merely remark
that the mackerel was generally plentiful around the Magdalen Islands, during a
great part of the season, and that our fishermen, who have engaged in that fishery which
was taught them by the Americans, only within a few years past, succeeded better thanin
former years; but it is far from having attained the proportions and extent of our other
fisheries; it has always been n-.glected and will yet be neglected. Its importance does not
seem to be appreciated in Canada.

None of our fishermen make a special pursuit of this fishery as do our.reighbors.
As yet not a single schooner has been known to be fltted out for this purpose in our
country.

The Magdalen Isfand boats which engage in this fishery, took about 1400 barrels of
fish. This is more than in former years : for in 1863; the spring and summer mackerel
fishery together, only yielded 1000 barrels; in 1862; 943 barrels, and la 1861, 1271
barrels.

What is this when compared with the yield of the summer mackerel fishery to
the American schooners in our waters, in which .by treaty they enjoy the same rights
as British subjects.

From 250 to 340 of these schooners well manned and the best sailers in the world,
have successfully carried.on this fishery around. the Islands, without going more than
eighteen or twenty miles away from them. Some have even made several trips.,

Adopting the lowest estimate, these vessels must have carried back to the ports from
which they suiled, on an average, at least 100- barrels each, and probably more; thus from
25,000 to 30,000 barrels of mackerel, of the value of from $250,O00 to 800000,
have been taken on our Coast or in the -waters adjoining it,. and before our very
eyes; and I rcpeat, not one of our shippers, not .one of our great deniers ln fish
has, as yet, fitted out a single vessel for this- fishery. Yet it would appear, that
there are large profits to be made, although it may be truly said thatthe .
American fishermen have certainly' an advantage over o-0rs, as they can_ em-
ploy during the winter on their. own shores ln the -cod, haddock and halibit fishery,,

both those of their schooners which have bee ' egagedin the cod fishery anddhose that

have been used in thé mckerel fishery during the summer, in the Gulf of St. Lawrence,
while ours havé to submit to a compulsory hiber'nation of at leaist five mouths in our ports,
which are closed to nâvigation by the ice.

SECOND DIVISION
This diviâion cémprises 354 miles of sea and river coast, and fornis part of the

COunties of Bobaventure and Géspé, and the eastern section of the' Couniy of Rinouski.from
Maguacha Point to thé Island'of St. Bárnabé; of, which 354 miles, 72 aré in the Bay of
Chaleurs, of which they form the north shore; 52, idcluding Gaspé Bay, are in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence ; and the remaining 230 miles form the sooith shore of the River St.
Lawrec ce, according tô Captain.Bayfield and otherIHydrographers. But the commission-ers
acting under the Rëciprocity Treaty, have decided that the rivêi begins onlyat Cap Chatte
and not at Gaàpé Cape, and thking this view, 124miles more of coast must be added to'tie
gulf, so that only 106 miles remain on, the river.

These coasts, abô--diindi in fish, did not fail to attract the attântion of Jacques Cartier
and those who follIoed him into'the Gulf of St. Lä'rence, and mnyyeârs had nôt elapied
after the discovery of Canada before the French founded establishments there, for the pur-
pose of carrying oâ the cod fishery, whieh gave eiployáint to mnaùy vessels and people, and
prodüied an ibiportant*articlé of tràde. Those at Percé, Gaspé Basin, and Moat-Louis
aþþear to have bèén the iùst cousidérable'nd ttiem fost proeþeoaus. But li'ttle, huñvever,
is known of their history, except that these establishments were several times visited and
destf6yed by the English ships of war. But the- röse from their ashes. To. p-~vide a
sfe f efuge for the vessels engaged in trade m in'the fishêries lu timé of war, the Freneh
fortified the entrance to Gaspé Basin, ;nd u>Jt !uany years ago the remains of the Wörk
which they had cônstructedbn the cap" ealledFort Raiisay, were:still to be sebi.

On the Resti'öüêihe River the poic called the Battöry still shows trâces'of wàrk3 of
defence, erécted by the érews of French vessels and dètadhúïnts of French sldie ho
had esaped from thé disaster of Louisbourg in order io defend themsélves agaiinst a voito-
rious ifét of Eù'gfiïsliessels which wasprsu2'_ thèm.

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accommodating from 300 to 400 vessels of the larges tonnagere those which, at that
time, were best known.

After the cession of Canada and i s .dependencies by France to England, the-Ere eh
entirely ceased sending fishing expeditions. ou the other ad 'h t d sof Quebee did not appear to attàch any great imnportance a tea h rsýipq anc anvalue to the,- siherjes..
the coastof Qaspé, and neglected to restore the ruins of the old Ftreneh fi hing establish
ments,rmost of whieh had suffered great damae adurîiu the last war. To a nehan t
the naine of Charles Robin, who came from- the fttle Islnd of Tersey to the coast of
Gaspé, about the year 1778, belongs the iocor of baving understqod better th n an3
person here the whole value of our fisheries, and of having founded firs at Paspe.bi.ao, and
then at Percé, and at Grande Rivière ou the coast of aspé, fisiing estblishients which
not only still exist and are il a condition of great prosperity, b.ut wlÉich amoreo
most considérable ofltheir élass upon the whoe guf cost.

Subsequently other traders, from the nsahc Island a ong whom we may m.entiop Mr
Jauvrin, also founded fishery establishm'ents in Gaspé Bay, which rapidly acqui-edgreat
importance; they have now passed into the possession of the firm of Fruing & Co.

The population; howèr had not ineaâec very þidly the coast of Gaspe, and
the wars of A.merican independenCe and'of 1812 .had:retarded .its rothi andlad proved,
highly injurious to the development of tho fish ries y. depriving our fishermen 6f facilities
of transport for their fish to foreign 2markets, and by.making their trading operations
uncertain.

Every year, however, some Canadian farmiies left the old parishes, i the interior to
settle permanently on some point on the coast. It was principally the south shore of,-the,
River St. Lawrence, fromii Capé Rosies to Fox River inclusive, and after .that Pere
and Grande Rivière, which hàad the g eatest attràctions for them. Again, Irish
Scotch and Jersey emigrants; àattraesed by the truly magnificent prospects held forth
by the coast of Gaspé, its'ineha'ustiblefiheries and its sou, which islmost everywher
very rich and fertile, selected.it as their new country. The first mentioned setted by
preference at Douglastown Percé and M hra while the see nd poceeded to open up-
lands, in the townships of Hopetown and New Richmond, now the nost fruitful in
produce of all kinds in: the whole District of Gas .s to;tIe Ïast mentined,, they
spread :themselves over nëariy the whole coast. A.ccording to Bouchette, the; population
of the whole of this part of our coast only amounted in 1830 to 2,56E souls in the.
County of Gaspé, and 5110 in' the County of Bonaveuture As to that part -of te
coast lying between Cap Chatte and the Island of St: Benin, it could not hae entained
many inhabitants, and the probability is tt ey didt xcecd 2,0 souls nnumber.

to the colonization roads which permit those of the inhabitants who know the value of the
benefits derivable from agriculture, to settle at some distance from the coast on land
which they obtain from the Crown for the moderate price of 20 cents an acre, and to the
easy communication which now exists by means of steam vessels between the principal
points on the coast and Quebec : and thanks also to the measures of protection and
encouragement which have been so liberally set on foot by the Government for some years
past; the bounties awarded to the vessels engaged in the great fisheries, and the
establishment of the Free Port of Gaspé, are by no means the least important causes of
the growth in question.

The Gaspé coast is beyond all question the most important of the maritime coasts of
Canada, in respect of the great fisheries, and especially of the cod-fishery which can be
carried ou over nearly its whole extent. The herring fishery is also carried on, to a con-
siderable extent in the Bay of Chaleurs. Mackerel is also sometimes very abundant near
the shore ; and the rivers, some of which are very considerable, contain a certain quantity
of salmon and trout.

In cunsidering these fisheries, I shall begin with the herring fishery, because it'is the
first entered upou; the cod-fishery will follow, and subsequently that of the mackerel,
the whale, &c.; and lastly the salmon and trout fishery.

.HERR.ING FISHERY.

Every spring the herring leaves the northern seas, according to some naturalists,
(others wnaintain that during the winter it merely retires to the deep parts of the sea in
the vicinity of the gulf,) to spread along the coast of the Gulf, urged by the strong
impulse of an instinctive desire to reproduce its species. And, as I have said, they arrive
in immense shoals at the Magdalen Islands, and also I might say if I was treating of those
parts of the Gulf coast not belonging to Canada, at St. George's Bay. But the Bay of
Chaleurs, and .especially its north east shore, is one of its favorite spots, for they are seen
there every year in very considerable numbers, fiùm the beginning to the end of May;
they come to perform the reproductive function which they accomplish near the coast, in
spots sheltered from the higù winds, and where the water is shallow.

Port Daniel, Bonaventure, New Richmond, Maria and Carleton are the places .where
this fish is found in the greatest abundance ; it is there consequently that our fisher-
men are mnost successful in the fishery which is carried on by means of nets set across
the places they have to pass, although a certain quantity which is gènerally used for bait
in the codfislery and for the daily consumption of the inhabitants, are taken along the
whole of the rest of the coast of Gaspé and during a great part of the season.

At nearly the same time when the herring appears on the Coast of Gaspé, the River
St. Lawrencé from Matane to River du Loup, is visited by an immense quantity of fish of
the same species, but generally of smallar size- and the inhabitants of the shores of the
River upon which the fish appear in the greatest numbers, carry òn by means of brush
nets a productive fishery, the yield of which issold, for the most part, in the fresh state
in the country parts aud upon the markets of Quebec. This year the, herring fishery' was
generally good in this division, for it was observed that on the Coasts of the Lower St.
Lawrence, from Cap des Rosiers to Cap Chatte, this fish was more abundant throughout
the whole season than it had been observed to be for a very long time; and the results
yielded by it are as follows:-

CeD ]FISHLERY....
The cid fishery on the GaspéCoast, constitutes in itself one of theprincipal branohé

86 fte rnialbace
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of our maritime industry. ln fact it gives employ ment to nearly four thousand fishermren ,
without taking into account the woinen and childrrn who work at the preparation of the
cod on shore, and to more than one hundred vessels manned by froni eight to nine hun-
dred sailors; andi its products,.so much sought after ia foreign markets, have given rise to,
and keep up, internal and foreign trading operations, requiring the employaient of a very
considerable amount ot capital ; which may be estimated without auj exaggeration at several
millions of dollars. A mere journey along the Coast cither by land or by sea, will suffice
to convey an idea of its numerous establishments, several of which are upon the largest
seule, each giving employment to several hundreds of mon, and all well managed. - The
following facts shew the truth of what'I assert.

Its fisheries are abundant, and, so to speak, in.exhaustible. They may be said to ex-
tend from the head of the Bay of Chaleurs along the whole coast as far as Metis, and
somactimes even as far as the Island of St.'Bärnabé. But there are places for which -the
cod seems to have a predilection and where consequently it is nearly always found in
greater numbers than elsewhere, because there also the small fish and the mollusca and
crustacea, which it incessantly pursues, colleet in groater shoals and remain for a longer
time. These places are, the waters that wash the shores of Newport, Grand River, Cape
Cove, Percé, Bonaventure Island, Point St. Pierre, Grande Gréve, Griffin Coe e For
River and Graud Etang.

It is usually Percé and the places in the vicinity that are first visited by the cod in
the spring, generally about the end of April, and a fe v days only after the arrival of the
herring, upon which it then feóds. About 'a week later it appears upon the whole coast,
of the Bay of Chaleurs.

About the l5th May it appears near the shores between Cape Rosiers and Cape de
Chatte ; and between the latter and Matane and Métis, fromu the 1st to the 18ti of June.
These figures must not be taken as invariable, for the arrival of this fish may be advanced
or retarded by general and special causes which it is impossible to estimateý fully, but
which exorcise a large infinence over the phenomena of the periodical emigration of all
fish that live in shoals in deep water, towards the shallower and warmer waters of the
coasts: an emigration which they almost invariably undertake for the purposeof providing
for the reproduction of their species in a place of safety, which their.instinct impels them
to séek.

So soon as the cod appear in oach place, the fishing begins, the bait for the lines begin
herrin.g which the fishermen take with nets set specially for the purpose at night. -But
after a few weeks, the herring seem to diminish near the coast, and seek refuge in deep
water, followed by the cod. The latter, however, soon reappears and often in greater
abundance than before, in pursuit of that beautiful little fish called the capelan, which play
so important a part in our codfisheries.

Fishing is thus actively resumed, and continued until towards the end of June; when
the Capelan disappears for the rest of the season ; and there would then be a failure of bait
for the codfishery were not the caplin succeeded by a: species -of herring called by our
fishermen the summuer herring, whieh is more or less abundant near the coast until towards
the close of the season. Then -comes the mackerel, between the 1Oth and 20th -of July, -

whieh the cod also take very greedily. The squid, a mollusk curious from its strange form
and the black. liquid it peurs forth upon its enemies asa means of defence, appear in shoals,
generally.in the night, near the shore, between :Newport and Cape Gaspé about the 10thi of
July, and between Cape Gaspé; Cape de. Chattè and iatane betweea the l5th and 20thi
July. This is one of tic most-cnticing baits for cod, and our fishermenoften succeed in
taking it by fishing in the- evening and at night with instruments called Turlutes,-up te
the close of the scason. 'Lastly, trout, goget-called chouemort on, theý Gaspé coast; an1 -

Mya are used for bait in the autumU, when other fish fail. Smelt, a delicious fish foundat,
the entrance of most of the rivers dn the Gaspé coast is alse frequently used for the-sanie
purpose.

Nevertheless, notwithstanding this variety, itoften happens: during the season; tiat our
fishermén lack bait, and, then codfishing ceases; for 'without bait there can beinofishing
even thoug he codýwere far more -abundan tha they have ever yet beën-near the oast.
In such cases. it is tiue rcourse*may b had te th- use of-flshingimplement calledfà-ä
which consists of a tin fish, thin and brightly polished, generally nde i inmitation of i
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caplin, which is attaehed by the tail to an ordinary line and from the mouth of which pro-
trude two hooks fastened back to back. The cod, attracted by the glitter of the metal,
rush in shoals to flic spot, and the fishermen by shaking their lines in the water sueceed in
hooking a certain number of fish sometimes by one part of the body, sometimes by another.
This mode of fishing is, however, seldom practised on the Gaspé coast; it is toilsome and
not very productive

The produce of the codfishery on the coast of the division of which I am now treating
bas not been very good, it is less than that of past years, and the reason is that this fish
has not been so abundant there as it usually is, more especially on the south shore of the
river St. Lawrence, frou Cap Rosier upwards, and particularly towards Matane and Métis,
where it failcd almost entirely. Nevertheless, at several points along the coast, between
Ste. Anne des Monts and Matane, particularly, the take of Cod this year has equalled and
even surpassed that of ]ast year, as a larger number of fishermen were engaged in this fishery.
The table in the appendix for the county of Rimouski, will shew the proportionate increase
in the number of fishing-boats in these several localities for this year, and it is calculated
that more than one hundred new boats will be built at Matane alone for next year.

Bait has been abundant, for while there was in some places a scarcity of caplin,
nackerel and squid, the summer herring, which had not for a long period been seen in
such vast numbers in the waters of the Gaspé coast, were within reach of the fishermen
and supplied the wants of the fishery.

From the mcst reliable information procured from the fishery overseers, the fishermen
themselves, and the outfitters, it appears that the quantity of fish taken on all the coasts
of this second division is as follows:-

A diminution of 6,039 quintals only, as compared with last year. It is clear there-
fore that the excess in the number of boats this year over the number last ycar, bas. fully
coipensated for the deficiency in the fishery in this division.

But inasmuch as a higher price bas been obtained for codfish this year than last, it
follows that the value of these products 15..................... ..........

The outfitters and traders of the Gaspé coast, besides carrying on the fisheries of this

division, also send fishing vessels to the north shore of the River and Gulf of St. Lawrence,
and even to the island of Anticosti, the produce going to feed their trade, and thisaccounts
for the fact that there are more large establishments and more trading houses on this part
of our coast than any where else.

It is chiefly in the harbors or on good roadsteads that the largest of these establish-
ments are situated. The harbour of Gaspé Basin contains not less th an ten,.the most
considérable being those of Messrs. Jean LeBoutillier, Fruing &, Co., John and Elias
Collas, Lowndes and Brothers; &c.

The house of Robin & Co., LeBoutillier et Frères, Jean LeBoatillier and LeBrun,
have also very fine establishmerts on the roadsteads of Percé and 'Bonaventure Island.
But at Paspébiac, the houses of Robin and Company, and LeBoutillier et Frères .possessthe
finest and most extensive of our fishery establishments, and the traveller is surprised to
find such noble buildings in that remote part of the country. This roadstead, which is
also a port of entry, is the point from which the largest exports of dried cod .toforeign
markets are made.

Gaspé Basin, which is the only good harbour we possess on the coast, and'to which is
sent al[ the codfish of the neigh.boring coasts, for export to foreign countries, receives a
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large number of ships, which give it great commercial importance. The followinig table
shews the number of ships I found in this port on the 22nd October, and will afford a
general idea of the business of the port:-

Perc& is an open roadstead where vessels of every size may find shelter, in all winds
ranging from south-west toý north, in two large bays, called the south-west bay, and the
north-west bay. But with the wind froin seaward there is no shelter. Moreover, vessels
must anchor in 12, 15 and ven 20. fathoms water, if they wish to avoid going too near
the shore.

At Bonaventure Island there is shelter from cast and south-east winds. The estab-
lisbments located on this roadstead have store-houses and sheds capable of holding from 50
to 60.000 quintals of cod-fish, and also immense flakes for drying the fish.

The harbour of Paspébiac is closed to all winds ranging from cast to north-west.
Winds from the west, south-west and south bldw direct into it. But it is only in autunn,
at the period of the great gales, that the«winds are dangerous, for the ground is excellent
aud a vessel properly uoored canot .drag ber anchors,-the.cables would part first.

Tliere are two wharves in this ioadstead, one belonging to the house of Robia & Co.,
and the other to the house of LeBoutillier et Frères. Schooners lie along side of them in
fine weather and with the wind off the land, bùt large vessels cannot do so, as they would
be exposed to danger in case of the wind shifting to seaward.

The sheds and stores of these tvo houses are of iImedse size, and kept in very good
order. They are capable of receiving' with easé from 100,000 to 120,000 quintals of
cod-fish.

The narrow-limits within which I must of necessity confine these remarks, will not
H 40
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permit me to speak of other ancliorages on the coasts, such as L'anse aux Griffons; Malbay,
Anse du Cap, Port Daniel, the Bay of New Richmond and Carleton, where there are fine
fishing and lumbering establishments.

•MACKEREL PISHERY.

This fish appears on the Gaspé-coast between the 5th and 10th of July, and ascends
the River St. Lawrence as far as Cap de Chatte. The fishery has not acquired all the im-
partance it merits. Apart from the 'quantity used in baiting their cod lines, our fishermen
do not take more than 558k barrels. It must be stated also, that there is no regularity in
the migrations of this fish from one point to another of the coast, during. the summer,
sometimes it may be abundant in one place and sonietimes in another.

However, some years it is very abundant on this 'coast, and expeditions conducted
with energy and perseverance might be sent out to engage in this fishe'y, and derive
large profits from it, as the American fishermen do.

-WHALE PISHERY.

I found it difficuIt to decide as to the division i'n which I should place the whale
fishery; for while it is at times and to' a limited extent, carried on on the Gaspé coast, it is,
properly speaking on the Labrador coast that our fishermen practice their difficult and
dangerous avocation. But the expeditions all start from Gaspé Basin, and I deem it
right to speak of them now, before treating of, the fisherics of the third division.

Eight schooners have been engaged iu the whale fishery this year. Their aggregate
tonnage was 445 tons, and the number of hands 120.

The majority of them selected for their fishing grounds in the Straits of Belleisle,
betwcen the Labrador coasts from Gros Meccatina to Bonne Espérance,-and the north
shore of Newfounaland-fro-m Bernachoix Bay to Ferolle; while one of their number
proceeded to Bay St. Marie, on the south shore of Newfoundland, to try their chance, and
another to the Labrador coast in the -Atlantic. The two latter, though their voyages did
not succecd very well, had a better take than the othrs only two of these having made
good profits and the others paying their cost of outfit and very little over, the species of
whale which they contiaually pursue during the season for that fishery-from the end of
May to the beginning and even to the end of.September-having been exceedingly scarce
this year in theGulf

Bad weather also impeded the operation of this fishery, which requires a clear at-
mosphere, so that che whale may be discovered from a distance, and a calm sea to enable
the fishermen to approach it without danger.

T estimate the roduce of.this fshing at 25,014 gallons of oil. The greater part of
this oil is exþorted to-England and to Jersey.

HALIBUT- TISHERY.

The lalibutEFishery is carriedn' -at the same time as the cod-fishery, and on the
same fishing grounds. 'But this fish is only taken accidentally-and in comparatively sIal
quantities.

A great deal of it is eaten fresh.
The"quantity salted this year was 275 barrels, of thé value of $1 325.

SALMON 'ISHERY.

This is a rivèr:fishery, thouglh iW-is carried on in 'many places alng. the maritime
coasts, but always in t Vici iity of Some ri i l,rge'orsmall, b thé fr-esh waters of -hie
the fish is attiacted.

The habitâ"of the s-lon e nffiie1yknown in Canada to justify me in not

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It always reproduces its species in fresh water, depositing its spawn in our latitudes,
about the months of September and October.

Many naturalists pretend that the salmon inhabits the rivers during the whole winter
and that they emigrate to the sea towards the spring. Others merely hold that only a
certain number remain in fresh water during the cold season, and that the others return to
the sea on the completion of the act of reproduction; and both parties furnish proofs in
support of these contradictory opinions.

The limits within which I desire to restrict my remarks relative to the salmon fishery
on the Gaspé coast, do not permit me to enter into a eritical examinaion of these proofs,
which relate to a fact of natural history not devoid of importance. The subject has been
fully treated by authors who have written tréatises on the order of the Salmonida3.

In Canada we arc very certain of one fact, namely; that immense number of salmon,
after passing the winter in the upper parts of the rivers, descend to the sea in the spring
generally at the time of the breaking up of the ice. The observation of numbers of intelli-
gent fishermen have placed this matter beyond a doubt. The fish are then so lean and
feeble as to lead to the conclusion that they must have undergone a more or less rigorous
fast, under which they become exhausted during the winter. But, under the influence of
the rich and copious supply of food they find in the numberless small fish, caplin, sand-
eels, &c., which appear on our coasts at that period, they are speedily invigorated, and
within the space of a month or two their flesh, which was flabby, dark and unfit to use as
an article of foti, becomes firm and red and possesses the exquisite flavor which is so well
known ; they have also, by that time acquired an astonishing increase in weight, an inerease
swhich it would be bard to believe possible had it mot been established beyond a doubt by
repeated experiments.

lu the months of June and July they have acquired all their beauty, and thon it is
that loaded with spawn, the precious deposit which is to provide for the coutinuation of
their valuable species, they commence their grand migration into the rivers, which they
ascend generally until some insurmountable obstacle arrests their course, ii search of the
localities which their instinct prompts them to select as best adapted for the accompzish-
ment of the important functions they are about to perform.

.Nevertheless they do not make these migrations in one runa. On the contrary, they
appear to make but a short days' journey at a time. Tbey also like to make some stay in
the brackish waters of the estuaries, the object being, it is said, to rid themselves of the
parasites with whieh they are thon covered and which these waters destroy ; they ascend
and descend with the ebbing and flowing of the tide, selecting in preference water of little
depth.

The fishermen avail themselves of these habits of the salnon to set snares for them in
divers ways during their passage, and this it is that constitutes the salmon fishery. But I
hear some persons exclaim: " what, you permit salmon fishing during thatperiod Thon
you wish to destroy the whole species, since. the salmon (female) you kill, bear in their
bellies millions of ova which would, within a few months, become so many fish, with whieh
our. rivers would soon be swimming. Why not wait, betore destroying the fish, until the
spawn bas been deposited in a place of safety and vivified by the fecundifying fluid of the
male fish?

The answer to this objection is simple.
To prevent the taking of salmon when the fish is ascending·the rivers to spawn, would

amount to an entire suppression of ths fshing, for after they have performed the act of
reproductiou they are too far up the rivers, or their branches, to be come at, and, more-
over, their flesh is then lean and unwholesome. As to fishing for salmon in the sea, sup-
posing that they do return to it in the autumnn, it is simply impossible.

SFLormerly, in Canada, and until the passing of the Fishery Act, the appliances used in
salmon fishing were nets, seines, wattle fisheries, and spears used at night with Vie aid of
torches. The two last modes of taking fish were condémned and abolished by the law,
for with the spear the sairmon might be followed up to its last retreat, and with the wattle-
fisheries the smaller rivers might be completely closed.

Seines are permitted but hardly ever used (I am not aware that they haie been used
more than once, in the Moisie -River) owing to the fact that they Post a hight pric d ad
require a large number'of hands to manigé them.
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They might become very injurious, however, if generallyused, and I thinrk they should
be prohibited, for with this fishinig apparatus. the salnmon.can be followed in the channels
as well as in the shallow waters of the rivers, and even in the creeks, where they seek ito
conceal themselves from the eyes of man.

I have now spoken of all with the exception of the met. Al the salmon fisheries of
Canada arc carried on with this apparatus ; Ido not speak of the brush fisheries, -paced
ncar the shores in the river St. Lawrence from, Rimouski, in which a certain number of
salmon are taken.

Nor do I deem it necessary- to speak of salmon fishing with the artificial fly, for this
eau only be considered a pastime and plcasant recreation for persons of leisure and fortune.
The real salmon fishery on the contrary is reserved for the outfitters and: a host of fisher-
Mon who inhabit the most remote parts of our coasts. The latter derive a portion of-their
subsistence from this fishery.

To commerce it furnishes the material for highly prized preparations, both in the
fresh state and whcn salted.

Objections are also made to the use of nets. Some parties desire that seines should
be substituted for them, on the plea that they would be less destructive than the -former.

For my part I am aware of but one drawback: connected with- nets as they. are now
used in Canada; it is that the salmon entangled in them often succeed, after great efforts,
in breaking the bands by which they are confined-.andescaping into the sea, bearing, how-
ever, in many cases the marks of more or less seriouswounds (of which many of them die
and are thus lost to man) which they receive in striving to break the fine but strong twine
of which the meshes of the net are made.

A certain number, no doubt, when recovered from. their. wounds, reappear in fresh
water, but almost always, it is said, in a different river from tha in which they have -been
wouuded, and from the information I have acquired during the.past thirteen years, in My
visits to the salmon fisheries, I am strongly inclined to consider this opinion well founded.

This. year, for example, the first- salmon taken in the Kegashca. river, nearly :all bore
marks of wounds onthe front.part of the body, evidently caused by nets., M Ioreover, these
fish were not of the same kind as the salmon that inhabit that river. I concluded thére-
fore that they came from the river Natasquan, where they had striven, without success, »
to overcome the numerous nets set at its mouth, and they bore clearly defined marks on
the head, back and belly, of'the nets they had broken through when they appearel in the
Kegashea river, whieh is only some twenty miles distant from the Natashquan. What
confirms me more strongly in this opinion is, that the salmon peculiar to the first of these
rivers, a smaller fish than those of the latter, did not return to the river until sometime
afterwards.

Hence, after duly considering. the subject.I should prefer to- the ordinary netin which.
the salmon become entangled, a net in which they impnison -themselves in chambers, re-

miing therein alive, but without the possibility of escape until-they are removed by the

Under this system no salmon are wounded or-lost, and by restricting the apparatus t'o
a uniform length. and fixed position, there is no ground to anticipate»an excessive destruc-
tion of fish.

Besides, it appears to me that the best net is ;that. in which the largest number of
salmon eau be taken, provided it be placed in conformity with the law.

The laws now regulating the salmion fshery were passedin 1857 and 1858, with a
view, not only of preserving this:species of fish lu our -waters, but also of increasing the
quantity and then -of stocking the rivers which the fish formerly visited, but from which
they had disappeared within a few years.

Laws almost si-milar, but less-general in their application, already existed- in Canada,
in the counties of Northumberland (composed in part of the couuty-of Saguenay), and the
county of Cornwallis (the present counties of Bouaventure and Gaspé) for a long time, but
these laws having, so to speak, never been enforced, their objects had not been attained
namely,'the preservation of the salmon, which had already diminished in an alarming
manner in some parts of the country.

It is only since the establishment of the service- for the protection of the fisheries,
aud above. al since fishery-overseers have been located at several points on our coasts and
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particularly on the coasts of Gaspé, that these laws and the rules zmade by His Excellency
the Governor General in Council at different times, have been carried out as. strictly as
could be expected in view of the number of fishery overseers, the extent of our*coast, the
number and length of the rivers frequented by the salmon and the great difficulty of
watching everywhere on the rivers and ail their brancbes, parties who avail themselves of
the isolated position of certain places which serve as favorite retreats for the salmon, and
under cover of the night, engage in taking this fish by spearing and by any and every
means, quite reckless of the harm they may do and in utter contempt of the law.

In the simmary ot my report, I have already spoken-in the sanie sense of the manner
in which these laws have been:carried 'out this year, in the division with the flshcries of
which I am now occupied.

All that remains to be done now is to shew what influence these laws have bad on the
produce of those fisheries.

During the first few years of the working of these laws, the yield of salmon; accord-
ing to the reports of our fishermen, seemed to have incrcased more or less, in most of. the
fishing statious, while in some it appeared to remain stationary and even to diminish.

In 1861, the yield was 6S8i barrels of salmion, onthe Gaspé coast.
In 1862; with the same number of flshing stationsit- only amounted to 512f.
In 1863 the flshery was better and the yield uearly equalledthat of 1861. It is stated

at 643k-for the counties of'Bonaventure and. Gaspé,. and 87 barrels for a portion of the
county of Rimouski, extending from* Cap Chatte to St. Barnabé island. Total: 730:3 for
the whole division-

In 1864 the fishery has been unsuccessful, particularly on, the coast of the Bay of
Chaleur and in the Restigouche river, and the yield for the whole division lias ben only
513 barrels of salman.

An attentive comparison of the above figures,-which I have reason to consider cor-
rect, iuasmuch as I received theur-from the fishing overseers, who themselves obtain themi
from the fishermen, will shew, that, in spite of all the cure that eau be taken to preserve
the salmon: in our rivers and to render the fishery- more productive, and in spite ofjudici.
ous laws effectually carried out, climacteric or other influences and circumstances of which
we cannot tell tiie cause, the progress or the duration, will fromitimne to time reuder all our
efforts fruitless, and convince us, that in estimating the results likely to flow from our sys-
tem of protection for the salmion fisheries, we must not speak too confidently nor sec things
in too favorable a light ; nor eau we hope tliat a few years will suffice to bring about a
large -proportionate increase in the yield, even under the best circumstances.

The system of protection should, nevertheless, be continued ; for hereafter we shall
derive good results from it. At least we may hope that such will be the case, judging
from the increase ik- the-yield of=the salmon fishery in the rivers of Scotland and Ireland,
under the operation of a systen of -protection analogous to ours.

The number of salmon fishing stations in the counties of Gaspé and Bonaventure; is
137.

In that part of the county of Rimouski which fori part of this division, there are
but eight net fishingstations for salmon.

TUNNY TISHERY.

This fish, which has been long known on the coast of Canada under the name of the
Horse Mackerel, and which many fishermen erroneously believe to belong to the shark
family, is the Tunny fish of the American and European Coasts. During the summer it
visits, generally in pretty large shoals, the Bay of Chaleurs and Gaspé Bay. in pursuit of
the shoals of Herring and Mackerel, on which it likes to feed.

A tolerably active-Tunny fishery lias been carried on at Caraquette for the past few
years4

Sandy Beach istheionly placeon our coast where a certain number of them are killed
each year with the harpoon..

This year about adozen of these fish were taken. Part of this yield has been-consumed
in the freshl state and part has been salted for the inarket.. But this fishery:is susceptible
of further.development ont our coast..
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.A.barrel of this fish, pickled, isually sold for five dollars at Gaspé. It is more.
highly valued in England.

A Tunny furnishes a barrel of 500 lbe. and more of fish fit for salting. Yield, 10 bar-
rels of Tunny fish, value $50.

TROUT FISHERY.

The trout fishing is of but trifling importance in this division.
This fish is .takenwith nets in the rivers, sometimes with seines on the sea coast, and

far more often with the line and fly.
In the last mentioned manner this fishery constitutes-a very agreeable amusement and

a muost beneficial recreation for persons who require exercise in the open- air.
The Great and Little Cascapediac'and the, St. Jean appear to be the best stocked trout

rivers in this division.
The trout belongs to the same family as the salmon, and exhibits very much ihe same

habits. But it is the salmons' greatest enemy, for it devours every year vast quantities of
salmon spawn and of young ih of that species.

Its great voracity is well known, and I cannot say whether by facilitating the propo-
gation of trout -in our rivers, we do.not to the same extent affect the multiplication of the
salmon. This many fishermen maintain and I believe with some show of reason.

This subject deserves to be more closely studied.
I estimate at about 60 barrels, the quantity of river trout taken in this division with

net, seine and fly.
The greater part of it is consumed fresh, and does not appear in the statistics of the

fishery overseer.

TRIRD DIVISION.

1his division covers 510 miles of Coast, north of the River and Gulf of St. Lawrence,
from the Bersimis River to the frontier of the Province at Blancs-Sablons Bay, and 260
miles more:on the Coast of Anticosti Island.

The eastern part of these coasts is known as the Labrador Coast, and appears to have
been discovered towards the end of the fifteenth century, by Basque fishermen.

-Ere long. French fishermen went-there-to engage in-the-whale and;cod-fisheries; and
the archives of the town of Dieppe.contain: documents clearly proving that themariners of
thaticity had visited the coasts of'Newfoundland, previous to the year. 1500.; now inas-
much as Newfoundland is separated from the Labrador coast only by the Strait of Belle
Islewhich is not more than twelvi miles in breadth, between Point Fortune s i.J the
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opposite coast, the fishermen must. i1ave visited söne parts of the Labrador- coast ery
time tho requiremeäts of' the fishei-y induced them to visit the cóast of Néwfouhadland.

In his first voyage ofC discovery to Canada, Jac'qus Cartier iet ýon tis ooast ner
the river now known-as the Napitippi, a vessel bound for the port of Brest; which was
probably the first settleinent'foutided by Europeans in Labrador.

It is sitnated at the foot of the bay now called Old Fort -Bay.
This settlement must have increased quite rapidly, for. withia a few years afterwards

the French had built a stone fort inorder to shelter thirse1ves against the attacks of the
indians, who, according to the-narratives of t'ravellers, were then very númerous ónx this
part of the òoast.

The places most frequentfed by the Fi-ëch, bxt to Brest, wre BlacsSablons bay
and Spaniards bay, now called Bradore báy,ý'which~afförd good anchora'ges foi sips.

Towards the ehd of the 16th centùry two hundred vessels from various Fiench"ports
visited the Labrador coast each gear,'for the whale, cod and séal fisheriés, and 'éo soôn as
their labors were ended, returnéd'hoïiie eorted by' severalwar vessels. -Bat a eritain
number of méh remained to w'tér on the coast, and carry ùn the fiir trâ 'ia fth the
Indians.

An extensive fishing e'stablihinent- áppa lé o tohaVéeeistedon Brddde bly~ for
there are still to be seen thère thé vestiges ofa village, w*iich had perhap'béen f6u'ded
by the Spaniards, and hence the ùame of Spaniard's bay. Th'' villagecoutain% a t Idã¥6
one hundred buildings.

The importance and inexhaustible wealth of the Labràdòr fi rles appear. a
been wéllunderst ood by the Friench from the p'eriod of the fEst settlrhiàt'of 'Cànada, and
many largé seignories were éoaceded'iri thöse lodatíàùs,'by.th-e'Kingé of Fi-ance; tó&èeveaI
of thoir subjects who desired to engage, in the fisheries and carry onthe&fur tiadè'wtlibé
Indians; a'mongst the nunber ére the~Seiniofytof 'Spania-d's'Bg, St. Paat's -iver, the
main land of Mingan, the islands and islets of Mingan, aud: the island of AticostT

At the period of the conquest theFenchwere bligéd to leave th'e!è'dàt of isador,
never to retura; and to abandon for ever the various lucrative fishei-is ihbyKiad'edrried
on there for a very long time.

But the fishermen of the English Colonies rushed in, in crô*d'"s otake'their p-e è and
they there found a vast field open to their spirit of enteFptise. They 'engàgd 'chiefly in
the cod and right whale fishery, the latter being then still tolerably numerous on the north
coast of the strait of Belle-isle.

Soon afterwards a powerfal company was formued atQuebec,: under the zname bf the
Labrador Company,.having for i'ts object'he working'-ofthe sedentary seal-fisheries onthe-
Canadian coast, from- Cape Whittle t, the-frontier.

Nor wcre the salmon fisheries neglected, for, fromthe accounts transmittedAto-u's, it
appears they:then furnished-a most abundant. yield,-in which, ehyear,numbers.offisher.
men fron Nova Scotia and the other En -lish dolonier,-largely-shared.-

After the war of Américan independanceý the Goverbment of the-Utiited-StatesMrhich
had always taken. a deep interet in the-gréat fisheries-and -encouraged-t¥m by every pos-
sible means, because it looked ipon them asgrïat sourcefa6inal ~wealth'and:the best
possible training school for sailors to siipply the; large démaàd f iL -any ad-numbe ess=
nercbant vessels,-reserved for itself.for ever, by a treaty,,that of.1784, the right of fsh-
in common with British- Subjects,: ôn .dearly'the whole of ·the Labrador-coast- from-Mont-
Joli, ten miles east of LNatashquan, to Cape Charles on the Atlantic and thence north to-the:

The Americans were not,lhow ver,'þemitted-
to engage in the salmonfisher-y. -

Therefore it was thît thes&fishérmen,·even after having becomeforeigners, in relation
to us, continued to'freqiient this cast, as!they have done to&this day. 

Within the first few years, however 0 the fishermenof :Nov Sootia have entered into
a vigorous competition with th'emin-thse-very -latitudes, ana ín'act I-bAlieve-the Nova-
Scotians are now the more numerous of the two.

The cod-flshery is their principal'ociipation.
To return to the Labrador Company, I. may ýtie shat'they carried on-the seal'an4
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salmon fisheries for some sixty years, when, finding that these fisheries did not yield a
sufficiently profitable return, the company was dissolved, and its most important posts
transferred to various parties who had settled on the coast.

On the abolishment of the monopoly so long exercised by the Labrador Company over
nearly 200 miles of coast, fishermen, nearly all Canadians, took .possession of the posts
which had been abandoned, and within twenty years their traie increased to two hundred
and fifty.

On the western part of this coast this monopoly had also existed for a long period, to
the benefit of the Hudson's Bay Company, in the seigniory of the mainland of Mingan,
which the company rented and still rents from the proprietors, and in the King's ports,
which they held under a lease from the Government of Canada.

The agents of that powerfulcompany there carried on the fur trade with the Indians,
and the salmon fishery, to the exclusion of all other British subjects who were not their
servants, and what is still worse, they would not permit the latter, as I have already had
frequent occasion to state, to engage in the cod-fishery there.

Happily this exclusion no longer exists, and the good fruits of the liberty now en-
joyed by our fishermen of engaging in the cod, herring and other fisheries, on the coasts
of the Seigniory of Mingan, and of the King's Posts, very soon became manifest; and in
a few years these coasts were covered with cod-fishing establishments, affording employ-
ment to thousands of fishermen.

At the period of my first visit to the coasts included in this third division in 1852,
the population was 1408 souls.

The census returns of 1861 shewed it to be 4413; a very considerable increase (3005
souls) in the space of nine years, which renders it unnecessary for me to say anything
further on this subject.

The fisheries carricd on in this third and last division of Our coaste, are as follows
The spring seal fishery;
The seal hunt on the ice, with vessels, in the spring;
The cod-fishery;
The Fall herring fishery;
The Fall seal fishery;
The salmon and trout fishery.

THE SPRING SEAL FISHERY.

The seals after passinL, the winter in the Gulf,-where, as I have already stated, the
females bring forth their young on the ice, about the month of March,-on the opening of
Spring set out on their return to higher latitudes, and a climate far colder than ours, and
therefore better adapted to the nature of this marine mammifer. It. would appear that
they go as far as the coasts of Greenland, where several varieties of the gadide species,
which are there very numerous, constitute their food.

There are, it is well known, three passages from the Gulf of St. Lawrence to tho open
sea; the Gut of Canso, the narrowest-the middle passage 55 miles in width, between Bel
Cape on the coast of Newfoundland and North Cape, on the Island of Cape Breton, and
the Straits of Belle Isle. It is by the last mentioned arm of the sea that the seals seem
o make their exit in the greatest numbers, in the spring. Large numbers of them may
e ps also pass out by the middle passage, but the latter does not receive much atten-

tion.
Thé animals then follow the coasts of the Straits of Belle Isle, and the inhabitants

of these loca ties set snares, in the form of immense nets, in order to enrich themselves
with their prec' s spoils.

But this prin fishery can only be carried on on a limited scale in Canada for we
hold but a small paY the coast cf the straits cf Belle Isle. Moreover, for some years
back the ie did nlot lþr up ini the spring: until towards the end cf ,Tune, and thus pre-
sented a great obstacle to t1 labors cf our fishermen.

SPRING SEAL HUNT ON THE ICE, WITH VESSELS.

Vessels are fitted out every year for this hunt at the following points -..the north
shore of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, the Bay of Kegashca, the harbor of Natashquan and
Esquimaux Point; the number has steadily increased since 1859.

These schooners carry on their perilous calling very mucli under the sane circum-
stances as the Magdalen Island vessels, engaged in the same pursuit. They enjoy, how-
ever over the latter, the advantage of being to windward of the ice on leaving their ports
of outfit.

This year, eighteen schooners, with an aggregate of 180 hands, and belonging to the-
ports above mentioned, engaged in this hunt. They broughit in a total of 5,15 L seals of
the value of $30,934.

In 1863 the yield was only 3,147 seals, while in 1862 it reached the figure of 13,195.
This shews that the hunt is quite a matter of chance, and that its good success does

not depend solely upon intelligence and activity, which our fishermen are never slow in
exhibiting in such undertakings.

COD FISHERY.

This fish which has seldom commanded a higher pr'-e than this year in our markets,
is found, more or less abundantly, I may say on all the coasts of Canada, extending from
the frontier to Bersimis.

It appears generally about the beginning of June, remains from one to two months
near the shore, and then moves off totake up its abode on banks where the water is deeper,
and which are generally speaking near enough to the shore to enable our fishermen to
reach them in fine weather.

It is when the cod approach the shores in pursuit of the capelan; that the large takes
mentioned in several of my reports, are effected. I have also enumerated therein the
localities to which the cod resort in largest numbers, and wbich, since the discovery of
Canada, have always appeared to be the best fishing grounds for this fish. It is therefore
unnecessary for me to refer to these points again.

I shall then confine myself to the results of this fishery -for the present year ; and
wbat I have to report is not by any means favorable, for this has been one of the worst
seasons we have had for a very long time.

To begin, the cod appeared late on the coast, and in many places did not show itself
at all. In the most celebrated 'fishing grounds, such as Blancs Sablons Bay, Bonne Esper-
ance, Dog Islands, 1Natashquan, and many other posts, the boats took only an average of
15 to 20 quintals of cod each.

Other stations, such. as those between Pigon and Mingan, the Bay of Kegashca, and
Mutton Bay, have been more fertunate, and there the boats succeeded in taking 50
quintals of cod, and even more.

But, on the whole, the season has been a bad one, and many of our outfitters,-more
especially at Moisie, have,, in consequence, suffered h eavy losses.

Scarcity of bait has not been the cause of these bad results, for it was toleraby abun-
dant everywhere. The cod itself failed and did not visit these coasts this vear in its usual
numbers.

But how are, we to account for this change in the habits of tho cod, which induced
them to seek new latitudes for their habitations this year in place of those they had so long
frequented ?

It is very difficult te give a satisfactory answer to this question.
Some assert that the ice which remained so long ln the straits of Belisle, in the spring,

prevented the cod from entering; others allege that the-fish were driven out of their course
by the wind, and I 'should never end if I were to state al the opinions put forth on the
subject.

I think it would require a-more' searching examination into the phenomena accom-
panying themigration of thiecod from the deep water of the sea to t. coasta, than any

49
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that has hitherto been made, to enable us to account for the true cause of the great decrease of
this fish this year, not only on the Canadian coast of Labrador, but also on those under the
jurisdiction of the Govei-ament of Newfoundland.

Generally speaking, the more small fish-caplin, sand eels, and herrings, of which the
cod are very greedy-there are near the coast, the mor-e the cod abound. This ycar, how-
ever, there was an unusual abundance of herring on the Gaspé coast and yet cod was very
scarce ; I speak of the coast from cape Rosier upwards, as far as Matane and even higher up.

The Island of Anticosti, which was neglected until last year as a fishing station, will
now rank under that head in my tables.

The absence of good harbors and the difficulty of approaching the coast in had weather
were the chief obstacles to its establishment as the centre of a cod fishery.

This.fish, having disappeared from several places on the north shore, our fishermen
were compëlled to try their luck elsewhere, and a certain number of them betook them-
selves to the north shore of this island, selecting the fllowing points : Belle Bay, Salmon
River, Bear River Bay, and another bay in the vicinity of Cape Observation.

They have been highly successful, as may be seen frominy tables z.ccomUpanying the
fisheries of their island.

Thirty-six fishing boati took, in the location mentioned above, over 3 500 quintals of
cod, making an average of nearly 100 quintals to each boat

I shall conclude with a statement of, the yield of the cod-fishery on the coast of this
third livision, in 1864, and for several yea-s previous.

This shews that the yield increased more than five-fold, from 1852 to 1861. Since

then it has gradually augmented, until this year, when the ill-success of the fishery bas
reduced it to the figure given above.

MACKEREL PISHERY.

This fish does not frequent the coasts of this division in sufficiently large numbers to
deserve the attention of the fisherman.

In summer it appears, oeve'rtlieless, in some places, such as Little Méatina and the
adjoining coasts, and in fact it. sometincs enters the straits of Belle Isle. It also appears
not unfrequently at Shell-Drake, Lower Moisie, and the Bay of Seven Islands, but not in
large shoals, nor atsuch fixed and certain periods as to enabie our fishermen to adopt this
fishery as a special branch of their calling. -And, generally speaking, it is only. when
they are engagcd in other fisheries that they are fortunate enough to take, with seines, a
few hundred barrels of this fine fish. This year, this fishery has yielded but 350 barrels.

HERRING FISHERY.

This fishery bas been carried on with varied and, generally speaking, very li'ited
success this year, in those places which the herring are;in the habit of visiting at -the close
of the summer and the beginning of autumri, betwëen Shicataca and 'Blancs Sablons Bay

A certain quantity was also taken in the vicinity of Pigon and evén on the north coast
of the island of Anticosti, particularly at Belle-Bay.

NALL SEAL-FISHERY.

I stnted abo've, 'when spèakiig of the spritig séaifishery,;that dis narine m i'mifer
after providing for the re-production of its species in the Gulf, passes out into the treep
Water of'the'sea.

Inuthe Autuían on th'e orêtryr -thy eetrùn othe Gülf, chiefy by the t-aits of
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Belle Isle, and their appearance in these waters is the signal for th ,commencement öf an
active fishery, which is carried on durin the last to: weekO the 'ionth"of lecember.

This fishery was formerly highly productive, and I miglit mehtibn stations ler as
many ai 8600 of thèse.amphibious animals have been captured. Bt it iïportance and
the value of its products have gratly declined within theast fifteen Ymers, for reasons
which I have already _iven in sevèoal f iùy reports.

The principal cause seems to be the excessive nrmnber of establishments now in opera-
tion on the coast.

The noise made, the coming and going of fishing boats, and even the smoke fo;om the
chimnies of the houses, have rendered the seals so timid, that they are now gretly wfraid
to approaclhi.thelcoast very closely, as they did forty ycars a& o. Nown rder to the suc-
cess of the net seal-fishery, it is' absolutely necessary that the shoals of this amphibious
animal should pass quite close to the shore.

Ia accordance with a general law of nature, all animals, both great and small, which
iman has not succeeded in domesticating or bringing into submission so as to render»them
availabile for his use, invariablyfflÿathis aproach, andseekrffue in, region lcr
trust to find an impenetrable asylum and shelter fiom lis attacks.

Striking exmaples of this are afforded in the Gulf.
The porpoise, an amphibious animal now of great value for its skin, which is almost

an inch in thickness, andthe abundance of oil it yields, and which was to be found in
vast numbers in many parts of the'Gulf when these latitudes we'e. first visit~ed bEuro-
peans, has completely disappeared within a'period of less than250 years It has taken
refuge in the polar seas and the unfréqueiuted coasts 6f iHudson's Bay.

The Greenland whale, that valuable cetacea, so gentle by nature, which, owing to its
timidity and the slowness of its movements,,the seaman was enabled to pursue with success,
is now no longer to be seenin the Gufor even on the Atlantie Coa;s nt
inland sea.

And yet it was the large profits resulting from this fishery on the coast of Newfound-
land, in the straits'of Belle Isie and in certain parts of the Gulf, thatattracted tothe coasts
of America the first Europeau vessel manned by the Biscayan* thlise renowned seamen of
former days, who were the inventors of the whale fishery.

Have not the sperm whales nearly all disappeared from the Atlantic, and are not those
who now pursue them compelled to penetrate the fields of polar icé, in order to find
the remnants of the numerous families of these giants of the watery waste that swarmed
in every part of. this seaat the time of the discovery of America.

I could mention manymore cases, but I must curtailimy" remarks.
The seals have alread ãbind6ùd a portion of oùr coast.
At the period of the first 'ii6tléient 6f'Cânada, thUe ascended the river St. Lawrence

as far as Quebec ; and in many parts of it this fishery was carried on, as is clearly proved
by the remains of the furnaces used in metingthe oil, which are founad in many places on
the shores. I:do not::think,' howev.er,. that. we .need .fear that these mammifers will
abandon the. coastaaltogether, for the points they stillifrequentwill neyer be much more.
thickly settled than they are at present.

But what I apprehend is that they may.graduallypass at au increased distance from
our coast in their periodical migrations, and that a portion of our fishermen may thus be
deprived of the reéouröes they dérive froithiffishi&

I cannot give. the yield of .this fishery for this Fall (1864), until next year. The
Fall yield for j-863 was less than half that of the previou.year, 2but.slightly in excess of
that of 1861, as the followingfigùresill shew.

The yield of the Salmon fisherythis year, on the coast with which I am now enga ged
has been on the whole, the least abundant ,Ihave ever known. And the oldest fishermen
do notremember a.year in which this hery..was so unproducti Ve
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I refer more particularly to that part of the coast which extends from Blancs Sablons
Bay to the river Natashquan.

This scarcity of salmon was not confined to our coasts alone. 'The coast of Labra.
dor under the jurisdiction of the Government of Newfoundland, as far as Cape Chudleigh,
suffered in the same way; that is to say, salmon was there extremely scarce and appeared
only at a very advanced period of the season. I received this information from Captain
Dixon, of Halifax, who has for a very long period beeu in the habit of visiting this coast
for the salmon fishery, lis operations extendirg more than three hundred miles beyond.
Cape Charles.

It was also remarked, at several points on the eastern parts of the coast of this divi-
eion, and more particularly in the vicinity of Five Leagues, that the only time when the
salmon appeared in any numbers was in the month of August, while in the western part
nothing extraordinary had been noticed in the habits of this fish. The quantity was,
however. somewhat less than last year.

This deplorable state of things is generally attributed to the extraordinary quantity
of ice with which the waters of the Atlantic coast of Labrador and the straits of Belle
Isle were covered up to a very advanced period of the season, and to the rigor and coldness
of the summer in these latitudes.

Captain Dickson also stated that, on bis way to lis usual fishing grounds, he had been
ice bound up to the 26th July, and that on the 28th of that month snow had fallen on the
part of the coast where he happened to be, to tbe depth of three feet.

Special causes may also have affected the development of the young salmon in many of
the rivers of the coast, causes which we are not in a position to examine, for the facts
which it would be necessary to note in order Lo arrive at a correct conclusion occur in
very remote localities totally uninhabited and therefore difficult of access.

This fish, one of the smallest in Canada, is fouad both in fresh and salt water. Its
average length is 2à inehes. The lower jaw is longer than the upper and the mouth is
directed upwards. The body is as it were naked; in other words, it is not covered with
scaly bands, as are those with three spine. of the svecies described in my Report of last
year. The tail is carenated and covered with scales on each side. The lateral line is clearly
marked, colour brown on the back, and olive on'the sides that are marked with small black
spots, also silvery under the belly.

From the lateral line to the back, there are very distinct diagonal lines.
The ova of the females are yellowish in color, and measure one half line in diameter.
The distinctive character of this species is, that on the back between the head and

dorsal fin there are 10 spinous rays of about one line in length that go alternately from
right to left. These spinous rays are stationary, and can be brought to the level of the
back according to the will of the fish.

The rays of the fins are distributed, as follows

The ventral is composed of a strong spinous ray which attaches itaelf to a bone of
which this fish makes use as a powerful means of defence when so inclined. la a state of
quietude, this spinous ray rests upon a scaly band of the fish. I found a number of spe-
cimens of this variety in the stream called, "l Ruisseau de la Pointe aux Esquimaux."
There is no doubt that it is also found in other parts of Canada. Some are found with
nine spinous rays on the back instead of ten. In its general features, this fish more clear-
ly resembles the ton-spined qasterosteus of Europe, than the western Gasterosteus of Cuvier,
and it is for this reason that 1 have given to it the name of Pungitius. I found in the
same stream, Pointe aux Esquimaux several specimens of a kind of Stickle-Back with 4
spinous rays on the two. first large and the two latter smaller by half, and nearer to
each other. In their general appearance, these sticklebacks are similar to those with fhree
spinous raya. They have the scaly bands on each side. o the body that distinguish the
Gasterosteus 4culeatus. The fins are as follows:

I give a description of this fish which is rarely found on our coast according to a
specimen taken at La Pointe St. Pierre, also procured for me by Mr. Elias Collina.

The body of this fish is of elliptical form and compressed. The line of contour of the
abdomen is more rounded than that of the back.' The nose is pugged. The scales are
amall and scarcely visible. The lateral line rune parallel to the contour line of the back,
but is raised a little higher ana is scealy. There are also two other lines on the aides of
this fish, one straight and deep that runs from the tail to the beginuning of the hateral
line above the pre-operculum, the other lower and less distinct, also deep, commencing at
the lower part of the dorsal fin, and running parallel with the contour line of the abdomen
to the tail. On the back of this fish on each aide, begipning. at. the front part of- the
dorsal fin and extending baekwards, I found on the right side four, and on the left side
twenty-four small apertures that appear to be the orifices of the mucous glands, and over
each of these apertures there is a smaill dimple that rises in the direction of the dorsal
fins. The. eyes are large, the pupil is bluish anud tbhe iris yellow. Double nostrils, small
teeth, very small in the upper and lower jaws, and also in the pharynx. The tongue, is
small and moves easily. The dorsal fin extends from the extremity of the forepart of the
back to the tait; it is composed of three spinous raya, and forty-lve soft rays. The fore-
most rays are longer than the others. In the pectoral fin, there are twenty-five soft rays,
those in the middle being the longest. There la ne ventral fin. I the anal fin, there
are three short spinous rays, the first and third bending backwards, and the second for-
ward; there are also thirty-nine soft rays. The caudal fin is sloping, and is coiposed of
19 + s soft rays. We find on each side of this fish, and particularly in the posterior part,
amali scaly' plates raised up, of a round shape, tLey are visible, and of metallic tint. The
general colour of the Rhombus, is a silvery white on the belly and sides, darker on the
back.

ZoARCEB LABSÂ5US-CUVIER.

French-Zoarcès à grosses lèvres; erroneously called in Canada Chat de
Mer, Congre.

English--Lasrge-lipped Bleung, Ee-shaped Bleung, Thick-lipped el-Pont.
Of the order of Acanthoerygians, of the family of Gobioides, of the genus Zoarcus.
Thie fish which is exclusively found in sea water, is found n all parts of the Guif of

St. Lawrence. Ourfishermen frequently catch them in fishing for cod. It is-however of
no service to them, as the flesh although wholesome and good is but rarely eaten in Canada.

The names of (Chat de Mer and C'ngre given to it by our fishermen are not correct.
The first of these names is better suited to the Anarrhichas Lupus; sud the real Conger
VAlgaris has.never yet been caughlt iln the water of the Gulf. The following are the di-
mensions ofmthe Zoarcus as foundin our waters:

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Betweenethe dorsal andethe·caudal, there are o 7 or 9ýspinous rays, that: is to say'that
these two fins are as it were joined- one to the other by short spinous rays. The mouth is
large, and the lips are thick and hanging. The two jaws are armed with three rows of
strong conical teeth. There are also teeth: onethe. pharyngealebones. The colour is as
follows :-head, blackiEh ; body, olive brown with brownish spots-; the dorsal, olive brown
with blaokish spots on several rays ; the caudal, olive brown, and each ray is spotted
lightly with blck. There is also an anal tubercle.

CTENOLABRUS- UNINOTATUS.

French- Oténolabre Moché.
English-Spotted BergaZi.
Of the order of Acanthopterygians, of the family of Labrid, of tÇe genus Ctenilabrus.
In October last, I procured a specimen of this kind of " Otenilabrus" in Gaspé Basin.

It wàs two and one-half inches in length, and four lines-and one-half in width. Its colour
is olive, its scales small and well defined; the mouth is large, and the eyes black. The
fins in the specimen I procured wre' as follows:

The frontrays of the dorsl,- ventral and anal were spinousi as in the description of

which I gave a détailed account last year. The peculiarityihowever that distinguishes this
kind and-to which isname can be attributed, is a blueish:spot;of oval form-of about one
lino; in diameter on the three first soft rays of the dorsal fin. Several naturalists assert that
this fish is nothing moretthau the young of the Ctenùabru s Ciayset which at the age of
matnrity loses the spot;peculiar to-the Ctenolabre mouché.; while others maintain, that it
is a-distinct fish'that never reaches a large size. I am iclined to agree with those who
offër the lâtter opinión bedause Cuvier's views are in my favour, and-such-an=authority is
very valdible. Moreover, the habits of this little·fish and the kind of water it frequents,
are.the same as those of the Ohayset.

HYODON TERGISUS.

French-Ryodon. In Canada, Laquaiche. The "voyageurs" of the North
call them Nacaiche.

This fish;of-which.probably there are several varieties in Canada, is peculiar to:the
fresh waters of America. The kind taken in the river St. Lawrence so much resembles
that described by Le Sueur under:the title of hyodon tergisus, that I thought it prudent to
describe it under the(name. In the colour, and in the number of fins, there may however
be some difference. This fish might also be elassed with Richardson's f:Tyodon Chrysopsis,
which is7,by him described as frequenting the fresh waters:of the northern parts of this con-
tinent, were if not that there is a difference in the number of spinous rays in the dorsal
fih and iài the sizé of the fish, which is greater than that of the H'odoni of the St: Law-
renee.~ äOr logudiché iight -b a kind -f fish not yet described and what'leads me to be
of that opinion is, that ùéither De Kay nor Storer have alluded to the longitudinal= bands
wiàh which this fish is marked on the sides. They may perhaps have composed their
descition accordilig to astuffed specimen in which the true coloiirs of the fish are séarcely
seen. In my casé. I oan assert that I studied he formWof a specimenust taken out of the
wäter.

The dorsal fin is two and a half feet iià rear of the head, and near the caudal-fin,
while the ventral is at an equal distance from- both the pectoral and the anal, the latter
being placed under the dorsal. The two extreme rays of the caudal and the first rays of
the other fins are covered with bifid seales, that give them a rugged apearance, which has
even induced more naturalists to assert that there are two distinct rays in each of the
first.

The color of the Lepisosteus is a dirty yellow, but darker in the fore part of the body.
This fish is good to eat, but I am not aware that it has yet been adopted as an article

of food in Canada. On the contrary, it is rejected with disgust as if it were unfit te eat
or unwholesome. This is certainly not the case.

PLATASSA PLANA.-MITCHELL.
French-Plie.
English-Flatfsh, Flounder.

Of the order of Malacopterygians of the fainily of Pleurenectes, of the genus Platessa.
This variety of the family of Pleuronectes appears to be one of the most common in

the Gulf of St. Lawrence. I found it on the coast of Gapé, in La Baie des Chaleurs, and
on the coast of Labrador. It is an excellent fish for.eating purposes, although unfortu-
nately it is not generally used as food.in Canada.

It is generally used, however, as manure. For my part, I have always found it to be
wholesome food and as.delicate in taste, in my opinion, as the Sole of Europe. The fish
found on rocky or sandy bottoms are alwaye preferable to those caught on muddy bottoms,
the latter contracting a flavour when they have remained there for some time.

in front of the caudal fin, there is a spinous ray nearly hidden which is directed for-

wards. It must be remarked that this fish has cnly two sides of the body symmetrical, in
the same way as all the family to which it belongs, and its eyes are on the right side of the
body. Its colour on the right side, or on the back as it is generally called, is a greenish
brown small dark spots, but in many individual cases, these spots are not visible. More-
over, the colour of the Platessa varies accrding to age, and according to the nature of the
bottoms it frequents. The left side or the belly is white. The average length of this kind
of Platessa is from 10 to 15 inches. It spawns in the spring near the shore.

ACIPENSER BREVIROSTRYS.

French-L'Esturgeon d museau court, Le Grand Esturgeon.
English-Short nosed Sturgeon.

This kind of Sturgeon is undoubtedly the largest -fish in the River St. Lawrence or
tributaries, and we might even say, of al] the fresh waters of the interior. It frequently
reaches an enormous size, and some have been caught méasuring from 9 to 10 feetin length,
but its:ordinary size is from 5 to 6 feet;. It appears to'have been clearly established that
thie variety of the Sturgebn, studied by lesuëur the Naturalist, is peculiar te North Ame-
rica, although an attempt has been made to clasitwith-the European variety known as the
Com;Mon &turgeo :,(A.ci;enser Sturio). Itnoannet be classified with -or mistaken for tbe
Grand Esturgeon (Acipenser Fluvo of Linnous) which ià found in the Volga, the Don,
and some other rivers that-fall into the Caspian Sea. Thé latter has a different kind of
snout, and rather shorter, perhaps, than our species-; but it is much larger, because they
have been known to reah15- feet in lengthl andto weigh as much as .2:000 ibs. IThe
Caviar, which is a delicate food much sought for in the East,;of which a large trade is
carried on in Rusia, Turkey, and even Italy, iîënothing ele but the1 eggs of this fish;
pickled by a peculiar process. And Ichthyocolle CIsinglses) the preparation o9fwhich is

68
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almnost monopolised by Russia, is the natatory bladder of this fish cleaned and dried. Isin-
glass may, however, also'e 'made from other, eartilaginousfish as the Ray and Squalus.

It is to be regretted that as yet, we have not thought in Canada, of atnempting the
manufacture of this article of commerce, as well as common fish glue, aswe have two kinds
of Sturgeon in our largo and .small rivers, and a smaller. kind, it is stated, in our lakes.
The squalus andaray are also found on our coasts. Let us hope that a branch-of industry,
which.could furnishl us with articles of daily consumption, now îimported from'foreign
coantries will soon be introduced, among us It can only assist in- the develpment of our
fisheries.

Thé "the short nosed sturgeon,' so well described by Lesueur, is elongated inthe
body, and covered with horny tubereles, the number of which vary according to the age of
the fish. It is found in all parts of the River St. Lawrence. It is caught in both stake
and seine nets. The fishermen of Qnebec have given it the name of Coureur. Its flesh
althongh wholesome is not so agreeable to the taste as that of the short nosed sturgeon
above described. As a general rule it is lot much used as food.

SIR,-I have the honor herewith to present to you Part II of the Miscellaneous
Statistics of Canada, for 1865, being a Summary of the Municipal Returns for the past
year. It is given in a condensed form, in accordance with the desire of the Joint Com-
nittec of Parliament on Printing, and it is only proposed to prepare the extended Returns

for the press once in every four or five years. The manuscript copies are, however, kept
in the office in a form available for reference.

LOWEt CANADA.

The Returns for Lower Canada are more perfect than they were last year, but they
are not yet so complete as it is hoped they will be in future years. It should be remem-

bered that this is only the second time that any compilation relating to that section of the

Province has been made.
UPPER CANADA.

The first four columns are amongst the most important, viz., the number of Acres

Assessed, the number of Rate-payers Assessed, and the assessed value of Real and Personal
Property; and great care has been taken to make these, especially, as perfect as possible.
A great deal of correspondence has been held with the several Municipal Officers respecting
them wherever there appeared any doubt as to the accuracy of the Returns, or any
discrepancy between them and those of the previous ycar. The consequence has been that
not only the Returns for 1864 may, it is believed, be safely relied upon, but that severai
inaccuracies in those of 1863 have been discovered, which have been amended in the
figures for that year, as given for comparison in the present Statements. Still there are
many glaring inconsistencies between the Returns of the two years, which, in some
instances, have certainly arisen from a revision of the scale of assessment in the latter year,
in consequence of the gencral distribution of our former compilation having called attention
to the unequal system as pursued in different Municipalities.* Much, however, still
remains to be done before any trustworthy comparison between the wealth and resources
of different sections of the country can bc instituted from these Returns. The inequalities
in the modes of assessment in different Townships in the same County are, to a certain
extent-thouglh imperfectly--remedied by the action of the County CouncilI in equalizing
the several Rolls for the purpose of levying county rates; but very siiilar differences
exist between-the Counties themselves. I append a Statement shewing the average rates

It is perhaps necessary to add with respect to two other columns, viz., " Amount of Municipal
Loan Fund Debentures," and "Interest over-due," that the figures are given as returned by the
municipalities and that some municipalities have made no returns. The debentures issued to the
municipalities can of course be given from our books, but the amount of sinking fund at their credit
(if any) and the arrears of interest due on this account cannot be exactly known until the revision of
the Municipal Loan Fund accounts now in progress bas been completed.

per acre at which the land is assessed in the Townships of the several Counties, and also
the average assessment per rate-payer, distinguishing those in the Townships from those
in the Cities, Towns and Villages. The great differences which appear between Counties
in other respects nearly similarly circumstanced, indicate au imperfection in our present
system of Municipal assessment, which is well worthy of enquiry whilst a revision of the
existing law is under consideration.

It is only riglit to acknowledge here the readiness with which the County Clerks have
attended to all the numerous enquiries made of them, involving, as they frequently have
done, correspondence between them and the clerks of the varicus Manicipalities. The
information they have thus furnished is of great value to the country, but the law which
requires them to supply it does not allow them any remuneration.

Sn,-In obedience to instructions received from your Department, dated January,

ultime, directing me to make a Special Inspection of the Free Ports of Gaspé and the Dis-
tricts attached thereto, to enquire generally iuto the operation of the system in force-
alleged smuggling and other matters connected therewith-and to report to you, for the
information of the Honorable the Minister of Finance, I beg therefore to state:-

That I proceeded as soon as possible frôm Quebec (having gone to Montreal to make
preparations for a long winter journey)-after having had the benefit of a protracted con-
ference with yourself-to Rivière du Loup ; and there ascertaining that the Metapedia
road to Restigouche was not passable with horses, by reason of late, heavy faills of snow
(the last mail having been carried by dogs), I decided to travel by New Brunswick, the
more, as I am instructed to 'visit the Ports of that Province and learn on the spot if there
were grounds for the complaints of contraband trade from the District of Gaspé, intending
to return by Métis and the south shore.

My route lay by Lakes Temiscouata and Madawaska to the St. John, then to Wood-
stock and Frederickton, thence northerly to Miramichi and Bathurst, along the Bay des
Chaleurs to Dalhousie, up the Restigouche River to Campbelltown, thence over to Cross-
point, on the Canada side, and, following the north shore of the Bay, passed Carleton,
New Richmond and New Carlisle, on the way to Percé and Gaspé Basin, stopping at each
place to collect information from Custom House Officers, merchants and settlers, on the
subject of my mission.

The roads were very heavy, the effect of recent snow storms; my progress was, couse-
quently, slow and unpleasant. I found it necessary to travel by the stage three whole
nights, and part of others.

I shall confine myself in this Report to that illicit trade said to be carried on with
New Br'unswick, from Gaspé, as it was the first matter I enquired into.

I called on the Collector of Customs (styled Deputy Treasurer)! at Fredericton and
informed him of the object I had in view. Hie stated that there:was no smuggling at that
Port from Gaspé. I did not think- there was, as there is little or no communication
between them.

The Collector at Chatham, ?Miramichi," on whom I called, said there undoubtedly
was some illicit traffic, especially in spirits, put up in fish and oil barrels, from the Frec
Port into the Miramichi, in fishing boats, by night; but he had made-seizuxcs. I requested
him to put his opinions on paper, which he did-Please see letter amieied, No. LIilso
Waited on the Colleçtor at Bathurst 9p arrival, Ee tated to 1me tha# one-fourth of the
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goods iniported within his survey, but not in that town, werc smuggled from Gaspé; and
lie lad so reported to the Provincial Treasurer at the Seat of Government, but he had not
:.su iicient îumber of Coast Officers to prevent it. Some of his opinions are also reduced
Io writing, in Appendix No. 2.

My next visit w.s to the Collector of Dalhousie. He said it was a fact that a contra-
hind trade, on a snall scale, was constantly carried on from the District of Gaspé to places
within bis survey. Ie nentioned instances-one of a hogshead oflBrandy, another of two
puncheons ofi Riumn and four boxes of Tobacco ; again, several cases of spirits had beei
sinuggled to the New Brunswick side-but lie had not nieans at comnand to prevent it,
and had made no seizures. Ie had been written to from headquarters on this subject and
had reported the truc : tate of affairs. lie idded hc was on the look-out for forty cases of

Gin wlic*h he heard were about to be brought over the ice from Carleton. Ie inforied
ne thiat he believcd a great deal of goods were transported froni the Frec Ports to the
Canadian side of the Restigouche, outside the limits, wlerc lunbering is carried on, and
larded without payment of duty. Ie was of opinion that the Officers were not sufficiently
on the atltr ; that the limiîs of the Frec Ports should be restricted; and that a Supervisor
of the whole District and Islands ought to be appointed. He has since written me a letter,
which is au interesting one, as he is a most intelligent officer.-Appendix No. 3.

Next day I calied on the (llectorof Campbelltown, the most western port of New
Brulînswick, and lie told ne ho bolieved there was no smugglin g of any consequence froin
the District of G aspé into bis survcy. However, on one occasion ho had reason to know
that two casks of spirits were landed on the Canada side of the Restigouche (the boundary
.etween the tweo Proviuces), ii .,rder to be afterwards brought across the river and illegally
landed, which lie supposed had been dune, and without detection. He added that what-
ever smnuggling existed was in liquors.

Bcfore lcaving Ncw Brunswick I wrcte to the Collectors at Caraquet, Shippegan, She-
diac, Richibucto and St. John, as it was fnot necessary and wculd occupy too muca time to
visit thcm; but have only, as yet, heard from the two latter, whose letters-Nos. 4 and 5-
arc appended.

The conclusion I have arrived at respecting this illicit traffic from the Free Port of
Gaspé into the neighboring Province, after due deliberation, is, that it exists to a consi-
derable extent. In addition to the statements I have elicited, before alluded to, I beg to
say that, before leaving Quebec, I was told by a respectable young man from Bay Chaleurs,
that lie lad occasionally scen a hogshead of Gin put on board a fishing boat at New Car-
lisle, whicli irmediately started for the New Brunswick side. The Sheriff of the County
told Mr. Mann, Revenue Officer at Carleton (as the latter informed me), that he was awarc
that a fishing boat, ladea with casks and cases of spirits and other goods, regularly left
New Carlisle or Paspebiac once a week for the opposite shore ; that ber rigging was some-
times altered to avoid notice or detection. While in Dalhousie, N.B., a hotel.keeper told
me (not knowing my business) that he had soon to go over to the Canada side for a hogs-
head of Brandy, which he intended to bring in and land at night.

I shall not. in this report, offer suggestions regarding check or prevention, as I have
not yet had time to analyze the information I have collected, or to put my own thoughts
on the subject into shape. I have seen and heard enough to convince me that the privi-
leges of the Froc Port are abused ; that smuggling is carried on out of the District, to
New Brunswick, and by the St. Lawrence into Canada; that the facilities for doing so are
very great; and that it is time a stop were put to such demoralizing and fraudulent
practices; an object which, in my humble opinion-by the introduction of some changes,
boih Departmental and in the present mode of discharging official duty-can be, in a great
measure, accomplished.

The whole, nevertheless, respectfully submitted.

SIR,-In answer to your letter of the 10th inst., I have to state that (beyond one
instance of seizure of a cask of Gin brought in a small vessel from Gaspé to Shippegan,
there concealed under ship-knees, and thence to this port), nuthing, fron reliable informa-
tion, has been rua into Miramichi.

But from common rumor I am convinced that illicit traffie is carried on to a grent
extent between Gaspé and some of the outports to the northward, being conveyed by small
craft or boats from Gaspé to New Carlisle and concealed under shingles, and then to their
destination.

Mr. Willeston, being very unwell, has requested me to work for him.

SIR,-In reply to your letter of 18th inst., relative to alleged smuggling between the
Frec Port of Gasp6 and this Province, I beg to inform you that such illicit tiade is carried
on, to a great extent, in open boats, principally by the inhabitants residing ou the sea coast.

In my opinion the facilities for carrying on smuggling ara so great that no mode of
pravention can be successfully adopted on this side, and, therefore, I know of no remedy
to suggest, excepting the abrogation of the Free Ports.

SrR,-In reference to your inquiries respecting the tra le of this Port, as affected by
the Free Port of Gaspé, I beg leave to state, at first an attempt was made to take advantage
of the Free Port to import goods generally by entering them at Gaspé and then removing
themn to and landing them at Carleton, to await a favorable opportunity for transport
hither, of which I received information, and being thus set on the alert, succeeded in
thwarting the parties interested. Since then the illicit traffic has been principally con-
fined to spirituous liquors and wines, in fishing boats and small crait in summer, from
Paspebiac, Maria and Carleton, and upon the ice in winter.

The extensive sea-board offering tempting facilities for such an enterprisa, and which
with ordinary means it is now impossible to control.

I was requested by the head of my Department, about the close of the navigation in
1863, to report on the subject; to which I responded that in addition to this traffic in
spirituous liquors, there had always been frec intercourse and exchange of commodities
between the inhabitants in Canada and those in New Brunswick, bord-ring the-Restigouche
and Chaleurs Bay; that was unrestrained because uncontrollable and consequently not
considered demoralizing; that did not materially affect the revenue of either Province ; and
I niay now add, that the smuggling of spirituous liquors is increasing, and threatens.to
assume a magnitude that will require the appoiment of an experiepced, competent and
effiidnt officer, with the means of removal:from plade toi place, at his'disposal; and power
to exercise a general supervision to subdue, and I humbly subniit toaenable himito-do so
effectually, it will be necessary for the Legislature to'restriet the importation of spirituous
liquors and wines to the Port of Gaspé proper, and-that a special cortespondence by iail
should be maintained between the Gaspé o&caand the different places for which spirits are

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shipped in addition to the regular.customs clearance, say by forwarding triplicate Master's
inanifest or contents, or otherwise.

From their reports I gather that there is much smuggling carried on in boats, whicl
cean land at varions coves and inlets on our shore, and which it is impossible to prevent or
even check without such a staff of officers as would be too expensive for the Province ; and
unless it can be prevented by some means of the Canadiaqi Government, we must continue
to suffer damage froin the Free Port of Gaspé.

The Seaso.-On Monday, and particularly on Monday night, we had a severe blow
from the north and northwest; this caused a heavy drift. It was also intensely cold.

The mail due from the southward on Tuesday morning did not reach Chatham until
Thursday morning. Considerable snow fell on Tuesday and Thursdav, and on the latter
there was a heavy drift. It is very difficult to get on with the out door work of the country.

NEW BRUNSWICK.

Ieavy Stori.-On Sunday night a snow storm commenced which lasted, without
intermission, until this morning. The wind blew heavily, and in some places the drifts
are very large and have so completely blocked up the roads that travel will be delayed for
some days. The mail which left the St. John Oflice last night for Frederickton, and for
the westward, could only get as far as Fairville, where they encointered drifts as higli
almost as the telegraph wires, and, finding it impossible to proceed, they returned to the
town again until this morning.

The mail from Frederickton did not reach town until 3.30 r.xi., an d the American
mail had not arrived when we went to press.--Globe, February 14.

Late European News.-Last week we announced that the steamer Europa had arrived

at Halifaz on Sunday. This vessel did arrive at noon on Tbursday week, and, had the
roads been as they generally are, the mail would have been here on the day mentioned,
but, instead of this, it did not reach Chatham until Tuesday morning. This shows what
a wretched condition the roads were in. If there be one class of men more than another
that deserve our sympathies and forbearance this winter, it is the couriers-they have had
a hard time of it contending against storm after storm, aui succession of bad roads, owing
to heavy'falls of snow and heavy drifts.

SiS,-We have now the honor to report, that, acting upon special instructions, we

visited the Free Port of Sault St. Mary on the 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th of October, 1862;
and subsequently, the Free Port of Gaspé, in the latter case traversing first by'water 1nd
then by land, the whole Canadian coast of thé Bay of Chaleurs to Percé, and thence along
the Gulf coast to Gaspé Basin, which place we left on the 31st of October in the same year.

As we have understood our instructifons, onveyed first verbally by the Honorable the
Minister of Finance, and further býy your lettei withýb hièh we were hoùoredaomu:our return
from the Sault St. Mary, under date the 14th October, e er to enquir . As to
how far the objects aimed at in establishing the Free torts had been attained.

2nd. As to what intercourse has taken place between the Free Ports and other portions
of the Province.

3rd. Whether smuggling out of the Free Forts has been carried on; with the best mode
of preventing or checking the evil.

As we have no authoritative statement as to the objects which were aimed at in estab-
lishing the Free Ports other than those stated by the advocate of the measure iu Prlia-
mënt, we have had recoùrse to the Parl aentary Debate éas our only source of iafon
tion on that point.-

So far as we have been able to gather then, the main objects have been, in respect.of:the
Sault St. Mary, to encourage the settlement of our westeri territory, to-foster the mining lu-
terests, to facilitate trade with the Red River settlementsadthe Norhwest to encourage
the fisheries on Lakes Hutonand Superiôr,and'to establihÈ - markeiatwEich the miners on
the American shores of Lake Superior might find'itadvantageous to purchase their -spplies.

As respects the Free Port of Gaspé, thé obj;ects appear to have°takdn a widerscô.pe . foi-,
in additiua to the anticipation that the settlement of the«-country would be promlote,- that
the fisheries woula be materially encouraged by the- bounty-which the purchase ofsuppheis
free 01 daty would give, it was also expected that an ext.esifve;commercial mart would be
establisheu at Gaspé Basin, to which foreigners engaged- in the disheries-would resort for
thèir supplies, at which a market would be estaelishea fr the durn s andgig ' ish, and
which would be frequented by foreign shipping fur the interuhange of roeigo produce for
the produce of our tisheries.

As described in the Proclamation, the Free Port of Sault St. Mary euibraces not less
than 80ù miles of coast, not couuting the dumëfous amall islan.s northe bays and indenta-
tions. About 400 miles are east of the Falls of St. Mary and the remainder is on Lake Supe-
rior. The eastern portion is inore o'rles~e oupièd byse'tilements 3 selpeled itistrie,
but rising in importance by the gradual-dèvelpmoent f'té niniing, singandagriculturai
interests which are gradually extending andnriay rësòiiaTjb e eêx'éàtëdtöcòtifùteat
no distaut period, an important group of interests.

So far s
can be ascertained the lande available for settleaent on thése roadsaie being taken -up)
actual settleis, and ic is probable that, at no distant day, this section will beoccupiedby a
large population engaged in agricuiturai pursuits, and whoïrill fnd a market for tièiï sur-
plus produce at the mines with which they will be in close proximity. -

We had an opportunityof conversing with sorhe of thesettlers 'who gave us a very
favorable account or heir lanÏd, hicl-tliefdsii6eç- as of a productive character, and
weil calculated to repay rl labors of the- husbandnan. The acquisition of the Great
Manitoulin Island, whicha s spoed tocntain upwards of 100000 acres of land suitabo
for cultivation, will greatly increase the imporaý , of- tlie aricultural interesta of this
section ofthe Province.

The fiseries o-Lake Superior, at the Sault St. Mary,at Lonely sland, and indeed
in al~W ïteisf Ik üroiilûded*itiiIt limits of the- Fre Pot- district, are
of great value, and will unquestionably increase. The entire' mining interests, of the
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Western Province are also .within the limits; and there are. immense. fore ts which aie
becoming of great value, as the operations of the;lumberer: are fewer northward: and.west-
ward by the progressive disappearance of the nearer forest before the ma. ch ofsettlement.
The limits of this Free Port includes material wealth which the energiesof a nation might
be worthily employed to develope, as well as a territory. sufficiently large and productive
for the support of a large population.

We find, by the public accounts, that the cost of the custom house at this port, in

It will be admitted that the salaries are sufficiently low ; but it is to be observed that

both Mr. Wilson and Mr. Ironsides aie paid for other services besides these rendered to
the Custom Hlouse. The former has a salary from the Crown Lands Departnient, andthe
latter draws a salary from the Indian funds. It is also to be noted that Mr. Davis has
never entered upon the duties of bis office, having been incapacitatedtherfor by illness.

Mr'. Gibbard, who is Inspector of Fisheries for this part of the Province- and
is constantly passing from one part of the coant to anether with his boat's- crew is
also a preventive officer, aud as such renders very important preventive services, for whieh
he receives no remuneration.

Of the imports in 1862, at the date of our visit, nearly $30,000 hadý been for account
of the Hudson's Bay Company, in which we estimated the duties at.$6,206.
The whole duty on the goods entered here in 1861 would bave been.............$S 16,056

It is, perhaps, true that some interests are benefited -by this remission -of duty-on the

goods going into ceonsumption within the limits of the Free Port. The mining interest is
benefited by escaping duty dn its machinery, tools and supplies. The general consumer
saves something by escaping the. tax on tea, sugar, liquors, &c., for, those goods are
undoubtedly cheapened in soné degree by the remission of the duty imposed onthem in
other parts of the country.

But this cheapening does not occur to the extent which appears to bave been antici-
pated-by thé originators of the Frée Port policy, nor.t t h etent which might be infer-
red from the amount of duty lost to the revenue. The price of cIotliinge does not appear
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to have been, in any great degree, reduced; tea lias been cheapened by about 20 per cent.;
gin, from 30 to 40 per cent.; and wine about 20 per cent., while but little effect has been
produced on the price of sugar.

The price of the main necessaries of a settler's life have not been, nor could they be,
affected by relieving the trade of this district from Customas duties, because they were free
by tariff before that policy had effect, and wc feel persuaded that no material stimu-
lus has been given to the settlement of the country by the adoption of that policy, nor do
we believe that the aid thereby afforded to mining operations bas had any such effect on
that branch of industry as will justify the risk of contraband transactions, such as we shall
presently show to be probable.

We could not discover that any trade between the Free Port and the Red River Set-
tlements had yet taken p:ace. As has already been stated, the Hudson's Bay Companiy
have been the chief imiporters of dutiable goods, and those goods have chiefly gone to Fort
William; the duty on themu would have been about $6,000.00. We are not aware that
auny provincial interests have been promoted by this sacrifice, nor do we think it likely
that this branch of trade has had any tendency to promote commercial transactions between
Canada and the British settlements in the Northwest Territory.

Some purchases appear to have been made at the village of St. Mary for Ainerican
vessels trading to Lake Superior. Those purchases, however, have been ofvery limited extent
aund they are the ouly iudications which we discovered ofthe existence of any trade between
the Free Port and mining districts of the United States.

With so wide a frontier as that embraced within the Free Port of Sault St. Mary and
the district attached thereto, to every portion of whieh the trader is permitted to carry
goods for the purpo-e of trading with settlers, Indians, or fishermen, it would be almost
impossible to iiaintain such a preventive service as would guard against the removal of
goods with a view to introducing them into other porticas of the Province. On the other
hand, the shores of the Georgian Bay aud of Lake Huron, bordering the fertile and popu-
lous counties of Huron, Bruce, Grey, and Simcoe, with numerous bays and. indentations,
afford abundant opportunities for smuggling goods intoa population of more than 150,000 peo -
ple who are rapidly increasing by the settlement of the Saugeen Peninsula. To guard against
the extension of contraband trade along so extensive a coast would require a very great
extension of the Custoi House service as well as the aid of officers afloat; this extension
would involve a very cunsiderable additional outlay, perhaps of as large a suni as that now
lost to tle revenue by the rernission of duty.

FREE PORT OF GASPÉ.

As described in the Proclamation, thie Free Port of Gaspé, with the district attached
thereto, has a coast line on the peninsula of Gaspé of about 250 miles, and on the north
shore of about 500 miles, together with the tsland of Anticosti and the Magdalen Us-
lands.

Within these limits the undermentioned Port and Sub-ports are maintained for the tran-
saetion of Customs business, which is in this case chiefly the collection of statistic:

Of this foreign tonnage entering and clearing at Gaspé in the two years named, 4,979
tons has belonged to the United States, 29 tons to France, and .572 tous to Norway

While at Gaspé Basin we closely enquired -into the general manner of conducting the
business of the port, and we carefully inspected the books which are there kept.

With. respect to te general management of the port, we findthat tie examination of
packages h-as been altogther dièorn'tiniied,under tielinpresintlt it ins s<dme un-
necessry since no .dtie várito be ollecteé.

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and certainly we can not understand vhy a vessel should b required to sail a hundred
milcs, and, in some cases, even a greater distance out of her course, in order to report at
Gasp6 Basin, if she is not there to bc searched and the truth of ier report verified. Other-
wise the ship might as well go direct to her destination and sent her report by mail.

We now beg to refer to document H, 1 and 2, for an exhibit of the number and ton-
nage of vessels which have been diverted from their course by the necessity of reporting at
Gaspé Basin in 1861 and 1862; and in doing so we beg to direct attention to Mr. Belleau's
remark, that they have never been detained in any case half-an-hour by the Custon louse;
a detention certainly not indicative of a very rigid seareh.

The books have been kept in a satisfactory manner, but of course the value of their
contents is altogether dependent on the correctness of the returos which have been made
under the soeiuwhat unsatisfactory conditions above related.

We have much satisfaction in reporting that the Collector and his subordinates are
intelligent and fearless in the discharge of their duties.

If the precaution against smuggling out of the Free Port, which we believe to b
necessary, were taken, we do not think that any further reduction of the number of .em-
ployés cau be effected. But if, on the other hand, it should be determined that the
search of vessels and gouds is not essential to the safety of the revenue elsewhere, and that
the maintenance of a customs establishment is only necessary for the collection of statistics
from such returns and reports as the ship-masters choose te make, then we are of opinion
that oue officer at each of the ports, where vessels are permitted to clear and enter, would
be sufficient for every such purpose.

We have already stated that we proceedced by water fromu Gasp6 Basin to the head of
the Bay Chaleurs, returning by land. The extreme point which we visited was Cross
Puint, on the Restigouche River. This is the residence of Mr. John Fraser, who is also
the oßioer in charge at New Carlisle, distant from Cross Point about 65 miles.

The name of Mr. Fraser also appears in the public accounts in coanection with the
Sub-ports of Carleton and New Richmond, as well as with that of New Carlisle, and the

There is also a preventive officer at Cross Point, Mr. Bonsteed, who receives a salary

of $300 per annunm. This officer has a range of 26 miles of frontier to guard, which is
outside the Free Port limits. This wide extent of frontier is not likely to be very effi-
ciently guarded lor so siall a consideration, consequently, the intercourse between it and
the adjacent Province of New Brunswick, is alin ost as unrestricted as it is with the Frec
Port. It is true there arc but few inhabitants, but it is said that numerous settlers have
gone in with a vicw to takiug up land on thé new colonization roads.

Our visit to Cross Point was chiefly for the purpose of meeting Mr. Fraser, who, we
were inforned when at Paspebiac, had left his ofice to return home. Unfortunately, we
did not succecd in meeting him, having crossed him on the road:both going and returning

Returning along the coast by land, we avai!ed ourselves of every opportunity to col-
leet information on the several matters upon which we are directed to report. We sought
it froi the merchants, thç farmers, the- small traderS, and from the fisherm:en.
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We shall now procecd to state, in general terms, the results of our enquiries, and the
deductions we have drawn therefrom

We were told by the merchants at Gaspé, at Percé, at New Carlisle, and at Paspebiae
that the whole advantage of the removal of the customs duties was given to the consumuers,
that the price of goods had been abated to that extent, that the fishermen had received
immense benefits therefrom, that their circumstances had been materially improved, and
that the fisheries had been greatly encouraged and stimulated.

On the other hand, such of the comsuming classes as we had an opportunity of con-
versing with-and they include many persons -of intelligence-just as strongly insisted,
that except a reduction in the price of spirituous liquors, which they looked upon as any-
tbing but an advantage, no perceptible reduction in -the price of goods lad taken place.
They say thatthe principal business bas been inonopolized by a few merchants, mostly
distinguished as the " Jersey Houses," who command large capital, and with. whom it is
useless for smallcapitalists to attempt competition.; that those monopolists practically control
the price of fish, which theyregulate by an understanding among themselves; tbat the
fishermen, who are generally improvident, are usually fitted out by these houses,: who also
make advances (in goods) to the fishermen during the winter on account of tie succeeding
season's fishing, and thereby obtain entirc control over them and their property, and gene-
rally take care so to determine the price of the fish on the one hand, and of the supplies
on the other, as to give them, (the merchants) the whole season's catch for what it costs
the fi3herman to live through the year.

Probably the truth is somewhere between the two statements. The people have,. no
doubt, been disappointed ; they were led ta believe that all the-necessaries oflife would bc
cbeapened by the cstablishmcnt of the ]?ree Port, forgetting that the main7 necessaries could
not thereby be affected-; flour, pork, grain of all kinds, cattle, lumber, and, indeed, all the
principal articles of consumption were free before the new policy came -into effect, so also
were the supplies essential to the fisheries, such as twine, cod-lines, and seines. Ship
building materialswere equally frac. Tn the prices of these articles, therefore, the free
port system could make no change.

It so happened that almost simultaneously with the establishment of the Free PForts
the American Rebellion caused a great advance in the price of cotton goods, whichxmore
than counterbalanced the remission of duties. la this advance woollen and linen: goods
to some extent sympathired, and as the cause of this advance was but little considered, it
has been broadly asserted thqt-the duties remittcd on goods of theirelasses bas goneentirely
into the pockets of the merchants.

A reduction in the price of wines. and spirituous liquors has admittedly:taken place,
not to-an amount equivalent to the duties remitted, but enough ta make the reduction de-
cidedly felt. But this reduction, the more intelligent of those with whom- we conversed
looked upon as apositive injury. They say that gin and whiskey are the bane of the fish-
ermen, and that every obstacle should be placed in the way of their use.

A careful sifting of the evidence we have collected bringsus tc the conclusion, that
there has been but little reduction-in the price of woollen clothing or in:boots fand shoes,
but that sone abateient bas been made in the prices of sugars, molasses, and tea, especially
whens purchased for cash but there are very féwfishermen who can go to the merchant
with cash.in their hands. The business is done by barter, and the outfit is advancedbefore
the fish:are caugbt which are to;pay for it. The result is thatpracticlly, againtal offish
willI not bring to the fisherman any greater quantity either. of necessaries or;luxuñies than.
it did formerly; hence we arrived at the conviction, that while the more independent -and
well-to-do fis'hermen,who can purchase on terms approximating to cash paynents, do par-
ticipate with the merchants in the reduced prices ofthe:goods freed fron duty, the great
body of them who are, unfortunatelyiliving from lhand to mouth, are not benefited in any
imaterialdegree. The chief advantage has:gone to the.principal merchants.

Perhaps, although the advantages thus enjoyed are chiefly=felt by thodeading nerchants,
they may.still:have the-effect of encouragingthe prosecution of thefisheriehsby aiducing
more eagernPss for the business, and a greater disposition ta adventure. We thiÀk this
may betrue but we do not believetbat tlieeffect thus praduced hasbeen very cousidera
ble, or isuffiaient initself:to justify the exéptional policy whichhas been d pted with
ail the risks af contraband trade to which we shal presently refer
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The establishment of a central mart to which forcign shipping would resort for the
purchase of fish and ship's stores, and to which the forcign fishermen would also resort for
the purchase of supplies, has not been accomplished, and when we examine the surrounding
circumstances it is not difficult to account for the failure.

The merchants who conduct their business at Gaspé Basin, hold strongly to the opinion
-tbat the limits of the Free Port ouglit to have been confined to that locality:s This, they
say, would have created there a centre of trade to wbich foreign vessels would have resorted.
At least, one of those gentlemen holds that the Canadian fishermen sbould have nothing to
do with the export business. They require, lie says, all their capital in the business of
catching and curing, and it is tlicir interest to sell to the foreigner at their own doors in-
stead of embarking capital in distant trade adventures. He argues that it would be most
advantageous to make Gaspé Basin-which is truly a most excellent barbor-tbe great fish
market of Canada, as St. John is that of .Newfoundland.

But, on the other band, we met with gentlemen interested in the trade of other parts
of the coast who hold very different opinions. They believe that it would be a great injus-
tice to give Gaspé Basin privileges which would compel the fishermuen of the whole.coastto
take their fish to that place in order to obtain the advantages couferred by the Frce Port.
Why, they ask, should the fishermen of Paspebiac or Bonaventure be.placed at a disadvantage
as compared with the fishermen of Gaspé? If the fishermen of the Bay Chaleurs, the Mag-
dalen Islands, and the North Shore could only find at Gaspé a market in which they could
purchase goods free of duty, they would, necessarily, sacrifice a considerable portion of their
tiie in carrying their fish there, whereas they now find at Carleton, Paspebiac, Percé and
Amherst, a market at their own doors, both for the sale of fish and purchase of supplies.
If compelled to go to Gaspé Basin, the fisherman would lose as much of bis time as would
more than counterbalance any advantages derived from the remission of duty.

But in truth the anticipation of those who cxpected to induce the resort ot foreigu
shipping to Gaspé, by conceding absolute frecdom of trade, are fallacious. To permit a
foreign vessel to purchase ber supplies in any of our ports, free of our Custom duties, is
no advantage, nor will the permission ever be availed of to any extent. An English ves-
sel fitting out at any British port eau purchase all ber outfit in bond, and, therefore, free
of duty. So it is with the Spanish, Frencb, Italian or other foreign vessels fitting out in
their respective ports. Why then should they come to Gaspé ? Why defer their pur-
chases of sea-stores until they reach a port where the profits of at least one more dealer,
and the charges incidental to a sea voyage, must necessarily be added to the price of goods
which they might have purchased at home at first cost ? Every business considération
would b an argument against such a transaction. The foreign ship-owner w6uld ùot de-
pute to bis ship-master the purebase of any stores wbich lie conld lay in under bis own
immediate supervision.

The American fishing vessels, fitted out at the ports of Maine or Massachusetts, can
purchase every store they require as free of duty there as they can at Gaspé, and theyýare,
in fact, invariably supplied, not only with every requisite for their own voyage, but also
with surplus store and tackle, which they sell to a very considerable extent to the Cana-
dian fishermen, at rates lower than thcy can be purchased from our own merchants.

The only supplics of which the price bas been affected by the Frce Port policy arc, as
previously shewn, wines, liquors, groceries and clothing. Al these can bo purchased in
bond at Boston or Portland, or at other foreign ports, cheaper than they eau be purchased
at Gaspé even after the duty has béen remitted, because at those larger markets the com-
petition is greater.

These considerations, and the returns subimitted herewith, whuich the Free Port or dis-
trict conclusively establish in our minds, that the Frce Port has failed to attract foreigu
shipping, and that there are no reasons for anticipating other resuits in the future.

We may now refer to the regulations in force in respect of the trade of the several
outports dependent on Gaspé, aid more especially to the inconvenience now feit at several
important points .in consequence of the requirement that all vessels shall first rerort at
Gaspé Basin.

As now interpreted, the Free Port Regulations require that vessels clearing from other
than Canadian ports, and bound to any part whatever of the free port district, shall pro-
ceed to Gaspé Basin and there report before proceeding to their destinätion. -In like
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manner a vessel leaving any part of the frec port district, having on board any cargo
except Canadian produce, must also go to Gaspé Basin to report outwards.

Thus, it appears, that a vessel bound for Paspebiac, if cleared from Halifax, must
report at Gaspé, adding 120 miles to her voyage ; a vessel from Carraquet must sailinine
times the distance otherwise necessary. Again, a vessel from Carleton bound to Dalhousie,
Bathurst, or to a foreign port must, if she has on board any goods not the produce a1
Canada, prolong her voyage by proceeding to Gaspé Basin for a clearance.

As illustrative of the inconvenience of this regulation, and of the manner in whieh
it affects trade, we may mention one or two circumstances that came ta our knowledge.
At Paspebise the Messrs. Robin generally have a vessel on the stocks in course; of-construe-
tion For her timber-hcads and for planking ber topsides they import juniper froi an
establishment which they have at Carraquet, on the opposite side of the Bay: of Chaleurs.
By the regulations, the vessel bringing this timber should proceed to, Gaspé Basin, making
a voyage of about 150 miles, when the direct distance is not more than 20 miles. Again,
the same firm puirchased: a lot of sugar at Halifar, but because the vessel bringing it to
Paspebiac would be required first to report ut Gaspé, no vessel could be.induce.d to take
the freight unless at immoderate rates.

We were informed that so mnuch is this incouvenience felt at the Magdalen Islands
that the merchants would prefer paying.duty on the goods to sub.mittingto the expenses
and delay incidentai ta a voyage to Gaspé ta report.

The regulations also operate very bardly on the inhabitants settled along. the shores
of the Bay Chaleurs, who formerly bought their sawed lumber in New Brunswickï but wbo
are now eut off from that market by: the restrictions on the trade.above alluded to.

As might be expected the restrictions are evaded, and a coatraband trade, not for the
evasion of duties, but for the evasion cf the regulations, is carried on, and the people are
thereby demoralized'and taugbt ta hold the aw in but little respec.

We have failed ta discover:any value in these onerous restrictions, and we beg to.sub-
mit that vessels should be allowed to enter at and clear from any of the Suh-ports where a
Customs Officer is stationed,. certainly at Paspebiac, Carleton; Percé, and Amherst.

That there is a very considerable contraband trade carried on between the FreePort
of Gaspé and the shores of the Lower St. lawrence, even as far up as Quebec, we are con-
strained to believe'by all the information we were enabled to collect. This.Branch of -ur
enquiry we pursued, while inspecting the Port of Quebec, after our return from Gaspé, and
we found that the Custom bouse officers here generally agreed with us in that opinion;
certainly there is but little cieck on the operations of the'smuggler. A vessel may load
with goods in bond ut Quebec for Gaspé, report at the Basin as about ta proceed ta the
north shore or elsewhere ta trade, and may iînediately return ta the river and dispose. of
her cargo alongshore. Indeed the goods may-return to Quebec in the sanie vessel, since,
as a coasting craft, she would not be"required to report, under the routine *of business bere.
toforepermitted. Or the goods may find their way back by Railway being landed, perhaps, at
River du Loup or any intermediate place; or, as it is believed sometimes happenr,.theyrmay
be disposed of by false packing. l short, to guard against the numerous opportunities for
sniuggIing out of the Free Ports to the other parts of Canada, would require as mucli vigilance
and as great a preventive force as is necessary for guardingour frontier on the Lakes. The
surveillance is even more difilcult because the profits on smâuggled goads would be greater.
Goods which were formerly smuggled in from thc United States are now so highiy taxed
there that there is now scarcely any ineentive ta contraband trade in tea, sugar, wine and
liquors. But brought in from the Free Ports the contrabandist gains a premium, equal to
Our full customs tariff.

As against this contraband trade hardly any preventive service can be efficient without
the aid of Revenue cutters for watching the operations of suspected vessels, and such an
addition ta the service could not be maintained without adding greatly ta our outlay.

We had strong reasons for believing that the facilities offered by the Free Ports are
also taken advantage of for the purpose of smuggling into New Brunswick ; ofi course Our
revenue suffers nothing from this cause, but it does inflict loss on our neighbors, and, what
is of great consequence to us, our own pcople, like all who engage in contraband transac-
tions, are inevitably demoralized thereby.

We made such enquiries as our opportunities permitted. as ta tihe effect which the in-
23-
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auguration of absolute free trade has had on the settlement of the country by emigrants
likely to engage in agricultural pursuits. Ail tbose with whom we conversed on this.sub-
ject concurred in the opinion that no effect has, as yet, been produced and generally it was
believed that none would be.

The agriculturist seeks fertile lands and favorable climate. As against those consid-
erations the duties on tea and sugar-luxuries which first settlers seldom enjoy,-or on
spirits-which he generally recognizes as his bane-are of no weight.

The Norwegians who, some time since, settled near Malbaie had nearly all left when
we were at that place. They were induced to remove chiefly by the glowing accounts as to
the fertile soil and excellent climate of Wisconsin and other Western States, brought to them
by their countrymen who had settled in the Far West. They had also been discouraged by
late frosts which had iojured their crops.

Along the coast of the Bay Chaleurs the lands are nearly all occupied, and there are
excellent farms, well fenced and well cultivated. Everywhere we had the most encoura-
ing accounts of the productiveness of the soil, which is greatly stimulated by manure formed
of scaweed obtained on the beach. This cultivated belt does not extendi to any great dis-
tance from the beach, its breadth not averaging perhaps more than three or four miles but
it is said that therc are large tracts of land, extending up the valleys of the numerous streams,
which are susceptible of improvement and which would yield good returns to the husband-
man. Nevertheless, the climate is undoubtedly severe, less so on this coast thanon the
shores of the.St. Lawrence, but yet severe enoughi to deter farmers from clearing lands, ex-
cept near the beach, where the fisheries afford a profitable imarket, and where some members
of every household generally engage in the business of fishing.

Il conclusion, we beg to say that we were highly inpressed with the importance of
the commercial interests which we found in existence in the districts through which we
journeyed. We find a broad territory, teeming with wealth, and inhabited by a hardy anad
industrious population. We met with mercantile establishments, whose wedlth has been
accumulated througli a long series of years by the development of the resources of these
districts. There are merchants, in the largest sense of the term, fitting out their ships for
Brazils, the Mediterranean and Spain, as well as for Great Britain, and -while we are im-
pressed with the conviction that the Froe Port policy has failed to accomplish the objects
aimed at, we are equally convinced that the interests of Gaspé deserve the utmaost care and
consideration of the Government.

SI,-In accordaucc with instructions coiveycd to me by your official conymunication
of 16th Julyqlast, dirccting me to procced to the "Froc Port of Sault Ste. Marier" Ctend-
ing from I Waddell's Mills," on Lake Huron, to the western liinit oftheProvinceon Lake
Superior, &e., to make the uecessary enquiries into the working of the Free Port, and the
state of trade in that section of the Province; and to report the result of su'l enquiry to
you for the information of the Honorable the Minister ofi Finance.

I have now the honor to inforn you that, actingon your letter of instructions rcferred
to, I have just returned from visiting the various points of interest on the north shore of
Lakes Huron and Superior, as 7echwfierdetalcd, within the precincts of the Free Port
of Sault Ste. MIaric; and in order to obtain uscful information, and lor the sake of com-
parison, I conceived it also nmy duty to visit various very important points on 'hc South or
United States side of Lake Superior, where I was given to understand ext-n.sive minin
operations were being carried on; and I herewith have the honor to subrmit the result of
my observations and enquiries.

I may promise by stating that I have lo6kcd upon the object and intention of 'estab-
lishing the Free Port of Sault Ste. Marie as being, to a certain extent, for the purpose of
inducing settlers to locate in that section of the Province, aud that, un der tlic Act which
came into force in January, 1861, the admission of goods duty:.frec was to bc looked upon,
not only as an inducement, but as a great boon to the settler andit was, no doubt, hoped
anu not unreasonably, that considerable progresswould cre this have beei -nade in develop-
ing the commercial, mineral. nd aricuttural resources of the District of, Algoma by a
largóly increased industriousand entcrprising. population

It therefo-e beconcs, I may say otie of the môst inportant points-of my report to lay
before you, for the information of the lonorable theFinance Minister, my respectful
opinion a_ ta ow fare the hopes of success of the foundärs ofi ilc Free P rt policy, in so far
as S-ul1Ste Marié is noecerndfhave been rolied -andif the policy s nobeen so far
successful, to endeavor to shew why it has nat been So, and respectfülly to suggest such
remiedies as, ny hunmbleoihion, would nmake 1suecessiu. and otherwise adrance the
prosperity of thc District.

IL havento and, under nmy instructions, could ûot look upon the simple examination of
tlic Coletor af Oustoms' books and records, as constituting inspcctidn the Partai Sault
Ste. Marie, schcourìe maybell that isnecessry in mnauy of: tePorts aEnryife
Provincè, but, ds regards the Part àf Sanit Ste. Maie, I should eertainly feel that I had
failediù iry dity had such an inspectian satisfied e. 1state th- no in ordert t o ïanie
extent, toécoutfi r tue y-pa ent lengh iinieoechpiéd bnie, nd 1 ntraî thehôpe
thät vhen my report -as b0eérèd and llycnideed that tho rge a'l ouàofivrious
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information it contains, relative to that most important portion of the Province, will fully
warrant the time taken to obtain it, and will, I feel confident, he of nnterial. service to the
country if acted on.

On my arrival at the village of Sault Ste. Marie as directed by your instruztions, 1
at once put myselfin communication with the Collector of Custx , Mr. Wilson, and miade
arrangements for his accompanying nie, wit1i the <ustorn louse boat, to the various point.s
te be visited on Lake Huron, and to which there are no other means of euuuunication.

But, previous to starting, I made it wy business to call upon three merchants doing
the principal business at the Sault, viz.,-Messrs. Davidson, Phipps and Karney, in order
te get thoir views as to the working of the Free Port Act, and frunm thenm I at once lcarned
that it was net working satisfactorily, and from the Honorable Cilonel Prince and several
other respectable persons with families, I aise learned that, wvith the exception of wines,
spirits and groccries, almost everything else could be bought cheaper in Toronto-so far
on this point there vas no great inducenient for settlers te come in.

The cause I found to be as follows--there is no difficulty in purchasing in Toronto or
in any of the large towns, a gencral and at the saie tine snmall assortiment of groceries,
wines, spirits, and even staple dry goods-such as blankets, cottons, prints, &c., in bond,
thus saving the duty-but what may be termed shelf fancy drygoods, silks, siall articles,
or German goods, snall hardware, &e., &c., are, in nine cases out of tea bought from the
importer's shelves aftd udg has beenpaW on them. Alse the large and important article
of Ready-made Clothing.

I am of course aware, and I pointed out te the merchants in question, that under
clause No. 3 of " the Regulations goveruing the trade of the Pree Port of Sault Ste. Marie,"
they were allowed the privilege of sorting in bond, undier certain restrictions,, such goods
as-may be required for the markets of the Free Port, provided the assortnent made up bc
a package of not less value than $200. They stated they were awareof this, but still it
did net answer the purpose, as importers, as a general rule, were not in the habit of keeping
Swhat rnay be termed variety-goods in bond, and even as regards staple goods they did net
care about breaking bulk in bond, while whole packages, even of staple goods, were larger
quantities than were required for country stcres.

The Act thus became, to a great extent, inoperative, and the general practice was te
purchase this elass of goods from the importer's shelves, after duty had been paid.

I then pointed out the their propriety of sending their orders te Europe direct,
through the houses they dealt with in Canada; when I vas met with:the reply, that those
who were in a position te do se had adopted that course, but they did net fild it at all ad-
vantageous, inasmuch as their agentu charged them a commission of 12ý per cent. for pur-
chasing, and in alinost every cie sent them out certain goods quite unsuitable lor the iar-
ket, and they thus had their shcives fifled with unsalable goods.

I then pointed out the course of going te Europe theinselves te purchase their stock,
but was, of course, at once met wvith the reply, that they thus far could not afford any such
exponse, and, under auy circumstances, it was only tie man of capital who could do so, thus
placing the small shop-keeper at a great disadvantage.

A course then presented itself te my mind which I thought practicable, nad which 1
submitted to tbem, as follows, and which entirely met their approval, and, as they stated
themselves, would put the small and large dealer on a par, and fally carry out what they
conceived te be the intention of t'h Frce Port policy.

Thus-Let the Froc Port merchantgo into any wholesale importing house in Toronto
or elsewhere, let him pick out his assortmont of goods, wiith he cannot purchase to advan-
tage in bond from the importer's store shelves, let the invoice of these goods be made with
a starting or prime cost cohuma as well as a. selling colunn (importers, in a great
many cases, arc in the habit of selling to their customers at a certain percentage
on the prime cost, se that there would be no objection to this mode on the part
of the importer in giving his cost price), let a foru of entry be made at the
Customn Equse for these goods, that they are for the Fre Port of Sault Ste. Marie,
lot theni be markcd and leaded by tIe (ustoM liouse authorities, and se saon. as a
certificate has been received froi the Custom flouse that these goods, according te
marks and nutmbers, arc within tie preocinets of the Froc. Port of Sault Ste. Marie, let the
drawbacik or amount of duty which has been -paid be reifnded- te the imrter-of course
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after satisfactory proof bis been given to the Collector that the goods in question Lave
been imported and duty been paid on them.

On passing through TorontoITsubmitted this scheme to the Collector, Mr. Spence, and
consulted with him as to the working ofit, he quite coincided with ryviews vnd authorized
me to state that he saw no difdiculty in carrying it out with perfect safety to the revenue, in so.
far as the Port of Toronto was:concerned ; and lie also acquieseed in the view that it would
be of essential service to the success of the Free Port policy at ISault Ste. Marie."

With- regard to the article of ready made clothing, it is somewhat more dificult to
deal with, it is a large and important article of traffie in the region referred to, and to a
great extent monopolized by the Hudson's Bay Company, still I am of opinion that a sys-
tom could be adopted that would be advantageous to the manuf9acturer in Canada, carry
out the intention of the Free Port Act of 1861, and at the saine time protect the revenue
from fraud.

Thus-Let the Free Port merchant purchase his clothing at auy of the wholesale
manufacturing establishments in Toronto, of whieh there are several on a very extensive
scale;

Let the manufacturer, under oath, declare as to the sterling cost of the cloth em.ployed
in the manufacture of the clothing sold, that duty has been paid on same, and on proof
from the Custom Flouse at the Free Port that the clothing has been duly landed for the
purposes of trade within the precinets of the Port, let the drawback be paid to the- manu-
facturer.

A somewhat similar course has been followed with regard to military elothing made in
Canada, and although I am aware that in both cases cited it mlay cause a littie more trouble
to the department, still, in a matter of so inuch importance as materially benefining the
people and trade of a district one day destined to be important, it is a question whether a
little extra trouble should ho at all considered.

I can see a danger to the revenue in the matter in question in only one way, viz:
with regard to Canadian manufactured cloths and blankets ; I mentioned tihis to Mr Spence,
the Collector of Toronto, who stated that he, with very little trouble, could so arrange that
the revenue would be quite safe.

At the present moment, in fact under existing regulations, the door is quite as much
open to fraud. Permit me to cite a case: A merchant from" ILittle Carrent," one of the
sub-ports of Sault Ste. Marie and 150 miles east ofsame, goes' to Qaebee and "purchases
goods in bond to the value of say £2,000, bonds are giveù. and ie gets his goods; he pro-
ceeds to Montreal where he disposes of £1,000 of then:, or perhaps he exchanges, along
the route, a bale of cottons for a bale of silks; the other £ 1,000 worth he proceeds with
to his store at " Little Current;" there is no Custom House or officer there, and he sends
bis clerk to Sault Ste. Marie to make his entry; the clerk enters the £2,000, perhps,
knowing nothing of the £1,000 sold in Montreal; the bonds are cancellei and the revenue
is defrauded of theduty on £1,000 worth of goods, and no one is the wiser. I cite this
as an, instance to show to what extent the revenue may, il this manner, be defrauded.

The question very naturally presents itself, it what way can this be prevented? The
course I would suggest would be,-that as there are really only two Ports for the shipient
of gonds for the Free Port of Sault Ste. Marie, viz., Sarnia and Collingwood, that goods
bought andintended for the Froc Port should be shipped. or forwarded in bond to either of
the above Ports direct, being marked, numbered and sealed or leaded, and on the certificate
of the Collector at Sault Ste. Marie that the goods have been .received within the preoinets
of his port, he or oneofhis landingwaitershaving duly examined the goods, the Collecter
at theport whore the goods were in the first place shipped, would thon cancel the -bonds.
I, of course, menu that a landing waiter should be appointed at Little Current, where every
steamer and vessel must pass and where they should be obliged to caand report; thereis
abuadance of waterfor the largest steamers and vessels, aid being a point where they gene-
rally call and the former wood.

In this latter elause I refer specially. to steamers- and vessols from Collingwod and
neighborhood, those frou Sarnia would take the "Bruce Mines" naturally as being the
firstsub-port on their route to report, and.there is ailanding waiter stationed there.

It could not, I imagine, possibly be expected that merchants importing-goods for- the
purposes of trade, at the easterly end of Lake Iuron within the precincts ofte Free Port
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could be expected to proceed with their guuds tu the Bruce Mines or Sault Ste. -Marie for
entry and examinaatiou and tien return with then to Killarnev or Waddell's iills,.a distance
of nearly 200 miles. In lact, by the regulat ions of ie Port of. 26th April, 1861, Wik-emn-i-
kong and Waie-bidgi-wanîg or iLtLe urrent, oui the Great Manitoulin Island, are made
sub-ports of Sault Ste. IN\arie, lor the couvenience of trade, and at the time the late Mr.
Ironsides, Superintendent or ludian Aflidrs at Manitowaning, was a landing waiter in the
Department at $200 per annum, and could, of course, receive reports and entries, and thus
the trouble and expeuse of going to the Bruce Mlines or Sault Ste. Marie was saved ; but
since Mr. Ironsides' death the Departmîent hais not deemecd it expedient to appoint a sue-
cessor ; but should that iow be deemed necessary, I would saggest that the appointment
be made at Little Current where every vessel iust pass, bcin oun the cliannel; and notat
bianitowaning wlicli is 25 miles out of the waîy of the usual navigaition and where there is
nicther wharf nor aceommodation for wooding, whereas both these requisites are to be found
at Litt!e Current.

I have made special enquir; as to the correctuess of the varions rumîours afloait regard-
ing the smuggling of goods oui o the Free Port after they have been entered. but 1 have
been uuable to trace auy foiundation for sucli ruimour.

lavin.g so far puinted out what I conceive stands in the w:yv of th good working of*
the Frec P>ort, and whicl muy be ii the power ou the Departnient to renedy, I would
now, with your permission, respectfully beg to submait a staustica sketch of the various
points 1 hive visited, pointing out. as f procced, whait appear to ne barriers and impedi-
ments to the arryiug out of the Frce Trade policy, and the reniedy for which does not lie
within the scope uf the Customs Departuient.

'It is of no use whatever for the Finance Minister of the Province to attempt to
advance the district ot' Algoma by admitting goods duty free, and by this neans hope to
induce settlers to coume in, while the policy of other departments of the Government has
been, and eoitinuc tu bave a ficdenry nut only to deter people froin entering the district.
for scttleiiiit,, but is acttually drivingîmany old settlers out of ic district to the United
States.

I refer, in 1he first piace particularly, to the various I Rules and Regulations" issued
from time to timue by various Governments and Departneuts of Governnents, relative to
encouraging tie settlement of the -North Western Territory.

I frecly accord to theim all the fullest credit for good intentions, and humbly submit
that in so far as they lave failcd to be successful, they have erred simply fron the want
of being in possession of the necessary knowledge at the time, aud not froni any want o1
good will or desirc to promote the well-being of the district.

Taking into consideration the soil, the climate, and the geographical position of the
territory, ' féel justified in saying that although the country is capable of supporting, in
the anggregate, a considerable agricultural population, and of affording and supplying thei
with the necessaries of life, stili, the success of the irmer in that territory wili, in a great.
Ieasure, depeud on his having a good customer for his produce within a reasonable dis-
tance, and such lie is only likely to find in the mining population. Thus, the setdmnti
of the country by agriculturists, may be consùc-ed mainly dependant on the successful
working of its mines.

Without entering on a description of the various metallie ores found on the north
shiores of Lakes Huron and Superior, or the extent of the mineral region itself, which is
pretty well known, it may be observed that in the first place it is necessary that sone.
body should find a minerai deposit before it eau be worked. Discourage and hanper the
explorer, and you prevent the discovery of ores, which, if found, would more than likely
be worked, and become mines.

In order to understand fully in what respect explorers nay be hamnpered and discou-
raged by the "I Rules and .RegunXions" in relation to mineral lands, it is necessarv to know
somewhat of the circumstances of the explorer. Generally speaking, this may be suinmed
up in a few words-he is alnost aliways a poor man.

Re nay be, and not unreqcuntly is, a gentleman by birth-and education. -Oxford
and Cambridge have furnislhed explorers onthe upper lakes. The legal, nedical, and even
clerical professions have been at varieus Limes represented, and one of the nnst valuable
locations yet discovered in this region, is said to have been discovered by a lady.

had the " Rules and RLegulationis". hitherto cnforeced, been adapted to the circumstances of
that Most important class.

As .1 have already stated, explorers are. men,as a class, of limited means; and in legis-
hiting in regard to mineral lands, this comimon condition seems to have been lost sight of.

WYhen attention was first strongly directed to the mineral region, the Nortk West,:in
cosequence of valiable discoveries made on the south, or United States shore of .Lake
Superior in 18-15 and 1846, the Government was pleased to legislate on the subject, and
dia so by exacting tlat mineral hnds could only be purchased in blocks or locations, the
limits of which were to lie not less than Iwo miles in front by five miles in depth. Thus,
au area or tet square miles or Û,400 acres. for which the explorer was asked to pay $1 per
acre, say, $S,400, 8600 down, and the balance in annual instalments, with interest.

It is easy to sec that sucli a regulation was fatal to individual enterprise. The prae-
tical explorers, able for the work, willing to encounter. the hardship aad exposure, and to
seek eurnestly, carefully and diligently for the rich deposits of ore which undoubtedly
exist in that region, ivas.unable to explore ou his own accoant and for his own immediate
benefit, and was thus entirely discouraged.

The search after the hîdden treasure of the earth devolved citier upon men, already
ricli, or or wealthy companies, and the work was donc by hired deputies. Many companies
e gagcd in the enterprise. (eologists, mineralogists, surveyors, miners and voyageurs
were cmîployed, and a periect seramble for minerai 1Lnds occurred. Not less than 400
square miles werc located on the north shore of lake Superior, nd 20 square miles on
Lake luron, say 60 locations, about 600 square miles in all, under these regulations.

This vas not exploring for veius er Iodes, it was rather exploring for rocks of that
paiticular description which contained metallic veins, than for veins tlhemselves.

Greenstone trap on Lake Euron and amygdaloidal trap on Lake Superior, were the
favorite formations, and the existence of such on the lake shore or front containing, as these
rocks almost invariably do, small Teins of copper ore or native copper, was held at that
time quite sufficient inducement to take up the land, not*one-tenth part of whih was then
or lias since been explored.

It would occupy too much time and space to enter on any detail of the explorations
and other operatious carried on by the companies then engaged therein, suffice it to say
that prior to the year 1852, alil operations except those carried on by the Montreal Mining
Company, at the Bruce -Mines, ha4 ended, and in 1854 or 1855, the Government-found
that the existing, Regulations had-not worked well,-but-had given a monopoly of themuost
accessible and promisingrmineral land to parties who were doin' nothing themselves, and
yet stood in the way of others wishing to explore them.

On few of-thelocations had more than the first instalments been paid, and on-many
ouly the S600-deposit, stili the unwillingness 'of the Government- to declare theml forfeited
has virtually taken such out of the market until quite recently.

In or about 1854, however, a new Regulation was ruade, which was something to the
effect that mining locations in future should embrace400 acres only, and' be charged for at
the rate of one dollar and a half per acre. A few-locations were taken upon these terms,
but nothinglike an impetus was given to exploration generally. This Regulation ailsu
rcquired that the mines should be worked-compulsory.

In 1858 another Regulation came out, requiring a license, even to explore, at a cost
of $100.

In.1862 another change was made in the mode of disposing of xuining locations by
levying a Royalty of I per cent on all ores extracted, payabie in. cash on the value of
the ore prepared for market at the iine, and allowing letters-patent to .be issued on pay-
ment of the purchase-inoney, without any additionat conditions.Ni1ueh dissatisfaction was felt at the impsition of. thislRoyalty, whieh -would ia: effect
reduce the value- of a rcally good location one-halfto. its.-discoverer and purchaser

For.instance, if the explorer;after uncovering.and -opening up the Iode on bis loca-
tion, proposed to lease it to a mining conpany,no Englislior Canadian Company would
pay a higher.Ryalty, as rent, to theowner, than 5 per cent., unless it was richer than any
yet found on.ILakeStuperior, and-such is -actually he Royalty now paid by the Canada

West Mining Company for their lease of the Wellington and Huron Copper Bay lMines at
the Bruce Mines, and the richest yet known in that region; so that the Government, in
exacting a Royalty of 2j per cent., was actualiy taxing the explorer 50 per cent. on all the
prospective advantage he expected to derive from his toil and labor. The pursuit was
hazardous and unremunerative enough before, and this regulation reduced the prizes to
one-half. Such a regulation could. hardly be satisfactory to the explorer, or afford him
much encouragement.

I now come to the latest Rules and Regulations, as under

2. That the dimensions of the tracts in unsurveyed territory be forty chains in front

by one hundred chains in depth, and bounded by lines running due North and South, and
East and West, or as near to these dimensions as the configuration of the locality will
admit.

3. The applicant for a tract in unsurveyed territory must furnish a plan and descrip-
tion thereof by a Provincial Land Surveyor.

4. The price shall be one dollar an acre, payable on the sale.
5. That a tax or duty of one dollar per ton be charged on. all ores extracted from thL.

tract, payable on removal from the mine.
This condition applies to all mining lands sold since the 1st day of April, 162, and

is in lieu of the Royalty of two and a half per cent. chargeable on the ores of these lands.
6. That in surveyed townships, lots presenting indications of minerais, he sold on the

above conditions, but at not less than one dollar per acre in any township, and at the ime
price as the other lands in the township when it is more than one dollar per acre.

7. That not more than one tract of four hundred acres be soid to one person.
.. The above regulations do not apply to raines of gold and silver.
9. Ail previous regulations inconsistent with the above are cancelled.

96r Al Locations of Mineral Lands on the North Shores of Lakes Huron and Super-

ior, and on the adjacent islands, which, on the 15th March, 1861, were liable to forfeiture
for non-performance of conditions of sale and location, and which bave remained liable to
forfeiture to the present time, are forfeited.

Tho locatees, and their assignees, provided the assignments were made before the date
hereof, arc allowed to apply the payinents they may have made on any location, over and
above the deposit, or first instalmnent, towards the purchase of the same, or any other loca-
tion which shal be open for sale at the date of their application so applied; but such ap-
plication shall be regarded as a new purchase, subject to existing regulations, and nustbe
filed in the Department of Crown Lands on or before the first day of November, A.D.,
1864.

Some parties are of opinion that although the area of the tracts to be taken up under
this regulation, cannot exceed 400 acres, the general tenor and meaning of the regulation will
permit themi to purchase lecs than 400 acres, even if unsurveyed land, provided the direction
uf the lines, as run by the surveyor when located, be due North and South, East and West,
aud the proportion of the breadth of such location bears its length, be as 40e. to 100c.,
und if this construction be put on the regulation by the Crown Land Departient, it wilt
bc a great boon to the hard-working bona fide expiôrer,-who has hitherto been greatly dis-
eouraged by the necessity forced upon hin of purchasing more land t.han he wanted, or
his slender means would allow him to pay for.

This regulation,however, in so far as it requircdthetracttobe24 timesthe breadth,i.e.,
40C. East and West, 100é. North and South is looked upor as a rnmtahe, and mining men
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inform me there can be no motive for, or advantage gained, by it as far as the 'Crown is
concerned.

The Iodes or veins most frequently rua East and West, or not more than 450 Nortb
or South of that course. Suppose the extreme deviation t.hat of a Iode running West 45°
North, an explorer wishing to secure as much as possible of such a Iode, would be obliged,
under the present regulations, to take up a tract of 40c. X 100c., or 400 acres, at a cost
of $400 cash, whereas, by so managing that the Iode should form the diagonal of a 1 sec-
tion, 40c. x 40., he would obtain precisely the sane length of the Iode as-before, and tkat
at a cost of .160 instead of $400, a matter of great importance in nine cases out of ten to
the hard-wurking explorer.

It is good policy to give the purchaser the option of taking 400 acres, should he so
desire it, bu' it is bad policy to co:npel him, with 160 acres which he wans, to take 240
more that he may think entirely worthless, and which he may not have the means to pay
for.

The next point which calls for notice is clause No. à of the regulations, which imposes
a tax or duty of one dollar per ton on all ores alike, without reference either to difference
of value, of quality, or description (except gold and rilver).

For instance-

This clause is very objectionable on the same grounds as the 2j per cent. of royalty
which it supersedes, it is also very unsound in principle, and there is a general cry that it
should be abandoned altogether.

The tax on the south or U.S. side of Lake Superior is one dollar per ton un native
copper and ten cents per ton on iron ore-payable in Greenbacks-and the whole revenue
fron that tax is paid into the hands of the County Treasurer, and expended for local im-
proveneuts. such as roads, bridges, &c., in the mining region; whereas our tax is to be
paid into the Provincial Chest.

The forfeiture of all locations of mineral lands which, on 15th March, 1861, were liable
to forfeiture for non-performance of conditions, was hailed with satisfaction and approval
by all the explorers and others interested in the success of mining enterprize on the Upper
Lakes.

Legislation has hitherto never brought the mineral lands of the North West within
the reach of the working man-; and until it does so, the mineral resources of that country.
vill never be fairly and fully tested. It is humiliatine to a Canadian to visit the soutli
shore of Lake Superior, with its numerous mines, its towns and villages, and rapidly in-
creasing p opulation 'and trade, all the growth of 20 years, and comparer this very prosperous
condition of that country withl the.almost utter desolation on the north shlore ; and perhaps
hear some kind friend intimate that the difference is owinig entirely to the lack of enter-
prise, skill and energy of the Can'adian as compared with the J1merican.

The comparison is humiliating, and, to some extent, unjust as regards the people.
On the UIJ. S. side, for a time, almost every working man and miner was-an explorer,

and if he found any ores on public land he could secure it for 850-that being the cost of
a 40 acre lot.

Let our Government give the miner and explorer the same chance, and I have no besi-
tation in stating that the north shore will alse, in 20 years hence, be a thriving and pros-
percus country, presenting a great contrast to what it is at the present moment.

Permit ne further to bring-under your notice, difficulties which further discourage
explorations under the present regulations in referenceto mineral land'.

A man of limited means goes out to explore, and, in yourse of time, finds a iode, which,
after some labor spent on it, with such tools as he can carry-with him on such expeditions.
bas a pretty good appearance at one or two pointa;
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le would like to open it up and exawine ià more fully before risking, perhaps, all lie
las in the world on it;

He gecs to Sault Ste. Marie, perhaps 50 or 300 miles distant, as the case may bc, for
t.he ouly Provincial Land Surveyor in the territory. If he is discagaged it is well, if nuoL
he must wait or send to Toronto for a Surveyor. The survey now being completed, the
poor explorer must now set off for Quebec-hc knows no one there ho can trust, and feels
it nccessary to go himself-arrived at Qucbec, he is a lucky mari if lie docs not find his dis-
covery to be situated on the Location of somne "Fossil Company" which, in spite of IOrders
in Council" and l Declarations of Forfeiture " fiave still sufficient power to occasion diffi-
culties and delays, if not to defeat the claims of those who, like him, have acted in good
faith, believ:ing that the Departuent would staud by their own public declarations. Or,
perhaps lie may find, on bis arrival in Quebee, that by sonie under-handed means a sketch
of his location has rcached Quebec before him, and ho finds it taken up in the naine of
some party, who, perhaps, had never scen or heard of Lakes Hurou or Superior, or their
mines and minerals.

The latter is what is teried "jumping claims,'' a systemn î whieh lias doue more to re-
tard niiuing operations in that country than anything clsc.

The expense and loss of time entailed by such a system, and the want of coriidence
on the part of the explorer that it creates, discourages exploratioa, prevents the discovery
of valuable mines, which, if worked, would bring into the country capital, and a large nin-
ing population, which mining population, agaiu, would afford au excellent home market for
a cousiderabie agricultural population, and the irosperity of that part of the Province would,
T. conceive, bc established on a sure aund satisfactory basis.

Having thus far given the result'of my enquiries as regards miining operations within
the precincts of the Port of Sault Ste. M\Iarie-ecrtainly a mîost important matter of trade
and one on -which the prosperity of the District of Algoma so much depends,-I shall now
proceed toe give some general and statisticalinformation on the various points visited.

SAULT STE. MARIE

A village coutaining about 400 inhabitants. Settled by the French iii 1668.
It bas been regularly surveyed and divided into town lots of half an acre eachi, for

sale at $10 per lot. Al the front lots have been taken up and are in the lands of specu-
lators, few having beun built upon, and as, so far, there arc no taxes to pay by which means
they can afford to iold the lots, greatly retarding the growth of the village. lowever, six
lots about the centre of the village-say three acres--have been appropriatcd fbr a gaol
and court-bouse for the District, and for the building of which an appropriation of 5S,000
lias been made by Parlianent. The thrce acres lias been partly clcared up, the foundation
dug out and the stone work of sanie comple.tcd, when, for somue reason nuo one could explain
to mue, the work has been stopped, and the foundation, which nustlhave cost a considerable
sum, of money, going to ruin as fast as possible. I am informed that if the gaol and court-
house werc complcted, the renaining unsold village lots would b taken up imnmediately and
huilt upon.

What is now used as a goal, court-house, registrar's utiiee, Cow î'ty attorney's office,
hcriff's office, sheriff's dwelling-house, and gaoler's dwelling-house, is a 45 year old stone

building at cast end of the village plot, and for which the Governmen2rt arc paying a rental
of 8300 per annumu. There is a centre square building which contains ail the offices, &e.,
above named, except the gaol, and it cousists of 0co dmngeons, one to the riglit and the
other to the left of the centre building. Tiese dungeons wcre formieriy the joe house and
dairy, or root house of the l Ermatiger family," and the whole establishment I consider
mnost unsuitable in evcry respect. There is one very importanrt point connected with this
court-house to which I cuoceive the attention of the Government ought to be spccially
drawn, viz.: the registry oilice for thc district. It is kept in a rooni in the court-hoIuse,
with a comuion shilling lock on the dour. The register books, deed> and mortgages, &c.,
amounting to betwecn 300 to 100, are kept in the sanie roonm, wiLhout any proteetion froin
tire, there being neither vault uor iron safe in the building. The registrar, Colonel Savage,
lives on the United States side of the river, and, I was informed by several parties there,
had giveu no security for the duties of his office.

I duly eN.nmined tie Collector of Custous books, and fouund then correct, and cycry-
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thing orderly and regular in his office. Mr. Wilson's salary is $700 per annumu, and -10
per annum for office rent and fuel. The winter may be called six months, and fuel is
worth 83 per cord, and similar accommodation could not be found in the place for less than
$100 a year. Mr. Wilson is a most zealous and energetic officer, and respected by the
whole community. He bas requested me to state that his present salary does not support
bis family.

In addition to his duties as collector, Mr. Wilson bas under bis charge and supervision
a 30 feet keel boat and trappings, the property of the Department, and w>ich is indispen-
sably necessary in that part of the Province for the public service. He has built a boat-
house at a cost to himself oF $100, for the safe-keeping of the boat; and it is must satis-
factory to the official who is necessitated to call on Mr. Wilson for Ais services and the
boat, to find everything in such perfect order, and surroundcd with such comfort.for a
journey of some 400 to 500 miles, by water, in an open bo-at. The only diffiuulty seeied
to be the getting a proper crew of four men.

Mr. Wilson suggests that he might be allowed to keep four men, whom he could have
in thorough training, to pay $4 per month each, during the scason of navigation, say six
months, equal to 8100, and when employed on the public service the current wages of the
day. By this course a good boat's crew could always be depcucied on, as well as a good
boat in good order, and as Mr. Wilson is frequently called upon to use a boat in the ser-
vice of the Crown Land. and Indian Departients, both of these Departmuents might be
called upon to contribute towards the support of the boat's crew.

Mr. Wilson further suggests a course by which a revenue could be raised in tlic distrtet
sufficient to keep up both boat and crcw, and which would ccrtainly be of essential service
to the district of Algoma, both socially and morally at the saie. timze. There is a cry
from one end of the district to the other that drunkeoness is inereasiig among the Indians,
and it is an establishedfact that an Indian will give the -shgt off his back for a gtass of
whisky, and it is firmly believed that spirit§ arc given to the Indians by the traders both
ashore and afloat, but the difficulty lays in tracing it; no one feels disposed to turn
informer. Mr Wilson suggests that every Itdian trader should be called upou to take out
a license as sucb, and a charge made for same of not less than $29 per annumn, besides
entering into bonds with two good and responsible securities, that they will neither
directly nor indirectly seli or give spirits of any kind to any of the Indians on Lakes
Huron and Superior, or adjacent thereto.

In the village of Sault Ste. Marie, on our side, there is not te be found cither baker,
butcher, tailor, shoemaker, blacksmeith or tiasmith, and what is still worse, no liotel or
accommodation for travellers of any kind, so that one bas no alternative but to go co the
United States side, wbere very good accommodation can be ga, or, on our side, eat your
bread and cecese in the street and sleep in a fence corner. Such is the actual state of
things.

The Revenue Inspector, Mr. David Pim, a very respectable person, called upon ue,
but would require more definite instructions than he bas yet received. Hle informs me
that he bas issued in the district this year-

3 tavern licenses............................................................at $13 75
3 saloon retail licenses....................................................at 13 75

11 shop licenses...................... ............. at 8 75
But in not one of these eau a traveller, except in one at the Bruce mines, get a night's
lodging or a meal's victuals; they are mere drinking dens, in fact, sinks or iniquity. i
asked Mr. Pim if he did not consider it his duty, previous to issuiug the tavern licenses,
to see that they possessed what, under the ÏMunicipal Law of Upper Canada, is known as
tavera accommodation, viz., so many beds for travellers, provisions, stabling, &c., when he
replied he was not aware.he had to do so. I recommended him to issue no more without
doing so. Hle complains very much of being so poorly remunerated, and says his fees have
neyer exceeded $25 a year, and he is allowed nothing.for office rent, fuel or stationery.

Mr. Pim is also post master, and makes the sage complaint-of the poo.ness of his pay,
and although the district town has no allowance for office rent or fuel he says all the other
officers in the district are paid by salary, he alone by fees, and that ail bis fees put together
does not more than cover rent and fuel, and he is obliged to be in constant attendance at
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his office. -He having rcquested nie to look at bis post office books 1 did so, and found
that the registcred lettersc outo:rds and încards were some 400 a year.

The people at Sault Ste. Marie are nost anxious to have a post office noney order
office established, which, judging from the number cf registered letters, would certainly be
a great conveiience to the community, and a payiug office te the Department. It could
also be turned te account as the means of paying the officers of the Customs their salaries.
Thus, the largest aiount of money orders would be outwards, consequently Mr. Pim would
always be in funds, and the Collector of Customs could, at the end of each month, make
up his pay list., present it to Mr. Pim, who could pay him the amunut and transmit
the pay list to head quarters as so much money, as the Bannk of Montreal would cash the
pay list on presentatiou or pass the anount to the credit of the Noney Order Department,
und it would thus corne in with the pay lists of the other ports.

What is particularly wanted at Sault Ste. Marie to give' it a start is a good summer
hotel for tourists, and where, I feel satisfled. a nan who understood his business and attend-
ed te it, would make a fortune iu a very few years, and a capital of S12,000 would do the
whole business.

On the opposite side of the river there is a very indifferent hotel, and during the
sumnier season it is crowded vith Southern and other travellers,.muany passing the whole
sammer t zere; and I muay add that our side of the river possesses many advantages which
thi other dus ot.u, such ts Free Port, fishingr, shonting, &c.

My attention wzas particularly drawn to î this by Mr. Simpson, the Hudson's Bay
Company's factor at the Sault, who informed.Me that bo had had many applications fron
Americans wich capital to buy part of thicir station to establish a large.summer hotel, but
from the position thcy were in with regard te the tenure of the land, they could give no
title, althougli nost auxious to sell and encourage the project.

The position of the Hudson's Bay Company with regard to their post at Sault Ste.
Marie stands thus

During the war of 1812, St. Joseph's Island, sonie Go miles below the Sailt, was
occupied by two compauies of lBritish troops, who, with the French Canadian Voyageurs,
took Mackinaw. The Anericaus tried to retake it but could net succeed, and by way of
retribution went to the Sault and burned everything before them, and among the rest the
Hudson's Bay Conpany's post, saw mill, &c. After the peace the Company te-built the
stores, &c., at the post, which were almost immediately taken possession of by the Royal
Engineer Departieut, for barracks and military stores and the Company had again to
build in another spot for themselves.

The Military Government allowed the building they had taken possession of te go to
ruin, and to meet this loss of the Hudson Bay Coiipaoy, Earl Bathurst, thon Colonial
Secrctary, in a despatch to Sir Peregrine Maitland, thon Lieutenant-Governor of Upper
Canada, recomamended that the Hudson Bay Company should reccive 1,200 acres around
the site of the Fort, as it is called, as remuneration.

The Company have had the 1,200 acres surveyed, and are in possession, but uip t
this period have reccived no patent, and consequently cannot sell.

The land certainly is not worth 20 cents per acre, still if they could get their patent
they could sell their site, buildings, &c. (which is certain ly beautiful, being one mile west
of the village and immediately adjoining the rapids), te several wealthy applicants for an
hotel for summer travel, and which, beyond a doubt, would greatly benefit the district.
Thus, for the snall suni of say £60, a most important impetus ta the trade of Sault Ste.
Marie is kept back. or whcrever a large concourse of peoDle are brought together, by pro-
per and legitiiate means, trade must flourish.

I may here state that there is not a grist mill in tie whole district qf Algoma, but at
the Sault there are no less than five mili sites, as nay be seen by a plan iu the Crown
Land Department, by Mr. Vidal, P.L.S., of date 18th March, 1863:. The best site is one
adjoining the Iiudson's Bay Company's post. Colonel Prince and other gentlemen of
means have made application tu the Crown Land Departnient, proposing to purchase a site
to erect a grist mili with certain rua of stones, and to ask for nu deed until the miil was
erected and in ruuning order; but 1 have not the meanus of knowing what actiou the
Department bas taken in the matter, although it is a maLter of great importance to the
district of Algoma.
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I would respectfully recommend, if no action has been otherwise taken, that the five
mill sites be sold at publie auction, either in the City of Toronto or at Sault Ste. Marie,
after being well advertised both in the United States and Canada papers, and that the sale
be subject to the condition of the site being put in use withiu a certain period.

There is no Protestant place of worship at Sault Ste. Marie, but service is occasion-
ally held in the Court House by the Church of England Missionary from Garden River,
about 12 miles below the Sault.

There is a Roman Catholie Chapel and .Pricstin attendance, with a large congregatiu.
There is a very good school house, whiicli has been built by private subscription. The

average attendance of scholars is about 40, and they receive about SiJO a year froi
Governn t towards the teacher's salary.

There are also two Provincial Policemen stationed here, under rhe control of the
Magistracy; they are higly spoken of as decent. proper, efficient meu, and are considered
very useful, and a terror te evil-doers.

In the ncighborhood of the Saul, a good deal has becu done by the Governtment in
the shape of Colonization R1oads, but for what great good romains yet te bc scen. One
road extends from the Sault to the Bruce mines, some 48 miles, with'no less than 67
bridges on it, costing some $1, 100 per mile, including bridges. This road is very little
used except for a few miles out, and I could not Icaru that balf a dozei people had ever
passed over it. I visited it at sevcral points, having been informed that several of the
bridges had been burned down I found this to bc- the case witli threc mediuni sized
bridges,. and that several of tie others want repairs; and all of the bridges require to be
visiced by a competent person, and to have the bolts tig':.tened up, otlierwisc they will
certainly go te pieces. All new ivworks of this character rcquire thus to be attended to.

I was applied te by several parties bcgging of ie te get wbat was required to the
bridges done at once. I told them I had no such- authority, but would consider it iy
duty te report the facts to the Governiment on my return, aud which I now do.

There are very few settlers along the road referred to-but there are sorme very lair
spots of agricultural land, and which would be readily takeni up if it wure surveyed and put
in the market, but you cannot induce settlera te survey land thenselves, at their own cost,
and pay oue dollar an acre for it besides, when the Goverunment are advertisin.g lauds in
the same District, already survcyed, at 20 cents per acre.

The question may very naturally arise, why do they net go and settle on the 20 cent
land ? Simply because there are no ronds, or markets for their products; while on the rond
in questiov, they have a market at each end, viz.,-the Bruce Mines and the Sault.

Another road branches off, about two miles out froim Sault Ste. Marie, on the Bruce
Mines road, into the Township of Korah, about nine miles long. Korai is a very promis,-
ing township, provided the road be extended across the township, say six ruiles ; there are
sone 12 or 14 families, agriculturists, settled in it, but some have left for the United
States and others are about leaving, simply because they have no road to fetch out their
produce te market.

Another Governmtent road branches off, six miles out froi the Sault on the Bruce
Mines road, 14 miles in length, to Goulais Bay on Lake Superior; so fhr there are no
settlers on this road.

I deem it proper to add that r.o one i the )istrictseems to have any charge or control
over these roads and bridges, and it is to bo regretted that works of such extent, and some
really splendid and expensive bridges, should be allowed te go te ruin for want cf looking
after, and some slight repairs.

At preseut, in the District of Algoma, they have io taxes, aud no iîeans of imposing
any, for -such a purpose, even had the people the desire or disposition te do so. In January
next the District, by the Act of last Session, will be under the various old District Laws in
force in Canada West, previons to the Municipal system coming into operation, but how
far that is to benefit the District is yet to be seen.

Under the old District Laws all sums arising froin tavern-licenses, shîop-licenses. and
billiard-tables, go into the Provincial Chest; while in the municipalities, with the excep-
tion of $5 on each tavern-license, the revenue goes into the Municipal Chest antd forms
quite a large item of revenue ; so that in this point of view the District of Algomaýwill not
bc anything like se favorably situated as the counties nnd.er the municipal system
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While writing the word "iiard-tables" above, another difficulty occurs to me of
auything but a favorable character to Sault Ste. Mharie.

I have referred to a " Summer Iotel," as being likely ta be of great service at Sault Ste.
Marie, and it is well known ihat atsuch a place of resort it is necesgary to provide ail sorts
of amusements ta attract visitors, and in such a Hotel as I refer to, at lcast four 'illiard-
tables would be required, and on which, under the law by which the District of Algoma
will be governed fr"m January ncxt. there will be a tax of£40 per annum on each table,
and whichgoes into the Provincial Chest ; this is no great encouragement ta Hotel enter-
prise, and there is no such tax in any of the counties.

Three miles below Sault Ste. Marie and on the Bruce Mines road is an old mining
location, two miles frout by live miles deep; it is supposed to be one of the forfeited mining
locations. T: e whole of this lot would be taken up at once for agricultural purposes were
it surveyed and in the market, but the Crown Land Agent at the Sault can give no infor-
mation on the subject.

GARDEN RIVEit,

An Indian Village and settlement ou the Garden River, 12 miles below the Sault,
and fronting ou St. Mary's River, with a population of Indians and half breeds of about
400 souls.

There is a Church of England and Methodist Mission bere, but the nuiber of ad-
herents are suall. The Chureh of England Missiouary, the liev. James Chance, and his
lady, canh keep a school, but the scholars do not number more than cight or ten between
boit schools, and the congregation will not average 20 the year round. The Sunday pre-
vicus to my Inst visit there the congrogation numberedfivc.

The Roman Catholic body here are under the supcrintendecue- of Les Pères Jesuites,
who ore, as all over the distriet, arc most assiduous in atteuding not only to the spiritual,
but temporal and bodily infirinities of the Indians, by teachiug them farming, mechanical
and al! indusirial pursuits. aud attending to both bodily and spiritual wanits wen sick.
The Superior of the Order there, Père Kohler, infornied me that the number of souls there
and neghbohood, uncler his charge. amounted to about 600. and that the average at-
tendance of scholars at their school was from 30 to 40 scholars Ile also informed me
that he, had entercd into a con tract for ail the material for a grist aill, and which he hoped
to have in full operation by next harvest, at a cost to hiniself of $3,000. I asked him
w-her the whcat was toacomue f-om, wlhen he informed nie that iu addition to wtat would
be grown in thenghborhood, he iuteuded getting from Chicago a cargo of wheat eaci
season, and which Le could get up for next to notlingforfreight, by vesscls ging up thc
South Shore of Lake Superior for iron ore, and would gladly bring it for hii rom time ta
tinie, as part of their ballast, and land it almost at the iill. This would be a further means
of teaching bis people habits of industry, and be able tu supply thei with flour for their
own use cheap, and have the bran and shorts for their cattle. lie cxpected to have the
miil put up prctty mouch al by bis own people, and work it by them also.

There is a splendid bridge on the Bruce Mines Road, about a mile back of Garden
River. and which mnust have cost a large sun of money, and if not quiekly attended ta
will ccrtainly be down. The bolts require attending to, and soine slight repairs to the
approaches.

My last vi-it to Garden River was vith Mr. Wilson, who was sent down there by the
Indian Department, in order to get the consent of the Indians to the surrender of two
copper locations on the reserve of 400 acres cach, applied for by Mr. Keating as repre-
son 1ng aii American Company, who were going to open up the mines and work them.

The courcil as.,embled in due Indiau form, on the bank of Garden River, and Mr.
Wilson, through an interpreter, explained to them the object of his visit, and what he
asked for, when, after a goî>d deal of consultation and gesticulating, the senior Chief pre-
Sent, " Pc-qu-eiiic," made a speech and declined to surrender the locations, thus, for a
tiume at all events, retarding the progress of that part of the district. The two Chiefs pre-
sent, " Pe-qu-chin-inie" and "Ne-ben-ai-goch ing," requested the interpreter to say to me
that they wishe d ta communicate the contents of the for:ner speech ta the Government
I promised that I would, and the speech, almost word for word, wili be found in the
Appendix.
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BRUXCE MINEs,

Forty-five miles below Sault Ste. Marie, and 290 miles from Collingwood, is a Port of Entry
John Bowker-]anding-waiterin charge, at a salary of £125 per annum, and £10 per an-
num for office rent and fuel-says it is not enough to support him and his family. Iexam
ined his books and offiee-matters, and found them fairly kept and correct. Mr. Bowker
reports to Sautt Ste. Marie.

This may be considered the most flourishing point of the Frce Port, althougli, at the
time of my visit, almost every house and store at the Wellington Mines, about half-a-nile
west, had been burned, by fire communicated from the bush ; a large amount of the pro-
perty was covered by insurance, so that in a short time, no doubt, overything, on that score,
will be all right again. The "Bruce Mine" is not row being worked, but the Canada
West Mining Company, through the agency of Messrs. Taylor & Co., of Lmndon, Engand,
have the Wellington Nices in full operation, under Icase from the Montreal Mining Com-
pany, at a Royalty of five per cent.

This Company, at the present timue, gives employment to about 400 men; nd- the
population in the vicinity ot the mines, and you may say dependent on thom, nunabers
1400 souls.

The smelting works are not in operation, having been burned down some years back,
and bave not since been rebuilt. The copper ore is crushed by powerful machinery, and
then put into "puddling troughs," and washed by water, and Idressed " up, so that when
shipped-as it is direct fron there to Swansea, England,-it contains about 20 per cent.
of copper, and is worth about $80 per ton.

This Company is in a nost flourishing condition, and last year, 1863, (after paying-all
expenisc3) dividced 860,000 profit among the sharcholders. The expert of copper ore by
theu last year, amounted to 4,532 tons, of the value of 3270,791. The value ot imports at
Bruce Mines for 1863, was 652,855.
The value of copper ore shipped to England, for the half-year ended 80th June

ast w s ............ ........................... ...................................... 68,840
for the month of July last, was....................... ............................ 93,0 2

and, I was informed by the managers, before the closo of navigation this year, they hoped
to ship ore to the value of between 8300,000 and 5400,000 more.

As this Company are oniy lessees of the Mines now working, and their lasses expirin
in three and eight ycars, it was feared that the mines would have been abandoned at the
termination of the leases, and thus the place would have become'a bai ren wildcroess again
but, fortunately the Company have purchased the whole of the Bruce Miues (it is said 1or
£25,000 sterling) with-the full intention of opening the up, and working them, next
spring, so that, in a very few years, we may look to the population, at least; trebling their
numbers, and the trade'of the Port largely increased.

The number of British and'Foreign stcariners and 'Sail vessels " teo and fromx the Portof
Bruce Mines lagt year, was 116; since then a line of first-class vessels, ownO d by Cuùning-
ham Sons, of Liverpool, have been put on the route betweeu Liverpoolan iBruce Mines
calling with freight at varions places, as they go up to the Mlines, and on arrival there are
loadcd with copper ore, direct for England.

A Post Oflice money order branch is much wanted her for the convenience of the
miners sending money to their friends, especially to England.

There arc three or four magistrates at the mines, of high standing; but what is very
in uch required is a "lock-up ;" if a breach of the peace be commited. or ary crime where
it is necessary to confine a prisoner, even teniporarily, there is no " lock-up" ini the dis-
trict, except the two dungeons at Sault Ste. Marie, a distance of 45 miles froni the Bruce
MNincs, and no regular imcans of travel or conveyance.ýand thus renderiog the sendingvfa
prisoner theorc vcry expensive ; so that in many cases the reàlly guilty go unpuuished.

There is a good school here, wed attended; also a Protestant and Catholic Chircihles,
with large congregations; aiso thrce or four stors, doing a gool busiacs-, ad a very good
and large Botel.

The Mining Company have niace an arrangement with the lotel and s;tore-kepers,
that no others are to b allowed to be opened fror a certain number cf years, and the ('om
pany are enabled to grant this monopoly, as their Mining Locations cover al the iaid
the vicinity of the mines.
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ST. JOSEPH'S ISrd

0pposite the Bruce Mines, say six miles distant, and eight miles from the entrance to St.Mary's River, is a large and fertile Nand, about 20 mi!es long, from east to west, and
about 15 miles broad, covered in part, with heavy forest trees. The ruins of the old British
Fort, commanding the channel of the St. Mary's River, are still to be seen.

The settlers on this island find a ready cash market for ail their prolucts at the Bruce
Mines, and it would be a miost prosperous island did not a great dissatisfaction exist
among the settiers because they cannot get their claims adjusted. They arc ail squatters.
Two cou'nissions have, at diferent periods, been appointed by Government to investigate
their claims; the first.. I learn. never acted ; the second, composecd ot' Mcssrs. Wilson and
Salter, did act-went over every lot in 1S60, anid made a full ard complete Report to the
Crown Laud Departncrt, and 1 umx net aware wbat action bas been taken on that Report.There is a good deal of eleared aud pretty good land on the island, and the people
would be prosperous, hapry, aud contented if tbey could get their claims settled and their
patents -, but tney are discontented for the reason stated, and some of them are leaving for
the United States in consequence, as they say they do net wish to continue te build houses
and make improvements on land whicli they do not know their f'milices may continue to
enjoy.

.Joseph Dollais Case.
This is a very industrious, hard-workirg settler, a squatter farier eni a lut a few miles

below the Bruce Mines, adjoining tho surveyed Township of Lefrev. He has occupied
the lot for 15 years, and bas made good and valuablo imiprovements, but finds hiimself in
the samE p'osition as the settlers on St. Joseph's Isl nd. The land is unsurveyed, and ivas
granted in 1846 to oue týtarnes as a mining location, two miles by fiv. and wns forfeited
by Order in Council, the six months' notice having been given.

T1IE8sALON ElïVEP,
Twelve miles east of the Bruce Mines, and 60 miles from the Sault, a filue river and guod
front streani, but onlly four settlers on it, who seemed vcry poor. 'Tis on au ldian ré-
serve, surrendercd to the Crowni but not surveycd. The land could bc sold if surveved, the
Crown Land agent haviog had many applicanuts. The Indian Departmnent were under the
impression that there was some valuable elm titmber on this river, but I could neitler seCe
nor hear of any friom any of the settlers.

- MISStsSAGUA~

A ludson 1ay Company's post, 33 miles fron Thessa loil River, aud O0 frum the Sault,
situated on a fork of the River Mississagua, a very beautiful station, and everything neat
and orderly, a- is invariably fourd to be the case at ail the stations cf the Hudson iav
Company. The only trade here is between the indians amd the ludson Bay Comnpauy".
Tbere is enly one settler, Sayers, a squatter, long in occupation. The land around hero is
also unsurveyed. The Township of Thompson is, however, within three or four miles. .

Saicois %aw /Djis,
Five miles cast ot Mississagua, is also ou unsurveyed land. These nills are now at a stand,
the proprietor having got into difliculties with the Montreal Miuing Con:puny, inr whose
hands they now are, and, like all their property on these Lakes-except the Bruce Mines,
-~dlormant.

L aunzons 3hZis,
About 10 miles east of Mississagua.

This mill lias been crected by a Frecli Canadian, by name, Aïfred lauzon ; he has
been the' o three years ; las erectcd a first-rate mill, with a muley aznd circular saw; and
bas bilt a wharf, with a traniway on it for shipping bis lumber-soime 300 to 400 yards
long; has built six dwelling-houses for himself and men, and alse a good dam. His supply
of water is from a lake about a quarter cfi a mile back of his mill this lake is about 1mile
long and about half-a-mile broad ; at the N. W. end of this lake is a small I portage" and
then another lake about four miles loue' and one mile wide. and both full of fish; ho has
also constructed a slide from Ihe siall lake for bringing bis logs down to his dam. The,
whole place denoites i:adustry anid prosperity, and there is a good supply of fair timber ail
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around, and a never-failing supply of water. 11e has applied himself and through Mr.
Wilson repeatedly, to purchase, and also for a timber license, but, se far, lias been unsuc-
cessful. He is, of course, a squatter, and the land is unsurveyed. Like many others up
here, he is going on helpiig hinself, Lut keepiug an account of the lumber he makes.
He inforns me he is doing wCll, and has expeuded S3,000 iri cash since lie went on the
preniises, and is most anxtous to get his patent.

LA CLOCHEIi

About 45 niles east of Lauzon's nills and 144 miles cast of Sault Ste. Marie-another
H{udson's Bay P>ost, immediately in front of the Township of Salter, in charge of Mr. Peter
Bell; the land aronnd is unsarveyed. There are no, settiers here, the tradiag is eatirely
with the Indians. Mr. Bell makes great compluints of the Indian traders giviug spirits to
the Indians. There is no miagistrato within 50 to 101> miles-one is uuch neecec there,
and Mr. Bell would make an e2ceedingly useful, intelligent magistrate.

LITTLE CURRENT,

Or Waie-bidgi-wang, I2 miles across from La Cloche on the north shore of the Great lani-
toulin. The main channel is narrow here, with a current runnia; fivo or six miles an hour,
being much affected by the winds. This is the calling place for all vessels going up the
north shore of Lake Rluron, and here the steamars usually wôod. \With the exception of
the school-master, Mr. Burkit, and Mr. John Dupont, store-keeper, the population is al
Indian and HIalf-brecd. The setlement is miserable, and great w isery will be expericcee.
this coming winter by the poor Indian, iu consequence of the fire through the whole coun-
try having destroyed the garne, on which tie Indian, in a great mneasure, depends for his
living; and also, in many cases, their small crop of potatoes, beans, and peas. There is no
liotel, or accommodation of any kind here, for a traveller. Thero seems te have beca a
pretty good clearing, at one time, arouad the village, if it can be se called, but it seems te
be neglected, and a second growth springing up. Mr. BDurkit, the school master, informs
me that his average attendance of scholars is about 20; he also complains very bitterly of
the Indians gctting spirits from the trading vessels and steamers, wheu they become per-
fectly mad and ne one's life is safe. There is no place of worship here, of a0y kind, and
there is no nagistrate; Mr. Burkit, the school-master, would make an admirable magistrate,

e is a man of some 50 years of age, very exeiplary, and highly spokea of. Tie mail for
Manitowanning, ivhere the Iudian Superintendent resides, should be left liera, inDtead of
at Rillarney, 25 miles below.

A landing-waiter should also bp appoiated here for the purpose I have already stated
ia my Report.

Until within some six or seven years back the Hiudson's Bay COmpany had a station
here; they built a large wharf and store-bouse, and the place was neat aud orderly; they
gave employment te the Indians and Half-breeds in cutting cordwood, hauliag and piling
it on the wharf, and the Company then sold the wood to the steamers at. is. .3d. per cord,
profit. The place 'was then, comparatively speaking, prospering the Iodian wol kiug unci
acquiring habits of industry, besides obtaining many comforts f'or himselfand family. The
Company, I am informed, had a lease of some 20 acres of the land, for 20 years; but, some
six-or seven years ago, the Indian Department deemed it wise that the Comnpany should
leave the Island, which they did rather than have any difflculty; the consequence is, thar
the Indian lias fallezi back te his fishing and hunting habits, und idling around ; the store
was shut up and went te decay, and scaîcely a plank left on tho wharf, and steamers now
calling have much difficulty in getting their supply of wood. Mr. John Dupont hbaing
recently rented the score and wharf, such as they are, it is most prohable that a better state
of things will follow.

MAN.T0WA&NNING,
Thirty miles froi Little Current, is beautifully situated at the head of Heyward Souùd.
It is here the Government Indian agent resides, also the English Clergyman and Surgeon,
and, I regret to be obliged te give a melancholy account of the place :-In the firs. place,
from theyear 1839 to 1844, Goverument expended upwards î of30,00O here, in erecting
some 40 Indian houses, a large frame store, a saw-mil>, four large houses. for the agent,
Bnglish clergyman, doctor, and sehool-master- alo a blacksmith's, carpeuter's, and cooper's
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shopsI; a largU Englih church was also built, under the hope that a large number of I-
diaus eould be cougregated there, and i some degree civilized and taught indusrious
puruits. The result uay be summed up by stating, that, at the present time, there is no
rtore in the place ; no school or schoolmnaster; and, for nany months, no clergyman of any
deuomination. There is a good Euglish church, and, when there is a pastor, an average
conigr. gation in all of nut mure than 20; all, pretty much, that remains of the Indian houses
are the himuneys A good whart did esist, but there is not avestige of it left; the country
arounid has beei devastated by fire, and the whole spot denotes ruin and dceay.

I w..s iuforimed itha two tihirds ot'the Indians there now, professed the Rowan Catholic
faith, that they h -d upplied, throuah cheir priests, for soute accommodation for the holding
of service, but, lad, so lr, bean uusuccessful.

Also on the Great Manitoulin Island, 25 miles, by water, froi MIanitowanning, but only
about six miles aeross a neck or land. This village is under the charge and superinten-
dence of "Les 'ères Je.uttes," and presunts a striking contrast to Manitowanning. It bas
received no goverlnmeut aid tuwarda its prorress. It has a population of over 60 0.souls,
ail Indiuus and half-breedi; and about 150 louses, besids barns, stables, and other out-
buildiugs; the village pi esents a neat, cleauly, orderly appearance, and prosperity seems to
smile un ail arouud, and the population apparent!y happy and comfortable. They have a
capital stone church and dwelliung lor the clergy, built cntirely by the Indians themselves,
and also a convent for educational purposes; they have tvo schools, one for the boys and
one for the girls ; five teachers, and about 80 scholars in each school ; they receive $240 per
annum trom Governmeat, towards the support of their schools; they have also a saw-mill
and among them shuemaakers, MasLOs, coopers, blacksmiths, &c.,

The country around hero has also been burned up, but, through the exertions of the
clergy with their people, they have tmnaaged to save a rortion of their crop, and they are
close to good fishing grounds.

Coiniplaint is also made here of the traders giving wvhiskey to the IndiainA.
The ulergy. also, here go out with their people, help and teach tbem farning opera-

tions, and vie aspect of the place denotes happiuess and contentment.
Thewhole population of the Isulnd way be fairly put down at 120a: say 1000 Catholies,

100 Protestants, and 100 Paigans.
From what I have myself seen, and from information conveyed to me by persons on

rhom I eau depend, I am firmly of opinion that a very-erroneous impression is abroad as
to the value (if the Great Manitoulin Island. There is no amount of timber of any value
upon it, in faut, very indifferent cord wood; there are no less than 17 lakes on it, cvering
oun-thit d ct the whole isiand, and of the renaining two-thirds, not more than one-sixth cati
ne esled even fair agricultural land; the balance is one mass of rock and swamp. Parties
have stated to me that the Irdians were in the habit of making half a-million pounds of
ma<ple sugar on the Island yearly, and thjat the land must be good where maple trees grow
so well. My experience tells me that tuaple will grow ou even a sandy soi], but they will
grow well ou six inuhes of gravelly soil on a rocky bottom, whieh latter îs the case on the
Manitoulin.

I am further informed that of the five townships surveyed last winter on the Island,
scarcely a stuke is to be found, all having been burned upso thatthese surveys are useless;
but I do not believe that if the whoi Island was surveyed and brought into the markets,
thut it could be sold for sufficient to defray the expense of survey, unless it were bought by
parties wio had never visited it.

KILLAtRNEY,
Or She ba-wanah-ning ("here is a channel "), is very beautifully situated on the main
shoru, 25 miles from Wekwenmikong, hemued in, as it were, by mouitains on all aides; on
the norLh shoro of a uarrow channel about half a mile long, and very deep, It has a cou-
venie;t steaimboat landing, a good Catholic chureh, a store, 12 or 13 bouses, and a popula-
tio of about 75 sou'S, al. Indians and balt-breeds except three or four; they live chiefly
by fishing and hunting, agriculture is neglected, except as regards the usual vegetables and
potatoe patch and prairie hay for their cattle. Each house has a cow and a couple of pigs,
and there are a couple of horses owned in-the village.
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The village has the appearance of neutness and order. Great complaints arc made
here also about whiskey being given to the Indians, and, although there are two magis-
trate's, they have not been able to stop this traffie, which is carried on so lgandestinely.
There should be a "Ilock-up " here or at Little Current. The whole village may be called
" squatters," and they are very anxious to have the village surveyed and each one's lot de-
fined, whieh may save any amount of trouble hercafter.

Killarney should be made a Sub-port of Entry, as a great number ofvessels cal! there,
and it is the first place touched in the Free Port.

NORTH SUORE OR LAKE SUPERIOR.

On my return to Sault Ste. Marie I found tbat the steamer "Algoma,' did notgo up
Lake Superior until the following trip, and it being too late in the season to .risk a small
boat to Fort William, I had no alternative but to lay over and get what usefuil inforiaation
I could, about Sault Ste. Marie and its neighborhood, in the interim. Starting, therefore,
on the next trip, after laying to in " Waiska Bay " for 55 hours in the "Algoma "- on ac-
count of a violent storm on the lake, we at length reached I Michipicoton," :about: 150
luites, being the first stopping place of the boat, in fact, on our shore, the first point of civili-
zation; and when you get there, except a splendid harbor and grand scenery, there is
nothiag to bc seen but the Hudson's Bay Post, everything neat and orderly as -is usual.
c Moose Fort,-" Hudson's Bay, is 2300 miles from this post, and has been reached from this
point in canoes in six days. The busiuess done at this post is, of course, between Hudson's.
Bay Company and the Indians, and the goods are ail entered at Sault Ste. Marie; there is-
no Officei of Customs here, and I do not sec that one is required.

Mr. Colin Rankin, the Company's agent here, is a highly respectable person, and
strongly recommended by Colonel Prince and others, as a suitable person for a magistrate
and it is very desirable there should be one here, also a '' lock up."

On leaving here we made for the Island of Michipicoton, about 45 miles distant, -in
order te land a miner, but were unable to do so on account off, and I; consequently, had
no opportunity of visiting the Island or mines, at which latter, he wever, I learned therewere
only some 10 or 12 men at work, so that there is not. a great deal doing there.-, The: Island
is about 16 miles by 6, covered with spruce, fir, bireh, ash, and maple, but the timber is of
no great value, unless for cordwood; there are several lakes upon it, full of sþeekled trout,
and the bay is full of salmon trout and white-fish; but the island, otherwise, is thought
very valuable in mineral depsit-silver, copper and lead,-and the Qu(bec Mining Com-
pany have a location on it.

We reached Fort William the following day, situated at the mouth of the Kaministo-
quoi liiver. Owing to a bar or shoal at the mouth of the river, we were obliged to anchor
at-about a mile from the fort, or fHudson's Bay Post, and the goods &c.,to be laded take
off in large boats and a scow.

A. Mr. Wallbridge, from Detroit, has' opened a lead mine about ten miles up the river
and is said tobe doing very well I had no opportnity of visiùiig the mine as the steam rer
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only reUIined at Fort William two hours. I also was informed, that some two or three
copper and lead locations had just been discovered in about the saine neighborhood.

'f the bar or shoal J have referred to were removed, and which could be done by
dredging, for 810.101. the river would then be navigable, for steamers, ten miles up; and
if Mr. Wallbridge's mine turns out a success, of which there is every probability, two
shipuients of' re, within ten miiles, would bc a very great drawback.

" Les Pères Jesuites" have also a very successful mission here, soae two miles above the
fort on the oppsite side of the rive:r; iliere is a good church and some 50 to 60 houses, chiefly
half breeds and Indians iuùbering about 3100 souls, and a school with about 30 scholars;
also a r(aidcn t prie..t. The good influence of' "Les Pères·Jesuites," along theshoresof Lake
S.iperor, is enerally adlicted by ail uinprejudiced visitors; the poor and often degraded
indian being instrutcd in agriculture and industrial pursuits, tending to elevateýthe h uman
species in every eline.

There have been somne six or eight American steamers and other-craft in, at 'Fort Wil-
liai tLhis season, but as there is no Officer of Customs there, I could procure:no ircport of
what was landed or exported. I should deem it ver- advisable to have a landing-waiter
there. as it. is becoinig a place of* great resort.

T bere is no magistrate here and one is absolutely necessary, also a " lock up." Mr.
John CIlntyr. the l udson's l3ay agent is strongly recommended as a most-.sùitable per-
son. A reward is at preseut ofde.eud, by the Government, for an escaped murderer, an lu-
dian, who lias been prowliug about Fort William and setting ail law at defiance for more
thau a year ; lie will more than likely nuow be caught there, but there is no magistrate to
commit hiu. or place to cnîifine hin, nearer than Sault Ste. Marie, upwards of 300 miles.

ThPe Iludsuo's Bay Compauy have a large farm here, and raise oats, barley, and all
kieds of i outs, and thlere is no dou bt wheat can also be raised here. Fisi is most abundant
both in the Bay and River, and Mr. Melntyre informed me that 30 barrels of white-6sh
were takei at one haul ùf seine, close to Fort William.

On our return towards rhe Sault we' again tried to toueh at Michipicoton Island,
but found it impracticable, and had, consequently, to bring the miner back to Sault Ste.
iMarie,ivhere lie had started frora.

I regret to be obliged to give so poor an account of our sido of Lake Superior, but
wlere there is little else than a wilderness. there is little to report upon. I ami perhaps,
wrong in saying there is little else than a wilderness, for it is admittea on-all sides, that our
north shore is quite as rich in minerai deposits as the south shoreî if not more so.

But when we find the 3Monrtreal Mining Company holding not less than 16 mining-
locations on Lake Superior, LUi miles of territory, aud ail patented, although merely the
front lines run--no side or rear iUnes and uot a pick at work in one of them, it does not
omen weil-7-and it almsrt. deters explorers from going in, for, after spending their time.
labor and amoney, if tiey do firid a location, the chances are ten to one that it is on some.
two mile by five 'ocatin of the Niontreal iMining Company.

"Tiat there are rieh amd extensive mineral deposits on the- Canadian or "North
Shore " of Lake Superior, is a fiet of' which most people, cognizant of the country, are
well inforned ; and, were it. possible, would have availed themselves of, had'not-the Cana-
dian Government placed in their wvay so nany obstacles as to make it a waste of time to
encleavor to remove them.

ihe first great bstacle was the establishment of monopolies; almost similar to that
of the Il udson's Bay Fur C' upany, and the payient of royalty. on every pound raised,'
according to the esumrnîati.rn s' odicials. Besides this theGovernmentlhas been exceedingly
dilatory I imaking uceary surveys, and thougli the objectionable royalty bas been abot-
ished, yet it is now utteriy imûpossible to purchase a tract of land forwantof a-descriptive
boundary.

From the information gathered from gentlemen ni standing -and experieice; we are
led to believe that copper and silver exist in Canadianc territory, in formationw similar to
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those of this region ,which bave proven themselves to be higlily productive and reniunera-
tive beyond doubt. We have long entertained ai i *-ilar opinion, and with Sir William
Logan's report to tb Canadian Parliament, in whicn e faithfully and scientifically p--r-
trayed the metallife <'us wealth of the Canadian Lake Superior District, it has been a sub-
ject of wonderthat our neighbors should have·been so inactive in developing the resources
of their country.

"In this connection we may mention the name of C. W. Starneis, Esq., of Moiutreal,
who, we understand, has visited, with;D. S. Ogdcn, Esq.. and lion. E. Il. Thompson, of
New York, the whole range of mines from the Porcupino 3lountains to (opper Harbor, and
taken extensive notes of the leading mines, .Ietailing -their workin.:·s, &c., with a view to
bringine, the subject properly before Parlianent at, its next Session. We trust the views
of these gentlemen will result in offecting a radical change in worki the Canadiai mines,
and especially in having the Government perfect its surveys.

" As the matter now stands, it is time-and money thrown away W attenpt to make any
location on that side of the Lake, for you are grected at the Crowrn Land Department, at
Quebec, with one of twoanswers to your application for a location.-either that the land
belongs to the Montreal-Mining Company, or else that the land is not surveyed. This
policy changed by the Government, and thousands-would sek investmLent wbere there is
now but a single instance.

I may mention that.there are-two townships near Fort William, urveyed and in the
market at 20 cents per acre, but there is no one nearer than Quebec that can give any fur-
ther information regarding them; some of the lots havc becn taken up, and if Mr. Wilson,
at the Sault, was furnished with plans of them, there is little doubt all the lots would
speedily be taken up and settled on.

U. S. OR SOUTH SIIORE OP LAKE SUPERIIOR.

I now proceed, and I must say with some reluctance, to give an account of the south
or U. S. shore of Lake Superior. I say with reluctance for the comparison is painfully
truc.

The American village of the " Soo' is.inmediately opposite our village of Sault Ste.
Marie,.and is the capital of Chippewa County, Michigan; it has a population of about 1200,
is 350 miles from Detroit and 15 miles from the foot of Lake Superior in N. Latitude
45.31; the.rapids here have anascent of 18 feer within one mile. The village contains
two Protestant and one Catholic churches, two hoteLs and 10 or 15 stores, and mechanics of
all kinds. Fort Brady, an old (J. S. Militarv Post, is at the east end of the town and com-
mands the St. Mary's River, and the approach to the mouth of the canal above.

St. 3la' 'Ship canal.
This canal, which connects the navigation of Lake Superior with the lower lakes, is

1 mile 304 feet long.
It was built in 1853-4-5, being coinpleted in Jurne, 1855, within two years, and cost

about one million of. dollars; not a copper of money was paid. however, but a grant of
750,000 acres ol la:Ld, was ade by congress to the.State of Nlichigan in aid of building it.
The contractors accepted the land, binding thumselves Lto complete the canal in two years
which they did. There werefrom 12 t, 1600 men employed :upon the work on the spot,
exclusive of the men at the quarries. A large portion of stone was brought from the quar-
ries on the Indian Reserve near Amnerstburg, C. W. The lands were selected by agents
appointed by the Governor of- Michigan, a: the work progressed, as follows:-

T bere are throe pair ol folding gates, each 40 feet wide ; upper gate, 17 feet high ;
lower gate. 244 feet high.

There vere also upper and lower caisson gates, used for shutting off the water from
the canal, but these were found not to answer, and have been removed and a guard gate
substituted.

There was -103,437 pounds of wrought iron used in the gates, and 38,000 pounds of
cast iron, and S,000 feet of oak timber.

The tolls on the canal are collected by the State, are merely nominal and only ii-
tended to defray the necessary expenses and repairs.

The tollage is six cents for every registered ton for every description of vessel, and no
tollage on cargo.

The first steamer that passed through was the" Illinois," 927 tons, on 1Sth June, 1855.
The average season of navigation is 6j months, comnencing as early as 18th April,

and tcrminating as late as 30th November.
I rrarstuit herewith the annual report of the Superintendent of the canal for the years

18'2 and 186, giviug nost valuable statistical information of the trade of the canal and
Lake Superior. As these reports are so clear and complete in theiselves, it is unnecessary
for me to make any remark upon them. I will merely draw attention to one Table B,
showing the whole nurmber of vessels, sail and steam, which have passed through the canal
is 1863.

1 may add that of the above. one steamer was British.
Mr. Brown, the obliging Superintendent, further informed me, that the trade of this

year would exceed that of 1868.
The copper region on the south shore is divided into three districts, viz.: Ontonagon,

Keweenaw Point, and Portage Lake. Since 1845, when the copper mines were first brought
into notice, soie 150 Copper Mining Companies have been organized under the general
law of Michigan.

More than eight millions of dollars have been expended in explorations and mining
improvements.

The Minnesota and Cliff mines have declared and paid over two millioqs of dollars in
dividends sinec the organizatiori and working of these mines.

Until 1860 ail the copper of the Lake Superior mines was smelted at Detroit. Cleve-
land and Boston, since which time, however, large smelting works have been erectel at
Portage Lake, L S., while some copper ore has been shipped to Liverpool t' be smelted.

The first point touched at, deserving of important notice, after leaving the Suult, on
the south shore, is Marquette, 180 miles, the county town of Marquette County, Miý1iraD.
and a Sub.port of Entry, situate on the Bay of Marquette, with a safe and commodious
barber. This is the only point on Lake Superior where irori mines have been opened.
The town eontains about 2500 inhabitants, has a eourt-house and gaoi, five protestant and
one Catholie ehurches, six hotels, two of themr first-clas-s houses, two printing offices,1 and
from 30 to 40 stores, and everything denotes prosperity around. The iron mines are from
12 te 18 miles back of the town on an elevated ridge, knowri as the lyon Mountoin. A&
railroad extcnds from Marquette to the Lake Superior mine, 18 miles distan t, affording-
ample means for transportirig the ore direct to the vessels 4ide for shipment, imd it is so
arranged that the cars are Ildamped " or eruptied1, without iojury, into the hold of the ship,.
thus saving an immensity of labor There arc several blast [urnaees in the neighborhir'od,
and manufactures of pig-iron, railroad castings, -car wheels, &c., employing, it is said, in al
about 6,000 souls- This iren business alorie gives emnployuiett tu upwards of -100 sail ves
sels besides propellers. Steamers of a large :size -rrive and depart almost daily for Detroit,

Mîwuiand Chiesgo. carrying freight anid camerous passengers; se many vesseis are
employed in this. iron and copper trade, that the inerchante and traders on the south shore
get their goods and supplies from, bt-ow ut -a mere no>.:iina1 rate of freight, the vesqels beiug
too glad to get the freight, te save the trouble and expenso of loadiug and unioading bal-
last, ie fact it bas beaui known, in several ir.stances, of vassels paying for the privilage of
taking up a cargo of"flour and sait. The sîiprnenrs of iron ore this year, and pig iron from
M~'arquette is calculated wilI be upwards of» 200,0<30 tous.

There is enough Iron on Lake Superior, on both shores, te supply the ýworld with iron.
A new era in ship-building seemsa t baud, when iron will take the place of wood,. which
with the quantity requiretd for railroad purposes, it is hard te don ceive -wh at tbcde=mand Miay
be,-to say nothing of' the irnpetus snobi % trade mnuit, ini the natural course -of events,3
give te Ouxr ahipping and cariais.

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The neit point of importance, I visited. was the towns of Houghtou and Hancock, on
Portage Lake, 80 miles above Marquette ; -foughton is 14 miles from Portage Entry, on
Lake Superior. The harbor is land-locked,-protected by high hills on both sidcs. It was
first settled in 1854, it now contains a gaol and court-house, three Protestant and one Cath-
olie churches, several ninor hotels and boarding bouses-one hotel, the " Douglas House,"
quite equal to any hotel in Canada,--some 30 stores and warchouses, two steam saw-mills,
two brewerics, &c.; the population is estimated at 3,000, being mostly engaged in copper
mining and lumbering operations.

HIaneock is immcdiately opposite, oU the north side of the lake, here about une-eighth
of a mile wide; a small steamer runs betwecn the two places every five or ten minutes,
and is sai t to bc elearing 8300 per week, the charge is five cents. The town was first laid
out in 1858 and now contains between 4 and 5,000 of a population, including those at work
at the mines in the inmediate neighborhood, its sudden rise and prosperity being identified
with the rich deposits of native copper in which this section of the coantry abounds. The
site of the town is on a side hill rising 500 feet above Portage Lake, where the opening of
the mines is situated. Ilere there-are also two Protestant and one Catholic churches. five
hotels-the Mason House being a first class hotel,-many stores, a steam s.w-mill and
barrel-factory, foundries, and extensive stanmping milis, also very extensive smelting works.
I was informed they smelted, on un average, 12 tons of' pure copper per day, and crushed
14,000 tons of ore per day. There is. in, this immediate nieighborhood. eight mines in
active and successful operation,-the Quinev, Hlancock, Pewabie, and Franklin mines tn
the north side ; the Isle Royal, Huron, and Portage on the south. are the princip:.l inines.
One of these mines, last season, declared and paid a dividend to the suockhoiders of 100
cents per dollar, thus paying back the whole of the c:pitatl.

The successful working of these mines. by means of grcatly impr"%ed nachiuery in
connection with the smelting works, gives profitable employment to thousanda ofminers and
laborers. thereby rendering this locality the great copper mart of the region, tie pure copper
being shipped to the castern miarket during the season, of navigatio_ In fict. after visit-
ing Hancoek arid Houghton. one cau safely say that they have seen the copper mines of
Lake Superior, and certainly in thoir prosperous state.

ONTONAGON,

Eighty-six miles west ot Portage Lake and 336 miles from the Sault, situate at the mouth
of the river of the same namuc, sone 200 feet wide at its mouth, plenty of water for large
vessels. and au extetnsive pier and break-water; the town contains two Protestant and one
Catholie churches, solme 1500 in habitants, two steam-mills. good stores, &c.; there are here
also. several very productive copper mines, the ore is found some 12 or 15 miles from the
horiding ; silver is also found here intermixed with the copper ore, which abounds in large
masses. A good plank roan runs from Ontonagon to near the mines, some 14 miles, a small
steamer also runs on the Ontonagon River in connection with the mines.

The population, including the neighborhood of the mines, is sorte 6,000.

SUPERIOR CITY,

3Jinnesot a,

Con tains from 12 to 1500 iuhabitants, on the Bay of Superior, at the extrsatne west end of
the lake, near the nouth of the St. Loui: River ; here are two churches, .two hotels, and
some 10 or 15 stores and warehouses ; a small river. the Vemiwdji. runs through the town.
It is said no place on Lake Superior has commercial advan.t.ages equal to this town, its fu-
ture is magnified almost beyond eenception, owing to several most in:portant .lines of rail-
way which will certainly termi inate here, viz: to the Falls of St. Anthouy and-Sauk Rapids
.;n the Upper Mississippi, &c., &c.

FOND DU LAC.

St. Louis C'ouuty. M innesota. lnys Dn St. Louis River, :1, miles above its entrance iutoLake
Supear. Vessols of' a rge chel aseced to this place, being within fourmiles of St. Louis
Falle, havmng a deseenit of about du feet, givingu: a great water powur. Stoie and slate are
extenîsively g.uarriCd here for buildinig purposes, and iron and coppn orealso:abound in the

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vicinity; and it will, at no very distant period, become an important place both- for trade
and manufactures.

ISLE ROYALE.

Belonging to the U. S., is- about 45 miles in length fro lE. to 8.W., and frou 8 to 12
miles in width, a rich and important island, aboundirg in copper ore and otber minerals
and precious stones. The principal harbor and only se!ttlement on the island is on SiSkowit
Bay on the east shore of the island, about 50 miles distant fron Eagle Harbor on the main
shore of Michigan. The whole of this island has been explored and taken up during the
present season, for muining purposes; the fishing grounds ar excellont a}l àround the island.
Isle Roval is not more than from 25 to 30 miles fromi Fort William.

Having thus given, as nearly us possible, a correct version of the state of matters on

the south or U. S. Shore of Lake Superior, and looking at the conrraat between the great
commercial prosperity on one pide and almost a barren wilderness on the other, the ques-
tion very naturally presents itself, what can be done to make the oorthl shore progress as
the south has done?

ru addition to what 1 have alrcady pointed out, [ would respectt'iilly suggest as follows
Let all the unsurveyed lands on both Lakes Huron and Superior, be at once surveyed

-say for six miles deep,-laid out, as is the system now in practice, into townships -six
miles square-'and where there is agricultural lands let them be sub.divided into sections.
but with other lands let merely the boundary lines be run

Let all distinctionbetween mineral anrd agricultural iauds he done away with;
Let oneprice be fixed for all,ýnot to exceed 20 cents per acre; the wholecountry could be

surveyed asI proppose for seveu cent, per acre, and 1 believe it will be admitted on all sides%
that the country is much more likely to be benefited by sellirg the lands at 20 cents-thus
inducing thé opening of the mines and a population to come in-than holding the land, -t
one dollar per acre, and parties to survey the lands themselves. f believe the calculatiua
is that every man, woman and child in the country is worth $80 a year-that is, it takes
that onan-average to support each,-consequently a family of 10 souls coming in and set-
tlingwouldspend each year, say $300,urelythis-would be n ore beneficial to the country
th Dýthe'differènce between 20ï cents and a dollar per acre;

Let rnaps b prepared; lithographed and circulated through the province; in Boston
in New Yrk, and along thé southshore of Lake Superior, shdwing· the lots taken up and
those for sale;

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Let the lots be sold at the agencies on Lakes Huron and Superior, and do not oblige
the explorer or agriculturist to come to Quebec;

Let Sir Wm. LÀogan's maps and reports also be published to a liinited extent, and cir-
culated, they could readily be sold at a sum sufficient to cover cost.

The foregoing was the course adopted by U.S. Government on the souli shore, and
the result has been that every acre has been taken up, the mines have been opened, and
overythin. is fiourishing, while on our side we have almost utter desolation.

It may be said the U. S. Government got $1 per acre fRr their land, truc, but that
was their first and only price after they had surveyed the uintry, while we have had our
lands, such as are surveyed, in the market at 20 cents, and it is a received maxim that it is
an easy matter to lower a price, but a dif1icult matter to raise it without injury.

I had frequent conversations with gentlemen largely engaged in mining operatiois on
the south shore, and by one and all was told-

Open up your country as we did by surveying-maps, agencies, &c.. and before ten
years are over you will see as large a population on your side as we have on ours. W%"e have
no lack of capital, we know your shore is equally rich in mineral wealth to ours, and we are
willing and anxious to go in, but you must remove the barrier now in the way. It does
seema," said they, ' so inconsistent that at Fort William, 300 miles up the Lake, and at
several points on Lake Huron you offer surveyed land at 20 cents per acre, while for un-
surveyed lands immediately adjoiniig, you ask one dollar per acre and parties to survey it
themuselves; and as we understand the Regulations oblige us to take 400 acres when per-
baps 40, in some cases, would answer our purpose."

I would also respectfullly recommend that the "Fisheries Act"(which has caused so much
troub!e in that region) he done away with there, except as regards the catching of speckled
trout by net in the rivers running ioto the lakes (St. lary's River excepted), also let it be in
force as regards the throwing of the fish offal into the water, wbieh destroys the other fish
and leave our fishing grounds open to the Americans, vrovided they reciprocate but not other-
wise. A very large portion or the population of the District of Algoma almost depeni on
fish for a living, espceially the Indians and half-breeds, and it is que:stionable if, in such a
a case, there should be any restrictions. The people one and all are opposed to a " Fishery
Inspector "' as being, as they say, useless and only likely to cause trouble ; the people them-
selves and the magistracy say they will see that the law is carraed out, so far as is necessary
to the preservation of the fish.

Having understood tliat there was an impression abroad that the climate around Sault
Ste. M1arie ias not suited for agricultural or horticultural pursuits, L thought well to bring
down with le a box containing the following specimens,-potatoes,.cabbage, turnips, peas,
lfet, mianigel, melons, savory, parsley, barley, oats, spring wheat, and fall wheat-all of which
wo;,l have stood weil to compete at any public exhibition.

1 have placed tho box at the disposal of the Bureau of Agriculture for inspection, and
in wnler that officiai notice may be taken of' same in the annual report of that Department.

t would also here beg to draw your attention to what I conceive to be an oversight in
the draftins of the Exeise Bi1ý in so far as the District of Algoma is concerned. Very fine
ba ley is gr'own in that District anaad it was anticipated that it could be turned to good account
the:c, by the establishmet of a brevery or distillery; but on reference to the Excise Act
it is believed that a brewerv or 'distillery woild be subject to Excise duty the same as in
any o<ther part of the Provînce. This does not operate favorably for the Free Port, inas-
much as they are not tllowed to maanutacture their own barley into whiskey or beer without
an Excise duty, while outsiders are allowed to send into the Free Port their whiskey and
beer ani get the drawback.

The population of the whole .District of Algoma mnay be put, down at about 7,000,
which includes Indians; and the population on the south shore of Lake Superior alone may
be fairly estimated at about 35,00_.

I have felt that i: reporting uton the working of the Free Port of Sault Ste. Marie and the
trade of that part of the oountry, 1 bad a very different duty to perform in many respects, from
what I would have had I been inspecting the Free Port of Gaspé, and for this reason that
Gaspé is represented in both bracches ot' the Legislature, bas the benefit ofmunicipal insti-
tutias, and h:as a large, old established trade; whereas Sault Ste. Marie, or I should say
the District J Algoma, is new District without any of the advantages I have named. I
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have therefore considered it my duty, through your kind indulgence, to place the Govern-
menL in possession of any information Icould obtain which I thought would be beneficial
to the District of Algoma and the Province at large.

You will tell the Governior Gencral from us, that we are poor, very poor, obiiged to
go out and catch a fish for our meal; that many of us are old and not able to work ; that
many years ago (1850) Mr. Robinsou was scit up to us by the Governor; we made a
treaty with hiM, and surrendered a large portion of our 1auds. Mr Robinson promised us
that the land should be surveyed and sold, and thaitL at the end of one year we and eacli
meîcnicr of our people should reccive 4 ci cash, and that the rest of the moncy should be
invemted at interest f'or our benefit. So far the rai has not been surveyed, and we bave
never received the Sl each promised to us by Mr. R1obinson, onlyreceiving $1-a year each

Some seven or cight years ago Mr. Pennefather came up awong us, ulso sent by the
<;overnor General, to imake a treaty and get sone more of our land. le promised us that
the Iand should be irmediately surveyed and sold, and that out of the surrender on
Batlicwapa Bay aDy of us Indians siould have the privilege of buying ft Ur :amiies lots
of 80 acres cach, at the upset price ; that those wiho would leave Batchewana Bay and come
lown to settle at Gardeni River should bave 40 acre lots laid off for thema, and deeds of
occupation giveu then, and that befo:>re threc years wero over we should have 83,uOO in
moecy civided atongst as at one tine. We blieved Mr. Pennefather and snrrendered
more of our land, but not one of his promises have been carried out to this day, and when
we heard of your arrival here this morning we wcre glad, and thoughît you bad brought us
die mnety, instead uf which you want more of our land, ailhough not one of Mr. Robin-
r-u's nor Mr. Pennhefther's promises have been kept. Tell our Great Father t.hat we will
surrender no irore ]and until the promises already muade have been carried out."

My attention was, ou several occasions during my journey, drawn to the Mail Route
laid out for winter from the Ottawa .to Fort William. in which there is a gap, viz., from
Spaînish River to Parry Sound, on Geot-gian lay. If this gap was surveyed and blazed
the link would then be complete between Fort William and the Ottawa.

Ierewith I have theli honor, also, to hand in Disturnel's Map of the Lake Region,
St. Lawrence Valley and surrounding country; also, the Crown Land Department Maps
of 1863, of part of the North Shores of Lakes Iluron and Superior, and which may be
foundc usefuîl oa nreferen'e.

Sîn,-In submitting to you the Publie Accoants for the twelve months ending June
30, 1865, as finally printed for distribution, it may be proper to state, that in consequence
of the change in the financial year, and in the method of paying that portion of the public
expenditure which is in the hands of sub-accountants, the whole business of the year is not
strictly comparable with previous financial periods. When aceountable warrants were
granted to sub-accountants, large balances often remained over in thcir hands, which, having
been charged in the past year, were applicable to the expenditure of the following one.
On the 30th June, 1861, all such balances were refunded, and a new system was introduced
of granting Letters of Credit, on account of which nothing was charged against Govern-
ment, except the sums actually expended. It is thus evident that much less was included
in the hali-year ending June 30, 1864, than properly belonged to it, especially as it
was very difficult, so soon after the initiation of a new system of closiug the books at an
unusual period, to bring all the expenditure in the accounts. In the twelve months ending
June 30, 1865, on the otber hand, while considerable sums remained payable which really
belongcd to the previous financial period, the whole expenditure at the end of the year was
more completely brought into the accounts than had ever been formerly accomplished.
For this reason the Board of Audit, in dealing with these two periods, deviated from the
practice usually followed of late years with regard to appropriations. When there has
been a balance of appropriation remaining over at the end of a year, relating to a pur;
annual service, such as Civil Government, the Collection of Revenue, e., it lias b:e..
customary for the Board to report to Council; that such bal;meas may be written off; but
after the half-year ending June 30, they made no such recommendation. In consequence
of the unequal expenditure in the two periods, they considered it better to treat for this
purpose the two estimates, which had been brought down and voted together, as one
estimate for the eighteen montbs.

If the income and expenditure of the twelve months alone are considered, there is a
serious deficiency. The expenditure, exclusive of Redemption of Debentures, vas
811,651,005.16. The receipts, other than from loans, were 810,647,418.60, leaving a
deficiency of 81,001,586,56; but as tbere was a surplus in the six months of 8472,484.21,
the deficiency on the whole period of eighteen months is only $529,102.35.

Comparing the expenditure of the year ending June 30, 1865, with that cnding June
30, 1864, the total expenditure has increased $129,258.33, of wLich about $90,000 is only
apparent from our now bringing into both sides of the account receipts whieh formerly did
not cone into the Provincial chest. The receipts do not compare so favorably, as they
have fallen off 8554,622.82, but the difference is mainly in miscellaneous receipts on open
accounts, the revenues of the Consolidated Fund shewing only a falling off of $231,518.29.

In the report of the Board accompanying the Public Accounts to June, 1864, some
of the difficulties were pointed out which still lie in the way of preventing any expendi-
ture in excess of the Parliamentary appropriations ; and we have again to report that in
two instances such over expenditure has occurred. These two items might, indeed, have
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ucu charged as 1unforesecn expenses," of the vote for which a sufficieut balance remained
to cuver thue, but it was thought better to leave them to be submitted to Parliament as

unprovided items," if for no other reason, in order to call attention to the causes which
prevented the Audit OSice from stopping the payment from want of authority.

The first item is $16,589.20 for Cullers. The expenditure is of two kinds-the
salaries and oxenses of the Culler's Office, which are under the control of Govern-

Muent, and the clllers' Fecs, which depend solely upon the amount of business transacted.

Tue estimates having been taken for both together, and the amount of fees paid to cullers
being n excess of the average, the appropriation was- overrun, with a corresponding
increa:s' in the general receipts. It is difficult to sec how this could have been prevented,
as i would have been impossible to refuse payment of the specified renuneration, merely
teenus the business lad been more than was anticipatcd, and with it the revenue and the

proportion of it p::yable to the eullers themnselvcs had incrcased. The proper remedy bas

becni introduced into the Estimates for the present year-the vote was only taken for the

salaries aud contingencies of the permanent staff, leaving the fees of the cullers to be
covered by the general authority.

The other item is an excess of $6,251.95 in the Expenses of Collecting Customs. The

diffliculty here was of n different nature. If the vote had been taken ii detail for aci

separate Custom Ieouse, or for aci branch of the service, there would have been no more

d:iiculty in pr eventiug any over-expenditure than in the case of the several departments

of the Civil Government. But it was taken en bloc, and when, in the last month of the

veuar, it became evident that the appropriation-would not bear the whole pay-list of the

monuth, the diflieulty arose as to where the necessary deduction was to be made, when

iL was impossible to tell to what quarter to attribute the over-expenditure. Under these

circumstances tie Auditor jndged it prudent to assume the responsibility of paying the

additional sum required, under the autiority of the General Customs Act, and to report

the case to Parliament. To prevent a similar occurrence for tic future, the votes should

be taken more in detail, or if not the actual votes, at least the estimates upon which they

are founded.

Sra,-I bcg leave to lay before you the Trade and Navigation Tables of the Province,
for the Fiscal Year ending on the 30th of June last. These tables comprise, as usual,
Statements (1) of the Commerce of Canada with Great Britain, with Foreign Countries and
with the Maritime and other British Possessions; (2) of the novement of Vessels and
Goods through our Provincial Canals; and (3) of the result of the operations of the
Excise Laws in the Distilling of Spirits, the Brewing of Malt Liquors and the Manufac-
ture of Tobacco, to which articles the Excise Law is at present confined.

The tables are deduced from the Official :Returns transmitted to this Branch of your
Department by the Collectors in the various Branches of the Revenue referred to, viz.:
Customs, Tolls and Inland Revenue, and they, for the first time, appear as covering the
period from the 1st of July in one year to the 30th of June in another, which now
composes the Fiscal Year, as provided by law. The present Tables cover the Fiscal Year
commencing on the 1st July, 1864, and ending on the 30th June, 1865.

A comparison of the value of importations and duties for the two fiscal years, 1863-4,
and 1864-5, gives the following results:

Decrease in 1864-5....$ 5,133,000 $ 418,539

With regard to Excise, a considerable decrease has taken place in the production
of Proof Spirits during the same period, but the Returns show an increase in the quantity
of Malt Liquor manufactured, viz.

Thus it appears that the falling off in the quantity of spirits distilled exceeds
1,000,000 of gallons (1,002,748), whilst the increase of malt liquor for the same period
(1864-5) has been 722,433 gallons.

shewing a small increase in 1864-5 on the aggregate amount of duties represented by th%
quantities of the two articles manufaotured.
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Of the above gross amount of duties on spirits and ialt liquor in 1864-5, $985,053
were actually collected and paid into the Treasury; the balance, $116,504, represcnts the
computed duties on the quantities exported during the year, or remaining in warehouses at
the close of the year, subject to duty.

The Tobacco Inland Tax came into force on the 1st June, .1864, under the Act 27
and'28 Viet., cap. 3; add inasiuch as the Existing Stocks, at the tinie the Act came.
into force, were relieved from the Excise duty imposed, the duties accruing during the
fiscal year cnding 30th Jino, 18G5, can scarcoly be taken as a criterion of the revenue
which nay hereafter be derived from that source.

The tiblè, however, for the fiscal year which closed on the 30th of June last, shw
that, exclusive of cigars and snuff, the aggregate quantifies cf tobac'co paying thevarious
rates of duty imposed by law, nmanufactured in both sections of the Province, is 2,6S7y952
lbs., representing a duty of 8212,934.78. In the manufacture of this article, part of the
raw material, to the extent of 487,47- lbs., is the produce of Canada; 2,432;886 lbs.
being tobacco cf foreign growth.

The total number of cigis of the various classes returned for the whole Province is
upwards of 5,866 M, iepresenting a duty of 813,562. O1 snuff (dry), 82,892 lbs. were
manufactùred, the duty upon which amounts to 88,289.20.

The gross amount of Excise duties which the total quantity of manufactured tobeco
of all kinds represents, is 8264,786, upon which wcre actuafly collected upon what went
into consumption-
