ASTRONOMICAL PROGRESS.

Like the sand of the sea, the stars of
heaven bave ever been used as effsctive sym-
bols of number, and the improvements in
our melhods of observation heve added fresh
fores to our original impressions. We now
know that our earth is but a fraction of ane
out of at least 75,000,000 worlds. But this
is not all. In addition to the luminons
heavenly bodice, we can mot doubt thas they
are countless others. invisible to us from their
greater distance, smaller size, or feebler
light ; indeed, we know that there are many
dark bodies which now emit no light, or
comparatively little. Thus, in the case of
Prooyon, the existenco of an invisable body
is proved by the movement of the visible
star. Again, I may refer to the curious
phenomena presented by Algol, abright star
in the head of Medusa. The star shines
without change for two days and thirteen
hours; then, in three hours and a half,
dwindles from a star of the second to one
of the fourth magnitude; and then, in another

brilliancy. These changes seem certainly to
indieate the presence of an opague body,
which intercepts at regular, intervals a part
of the light emitted by Algol.

Thus the floor of Heaven is not only thick
inlaid with patines of bright gold, but studded
alse with extinet etars; once, probably, as
brilliant as our own sun, but now dead and
cold, as Helmholtz tells us that our sunitselt
will be some 17,000,000 years hence.

The connectien of astronomy with the his-
toryof our planet has been a subject of
epeculation and research duriug a great part
of the half century of of our existence. I
may, perhaps, just mention as regards tele-
scopes, that the largest reflector in 1830, was
Sir W. Herechel's, of four feet ; the largest
at present being Lord Rosse's, of six feet ; as
regards refractors, the largest then haaa
diameter of eleven and a quarter inches,
while your fellow townsman, Coake, earried
the size of twenty-fiveinches,and Mr. Grubb;
of Dublin, has just successfully completed
one of twenty-seven inches for the Observa-
tory at Vienna. It is remarkable that the
two largest telescopes in the werld should
both be Irish.—Sir John Lubbock, in Popu.

to which it can be put. Thirty eight bushels
of corn equal in combustible maiter one ton
of bituminous coal. Each yield 1,700 pounds
of such matter. At the station on the lines
of the Burlington & Missouri Railroad com-
pany in Nebraska the farmer will obtain his
coal for §7 a ton. Corn costs the grower
twelve and & half cents per bushel, which
pays for labor and seed, and interest on in-
vestment, and taxes.
