TORONTO, July 22.—The De-
partment of Agriculture is taking a
serious view. of the ravages of the
army worm, 4nd the officials of the
Ontario’ Agricultural College and the
district representatives of the depart-
ment are hard at work organizing the
farmers in the infested . districts to
check the march of the pest. From
various reporté\of the appearance of
the army worm were sent il to the
department yesterday, and upon wre-
ceipt of the news of a new outbreak
the officials at once got into- com-

. municationn with the district officer
of the college.

Acting under instructions from
headquarters, the district representa-
tives are going among the farmers
and organizing them into corps to
fight the pest, instructing them how
to trench the fields and destroy the
worms as they accumulate at the bar-
riers.

“We have done everything that can
be done,” said Hon James Duff yes-
terday. “There is nothing we can do
that the farmers cannot do them-
selves. The method of fighting the
worm is a simple one, and its ravages
can be checked if the farmers take
vigorous meastirés when it makes its
first appearance in a field.”

Reports so far indicate that the
plague is latgely confined to the
dairying sectionis of the province, but
the department is taking no chances,
and its representatives im other dis-
tricts have beén warned to keep , a
sharp watch and to make the farmers
acquainted with the proper method of
dealing with it.

The farmers are hopeful that they
have the outbreak well in hand. There
is a tendency tocriticize the agricul-
tural department in that they have
not tackled the problem  in
enough way. One farmer stated that
the department should send out a
body of men who understand the best
methods of fighting the pest, and
they should take with them all neces-
 sary equipment.
