CONTROL. OF HUDSON BAY.

United States Officials Gencede Can-
ada’s Exclusive Rights.

Washington, Sept. 19.—The well in-
formed press and many prominent
government officials here concede that
Canada has exclusive rights to Hudson
Bay. This view has grown since the
decision of The Hague tribunal re-
garding measurements of bays has
been more carefully scanned.

The entrance to Hudson Bay is nar-
row, and is British territory. From
Button Island, which is° most norther-
ly point on the coast, this side of the
strait leading to the bay, to Hatten
Head, the goutherly point.on Resolu-
tion island, is little more than thirty
miles. Possibly the figure by actual
measurement may be thirty-five miles.
After passing through this narrow
gate the strait widens until the Hud-
son Bay is reached. The decision of
The Hague court is thought to mean
that in cases of this kind interior
waters are national and not common
at all.

It is admitted that the decision of
The Hague tribunal gettles the qeus-
tion in favor of Canada.

Canadian Banks Calling Home Money

Ottawa, Sept. 20.—The Bank report
for the month of August, just issued
by the department of finance, indi-
cates a healthy condition of trade and
continued commercial expansion. On

August 31 ihe current deposits total-
led $256,613,172, an increase of $4,974,
650.
The increase in saving departments
was even more striking, there being
an increase from $538,371,000 to $545,-
857,452, or nearly’ seven million dol-
lars. Call and short loans increased
by $246,740, while short loans made
by Canadian barnks out of the Domin-
ion increased by $1,988,749. The in-
crease in current loans, as compared
with the previous month, was $4,605,-
434, while current loans abroad were
reduced nearly two million dollars.

WINNIPEG

Apartment House. and Five
Dwellings Burned in Win-|
nipeg’s Good Residential
~Section

Winnipeg, Sept. 19.—Fire, which
broke out at half past two this after-
noon in the taghionable residential
district of Fort Rouge and which was
not under control at 9 o’clock tonight,
did damage roughly estimated at from
$125,000 to $150,000, while thirty men
working on the roof of the unfinished
building in which the fire started had

a narrow escape from death.

- Fire broke out in the $150,000
apartment house of Hicks and Pat-
terson, destroying it and then jumped
back to McMillan avenueé, where seven
frame houses were speedily up. The
fire started from an explosion of the
plumber’s gasoline furnace.

A high_wind was blowing and the
unfinished structure being not closed
in the flames spread so rapidly that
thirty men on the roof were cut off
before they recognized their predieca-
ment. Some jumped, while others slid
down by ropes and all escaped with-a
few minor injuries. Forty-five men
working inside the building escaped
uninjured. .

The $80,000 thus far expended oa
the building is represented by $20,000
insurance. Racing from house to
house the occupants of the residnces
on McMillan avenue which were de
stroyed had not time to save even

five firemen and five engines battled
with the flames, and driving one of
the latter was F. M. Ireton, engineer
of station No. 4, who watched the
conflagration lick up his own home.

Trust was detected in disgraceful Cus-
toms House frauds; and the roar that
went up was heard from New York to
Winnipeg. About the guilt of this big
corporation there can be mno doubt
whatever; and, of course, the fact that
one man is a thief does not excuse an-
other man for similar crime. Never-
theless, it is not to be supposed that
trusts are peculiarly addicted to com-
mercial dishonesty; indeed, recent
revelations in New York City show
that the small dealers and retailers,
combined, were stealing $10 from their
customers for every $1 that the Sugar
Trust stole from the Government. To
use a good old Ontario phrase, “a sat-
urnalia of crime” has prevailed among
the grocers and vegetable dealers
and other shopkeepers of that city.
So long have their frauds continued
that all sense of their criminality has
heen lost. They are excused, even
praised, as “trade customs.” v

Under the vigorous administration
of Mayor Gaynor there has been a
searching investigation into the
scales, weights and measures used by
the retail dealers in the city.

The average man’s disin-
clination to stir up trouble, and his
equal ignorance as to what weight he
should get in a box of berries or a
barrel of potatoes, or even a ton of
coal, serves as a protection for the
cheating measures.

’I"he most primitive frauds are those
of ‘peddlers who drive nails through
the "sides of their quart measures and
bend the points of the nails down in-
side, thus considerably lessening the
size of the quart. The deeply dinted
tin measure is also very commonly
used.. Nearly two-thirds of the quart
milk bottles were found to be from 8
per. gent.; to 2 per. cent. short. . The
bakers’ frauds were even more ser
ious. . Nearly half of them sold short
weight large loaves. The junk deal-
ers who use a familiar hooked spring
scales generally start to weigh goods
with an advantage of fifteen pounds.
Added. to this is their skill in mani-
pulating the scale, which may amount
to another ten or fifteen pounds in a
100-pound package. :

More. serious than the frauds in-
vented by the retailers are the frauds
invented for -them by manufacturers
of -scales. Some of these dishenest
makers do not hesitate to distribute
broadcast advertising matter demon-
strating how tradesmen may profit by
using their “fast” scales. = They send
around well dressed salesmen to train
the trade how to use them. One in-
genius set of scales weighs accurately
when the meat is placed on the centre
of the platform, but cheats as soon as
it is put near the side. There  are
other marvellously ingenious comput-
ing scales that perform the mental
processes of the tradesman and, if
desired, compute dishonestly. The
manufacturers of berry boxes have

people. They put in false bottonis,
one of them being so brazen that his
boxes, supposed to contain 67.2° cubic
inches, actually held but 18 ctubic
inches.

The potato fraud is'a heavy ‘one.
Under the law a barrel of potatoes
should weigh 174 pounds, but the
average barrel holds but 132 pounds.

Crippen
Lawyer Has Secured Plenty
of Expert Evidence

London, Sept. 16.—That the body
supposed to be that of Belle Elmore
Crippen was puried in the house
where it was found before Dr. Crippen
took that house will be the defence
offered by Arthur Newton, solicitor
for Crippen.

The theory of the defence is both
bold and original, but will not be
made public in all its details until the
trial, which will follow the present
police court hearing in about two
weeks. : !

Mr. Newton rot only will attempt to
disprove the contentions of the
Crown, but will try to clear up the
mystery in a way that will prove his
client blameless. He will contend that
before Crippen occupied the house i
‘'which the body was found the tenant
was a murderous lunatic, now confin-
ed in an asylum. The body, he will
say, was that of a victim of this ia-
sane man, and was buried in the cel-
lar before Crippen moved into the
house. s

The Crown itself has helped his
case by proving that a mixture of
lime and clay such as that in which
the remains were found will preserve
a body two years or more.

Three Stations in This
Province — There is Un-
limited Demand

The Department of Agriculture has
opened fattening stations at Mooso-
min, Tantallon and Langenburg, where
the first delivery of seven ‘hundred
spring chickens are being prepared
for market. The birds will be ready
for market in the course of throe
weeks, when a second delivery will
be accepted from the farmers. Las’
year the stations handled 3,000 birds
and they expect to accommodate the
same number this year. The work cf
the Provincial Department in foster-
ing poultry raising has met with 2
large measure of success and has been
the means of demonstrating to farm-
ers the advantages of rearing a good
qualit yof birds. Past experience has
shown the impossibility of suitably
preparing for marketing advantage-
ously birds of undesirable type or
conformation. - Poor breeds do not
bring creditable gains because they
do not meet the requirements of the
best market. Payments in advance
are made according to the quality of
the birds.

Prices Vary.
For scrub or grade birds and also
for cross-bred birds not showing good
conformation as well as pure or Cross-
bred birds of the egg laying ' and
heavy strain, seven eents a pouad

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Dickens’ Centenary

It was in 1812 that Charles Dickens
saw the light, and his centenary,
therefore, is two years distant. Plans
for its celebration, however, are weil
advanced, and one bright idea by
which it is hoped to make the event
memorable is being widely discussed.
Three children and seventeen grand-
children of the great novelist survive
today, most of them living in humble
circumstances. So far reduced are
they that a Government pension of
£95 a year has been provided for
three of the grandchildren. Some of
the others are described by a writer
in the Strand as earning a “precarious
livelihood,” and the suggestion has
been made to raise a fund of several
thousand pounds for these children
and grandchildren of Charles Dickens.
The proposal is that Dickens lovers
all over the world should contribute a
penny a book in token of their gra-
titude to him. Stamps will be put on
sale at bookstores all over the world
next year, and will be sold at a penny
apiece. Every man who owns one of
Dickens’ books will be invited to pur-
chase a stamp and stick it on the

‘I book. The money thus collected will

be handled by the Dickens Fellow-
ship, and a fund provided for the
twenty beneficiaries. It is estimated

10,820 | ti&&" ‘there are 24,000,000 copies of

Dic cons’ works extant, allowing for
loss through wear and tear. 1t is
quite plain, therefore, that if a stamp
was attached to each of them the
sum of $500,000 would be raised, bu:
if only a quarter of this amount was
obtained, there would be enough mon-
ey to ‘support the Dickens survivors
in some degree of comfort to the end
of their lives. .

Speaking of the proposed gift, the
London Times refers to it as ‘con-
science money,” while others speak of
«deferred royalties.” The point i
that in Dickens’ day the copyright
laws were not nearly so favorable to
the author as they are at present.
His works were printed to an extent
that was never before or since equal:
ed. Even in England, his earnings
were by no means proportionate to
his fame, while in the United States
anyone who had a printing press
could turn out his books and pocket
the entire proceeds. It has been said
that from the entire sale of his works
in the United States Dickens received
practically nothing. Even today um:
authorized editions of his -books con-
tinue to flood the market, and pub-
lishers are helping. to build up for-
tunes on Charles Dickens’ genius
without making the slightest acknowl-
edgement, financial or otherwise, 1o
his heirs. 2

It is not quite accurate to say, how-
ever, that -Dickens made nothing out
of the sale of his works in the United
States. He had a publisher in Bos-
ton named Fields, and there is on re-
cord a letter he wrote to Mr. Fields.

“For twenty years I am perfectly
certain that I have never made any
other allusion to the reprinting of my

When Dickens died he left a mod-
erate fortune, and the sale of his
library and collection of mementoes
added considerably to it. A writer in
the New York Sun is, therefore, mov-
ed to enquire.

That is was-pet wisely spent
is quite probable, but unfortunately
this is common of all fortunes that
disappear. The salient point is that
Dickens worked hard all his life, that
he brought into the ‘world a fund of
joy that will never be entirely dissi-
pated, and that some of those whom
he loved are in need. No more need
be said in favor of the stamp fund.—
Mail and Empire.

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THE TOUR WAS A FAILURE.

Mr. J. S. Willison, formerly editor-
in-chief of the Toronto Globe, has
been looking over the West since the
Leurier Tour, and writing from Cal-
gary, under date of Sept. 8, he says, in
the course of an itneresting letter:

«But notwithstanding all this the
Government has not profited by the
Western expedition. From the first
Sir Wilfrid Laurier was on the de-

fensive. In Manitoba he was on the
defensive on the Boundary; in Saskat-
chewan and Alberta on the tariff, and
in British Columbia on Asiatic immi-
gration.  In the opinion of the Grain
Growers he bore too close & resemb-
lance to the orator who. soared but did
not light. The West is not to be over-
come by phrases. It is frank, direct
and practical. It states its views in
straightforward fashion, and it ex-
pects to be answered accordinly. The
spokesmen for the Grain Growers
were not agricultural failures, political
weaklings or seekers for notoriety.
They are amongst the most representa-
tive and successful of Western farm-
ers. They represent a powerful or-
ganization and they have given long
and patient consideration to the ques
tions which they.urged upon the at-
tention of the Prime Minister. ‘What
they want in brief and in substance is
lower duties on farm machinery, the
construction of the Hudson Bay Rail-
way by Government, and Governmenrt
support of terminal elevators. They
support each demand by lueid and
powerful reasoning, and that on all of
these issues they were frankly disap-
pointed with the position of the Prime
Minister can hardly be disputed.”

“When they remember that in 1895
and 1896 Western Liberals called . for
free trade as ¥ have it in England
and that the National Liberal platform
of 1893 demarnded the “elimination of
the principal of protection,” they are
paturally reluctant to accept a scale
of the old Foster tariff as a fulfillment
of Liberal pledges.”

PRESS COMMENT

(Dttawa Citizen.)

The true inwardness of the flag in-
cident at Montreal in conection with
the Eucharistic ¢ongress has not been
set forth in the despatches from that
city. There were a number of inter-
esting incidents that did not find their
way into the despatches sent out dur-
ing the congress. But this is the ban-
ner joke of the season. What is said
to have actually happened is this:
When the Montreal city hall was con-
sidered dressed for the festivities the
building was principally draped in the
papal colors, plus a number of French
tricolors, Irish flags, etc. It is also
sald that there was a British flag or
two, enough to show that it had not
been entirely forgotten. But a dis-
tinguished foreign ecclesiastie in the
retinue of the cardinal, Archbishop
Touchet, took strong objection to the
plentitude of French tricolor, denoun-
ced it as the emblem of revolution
against the church, and declared that
the French flags should be taken
down. Obedient to this the French
tricolors were removed from the front
of the city hall, but allowed to re
main up on the back. When the ques-
tion arose as to what flag should be
substituted in the decorations, ap-
parenfly nobody seemed to think of
the poor old British flag, under the
protection of which so much free
dom and special rights were being en-
joyed, so it was decided to fill in the
vacancies with Irish flags.

When the French-Canadians discov-
ered that Irish flags had been substi
tuted for the tricolor there were wigs
on the green. Immediate notice was
given that an investigation would be
demanded before the city-council, and
the two factions, neither of which
apparently cared a hoot for thezone
flag which should be most respected
by them, were at once ready to lock
horns as to what other flags should
be preferred to the British colors. Not
a moment was lost; they scarcely
waited until the congress was over
before the demand for an investiga-

®tion was lodged before the city coun-
cil. With equal promptitude the de
mand for an investigation was grant-
ed and the investigation will be duly
held.

Perhaps the cream of the whole
joke consists in one of the reasons
put forward in condemnation of the
slight put upon the French tricolor.
One French-Canadian alderman de
clared with righteous indignation that
the Americanized French-Canadians
from across the border had been par-

A NEW DISEASE.

Government lIssues Warning to Po-
tato Growers.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 16.—A rigid
quarantine is being drawn up by the
government- against a disease of the
potato which has made its appearance,
and which, it is feared, will be com-
municated to the New England states
and New York. It is known as the
“plack scap,” or “warty disease,” and
has destroyed hundreds of acres of
tubers in. England, Germany, Scan-
winavia and throughout others parts
of Europe.

Officials of Canada and the United
States are co-operating to keep the
plague out of this country. It has
made its appearance in Newfoundland
apparently having been brought from
seed from Europe. The extraordinary
virulence of the disease has resulted
in the sending out of a genral warn-
ing by the Canadian and American
governments to. all potato growers.
The disease forms a scab over the pJ-
tatoes and ultimately destroys all in
the hill. A field once affected cannot
be planted to potatoes again for six
iyears. -

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THROUGH THE WHIRLPOOL.

Motor Boat Makes Dangerous Passage
of Niagara River.

Niagara Falls, N. Y. Sept. 18—
 Capt. Klaus Larson in his little motor
boat, the Ferro, late this afternoon
made a successful trip from the foot
of the cataract through the whirlpool
rapids to within a mile of Lewiston,
a distance of four and one-half miles.
He started from the Maid of the Mist
dock at 4.45, and ran on a rock near
the American shore at 5.30. Despite
the battering of the  whirlpool rapids.
Larsen went through safely, but his
boat was badly leaking at the finish
and throughout the trip.  Larsen had
intended to start at 2.30, but he was
delayed by engine trouble.

He held to the middle of the chan-
nel and in less than three minutes had
made the great pool. Larsen kept to
the outer edge of the pool and passed
out and down without incident. Just
as he left the pool the engine stopped
working, and Larsen was at the merey
of waters hardly less violent than
those above. T{ was here he injured
his leg. After® getting through® the
“Devil’s Hotel,” the Ferro swung to-
wards the rocks on the American side,
rolled over one boulder and went fast
between two others. Getting free he
was hit by a comber and was sent
careering towards the middle.

At the bend with the Lewiston
bridge in sight, the boat drifted to-
ward the American side again, and
was then caught in the shore eddy.
The Ferro grounded again this time

It was a
medicine-stone of surpassing virtue
among the Indians over & vast terri-
tory. No band of Crees, Blackfeet, or
Sarcees would pass in the vicinity
without paying a visit to this great
medicine stope to lay their offerings
upon it to propitiate the mysterious
powers dwelling ‘therein. Strange
stories were told in the lodges’ con-
cerning this stone. ~Old men remem-
bered having heard men say that they
were only able to lift it, but yearly it
had grown in weight so that no single
man could earry it. It is little wonder
that Indian superstition was stirred
by this stone. It was not of this
world; it had fallen from heaven. Tt
was, in fact, a meteorite. In the year

It is curious as
a coincidence that in the following
year the plague of smallpox swept
lover the -Saskatchewan country with
fearful violence, leaving whole camps
of victims to rot unburied on the
plains.

A strange adventure befell Capt.
Denny, of the North-West Mounted
Polyice, in the summer of 1875. From
the fort on Old Man River he took a
trip to the foot-hills of the mountains
about 40 miles distant, for the purpose
of fishing and deer hunting. He war
accompanied by an Indian gnide. The
hunt was successful, both the captain
and his guide killing a deer. He sent
the Indians back to the fort with the
horses loaded with the venison, while
he inflated a rubber boat brought for
the purpose, in which he purposed re-
turning to the fort, fishing on the
way. During the morning he made
good headway down the river, only
once having trouble at a rather nasty
rapid, in the middle of which he stuck
on a flat stope, and was upset in get-
ting off, He got a thorough wetting
before he caught his boat again. About
lnoon the weather began to look
threatening, heavy banks of eclouds
gathering in the north.

Trouble in Quebec.

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—The political sit-
uation in Quebec is causing conster-
nation in government circles at Ot-
tawa. As an instance a Catholic Lib-
eral senator from the province of
Quebec stated today without mincing
matters, that the career of the present
government there, was drawing to a
close.

He showed that the present Bour-
assa-Monk campaign was simply his-
tory repeating itself. In 1886 the Con-
servatives and Liberals of Quebec
joined hands and put Mercier in pow-
er, and in ’96 the province was handed
over to,Laurier. It was unquestionably
the case, said the Senator, that Bour-
assa intends to effect a junction with
the Federal Conservatives at an early
date. It was admitted that the pres
tige of Sir Wilfrid Laurier might earry
the majority of the province at the
next election, but it was certain, he
said, that the Bourassa party would
have twelve or fifteen members in the
next parliament, so that they would
have the balance of power and could
drive the government from power
whether it is Conservative or Liberal
any moment they want to.

Scarborough, Eng., Sept. 17.—How
many men are there of over 80 who
repoice that they have not had a holi-
day for twenty years, and who would
not take one if they could get it?
There is a grand old pilgrim of today
who could boast all this, but to whom
the thought of it has never occurred.

As he came triumphantly into Scar-
borough every man, woman and child
recognized the flowing white beard,
the shock of white hair, and the tall,
ever restless figure telling still of an
all-persuasive, unquenchable energy.
Everywhere instinctive respect await-
ed the last of the great Victorlans.

General Booth has now passed his
eighty-second pirthday—a time of life
when even statesmen are permitted
to repose upon their judgment rather
than still be struggling in the vane-
guard of action and initiative.

But General Boofh is stil breast-
ing forward with every atom of the
enthusiasm and attack of his prime.
So this summer, instead of the com-
parative relief and change of a mo-
tor mission, he is actually taking his
holiday by doing double work. All
week he is engaged in town over the
multifarious details and vast responsi-
bilities of the Salvation Army’s con-
trol, and every week-end he makes
dashes into the country, bringing his
own life and vigor and zest into the
great holiday centres. This week it
has been Scarborough ’s turnm, next
week he goes to Blackpool, and so ox.

As giving an idea of what a typi-
cal “restful” Sunday is to General
Booth, it may be noted that he has
held three huge meetings in the Scar-
pborough Hippodrome, speaking alto-
gether close upon four hours. And,
with General Booth, speaking does
not mean the easy iteration of plati-
tudes. They have been man to man
speeches—each one of them—fighting
speeches hot from the heart, efforts
calling for an amount of energy that
would have exhausted most younger
men at the end of half an hour.

Moreover, it is still, as ever, a char-
acteristic of General Booth that he
speaks with intense physical difficulty.
His voice seemed absolutely gone, he
seeme dtired out. He confessed he
felt so, but when he faced again that
honest, warm-hearted Scarborough au-
dience, crowding every inch of the
theatre, the fire of hig earnestness
gseemed to find its own fuel, and a
cheerier, more glowing and convine-
ing exposition of ¢he Balvation Army’s
aim I have never known him to give.

With each meeting there was that
variety that makes General Booth a
perpetual wonder, even to those who
have heard him hundreds of times.

1t was, of course, in the afternoon
meeting—a great official affair, at-
tended by the mayor in his chain of
office, by clergymen and ministers
and it seemed by all Scarborough,
fashionable and lowly, besides—it was
here that General Booth’s® energy
blossomed out info one of the finest
pieces of- practical business oratory
that any leader of men could wish fo
deliver. In the course of it, too- Gea-
eral Booth championed his cause morc
strongly and outspokenly than is his
wont against certain slanders which,
he said, have been ever and anon di-
rected against the Salvation Army and
its general.

“ am charged sometimes,” he said,
«with selfishness, with. having made
money out of the Salvation Army,
and with having fine motorcars and
houses of my own. To these 1 can
answer that I have never taken a
shilling out of the Salvation ~Army’s
cofters, that no fine house of mine can
be mentioned because none exists,
and that I have never ridden in a
motor-car that was not hired or lent,
and even then only for the purpose of
saving souls.

«“Then some people have said that
our finances are not made public, and
that - no balance-sheets are issued.
This is a lie. Our accounts are audit-
ed by one of the most respected firms
in the land, and balance-sheets have
been issued ever year since the Sal-
vation Army began. I believe it was
a bishop who once made this conten-
tion to me. I told him that if only he
took the trouble to subscribe $25 to
the Salvation Army’s funds he would
have a balance-sheet sent him every
year of his life, though he lives to be
as old as Methuselah.”

Afterwards General Booth spoke
with fervor of the future of the Sal-
vation Army, repeating what he has
before said, that his successor was al-
ready appointed, and that the very
message that told the world of his
own death would, name that success-
or. :
“But to all those good people,” he
continued, “who want to know what
will happen when I am .dead 1 say.
‘Don’t worry.” 1 am not dead yet, and
1 have made up my mind to live as
long as I possibly ean. 1 know there
arse those who say, ‘The old man’s
all right, but we hp’t put the same
confidence elsewhere.” Well, I can tell
them not only the old man is all right,
but that the young man is all right
too, and my successor will be as heart-
ily received and as loyally and faith-
fully followed as the old general him-
self. Don’t worry; God will not de-
gert His great work.”

Moravians Prospering.

Right Rev. Clement’ Hoyler, of Duun-
durn, Sask., Moravian chureh’ bishop
of Western Canada, went out to EH
recently on the Canadian Northern
Railway to visit several families of his
people residing in that vicinity.

The bishop’s congregatibn at Dun-
durn are completing the erection of 2
very nice church at a cost of about
$5,000, the corner stone of which was
laid in the latter part of June' by
Bishop M. Leibert, D.D., of New York.
Dr. Liebert visited about fifteen years
ago the Moravian people, then newly
gettled in Northern Alberta, and’ in
passing through the country again re-
recently he was, Bishop Hoyler says,
certainly struck with the marvellous
changes that had taken place, the ma-
terial development of the country, and
the progress of the work of the Mora-
vian denomination. His vigit caused
him great delight, as well as suprise.
The work taken up by Bishop Hoy-
ler, at Dundurn, thirty miles south of
Saskatoon, is quite new. The village
is situated in a thriving country,
largely settled by a progressive class
of people, many of whom were well-
to-do when they came from the United
States, chiefly from Dakota and Min-
nesota. Since settling in Saskatche-

been very successful, the crop of the
present season being the first which
would be classed as only medium in
eight or nine years., What such a
medium means may be illustrated from
the case of the largest farmer, John
Schwager.

In his general oversight of the west-
ern fields Bishop Hoyler visits the
Alberta portions of his field about
once a month. He was there last
week and expects to visit them again
in October. The Moravian church is
now inecorproated in Canada, and the
directors of the organization meet
about four times a year. The func-
tions of the body are parctically those
of a home mission board.

A new congregation has recently
been formed at Watrous on the Grand
Trunk- Pacific and a minister is now
stationed there. Another congrega-
tion was organized about ten miles
from Dundurn, thus making ‘three or-
ganized within the last year all
amongst former members of the Mo:-
avian church in Dakota and Minne
sota, who are now_ settled in little
groups here and there in the Canadian
West. An encouraging feature of the
work is that all have been self-sup-
porting from the beginning. It will
be rembered that many of the first
gettlers in Alberta were very poor
when they came from Russia, so that
they required help for some time, and
some of the weaker congregations are
still, to a certain extent, dependent.
The newer settlers from Dakota and
Minnesota brought quite a little money
with them, and they have prospered
exceedingly well in the short time they
have been in Canada, every ome im
proving his condition very materially,
at the same time retaining their gen-
erous spirit and interest in church
matters.—Winnipeg Free Press.

Australia’s Policy.

_Washington, D. C., Sept. 18.—Hugh
McKenzie, minister of public lands of
the Commonwealth of Victoria, Aus-
tralia, who . is touring the United
States and Canada studying the irri-
gation and land system of this coun-
try, conferred with various govern-
ment officials here yesterday concern-
ing American methods.

He is looking for settlers on Aus-
tralian lands, seeking a few American
irrigation experts, and is accompanied
by Dr. A. F. Mead, an American irri-
gation expert, who is chairman of the
water supply commission for Victoria.
The Victorian officials will shortly
leave for Canada and the west to
study irrigation at first hand.

Mr. McKenzie will address the Na-
tional Irrigation Congress at Pueblo,
Colorado. They will said from Van-
couver, B.C., about Noyember 1st. The
offers made by the Victorian govern-
ment to prospective settlers on its ir-
rigation land are unique. After buying
lands the government irrigates them
and then offers them for sale. A house
is built for the entrymen and the gov-
ernment - offers, to advance sixty per
cent. in cash of the amount spent for
improvement, and allows fifteen yeass
in which to pay the loan. Thirty-on¢
years is the time allowed for paymen’
fo rthe land. To take advantage of
this offer the prospective settler mus’
have at least $2,000 or $3,000, this ’s

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DETECTIVE
SUICIDES

Robertson of Winnipeg Force
Shoots Himself While in the
East— Was Formerly Mem-
ber of Toronto Highlanders

»

Toronto, Sept. 18. — After having
threatened the lives-of two men on a
C.P.R. sleeper coming from Ottawa on
Friday night, “Alf” Robertson, form-
erly a Toronto fireman and famous in
this city as big drum major of High-
landers, and who has been an inspec-
tor of the Winnipeg police force for
several years, shot and killed himself
in’ the ladies’ lavatory of the sleeper
«Cascade” just as the train passed
Agincourt on the way from Ottawa to
Toronto, Saturday morning.

What was the cause of suicide is a
mystery. One story is that Robertson
had been drinking, and realizing after-
wards that he had been acting fool-
ishly, took his life in a fit of despon-
dency. It is stated om the side that
frequent illness may have affected
the man’s brain and caused him to
commit the erime.

Robertson was in Ottawa on person-
al business after having visited Kings-

ing information in connection with a
Winnipeg police case. He had a lower
berth in the sleeping car “Penbroke,”
which left Ottawa at 11.10 Friday
night. In. the car he was very noisy
and after a time produced a 40 calibre
police revolver, which he laughingly
flourished. He was apparently in good
pumor, and it was not thought he
meant any harm, but when suddenly
while sitting in the smoking room of
the car, he thrust the gun under the
noce of Porter A. A. Cole of Toronto,
and later poked- the muszzle against
the temple of a man occupying lower
perth No. 7, the conductor of the car
3, Wright, was called and coaxed the
weapon away from Robertson. Out-
side of the noise the man made, little
was thought of the - disturbance, he
appeared merely to be fooling with
the gun.

He went to bed late but arose early
and dressed. He went back into the
car behind the “Cascade,” and sat
down in the smoking room. He was
there, according to the. porter of the
Cascade, J. Caskins, of 268 Adelaide
St., until the train was approaching
Peterboro. A passenger then entered
the smoking room to dress and Rob-
ertson left it and went out on the
vestibule platform between his own
car and the Cascade. He seemed very
auiet. &

When Conductor Wright passed
nim he said: “Good morning,” and re-
marked very pleasantly: “Well, if you
don’t mind, conductor, I'll carry that
gun again.” He geemed normal and
the conductor gave it to him =

Porter 'Caskins noticed, the man
gtanding in the wvestibule of the “Cas-
cade” for some time, but did not hear
of him again until a wWwoman ran
screaming into the car from the end
where Robertson had been standing,
saying that there was blood coming
from under-the door of the women’s
lavatory, which was at that end.

The Body Found

Upon unlocking the door the porter
and conductor found the man huddled
into the corner with a revolver in his
right hand and blood pouring from a
wound in his forehead. The roar of
the train had apparently drowned the
noise of the shot, and but one cham-
per had been discharged:

The news soon spread over. the
whole train and the women in the
“Caseade’ 'were very much upset. The
man was dead when discovered.

Police were telephoned for from
Seagide Junction an dasked to sénd au
ambulance to meet the Ottawa train.

Brother, Unknowing, Met Body

Inspector Davis, who had charge of
the Union Station district went down
to the train and was surprised in the
suicide his own cousin. Constable
Hunt of the Union Station, a close per-
sonal friend of Robertson, was also
at the station. 'As soon as he learned
about the tragedy, Mr. Davis called up
Robertson’s brother, who came down
to the station immediately. Mrs. Unser
was also there. They were both ter-
ribly shocked at the news.

“My brother, was always such a
cheery and good natured man,” said
Mr. Robertson, ‘that I cad’t realize
how he would do such a thing."”

The Deceased’s Career
Inspector Robertson was well
known in Toronto and very popular
with his associates. He was a: one
time a member of the Queen’s Own
Rifies. On the organization of the
48th Highlanders he left the Queen’s
Own at the request of the late Lieut.-
Col. Davidson and became sergeant-
major and drill instructor of the new
regiment.
Then he surprised his many friends
by forsaking his military career to
become a member of the Toronto fire
brigade. As a fireman he was fear-
less. His disposition was exceeding-
ly quiet and he was & decided favor-
ite with his comrades at Lombard
street and Bay street hall.
When the offer of the police posi-
tion came from Winnipeg and he ac-
cepted it nine years 280, hﬁ;depart-
ure was regretted. .
Mr. Robertson was 47 years of age
and was unmarried. His father, Ww. F.

JOCKEYED

May Lose Second Time on
Entrance into Vancouver—
Beaten First Time by Mec-
Kenzie and Mann Road j

Vancouver, B. C.,.éept. 16.—The G.-
T. P. has been “jockeyed” for the
second time in its efforts to secure
a prior location for its proposed
branch from the main line to Van-
couver. In this second instance the
laurels have been won, for the pres-
ent at least, by the B. C. and Alaska
Railway Company, an American syndi-
cate, owning a provincial charter. The
final decision rests with the authori-
ties at Ottawa to whom the company
has forwarded its route plan ‘fo rap-
proval. ; ;

If the syndicate’s application be
granted, the Transcontinental will on-
ly haye second choice in locating its
branch line to Vancouver. TFhe ad-
vantage accruing to the B. C. and
Alaska Company, if confirmed, would
mean a great saving in construction
costs, and the G, T, P. would be in the
position of interlopers. If allowed to
build it will then have to do so with
due regard to the prior rights of its
rivals.
