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WANDAS’ SACRIFICE, 
“A WALKING BOMB”

Intended to Blow Up Herself and Police Head­
quarters at St. Petersburg. fp*-

Russian Young Girl and Jewish Father Under 
Arrest in That City.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 17.—The police 
to-day arrested a young girl nicknamed 
“Wanda,” who is accused of participat­
ing in a plot to blow up the headquar­
ters of the secret police, situated on the 
Moika Canal, whose torture chambers 
have aroused the most bitter feel­
ings on the part of the revolutionists. 
The police claim that “Wanda” planned 
to become a “walking bomb,” and enter 
ihe building in the middle of the day, 
when it is generally full of police, wear­
ing the uniform of a gendarmerie officer 
lined with wads of guncotton and carry­
ing powerful bombs. “Wanda,” the police

add, hoped by blowing herself up to re­
duce the entire building to ruins and 
kill all the officers composing the staff 
of the political police. The plot was 
betrayed, and the police, in addition to 
taking “Wanda” into custody, arrested 
a Jewish tailor, in whose shop they seized 
a half-ready uniform, which was in­
tended for the female prisoner.

In consequence of the murderous de­
signs of the revolutionists, the secret 
police have decided to give up their pre­
sent headquarters, removing to an iso­
lated stone building on Kamenny Island, 
where an elaborate electrical system will 
bo installed in order to prevent under­
mining.

MAURETANIA’S TRIAL TRIP.
SISTER SHIP OF LUSITANIA.

Three Days’ Preliminary Sea Trial-Description of 
This Leviathan of the Deep.

Shields, Eng., Sept. 17.—The Cunard 
Line steamer Maufetania, sister ship of 
the Lusitania, and the largest vessel 
ever built on the Tyne, left her moorings 
in the River Tyne this morning and 
started on her preliminary sea trials, 
which will last three days. Immense lo-, 
cal interest was manifested in the new 
liner’s departure. All the available space 
overlooking the Tyftejfrom Wallends to 
the mouth of the stream was occupied 
by spectators, while many thousands of 
persons accompanied tlu* monster steam­
ship dowiy the river on board excursion 
boats,, .yachts and tugs, and gave her 
hearty cheers us she passed out clear of 
the Tyne and into the North Sou.

The present trip t»f the Mauretania is 
what is known as the ‘"builders’ trial,” 
and will be carried out between Flambor- 
ough Head and the. Aberdeenshire coast, 
the Mauretania, anchoring each night 
emno miles off the Tyne, after the com­
pletion of her daily runs.

The keel plate of the steamer Maure­
tania is five feet wide and 394 inches 
thick, and is flush outside with the bot­
tom of the ship. Associated with this 
flat keel is a vertical keel 35 feet high 
end an inch thick and to this vertebrae 
are attached the framea^qnd beams 
which piake up the skelclfm of the ves­
sel. The double bottom is divided by a 

I vertical keel, five feet high, and trails 
verse frames into compartments in which 
Water may be carried. The lower dock

is made water tight. Below it are the 
lower orlop and orlop decks, and above 
are the main, upper shelter, promenade, 
upper promenade and boat decks. In all, 
the Mauretania has 175 watertight com­
partments.

The steel plates of the new vessel wrffF* 
her 26,000. the largest being about forty 
feet in length, and weighing from 4 to 5 
tons. To secure these plates to each 
other and to the structural frame work 
of the ship, over 4,0d0,000 rivets have 
been used, aggregating in weight about 
500 tons. The rudder, which has two 
sets of steering gear, one of which is 
below the waterline, weighs 05 tons, and 
the diameter of the rudder stock is 26 
inches. The castings for the stem, stern, 
post, shaft, bracket and rudder together 
weigh 28 tons.

Each of three anchors weighs ten tons, 
'While the 1,800 feet of cable is composed 
of 22-inch links, the iron in which is 
3 3-4 inches in diameter and the weight 
of each link about 1 1-2 cwts.

The principal measurements of the 
Mauretania ‘ are: Length 700 feet,
breadth 88 feet, depth (moulded) 00 feet; 
gross tonnage 33,200 tons, displacement 
tonnage 45.000 tons, load draught 37 feet 
6 inches, height of funnels 155 feet, dia­
meter of funnels 24 feet, height of masts 
216 feet.

The Mauretania is propelled by tur­
bine engines of 70,000 indicated horse­
power, driving four shafts, each of which 
is fitted with one three-bhided p'ropeller 
of manganese bronze, complies with the 
British Admiralty requirements as an 
armed cruiser, and will be fitted with an 

| armament of 12-inch guns.

Y0M KIPPUR.
Day of Atonement Begins at 6 This 

Evening.

(By Rabbi Bernard L. Amdur).
The day of atonement is onvJfif the 

holidays instituted by Mysea. It occur# 
on the tenth day of the seventh month 
(Tishri). It is a fast day, by abstaining 
for twenty-four hours from eating and 
drinking,—bathing ami anointing. The 
celebration of the day of atonement be­
gins in the Synagogue on the -preceding 
evening in conformity with Lev. 23-32, 
“It shall be unto you a Sdbbath of rest 
and ye shall afflict your souls in the 
ninth day of the seventh month at even, 
from even to even, shall you cele­
brate your Sabbath."

The services in the Synagogue are of 
a very solemn and impressive character 
with traditional melodies and sacred 
music composed and selected for the oc­
casion. A part of the day services repre­
sent the feature of the “Avodah,” a des­
cription of the atonement services in 
the time of the temple of Jerusalem 
when the most magnificent ceremonial 
of the year was performed on the day of 
atonement. The central figure was the 
high priest, head of the whole ecclesias­
tical system of the theocracy. The sup­
reme moment of the service was reached 
when the high priest stepped into the 
part of the temple designated as the 
Holy of Holies, permitted,to be entered 
but once a year, and in his capacity as 
high priest performed a triple" act of 
atonement by bringing sacrifice and 
burnt offerings, first for himself, then 
for his household, and thirdly for the 
whole congregation of Israel, and since 
the day of atonement survived the ces­
sation of the sacrificial cult, in conse­
quence of the destruction of the temple, 
other means of obtaining forgiveness’ 
have been resorted to. Accordingly the 
Rabbis of the talmud have declared that 
prayer and charity take the place of 
sacrifices and as vdgeels of gold or of 
glass, when broken”can lie restored by 
undergoing the process of melting, thus 
men after having sinned find their wav 
of recovering n state of purity by repen­
tance as a token of contrition and, giving 
charity, for tlic works of. benevolence 
have atoning power g re ate f than those 
of sacrifice.

A JAP DISASTER.
Forty Seamen Killed and Hurt in 

Explosion on Battleship.

Tokio, Sept. 17—Noon—Forty of the 
crew were killed and injured on board 
the Japanese battleship Kashima by the 
explosion of a 12 inch shell after target 
practice, near Kure at 4 p.m., on Sept. 
». The Kashima, under the command of 
Capt. Koizumi reached Kure at 6 p. m., 
where the wounded were placed in the 
hospital. The fatalities included a lieu­
tenant, two, cadets and one staff officer. 
The exact details regarding the effects 
of the explosion are lacking, but it was 
terrific and the ship is badly damaged.

The explosion followed an aitempt to 
Remove an unexploded shell from the gnu. 
A majority of the bystanders were fear­
fully mutilated,

NEW YORK CITY AND

Andrew Carnegie Declares That The Former is 
In Advance of The Latter.

New York Will Yet be the Richest in Public 
Ownership Properties.

Glasgow, Sept. 17.—Andrew Carnegie 
this afternoon appeared as a eulogist of 
the municipal government of New York, 
compared with the government of Brit­
ish cities, in a speech delivered at a 
luncheon after the laying of the corner 
stone of the Mitchell library. He said:

“New- York is held up before the 
world by her own yellow press as sunk 
in iniquity, with everything going to the 
bad, and with nothing creditable what­
ever. To one who gets away from New 
York for half the year and is able to 
look on here from a distance there are 
three or four things that comfort him 
greatly. He compares New York with 
ters New York is in advance.”
London, and finds that upon these mat-

A'fter referring to several features of 
New York city's municipal projects, Mr. 
Carnegie said:

“These are the important utilities of 
the city: Water, gas, electricity, sub­
ways and wharves, and last, but not the 
least, of public libraries. I know of no 
city which rivals New York in all of 
these combined, although several may do 
so in respect to one or more. I venture 
to predict that 45 years hence New York 
will be the richest city of the world in . 
the^ownership of revenue producing pro­
perties. which will have cost her noth­
ing. She has been wisely governed, al­
ways keeping her eye upon the future.”

Referring to municipal ownership, Mr. 
Carnegie said cities should preserve the 
titles in all eases .and only lease fran­
chises for periods as short as practicable.

Man Who Captured It in the Mexican 
* War Tells How He Did It.

The man who captured Gen. Santa 
Ana’s cork leg, the most interesting re­
lic of the Mexican War, is yet living, 
lie is Edwin Elyin Elliott, who now lives 
at San Rafael, Cal. Fromx Mr. Elliot 
comes the first authentic account of the 
capture, says the \lexican Herald.

in the course of his narrative Mr. El­
liott describes the scene when the Mexi­
can batteries were attacked by the Am- 

riean troops ehorging across the open 
plain. The Fourth Illinois advanced rap­
idly to the Palapa road, in which stood 
the luxurious and guyly caparisoned 
ocaeh of Gen. Santa Ana harnessed and 
ready to leave. This coach, however, 
had been rendered unserviceable by the 
artillery fire, one of the mules having 
been killed. The saddle mule on which 
an outrider usually rode was being cut 
out of the harness as the American 
troops came up. . The latter noticed the 
Mexicans mounting an officer upon this 
mule, but they, did not know until later 
that this officer was no less a personage 
than Santa Ana- himself. ^

Companies B and H charged down the 
hill, and Private Edward Elliot was the 
first soldier to reach the carriage. He 
jumped inside and secured the cork leg 
of the General and passed it out to 
the soldiers who followed.

It was sent to the rear as a prize of 
war. and eventually was placed in Me­
morial Hall at Springfield, Ill., where it 
is yet on exhibition.

Elliot also found a basket of. lunch, 
consisting mostly of chicken, which had 
been put up for the General. The food 
was quickly devoured by the hungry sol­
diers. Continuing his search, Elliot 
found ft bag of gold under the sent 
The coin was kept under guards until 
an aid of Gen. Twiggs came up. when it 
was turned over to the eonmmnderm- 
rhinf as a prize of the Government. The 
sack contained" in all $10.000.

Mr. Elliot’s regiment, the Fourth 11 li­
no! saw much hard service in the en­
suing month, hut the war ended in Sep­
tember. 1847. and the soldiers were mus­
tered out in the following year. The 
capture of the leg was pfoduetive of 
mucK merriment at‘the time, end many 
accounts of the incident have been pub­
lished. but) the story of- the man who 
secured the leg ia probably the nply au­
thentic account.

JAILING YEGGS IS COSTLY.

A Big Bill for Wayne County Farmers 
to Pay.

Rochester.—Monroe and Wayne coun­
ties are now counting the cost of landing 
behind prison bars the three yeggmen 
who murdered Edward Pullman, the night 
watchman of the village of Sodus. while 
he was trying to prevent them from rob­
bing Knapp's Bank. Two of the yeggs 
have been sentenced for life, having been 
convicted of murder in the second de­
gree. and the third has gone to prison 
for 111 years and it months, having es­
caped with a verdict of manslaughter in 
the first degree.

To accomplish the conviction of the 
three robl*ers has taken nearly a year 
and a half ami the cost is variously 
estimated at from $00.1 MM) to §1(M).000. 
Practically all of this money must come 
ouyof the pockets of Wayne county tax­
payers. Wayne is an agricultural coun­
ty! with no large centres of population, 
so that the cost of punishing the yeggs 
will fall heavily on the individual farm-

The three yeggs were Fred Schultz, 
alias John Gallagher; Big Ed. Kelly, with 
a string of 'aliases, and James McCor­
mick, alias Henry King. The police say 
they were members of a band that, oper­
ated in kinks 'and post offices in the 
western part of New York. Pennsylvania 
and Ohio. Seventeen post offices were 
robbed in western New York alone with­
in a few months before the murder at 
SoAus. and the crimes ceased immediately 
afterward.

Pullman was murdered in thd Sodus 
Bank on the morning of March 22, 1!KM>. 
The next morning the Rochester police 
caught the suspected murderers in this 
city.

The lydief that the three men were 
members of a powerful gang was ap­
parently borne out by the resources that 
they Were able to employ in their de­
fence. Although they had little mony 
when nabbed, they did not want for 
money very long. Where it came from 
the authorities do not know. It is pre­
sumed that the money came from fellow 
yeggmen throughout the country. '

They brought witnesses from cities 
near and distant in an effort to estab­
lish an alibi. These witnesses stood the 
ordeal of cross-examination remarkably 
well, even though it was conducted by 
a master of the art. George Raines.

The, trial developed a surprise in that 
several Rochester detectives and police 
officers appeared as witnesses for the 
accused murderers. Of the half dozen offi­
cers who broke .into the room and made 
the capture one-half contradicted the 
other half as to what happened in the 
room. Policemen from Cohoes, Troy and 
Tonawanda also came here to help 
establishing the alibi. This condition of 
things policemen hurrying to the tie- 
fence of three alleged yeggmen—caused 

i considerable talk, and is expected to re

A FEW SUGGESTIONS.
Mildew, if not of too long standing,

Here is a way to obtain a fire for cook­
ing in the summer time without the use 
of coal. Obtain a soft brick, saturate it 
with kerosene, place in stove and light 
same and you will obtain a fine fire 
which will last long enough to cook » 
dinner at a moderate cost.

The fine ash found over the oven of a 
cook stove in which wood is used furnishes 
(when used dry) a silver polish equal to 
any on the market.

Have a small horseshoe magnet fast­
ened to the end of a tape of ribbon of 
sufficient length so that it can be 
dropped to the floor to pick up scissors 
and needles.

A newly imported wood, used for high- 
class gabinet and piano work, is the Tas­
manian myrtle. It is of a rich pink color, 
moderately hard, and very close grained.

Turn your coffee mill down very tight­
ly. fill the hopper with granulated sugar, 
grind it through once or twice, or even 
three times, and you have an excellent 
powdered sugar.

.To remove paint, from glass, wet the 
window with either cold or warm water 
and rub a coin over it. A half a dollar 
would be best and will remove paint 
without scratching glass.

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MUST PHYSICIANS REPORT ?
Hie course decided upon by Dr. Gray, 

of Peterboro*, in making conformity to 
the law conditional on being paid so 
much per case for reporting contagious 
diseases, will probably teiftl to a better 
understanding of the rights and duties 
of a profession favored in many ways by 
the law, and of the public to which it 
gives much valuable service. That Dr. 
Gray sees one side of the case with 
great perspicacity, but that he lias no 
very high estimate of the privileges and 
protection which the public grants the 
medical profession is made evident in his 
public statement of his views, from 
which we quote:

The medical profession owes nothing 
and is under no obligation to any gov­
ernment. city or municipality under the 
sun; but. on the contrary, it is perse­
cuted and taxed by all these bodies to 
the last farthing far being in a position 
to give the information demanded of

The ability to «give this information 
we, the medical profession, acquired by 
incessant night and day toil, and in ac­
quiring this information some of us have 

# spent a life-time, and not at the expense 
of any government, city or municipality, 
but at our own, and as we bave to bear 
our share of all other expenses in con­
nection with the government of the city 
or municipality we are quity willing to 
bear our share of the expense of obtain­
ing what the city has demanded and 
what it must pay forv 

Dr. Gray's -proposed scale of charges 
for reporting cases as required by the 
health authorities calls for these fees per 
case: Typhoid fever, $10, and attendance 
ami medicine. $4 per day. diphtheria, $.'>0. 
and daily attendance and medicine $12; 
scarlatina and measles $10. and attend­
ance and medicine $12 per day; smallpox, 
$100, attendance $100 per day. and medi­
cine $5. Night tariff very much higher.

This scale of charges for .filling in the 
necessary blanks may fairly be said to 
be a generous one. from the physician's 
point of view. The proposed fees for "at. 
tendance” does not concern the immedi­
ate question of reporting., The statute, 
it is plain, does not contemplate remun­
erating the physician for the perform­
ance of the duty tints laid upon him by 
the Public Health Act, treating it ns a 

1 trivial matter and one for the public 
benefit, as is the registration of births, 
marriages and deaths. Sec. 89 of the 
Public Health Act imposes on physicians 
the duty of reporting a Incases of small­
pox, scarlet fever, .diphtheria, typhoid 
fever, «ml cholera within twenty-four 
hours of their coming to his notice, un­
der a penalty foy neglect or refusal to 
do so of $20. Evidently there was no 
intention on the part of the Legislature 
to pay a fat fee in each case in which 
the Board of Health is notified.

. But we do not think Dr. Gray will 
succeed in his campaign against re|>ort- 
ing contagion A diseases unless paid for 
it. Moreover, wé do not thing that in 
this matter he has the sy input by of the 
profession with him. No body of men 
is given greater powers and protection 
under the law than the physicians, and 
none is railed upon to do so much for 
the public in a variety of ways. Seldom 
do we hear of a physician "refuging his 
services to the poorest, even when to 
hope for reward would lie folly, and 
when the greatest of skill and care have 
to be exercised. They render valuable 
services to the community in the protec­
tion of the public health. The sacrifices 
made by the profession have resulted in. 
advances in knowledge which save thou­
sands of lives annually. and the secrets 
which cost millions and years of toil 
arc freely given up t > the benefit of 
mankind. The poor are treated freely in 
our public institutions, ami in many 
ways the battle against disease is waged 
at the physician's expense. There has 
been no general disposition shown to 
ignore or defy the law ns to reporting 
diseases as provided by the Public 
Health Act; and we do not believe that 
the men who give so freely of skill and 
time and material in the public interest 
will seek a reputation for ungencrous- 
ness over the trivial matter of the mere 
reporting of cases to the Board of 
Health. To do so would be the rankest 
folly. _

last evening, was the old question of 
the overcrowded state of the schools. 
At a previous meeting a special com­
mittee was appointed to. look into the 
question and report.

By providing a new 
High school building* it was expected 
that a first-class rating would be re­
ceived which .would materially increase 
both- these grants, the increase being suf-

LIFE AND WORK » 
Of BURBANK \

Luther Burbank has been called a wizard, 
but the term ts misleading, writes George 
Wharton James in the Circle. There is no 
wizard It in his achievement. Yet to ac­
company him to his cactus patch and there 

see the great, heavy leaved desert plant, so 
covered with fierce thorns that even to stand 
near it makes one squirm, • and then to fol­
low step by step, where in different sections, 
he shows the cactus slowly losing its thorns, 
until you stand before a group into which 
he suddenly dives headlong, taking the 
gryit leaves and rubbing his face and hands 
against them—this does seem like magic.

It is even more pleasing and equaiiv sur­
prising to set at his table and have served 
to you the fruit of this same cactus—the 
prickly pear of the Indian—but wholly free 
from thorns and changed from the tasteless, 
fibrous seedy fruit to a richly flavored, 
juicy, delicious table luxury.

In his garden not far from the cacUs 
patch is his wonderful crimson rhubs fa. 
Here is the popular pie plant, with stalks 
two Inches thick, and growing all the time, 
winter and summer, so that the ubiquitous 
pie may be made fresh from the garden all 
the year around.

Are you interested in flowers? Then come 
and look at these gorgeous and splendid 
creations. Here are poppies, bed after bed 
of them, all under test. This last bed is 
about fifty feet square and there are about 
two thousand plants in It, Here are pop­
pies the like of whlcdhvwere never seen before 
since the world began—hybrids, the results 
of crossing upon which Mr. Burbank has 
been working for years.

There aro" no two alike. The leaves are 
wonderfully diverse, and the whole foliage 
and blossoms bewilder us by their strange 
diversity.

Some of these peoples are vast !n size. 
Seven of them placed side by side vertically 
are as tali as a tall man. eight ns high as a 
giant, and one could hide completely be­
hind a dozen of them. In color they are 
a mass of crimson and black and white, 
with many intermediate blendings, and un­
like the ordinary poppy, which blossoms 
only for two or three weeks, these are per­
ennials and flower all the time.

The amaryllis also shews the marvellous 
life power of his work. In a few years he 
has developed it from a small flower with a 
few Inches of breadth to nearly a foot in 
diameter, with every shade of crimson, pink!

But to do this the whole plant—bulb, stem 
and leaves—had to be changed. It seems like 
magic to the ordinary mind to see the grad­
ual transformation of a small bulb to ono 
four times Its size and five or more times 
its weight and with its power of multiplica­
tion increased eight to ten fold. To watch 
the development or creation of a new stem 
Is equally magical. The old amaryllis st?m 
could never have held these large new flow­
ers. so a stocky, strong, low stem was

Burbank has taken the Illy and worked 
wonders with It. I have stood side by side 
with him looking at a bed of lilies upon 
which he had worked for twent-six years. 
"You are looking with me upon flowers 
that the eye of man has never seen before.” 
And then one by one he tenderly touched a 
score or more of them, calling attention to 
their wonderful colorings, differences in size, 
leafage, etc.

His achievements with the daisy are more 
fascinating than a fairy tale. From Eng­
land, Japan, Germany. Australia—everywhere 
that daisies grew—he got seeds of the best 
varieties, not a few but hundreds, thousands. 
These were carefully planted and watched.

They were all going to be slain, but out 
of their death was to come a* new daisy, 
larger, more beautiful more hardy and that 
would flower In every climate perennially.

the trarao for work, until finally he was able 
to start a little nursery on his own account.

His keen eyes, trained to scientific aceu- 
raev. saw at what seemed to me to be one 
glance all the attributes of the tree. One 
taste satisfied him as to texture, juiciness 
and flavor of the fruit, and thus, almost 
in a moment, he had decided whether that 
tree was worth keeping for further experi­
mentation or was to go to the bonfire.

Almost as fast as I can write It the words 
fell from his M?s. "kill,*' "keep." "keep.'* 
"kill.” "kill." “keep.” The attendants fol­
lowed and put on the white or biack strings 
which donated the fate of the particular tree.

A little history of the very beginning of 
Mr Burbank's labors is sure to be Interest­
ing t) those who like to know how the 
pnmarv Idea of great achievements was born. 
H« was but a mere lad In New England 
when the first thoughts of plant development 
and Improvement came to him. He saw that 
all the apples on the same tree were not 
exactly the same in size, color. shap>, juici­
ness. flavor or fibre.

He gathered from one rose bush roses 
that, while of the same species, were larger, 
smaller, redder, paler in tint, more fragrant, 
less fragrant than others on the same bush. 
Potatoes ia the same hill were of differing 
sizes and quality aud lavor. and so on. This 
led him to the conclusion thet if. by se­
lection or cross-fertlilzation, these better 
fruits or flowers could be stimulated the 
whole product would be improved.

While these thoughts were bubbling in 
hi , brain he was a market gardener and 
was growing potatoes, and he saw that out 
of a patch of potatoes in his field there 
was but one which bore a seed ball. He de­
cided to experiment with the seeds.

When he came to pick the ball it was gone. 
In despair he was about to go away and 
give up when he decided to make a search 
for it Soon to his delight he found it where, 
doubtless, some wandering dog had knocked 
it as he rushed through the garden.

The experiments began and soon developed 
tSe now world «renowned Burbank potato, 
from which millions have been made and 
which has given cheaper and better potatoes 
to the world. Yet he sold it ta a local seeds­
man for 5150.

That was his start, and he was not yet 
30 years of age. Then a sunstroke made a 
partial invalid of him. and all his life, seem­
ed to be changed For bis health he was 
shipped off to California, and here he had 
battles and struggles that would have daunt­
ed and discourage any but the most deter­
mined and sincere.

To most people Burbank appears shy and 
reserved, almost to diffidence and timidity. 
He is shrinking in a sense, hut let questions 
be put to him about his work or his thought 
and his answers are as clear, sharp and de­
cisive as those of any man 1 ever knew. 
There is no aggressiveness and clarity that 
show he has thought long and deeply and 
some to all his conclusions for himself, yet 
he has the spirit of a boy.

GOOD HUNTING INDEED.

Meeting of Deer, Mountain Lion and a 
Man at a Spring.

Yp from Esneiiada de Twlos Santos, 
Lower California, comes a hunting tale 
of the kind that makes the sportsman 
tingle.

Casa Blanca.—Yehtercbay afternoon,

Opening of the Engagement.
The increasing roar of fire showed that

As soon as the artillery were safe on 
the ridge Major Provot brought the 
square a hundred yards back to slightly 
more favorable ground. This movement 
was beautifully carried out. Here it 
again halted, facing ita enemies, who 
were doubtless looking for an opportun­
ity to charge home; but the heavy 
shrapnel fire from the field guns and 
the great naval shells and the steady 
infantry kept them at a respectful dis­
tance.

The courage displayed by the Moore 
was magnificent, and sometimes little 
groups would halt and fire until they 
were broken up by the shrapnel. Every­
one was surprised at the accuracy of 
their fire, which was far better than 
hitherto witneeeed, apparently showing 
that a different lot of tribes were en­
gaged.

PRETTY HARD UNES.
FORMER ANCASTER MAN ON 

NORTHWEST CROPS.

How a Hailstorm Threshed Into Ruin 144 
Acres in 15 Minutes—Frost and Cold 
Weather Spoil Many a Farmer’s 
Year’s Labor.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir,—I have read crop reports in yours 

and other Hamilton papers, and I am 
sorry to say that they are a long way 
from being correct, as far as this part,of 
the Province is concerned. To begin 
with, we had a very latg. cold spring, 
and a little too dry to make the grain 
stool out. The last half of June was 
very warm, and the grain made rapid 
growth. I heard one man say the wheat 
AV03 (killing itself growing, and done 
fairly well on breaking and summer fal­
low ; on fall and spring plowing about 
one-half crop. On July 24th we experi­
enced our first hailstorm. In Canning- 
ton Manor the stones were nearly as 
large as hen’s eggs. It destroyed about 
one-fourth of my crop. I considered my­
self lucky getting off with so little dam­
age, and, of course, hoped it would be 
the last. But, alas! ou August 6th we 
had another one, that made a complete 
job. Hailstorms can bçat threshing re­
cords all to pieces. It threshed 144 acres 
for me in about fifteen minutes. After 
the storlfi the hail was about three inch­
es deep in the garden, and you would 
qot know there were any onions there 
only by the smell of them. The hail­
storm was about three miles -wide here, 
and travelled in a southeasterly direction

and seemed to get wider as it travelled, 
for at Redvers, 20 miles front here, it 
cleared up a strip of country six. miles 
wide. I have got a year’s feed to buy, 
and seed to sow 180 acres next year. 
This is Sept. 11th .anti there is not one 
per cent, of the grain cut yet, and the 
weather is very unfavorable for ripening 
the grain. We are having too much cold, 
wet weather. The farmers around here 
who have had their crops destroyed are 
busy plowing. I have 00 acres ready for 
wheat and expect to get as much more 
done before it freezes up. I must close 
for this time, wishing you and your valu­
able paper every success ; from yours 
truly.

JUDGMENT FOR 
STEEL COMPANY

Judge Leugley Decides Great Suit 
Against Coal Company.

Must Carry Out Contract and Pay 
Damages.

Halifax, Sept. 16.— Judge Longley’s 
long-expected decision in the celebrated 
Steel-Coal case was made public this 
evening, having been transmitted to the 
prothonotary at Sydney. The decision 
is in all points a complete victory for 
the Steel Company, upholding the con­
tention of that company, and finding 
that the Coal Company committed a 
breach of contract in not supplying coal 
suitable for operating the iron and steel 
plant in sufficient quantities to meet the 
requirements of the contract.

Judge Longley decide» that the action 
of the Steel Company in refusing to 
take in large quantities of unsuitable 
coil furnished by the Coil Company be­
tween Nov. 1 and Nov. 0 was justifiable 
and did not constitute a breach. He 
holds that the contract is still in force, 
and orders specific performance of its 
terms. He recommends the appoint­
ment of a referee to determine the dam­
ages sustained by the Steel Company by 
reason of the failure of the Coal Com­
pany to supply sufficient coal to op­
erate the plant during August, Septem­
ber and October, and additional cost 
thereof; also the cost of the coal above 
the contract price since Nov. I, and 
damages suffered by the temporary sus­
pension of the plant. He orders^hc issue 
of a decree compelling specific perform­
ance which he declares can be enforced 
tn the event of the Coal Company at­
tempting to evade performance by the 
appointment of a receiver. 1 hi''; ,ln 

t short, is the substance of the decision 
which marks the climax of the first 

: stage of the legal battle which opened 
in Svdnev in July. The trial of this 

; celebrated case lasted sixteen days. 
Ninety witnesses, including many ex- 
ports from Britain and the United 
States, were examined. A great array 
of eminent counsel were -engaged there­
in. end the cost of the trial, one of the 
most expensive in the history of Cana­
dian courts, was not lees than one hun­
dred thousand dollars.

General 
Manager of the Bank of "Montreal, and 
Mr. Byron E. Walker, President df the 
Canadian Bank of tiommerce. as persons

Judge Longley’s Decision in Brief.
The Dominion Coal Company commit­

ted a breach of contract in furnishing to 
the Dominion Iron and Steel Company 
coal that was unfit for the pur posés for 
which it was required.

Studholme on Asiatics.
Mr. Allan Stiulholme, M. P. P., di­

rected his attention to the importation 
of Asiatics, and said that after 40 years 
of practical experience with the brown 
and yellow races he was satisfied that 

i the white man would have to seek new 
quarters if indiscriminate importation 
was permitted in Western Canada.

“In -1870, because the Legislative 
Assemblies did not listen to labor, the 
white man was . driven out of Cali­
fornia to make room for, the yellow 
fellow,” said Mr. Studholme. “They 
learned cabinet-making und other 
trades. This continued until an agitator 
arose and demanded that the Chinkee 
should be sent back home. The China­
men knew more than the white man. 
When he had learned a trade he did 
not work for any white man, but went 
into business for himself. This made 
the manufacturer begin to squeal and 
legislation was invoked to prohibit the 
importation or immigration of the 
Chinese. While 1 have seen hundreds 
of black men in the trades union move­
ment, 1 have never seen the Chinamen 
or the Japanese ally themselves with 
the movement in this country. Itiey 
were selfish all along the line and would 
live in shacks and hovels under poor 
and miserable conditions. No man or 
woman in Canadu would wish to come 
down to their level. Out of the 13,000,- 
000 who live on the verge of starvation 
in the United Kingdom all the time we 
can get sufficient men to do all the sur­
plus labor in this cquntry.”

Approves Lemieux Act.
The Credential Committee presented 

its report, and after the seating of the 
delegates the various committees were 
appointed.

The Executive reported as follows re 
an interview with the Minister of Labor, 
Hon. Mr. Lemieux:

With reference to the immigration of 
Hindoos, the attention of the Imperial 
authorities had been drawn to it, so as 
to stop this immigration if possible, and 
the British authorities had made repre­
sentations toXtheir representatives in 
the countries from which the Hindoos 
came that Canada was not a suitable 
plAce for such people. He thought that 
the matter of technical education was a 
question of national importance which 
should not l>e overlooked, and he pro­
mised his full support in this connec­
tion. Dealing with the letter carriers, 
he stated that he spoke as a convert on 
the subject. He thought that not only 
the letter carriers, but those that belong 
to the outside service, should l>e better 
remunerated. He expressed himself os 
being in favor of Mr. Verville’s eight- 
hour bill, generally speaking, he hinted 
that efforts should be made to bring his 
colleagues to the same views as he him­
self held. On the whole, the interview 
was a satisfactory one, and we feel as­
sured that in the Hon. Mr. Lemieux we 
have a worthy successor of Sir Wm. 
Mulock and one upon whose sympathy 
we can at all times depend.

The report of our Parliamentary 
representatives will be presented to you 
in due time. From It you will observe 
that the last session of the Dominion 
Parliament was an extremely busy one 
from a labor standpoint. Probably the 
most important measure that became 
law was that introduced by the Minister 
of Labor, the Hon. Mr. Lemieux, entitled 
the Trades Disputes Investigation Act, 
1907. Your Executive, after careful con­
sideration, gave the hearty endorsement 
to the principle of the bill. Organized 
labor does not want to strike to enforce 
its demands if the consideration of them 
can be obtained without recourse to that 
remedy. The strike has been our last 
resort, and as the bill contained our 
right to strike, but assured a fair hear­
ing of the demands of the workers, 
there was nothing to do but to give 
our support to it. Nor is organized 
labor blind to the fact that in every 
treat industrial struggle the public 
lave a large interest as well in the 
result as in the means adopted to reach 
that result. The least the public are 
entitled to is a knowledge of the mer­
its of the dispute. This knowledge was 
given to them under the proposal out 
lined in the bill.

AGAINST JAPS.
BRITISH COLUMBIA A WHITE MAN’S 

COUNTRY.

Ten Thousand Japanese Now in Canada
—Chinese Over 16,000----- Mr. Ishii
and Sir Wilfrid Discuss the Question 
—Settlement Expected.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 10,-So far as 
further resort to disorder as a protest 
against Asiatic immigration is concern­
ed. public opinion throughout British Col­
umbia has become eo settled or unified 
during the past week as to put all dan­
ger of that--character far beyond the 
range of probability. At the same time, 
popular feeling is steadily taking delib 
crate and dignified ground, unmistakably 
on the side of restriction of emigration.

“British Columbia, a white man s 
country,” appears to be more than the 
Labor party slogan. The issue insists 
upon capable legislative treatment.

Oriental Immigration.
Ottawa, Sept. 17.—The return of Ori- 

entai immigration to Canada for tue 
pact seven years, as reported to the Im­
migration Department, show that since 
1901 the total number of Chinese immi­
grants have been 641; Japanese, 8,082, 
and Hindus, 2,006, a total Oriental im­
migration of 12,220. The figure» include 
those who have arrived up to the the end 
of July last. The census oi 1901 showed 
the number of Chinese in Canada to be 
16,375 and Japanese 3,612. There were 
but a score or so of Hindoos. Ihe total 
Oriental population of Canada at pre­
sent is, therefore, approximately 30,u00. 
For the four years preceding lvOd there 
was practically no Oriental immigration. 
In these -four years only nine Chinese 
and no Japanese or Hindoos were report­
ed in the annual immigration figures. 
During the fiscal year ending June, 1905 
the Japanese immigratio totaled 354; 
Hindoos 45; and Chinese none. Next 
year’s figures were, 1,922 Japanese, 387 
Hindoos and 18 Chinese. The influx of 
which British Columbia complains has 
taken place almost wholly within the 
last thirteen month». During that 
period arrivals have been ns follows: 
Chinese, 614; Japanese, 6,406; Hindoos, 
2,474, a total of 9,494. The total num­
ber of Japanese now in the country is 
about ten thousand, not enough e in 
themselves to-very seriously affect the 
labor situation iu the west. But the 
rate at which they have been arriving 
lately is a cause of the recent protects, 
and points to the most serious conse­
quences if allowed to continue for some 
years to come. It is this aspect of 
tlie case that has been presented to Mr. 
Ishii, spécial envoy of the Japanese Gov­
ernment, now in Ottawa.

Mr. Ishii .and Consul-General Nosse 
had a long interview with Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier this afternoon, and the whole 
situation was thoroughly discussed. Mr. 
Ishii has no plenary powers to effect 
any definite agreement on behalf of the 
Japanese Government looking to a re­
striction of immigration to Canada to 
six hundred per year, ns decided by .the 
Government here. He will, however, 
transmit to the Japanese Government 
the views of the Canadian Government, 
and it is expected that an amicable and 
satisfactory understanding will shortly 
be reached. , M

Have Reached British Columbia.
The Hindoos driven out of Belling­

ham, Wash., by the American mob, 
have been heard from. A despatch to 
the Trade and Commerce Department 
states that the Mounted Police reoort 
4G0 of them to have crossed the border 
into British Columbia, while the remain­
der are making their way south to Seat­
tle.

DUEL WAS CALLED OFF.

Friends Intervene Between Fighters at 
St. Pierre.

Halifax, N. S., Sept. 16.—The duel 
which was expected to take jilace at 
St. Pierre between M.oMiier, editor, 
of Lerevoille St. Pierras, of St. Pierre, 
and Dr. Duptiy Fromy, of the local 
hospital there, 1ms been called off on 
account of friends of both parties in­
terceding. In the meantime, followers 
of the Legassee party have instituted 
legal proceedings against the editor 
for discharging firearms with intent to 
do grievous bodily harm, they claim­
ing that Mazier fired at his antagonist 
while the latter was alleged to be as­
sailing him. This is a counter-action 
brought by the Dupuy-Fromv faction to 
offset the charge brought by the editor 
against his assailants.

Toronto, Sept. 17—The Bishop of 
London was the guest of the Canadian 
Club yesterday, when he delivered an 
address, in which, dealing with the sec­
rets of a man’s influence over his fel­
lows, he furnished the key to his own 
remarkable individuality. ith char­
acteristic frankness, indeed, the Bishop 
confessed that he was speaking from his 
own experience, and the personal remin­
iscences which led him on to his subject 
were as entertaining as the moral of 
his address was inspiring and impressive.

“Well, this is a warm welcome if ever 
there was one,’’ said Bishop Ingram, 
when he could be heard after an almost 
overpowering burst of applause. “I feel, 
however, that this is one of those oceas- 
sions when that famous advice to speak­
ers may well be followed—‘Stand up; 
speak up; shut up.’ I cannot^tell you 
how much I appreciate the splendid wel­
come that I have met with since I landed 
in Canada. My limited experience with 
your country has given me unbounded 
admiration of your institutions. 1 was 
walking with my old friend Lord Grey 
the other day over the old battlefield of 
Quebec. He told me 1 would meet with 
non-political, nonsectarian audiences to 
whom any man could give .a message 
if he had one to give.

“Now, I believe in the shoemaker 
sticking to his last. It so happens that, 
although I am not yet fifty I have had 
many varied experiences with different 
kinds of men. 1 was plunged at thirty 
into the life of London. I know the 
coster. He has human nature if any­
one has. I have taken part in debates 
at which the church to which I belonged 
was nightly disestablished and the 
House of Lords abolished once a week.
I have preached in parks with many 
questions thrown at me from my motley 
audiences. I have been asked who Cain's 
wife was a thousand times. (I speak 
of this not egotistically, but to enforce 
the point 1 wish presently to make.) 
Afterwards I became canon of St. Paul's 
Cathedral, and was thrown in the thick of 
busy London. 1 have many a time address­
ed business men and talked over with 
them their intellectual and spiritual dif­
ficulties. To my intense astonishment 
1 was, in the course of time, asked to 
be Bishop of London and took up my 
labors among the House of Lords lot. 
(Great laughter.) 1 had West End Mis­
sions in which 1 spoke the truth as well 
as East End. Then there xvaa one more 
field, and that the most valued—the 
field of observation.

“And now I would speak upon the 
secrets of man’s influence over his fel­
lows. in every class in East End Lon­
don. the House of' Lords or the Uni­
versity. I wish 1 myself had learned 
them nil. There are five of them, 1

"In the first place comes absolute 
strightness. 1 never allowed a mem­
ber of an East London club who had 
paid his fees to be buttonholed about 
bis religion. Straightness is needed 
universally—for instance, in public life.
I do hope Canadians won’t be averse 
to learn something from the Mother 
Country which I do hold up as an ex­
ample to the whole world of absolute 
straightness in- public life. I know of 
no man in parliamentary life in Eng­
land against whom the breath of scan­
dal was ever raised. In municipal 
life, the religious indignation of all 
England in the West Ham matter only 
proves the great exception of such con­
ditions., If your country is going to 
be a great country, and I believe it 

ill, you must keep absolute straight­
ness to the forefront of "public life, 
and the same in social life and friend-

“Having no side is another help to 
the man who aspires to influence. 
Whether in West or East London, the 
man who has a roll (frills, I think you 
call it over here) has lost its influence 
and won’t regain it.”

“Then we must have sympathy. I 
defy anyone to be influential among 
his felow men during his short term 
on earth who hasn’t loads of sym­
pathy. Every part of mankind Kates 
the man without it. It’s a good plan 
to look upon life as one of steward­
ship and not of ownership. If there 
were more sympathy about us we 
should hear an end of those extreme 
socialistic theories which in operation, 
would be fatal to the world.

An application for inspection must be 
made In person. The applicant must be eli­
gible for homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for Inspection will be received from 
an Individual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is In good 
standing and not liable to concellatlon. may, 
subject to approval of Department, reTmT 
aulsh it In favor of father, mother >on. 
daughter, brother or sister, if eligible, but 
to no one else, on filling declaration of aban­
donment.

Where an entry Is summarily cancelled, 
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to in­
stitution ot cancellation proceedings, the ap­
plicant for inspection will be entitled to prior 
right of entrv.

Applicants for Inspection must state in what 
particulars tho homesteader is in' a»fault, 
and If subsequently tbe statement Is found 
to be Incorrect In material particulars the 
applicant will lose any prior right of re­
entry. should the land become vacant, or if 
entry has been granted It may be summarily 
cancelled.

DUTIES—A settler Is required to perform 
the conditions under one of the following

0) At least six months* residence upon 
and cultivation of the land In eac.i year dur­
ing tbe term of three years.

(2) If the father (or mo-.hcr. If tho father 
Is deceased), of a homesteader resides upon 
a farm In the vicinity of the land entered 
for by such homesteader the requirement as 
to residence may be satisfied l»v such person 
residing with the father or mo*'-er 

(3) If tbe settler has his permanent resi­
dence upon farming land owned by him in 
the vicinity of his homestead, the require­
ment may be satisfied by residence upon such
land

Before making application for patent the 
settler must give six months* notiee in writ­
ing to the Commissioner of Dominion Lands 
at Ottawa.. of his intentibn to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST 

MINING REGULATIONS.
COAL—Coal mining rights may be leased 

for a period oUtwenty-one yearn at an an­
nual rental of $1 per acre. Not more than 
2.660 acres shall be leaped to one Individual 
or company. A royalty at the rate of five 
cents per ton shall be collected on the mer­
chantable coal mined.

QUARTZ.—A person eighteen years of age, 
or over, having discovered mineral In place, 
may locate a claim 1,500 x 1.690 feet.

Tho fee for recording a claim Is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on the claim 

each year or paid to the mining recorder in 
lieu thereof. When $500 has been expended 
or paid, the locator may, upon having a 
survey made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase the land at $1 per

The patent provides for the payment of a 
royalty of 2H per cent, on tbe sales.

Placer mining claims generally arc 100 feet 
square; entry fee $5, renewable yearly.

A? applicant may obtain two leases to 
dredge for gold of five miles each for a term 
of twenty years, renewable at the discretion 
of the Minister of the Interior.

The leasee shall have a dredge in opera­
tion within one season from the date of the 
lease for each five miles. Rental $10 per 
annum for each mile of river leased. Roy­
alty at the rate of per cent, collected oi

VANISH THE 
PEANUT MEN.

No More License» Will be Issued 
or Renewal» Granted.

Grand Trunk Makes New Offer 
Over Switch Matter.

Board of Work» Will Discuss Her­
kimer Street Case This Evening.

p(y next spring a Greek with a peanut 
push cart will 4>e as hard to find on the 
streets as a needle,in a haystack. The 
Markets Committee decided last night to 
banish the peanut men. The strenuous 
competition in the business, Greeks 
quarrelling among* themselves and their 
.frequent appearance in court for not 
keeping their carts on the move hasten­
ed the aldermen to this radical action. 
It was agreed that no new licenses and 
no renewals would be issued. There 
are about ten peddlers and this means a 
loss of $100 a year to the city in license 
fees, not to mention fines. One Greek 
took out a license the other day for a 
year, which will give him a monopoly of 
the business for a good part of next year.

Dr. Roberts, Medical Health Officer, 
said this morning that, although there 
were twenty-four typhoid cifses in the 
hospitals, he was not at all alarmed, nor 
does he consider it proof that the city 
water is bad.

for that purpose, in accordance with 
Section 89, of the Public Health Act.” -
