Irish Landlords,

DusLix, May 16.—The Irish landlords are
in serious trouble over their unproductive
property. Notwithstanding the ‘recent.re-

uctions of rent, which have been very gen-
eral and liberal, they cannot collect even the
reduced rents with any degree of certainty,
and they are now almost without exception
anxious to sell.” A largely attended meeti
of laudlords was heid here to-day, at whiel
the situation, as reported by speakers from
various parts of the country, was shown to be
exceedingly unfavourable to landiords. They
haye appealed in vain for capitalists outside
of &rehnd to come in-and purchase their
lands, even at prices which a few  years

would have been considered absurdly low.

Parys, May 20.—Tw the Fremch Chamber
of Deputies to-day M. Ferry announced that
