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It came to pass as the trumpeters and 
singers were as one, to make one sound, to 
be Beard in praising and thanking the Lord; 
and when they lifted up their voices with the 
trumpets and cymbals and instruments of 
music, and praised the Lord saying : For 
he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever ; 
and then the House was filled with a cloud, 
even the House of the Lord ; so that the 
Priests could not stand to minister by reason 
of the cloud; for the glory of the Lord had 
filled the House of God.—2nd Chronicles 5th 
Chap. 13th and 14th verses.

My text is apart of the record of a 
wonderful episode in history of the Jewish 
people, namely, the dedication of the 
temple built by Solemon for the worship 
of Almighty God. We leam that the de­
dication of this magnificent structure at 
this time was made with song and praise, 
with the clang and swell of cymbals, with 
the sound of trumpets and other instru­
ments of music. We see here very 
plainly, 1 think, that scientific singing 
and instrumental music may not hinder 
the bestowal of the divine glory and 
spirit, but that music and sor% will tend 
to greater and more sublime revelations 
of God : for nere we are told “that the 
priests could not minister, for the Glory 
of the Lord filled the House of God.” 
think it beyond all question, that the 
temple service of the Hebrews, was the 
most magnificent choral worship the, 
world has ever seen. As arranged by 
David and Asaph, the choir consisted 
of some four hundred singers and players. 
We are told that on great occasions a 
band with musical instruments played 
and a company of singers sang; and that 
their songs would be heard at a distance 

. of ten miles. This is wonderful, yet we 
accept the statement. Such a choir faç, 
surpassing our greatest efforts, and 
leading the rejoicing song of an assembled 
nation, must have been overpowering. 
In asking your attention to this subject, 
we will notice first :

Tennyson, the heart of England, by their 
patriotic songs. Music and song, illus­
trative of the noblest feeling that can 
animate the human breast, have rolled 
through every great battle field and 
paled through the scream of the storm 
of every ocean highway. Drake’s sailors 
sang when they first clove the virgin 
waves of the Pacific,and Frobisher’s when 
they dashed against the barrier of Arctic 
ice and night. England’s soldiers and 
sailors sang on the eventful days when 
she held her Protestant freedom against 
Pope and Spaniard, and won for all time 
the supremacy of the seas. At a critical 
moment, at the battle qf Waterloo, said 
to be the most critical moment, word was 
brought to Wellington that the 42nd 
Highlanders were wavering : some one 
said the band had Teased. Instantly a 
command was given for the band to strike 
up again ; and the effeet was magical. 
The wavering soldiers rallied, stood solid,

nature s music.
Is it other than our ignorance which 

says, “What though in solemn silence, 
all move round this dark terrestrial ball?”
Is not Shakespeare a better divine 
than Addison. He says—“There's not 
the smallest orb that thou beholdest, but 
in motion like an angel sings still choir­
ing to the young eye cherabim.” The 
ancient philosophers wrote about the 
music of the spheres ; they believed that 
the respective distances of the heavenly 
bodies were‘regulated according to the 
rules of numerical proportions, corres­
ponding to the harmonic distances and 
intervals marked on our sheets of music, 
and that their uniform harmonies and 
sweetly timed motion therefore pro­
duced sweetest music. When asked 
why men had never heard this music, 
they assigned two reasons—first, “because 
men having heard it without intermission 
from their births, it was philosophically 
and necessarily inaudible. The second 
reason was this—the music was so loud, 
various and sweet as to exceed all apti­
tude or proportion of the human ear 
therefore could not be heard by men. 
Who will say that this is only imagination. 
We say the old philosophers were mad. 
Why the very wind blowing toward the 
Orient to welcome the rising sun, or 
shifting to the Occident to fan the sun’s 
fiery face and lull him to sleep in the 
cradle of the West, fills the air with har­
mony, and according to its degrees of 
strength and speed makes some of the 
sweetest music in nature, though it may 
have nothing but the cranny of a log hut 
for its trumpet or the barkless limb of a 
dead tree for its harp. What a variety 
of sentiment of all shades and degrees 
of power are awakened by the ordinary 
sounds made in nature. The æolian 
whispers of the evening breeze, the hum 
of insects, the notes of birds, the mur­
mur of the rivulets, the rippling of the 
brook, the laugh of the cascade, the 
scream of the torrent, the bellowing of 
the cataract, the roar of the tempest, the 
solemn booming of the thunder—are all 
sounds in the grand orchestra of nature, 
which inspire the mind till it breaks 
away from earth, rises above the stars 
and careers with steady wing to the very 
presence of its Maker, every plume of its 
broad wing instinct with sentiment and 
quivering with holy afflatus. You may 
call it music, or what name you will ; 
still it will be so to the ear of those who 
listen—who listen for a moment to the 
music of nature's choir. Myriads of 
birds give the sopranno, insects, streams 
and breezes sing the alto, hurricanes and 
tempests voice the tenor,thunder, water­
falls and stormy oceans roar the bass ; 
and this music, which begun at the 
creation, shall sweep on increasing and 
ceaseless till its harmonious octaves shall 
break in Halleluah chorus against the 
ttïrone of God. Secondly :

David moved the heart of Palestine. 

Homer, the heart of Greece ; Tasso, the 
heart of Italy ; Schiller, the heart of 
Germany : Burns, the heart of Scotland ;

impregnable, with tattered colors and 
blood-drenched swords they went forth 
to win the hard contested field 

Thomas, Lord Wharton boasted at one 
time that he sang James II. out of the 
three Kingdoms ; and those who have 
read history will remember the power of 
song over the people during the Jacobite 
troubles ; the famous “Marsellaise,” how 
it would awaken feelings of patriotism in 
the French, and perhaps iflprse—it would' 
make them forget their duty to their 
country. We all know how the rabble of 
Paris would be moved, and all its feelings 
awakened to the singing of the “Mar- 
sallaise.” In the highest exhibition of 
patriotism—love for the truth—popular 
harmony has always exerted the greatest 
influence. The followers of Wycliffe and 
Huss were called Psalm singers. The 
Huguenots of France and the Covenan- 
teers of Scotland often betrayed them­
selves because they would sing. Song 
j|Ren caused their death ; but their sing­
ing was irrepressible ; while in early 
Methodism the hymns did more for the 
salvation of the people than the preach­
ing of the Wesleys. Luther, said the 
Church of Rome, has done us more harm 
by his songs than by his sermons. Thirdly, 

CHURCH SONG.

Sir Philip Sydney is credited with say­
ing, “Let me make the ballads of a people, 
and I care not who makes their laws.” 
Now, I would venture to say, let me de­
termine the hymns and singing of a 
church, and I don’t care who does its 
praying and preaching. Do not think me 
irreverent. Think a moment on what 
preaching is. At its best, its highest, it 
is mere talking to other men. What is 
prayer ? At its highest, its sublimest, it is 
the interested approach to God of a needy 
suppliant. What is song or praise but 
the worship of the soul, in self-forgetful 
adoration before the Throne of the Eter­
nal Father? Worship song, like mercy, is 
twice blessed—it blesseth him that gives 
and him that takes ; and, like charity, it

that they sprang to birth in the martyr age 
of the church, while Christianity was as 
yet a feeble struggling and illicit thing. 
There is also a wonderful feeling of 
gladness in thei£ early songs. Not a 
shade of sorrow saddens them. Not a 
struggle seemingly embarrasses them. 
The smell of brimstone had not then 
passed over the theology of the church. 
Men were not taught to fear God, but to 
look up to him as a loving father. Their 
songs were filled with the wonders of his 
love; and it does my heart good some­
times to read those songs to-day, so full 
of praise to God—so full of Gods love. 
Passing for want of time the days of 
Ambrose Bishop of Milan and Gregory 
the Great, Pope in the year 590, both 
of whom represent epochs in church song, 
we come down to the time of thé Refor­
mation. Between Gregory and Luther a 
thousand years had passed, years of dark­
ness degradation and shame; but then 
the light of the Reformation flashed out-,- 
spiritual life revived and the spirit of 
song broke forth from the hearts of the 
people. The darkness had been very 
dense, the spiritual cloud was very great, 
but light, life and song broke forth; God 
gave to the ^church its greatest Apostle 
and poet Martin Luther. Well was it for 
Germany that Luther's mind was not as 
unmusical as Calvin’s, for then the church- 
song of Protestantism would have been 
as harsh and repulsive as it used to be 
in those chur'ches which call John Calvin 
their founder. The musical Luther has 
filled the churches of the morld with 
heart stirring song—the unmusical Calvin 
so impoverished Puritan and Presbyterian 
worship that its ragged, inartistic singing 
has become a by-word. Under the 
Wesleys, you will remember that singing

lengths and breadths of heaven, and roll 
up in one eternal strain unto the God, 
whose mercy endureth for ever. “The 
whole creation,” says Paul, “groaneth 
and travaileth until now.” The “now” 
shall end and song shall be universal. 
Why ? Our text answers the question. 
His mercy endureth for ever. The 
sobbing seas shall burst into hallelqjahs 
because His mercy endureth for ever.
The depths shalL-send up hallelqjahs__
because His mercy endureth for ever. 
Winds, storms and tempests shall voice 
halleliyahe, because His mercy endureth 
for ever. \ Lightnings shall flash and 
thunders rail hallelujahs, because His 
mercy endureth for ever. Angels shall 
harp and all Heaven’s hosts sin£,because 
His mercy ed8areth for ever. So the 
great human family from Adam down 
moves on, t^nd so it shall move on until 
the steady tramp of the ages shall halt 
before Him who is the Captain of their 
sal va.ion, and in song praiée Him be­
cause. His mercy endureth for ever. 
Christ at the-head. This is the order of 
the march. Christ first, Christ last. 
Friends, march on, march on, ever sing­
ing as you march an anthem to Christ 
your Saviour. Friends, fall in, fall in. 
Follow Christ that is the only religion I 
know of or want to know. Fall in. Fall 
in singing as you march “His mercy 
endureth for ever.”

Contrasts in Life.

Blind ns a Bet, Deaf as a 
Poet.

Post, Yet a

One of the most remarkable products 
of humanity known to this generation is 
Morrison Heady, of Kentucky. He is 
blind as a bat, deaf as a post, and labor­
ing under such disadvantages that it

, , . , . _ . . ... would be vjànderful if he could do any-
^ nT ‘°* t*iaS> or h*d kamed anything ; he is a

never faileth, for song is the religion of 
Heaven. In prayer we receive ; in praise 
we become; we hold out our hands for 
blessing, we wait long hours for blessings. 
In praise the heart goes out in song. In 
prayer we plead—in praise we sing, we 
impart our thoughts to music—in prayer 
we give expression to our lowest needs— 
in praise to our highest mood of satisfàc 
tion and joy. Prayer seeks, praise prof­
fers. Prayer is beseeching, agonizing— 
praise is worshipping, adoring. Prayer 
asks God to come—praise goes up to God, 
The soul that sings stands up with uplift­
ed countenance and transfigured face, 
ready to soar away into the presence of 
the Creator.

It is impossible I think to overrate the 
importance of cultured music. Remem­
ber I expect very much from the choir. I 
have got what I expected. I shall expect 
a great deal more; and I am confident 
they will meet my expectations. The 
choir are my colleagues and helpers in 
the ministry. Yea, a mighter ministry 
than mine, is theirs, for in heaven ex­
hortation and preaching will not beheard 
but song will be for eve*. Those who 
sing bless me with many dressings for 
I ever preach well ak all, it is when my 
soul is moved, when all that is in me 
inspired by such singing as we have had 
to-night. You as a congregation hardly 
suspect how much your spirited fervor 
and joy are dependent upon the fitness 
and beauty of our vocal praise. What 
color it gives to every service ! How every­
thing else is imbued by its subtle spirit, 
or moved by its magic "powers ! Excited 
and exalted by rapturous song, now easy 
to pray, how pleasant to preach, how 
profitable to hear !

Turning from this point, let us briefly 
review the derivation and history of 
church song. Jerome tells us,in his Epistle 
to Marcellas,that in Christian villages scar­
cely anything was heard but psalms; foi 
says he “whichever way you turn either 
you have the pleasure of this psalm 
singing. The weary weaver refreshing 
himself in like manner, the vine dresser 
chanting forth David’s psalms, praise the 
Saviour.” The one paramount feature of 
these early hyms is their great self 
forgetting and rapturous praise. This is 
the more remarkable when we remember

and in leading thousands to Christ. In our 
our song worshin, we have precious wealth 
of song, the inheritance of many genera­
tions; and it is well to remember, to know, 
that these songs were not made by any 
particular sect; they come from the 
Catholic Church, the Church of England, 
the Presbyterian Chqrch and from every 
denomination, and I prize the book 
because of its poetic beauty, because of 
the words it contains and their spiritual 
life; and I prize it because of its unsec­
tarian character. How this hymn book 
has enriched our worship. Next to the 
Bible the greatest loss the world could 
sustain would be her service of song. 
Germany could do better without 
Luther’s sermons than without his songs. 
The church generally could spare all her 
doctors of divinity have written better, 
than her hymns. Sabbath after sabbath, 
in ten thousand worshipping assembles, 
Luther speaks and Bishop Ken and Isaac 
Watts, and Cowper, and Montgomery, 
and John and Charles Wesley, speak to 
us though they be dead. In the last 
place, I notice briefly :

HEAVENLY MUSIC.

Here I confess my ignorance and in­
ability. If I have stumbled through the 
earthly, how shall I tell you of the 
heavenly ? Dr. Dick, in a learned work 
argues that the redeemed in Heaven will
cultivate arithmetic, geometry, conic
sections, astronomy, natural' philosophy 
and the various branches of history. Had 
he lived to day he might have added 
geology, the theories of the evolutionists, 
mental and moral science and all the 
other branches of a modern university 
curriculum.

Now, I have all respect for Dr. Dick, 
but prefer John’s testimony. He tells 
us from Patmos that in the heaven he 
saw there was no temple, no church, no 
preaching, no prayer, but he tells us 
there was song—a place bright with 
Divine glory, filled of the Divine presence, 
streaming with Divine beauty, peopled 
with millions and tens of millions of 
shining monuments of God’s mercy and 
grace—a place where myriads and 
myriads sing hallelujahs of salvation— 
hozannahs qf redemption. This is John 
Bunyan’s idea—“Bye and bye,” he says, 
when his weary pilgrims drew near—‘ a 
great company came up to them with 
singers and trumpeters, and the trump­
eters sounded forth ; and the bellringers 
of heaven rang their bells there and sang 
a welcome song.” Heaven is laid before 
us in the scriptures as a house bought for
us__a house of many mansions—the
abiding place of angels—the duelling 
place of God, where fountains sparkle, 
where rivers and streams of silver 
meander through the valleys made re­
dolent with the fragrance of Sharon’s 
rose, and vocalized by never-ending songs 
of praise. And this we can safely say 
without being charged with too much 
imagination, that whatever heaven may 
be, and whatever may be our employ­
ments there the worship shall be all 
song, no prayer shall be there for there 
shall be no sense of want; all song—high 
ecstatic song—for all is triumph. All
song_not plaintive, not song tremulous
with sorrow, dirgeful for the dead, for 
there will be no dying ones, btit hallelu­
jahs and triumphal marches^song among 
the cherabim and seraphim—song among 
all the ranks of angels—song,through the 
myriads of the ransomed and redeemed 
_song that sliall fill all the depths, the

marvel oï'" mechanical dexterity, of in­
ventive gqffius, and of clear and quick 
cogitation. On seeing him walking the 
streets of Èbuisville with head erect and 
strong tread, holding a little boy by the 
hand, one would not suspect his disabili­
ties, nor, watching him at the counter of 
a hardware store purchasing a knife, 
would an observer think anything of the 
matter, unless he happened to note that 
the dealer spoke no word, but only 
touched the hand of the customer.

Among his inventions is a leather 
glove, with the letters of the alphabet 
painted on it. You can talk to him as 
fast as yon can touch those letters with 
the end of you», finger. Another of his 
inventions is a mechanical writing mach­
ine, with which he can write and others 
can transcribe. The machine pricks its 
way along the paper, and he can read 
his own writing by the sense of touch. 
Others can use the machine to write out 
for him anything not procurable in blind 
type, and he can then read it with his 
fingers, and indirectly have access to the 
literary gems which . would other­
wise bo a sealed book to him. Usually a 
blind man can hear, but it is useless to 
read to Heady. His speech is as clear 
and sharp as that of a man of education 
combined with great force of will»and 
perfect faculties. Since he cannot hear 
himself speak, the fact is a remarkable 
physical puzzle—for the best of us learn 
accuracy of pronunciation and distinct­
ness of enunciation, by dint of long prac 
tice and study, educating ourselves by 
the aid of our ears and eyes.

Among his other accomplishments this 
man numbers the art of poetry. Several 
years ago he published a volume of 
poetry. At every point be is a master. 
Iambic pentameter rolls from his mach­
ine as easily as iambic tetrameter rippled 
from Scott’s pen. The reader who has 
never seen this man’s poetry will be 
incredulous, but a glance down a few 
pages of hexameter will convince any 
one that Heady can write any sort of 
poetry he likes__New Orleans Picayune.

Plundered Alexandria.—The London 
“Times” points out that the destruction 
of property at Alexandria must have been 
very great. A vast city, whose streets 
were lined with with noble mansions, has 
been reduced to ashes. The loss, immense 
as it is to the owners, can have little bene- 
fitted the plunderers. Arab thieves would 
profit very little by European furniture 
in a place where there was no organization 
of receivers of stolen goods. Cash they 
would not find. Goods had all been 
shipped long ago. Even the shops con­
tained very little stock. The destruction 
would benefit nobody, not even the de­
stroyers. One result is certain to come 
out of this disaster. A long series of 
claims will be made against Egypt for the 
loss of property. Even before their de­
parture, in all the hurry of their exodus; 
all European owners of either house or 
furpiture made a statement of what he 
owned and lodged it with his Consulate. 
Many even who had not insured before 
went so far as to insure their goods and 
chatties, not because they thought the 
companies would indemnify them from 
loss at the hands of the mob, but because 
they would have an additional proof of 
what they held to be the value of theii^ 
property. Poor Egypt has a melancholly 
future before her in many ways.

The enormous increase in the cost of 
living, with the probability of a further 
rise on account of the war and short crops 
in Europe, is becoming ajaerious problem 
to the working classes and those living on 
salaries. That high prices will be per­
manent appears very likely owing mainly 
to combinations of capitalists. The gulf 
between ribh and poor is very marked 
and daily increasing on this continent. 
Here, while the contrasts in life are some­
what broadly defined we have no such 
reckless luxury and abject poverty as 
may be witnessed any day in great cities, 
especially in those of the United States. 
The New York correspondent of the Utica 
Herald has drawn a startling picture of 
life in that city. He mentions one liquor 
Saloon that takes in $200 or $300 per day 
(or rather night,) as it is patronized by a 
crowd of fast fellows, who drink nothing 
but high priced liquors. A dinner at 
Delmonico’s or Penard’s can be had at 
from $5 to $40 per guest, according to the 
bill of fare and the wine list. A number 
of dinner parties have been given during 
the past season in the fifth avenue, in 
which $200 were expended in flowers 
alone. How easy to pay such bills when 
one’s income is $1,000 a day, and this -is 
not a large figure among New York capi­
talists.

The correspondent then asks us to look 
the other side of social life in the great 
city : “Four women were arraigned in the 
police court for selling vegetables and 
matches in the streets. One of the num 
her said she was a widow with two child­
ren,, and this was their sole support. The 
magistrate replied that it was a violation 
of law, and he was obliged to fine j;hem 
$t'0 apiece, and as they were conveyed to 
the prison one of them fainted.” Such 
contrasts, we are told, may be found 
daily.

Economists may spin their theories, 
and pqmpous moralists draw their stale 
conclusions, but nothing can make us 
believe that a state of society, where such 
terrible contrasts exist, can be just or 
permanent. A country which boasts of 
having a surplus of 250,000,000 bushels of 
wheat to export in one year should have 
no such misery within its borders. If the 
theory* of republic government be right, 
as the wisest and the best of men believe, 
it must be badly administered—republi­
can only in name—or nothing like what 
has been described above could exist. 
The correspondent, as if to add a sadder 
touch to the dark picture, gives the 
figures of the incomes of the rich men of 
the city. “Ex Governor Morgan’s is esti­
mated at $500,000 a year ; Russell Sage’s 
is rated at a million to a million and a 
half ; Jay Gould’s income cannot be less 
than half a dozen millions. To come 
down to smaller men, R. L. Stuart has 
nearly a million a year, while Robert and 
Ogden Goelet are each rated at $250,000. 
Bennett is reckoned at $600,000 ; D. 0. 
Miles, Sir 0. Tapper’s friend, figures at 
$200,000, and the young Vanderbilts— 
William K. and Cornelius—are not much 
below him. The estate of A. T. Stewart 
& Co., has an income of a%iillion, which 
renders Mrs. Cornelia Stewart the richest 
widow in America. The Astors, John, 
Jacob and William, are estimated at one 
million and a half, while William H. Van­
derbilt probably has five times as much, 
and yet within five minutes’ walk from 
the place where those men live, one can 
find multitudes whose life is one pro­
longed battle with famine.”

Still we read of the price of food ad­
vancing, and the government of the 
country taking taxes from the people at 
the rate of a million dollars per day, the 
national legislature combining to rob the 
treasury under forms of law and capital­
ists combining with government sanction 
to compel the people to pay five times 
more for the necessaries of life than they 
are worth. Some persons, reflecting on 
these things, take comfort in the thought 
that the vast fortunes accumlated by the 
persons mentioned will dissolve as rapid­
ly as they grew for there are no laws in 
America to perpetuate great families. 
This may be true enough in its way, but 
if these men disappear and their fortunes 
become dissipated, the same economic 
forces that created them will supply 
other to take their place. And, as time 
goes on, so will social crystalization. 
Evidently America has another revolu­
tion to pass through before the people 
will know what true republicanism is — 
Free Press.

The watchmen at the 
bank observed several men erecting 
ladders against the statue late in the 
night preceding the memorable day, and 
asking what their business was, they re­
plied. “ We are touching him for the 
twelfth.” When the sun rose next 
morning the beautiful statue presented 
a most pitiable aspect, and many who 
have examined it recently say that even 
now traces of the tar can be detected in 
the finer parts of the bronze. It is to he 
hoped that the accident that has now 
occured to it is due to the effects of the 
weather, which we hope i6 true, althouh 
if another explanation has been offered 
associating the act with the Dublm 
roughs, it would not be outside the 
prospect of belief. \

The French Crisis,—To sum up, the 
elements of the present imbroglio are 
very complex. This is not the firat 
occasion in some time that such a pheno­
menon has occurred. The fall of the 
Gambetta Ministry was as sudden as that 
of the De Freycinet Ministry, and it can­
not be said that it was more justified ner 
that it was determined by more exact 
causes. It may even be thought thxt 
what has happened justifies to a certain 
degree the policy which was then con­
demned, and that is certainly the opinion 
of those who think that clearness of de­
sign and firmness in practice conduct 
more surely and directly to an end than 
blind groping and indecision. We may 
arid at the same time that whatever the 
reservation that should be made as to 
the intentions 6f the majority, or of the 
various factions of the majority, which 
has refused the credit demanded for the 
defence of the Suez Canal, wc do not en­
tertain for a moment the idea that any 
one .of those factions has dreamed m 
taking that resolution of abandoning 
either the canal itself or the care of "ibe 
French interests involved in this unhappy 
business. There is certainly in the em- 
barrasment of the Chamber, one view to 
be taken as to the general question of 
national rights and one view as to the 
incidents which complicate withoet 
lessening them. To refuse its assent to 
a special measure or to free itself from 
the responsibilities which a political 
occurence as grave as the Anglo-French 
concert in Egypt imposes, are two veiy 
different things, and if the majority can 
be justified for abstaining from all en­
gagements which seem to it inexpedient 
it assuredly would incur general con­
demnation and it will justly be reproach­
ed with a lack of patriotic intelligence 
if its decision has lie,-, lictated by the 
abandonment of tun-- elevated ideas 
which have been iuv; cut to the tradi­
tional policy of France m the Orient, to 
its prestige in Africa and particularly to 
its actual interests in Egypt__Courier <k*
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THE rCTlUi: OF FREDERICTON.

The future of this city is a subject which 
must be of great interest to all our people, 
and as the present really dull outlook is 
not thé outcome of any recent political 
events, it can be discussed witnout im­
porting into the discussion anything which 
need create dissension. We are all alike 
interested in what the future of the city 
will be ; but especially are the owners of 
real estate, upon whom the burden of- 
taxation falls. We have said that the 
outlook is dull, and facts warrant the 
statement. Population is increasing very 
slowly, and the number of new industries 
which a decade brings into existence is 
very small. Many persons can be found 
who say that the city has seen its best 
days and that it is useless to anticipate 
any fresh stimulas to its trade. They 
point to the fact the city has lost the 
trade of a very large section of country 
which it formerly almost monopolized. 
It is undeniable th^t this last statement 
is true, and it is really a matter of alarm 
that Woodstock is encroaching more and 
more every year upon the district which 
formerly traded with Fredericton. A 
gentleman, who circumstances enable 
him to judge, informed the writer recent­
ly that very many of the people of 
Queensbury now trade with Woodstock, 
and that Fredericton has practically lost 
all the Southampton, Dumfries and 
Canterbury trade. If this be so, the 
people of this city have need to bestir 
themselves, for trade once lost is hardly 
ever regained.

One of the reasons perhaps why more 
is not done towards the improvement of 
the business prospects of. the city is 
because the people are accustomed to 
think that the remedy consists in some­
thing which they cannot accomplish with- 

. out assistance, and that the relief which 
is desired is only to be found in remote 
and perhaps untried sources ; while the 
fact is that a very little will suffice to 
re-establish the city upon a career of 
progress and the means of doing so are 
within our reach. There is not very 
much capital in the city, it is said ; but 

• some way when permanent investments 
offer, a good deal of money is forth 
coming. These permanent investments 
are legitimate and, bearing in mind that 
every one has a; vereigu right to do as 
he likes with his own, so long as he does 
not injure his neighbor, we have no right 
to co nplain that It is difficult, indeed 
almost impossible, to induc^ the invest­
ment of money in enterprises which 
employ labor, nevertheless one cannot 
help regretting that such is the case. A 
few thousand dollars put into some 
producing trade would be felt very bene- 
ficialy in this city, and the truth is that 
unless something of this sort is done by 
our people, the trade of this city will 
diminish and property deteriorate in 
value.

The city needs industries which, taking 
the raw ipaterial of the country and the 
labor of skilled artisans, will command 
remunerative prices in foreign markets. 
One line of manufactures may be men­
tioned, that of doonuuid sashes, for which 
there is a constant and increasing demand 
in England. Large shipments are now 
made from Boston, and we ought to be 
able to manufacture them more cheaply 
than our New England neighbors can. 
On the head waters of the St John, and 
on streams nearer the city, there is con­
siderable pine lumber, which could be 
manufactured into sashes and other build­
ing stuff. It is not being used now, and 
it never will be used for anything else 
than this. A factory for the extensive 
manufacture of this for the English mar­
ket would, we think, prove a profitable 
venture, especially in view of the probable 
establishment of regular steam communi­
cation between Liverpool and St. John. 
Other industries will suggest themselves, 
and we shall mention some of them in 
future articles.

Legislature and the public Departments, 
of abeiit $100,000. This estimate will be 
found not to be far astray, and it gives 
us a measure by which we can estimate 
the benefit which the city would receive 
from an addition to the number of per­
sons employed in industrial enterprises. 
$75,000 paid out to mechanics and skilled 
laborers would be more than equal to the 
$100,000 above mentioned ; because this 
class would consume a larger proportion 
of home produce than those who expend 
the last named sum. If then factories 
or other industries were established here 
having an annual pay roll in the aggregate 
to $50,000, the benefit to the city would 
be fully equal to what it derives from 
being the "seat of Government. It would 
be greater indeed : because the increase 
to the population and business of the 
city with such an expenditure would 
create would of itself be very large.

The great success which has attended 
the operations of the Gibson Leather 
Company is a proof that if an article is 
produced in this city, such as the markets 
of the Dominion require, a good business 
can be worked np, notwithstanding ap­
parent disadvantages in the matter of 
geographical location. For such mani- 
factures of wood as would find a sale 
Europe, the West Indies and South 
America, the advantages which this city 
offers in the comparative cheapness of 
site and of living, and the exemption 
from taxation would probably more than 
compensate for any drawback on account 
of our inland position. For tke prosecu­
tion of an extensive tannery and shoe 
business our situation has many ad­
vantages. Probably a cotton mill is 
beyond the means of onr people just at 
present, but a woolen mill is not. There 
is always a large and constantly increasing 
demand for furniture and this Province 
has much lumber fitted to be worked up. 
The scarcity of walnut is bringing up the 
value of other hardwoods, and the maple 
and birch of our forests even now will 
meet, with a ready sale if put upon the 
market read)- for use by cabinet makers 
and builders, while if made up into 
articles of furniture it would be in great 
demand. We hope these matters will 
receive the attention of our people, and 
that something will be done to cause a 
revival of prosperity. It cannot be too 
often repeated that we have the remedy 
in our own hands.

SECOND ARTICLE.

What is necessary to secure the estab­
lishment of new industries in Fredericton 
is that some one with either experience 
or capital shall take the initiative. The 
history of other places teaches that 
manufactories beget manufactories. It 
is reasonable to think the rule will hold 
good as respects this city. When once 
vthe attention of the people has been 
turned fo the employment of labor as an 
investment for capital, they will soon 
learn that it is the best possible way in 
which to use money ; because its effects 
are not confined to the single matter in 
which it is invested, . but spread, in an 
ever widening circle, effecting directly 
or indirectly all other industries and in­
vestments. The man who has a thousand 
dollars and lends it - to his neighbors at 
reasonable interest does some good ; but

he invests it in something which will 
give employment to hands which would 
otherwise be idle, he does very much 
more. Our citizens struggled with the 
greatest energy to prevent the removal 
of the seat of Government to St. John. 
They said it would be fatal to the future 
of the city if the change took place. Now 
the location of the seat of Government 
here leads to the annual expenditure in 
this city by the Government, and by 
persons who have business with the

While the future of Fredericton de­
pends first and principally upon the 
energy and enterprise offre* own citizens, 
a second source from which much ad­
vantage would accrue is the settlement 
of the vacant lands along the tributaries 
of the St. John. At a very moderate 
calculation thefe is ample room upon 
these lands for a population of two hun­
dred thousand souls, or nearly four times 
the present population of the river dis­
tricts above Fredericton. Without 
claiming for these occupied lands more 
than can be justly said of them, we may 
yet assert with confidence that on the 
average they are better tfran most of York 
County. There is probably nearly a 
million acres quite as fertile and well 
fitted for farming as the best1 parts of 
Jacksontown or Aroostook, and there 
is probably nearly a half million more 
acres which though not first class farming 
land is quite equal to much that is now 
cultivated in New Brunswick, and very 
greatly to be preferred to large districts 
in Quebec which are thickly settled. By 
far the largest and most valuable portion 
of this area is owned by the New Bruns­
wick Land and Lumber Company. The 
vast interests, which the principal owners 
of this Company’s stock have elsewhere, 
probably prevents them from giving 
especial attention to their New- Bruns­
wick property ; but no doubt they would 
further wny well devised scheme to settle 
their extensive estate on the St. John. 
If the vast quantity of lumber upon these 
lands could be manufactured and shipped 
to a foreign market, and the lands them­
selves settled with a farming population 
within the next twenty-five years, the 
impetus which the trade of Western 
New Brunswich would receive therefrom 
would be' incalculable. We give an 
estimate of the lumber upon their land, 
premising|however that we do not claim 
that the whole of it could be utilized by 
any existing method of lumbering. The 
figures, which are not exaggerations, and 
were prepared by a gentleman not given 
to exaggeration, will show what an en 
ormous supply of valuable lumber yet 
exists on the waters of the St. John, and 
the immediate vicinity. Of course what 
the percentage of it is utilized will depend 
upon circumstances which cannot now 
be foreseen. The estimate is as follows :

Of spruce and pine..... 3500,000,000 sp. feet
Of exportable hard wood....... ....1,600 tons
Of cedar...................... 3294,000,000 sp, feet
If we add twenty per cent, to these 

figures we will get a fair estimate of the 
probable amount of merchantable lumber 
upon the unsettled lands on the St. John 
and its tributaries, including Crown Lands. 
Thus:

Of spruce and pine......4200,000,000 sq. feet
Of exportable hard wood 1,920,000,000 tons
Of cedar.....................3952,800,000 sp. feet
There is then this vast amount of 

lumber to draw upon and in addition as 
we have said a million and a half acres of 
land to be settled. We desire not to be 
understood as saying that all the lumber 
in the above estimate can, under any 
system likely to be adopted, be manu­
factured. We give figures as an estimate 
of the actual (amount kof|lumber yet re­

maining uncut. It will depend upon the 
rapidity with which settlement progresses 
the demand for the several kinds of 
wood, the care exercised in clearing lànd, 
facilities of transport and other circum­
stances, what proportion of it will be 
turned into exportable lumber.

The facts which are here presented 
show that a field exists for the energy 
and enterprise of our people. Consider 
for a moment what the developments of 
these great resources and the establish­
ment of a few manufactories would mean 
for Fredericton, and not for Fredericton 
alone but for all the towns along the 
river. It would bring the hum of in­
dustry where now everything is just 
almost to stagnation. It would add to 
the value of real estate, cause our stores 
to be thronged with customers, keep our 
railways busy and bring five vessels to 
our wharves, where only one comes now.

Crops in the United States.—The 
New York Times thus speaks of the crop 
prospects in the United States :

“The wheat crop is now practically be­
yond danger, and will be the largest we have 
ever harvested. The condition of the wheat 
a* stated in the July retnrn, is unpreceden­
ted being 104. against 83 last July. It is 
impossible to guess how far the yield will 
rise above 500,000,000 bushels, but it seems 
certain that that figure must be largely ex­
ceeded. Our largest crop in the past was 
that of 1860—498,549,858 bushels. Last year 
the drought,-bringing the average yield per 
acre for the whole country from 13 bushels 
down to 10, produced the total to 380,280, 
OOObushels."

WAR IN EGYPT.

RAILWAY MATTERS.

As we intimated the other day, the 
New Brunswick Railway has gone into 
possession of the New Brunswick & Can­
ada Railway. It is stated that it has taken 
the lease for 99 years with the option of 
purchasing. It is significant that an ex­
ploration is being made with a view to 
extending the N. B. Railway to the St, 
Lawrence. About fifty years ago John 
Wilson, then of St. Andrews, brt who since 
has gone tb his rest, proposed to make the 
town the port of Canada, and set about to 
agitate the building of a railway to Quebec, 
The original intention was to locate the 
road through what is now Aroostook 
county, but the fortunes of “war’ brought 
about a different result, and when the 
Ashburton Treaty was made the dream of 
a short route to the interior was abandon­
ed. On several occasions since the mat­
ter has been agitated, but with little 
success, until Mr. Gibson took hold and 
constructed the New Brunswick Railway, 
Since then every person has been looking 
for the building of the missing link of 
eighty miles. When it is constructed, 
and the Canada Pacific Company secures, 
as they soon will do, communication be­
tween Montreal and Quebec, then will be, 
upon the completion of the Pacific Rail­
way, an unbroken line of iron road from 
St. Andrews, on Passamaquoddy Bay, to 
Port Moody, on Queen Charlotte Sound, 
and the dream of John Wilson will be 
fulfilled.

AFFAIRS IN EGYPT.

The most important feature of the 
Egyptian problem at present,- is the 
attitude of Russia. We are told that the 
Northern Power has withdrawn from the 
Conference, with expressions of the warm­
est friendship towards Turkey. Russia 
is about to appear, so it seems, in the 
role of Defender of “the Faithful” against 
the English “Infidels.” As yet there has 
not been even any ripple upon the sur­
face of the diplomatic relations between 
Great Britain and the St. Petersburg 
Court, but it does not follow that 
they are not driftng wide apart, 
Russia chooses to imagine that- the in­
terests of England in Egypt are antagon­
istic to her own ; but in what way the 
Muscovite Empire is jeopardized by the 
maintenance of an uninterrupted route 
to India passes ordinary comprehension. 
The position which Great Britain has 
taken is one from which she cannot recede, 
The consequences of persisting may be 
serious, but they are ' as nothing when 
compared to what would follow from the 
loss of prestige resulting from being com­
pelled to abandon the claims she has put 
forward so emphatically.

The Premier, though a new man, has 
the reputation of being very able ; and 
in every respect the Government would 
appear to be well fitted to administer 
affairs. Of course the Sun says “this 
Government has no chance to live but 
the Tory luminary also said that Mr. 
Gayton could not form a Government. 
One of its predictions is probably as good 
as the other. .

The Timber Regulations.—The timber 
regulations will appear in the Gazette next 
week. The chief changes of importance 
are these: The mileage will not be re­
funded, the licenses will only stand for 
one year, and there is an increase in the 
stumpage on sleepers, boom poles and 
other small lumber. The mileage has 
averaged about $30,000 a year for several 
years past, so that it is reasonable to ex­
pect that the new regulation will have 
the effect of adding this sum to the 
revenue. The restriction of the licenses 
to one year is a return to a system which 
was considered objectionable.

A subscriber wishes us to correct our 
statement that Mr. Fraser has left the 
Local Government, and says that the ex- 
Attorney General is as much a member 
of the Government as ever, except that 
he does not draw any salary. We suppose 
there is nothing to hinder Messrs. Landry 
& Co. from keeping a guardian if they see 
fit, nor in Mr. Fraser’s acting in that ca­
pacity if he wants to. We can only feel 
glad that in his forced retirement from 
opén politics he feels disposed to give the 
country his time and talents gratuitously.

ECHOES OF THE PRESS.

The Telegraph, says :
The Capital indulges in a little bluff, ad­

dressed to the Herald, as to the strength of 
the Local Government of this Province. The 
Capital it whistling to keep its courage up. 
It clearly does not know the situation, which 
is adverse to the Government.

Nobody imagines for an instant that 
the Capital knows what the political 
situation is.

The Sun perpetrates a very sick joke 
about Gregory & Blair, in reply to our 
little item about Landry & Co., of Dorces- 
ter Comer.

The New York Sun says: “Whiskey 
does not work any good to the brains of 
a public officer Neither does brandy ; 
gin and rum are wgrse. Touch not the 
unclean thing?”

Speaking of the Nova Scotia politics 
the Recorder says : In response to Mr. 
Gay ton’s invitation, the members of the 
Opposition in both branches of the Legis­
lature have come together and ai e hold­
ing a Convention this afternoon. The 
new Government will be announeed at a 
very early day. There is the utmost 
harmony among the members of the 
party, and no doubt wise council • will 
prevail.

The Transcript says : We suppose, now 
that their attention has been repeatedly 
called to the matter by the Opposition 
journals, the Government will appoint the 
sheriffs, a duty they should hg-ve attend­
ed to months since.

The Telegrum says: We shall soon have 
to begin to enqure who is to be the next 
governor-general of Canada. We maybe 
sure that the Marquis of Lome will not 
accept a second term, as the Princess has 
no love for Canada and only came back 
to put an end to an awkward state of 
affairs. It would be odd if we should 
have one of the princes of the blood for 
our next governor-general, and yet the 
surprise would be no greater than was the 
appoiniment of the Marquis of Lome. 
The Duke of Edinburgh would not be 
particularly acceptable, certainly not as 
much so as his brother, theDuke of 
Albany, whose other name is Prince 
Leopold. Prince Leopold is the pet of 
the family, and no doubt would be glad to 
put in an apprenticeship in the service 
of the Crown, by taking the Governor- 
generalship of Canada, for a term. The 
new-marrieu prince has ambition in this 
direction, and the fact that he is qualify­
ing himself for a public speaker is indirect 
proof that he aspires to some such posi­
tion as the Governor-generalship of pan­
ada. We shall see.

The Imperial Snub.—We publish in 
another column comments of the Times 
on Lord Kimberley’s snub to the Domi­
nion Parliament, and the Toronto Globe's 
comments on the Times. The following 
is an extract from Kimberley’s despatch :

Her Majesty will always receive the ad­
vice of the Parliament of Canada on all 
matters relating to the Dominion and the 
administration of Irish affairs, but in respect 
to the questions referred to in the address of 
Her Majesty will, in accordance with the 
constitution of this country, have regard to 
the advice of the Imperial Parliament and 
Ministers, to whom all matters relating to 
the affairs of the United Kingdom exclusively 
appertain.

Cetewayo has arrived in England. No 
doubt he will be received with every mark 
of distinguished consideration by the 
British people. If they only had Arabi to 
keep him company how happy they 
would be.

The rebel camp moved five miles 
nearer to us, with outposts two miles 
advance of the main body. The Arabs 
are collecting beyond Fort Meks ; there­
fore it has been determined to occupy 
the tort on Wednesday.

The Times' Berlin despatch states that 
Spain, Greece and Netherlands will be 
invited to co-operate in the occupation 
of the Suez Canal.

The News believer the Porte will ac­
cept as conditions of Turkish interven­
tion the issuance of a proclamation by 
the Porte declaring Arabi a rebel and 
the placing of the Ottoman troops under 
command of Gen. Wolsely.

It is learned in various quarters that 
Reccotti Garibaldi is enrolling volunteers 
for expedition to aid Arabi, but the move­
ment is not likely to succeed.

The Czar and Sultan exchanged auto­
graph letters dealing with the Egyptian 
question.

It is stated here that England has pro­
posed that the Turks should take the 
offensive against Arabi while the British 
force remains in reserve, thus affording 
England a guarantee of the Porte's good 
faith. *

The correspondent of the Times at 
Constantinople says that the Porte has 
received intelligence from Suez that the 
British are projecting the occupation 
of Suez.

The transport Calabria departed at 2.30 
this afternoon for Alexandria direct. 
Lieut-General Sir Garnet Wolsely is on 
board.

Constantinople, Aug. 2,-Lord Dufferin, 
British Ambassador, has sent another 
note to the Port$j insisting upon the 
issuance by the Porte of a proclamation 
declaring Arabi Pacha a rebel, and 
stating that otherwise the landing of 
Turkish troops in Egypt cannot take 
place.

A semi-official statement is published 
that Russia never endorsed the Anglo- 
French naval demonstration in Egyptian 
waters, but on the contrary, declared

the Khedive. The rest of the consuls
will return the visit of the governor ex 
cept the French consul, who states that 

111 his position is different from that of the 
British consul.

The Times' Berlin despatch says that 
the outbreak of serious differences be­
tween England and the Porte regarding 
the proclaiming of Arabi a rebel is con­
sidered almost unavoidable.

It is reported that the Sultan will also 
send a civil mission to Egypt.

The Porte has informed the Khedive’s 
government that he has drawn upon it 
for expenses of expedition to Egypt.

DeLesseps has telegraphed the Porte 
protesting against Admiral Seymours 
action concerning the Suez Canal. He 
declares that he is in no danger from 
Arabi Pacha who, he says, has already 
given numerous proofs of humanity.

The British occupation of the Canal 
will only compromise it by affording Arabi 
Pacha an example for the violation of its 
neutrality.

An unconfirmed rumor is current that 
the European quarter of Cairo has been 
fired. Complete arrangements have 
been made for the occupation, of Mek- 
forts by a naval contingent.

A Montreal despatch says: Robinson & 
Ryan’s Circus suffered here: On arrival 
it was frowned upon by the churches and 
Mayor ; the weather was drenching, the 
gallery fell carrying 200 people with it, 
and shdrpers sold a large quantity of 
bogus tickets. To-day a bailiff" went to 
St. Hyacinthe to seize the entire thing, 
as he expresses it, to satisfy a claim of 
Couturier and Tinkham, advertisers and 
contractors, the account amounting to 
$700. -

The swing bridge over the Canada 
Atlantic Railway is completed and the 
1irst train has passed over it. Passenger 
trains will be running into the city over 
it in the course of a few days.

The Telegraph 
office has been opened.

General Sir Evelyn Wood has left 
Chatham for Portsmouth, to embark on 
the steamer Catalonia, which sails to­
night for Egypt.

The 38th regiment made a reconnoitre 
on Aug. 3rd, to a point five miles beyond 
Ramleh outposts. Detachments occupy­
ing the gates of the town were ordered 
to hold themselves in readiness to pro­
ceed to the support of the reconnoitering 
party in the event of necessity.

The reconnoissance was the most ex­
tensive yet made. The 38th and 60th 
regiments advanced in two columns. 
The enemy’s position was found almost 
abandoned ; with the exception of a few 
videttes, none of their force was observ­
able. A few shots were exchanged, but 
there were no casualties. The British re­
turned at dusk.

The Lascar seamen on board the ships 
engaged* for Egyptian expedition struck 
work and refused to proceed. They re­
gard the mission as aggressive to Moham­
medans.

An official rebel journal has published 
the decision of the great nation meeting 
held on Saturday. After considering the 
different decrees emanating from the 
Khedive, including an order dismissing 
Arabi Pacha from the office of Minister 
of War, the meeting declared, in con­
sequence of the occupation of Alexandria 
by foreign ships in Egyptian waters and 
the attitude of Aarbi Pacha in repulsing 
the enemy, that Arabf Pacha must be 
upheld as Minister of War and that 
orders of the Khedive and ministers in 
Alexandria are null and void as the 
Khehive acted contrary to religious and 
civil laws. The under secretaries of 
State were entrusted to submit this de­
cision to the Sultan.

H. M. S. Bittern returned from Aboukir, 
and reports having seen several trains 
arrive at Aboukir fuft of soldiers.

The report that Arabi has proclaimed 
a holy war is denied.

Persons who arrived from Kafred 
Dewar estimate Arabi’s force at 7,000.

Arabi issued a proclamation accusing 
the English of cowardice, taunting them, 
and daring them to attack him.

There was slight firing on Wednesday 
near Pompey’s pillar. -

Arabi has forbidden the inhabitants to 
supply fresh provisions to Christians on 
pain of death.

Arabi’s proclamation states “Egyptian 
soldiers with excusable zeal fired only 
the buildings belonging to hostile Europ­
eans and killed only those detected in 
communicating with the enemy. The 
traitor Khedive, having opened the gates 
of the city to English troops, for this act 
is deposed by the Sultan who will send 
troops to assist us to drive out our 
Enemy. (Signed) “Arabi.

“Commanding in Egypt as representa­
tive of Sultan.”

The British consul at Port Said hauled

COMMENT BY THE “TIMES.’*

A Times' editorial commenting on the 
address says :—“If it is the earnest de­
sire of the Canadian Parliament to renew 
an expression of that unswerving loyalty 
and uevotion, so entirely innocent and 
even praiseworthy, every well-wisher of 
Canada will profoundly regret the ex­
tremely unfortunate manner in which 
her representatives have attempted to 
satisfy it. Had the aim been to. dis­
semble love, we hardly know how they 
coaid more effectually have compassed 
it, than by sending such an address at 
such a time, just when Her Majesty’s 
Government was engaged in a severe 
struggle with anarchy and sedition in 
Ireland. Canadian loyalty and devotion 
assume the form of a public formal 
recommendation that rebellion and 
treason should be legitimized by the 
concession of the demand for Home 
Rule, at a time when the Government 
had avowed itself unable to answer for 
the preservation of a semblance of order 
without imprisoning the ring-leaders of 
the Irish conspiracy. Exactly three days 
before the murder of two of the Queen’s 
servants in Phcenix Park, Her Majesty’s 
loyal, devoted subjects at the safe dis­
tance of three thousand miles from the 
centre of the disturbance take upon 
themselves to pray that these gentlemen 
be allowed to enjoy the inestimable 
blessing of personal liberty. English 
ideas of loyalty and devotion certainly 
suffered an extraordinary inversion in 
crossing the Atlantic if they inspire such 
reckless, presumptuous interference 
with problems with whose true character 
Canadians have little opportunity of in­
forming themselves. The respectful 
phrases in which these uncalled-for re­
commendations are couched cannot 
blind anyone to the fact that they 
amount to a vote of censure on Her 
Majesty’s Government and are an en­
couragement to her avowed enemies. 
We are at a loss to determine whether 
the circumstance that the address is 
simply an electioneering dodge to catch 
the Irish vote ought to be regarded as an 
aggravation or an excuse for the offence. 
If the more charitable view is taken, it 
condemns the Canadian Parliament as 
guilty of a levity of thought which will 
seriously detract from i he value of any 
opinion it may form. Our colonies 
owe us a great deal and make 
a*~jemarkakably small return. We 
nurse them through their puling 
infancy, insure for their youth an 
opportunity for tranquil, undisturbed 
growth, and our reward usually is that as 
soon as they reach something approaching 
manhood they display independence by 
putting prohibitive, restrictive taxes upon 
our commerce. Our behaviour to them 
is largely regulated by a kind, paternal 
feeling, and their behaviour towards us 
is shaped upon commercial principles, 
usually false ones. They expect us to 
defend them and regulate our fleets and 
armies accordingly. In return they buy 
from us whatever they cannot get as 
cheaply elsewhere. They might at least 
treat us with the respect and courtesy we 
receive at the hands of our peers.”

Why the Kettle Went.—The committee 
appointed to collect metal for cannon 
for General Beauregard’s army. applied 
to a planter of Adams County, Miss., for 
his bell. Not having such an article, he 
mentioned it to his wife, when she verv 
patriotically offered her brass kettle. The 
little ones rather demurred to the sacri­
fice, and one of them, with a sweet tooth, 
said, “ La, pa, what will we do for pre­
serves ?” “ My daughter,” said the wag 
of a father, “ our whole duty now is to 
preserve our country."

7. If there was no tree there and the 
squirrel was running around in a circle on 
the ground and the man was going in a 
large circle, I should say the man went 
around the squirrel.

Lack and Pins__The prevailing* taste
for lace rather than jewellery has led to 
many novel designs in lace pins. Jewel- 
lers are now making silver articles in 
nine different tones, so that the second 
metal value is in high favor. Many 
persons are exerting their wits to design 
some special oddity, but the show cases 
contain flowers, quaint letters and stiff 
architectural designs. Belt pins, that 
resemble the buckels of mediaeval times, 
are made of large letters interlaced and 
slender slanting letters. German text 
and early English letters are used, but 
the best taste does not sanction the dis­
play of monograms, even in precious 
metals. If a lady desires credit for in­
dividual judgment, she gets an artist 
friend to sketch for her an odd and 
wonderful letter from some old missel, 
which she gives the jeweller as a model. 
Gold pins are chosen when they have 
colored stones in them. For a time the 
edict was against colored gems, but their 
existence is now receiving a" fervid re­
cognition. If some pretty woman could 
pick Henry Ward Beecher’s pockets, she 
would get a store of colored gems that 
would give her the beauty of a rainbow. 
The popular taste runs to pearls, sap­
phires, rubies, emeralds, garnets and 
lapis, lazuli. Cat’s eyes are expensive, 
but much liked. They appear best set 
in a frame of small diamonds. Another 
pin is made of the wish-bone of good luck 
in gold, studded with small bright gar­
nets. A handsome pin is ryade of 
mother-of-pearl shell, with a great pearl 
representing the oyster, which a tiny 
gold fork stretching has almost on its 
point. A solid bar of Roman gold, with 
three sapphires set in the deep gold of 
the background, which brings out 
effectively their deep blue shade, is a 
ehoice design. But a most beautiful pin 
is formed of three bars of gold and two 
of platinum, arranged alternately and 
apparently held together with five em­
eralds mounted like nails. The contrast 
between the dull shade of the platinum, 
th^rightness of the burnished gold and 
the green of the stones is wonderfully 
effective__Missouri Publican.

Progress of Prohibition.

The adoption of the prohibitory amend­
ment to the State Constitution of Iowa 
by a majority of 30,000, taken in connec­
tion with the success of the Maine Law 
is Kansas, is significant of the rapid 
growth of prohibitory sentiment in the 
west. It is rather the fashion to decry 
the prohibition agitation as merely 
spasmodic and temporary in character, 
lacking altogether the element of stabi­
lity. The fact that for over thirty years 
the principle of prohibition has main­
tained its hold over the people of the 
State of Maine, and that whatever im­
portant changes have been made in the 
law have been in the direction of greater 
stringency, shows that the movement is 
much more deeply rooted than is 
generally supposed. That in the light 
of the experience of Maine and other 
New England communities the Western 
States of Kansas and Iowa have 
deliberately elected to follow their foot­
steps is a most important indication of 
the increasing strength of the agitation. 
The prohibition campaign in Iowa pre­
sented some interesting features. The 
movement appears to have enlisted the 
hearty co-operation of the churches, 
ministers of all denominations uniting on 
the temperance platform and taking an 
active part in the work. Women also 
took a leading share in the campaign, 
furnishing many speakers and attending 
the polls to distribute ballots. Ever 
possible device was employed to stimu­
late the enthusiasm of the voters. 
Campaign melodies were sung at the 
meetings, and on election day lunch 
rooms were provided by the ladies and 
bouquets distributed them among the 
supporters of the amendment. From 
these accounts it would appear that the 

,-esthetic sentiment is a good deal more 
potent factor in American public affairs 
than it would be among prosaic Cana­
dians. The result was the triumphant 
addition of Iowa to the roll of prohibi­
tory States. This victory will doubtless 
have the effect of encouraging the pro­
hibitionists to redouble their exertions in 
other States, and will not be without its 
influence on the cause in Canada. The 
growth of prohibitory sentiment in the 
States will naturally give an additional 
impetus to the efforts to secure restric­
tive legislation here.

The Kingston Whig of Tuesday has the 
following :—“ A correspondent gives pub­
licity to a somewhat surprising announce­
ment—that two men are now confined in 
the Kingston Penitentiary for the sat 
offence, one convicted on circumstantial 
evidence, the other on his own confessions 
ot guilt. Attention is directed to this 
fact, that as soon as the self-condemned 
criminal was committed to prison 
statement of the case was submitted to 
the Government, without any notice ap­
parently being taken of it to the present. 
About nine months have elapsed since 
the Minister of Justice was requested to 
give the subject his consideration, but so 
far the appeal has been successful only 
in reducing the term from seven to five 
years. If the two years were wrong, why 
not the seven ? We cannot see what 
excuse can be offered for this unfortunate 
delay to dismiss one of the convicts from 
the Penitentiary. The two cannot be 
guilty of the same crime, and if the 
sentencing of one is equivalent to a de­
claration of the innocence of the other, 
why should he still be forced to endure 
a felon’s punishment ?” The correspon­
dent alluded to above gives the following 
particulars :—On the 2nd of October, 
1879, Robert Collingwood was convicted 
at Hamilton, at Interim Sessions held by 
His Honor Judge Sinclair, of stealing a 
horse and buggy from the city of Brant­
ford, the property of Wesley Howell, of 
that city, and sentenced to a term of 
seven years in the Kingston Penitentiary. 
Shortly after his conviction one Thomas 
Clarke was arrested at the village of 
Jordan and taken to Brantford, where he 
was charged with stealing the same horse 
and buggy, and, strange as it may appear, 
it is nevertheless true, he pleaded guilty 
to the charge, and was sentenced to five 
years in the Kingston Penitentiary.

THE FUTURE OF FREDERICTON.

FOURTH ARTICLE-

We are so anxious to avoid even the 
appearance of controversy upon a matter 
of such grave importance as the future 
prosperity of this city, that we shall not 
discuss with the Capital whether or not 
the statement is correct, which it makes 
in considering this matter in its issue of 
Saturday. Our contemporary has mis­
understood an expression used in our 
fist article. We spoke then to the 
“really dull outlook” for this city. We 
did not think it necessary to explain 
that reference was not made to the 
prpepects of trade in the immediate 
firture, but to the probability ot such an 
increase in the growth and business of 
tike city as all good citizens desire. No 
town can stand still in_ trade matters. It 
must either advance or lose ground. As 
we look around'the Dominion we see 
many places which are making rapid 
shades in material prosperity, and as the 
west developes we will hear of more. 
This progress elsewhere has drawn, and 
will continue to draw away from us many 
of the best men the country produces, 
and considerable capital. It is therefore 
manifest that, unless something is done 
to make it worth while for the people to 
stay at home, the greater the prosperity 
reported from the west the greater will 
he the loss of population aud capital to 
this section. It was in view of this and 
of the additional consideration that 
nothing was being done to develope. the 
resources of the district upon the trade 
of which this city depends, or to es­
tablish new productive industries that 
we spoke of the outlook as dull.

By the census of 1871 the population 
rfFredericton was 6,006, in 1881 it was 
$218, showing an apparent increase of 
212. That there was really even this 
small addition to the population is open 
•■question, on account of the method 
adopted in taking the census. It is a 
fleet that during the last few years the 
■amber of rate payers in the city has 
decreased, and we may justly question if 
■ the last decade there has been any 
■crease in population.

The assessment of the year 1871 is so 
manifestly incorrect that it is useless to 
<pote it as proving anything, the total of 
mal and personal property and increase 
being put at only about three quarters of 
■million. We therefore selected at 
mndom a year since the new system of 
assessment was adopted, and hit upon 
the year 1876. In that year the asses­
sable property was :

These amounts do not furnish an ac­

curate index of the trade of the city at 
the beginning and the close of the de­
cade, and it would be desirable if the 
dates were available to compare the 
decade previous to 1871 with that subse­
quent. Still the figures are instructive; 
because however much the trade of the 
place may fluctuate from one year to 
another it is reasonable to expect that if 
business was increasing it would be evi­
dent from a comparison of two years 
with a decade intervening between them. 
Let us compare the beginning and close 
of another decade. In 1866 the returns 
were as follows :

On a decrease -of over $80,000. It may 

he said that many goods were imported 
in 1866 which in 1876 were brought in 
other parts of Canada ; but on the other 
hand there were fewer direct importers 
here in 1866 than in 1876. Comparing 
1866 with 1881 we find the foreign trade 
of the citv to have been :

In 1881..............    337,847

A very slight improvement for fifteen 
years and one which we fancy would be 
fully counterbalenced by the large 
amount of goods then brought by 
Fredericton merchants in St. John, or in 
other words that the trade of the city 
has not increased in fifteen years. During 
the same period the population of the 
district from which Fredericton draws 
its trade - has increased fully twenty per 
cent, and the purchasing power of the 
people has also naturally advanced. 
Many of the. settlements which in 1866 
were new and whose inhabitants were 
poor now being flourishing and com­
paratively wealthy.

We present those facts not because 
they are pleasant to contemplate, but for 
the sake of arousing public attention 
Clearly if figures prove anything these 
figures show that the tendency of Frede­
ricton trade and commerce is not in the 
right direction. We invite for these facts 
the most thoughtful consideration of our 
readers, the press and the public 
generally.

FIFTH ARTICLE.

The Capital says :
The Herald has concluded its series of 

articles on “The Future of Fredericton.’’ 
All the way through it has made serious 
errors, and its articles are calculated, though 
unintentionally we believe, to do au injury to 
the city.

We submit that this is a very flippant 
style to treat a series of articles which 
contained much valuable information 
either gathered from official returns Or 
acquired in many weeks of careful and 
arduous investigation into the resources 
of the country. We are charged with 
having made “serious errors," yet not 
one is pointed out, nor is the accuracy of 
a single statement impugned, nor can it 
be. We are not. annoyed at such a charge; 
we are rather amazed at the all con­
suming vanity of a writer who professes 
to be able to put his ipse dixit against 
the returns of sworn officers. We pointed 
out that the Customs returns showed 
that the foreign trade of the city 
was not progressing in the right direction; 
for answer the Capital tells us that our 
merchants buy largely in Montreal. 
However this might affect a comparison 
between the returns of 1866 and 1876, it 
has no bearing upon the returns of 1871 
and 1881, which show a decrease in the 
foreign trade of the last named year 
from the foreign trade of 1871. The 
statement that the articles in question 
are “calculated to do an injury to the 
city” is of a piece with the charge that 
serious errors were made. In what way 
is the city to be injured by them ? Is it 
true that there is less taxable property 
here than there was five years ago, and if 
so, what is likely to do the greatest injury 
to the city, to point out this fact and 
suggest means for changing the decrease 
to an increase, or to continually repre­
sent everything as rose colored and in 
the full tide of prosperity ? It is a fact 
that the city has lost the trade of a large 
section of country which it once had, and 
If so, what injury can be done by pointing, 
this out and suggesting how it can be 
regained? Is it true that certain lines 
of manufacturies can be profitably con­
ducted here,and what harm have we done 
in naming these and promising to mention 
others ? Is there a large region of un­
occupied land lying in the interior, the 
development of which will bring us large 
prosperity,and if so,whom have we injured 
by so stating ? Do the Custom returns 
show a decrease in the foreign trade of 
the city; and if they do, it is not the duty 
of an honest journalist to point out the 
fact and to seek to discover in what way 
the lost trade can be regained ? So far 
indeed from the articles in question 
being calculated to do an injury they are 
certain to bring forth good results, by 
attracting the attention of people to facts 
and circumstances of which they may 
have been ignorant.

The Capital has twice referred to the 
bank agencies which have been es­
tablished here, as showing that the city 
is progressing. The opening of these 
agencies simply signifies that the banks 
have more capital than they can profit­
ably employ at head-quarters ; but we 
are glad to believe that by the increased 
accommodation they will afford business 
men, the enterprise of our people will be 
stimulated. «

Our contemporary, th^Reporter, seems 
alarmed lest some person should invest 
in factories here. It says :

Our citizens as a general thing owe tlieir 
present fortunate position to their frugal and 
industrious disposition. As a people they 
have been careful not to venture their means 
where they have seen no prospect of an 
adequate return ; they have endeavored to 
live within their incomes ; and have as a 
general thing conducted themselves ipru­
dently. We are not among those who would 
advise them to embark their means in enter­
prises without well weighing the possible 
results. Those who engage in factories 
should be men who can afford to lose a 
moderate amount, not men who embark their 
all upon the success of the undertaking. 
There arc some factories which - no doubt 
would pay here, but our market is a com­
paratively limited one and we have alongside 
of us a wealthy manufactoring country and 
it requires care and the best of judgment in 
the selection of wjiat will prove of most 
benefit to the country and 'the promoters. 
We should be careful not to act impulsively 
but cautiously in such matters, and not upon 
the urgent solicitation of some impetuous 
but impracticable person. Ours is a forest 
country and its products we should think 
might be utilized in various ways, and here 
it appears to us it would be that manufac­
turers should loflk for future wealth in their 
enterprises. Could not the vast quantities 
of our forest productions which are annually 
destroyed be turned to account aud made of 
some use ? This is a problem for some of 
our men of active minds to turn their 
thoughts to.

While prudence and practicalness are 
desirable, it is not well to talk too much 
about them. There is such a thing as 
being so prudent as to verge on cowardice, 
and so practical as not be able to see 
further than the ends of their nose. The 
people of Fredericton need no repressing. ] 
If they require anything, it is stimulating, j 
The factories which have been establish- ;

ed here, and been managed by good 
business men, have proved profitable in­
vestments. We may refer to the New 
Brunswick Foundry which is finding a 
market all over the Maritime Provinces 
for its productions; to the Gibson Leather 
Company, which like the former establish­
ment is unable to meet the' demands 
upon it. Other instances, though none 
perhaps so marked as these, might be 
given.

Another Sample of Unfairness.

The Herald recently in referring to 
the reported lease of the N. B. & C. 
Railway, by the New Brunswick Railway 
Company, and the proposed extension of 
the N. B. Railway to the St. Lawrence, 
said, “When it is constructed, and the 
Canada Pacific Company secures, as they 
soon will do, communication between 
Montreal and Quebec, there will be, upon 
the completion of the Pacific Railway, 
an unbroken line of iron road from St. 
Andrews, on Passamaquoddy Bay, to 
Port Moody, on Queen Charlotte Sound, 
and the dream of John Wilson will be 
fulfilled.” This sentence referred to a 
previous one in which it was stated, 
though perhaps not with absolute cor- 
rectness, for the late G. M. Smith, C. E. 
was entitled to the credit of the first 
suggestion, that John Wilson fifty years 
ago set about to agitate fora road from 
St. Andrei to Quebec. The reference 
seemed timely as a matter of local his­
tory. The St. John Sun, with character­
istic unfairness, publishes the sentence 
above quoted ; but stops at the words 
“Queen Charlotte Sound," and then howls 
at the Herald for being a Burpee-Piek- 
ard organ, and seeks to create an idea 
that a blow is being struck by Mr. Bur­
pee at St. John. Ihere is something so 
inexpressibly mean about this way of 
conducting a newspaper that we wonder 
the editor of the Snn is not disgusted 
with himself.

The Sun asks two questions :
Is this a case ot “coming events casting 

their shadows before ?” Is the new amalga­
mation in the interests of St. Andrews 
especially? >

In reply to the first we have to answer, 
no. In reply to the second we say that 
we are not in the confidence of the New 
Brunswick Railway Company. We have 
a question in our turn. In whose interest 
is the following statement made by the 
Sunf

“Should the Grand Southern be extended 
through Maine, by the Shore route, and up 
to Bangor, the position of St. Andrews as 
the winter port ofCanada will be an enviable 
one. Citizens of St. John will do well to 
examine the map of Eastern Canada and 
Maine and see for themselves how formidable 
a rival for the winter port business both 
Halifax and St. John are likely to have in 
St. Andrews.”

We might, if we were disposed to re­
taliate in kind, comment upon the fact 
that the Sun is supposed to be a Tilley 
organ, and ask how much it or its 
master have done towards developing the 
trade of the chief seaport of New Bruns­
wick and preventing the trade which it 
might control being captured by rivals.

MIRACLES.

Archbishop Lynch, of Toronto, having 
written a letter in which he expresses 
credence in certain miracles reported 
from Ireland, has been somewhat severely 
criticized by the press of Ontario. All 
the newspaper writers seem to scout the 
idea of miracles. We think they are a 
little fast. The first question " to be 
settled is—what is a miracle ? If it is 
an effect produced without a cause, then 
we should say that a miracle is an im­
possibility ; but if it is an effect produced 
by an unknown on an imperfectly known 
cause, then it becomes a simple question 
of evidence in any case. A man may be 
veiy credulous who accepts in good faith 
every so-called miraculous event ; but he 
stands a good chance of rendering him­
self supremely ridiculous, if he classes 
everything which does not claim to spring 
from causes which he professes to under­
stand,or at least has n. nes for,as fabulous. 
By a strange inconsistency those persons 
to whom it is an article of saving faith 
to believe that the certain fishermen of 
Galilee could work “ miracles," are the 
loudest in their condemnation of the 
existence of such ocurrences to-day. Yet 
we venture to say that some of the 
modern events, which they so much 
ridicule are supported by evidence little 
if anything inferior to that which can be 
given for the wonderful things done in 
the early days of Christianity. It is a 
question of evidence in each case ; and 
it is just possible that there are factors to 
be taken into consideration which philo­
sophers in their wisdom have not yet 
detected and the churches, in their de­
generacy have lost sight of.

A Determined Advocate—An Hun­
garian Bishop, who has labored hard for 
the union of the Catholic and Greek 
Churches, said in a late pastoral :

I shall probably not live long enough to 
accomplish my purpose. I promise, how­
ever, that immediately after my death, to­
gether with the Saint Peter and Paul, I 
shall bravely approach the throne of the 
Most High and implore of Him the fulfillment 
of this mv favorite wish.

THE EGYPTIAN SITUATION.

There is a marked improvement in the 
political situation in the East. The firm 
and dignified position which the British 
Government has taken is meeting with 
the approval of all the powers, and late 
despatches say that the Porte will shortly 
proclaim Arabi a rebel. The utmost har­
mony appears to prevail at the Confer­
ence, and the attitude of Russia, if not 
favorable, is at least not as opénly hostile 
as it was a few days ago.

The operations of the British troops, 
although nothing brilliant has been accom­
plished, demonstrate the efficiency of tlie 
little army and the coolness of the com­
manding officers. In the late reconnis- 
ance the soldiers and sailors appear to have 
behaved admirably, anil the artillery in 
particular seems to have shown itself 
remarkably efficient.

WHAT DOES IT MEANT

A London despatch says : “The perma­
nent Under-Secretary for the Colonial 
Department has gone on a mission to the 
Marquis of Lome, Governor General of 
Canada.” 'What does this signify ? It is 
somewhat out of keeping with the rule 
laid down in Letellier’s case, that the 
Government should be recognized as any­
thing but the nominal head of the State. 
We would therefore suppose that this 
mission" has something to do with the 

Marquis himself, and it may be connected 
with the rumors which have recently been 
current that he was anxious to be relieved 
of his office. The Permanent Secretary 
cennot better employ the few weeks he is 
to spend in Canada than in finding out 
how public opinion would regard the ap­
pointment of a Canadian to the office of 
Governor General.

The Quebec Government___The retire
ment of Mr. Chapleau from the Quebec 
Government and the substitution of Mr. 
Mousseau in his place does not appear to 
be satisfactory to a large section of the 
Tory party in Quebec. The shuffle was 
certainly one of the most extraordinary 
which has been made in Canadian politics.

AN INNOVATION.

Archbishop Lynch of Toronto enjoys the 
distinction of having been the first 
Roman Catholic prelate who was pre­
sented as such at the Court of St. James 
for over two hundred years. Even such 
illustrious men as Cardinal Manning 
and Cardinal Howard have nevet been 
accorded this honor although they have 
frequently been guests of the Queen. It 
is worthy of note that Her Majesty in 
breaking away from a custom more 
honored in the breach than id the ob­
servance, should have began with a 
Canadian Archbishop. The presentation 
was not to Her Majesty in person, but to 
the Prince of Wales who held the levee 
in her name. The Court of St. James 
honors itself in honoring so worthy a man 
as the Archbishop of Toronto.

This 
lawlessness must, "and we feel satisfied 
will be suppressed. There are not many 
people mixed- up in these nefarious 
attempts to set the laws of the country 
at defiance, and the respectable portion 
of the people may be trusted to see to it 
that a few idle vagabonds do not terrorize 
the whole community.

The Quebec Chronicle takes the Toronto 
Globe to task for being “slightly mixed 
over the Sublime Porte.” The Chronicle 
should not be so severe. Many a man 
has got mixed over port before, and we 
have heard of port which was badly mixed 
itself.

R H Emerson, a Montreal journalist, 
while walking along Jurors street per­
ceived a savage dog rushing down the 
street, a group of children were in the 
way and although the gentlemen could 
have easily avoided the animal, he de­
termined to save the children. Accord­
ingly he gave the brute a severe kick as 
it passed which unfortunately did not 
disable it. The next instant the fangs of 
the animal were fastened in his leg. He 
shook the dog off and picking up a heavy 
stone, killed it on the spot. He next 
proceeded to a druggist and had his 
wounds cauterized.

P H Meseroll of Melancthon township, 
county of Dufferin, recently sustained a 
heavy loss by fire. A spark from burn­
ing brush alighted upon straw in the 
barn and the building and contents were 
consumed. Mr. Meseroll lost a young 
draught stallion, for which he had been 
ottered $1000, besides a buggy, two sets 
ofijiarness, and other articles.

Joseph Jardine of Saltfleet and Leopold 
Bauer of Hamilton have left for the foot 
of the Rocky Mountain, where they will 
go extensively into cattle raising. They 
have a ranch comprising 100,000 acres, 
bounded on the north by Red Dear River.

Rev. Dr. Armstrong has organized, or 
is about to organize,-a church of England 
temperance.society at Mooretown.

WAR IN EGYPT.

Alexandria, Aug. 5__The object of
operations to-day was a reconnissance in 
force ; commencing this afternoon, a very 
steady advance was made upon the rail­
way line, the rifles upon the west bank of 
Mahmoudich canal and South Stafford­
shire Regiment and mounted infantry 
upon the east bank. The enemy were 
driven in from the advanced posts and 
compelled to bring into action all their 
troops available in front of their principal 
line of intrenchments, at Kafr el Dwar, 
namely, about four battalions of infantry, 
a force of cavalry and several guns. The 
latter were silenced by the accurate fire 
of our 40 pounders. The Egyptian infan­
try held their ground with consi 'erable 
steadiness. The marines on the railroad, 
under the immediate command of Gen. 
Alison, pushed them back upon the 
second line of intrenchments towards 
Kafr el Dwar. The marines were supported 
by the South Staffordshire Regiment and 
Rifles. They suffered somewhat, but be­
haved with the greatest coolness and 
steadiness under a heavy fire. The object 
British operation, which was to compel the 
enemy to display what force and guns 
they had in front of their main position, 
This was ascertained at nightfall, when 
the British slowly and steadily withdrew. 
Ihe enemy’s loss is unknown.

London, Aug 6__An official report from
Admiral Seymour, concerning the en­
counter with the enemy at Mahalla Junc­
tion, on Saturday, is as follows : “Our force 
consisted of200 men of the naval brigade, 
with one 14-pound and two 9-wound guns, 
under Capt. Fisher ; 1,000 marines, under 
Col. Tusar ; half a battalion of the 38th 
and 46th Regiments and all of the 60th 
Regiment. We had a skirmish with the 
enemy—who was 2,000 strong, with 6 
guns and 6 rockets—from half-past five 
until half-past seven in the evening. The 
total causalties to the naval brigade and 
marines are two killed and 32 wounded.”

General Alison reports four killed and 
20 wounded in yesterday’s engagement 
with the Egyptians near Raroleh. ®

The vicinity of Ramleh is quiet to-day. 
No movement of the enemy is visible. 
General Graham, in the steamer Cygnet, 
will reconnoitre Aboukir on Monday. The 
troopship Euphrates has arrived.

London. Aug. 6__The followiing is Gen­
eral Allison’s report : Persistent native 
reports have existed the past few days 
that Arabi Pacha was retiring from Kafe 
El Dwar upon Damanhour. I determined 
a reconnoissance to ascertain clearly 
whether Arabi Pacha still held his original 
position gtrongly. The left column com­
menced to advance at 4.45 p. m., from the 
advance pickets of the Ramleh lines, 
moving by both banks of the Mahmou­
dich Canal, and soon came into action 
with the enemy, who were strongly posted 
in a group of Palm trees on the eastern 
side, and m strong, defensible houses and 
and gardens on the other side.

THESE POSITIONS WERE CARRIED.

At this time Lieut. Vyse, of the 60th 
and one soldier were killed. The enemy 
then took a second position half a mile in 
the rear, upon the east bank of the canal, 
among high crops and houses and behind 
the irregular banks of the canal. From 
this position also the enemy were driven 
with great loss. I accompanied the right 
column myself, and as soon as the enemy 
observed ils they began firing with artil­
lery. I pushed on as rapidly as possible 
till Ï reached a point where the railway 
approaches Mahmoudich canal and open­
ed.

upon the enemy lining the banks of the 
canal. Two nine-pounders were dragged 
on to the embankment and came into 
action against the enemy’s guns, the 40- 
pounders firing over our heads against a 
point where the enemy’s forces were be­
ginning to appear. 1 now threw forward 
two companies to carry the house near 
the canal, and followed up by throwing 
four companies still more to my left upon 
the banks of and across the canal, thus 
attaining the position I wished and form­
ing a diagonal line across both canal and 
railway.

THE ENEMY RETIRED SLOWLY

before our fire. The object of my recon­
noissance was attained and I determined 
to withdraw this movement carried out 
with the most perfect regularity ahd 
precision. The troops fell back by altern­
ate companies with the regularity of field 
day, and every attempt by the enemy to 
advance was crushed by the beautiful 
precision of the 40 pounders and the 
steady firing of the 9 pounders. The loss 
to the enemy appears to have been very 
great. They were so dispirited that, con­
trary to the usual practice of Asiatics, 
they made no attempt to follow up our 
withdrawal. ^

I regret to state that our loss was some- 
what heavy. Lieut. Vyse was one of tlie 
most promising officers I ever met. Our 
total loss was four killed and twenty-nine 
wounded.

THE ENEMY’S LOSS.

Gen. Allison estimated the loss of the 
enemy between 200 and 300. Great dis 
content is reported in Arabi’s camp.

Alexandria, Aug. 7—The prisoners 
taken on Saturday report the rebel force 
at Kafr El Dowar, at 16,000. The enemy’s 
first line was not entrenched,but was shel­
tered part.y Ly brush wood and houses 
and partly by barricades erected with car­
riages taken from Alexandria. One of 
the two attacking trains yesterday had 
empty trucks in front to test the line.

The track was found tom up near the 
junction and the train had to stop to re­
place rails. More than once it was 
rumored that Arabi was slain. The 
Egyptians fought determinedly. Their 
wounded were carried to the British rear 
and carefully attended to. Lieut. Vyse 
fell while gallantly passing to the front 
of the left wing of the attack.

London, Aug. 7__The Daily Telegraph's
Constantinople correspondent believes 
the question of proclaiming Arabi a rebel 
is now m a fair way of being arranged. 
The greatest good humor prevailed on all 
sides at the sittings of the conference.

London, Aug. 7.—The Standards cor­
respondent says many of the enemy 
threw themselves into the canal and were 
drowned, or shot, as they swam across. 
When marines fell back the movement 
was steadily carried out in good old 
fashion of British soldiers. When a man 
fell, his next file would cry out a “stretc­
her” and stand by with his "rifle at the 
ready, until the wounded man was carried 
away. ,

DeLesseps telegraphs from Ismailia 
that the English are provoking the 
natives in order to obtain a pretence for 
landing. An English gunboat has sailed 
through Suez Canal without paying dues.

The first battalion of the black watch 
Highlanders left Edinburgh last night by 
trrin for London on the way to Egypt. 
A great crowd witnessed their departure, 
and the band played Auld Lang Syne. 
Great enthusiasm was manifested.

A special says it is now admitted that 
Russia has been making warlike prepa­
rations for the last six weeks. Troops 
have been hurried towards the Caucasus, 
where it is said 200,000 men are now col­
lected, with all stores and munitions of 
war, ready for descent upon the Bospho­
rus, should opportunity offer. It is said 
the delay in England in forwarding her 
army to Egypt has been caused by a 
knowledge of these facts.

The guns of the ironclad Temeraire, 
which is now lying opposite Ramleh, 
cover the ground between the British 
lines and the outposts of the enemy. 
The Temeraire has just commenced 
firing, in consequence of the outposts 
making a forward movement.

After a few shots from the Temeraire, 
the enemy abandoned their positions.

CANADIAN NEWS

It is rumored that Bishop Walsh, R- 
C., Bishop of London, is to be appointed 
to the diocese of the late Bishop Hannah, 
of Halifax.

Three hundred immigrants arrived at 
Ottawa during the month of July, all of 
whom got employment immediately on 
their arrival.

R. Lawe, B. A., graduate of Albert uni 
versity, has been appointed to succeed 
A. M. Laforty as head master of the Wil- 
berforce institute, Chatham.

An unmarried woman named Eliza 
Lizzon, aged about 30, suicided in the 
canal at MerrickVille yesterday. She was 
under medical treatment for despondency

The news that A. Sweeton, a son-in-law 
of George Reaney, of the 4th con., 
Downie, had been killed while working 
in a mine in California, has been re­
ceived.

Hon. Wm. McDougall intends address­
ing a series of open letters to Sir John 
A. Macdonald, condemning the Govern­
ment’s policy of handing over the most 
fertile lands in the North-west to mono­
polists.

Premier Mousseau says he has re­
ceived offer of candidature from Laval, 
from Jacques Cartier, from Two Moun­
tains, fromVaudreuil,- and from Soulanges,
He is going in for reform in the civil 
service and retrenchment,

Belleville’s rate of taxation will be 20 
mills on the dollars. It would be over 30 
mills on the dollar were the sinking fund, 
$21,050, provided for. Kingston’s rate is 
15 mills on the dollar, and it "s estimated 
that there will be a susplus.

A peculiar cattle disease is raging in 
Lynn, a little settlement near Five Island, 
Colchester County.

The Capture of a Madawaska Bear.—All 
persons visiting the Squatook Lakes, are 
forced to make a portage from the Madawa­
ska River the Mud Lake, which is a distauce 
of about four miles. In crossing here, their 
baggage is always conveyed over by Thomas 
Lynch, of that place known as the “porta­
ge ur” who enlivens the dreariness of the 
journey which, though short, is very 
tedious, by reminiscences of backwood 
life. Among the number of stories 
that he relates, the following appears 
to be a favorite of his, as he tells it 
to every person travelling that way, and as 
it struck our ear forcibly, we concluded to 
give it to the readers if the Herald in his 
own words. He said : In the spring of 1879 
one day when I was twitching a log to the 
stream, in which I had been hauling lumber 
all winter, 1 noticed a bear in an old log 
which was just appearing from under the 
snow, and over which I was twitching the 
log. There were three other men there With 
me and we set to work to get him out. We 
poked at him through the butt of the tree, 
and when he started to run out, Tom 
(one of the men) hit him - with an 
axe, and the bear dodged back. 
After this was done two or three times the 
bear quit trying to come out there, but raised 
himself in the butt ard in trying to come out 
that way he tore all the inside out of the 
tree. He then came up the butt but just as 
he got to the top Tom slipped the chain over 
his head, one end of the chain being attached 
to the oxen, The chain had hardly been 
put around the bear’s neck when the oxen 
began to smell bear and put for the camp
like the flames of-----. We started along
after, the oxen bellowing and the bear roaring,' 
as quick as possible and when we got to camp 
we found that the oxen had run in tlic camp 
and nearly frightened the cook to death. The 
cook had barricaded the door and having gone 
up the smoke stack was surveying the bear 
from this point. We managed to get the 
bear on a drag and took him out home where 
after keeping him some time we killed him.

The Woôdstock Post Office.—“ Never 
look a %ift horse in the mouth” is a wise 
saying, but people will do it nevertheless. 
Take the case of the Woodstock Post Office. 
Every person, that knows anything, knows 
that a County which sends a Liberal re­
presentative to Parliament has no right to 
anything, and therefore the grant of money 
to the Woodstock Post Office is a gift pure 
and simple, donated by the Ottawa principa­
lities and powers out of the abundance of 
their all-absorbing love. The fact that the 
business of the Woodstock Office was so 
great tnat there was not room for the clerks 
to move round, while the public had to be 
satisfied with a lobby about as big as a re­
spectable wood-box made no difference, the 
new tory gospel is that only to the faithful 
belong the good things which the Govern­
ment has to bestow. So we say that the 
people of Woodstock ought to be ashamed of 
themselves for the following state of things. 
In the New Post Office building there will 
be two rooms devoted to Her Majesty’s 
mails. One the public will occupy, and the 
other the Post Office officials. The right 
hand room will be slightly bigger than the 
aforesaid wood-box. the last named will not 
be any larger than the room now occupied 
for sorting and delivering the mails. 
The postmaster will have no private office, 
and there will be no stamp or money order 
office. At this state of things the people of 
Woodstock grumble. They are ungrateful 
and unreaienable enough to say that the 
Government, while building an office, might 
make it suitable to the requirements of the 
place. They deserve to be severely reprimand­
ed. They should thank their stars that such 
confirmed Liberals are allowed to have a mail, 
anjl not make an unseemly exhibition of them­
selves, because their new post office is not as 
big or as convenient as an ice cream saloon. 
The next thing we know these people will be 
asking that the Fredericton mail be sent up 
by that horrible Grit machine, the New 
Brunswick Railway. The idea that Liberal 
constituencies have any rights that a Tory 
government is bound to respect, mnst be put 
down at once.

This year almost every part of the Province 
has the one or the other. The river 
counties seem the most habitable for the 
army worm and the eastern part for the 
potato bug. The various islands on the St. 
John have been considerably damaged es­
pecially those nearest this town. Some 
islands a few miles above town as well as 
some below, have been completely shorn of 
the grass. Other parts arc injured con­
siderably, but not totally destroyed. The 
strangest thing about the army worm and 
also the potato bug is the rapidity with 
which the}' increase. In a day or two a small 
number willhave increased to a number suffi­
ciently large to destroy a large field of hay. 
The potato bug has taken King's and West­
moreland Counties as this Summer’s domain 
and is fatening on the productions of these 
Counties especially the “noble County of- 
Westmorland." The Moncton Times speak­
ing of the fields along the Peticodiac river 
says the potato field’s have the appearance of 
digging time. On almost every farm all the 
help about the place has been put into the 
fields to fight the bug, which is doing con­
siderable mischief.

Owing to the advancement of the season 
tliejnjuries from the bug is nearly over. After 
the potatoes have received a certain growth 
they are then proof against its ravages. 
Last year they were in much greater abun­
dance in York County than this and it ap­
pears that they are gradually disappearing. 
New Brunswick cannot complain however of 
the effect it has yet received from citiier the 
army worm or the potato bug. In some 
parts of the States more property is des­
troyed in one day than in New Hrunswich 
in a Summer and while the people here in­
variably , complain of the severity of the 
winter there can be no doubt but the ravages 
of these bugs are made less from this very 
cause.

Vennor’s Predictions for Angnst.

what the weather prophet tells us of the 
future.

(From Vennor’s Weather Bulletin.)
As the almanac rather tends to a misunder­

standing than otherwise, and as readers will 
try to attach our predictions to certain dates, 
we do away with the calender entirely and 
substitute another form, in which, however, 
the probable periods of disturbances will be 
clearly defined for the respective sections of 
country.

FIRST WEKK, 1ST TO 7TH.

The month enters on a Tuesday, which be­
ing a favorable day of the week, will pro­
bably give general warm and pleasant wea­
ther. After this we would place the follow­
ing conditions as the probable order :

Pleasant weather with cool evenings and 
nights, waxing to warm and sultry weather", 
wth storms and showers towards close of the 
week (first seven days.)

SECOND WEEK, 7TH TO 14TH.

Weather varying from moderately warm to 
very warm, evenings aud nights pleasantly 
cool. Showery and sultry with some heavy 
rains about the 12th and 13tb.

THIRD WEEK, 14TII TO 21ST.

Cooler weather generally first portion of 
the week, with cool to cold evenings and 
nights. Hail, rain and wind storms on or 
about the 17th and 18th. Nights frosty. 
Severe storms in Virginia through tobacco 
belt about middle of month or shortly after. 
Frosts through New York State this week, 
terminating in sultry weather again. 

fourth week, 21st to 28th.
Heat again, and sultriness with scattered 

local storms, terminating in cooler weather 
towards and after the 25th. Storms on lakes 
in Ontario, Canada, 25th or 26th. Storms cf 
wind and thunder at New York and along 
North Atlantic coast between 25th and 28th, 
followed by wet weather.

close of month, 28th to 31st.
Generally cloudy and cooler weather, with 

rain in eastern and eastern sectons of country 
Nights cool and ffosty well to southward.

Note.—On the whole a month likely to.re­
semble the year 1880.

the autumn momths.
The weather outlook is not improving. 

Instead of the “couplet” being composed of, 
or embracing two summers, as we at first 
thought, it appears now that it is to consist 
of a summer and a winter. In other words 
it is probable that the “rain wave” in south­
western and southern sections, at any rate, 
will continue up to and through the fore part 
of March, 1883 ; while in extreme western and 
northern sections there are likely to be heavy 
snow falls in November, December, and the 
fore part of January.

September is likely to be the counterbal­
ancing month of this most unpropitious sea­
son, and during this month everthing should 
be done that can be to house things safely 
against further wet and storm.

October looks full of disastrous storms of 
wind and rain, and a good deal of cold wea­
ther after the middle and in the last week of 
the month.

POOR DOCUMENT

■e Imperial Snub and the “ Thun­
derer’»” Lecture.

“A cat may look at a king,” but accord 
mg to the London Times a Colonial Par­
liament may not, under any circumstances 
whatever, tender the benefit of its experi­
ence to the Mother Country. If there is 
a crisis existing, the conduct of "a colony 
in offering advice would, it seems, be little 
less than treason ; if there is no crisis the 
advice would manifestly be useless.

According to this theory, the whole 
duty of a colony consists in never offici­
ally expressing its satisfaction with the 
freedom it enjoys, lest haply some less 
free portion of the Empire may be in­
duced to ask for larger liberty. This may 
possibly, in the neighborhood of Printing 
House Square, be accunted sound logic ; 
but to the Cisatlantic mind the Times' 
utterances on the Irish resolutions seems 
to be as superficial as they are supercili­
ous. With us they serve for nothing so 
well as to bring to mind the fact that 
what, the London Times says to day upon 
colonial affairs it is reasonably certain to 
contradict to morrow. It is but a few 
years since Canada had to contend against 
the entire force the London Times conld 
bring to bear against her with, the object 
of severing the Dominion from the body 
of the Empire. To-day it is the London 
Times that is complaining—in part with 
reason, but principally with unreason—qf 
the Empire shown by Canada. Was there 
ever a more complete chance of attitude 
than this ?

What is intended for the sting of the 
Times reproof is the allusion to our 
“reckless presumptuous interference 
with problems with whose true character 
Canadians have little opportunity of in­
forming themselves.” It is to be doubted 
very much whether the writer of the 
Bates article ever read the text of the 
Gmadian-Irish resolutions. If he had 
pead the resolutions surely he would not
kavé committed the portentous blunder 
made in accusing us of interfering with 
his “ problems-” What the resolutions 
really do is to call the attention of the 
hope rial Parliament to the satisfactory 
result of the Home Rule experiment in 
Canada. Surely Canadians have had 
anme “ little opportunity of informing 
•smselves" on this matter. Home Rule 
in Canada has almost put an end to a 
condition which was fast becoming as 
uncomfortable to us as that of Ireland to 
the Irish. At the present time the 
gravest questions that threaten our peace 
fltiw out of- the incompleteness of our 
local control over local affairs, which 
incompleteness arises from the strained 
interpretation placed by the dominant 
party upon the Imperial legislation 
creating the Dominion. Surely out of 
her almost perfect success of her own 
political system, Canada may. without 
presumption, recommhnd Parliament to 
apply to Ireland the remedy which has 
been so powerful here. If she may not, 
we are sorry for the Imperial Parliament.

The Times' article was written the be­
lief that the Irish resolutions were nothing 
but a mere electioneering dodge to catch 
tfre Iri^h vote. Hence the sneering ma­
liciousness of its tone. But the only 
warrant for the Times' belief was the un­
supported assertion of a person who, 
having never yet felt his own heart 
stirred by a generous impulse, sonsiders 
himself justified in searching for the 
vilest motives in every action of every­
body. But is is notning uncommon to 
find combined in the same person the 
sourest ef cynicism and the most innocent 
of greenhorn ism. The idea that any one 
party could have the Irish votes, or the 
vote of any class, without arraying against 
itself other more important votes and 
classes is on the face of it absurd. Cana­
dian political parties are not divided on 
tiie lines of Irish polities. Irishman in 
Canadian are just as likely to be Liberals 
as Conservatives, and the number of them 
that can be swoyed by claptrap is as 
little as is the number of any other class 
or nationality that is ^accessible to the 
same influence. Any reasonable human 
bring Would see in the fact that the Cana­
dian Parliament unanimously passed its 
Irish resolutions the best of evidence that 
tike resolutions were not “mere elec­
tioneering dodges.”—Toronto Globe.

A Scotch Domin-ie’s Even Start__Dur­
ing service one Sabbath years ago on the 
eastern shore of Scotland, in the good old 
times when everybody was entitled to 
hold all he could clutch Irani the wreck 
of a ship, word came that a ship well 
laden with spoils had just been driven 
upon the beach a few hundred yards from 
tile kirk. Men, women, and children, 
forgetful of the sanctities, at once sprang 
from their pews and broke for the wreck. 
The good minister, being in the pulpit 
and farthest from the door, shouted to 
tiie rapidly dispersing audience:

“Hold! hold! sisters and brethren, hold! 
For shame ! sit down ; sit down but one 
moment!”

Everybody obeyed, whereupon, coming 
down Irom the pulpit, he walked down 
tiie aisle, the brethren and sisters looking 
on impatiently to learn what the good 
man meant. After passing out the door 
and to a point about fifty yards beyqnd, 
he turned to his flock, who were -still in 
tiie church. “That’s right, that’s honest, 
that’s all brethren and sisters ; now let’s 
all take an even start and with that, 
and without further pause, he bounced off 
at a regular Hindoo gait, beating all his 
lambs to the scene of the wreck by 200 or 
300 feet. That was what he called 
“giving everybody an even start.”—Louis- 
ville Courier-Journal.

A Prima Donnas Mad Husband.—M, 
Rouzaud, the husband of ChAtine Nil- 
son, the great singer, died in a madhouse. 
Her wedding was a triumphal one. It 
took place under the auspices of Lady 
Agusta Stanley, and the Dean of West­
minster officiated. The bridegroom was 
an amiable Creole. His family was rich 
and highly respectable, and one of his 
near relatives was a French admiral. 
The late M. Rouzaud had never reason 
to complain of the gallant attentions of 
other men to his wife, but he was ren­
dered unhappy by the feeling that he 
merely revolved around her. The posi­
tion of Prince Consort to a sovereign 
lady of the opera house is not an agree­
able one. M. Rouzaud chafed under a 
sense of his own inferiority. When his 
wife ldst a great part of her fortune in 
American speculation, he was glad of the 
opportunity to enhance his value in her 
eyes by rendering her more wealthy. 
He fancied that through the kindness of 
some members of the Rothschild family, 
who loved her beautiful voice, he might 
obtain a key to the Bourse. This illusion 
brought with it utter ruin. Stock. Ex­
change emotions hastened to action of 
creeping paralysis. The marriage, which 
commenced under such bright auspices 
at Westminster Abbey, proved a mis­
erable one long before the intervention 
of a mad-doc tor was required. When 
Madame Nilleon discovered that ber 
husband was a lunatic and that his mind 
was unhinged, she forgave all the injury 
which he had unwittingly caused her, 
and acted towards him with thoughtful 
generosity. He was allowed a suite of 
rooms in a mad house, in which he was 
confined, and four servants. During his 
illness h>s wife remained in absolute 
seclusion, She bore the misfortunes that 
overwhelmed her with dignity. But in 
quitting Paris she shook the dust of that 
pity from off her feet. Her sorrows had 
been aggravated by attacks upon her in 
the print, which last winter gave philan­
thropic articles of M. Jules Simon and 
daily instalments of “Pot-Bouille.”

Bathing.

The end of the day is the best time for 
a sponge bath ; a sponge and a coarse 
towel have often cured insomnia where 
diaedium failed. A bucket of tepid water 
willdo for ordinary purposes; daily shower 
baths in winter time are as preposterous 
as hot drinks in dog days. Russian baths 
and ice water cures owe their repute to 
the same popular delusion that ascribes 
miraculous virtue to nauseating drugs— 
the mistrust of our natural instincts, cul­
minating in the idea that all natural 
things must be injurious to men, and that 
the efficacy of a remedy depends on the 
degree of its repulsiveness. Ninety-nine 
boys in a hundred would rather take the 
bitterest medicine than a cold bath in 
mid-winter. If we leave children and 
animals to the guidance of their instincts 
they will become amphibious in the dog- 
days, and quench their thirst at the coldest 
spring without fear of injurious conse­
quences ; but in winter time even wild 
beasts avoid immersion with instinctive 
dread. A Canadian bear will make a 
wide circuit, or pick his way over the 
floes rather than swim a lake in cold 
weather. Baptist missionaries do not 
report many revivals before June. Warm 
springs, on the other hand, attract all the 
birds and beasts that stay with us in the 
winter time ; the hot spas of Rockport, 
Ark., are visited nightly by racoons and 
foxes, in spite of all torch-light hunts; 
and Haxthausen tells us that in hard 
winters the therm® of Paetigorsk, in the 
Eastern Caucasus, attract deer and wild 
hogs from the distant Terek Valley. I 
know the claims of the hydropathic school 
and the arguments pro and con, but the 
main points of the controversy still hinge 
upon the issue between Nature’s testi­
mony and Dr. Priessnitz’s__ Popular
Science Monthly.

Mohammedan Hatred of Europeans— 

A Mohammedan a chief of the Ulemas, 
having been asked the reason for the 
fiendish hatred of the Mussulmans against 
the Christians, said:—“You Christians 
send your toothless and ignorant and 
unclean missionaries among our people 
to unsettle our established faith. They 
are degraded specimens of humanity, 
who cannot compare in physique with 
our teachers of the Koran, who must be 
clean in body and soul; and we say if this 
be the product of Christianity we will 
have none of it. Thus our people in and 
about the holy cities do not view any 
kindness your emissaries, but oftentimes 
there comes government action of some 
European Power which inflames the 
Molsem races, and it gives rise to these 
unhappy outbursts of religious passion. 
You can see therefore, that we are not 
all to blame, although murder is express­
ly prohibited by the Koran. Mohammed 
says tous, ‘If you meet an unbeliever say 
to him, You have your religion, I have 
mine,' so that none of our devout teachers 
ever inculcate the idea of massacre.”

A royal commission has been examining 
into the guilds of London to see if they 
are making proper use of their enormous 
funds. The guilds admit the possesion 
of property yielding $3,750,000 per 
annum. The sums spent by the com­
panies in dinners is said to amount to 
nearly $375,000 per annum, the Cold- 
smiths’ company alone being reported to 
have spent $300,000 in that way within 
ten years.

Saturday afternoon came and it began to 
look like like a shower, the cart ought, 
according to the plan, to have been seen. 
The dust on Queen street is something nearly 
as bad as the heat, but what with suffering 
ing from the heat and breathing dust, it is 
almost unendurable. Our watering cart is 
without doubt a poorjinstitution; but as bad 
as it is the effect of its being around is fair, 
and if but one street can be kept watered let 
that one be kept so. The merchants at their 
own expense have purchased this cart, but 
still find it necessary to keep their doors 
closed to protect their goods.

A Habeas Corpus.—Friday Mr. Gregory 
and Mr. Neales made application for an order 
in the nature of habeas corpus, for the dis­
charge of John Hamilton from the custody 
of the goaler of Queens County. Hamilton 
was convicted of violation of the Canada 
Temperance Act. The conviction was irre- 
gurlar in many particulars, and the warrant 
of commitment did not appear to be for any 
offence whatever. Mr. Lugrin, who opposed 
the application, admitted that the commit­
ment could not be sustained as it stood, but 
asked Judge Weldon, before whom the 
matter was heard, to allow him time to 
bring the proceedings up, so that the matter 
might be decided upon the merits, and the 
warrant ^nd conviction amended as the Act 
provides. The learned Judge stated that in 
his opinion the Legislature could not have 
intendedto give him power to amend, which, 
was a very dangerous power, and might be ex­
tended too far altogether. He had made up bis 
mind never to amend proceedings sent up by 
amagistrate. He expressed his astonishment 
that Mr. Wetmore, who is a barrister, should 
have made so many extraordinary errors.

The provision of the Act which the learned 
Judge considers not to have been intended 
as conferring any power upon him is as fol­
lows:

“And such Court or Judge may, in any 
case, amend the same if necessary.”

The Sfw Pavement.

The kind of finish that is to be used on 
our new Side Walks is yet undecided. The 
Mayor of Halifax has been on a visit to the 
city in this connection. His Worship is the 
agent for the Brokenshire Pavement, a kind 
which he says gives the utmost satisfaction 
to every city that has used it. He is desi­
rous of selling the right to use it and then 
the city can put it down itself. The 
Brokenshire pavement is put down in two 
days ; the first crusting of a mixture of 
gravel and lime, and after this has been 
rolled a mixture of fine sand and tar is put 
on. As the tar exudes with the heat a little 
more sand is put on and this rolled again. 
The asphalt consists of a composition of tar 
and pitch which is boiled and spread on. 
There are many ways of laying down the 
finish of the sidewalks, and while the Road 
Committee are communicating with persons 
respecting these, no definite action will be 
taken in the matter. With regard to the 
block that they are working on they propose 
to finishing it after a manner of their 
own. The Mayor of Halifax at his own 
expense wishes to take one of the Committee 
to Halifax. The offer will probably be 
accepted. On examining the work that has 
been done hesaiddhatit is superior to any 
that he has seen. He left for home Thursday.

St, Mery’s.

A look around St. Mary’s shows that the 
effect of the fire on the village was but 
temporary. All the businesses that wert inter­
fered with by the fire were resumed immedi­
ately, so that the only loss was the buildings. 
Mr. Van wart erected a temporary building, 
where he placed his stock, and has singe car­
ried on his business. He is now erecting 
wooden building on the same ground that the 
old one stood on.

Mr. McFarlane s loss was the heaviest, and 
although at the time it was thought that the 
fire would seriously injure his business, it did 
not effect it very much. He has carried on 
the work ever since, doing part at Douglas 
and part at St. Mary’s. He has done a larger 
business this year than any former year. He 
has also started to rebuild. The new factory 
will oe built of brick, the building being 
100x50 feet. The machinery that will be put 
in it will be the best obtainable. Recently he 
visited Boston, where he has ordered it. 
When the building is completed his facilities 
for doing good work and a large amount of 
it will be first class. On the corner where the 
St. Mary’s Drug Store stood, Mr. Estabrooks 
is putting up a two-story building, the upper 
story to be used as a dwelling house, the 
lower for a drug store, and there will also be 
room for another store.

On the spot where the building known as 
the “Bee Hive” stood Mr. Gillespie is putting 
up a dwelling house, and immediately behind 
this Mr. Wm. Burk is building a dwelling 
house. In addition to these there arc three 
more houses being put up by Messrs. John 
Leslie, Reid, Blair and John Gallagher re 
spectively. The first of these is on the 
burnt part. The other two are being put up 
in another part of the village. With all 
these buildings being built the place presents 
a lively appearance.

The Baptist Seminary.

The Visitor, and one of its correspondents, 
are very much exercisqd over the injunction 
obtained by Mr. Phillips to prevent the ap­
propriation of the funds of the Baptist 
Education Society to other purposes than 
those contemplated by the subscribers to the 
fund. They seem to have a certain fueling of 
holy horror aroused over the fact that the 
first intimation they had of it was through 
“secular” papers. It happens to be the 
business of “secular” papers to publish the 
news, and our good friends ought not to be 
more shocked at the information coming 
through such an unholy source, than they 
would be at seeing the advertisement of a 
Sunday-school festival in pne of those 
unholy sheets. The correspondent of the 
Visitor is frightened lest the seven or eight 
thousand dollars should be gobbled up by 
“hungry lawyers," for that it says “must be 
the unavoidable result of a protracted suit 
in Equity.” Common prudence would seem 
therefore to suggest, in view of this awful 
result, that a protracted' suit should be 
avoided. There cannot be very much dojUbt 
as to the purpose for which the fund, was 
originally subscribed, and if all parties con­
cerned will consent to a decree being made 
to hold the money for such a purpose prob­
ably, to quote the correspondent, “means 
will be provided to extricate that which 
has been committed to us as a sacred trust, 
from the rapacious grip of the law, and from 
the danger of total-extinction.”

The Visitor editorially presumes that Mr. 
Phillips has been indulging “in a harmless 
bit of pleasantry.” If oUr religious friend 
does not know any more about Gospel than 
he does about law and equity, he is not a 
much better guide than his secular contem­
poraries. . An equity suit may be “harmless.” 
but it can hardly be called a pleasantry. It 
is difficult generally to see where the laugh 
comes in. To be serious, the Visitor says 
that a conclusion has not been reached to 
open the Seminary somewhere else than in 
Fredericton. It goes on to say, “Fredericton 
may be just the very best place by reason of 
inducements to re-open the school, and if so 
all ought to be glad to acquiesce in the 
seleetion, and so of any other place.” The 
Visitor here, to use a “secular” expression, 
rather gives itself away. The 'fact that it
onsiders that Fredericton may be the best 

plaee, when the constitution of the Society 
provides that the institution shall be in 
Fredericton, shows that it is contemplated to 
open it somewhere else than in Fredericton, 
and that at any time steps may be taken in 
that direction, which is the very thing which 
Mr. Phillips seeks to prevent by his injunc­
tion. The Visitor says, in effect, “New 
Brunswick wants a Seminary, and Frederic­
ton may or may not be the best place for it.” 
Mr. Phillips says “the funds were subscribed 
to build a Seminary in Fredericton, and 
should not be used to build one elsewhere. 
In both law and equity Mr. Phillips would 
seem to be right.

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The Portraits In the Honseof Assembly.

The following extract from the Journals o( 
1821 and 1822, of the House of Assembly 
which appears in a letter of J. W. Lawrence, 
Prisident of the N. B. Historical Society, in 
the St. John, Globe of the 4th, will throw 
some light on the portraits in the House of 
Assembly,of which mention was made in the 
herald a few days ago. From these it ap­
pears that the cost of freight in bringing the 
portraits from England was the only expense 
tef which the province, was placed. The 
Royal Arms, which appear in ths House 
of Assembly were brought about the same 
time.

Journals, 1821 : “To His Excellency the 
Lieut. Governor or Commander-in-Chief, 
the sum of one hundred pounds sterling, to­
wards procuring the full-sized portrait of 
His late Majesty, King George the Third, 
pursuant to the resolution of the House ot 
Assembly of the first of February.”

Iu the Journals of the House, 1822, is the 
following:
Message from Ill's Excellency the Lieutenant 

Governor. (
Monday, 11th February.

“The Lieut. Governor is much gratified to 
have it in his power to present to thei House 
of Assembly full-length portraits of their late 
Majesties, King George the Third and Queen 
Charlotte, feeling assured, from the loyal
Iirinciplea which instigated the vote of the 
ast session for providing the King’s picture, 

that such a portrait will be acceptable to the 
House.”

At the same Session : “To Thos. Bonner, 
Esquire, such a sum as will procure a bill of 
exchange on England for twenty-one pounds, 
eight shillings, to defray the expense of 
freight and other incidental charges, incurred 
in the shipment of the full-length portraits 
of their late Majesties from England to the 
city of St. John.”
