On Sunday evening, April 22, Mgr. 
Vincenzo Antonio Testa, Bishop of Segni, 
who was a member of the Order of 
Minor Ot servante, died almost suddenly 
m the Franciscan Collie of San Barto­
lomeu, on the Island of Tiber. For 
hcveral years he had been parish priest 
,.f the Church of San Bartolomeo and 
IXVtor in the college attached He 
was a native of Castel Mandant», diocese 
of Tivoli, where lie was bom in 1820.
In 1877 he succeeded to the Bishopric of 
Segni. lie was a profound scholar, and 
was lovoa and respected in his diocese 
tor his many virtues.

The Commendatore Angus to Cabaldi, 
one of the advocates of the Sacred Con 
si-tory, died on Sunday, 22nd April, in 
the 00th year of his ago. It was in the 
studio of Avvocato Te<*lolfo Mortel (now 
< ardina! ) that the young Cataldi acquired 
his legal training. In 1843 he was chosen 
a member of the Bouian Curia, of which 
In- afterwards became one of the most 
brilliant luminaries. Pius IX. nomin­
ated him tConsistorial Advocate, and the 
Italian Government decorated him with 
several knightly onlcrs. He remained al 
ways a sincere Catholic, and never hésitai 
cil to give expression to his religious senti­
ments. His funeral was largely attended.

SUMMARY DEBATES

Tuesday, April 24.
Mr. Speaker took the Chair at 11 a ro. 
The Bill initialed " An Act relating 

to Georgetown and Common" was read 
a second time, committed to a Com­
mittee of the Whole House, reported 
back from Committee agreed to with* 
out amendment, ordered to be engross­
ed and read a third time to-morrow.

Mr. Ferguson submitted a Bill to 
prevent the spread of the potato bug. 
which was read a first and second 
time, committed to a Committee of the 
Whole House, reported back from 
Committee agreed to, ordered to be 
engrossed and road a third time to­
morrow.

At 2 p. m , the House adjourned for 
one hour.

Mr. Ferguson saw no bm in this House 
considering the resolution, for we bsd noth­
ing to do with it. Whet right hsd we to 
censure the Dominion Government? It wee 
their duty to provide menas to cerry out the 
lew. We might just ee well pass e re so. 
lution celling attention to the very defective 
war in which the lew providing (or Ibe 
purity of elections wee administered, or
censuring a Judge for palliating a 
breach ot the law, because it was the 
custom of iho country. It wa* no part 
of the duty of the Provincial Govern­
ment to carry out Dominion laws.
The Local Government had yielded 
to the wishes of certain parlies and 
appointed Inspector*, but the expe­
rience of their operations proved that 
their efforts wore comparatively fruit­
less. Outside or Summerside they 
received no support from public opin­
ion . It is the duty ot the Dominion 
Government to enforce their own laws, 
They have their province and we 
have oura.

Mr Campbell said this Legislature 
had no right to pass censure on the 
Dominion Government. Wo have no 
right to take the people's money to 
pay men to carry out the Dominion 
law—they get the fines. He believed 
the Act to be unworkable—unjust.
It was not reasonable to permit the 
importation of any quanity of liquor, 
and then forbid the selling of it.

Mr. Yeo did not understand tho 
resolution as conveying a censure on 
either the Dominion or Local Gov­
ernments. Tho act was not giving 
satisfaction, and tho Local Govern­
ment should have drawn the attention 
of the Dominion Government to it.
Tho sooner the Act was replaced by 
one more Workable the better.

Mr Bentley would not support Mr. Beer’s 
resolution, as he believed It would bave an 
injurious effect, but was inclined to vote for 
the amendment, believing it to be the duty 
of the Provincial Government to appoint 
Inspectors. What was a good or proper 
License Law f We must be guided in our 
judgement by the old one which we bad— 
which no friend of temperance could ap­
prove of. There was no such a thing as 
good liquor, and no mao was the better for 
it. He believed the efforts of the Inspect­
ors bad been successful, as also had the 
Act, for the results had proved it, aa might 
be seen by reference to the Custom Returns 
There bad been a saving in 1880 of $60,000 
of duties to the people as the result of the 
Act. This would justify the continuance 
of the Inspectors. No fault had ever been 
found with their appointment, and there 
was uo petitions asking for their dismissal.

Mr. Uillts considered that it was not 
th«i province of this Legislature to see that 
the Dominion Laws were carried into effect.
The Canada Tem;»eranee Act was not suit­
able for this country. We must promote 
temperance by moral suasion ; it is impract­
icable bv legislation. It would bare been 
better for this country if the Act had never 
been passed, for it had demoralized the 
pe iple greatly Mr. Bentley's fleures were 
not ►tritely correct A large amount of 
liquor was imported from the other Provin­
ces, which did not appear on our Customs 
Returns. There was quite as much drink­
ing now as before and there were more 
places where it could be obtained. Tbe 
Inspectors should never have been ap-

Mr Holland said the General Govern, 
meut should carry out their own laws, but 
if the fines went into the Provincial Tree, 
sury, then it might be onr duty to do so 
He believed that if the present Govern­
ment found it to be their duty to appoint 
Inspectors, they »ould do so.

Mr. Gordon «aid that no legiriation 
could crash out the liquor traffic. It 
must be done through tho civilizing 
and refining influences of the schools, 
tho pulpit and tho press. The poo- 
tie must be educated to learn that it 
a a disgrace and a crime to be drunk.

He did not approve of tbe appoint­
ment of inspectors, and no good had 
come of it. The Temperanco Act was 
working well by itself. It was not 
the custom of King’s County to drink : 
on the contrary, it was very temperate. 
There were a lew placés where it was 
possible to get liquor, but it would be 
driven from there before long.

Mr. Perry said that although the 
law had been passed by the general 
Parliament, it was put in force by the 
people, and it was the doty ot tho 
Local Government to seo that it was 
properly executed. He was not in 
favor of the Canada Temperance Act ; 
it had not done the good that was ex­
pected of it. He would petition to do 
away with it, and have some good 
sound License Act instead. Tho peo­
ple did not like it, and it was hard to 
enforce it. If tho Government wish­
ed to prevent persons using liquor,they 
should prohibit the importation of it. 
Whether is it better to use it with a 
license or without? Tho revenue for­
merly derived from it has been lost, 
and tho tendency has been to demoral 
ize the people. The sooner the Tem­
perance Act was done away with, and 
a good license law enacted, the sooner 
would morality be restored. It was a 
deplorable state of affaire that no re­
strictions existed.

Mr. Blake said the Local Govern­
ment had no right to appoint In­
spectors. It was a Dominion Act and 
they should operate it. The Canada 
Temperance Act had not worked well, 
ihoro was more liquor used, and more 
places wherein it wasaold, than ever 
he had Ii6b*n formerly. The per­
missive Act was a much greater 
benefit than the present law. A 
largo quanity was now imported 
and sold, and it was no benefit to 
anybody. The City Government 
used to receive $2.600 a year, and 
they had been deprived ot that. It 
the Act had worked in the interest of 
tbe oily, no fault could have been 
found, but the contrary was the ease ; 
the same was true of the country. It 
was not liquor that wae told now, but 
pure poisons. This was very evident 
irons its effects. It was hard to please 

the last

which the Act wa* working. Tbe city 
received no benefit from the fines; 
the money wa*deposited in the Bank, 
and the city had drawn the interest.

Law, no much the better for the cause

Mr. Aroenaalt said that the Canada 
Temperance Act was good if it had 
been carried out,bu*, it was unfortunate 
that it* legality should have been dis­
puted. Tho people were not in sym­
pathy with it. The Government were 
in sympathy with the Act, and would 
do all they could to carry it out. Tbe 
Inspectors seemed to have done no 
good, and therefore they were dismiss­
ed .

Mr Sullivan said it was no part of the 
duty of the Legislature to pass a rest lu 
tion declaring that we have no confi­
dence in tho Dominion Government 
because they failed to carry out the law. 
Tbe machinery is vested in the Inland 
Revenue Department, which can be 
called into operation to puniah viol­
ations. He could not see why the 
Dominion Gvvernme.it should be 
blamed because the people neglected 
to lay their complaints at the proper 
quarter. Mr. Beer's motives and 
objections were entirely political; and 
not actuated by any love for temper­
ance, and Mr. Sinclair wanted to cen­
sure tho Provincial Government. The 
Act had a great many provisions, one 
of which authorised any individual 
to bring it into operation ; it was the 
duly of the people themselves to put 
tho law in force. There was no spe­
cial obligation upon tho Government 
to do t»o for this Act, than for any 
other on the Statute Book. The Gov­
ernment were anxious to give tbe Act 
a fair start, and consented, as an ex­
periment. to try the appointment of 
Inspectors. The experiment had not 
been successful. Prominent temper­
ance men ha-1 expressed themselves 
as indifferent whether those officers 
should be continued or rot, and 
thought that the best thing the Gov­
ernment could do was to dispense with 
their services, as they prevented other 
people putting the Law in force. 
This Government had no right to 
put itselt forward as a prosecutor, 
going around tho country looking 
after the Act.

Chair at 4.30, p. m.

The House went into Committee of 
the Whole upon the report of tbe 
special Committee appointed to en­
quire into, and report upon the ex­
pediency of establishing Registry 
Offices in Prince and King's Counties.

Mr. Holland hoped that at last 
justice would be done to the outlying 
Counties, which, so long had suffered 
such inconvenience for want of thee* 
institutions. He regretted that the 
report was cot so full as was desirable, 
but under the ciroumstances they had 
done as well as was possible. He 
would have wished time to have 
examined the system followed in the 
other Provinces and in tho United 
States ; the matter was one requiring 
much consideration, and it would not 
suffer in waiting to mature a good 
plan. This question had been before 
the House lor several years, and there 
was no argument needed to prove that 
Registry Offices were required in the 
outlying Counties. It would be advis­
able to cheapen registration, and it 
would result in gain both to the peo­
ple and the Government If the forms 
were shortened also, it would be 
great benefit, and there would be no 
trouble in doing it. All that was 
necessary, was to pass an Act enabling 
a short form of conveyance, either by 
way of deed, mortgage, or lease to be 
used. It would be necessary to hive 
in a corresponding column to the 
Schedule tho meaning that tho short 
form should have This was the plan 
adopted in the Province of Ontario, 
and it gave great satisfaction. Tho 
adoption of this system would reduce 
the work in tho office by two-thirds 
If «he Government concluded to esta­
blish Registry Offices in the other 
Counties ; all the documents shou'd be 
executed in duplicate ; the books 
should bo removed to their respective 
Counties; one deed could then bo re 
corded in tbe County where the land

This plan would place each County 
upon the same footing and give to each 
a complete Registry Office. Objec­
tion* might be raised on the ground of 
expense ; but when established, it will

Mr. Perry seconded tbe motion.
He said, we are now on the eve of 
having those institution* established, 
the necessity for which bad been so 
long apparent. He approved of the 
plan for shortening documents.

Mr. Sullivan said that this was an 
important matter, and required a great 
deal of consideration. Up to 1873, all 
documents were registered promis­
cuously, then a division was made into 
separate books for each county. There 
wa* one branch of the subject to which 
the repot t made no allusion, and 
which certainly should be borne in 
mind. A large part of fhe titles of 
land, fully two-third* or more, come 
directly from the Land Office, and are

2ihtered there. If the proposed 
eme were carried ont, it would in­

volve tbe establisment of a branch 
Land Office in Prince and King's 
Counties, so tut to effect a complete 
registration. He had no desire to 

ilbold from the people any advantage 
that might arise from tbe establish­
ment of those office*, but there were 
enormous difficulties in the way, 
which were only understood by those 
acquainted with the Registry, Pro­
thonotary’s and Land Offices. It 
would be better to have the matter 
thoroughly investigated by the Gov­
ernment, and let them bring down a 
measure. The proposed resolution 
would bind the Legislature to pas* the 
Act, without considering any of the 
obstacle* which might be in the way. 
Whether the conveyance* were long or 
short, they would have to be fyled in 
tho three counties, which would entail 

very considerable expense. He 
suggested that tho report should stand 
over till next session.

Mr. Perry said that Mr. Sullivan's 
speech wa* just such a one as ho ex­
pected. Judging then from it, it 
would be in the very far future that 
we would obtain these institution*
'1 he proposed resolution would not 
bind member* to vote for any measure 
next session.

Mr. McLeod said that the separate 
Registry book* at present kept tnigbt 
be sent to the different Counties, but 
ovun so the difficulty would still re­
main that, for the year* previous to 
1873, search would have to be made in 
Charlottetown, which would involve 
more labor and expense than the pre­
sent system. Titles, prior to Govern 
ment deeds, might consist of many 
assignments which had never been 
registered, and were now deposited in 
tho Land Office, which would have to 
be searched also. Again nearly all 
title* depend upon wills which aro 
registered in the Probate Office. A 
search would have to bo made there.
If we were to have County institutions 
It would be better to mature a plan by 

hich all the offices, Registry. Pro- 
thonotary, Land and Probate offices 
could be opened out. To eetab-ieh a 
Registry office alone, would involve 
more expenditure than was warrant­
ed. The Committee should take more 
time and examine the system in the 
other provinces. They might then 
devise a new scheme for opening the 

hole of tho office*.
The Committee reported progrès* 

and obtained leave to sit again, and at 
6.15 p. m. the House adjourned for 
one boar.

Alter recess, Mr. Speaker took the 
Chair at 9.40 p. m.

A message wa* received from the 
Legislative Council that they had 
passed the following Bill* i "An Act 
to prevent the spread of the potato 
Bug" ; "An Act relating to the Act* 
of the Dominion Parliament. respocV- 
ing Insolvent Banks. Ac." “The Ap­
propriation Acti 1883." and "An Act 
respecting Georgetown and Common.

Tho House went into Committee of 
the Whole to resume the consideration 
of the Report of the Special Commit­
tee on tbe establishment of Registry 
Offices in Prince and King’* Counties.

Mr. Holland said Mr. McLeod had. 
in tho early part of the Session, ad 
milted the principle of having County 
institutions, and he ehould now give 
the measure hie support. Tho ques 
tion of separating the Deeds and Books 
had been dealt with in the Report. The 
short forms would be so simple that a 
school boy could draw them up.

Mr. Lefurgey would have been most 
happy to have seconded Mr. Holland’s 
motion, but Mr. Perry had got 
ahead of him. There had always 
been a groat deal of discuseion upon 
this question, but they had never 
succeeded in carrying it. It it were 
possible to establish such institutions 
it would relieve the people of Prince 
County, at least, ol a great deal of ex 
pense.

Mr Ferguson said fhe question we* 
one of considerable difficulty, and wo 
should understand what < betacles stood 
in the way. We should cause the 
people as little expense as possible. 
County offices, therefore, would have 
to be complete, there would have to be 
a Registry. Probate and Land Office,in 
each County. The title deeds, affect 
ing three fourths of the Island, are in 
the Land Office, and in most iraitaac- 
tions, a search there was necessary. 
The counterpart* are there, but they 
arc promiscuous, in tho order granted, 
and not by Counties. Those would 
require to be copied lor each County, 
and if memorials only were taken, 
they would require to be prepared 
with great care. They are not abso­
lute titles, but the Land Commission­
er held in trust for the occupante, and 
if all previous titles were not inquired 
into and aproved, the deed fell to the 
ground. It would be necessary to go 
back and supply copies of oW leases 
and transfers upon which the Land 
Commissioner's deed wae given. This 
would show that there would have to 
be much work before the records in 
the Land Office could be divided and 
placed in their Counties. A Registry 
Office in each Ooenty would be of oo 
servies without s Lead Office aad Pro-

won id have to be prepared from the 
ffloe.

taken up at all, it must be in the most 
thorough manner, and persons would 
have to be employed who would do 
the work efficiently. Even after it 
was done unless each County wae 
supplied with complete records, it 
would forever greatly increase the ex­
pense of transfers and inconvenience 
to the people. If it was not done 
well and thoroughly, it would be a 
great injery, and of advantage to 
none. He wished for further inform­
ation before voting for such a measure.

Mr. Holland said Mr. Ferguson's 
only difficulty was a fear that the 
memorials would not be properly 
copied. The separation of the doc­
uments in the Land Office would not 
be a difficult matter. Even if it was 
necessary to have a complete record, 
short memorials con Id be prepared, 
but all the document* need not be 
copied. It was not usual to search 
back more than 40 years. The re­
cords in tbe Prothonotary’s Office 
wore very easily copied. Whenever a 
judgment was obtained in the Supreme 
Court, a minute could be forwarded 
without any cost. It would be ex­
pensive to establish a Probate Office 
in the Counties, but it was possible to 
mature apian to obviate that difficulty 
There was on an average, only thirty- 
five wills each year registered from 
Prince, and there were less from 
King's County.

Mr. Gillie saw no difficulty in es­
tablishing these County institutions, 
especially in Prince County. Neither 
was there in King's County, although 
there, they were not so needed. It 
would not bo necessary to fyle the 
documents in the three Counties, but 
only in Charlottetown, and in the 
County where tbe land was situate.
They would be » great advantage to 
Prince County, and no disadvantage 
to the others. If the question was 
not yet completely studied up when 
was it going to be ? The best way to ac­
quire information was io take action.
So far as Prince County was concern­
ed, they should be established. There 
would be no difficulty in making tbe 
records complete. There might be a 
little trouble for a few years, but the 
advantage would greatly outweigh 
the expense. Why have Counties at 
all. if wo are going to centralize the 
work? The present system was very 
unfair to Prince County on account of 
its extent, and tbe distance from 
Charlottetown, and boro very hardly 
upon tbe inhabitants of the western 
part. It was not a favor that wae 
ar-ked, but a right If this résolu 
lion wore passed, the members would 
apply themselves to the subject, and 
next session, settle the matter. Since 
1873 there was no difficulty about the 
separation of tho 1 ocumonts in tbe 
Registry Office, and previous to 
that time very few documents 
wore registered, on account of tho slow 
means of travelling, and there were 
many which bad never yet been re­
gistered. There would be more dif­
ficulty with the Probate Office than 
with the rest, but it could be overcome.

Mr. Ferguson said that tho Deeds 
taken from the Land Office, were not, 
as a rule, recorded in the Registry 
Office. Complete copies would be re­
quired. Ho doubted it memorials would 
answer. It required u far cleverer man 
to draw up ai« abstract than the 
original at its full length. In making 
one transfer it might be necessary to 
search in all four offices, which would 
entail a visit to both Charlottetown 
and Summerside, and the employment 
of legal men at both places at much 
expense.

Mr. Perry saw no difficulty in es­
tablishing these offices. Such a mea­
sure bad been very nearly passing in 
1876, and in 1878 a much stronger 
resolution than the present one was 
carried by a majority, for which both 
Mr. Campbell and Mr. Let orgy and 
other members present had voted, but 
the Bill was never brought up. This 
was trifling with the rights of the peo­
ple of Prince County, and he was 
sorry that action could not be taken 
this present session. Mr. Gillis had 
made a good speech, and one of which 
bis constituents would be proud.

Mr. McLeod said that for tho years 
previous to 1873, there were ninety 
volume* of deed* alone, and he knew 
not how many of mortgages. To make 
a complete record, all these should be 
overhauled, and copies made and 
entered in separate books. The same 
would require to be done with the 
mortgages. Then, so far as regarded 
tbe Registry, we should have a com-

ftiete sot. It would be an enormous 
abor and would occupy three or four 

years. Mr. Holland's project was to 
tyle a memorial or abstract of those 
deeds. The labor ol so doing would 
not be so heavy; but vary few deeds are 
alike, and to make an abstract of some 
ol them would take a very carelul 
professional man to do it. He did not 
believe such a scheme was practicable.
In tho Prothonotary’s Office copies 
would have to be taken ol all judg­
ments for each County. It would be 
utterly impossible to extract from the 
Probate Office It would have to be 
ascertained if the Executor had closed 
up the estate, and it would thus be 
necessary to transfer all the papers 
and accounts also. It would take at 
least six years to make a complete 
eopy of the records. To take action 
upon the Registry Office only would 
be a great deal ot waste labor, for if it 
only were established, the records 
would not be complete.

Mr. Bentley thought the difficulties 
mentioned by Mr McLeod not insur­
mountable ; we ehonW study tbe in­
terests of the people in general. The 
establishment of these offices would 
be in tbeir interest. Wby not go 
into tbe matter at ones ? It wae tbe 
duty of tbe Government to find out 
wbnt tbe system wee in tbe other 
Provinces, they conld carry It out If 
they so wished; would they go back en 
tbeir votes of 1878.

the past. It is also a fact that 
the Island is In-ginning to attract 
tourists, not only front Canada, hut 
from the United States, and as tIn­
tendency of travelling, like that ol 
emigration. lollows the rule ol 
arithmetical progression, wo may 
legitimately hop© that year by year, 
as the beauties of our Provinc 
an* mon- hilly advertised, those 
who now pass the hottest ol the 
summer months at Cacouna, OUI 
On-hanl Rem-It. the Thousand Is- 
lands. the Like of Mvmphramagog, 
and other resorts of like natutv. 
will visit the Island instead, as being 
far superior to those places in every 
possible way. Then* is no doubt 
but that the discussion carried on 
in the Ottawa Parliament, from time 
to time during the session, on Island 
affairs, has advertised it considerably 
ami with this Province to lx- known 
is to lx* appnx'iated. It was, perhaps, 
something of a misfortune in a small 
way that a dispute should hav 
arisen as to who was n*ally elected 
for tjueen's County—Mr. Brveken or 
l>r. Jenkins—or whether Mr. Ma»- 
donal» l or l>r. Ifobertson was the 
man for King’s; hut the discussion 
attending the dispute, caused the history 
of Prinix* Kdward Island to lx* studied 
in Ottawa—which is the al heart
of (’anada—and in that sense the gixul 
outweighed the evil. The claim lor 
communication with the Mainland has 
also done an immense amount of good 
in the same tlirection. Before this suli 
ject was ventilated in Parliament, honor­
able members, except those from the 
Maritime Provinces, were as profoundly 
ignorant of the Island as they were of 
New Zealand, and when they dis­
covered that, alter all. the period ol" isola­
tion—never complete—was only for two 
months of the year on an average, their 
surprise was great indeed, and. let us 
hope, their pleasure was pnqsirt foliate.

It does not require much trouble t< 
prove that an annual influx of summer 
tourists would lx* of vaut lx-nvtit to the 
Island, ami that being so, it follow- 
everything possible should he done t< 
emxHiragv it, so that by making theii 
visits attractive, they would also he ire 
«pient. Nature has done much for the 
Islaml. by making its fields green and 
Iteautiftil, its ulimatc healthy and salu­
brious. and its scenery bright and re­
freshing ; accident, in the sh»|K* we have 
mentioned, has also Ixdriended us, hut 
it does not follow we should be content 
with adventitious aids, and adopt 
laisetzfaire policy. Suppose a thousand 
tourists visited us every year and spent 
each a hundred dollars, the profits would 
make a nice little revenue of itself, and otic 
which would still he a revenue although 
not as visible as if it accrued from more 
palpable sources. We repeat it, how 
ever, that things should be made attrac­
tive in every way, and if this involves a 
small expenditure, it is only the throw 
ing out of a sprat to catch a salmon. 
Here is Charlottetown, for instance. We 
have a Park, containing fiftyfour acres, 
half a mile from the city, the situation 
of which is almost unrivalled, but which 
ia itself sadly neglected. Why not plant 
flowers here and there ? Why not erect 
bathing places, by which tourists and 
others might enjoy what they come here 
chiefly for, namely, the vigor given by 
sea bathing. A dozen boxes or so would 
answer the purpose very well, at least 
for a time; the number coekl he atter- 
wards increased, if found necessary. It 
» not for tourists and visitors merely 
each conveniences are required ; they 
have long been felt as a local want It 
ta absurd to aae such a magnificent sheet 
of mh water lying useless before the 
vision, which might be utilised for the 
public health’s sake at small expense. 
We are afraid to aaggaat a walk or drive 
pmrullal to the heeh from Governor’s

Nevertheless, 
our esteemed Liberal contemporaries need 
not make such a large note of admiration 
alter announcing the fact. It is not 
necessary lo hold Mr. Mackenzie up li­
the incarnation ol honesty because he is 
poor alter live years as Minister of State 
It is notorious that Canadian statesmen 
have, for the most part, died poor, 
and for the simplest of reasons. If Sir
John Macdonald lett this world to­
morrow there would lx? slight occasion 
for quarrelling over what he would have 
lett behind him. Sir Charles Tupper has 
been many years connected with the 
Government of Canada, hut he is a poor 
man, notwithstanding. And so with 
other statesmen of both parties. It is 
only the camp followers who make 
money, by which we mean contractors 
and mere peddling politicians—men with 
intellects cajmble of governing free coun­
tries arc seldom sordid. There have been 
exceptions, and Lord Bacon was one. 
The groundlings read the newspapers, 
and actually believe them when they 
assert that such and such an one fleeced 
the country out ol millions. But he dies 
|sx>r all the same. There was the elder 
Pitt, who piled up the National debt ol 
Kngland so magnificently, and made his 
country the grandest in the world, left it 
as poor us u church mouse poorer, for 
that interesting animal expires in 
decent, solvent fashion. How much did 
Sir George Cartier leave after him—that 
• lyed-in-the-wool Tory—who was so utter­
ly corrupt, and fleeced the tax-payers so 
unmercifully ? ( V>Je (tbJ>e of his time
tor a list of his robberies). Is the aged 
Sir Francis Hincks rolling in riches, who 
has to implement his moderate pension 
by writing lor the Montreal Journal of 
( 'oihhutcc f Where ait* the sums the 
Hun. John O'Connor made during his 
ministerial career. or dozens of others, 
where are they ? Any man who enters 
the arena of politics in the hope of mak­
ing it fortune, is what the London AJver 
tiaer elegantly terms an “ idiotic idiot. 
If he becomes Minister of State he has to 
neglect his business proper, and spend 
more than his salary to maintain his 
(xwition. But it may be said, look at the 
American Senators, how wealthy they 
become. lvx>k al Jones, of Florida, and 
Fair, of Nevada. They are undoubtedly 
very Wealthy men ; but they were so 
before they were elected to the Senate 
In truth, the man who has talents enough 
to make a competent Cabinet Minister 
and earn his salary, would make twice 
more money if he exerted the same 
amount ol energy in his legitimate busi 
nerxs. •• Yonder walks a man, cries 
Taper or a Tadpole, “ whom I knew 
twenty years ago, when lie wasn’t worth 
a cent. He is now getting ever so much 
of a salary. He is a politician." But 
it is t’orguttiyi that there are lawyers, 
merchants, contractors, farmers, of whom 
the same can he said.

There is, therefore, nothing extrqor 
dinary in the case of the Hon. Alexander 
Mackenzie, nor should we be called upon 
to worship him because he is poor 
enough to require a subscription from 
his political friends to enable him to 
travel for his health’s sake. The friends 
arc more to he admired than he, thrice 
fortunate man tluit he is, for it ought to 
be remembered that forty years ago the 
vx-Premier was satisfied with two dollars 
a day at his trade, which, by the way, if 
he Hid stuck to it, and developed into a 
contractor, would have, ere this, made 
him richer than any Dominion (Cabinet 
Minister we have, except the millionaires, 
Messrs. Frank Smith and John Carling.

vicinity, as to my gleanings in tlw south.
In tlw first place, I shall note tlw climate: 
hut. as you are aware, 1 can only s|wak of 
w inter. December i* tlw coolest month, tlw 

iry falling to within ten or fifteen de­
gree* of sere. January is very changeable, 
w ith much silver sleet falling mostly every 
lay ; February changeable and damp, clos­
ing with strong winds from tlw North West : 
April is very pleasant indeed, with occasional 
showers, causing vegetation to spring 
forth in all it* splendor ; so much for climate. 
As to tlw country’s appearance in winter, it 
i* not very charming in Maryland, or the 
Virginia*. * 1 have visited the principal 
valley* and cities; tlw soil has a brown,dull, 
monotonous apirearance. The state of Mary­
land is generally hilly : to the west, in 
Frederick county, there is some fine valley 
laud which fanners wen* cultivating in 
February, tlw date of my visit. Tlw* farms 
are large; the princijial cn>|w in this section 
arc wheat, oats, Irish (MitaUxw, and com. 
All tlw wlmal is sown in tlw fall, and tlw 
other cro|M in April ami May ; tlw average
Sr ice of land in this country is eeveiitv-tive 

iiliar* jrer acre. Good crops are produced 
by expensive fertilizer#. Limestone i* 
abundant in quarries, and considerable 
lalwr i# ox|**ndt#l in burning ami preparing 
it for tlw soil Westminster, Union Bridge, 
New Windsor ami Frederick are small towns, 
of from two to eight thousand inhabitant#. 
Freiloriek, tlw largest, Iwing tlw south west 
(loint of this valley ami Railway terminus, 
contains some lint* schools, ami a very 
large deaf and dumb institution. Tlie in­
habitants of this town are about one-half 
colored, and ap|**ar slothful ami indolent 
From Frederick north west, one hundred 
miles from Baltimore, is Cumberland, a town 
of alxmt ten or twelve thousand inhabitants, 
piito a busy place on account of its coal 
mines. To the south west of Blue Ridge 
.Mountains is situate the Shenandoah 
Valley, upwanls of one hundred miles 
long, and from ten to twenty wide. 
It is of ndton nick soil, in largo farms 
having those «il»l commodious castle*, fast 
falling into decav. The appearance of the 
country here plainly shows the inability of 
the negroes to fartu ; then* an* several villages 
ami small towns through the valley, |»rin- 
cijially inhahit«*d by colored neopk*. Stant- 
inglon, on the w«*st Ixmlera of West Virginia, 
i# the principal town, alsiut six thousand 
inhabitants, product* similar to the Fred­
erick Valley. At the south east ontranco of 
this valley is the caloliratail Harpers Ferry, 
noted as the hot tx*d of the late rolwllion. 
Whilst lien* my attention was called to view 
John Brown*» fort, a one ami a-hulf storey 
brick building, which still romains. Hero 
Brow n was captured, and six miles west, at 
Liwiston, stands that little apple tree where 
he jiaiil the jxnalty. Tlie mvnery lwro is 
magnili«’ent ; it is the junction of the Potomac, 
Shonaiuloah ami < 'uinlx*rlaml Rivers ami 
t anal*, s|tanm*d by a triangular iron trestle 
railway hridgi* for linos to Washington, 
Frederick ami Ktantington. Tlie mountains 
ris<* in w*micirvlt*s from four to six htindmd 
fi#*t, surrounding tin* junction of rivers an< 
rail hridgi**; at the southern slois* of tin* 
northern heights is a village of ai»ut tw 
thousand inhabitants; south of this some 
forty miles is the < apital.

Nor­
folk has a line harlxir. not unlike Char­
lottetown, hut surrounded hv flat marsh> 
country.

|«each trees. This section of Marylaml is 
very Ixumtifid ; ami it is lx*n* in view of the 
t 'hesopeak, 1 intemieil to settle down, hut 
from information ami winter ex|M*rieuce, 1 
fourni that none hut natives can enjoy health 
free from malaria. In returning again to 
tin* monumental city—Baltimore—with its 
celebrated water works, good morals etc 
has not lieen free from sickness, ami |*ar- 
ticulariy, when* you would ex|iect to find 
health in close proximity to the salt water, 
in elevated (imitions, is where the ravage* of 
*iuall|M)X', diphtlieria &n«l fevers aro most pre­
valent. Thank lYovideneo we have so far 
osca|*#l all these troubles, ami an* located in 
the western jwirt of the city, which has lx#»n 
free from all «liseases since our arrival, ami 
are in ix*rfoct good health. 1 must acknow­
ledge that «luring the winter, the public pn*#s 
uxaggeratixl in a large scale, in reference to 
sickness in this city, which was detrimental 
to city tnuii*. Baltimore has some fine huilil- 
ings; the <'ity Hall, at a cost of nearly throe 
million dollars, Academy of Music, numerous 
balls and churches, parks, squares and 
J’jacivs of amusements of great celebrity.

Mr. John McLean wae a member of

the wpeeial committee and having 
found that the Prince County mem­
bers were very anxiou* lor n Registry 
OlDvc in Summorside. ho had eignod 
th«- Ue|H>rt, not wishing to thwart 
their object. It wa* not the wish of a 
maj-irity of the people of King’* County 
to have euvh an office In Georgetown. 
Would support its establish*cm in 
Prince County.

Mr. Campbell said that, notwitb- 
»tmuling the quotation from the De­
bate* of 1878. which Mv. Perry had 
read, be had sp<»ken strongly against 
this scheme and had vote«l against it. 
Under the pre>ent system ihe records 
were in ("harlottotown. the centre «if 
the Province. T«> establish County 
in titulions wouhl entail a great <l«,al 
of cxpen»<‘ We had too much L« gis- 
lation already. If we considéré»l the 
ftcoplo'e intervals, we would not pass ] 
Mich e measure. There ia no neces­
sity now to come to Charlottetown to 
register a dee«i ; there are number» of 
(%»minisi.l«>ners through the country 
for takin;» acknowledgments Be­
side*, Iht» money-lending portion of 
the community reside in Charlotte- 
tiiwn, and country investors send 
their money to Charlottetown to in 
vest The rich man required no pro­
tection. but the poor inan did, and 
upon him it was propo»ed to lay 
burdens The proposed measure 
would be no benefit, but a great ex- 
pene«'. The people of the Counties 
are not asking lor them. It would 
require year* to change the system 
and copy the documents. He moved 
that ihe Shaker lake the Chair.

Mr. Gordon said he had voted for a 
re»oluti«»n in 1 to enquire into the 
probable cost and feasibility of such 
a scheme, but he had seen no rejxtrt 
from such Committee. Ho had been 
trying! l«i ascertain the c«*t of sepa­
rate office» uni had made un estimate.

idea of what this would cost. Instead 
of lessening the cost i* would he 
trebled It had been suggested that a 
system nt memorials might be adopt­
ed. but ho did noi consider they 
would be sufficient. The document* 
should be copied in full. If it could 
b.« shown how the scheme coubl be 
carried out with.mt heavy cost, he 
would vote for it.

Mr J It. McLean said : Mr. 
Gord n's view» were right and most 
teasonuble. Tht? measure prop >s«‘d 
wouhl involve a very great hardship. 
If step* wore taken now to keep sepa 
rate book* wc might be able hereafter 
make a change more easily.

Mr. Sullivan said the House was 
under obligations to Mr. Holland (or 
having brought the matter before the 
Committee There waa ranch yet to 
be learned upon the aabject. and 
members might gain information be 
fore next Session, tut it wae an ex­
traordinary course to ask the Legis­
lature to bind itself lo perform some 
particular act next Session. Afier 
further consideration, we might be 
di-poaed next year to grant the 
establishment He moved the follow­
ing amendment :—

That the fert her consideration of 
the expediency of establishing Regis­
try Offici h in Prince and King’s 
Counties deferred till the next 
Sehsion of the Legislature."

Mr. Perry wa- surprised at the way 
Mr Sullivan proposed to treat Mr 
Holland’s motion If the House wa» 
sho tof information. Mr. Sullivan wa» 
much to blame. He ha.l led them to 
helljve that ho had important inform­
ation to impart upon the eubjact. On 
12tli April, 1880. ho had ft^ked if it 
was the intention of the Government 
to establish Registry Offices in the 
counties. Mr. Sullivan had replied 
that etutietic* were being prepared. 
On 23nl of March, 1881 he hail ask­
ed for these statistics, and was told 
that they would shortly he laid on the 
table, but they had never yet been 
received. This xvas trifling with the 
privileges of the House,

Mr. McDonald was quite eatihflod 
with the resolution and the amend- 
mi’o'. An important step hud been 
taken this year, and some gieat re­
forms hail yet to take place. Ilia 
investigations had led him to the con­
clu ion that there wns too moch 
trouble at present to find out ho « 
matters stand relating to Land, and 
with a reform wouhl come Registry 
Office-. ?tf> movement hail yet been 
ma !e in this direction in King* Coun- 
tj hut In course of time lawyers 
would settle there, and they would 
•tart an agitation. The great bulk of 
the people ol King'* County would be 
benefited by eucb offices.

Mr. Arse irau It would not bind 
himself lo v«ite for an Act to bo sub- 
mittei. next Sest-ion.

Mr. Gordon thought Mr. Mr- 
Lrod'a statistic» would cause the 
most ardent ►upporter of County 
lnsiuliona to pause before voting for 
them.

The amendment waa carried by a 
vote of 16 to 8.

Mr. Bentley moved, seconded by 
Mr. Holland, the following re-
aolation

••The! a Committee of three be ap 
pointed to eolioit information duriag 
Uie recess, upon tbe beet method lo 
be adopted regarding the rygietration 
of Deede for thla Province and the 
feaeibillly of esiabllabing, in the 
different Counties of thie Province, 
•epomte oflloee for the Registry of 
Deede, Wills sod Records of Jedg 
■WU of the Supreme Court, with fill 
power lo hu.1 for persona papers and 
iwoorda, aud te report the result of

its next Session, with an estimate of 
the probable ooet to the Prowieee.’’

Tue question being pet thereoe, It 
waa carried in tbe affirmative.

The Speaker look the Chair aed the 
resolutions agreed to were reported to 
the House, and a committee couMiai- 
•ng of Messrs. Bentley. McLeod, 
and Macdonald appointed accordingly.

Mr. Perry had given notice ot hie 
inlentmn to move the Ilous# into 
Committee upon certain Despatches, 
and as the Government had not 
brought the matter up, he would 
make some remark» A despatch had 
been tabled wherein wo were told that 
we were to receive no compensation 
lor privileges granted American tieher 
men. between 1871 and 1873. This 
wa» dated April, 1882, and received 
five or six days before the proro­
gation, t ut why it was not lai«! on the 
table la-t session he -lid not know In 
1881 by res«,lution, this House 
reaffirmed its claim» to a proportion­
ate share of the Fishery Award, and 
pledged the Government of the day, 
that if an adverse decision, was re­
ceived, they would resort to legal 
moans to obtain their share. We 
were told that wc had no right to 
apply to the Imperial Government 
• or euch compensation. Were the 
Government now prepared to carry 
out the epirit of their resolution ? In 
1882, the House was told that the 
question was still pending. The Do 
minion Government had acknowledged 
that we had a claim, not against them 
but against Great Britain. If the 
Government was sincere and wished 
tocairy out the convictions of their 
resolution, they should come down 
and tell the people what they intend 
to do. He therefore moved, second­
ed by Mr. Y'eo, that Ihe House do 
now resolve itself into n committee of 
the whole to take into consideration a 
Despatch of the Secretary of State for 
Canada, respecting the compensation 
to this Province lor the use of the 
Fisheries around the Island, by Uni­
ted Staton citizen», during the two 
year» preceding the operation of the 
Fishery Article* of tho Treaty of 
W*»hington.

Mr. >ullivan—The subject under 
discussion i» one which tho Opposition, 
when in power, had never thought it 
advisable to bring before tho House, 
th«« Dominion Government, or tho 
Impe, tal Government. Mr Perry was 
a member ol the H«>u»o of C«>mmono 
at the time when ho *hould have 
brought un tho question of distribution 
of the Fishery Award. Why ho did 
nqt do so then, lie was not aware, but 
nok when hi* friend» are out ol power, 
he was very anxinns for its consideia 

tion when
power. hu«l never directed their 

attention to this question. In Feb­
ruary, 187'd. they had p‘.i»sed a Minute 
of Council on the subject of the Award, 
:in I eet forth that wo weic entitled to 
receive a certain |»ortion, hut took no 
notice of this particular pvri<*d, when 
nt tho request ol tbe Imperial Govern 
ment, the fisheries were thrown ««pen 
lo citizi*n* of the United States, and a 
stipulation w*o made that tho interest# 
of tho Island should be fairly comider- 
e«l, and that wo should be represent»! 
at the Commission. When the Com­
mission met in Halifax, they look no 
►tens to have the Island represent^!, 
and the Award was made without. 
It was the present Government 
who had made the claim on the 
Imperial Government, and the an. 
swor which had been received 
was unfortunately adverse. Tho im­
perial Government state that tho timo 
ha» now passed during which a claim 
could be present»!, and that they are 
not in position to entertain it. It 
was the fault of our predecessors who 
all«)wed tbe claim to lapse. The Im­
perial Government bad intimated that 
if action had been taken at tbe proper 
time, the decision might have been 
different. The Leader of the Govern­
ment had undertaken the poaition of 
Counsel for the Dominion Government 
and not ol the Island. It became hi* 
duty to see that the money was paid 
into tbe Exchequer of Canada. This 
money was paid there and they 
allowed the opportunity to pass. The 
«latm was no part of the Fiahery 
Award, but wai for the period from 
24th Juno 1871, to let July, 1873 
when the fisheries of tho Dominion 
were thrown open. Tho whole case 
of Prince Edward Island wae given 
away, and its interests sold at the 
Halifax Commission. Then was the 
time to have made tbe claim. The 
Island should have been r<presonled, 
a» w»s agreed upon ; but her legal 
adviser tcok a retainer tor Canada, 
and against tho Island. Wo had 
reason to know that if the claim of 
the Island had been suggested at 
Halifax, it woultl have icceived con# 
•idcralion.
