Nationalities in the
Church,

Says the New World:
There is one pecalarity about the
Catholic Church that deserves to be
ynoticed and that marks it off from
all other purely moral as well as re-
ligious orgauizsﬁpns. For the mem-
bers of the Churdh do not represent
a single nationslity, but they re.

Itcould
do thiis with a perfect guarantee of
financial security, bacause no large sal-
aries were paid to officials, and no
dividends were paid to stockholders.
The insu:ed participated in all the pro-
fits and advantages. The reserve fund
now amounts to upwards of $130,000.
No portion of this conid be touched un-
less the assessments in any one year
exceeded twenty-four. They have
never gone beyond nineteen. An %5:
demie, & mine explosion or some #
disaster would likely be the only reason
why the reserve fand shounld be drawn
upon. TheC. M. B. A.is an association
ictended to make us better Catholics
end better citizene, and deserves the
encouragement of all right thinking
men. It had the blessing of the highest
authorities in the church; and is intend-
ed to make us better men in the best
and truest sense of the word. For these
reasons he hoped it would countinue to
expand more rapidly than even before
in this Province. His address wasa
masterpiece of argument and eloquence,
and taken in conjunction with the mag-
nificent presence of the orator, made &
most profound impression on all who
heard it. He resumed his seat amid
thunderous applause. Oar space is so
limited that we can only barely touch
on these few points.

Hon. Mr. Latchford expressed hie
delight with bis visit o onr Province,
of whose beauty and fertility he had
heard so much. He could now well
onderstand why Islanders abroad were
so high in praise of their native Pro-
vince. So far as the C M. B. A.is con-
cerned there certainly was no organiza-
tion of a similar nature in Canada estab-
lished on a better financial bagis or more
worthy of confidence and support.

Rev. Father Crinion pointed out the
great and noble mission of the C. M
B. A. It was a great aunxiliary to
the work of the clergy, and apart from
the spiritual work of the Charch no
more laudable work could be engaged
in than that which the C. M. B. A. was
doing. The Brotherhood pf man and
[the Fatherhood of God is esseutially
Catholic in principie, and this is the
corner stone upon which the C. M. B. A,
is founded and established. It is not,
he #aid, a mers cold-blooded insarsnce
company, it is essentially a Catholic
Society as well, approved by the Church
and blessed -by the Holy Father, but
governed by thoge who are its members.
It is a society of the people for the
people, and it embraces Catholics of
every profession and walk in life.

Dr. Edward Ryan considered there
was no higher or nobler work in which
one could be engaged than that of help-
ing the widow and the orphan. In this
great work the C. M. B. A. is engaged,
and for this purpose has paid out $2,-
500,000. This money had gone to main-
tain and edacate the wives and children
of C. M. B. A, members—to make the
Catholics who were tenefited by it good
men and women. He pointed out that
of the 17,000 membersof the C. M. B. A.
in Canada, only 117 resignations and
expulsions tock place*duriug the past
year. In addition to its ordinary funds
there was the re¢serve fand of $130,000,
and not one dollar of its money hasever
gone astray. It is espacially adapted
for farmers, laborers, railway men,
miners, etc., and it levies no specia’
tax on account of the hagardous nature
of a man’s occupation.

Mr. C. D. Hebert delivered a brief and
eloquent address in French, in which he
extolled the great work done by the C.
M. B, A, Mr, J. J. Behan followed,
who dwelt at length upon the nature
and advantagesof the C. M. B. A. He
pointed out that this was no secret so-
ciety ; but t!at it invited the closest
scrutiny. The Grand Officers were not
paid to come down here and stir upa
feeling in favor of the society. Their
ouly recompense was the pleasure of a
hearty and hospitable recaption at the
hands of the C, M. B. A, members and
others. They were engaged in this work
because they believed the C. M. B. A.
was an asscciation intended to make
them better Citholics, better citiz2ns
and better men in every way. The
rates were 0 low that but few are so
poor that they cannot afford to join it.
Membership in this association relieves
the father from auxiety of mind regard-
ing his family in case he should fall by
the“way, and it enables the yonng man
to ensure something to his father and
mother in return for what they have
done for him in case death should pre-
maturely overtake him.

B:ief and appropriate speeches were
made by Grand Trastee J. A. Caishoim
and J. J. Hoghes, M. P., after which
Grand Deputy Brother James Mclsaac
moved a vote of thanks to the Grand
President and his associate Grand Offi-
cers for the words of wisnum and elo-
quence with which they had instructed
us regarding the C. M. B. A. The vote
was seconded in an eloquent and witty
speech by Grand Deputy Rev. J. C. Me-
Millan, D. D. This was endorsed by
the audience by a unanimons standing
vote. His Lordship then presented the
vote of thanks to the Grand President,
who made a most appropriate and feel-
ing reply. He then moved, seconded
by Mr, Latchford, a vote of thanks to
his Lordship the Bishop for presiding.
This was also carried by an enthusiastic
rising vote. His Lordship having suit-
ably acknowlekged the vote of thanks,
the National Anthem was sung and the
meeting came to a close.

ANOTHER PREFERENTIAL BUNGLE.

And now France is to be given
a freer hand in Canadian commer-
cial circles. Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
Hon. W. S. Fielding and Hon.
Wm. Patterson - have so declared,
and they are now in Paris, endeav-
oring to force upon the French
government a fifteen or thirty-
three per cent. preferedte in the
tariff of this country. As usual,
the government have not consult-
ed parliamentin the matter,but are
depending on their majority to sup-
portany actionthey may take. Only
a few weeks ago eur manufactur-
ersexpressed themselves as strong-
ly opposed to prefarencestoforeign
countries, yet the Liberal cabinet
have turned a deaf ear to their
appeals, and the result will prob-
ably be that, with the new French
treaty, a few additional thousands
of Canadians will be forced to
proceed to the United States in
order to earn their livings.

There is no need of entering
into details to prove that the Brit-
ish preference has been a wofth-
less -delusion, so far as Canada is
concerned. It has served to give
employment to the woolen works
of Yorkshire and has closed the
factories of Canada. It has pro-
vided for the entrance of cheap
textiles from Germany and other
foreign countries, upon the pay-
ment of duties Which were only to
be available to the British ex-
porter. This fraudelent- entry of
foreign wares has proved another
source of danger to the Canadian.
But even with such examples of
the evils of preferential treatment
of outside products to guide them,
Sir Wilfrid and his ministers have
failed to grasp the situation.

In the British market we hop-
ed to gain concessions for our
grain in return for the privileges
extended to the motherland, but
perhaps it ‘was their anxiety to
place France on a footing with
the men of Yorkshire and Ger-
wmany, that induced our ministers
to abandon the idea of a “ mutual
preference” and hurry to France
to throw our trade channels wider
open.

British papers, in tbeir latest com~
ments on the Coljnial Conference,
blame the Canadian Miaisters for the
jreater part of the failure to obtain
recognition of the claims of the col-
onies for someé consideration at the
hands of the home government.
The_Sdturday Review takes Sir Wil-
frid to task for his weakkneed policy.
[t says:

‘“ As we anticipated would be the
case, both Mr. Chamberlain and the
Premiers have been hampered by
oreliminary declarations. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier bas by bis Free trade admis
sions weakened the hands of the
Premiers.”

Laurier’s foolish speeches of 1897,
then, would seem to bave had just
the effect on the minds of British
s'atesmen, that Canadians least de-
sired, It placed Sir Wilfrid in the
position of eitber standing to his guns
or informing the world that, in 1897
h: was simply taiking for effect, a
characteristic of his that is becoming
more and more apparent. Unfortun-
ately for Oanada the Premier did not

retract his Cobdenite views and the
Canadian farmer has lost a market

worth millions each year.

And now through the medium of
his treaty with Fraace, the manu-
facturers are to receive some of the
same madicine administered by Sir

He kept silent for some time, then
he questioned me concerning our
d'osign, the means whereby we pro-
posed to execute it, and particularly
about the qualifications of the per-
sons who had pledgei themselves to
this undertaking.

I told him of the youth of the con-
epirators augured ill for the sucoess
of their prcject. But what caused
him the most apprehension was the
attitude Walsingbam had assumed ;
there was no doubt he had got wind
of the plot, ard the wily statesman
thought to tbrow us off our-guard
" by his friendly advances, in order
when the right moment came, to
orush the whole concern with one
blow, and the Queen of Scots per-
chance with it. He begged us for
God's eake to have nothing to do
with & man who was 8o infinitely
saperior to us in cuoning. I then
explained that I bad sworn to stand
by my friends in their attempt to
deliver Mary Stuart, and unless he
authoritatively assured me tbat it
was sinful, I shou'd not depart from
my word.
