Sucb
a oase ag this is treated as one cause,
and it would be no exaggeration to
say that no less than eone bundred
thousand persons of all degrees and
conditions in life suffered martyrdom
for the faith during the persecutions
waged by the authorities of England
against the Irish people.

According to a press cablegram
from Rome, the Vatican authorities
bave-decidad ta hold -a- somslstery
March 10, after the publication of
the third and last part of the Frenoh
Government's regulation regarding
the operation of the law for the
separation of Church and State.
The Pope will then prononunce a
solemun protestation against separ
ation, and secret instructions will
be sent to the Bishopg in France as
to the attitude they are to adopt to-
wards the law. It is almost certain
that these instructions will favor an
effort to establish & modus vivendi
unless the regula'ions contain some
new and unforseen aggravation of
the situation,

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Hon. Mr. Templeman, of British
Columbia, who has been appointed
Minister of Inland Revenue, has
resigned his seat in the Senate and
is to run an election for the Com-
mons. A vacancy has been cre-
ated in Victoria by the resignation
of the sitting member, George
Riley. The writ has been issued ;
nomination takes place on Tues-
day, the 27th inst. It is nob ex-
pected there will be any opposi-
tion to Templeman’s election.

WORD comes from Pietermarita-
burg, Natal, that armed natives
have resisted the collection of the
poll tax at & place near Richmond,
and it is feared the trouble may
develop into a native uprising.
An inspector of police and a
trooper were wounded, and four-
teen mounted police who were
proceeding to the scene were at-
tacked and six are missing. Troops
and police are concentrating. Mar-
tial law has been declared.

News published elsewhere in
this issue presents warlike phases.
A failure of the Algiceras Con-
ference on the Morrocan aftair will
afford the Emperor of Germany a
pretext for declaring war against
Franece, if he thinks that best for
his country. Such a declaration
would seem to indicate that Great
Britain’s hand would be forced.
In the meantime the Government
of the United States would appear
to be quite anxious regarding

affairs in China. TUncle Sam
may have his work cut out for
him there. These are the appear-

ances of things as we see them on
paper. It is to be hoped that war
may be very much further off than
the signs indicate.

THE Toronto Globe has taken
to lecture the Laurier Government
ag it did the Ross Government,
shortly before the latter fell! Here
is a specimen of the warning ad-
dressed by the Globe to Sir Wil-
frid: “This is the time, says” the
Globe, “to stand gyard over the
interests of the country and the
good name of Liberalism.

Quebec advices of the 10th say .
Senator Choquette today retired
from the municipal contest, caus-
ing the sensation of the winter
here. He had openiy admitted he
was a candidate for the magoralty,
although the chief magistrate is
elected here by aldermen. The
senator had ¢ arried on a vigorous
campaign by means of Le Soleil,
of which newspaper : )¢
managing editor for some time.
He was a candidate against one of
the old aldermen, but the fight in
general was rather one between
Senator Choquette and L. A.
Taschereau, M. L. A., who is con-
sidered ex-Mayor Parent’s choice.
In announcing his retirement in
Le Soliel to-day, Senator Cho-
quette says he did so at the re-
quest of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in
the interest of the Liberal party,
and he also announced his resig-
nation from Le Soliel manage-
ment. This, we presume, is the
last stage of Senator Choquette’s
tight against Mr. Parent, former
Premier of Quebec. In this con-
flict the Senator has been badly
worsted. Parent was not only
Premier of Quebec Province, but
was also Mayor of Quebec city.
He was obliged, it is true, to give
up the Premiership; but in that
case he was in conflict with Gouin,
the present Premier. Senator
Choquette’s attacks on Parent in
Le Soleil led to an action for libel,
which the Senator has been anx-
ious to settle. Mr. Parent’s former
law-partner aspired to the mayor-
alty of the city, and immediately
Choquette opposed him, which
would look like keeping up the
old fight, or perhaps a bluff in the
direction of having the libel suit
called off Now it appears the
Senator has withdrawn from the
Mayoralty contest and from the
control of Le Soleil at the bidding
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Parent’s
friend.

The Dominion Covernment has
authorized Prof. McLennan to de-
liver a series of lectures through-
out Ontario on the metrie system,

that at no very distant date this
simple and easily understood sys-
tem of weights and measures will
come into universal use. Itsadop-
tion by Canada and the United
States would go far to ensure the
desirable innovation. Nothing
could be more complicated and il-
logical than the system of weights
and measures at present in use.
They are difficult to memorize and
their study occupies a great deal
of the scholars’ time in school, and
they are as easily forgotten as
they are difficult to learn. It
would be safe to say that not one
adult in ten could recite any one
of the dozen or more arbirtary
tables of land measures, avoirdu-
pois weight, wine measure, grain
wmeasure, apothecaries’ weight and
the rest. How many persons
could tell ofthand how many acres
are in a square mile, or even how
many yards are in a mile, not to
mention the number of pounds in
a “stone,” or of yardsina “rod ?”
The whole system is archaic and
as relatively cumbrous and mys-
tifying as the pounds, shillings
gnd pence of Great Britain is to
‘the decimal currency of Canada
and the United States. Anyone
having to compute weights or
measures under the present system
needs an arithmetical table and
pencil and paper, whereas the met-
rical system when once mastered
becomes a matter of mental arith-
metic.

The fundamental unit of the
metric system is the “ metre,”
which is the unit of strength,
From this the unit of mass (gram)
and of capacity (litre) are derived.
All other units are the decimal
subdivisions or multiples of these.
Furthermore, these three units are
simply related so that for practical
purposes one cubic decimetre of
water weighs one kilogram and
contains one litre. The metric
terms are formed by combining
the words “ metre,” “ gram” and
“litre” with the six numerical pre-
fixes — mill-metre is one-thous-
andth of a metre; centi-metre is
one-hundredth of a metre; deci-
metre is one-tenth; deka-metre,
ten metres ; hecto-metre, one hun-
dred metres ; and kilo-metre, one
thousand metres. The same pre-
fixes apply equally to grams for
weight and litres for measure.
The unit of land measure is the
hectare (100 metres square) equal
to about 2% acres. The metric
ton is 1,000 kilograms. The
average schoolboy could wmaster
the whole of the tables of weight,
lengths and volume as easily as he
learns the table of decimnal cur-
rency.

If the new system was taught
in the schools it would take but a
short time to educate all the schol-
ars in the schools in its use; and,
as for the general public, a very
few months after its adoption the
people would be as familiar with
it as with dollars and cents. The
metric units in each case approxi-
mate well-known measures and
weights now in use, the litre being
about a quart and the metre about
40 inches or a little over a yard,
while the kilo-gram is about two
pounds.—Ottawa Citizen.

Meny of
these opinions differed, and a good
many revisions of the original text were
necessary before the raport was finally
completed.

Fatal Results of a Fire.

be a frank and friendly discussion of

seems essential to snocessful leader—
+hip that the leader should be thor-
oughly and personally aoquainted
from time to time with the views
and wishes of his followers,”

Mr. Chamberlain’s letter adds that
here appears to be three views in
regard to tariff reform held by differ-
ant seotions of the party. First
bat tariff reform cannot be a ques-
tion of practical politios for some
years to come and should be dropped
an active policy, This, Mr.
Chamberlain contends, is entirely
inconsistent with Mr, Balfour's lan-
guage when he said that tariff reform
was the first item on the constructive
programme of the party and that com-
mercial union with the colonies was
the most urgent branch of (ariff reform.
Second, the suggestion that while not
pressing for tariff reform under exist—
ing circumstances the unionists should
unite on the programme known as
‘ Half a sheet of note paper.”

Between this programme and that
of the more advanced tariff reformers
there are two differences. First, the
more advanced think that the proba-
vility of having to place a moderate
duty on wheat of foreign countries in
return for substantial preferences given
by the colonies to British manufac-
turers, sbould be frankly admitted and
defended. Mr. Balfour has said that
he has no objection to the principle of
such duty, but he accepted without
protest the statement of the free-food
ers, that under no circumstances,
whatever may be the offer of the col-
onies, will they assent to a duaty on
wheat. Second, the more advanced
are of the opinion that it is impossible
to have a practical and effective
scheme of retaliation against the ex-
cessive duties imposed by foreign
countries on British products without
a general tariff. Mr, Balfour would
never have attempted to put forward
an alternative scheme although urged
to do so by the free-fooders.

Mr. Chamberlala denies that an
attempt was made to impose on Mr,
Balfour as a condition for the union
of the party the exclusion of those de-
clining to accept the whole programme
of the tariff reformers.

Continuing, Mr, Ohamberlain dis=
cusses the re-organization of the party
machinery, contending that it should
be decided whether the organization
shall remain an autocratic and non-
representative body. or whether it
ought not to be strictly representative
of the party as a whole.

Answering the charge that the latter
proposed to popularize the party is
equivalent to an attempt to capture
the machinery for the furtherance of
tariff reform, Mr. Chamberlain says
this is an admission that the party if
popularized would vote for tariff re.
form.

Later on Mr, Chamberlain says:

“ My own belief is that the great
majority of the party, if not all, are
parfectly ready to accept Mr. Balfour’s
g2neral leadership. [ think it prob-
able however, that the majority would
welcome a declaration by Mr. Balfour
which would show clearly that tariff
reform will not be dropped and which
would indicate a defiite and unmic—
takable programme for the future to
which they could give bearty suppcrt.”

“ Concluding his letter, Mr., Oham-
berlain says ;

“The tariff reformers cannot accept
1 policy of inaction and mystification
in regard to the main subject of their
political lives.”

The increase
to mercantle ships over 19o4 was
418,000 tons, and there is an increase
of 98,427tons overthe year 1go1,which
previously had the record. Of last
year’s new ships only 58 (of 16 372
tons) are sailing ships.

Great Britain builds ships for many
countries, but 78 per cent. of last
year’s product was registered at home.
The result of the year’s operations has
been a decrease of 122,000 in the
sail toonage of the kingdom. Itis
supposed that abou’ 50 000 tons of
sail shipping was Just or broken up.
Sales to foreigp’ countries amouated
to 89,000 tors, and a small quantity
of sailing tonnage was bought, Steam
tonnage owned in the country is said
to have increased by 592,000 tons.
Against 1,271,316 tons built and re-
gistered at home were losses of 188 -
ooo tons, sale of 457,000 toos,
and captures by the Far East bellige—
reots of no less than 42,779 tons.
Of these latter our alliesgot 11 steam-
ers of 39,038 and Russia one of 3,741
tons, Bome 15,000 tons of steam
shipping was bought for British ac-
count. The net increase of tonnage
is not the largest in British marine
history. In 1902 the increase of
steamships and sailing vessels was
643,000 tons, Great Britain is almost
holding her own in shipbuilding for
other countries. Outof the total ou:-
put a somewbat smaller perceatage is
sold abroad than six or sevea years
ago, but it is larger than in more re
centyears, Last year Germany alone
bought 15 ships of 85,000 tons.

It Is stated by Lloyds that whereas
in 1go4 only 15 ships of more than
6,000 tons were built and only three
over 10,000 tons, the number in 1905
was 25 over 6,000 tons, of which four
were over 12,000. At present there
are 37 vessels of 6,000 tons or over
under construction, of which eight
are Over tons. The fourth
largest ship built last year was the
Empress of Britain of 14,500 tons, for
the Canadian Pacific line. She was
scarcely more than half the size of
the largest ship, the Amerika, of
22,524 tons.—St. Johu Sun.

“I suppose you read how the
Boxers tortured my brother, Father
Jobn ?” he said, “ Well, the papers
in China and some of the contin=
ental journals published accounts of
it. Father John's escape from death
at the hands of these fanatios was
little short of a miracle. He oarries
forty=nine wounds in mute testimony
of what he suffered at their hands,
He was strung up by the thumbs,
thrown head foremost into a deep,
narrow we!l, all his fiogers were
twisted and dislocated, almost every
insh of his body was pierced with
knives and spears, his skuoll was
fractured and he was subjected to all

ExpeLLED FROM GERMANY,
Bishop Goette was one of the earl-
ieet viotims of the Kulturkampf.

He joined the Franciscan order in
Germany in 1874, and cams to the
United States at & time when the
Cathclic Ohuroh’s life and activities
were manscled and fettered by the
persecutions of Bismarok.

“ There is no grander movement
in modern history,” declared the
Bishop, * than that which is most
commonly associated in the popular
miod with the name of Herr Wind-
horst, the Daniel O’Connell of Ger-
mavy. There is scarcely a hamlet
or a village of the Fatherland now in
which some branch of the Ceantre
party, founded by Windhorat, does
oot exist and work sleeplessly for
faith,- morality and oivil order. If
today the Church in Germany floar-
ishes a8 perbaps in no other part of
the world, the Centre pastry is the
oause,”

The rigors of the Chinese climate
bave not materially affeoted Bishop
Goette, who is the picture of health
and vigor,

“The climate and I get along
together pretty well,” he said ; * bat
the nuns don’t seem able to cope
with it. In faot, sixteen out of
twenty-nine of our Sisters succambed
to olimatic diseases last year.”
