Maple SBugar Making.

and sugar, and therefore a fow werds on
the snbject will mot be amiss. Wouden
taps and buckets ave preferable to tin unes
in the drasing of the ssp, for the reason
that the latter will rust and darken the
sap, The more cleanliness and care that
are exercised in sugar-making, as in every-
thing else, the more profitable and bettor
will be the sugar. Strain the sap intoa
large evpper pan, and when it is well boil-
ed but etill thin, strain through a clean
oloth, again into clean butter firking whiol
bave boen scalded, and let it stand a day.
Of course should there be any more sap on
haud, the pan could be used after the first
was out te hoil it in. The second day,
after the pan is caretully washed out, pour
the syrap boiled first into it, and beil it
down almost to grained sugar, incessantl|
stirring and -kimmini{l during the whole
icd of boiling. Then pour into the
rkizs and set asideuntilthe warm davs of
n.{ Then placeiutv 8 “arrel or firkin
with three or four sugar holes, and set it
. wupon a tub todrain. Each mmning, for
three weeks, lay clean linen on the top of
the sugar, prossing tightly down, so that
not a particle will oft uvcovered.
About a gallon of syrup will, at the end of
that time, have drained from fifty pounds
of sugar, and the lnnr itsell wi ofa
high quality and of chrystalline whiteness.
To make the syrup into cakes the sap is
boiled toagreater consistency than for
grained sugar, and must be stirred cunet-
antly. New milk is naed by some manu-
facturers to whiten thesugar, Their plan
is, after the syrnp is put oa to boil »
seoond time, just when it has reached the

boi}i:' point, to turn in a large coffee cup
of tiew,
