A Member of Vessels. WHb Their S'rrws» 
Sio to I hr Holism.

On Saturday last it began to blow a 
gale on the lakes, and for two or three 
days-the hurricane held high carnival. 
Despite the telegraphic yarning, a few 
adventerous vessels faced the storm, and 
a number of wrecks is the result. On 
Lake Michigan the storm seemed to rage 
with the greatest fury, and the shores of 
Michigan and Wisconsin are strewn with 
portions of wrecks. The losses what 
have been placed so far are the steamer 
Alpena, the schooner Grenada, and the 
barge Trader. The following were among 
the despatches, describing the results of 
the storm :

A GODERICH VESSEL ASHORE.

News has been received that tho 
schooner Two Friends, owned by Messrs. 
Lawson, G. Ackeson and A. McGaw, of 
Goderich, commanded by the first-named 
gentleman, went ashore «t North Bay, 
Wisconsin, on Saturday night, and is 
badly damaged. The cargo, esnsisting 
of 670 tons of salt, is all gone. The 
scone of the disaster is so far from a 
telegraph station that but little is yet 
known of the exact result. The vessel 

s insured for 89,000. There was no 
insurance on the cargo.

ON LAKE HURON 
the storm also played havoc.' For three 
or four days lio vessels entered or left 
port here, and further north, in the 
neigeborhood of Southampton, on Mon­
day the schooner New Hampshire, in 
attempting to make the river lost her 
deck load and all her canvas but the 
main sail. She then headed for the 
Sauble River, but having nothing bat 
t9e mainsail, they were unable to con­
trol her, and she wdnt ashore on the 
north side of the Sauble River.

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The Pan Presbyterian Council met at 
Philadelphia last week and is still in 
.session. We are unable to give the pro- 
c edings in full. The follçwing from the 
excellent report of Monday’s proceedings 
in the New Yorjt Sun shows how Cana­
dian delegates are able to hold their çwn 
amongst their brethren all over the world.
It will be of special interest to onr Pres­
byterian readers. It says:—

The Rev. Dr. A. B. Van Zandt, of 
New Brunswick, N. J., read a paper on 
“Creeds." He reviewed the objection 
usually urged against the acceptance of 
prescribed formulas of belief, that they 

‘disparage the Scriptures and check theo­
logies! progress, and argued that these 
views are based upon a misapprehension 
of the use of creeds, which, he said are 
ormed not to create, but to express a be­
lief, and which are not made but grow.
In considering the differences which ex­
ist aa to the obligations incurred in sub­
scribing to creeds or confessions, the 
author advised conservatism in the ex­
ercise of authority.

Prof. Flint’s paper on agnosticism 
caused a little breeze to sweep over the 
Council. The delegates have had two" 
nights to sleep over this paper and to 
weigh carefully its utterances. That 
they did so, the somewhat exciting de­
bate of the morning indicates. Perhaps 
it was well that the hour of adjournment 
brought a sudden stop to the discussion, 
for some of these divines were getting 
greatly excited. The venerable Dr.
Armstrong, of Norfolk, said that Prof.
Flint had spoken sneeringly of church 
discipline, and the Rev. Dr. De Witt, of 
Philadelphia, had characterized some­
thing that the Rev. Principal Grant, of 
Canada, had said as most vicious. The 
debate revealed one thing very clearly:
That the Scottish and Canadian delegates 
favor more of free thought and liberality 
than do the American delegates.

The little thorn tliat had pricked the 
delegate who opposed Prof. Flint was an 
assertion of his that the failure to com­
prehend or to Relieve portions of the 
Presbyterian dogma was to be overcome 
not by church discipline so much as by a 
more faithful study and explanation of 
dogma. Prof. Flint seemed to intimate 
that it was quite possible that the fffture 
of theology might modify, or at least 
clarify ^hese troublesome dogmas. Such 
an assertion, coming from so eminent an 
authority, was what troubled the strict 
constructionists, and gave comfort to the 
liberals. It certainly revealed the fact 
that there are still some points in that 
pillar of the faith, the Westministe 
catechism, that some of the clergy are ^ the platform. 
not at all clear about. Prof. Flint, 
while claiming that it tended to the 
spread of any further light, or that in­
vestigation in theology can go no further 
by inference, at least opened the way for 
permitting the doubting Presbyterian to 
remain inside the fold.. That is some­
thing tliat some of the delegates plainly 
felt would never do.

No sooner had the morning papers 
been read than Dr. Andrews mounted 
the platform and raised his voice in vig­
orous protest- against such an utterance, 
anti he attracted attention" to himself 
strangely enough by saying at the outset 
that Prof. Flint had spoken sneeringly 
of ^cVurch discipline. Dr. Andrews 
wanteA to know how you were gofng'to 
stop tint propogation of error except 
through church discipline. Hero the 
venerabb gentleman waxed hot. “Is.it 
honot»bii5,” asked he, “Is it honorable 
for a minister to go on preaching in my 
denomination who believes in wliat my 
church doei not believe, what it in fact 
abhors ? I^t such a minister go out of 
the church, tnd then let him teach what 
he pleases." ,

This caused some confusion. It was 
getting right d<\wn to the marrow of the 
most vital question that stares clergymen 
to-day in the fact, and which one dele­
gate expressed thus: “Shall we, holding 
commissions to piyach from the Presby­
terian Church, and not believing in all 
points precisely, as Vie accepted interpre­
tation of the creed r«quires us to believe 
stay in the church or go outside of it ?”

Several delegates ruse to reply, but 
not one Scotchman or Irishman. It 
seemed to be the feeling among them 
tliat as Dr. Flint had been accused of 
sneering by an American, they would 
leave it for Americans to defend him.
A youthful American divine, Dr. Boggs, 
got the platform, And while he was more 
gentle in his use of terms his condemn­
ation of Prof. Flint’s utterances was no 
less marked than was that of Dr.
Andrews. Dr. Boggs asserted categori­
cally—and he faced Prof. Flint and ~~iade 
his assertion sternly—that the great dis. 
coveries in theology are behind us—not 
in the future. Theology, he said wa8 
allied to‘astronomy in this respect, and 
to geology. When Dr. Boggs made this 
point blank assertion, the impetuous 
blood of Principal Grant of Canada 
caused him to rise and it seemed as 
though he was to speak then and there.
But he restrained himself and waited his 
opportunity Dr Flint who ranks with 
the ablest thetdo-gissa vl Great Britain,

Attacked thus furiously by two Ameri­
cana, Dr. Flint had need of a champion 
and he got one, Not from Scotland. 
Prof. Calderwood eat there, calm,intense, 
but quiet The impulsive Dr. Hutton 
sat with his eyes fixed on the speakers, 
but he made no motion as of rising. Dr. 
Watts sat with'bowed head. Principal 
Cairn showed no disposition of defend­
ing his friend. In fact the silence of 
Scotland was.impresaive.

Canada sent a fiery delegate to tne 
theologian’s defence, The Rev. Princi­
pal Grant hurled back the accusation 
that Dr. Flint had sneered, “I detected 
no sneer sir, in Prof. Flint’s address. 
He is not the man to sneer. He has the 
courage of his opinions, and he will say 
boldly what he believe# without any 
sneering. What he meant to convey 
was that if we try to reach doubt, liy 
church discipline, instead of by an effort 
for broader, clearer thought and a deeper 
search into the truths of theology—if 
thus we try to reach, doubtless we shall 
lead the way to agnosticism.’’ Here 
there was applause, and none applauded 
louder than did many of the Scotch dele­
gates. Principal Grant then made a 
bold assault. Think of the advance of 
liberalism when a Scotch Canadian Pres­
byterian faces the leaders of this Church 
from all over the world and says these 
words:- “We do err if we say the West­
minister Catechism is beyond the region 
of inquiry. Creeds grow and how can 
there be growth unless there is liberty of 
thought. You say to a minister, if he 
has doubts about the accuracy of your in­
terpretation, ‘Go out of the church. 
You say no honest man should stay in if 
he has doubt. You call him dishonest if 
he does stay in. I say no, no, let the 
Church cast him out if it will.’’ There 
was more applause, but there were many 
delegates who heard the vehement pro­
tests and utterances with solemn faces. 
“Is the church afraid of liberty ?" were 
Principal Grant’s closing words, and he 
said them in ringing tones whose echo 
seemed to be heard above the applause 
they occasioned.

Principal Cavan of Toronto, a man of 
quiet method of speech, told the dele­
gates plainly that in his opinion it was a 
life or death question with the Presby­
terian Church whether you can expect 
such progress in dogma that you can dis­
cipline for not accepting it. Thus again 
froin Canada came the intimation of a 
protest against what Prof. Grant called 
“illiberality."

Then a zealous, fiery young divine, the 
Rev. Mr. McDonnell of Toronto, mount- 

He plunged boldly 
into his subject. He spoke with the 
rapidity that comes fr. .n oveflowing 
thought. He asked whether it was ex­
pedient for the Church always to exer­
cise its unquestioned right of disciplining. 
“The question to-day is, what is the 
faith ? A young man full of the desire 
to preach salvation, and believing that 
he is prepared for it, is brought up all 
standing by the creed. He can’t make 
it all out, in the way the church inter­
prets it. What are you going to do with 
him ? Shall he be forbidden to preach ? 
He asks you whether you have any right 
to impose on him conditions that Christ 
did not impose. Well, you tell him 
there arc other churches, fifty others 
•that he can go and preach in, but you 
don’t find anything in the New Testa­
ment about fifty churches. Only one is 
spoken of there. Suppose you send such 
a man over to the Methodists or Congre- 
gationalists. The first thing you do is 
to exchange pulpits with him and call 
him ‘beloved brother. ’ Thus you admit 
tliat you restrict as Christ did not re­
strict. Now I suggest that you reduce 
to a few weil-defined articles that are ab­
solutely essential your creed, and require 
your minister to stand by these and hold 
his own views about the non-essentials. 
There was more applause when this dar­
ing divine had finished.

Dr. De Witt of Philadelphia was the 
last speaker. He said that Prof. Flint 
had uot sneered. He also said that he 
regarded the assertions made by Princi­
pal Grant as most vicious.

The chairman’s hammer here brought 
discussion to an end, but the delegates 
kept it up among themselves, some of 
them until the afternoon hour.

Lioar Tea Cake.—Beat the whites 
and yolks of two eggs separately; take 
two-thirds of a cup of thick, sweet 
cream, a cup of sugar, half a teaspoon of 
salt; put in the yolks and whip these in' 
gradients briskly, then sif; in a rounded- 
up cup of flour in which has been stirred 
a teaspoon of baking powder; add the 
whites of the eggs, and flavor to suit the 
taste.

Corn Pone. — Two cups of wheat 
flour; one cup of com meal; two heap­
ing teaspoonfuls of baking powder, one 
evm teaspoonful of salt; a cup, one-third 
full of sugar; three eggs well beaten. 
Sweet milk added to the mixture suffi­
cient to make it run nicely from the 
spoon. This makes two cakes in flat tin.

Chicken Jelly.—Take half a raw 
chicken, salt and pepper to taste; pound 
the chicken with a mallet (meat and 
bones together) till pulpy. Put in the 
saucepan and cover with cold water; boil 
till the meat is in rags, and the water re­
duced to onphalf ; strain and press 
through a colander, then through

coarse cloth; add salt and pepper and 
simmer five minutes; skim when cool 
and press into a deep bowl.

Corn Starch Pudding.—Four table­
spoonfuls of corn-starch to one quart of 
milk; dissolve the corn-starch; hc*t the 
remainder of the milk to near boiling, 
after having put in a little salt; then add 
the corn-starch; boil three minutes, stir­
ring it briskly; allow it to cool, and then 
thoroughly mix it with two or three 
eggs, well beaten, with four tablespoon­
fuls of sugar; flavor to taste and bake 
half an hour.

Card Basket. —Take one dozen large 
pine cones, varnish, and 'lay away to 
dry; tike the same number of small ones 
and treat in the same manner. W^eu 
they are dry take the bottom of a snuff­
box and glue on the large cones, glueing 
them together, at the same time letting 
the basket get wider at the top. Take 
the small cones, place them at the bot­
tom on the outside between the large 
ones, and the basket is complete.

Rhubarb is very easily cultivated, 
provided you give it a veiy rich and 
deep soil. It may be set out in autumn, 
as it ceases growing, or early in the 
spring. It may be increased largely by 
cutting the roots so as to have one or 
more good buds on a piece. It should 
be planted about three feet apart each 
way, and will give a good crop the se­
cond season of growing. It should be 
well top. dressed each year.

Browned Cauuflowkr. —Divide the 
heads iuto sprigs, throw them into a 
saucepan containing just enough boiling 
water to cover them, with a teaspoonfui 
of salt in it; boil them rapidly till tender, 
which can be ascertained by taking out 
a sprig with a fork and testing it. Turn 
them out in a colander to drain a lew 
minutes, then reverse them from the 
colander on to the dish on which they 
are to be served ; pour over them a small 
quantity either of brown sauce or of 
good \ thickened butter melted and 
made quite hot; sprinkle over them bis­
cuit raspings and grated cheese; set the 
dish in a hot oven or under a smart red- 
hot salamander; when the surface is 
nicely and evenly browned, send to tablé. 
Yesterday’s cold cauliflower can be 
warmed in a little butter or sauce, and 
reappear to-day, renovated and more de­
licious than ever.

Apple Butter.—Making this is well 
understood by most old farmers’ wives, 
but people who live in cities, and depend 
on the market and the family grocer to 
furnish them all such articles ready pre- 
pared, do not know how vastly more 
economical it is to make their own. 
Take good apples, all of one kind, so 
they will cook evenly, pare and quarter 
them, then put into boiling cider, about 
two gallons of apples to one of cider, 
boil it first and then simmer slowly (stir­
ring constantly), about 12 hours, till it 
is reduced to a thick smooth pulp, when 
it can be put away in open jariufor win­
ter use. Now is the time for making 
apple butter, while apples and cider are 
plenty and good.

Be Aroxkable at Meals.—Every one 
can do something for social life at 
the table. If one cannot talk, he can 
listen or ask questions and draw out 
others who can talk. Good listeners are 
as necessary as good talkers. Never 
argue at the table; but tell pleasant sto­
ries, relate or read anecdotes, and look 
out for the good of all. Sometimes a 
single anecdote from a paper starts a 
conversation that lasts during the whole 
meal time. A family table should be 
bright and cheerful, a sort of domestic 
»ltar, where everygone casts his or her 
offering, great or small, of pleasantness 
m id peace ; where, for at least a brief space 
in the day, all annoyances are laid aside, 
aU stonfiy tempers hushed, all quarrels 
healed, every one being glad and content 
to sit down at the same board and eat 
the same bread and salt, making it, 
whether it were a rich repast or a'dinner 
of herbs, equally a joyful, sacramental 
meal.

Said Mr. Whittier, recently to a cor­
respondent of the Chicago /iter Ocean : 
“ I am out of doors a great deal, and in 
summer take long wOs. I still write 
when I feel like it, but have no l guiar 
habits of work. I lead a great deal, but 

am beginning to have trouble with my 
eyes.

lliere is nothing which is a more cer­
tain test to good breeding than manners 
at tne table. Still, while there are faults 
of which no peison of natural delicacy or 
refinement would evor be guilty, there 
arc many little points of nicety which 
might not of themselves occur to one 
unfamiliar with the usages of the polite 
world, and it ja both ill-bred and unkind 
to sneer at mistakes of this class. Among 
the very gross faults to be avoided are 
sitting down at the tr.ble in a whirl, want 
of punctuality in coming to the table, 
and haste to leave it before the close of 
the meal. This last is most disrespect­
ful to th « one at the head of the table.

I Haste, eagerness, or absorption in swal­
lowing food; finding fault with the food; 
want of neatness and oare in using table 
implements, such as cutting your fork 
instead of your meat; greed in appro­
priating any particular dish; eating one 
thing greedily instead of using it as a 
proper accompaniment to another; ac­
cepting more food than is required; 
leaving, food on your plate; making a 
noise in eating; scraping your plate con 
spicuoualy: fingering the dress, hair or 
table-cloth ; reaching over the table for 
things instead of quietly asking for them; 
reaching across another’s plate in order 
to pass something to a third person ;want 
ot ittention to conversation, or seeming 
impatient at necersary intervals between 
courses. These faults are so obvious 
that one would think that there was no 
need to point them out, liut we 
see them committed every day. Some 
other little poinsta which are questions 
of usage are:—Eat pie with a fork and 
pudding with a spoon, unless in some 
cases, when, perhaps, both may be re­
quired. Eat fish with a fork and a 
small slip of bread. Always break 
bread l.istead of cutting it with a knife, 
but take care not to crumble it up in the 
fingers. Rest your knife and fork on 
your bread in passing your plate when 
you have finished eating. Do not leave 
your spoon in your cup when you have 
finished eating. Seat ladies in the left 
of gentlemen at the table, and in passing 
anything do it noiselessly and at the left 
hand. In waiting on the table do not 
scatter food over the plate, or place dif­
ferent kinds in unpleasant juxtaposition 
to each other, and do not press upon 
people things for which they do not wish. 
In helping a second time to a dish do not 
give more than at first. Do not at table, 
or anywhere, reach before a third per­
son to hand anything to another At

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THE EXODUS.
On of the principal points made by 

Sir Richard Cartwright in his recent 
great speech at Goderich, was that in 
reference to the enormous emigration 
from Canada to the United States during 
the past year. For the year ending 1st 
July, 1880, no less than 76,373 Canadians 
registered at Port Huron, and over 16,- 
000 are shown by the returns to have 
entered at other points on the Agierican 
side. During the three months ending 
October 1st, of the present year, over 

"37,000 left Canada1, rather than wait 
and experience the beneficial effect* 
of the N. P. , When this number is 
placed against the 53,000 alleged to have 
been ‘ ‘expatriated’’ from Canada during 
the last year of the Mackenzie Govern­
ment, the inference is obvious. We do 
not say that the entire 125,000 who left 
Canada during the past nine months 

•,were driven from home by the malad- 
V—ministration of the present Government;

but \>ur Conservative friends, prior to 
Sept. 1878, stoutly contended that the 
Government of the day was solely re­
sponsible for an exodus from the country 
over which it ruled. Would they 
like to measure the harvest of the past 
fifteen months in their own bushel ?

CONTEMPORARY OPINION. !

The ooal oü ring, with the assistance 
of thé Dominion Government, is fleecing 
the people of Canada at a rate that al­

We are now able to estimate with some 
degree of accuracy our wheat harvest for 
this year. It will probably be about 
460,000,000 bushels. Allowing, say, 
260,000,000 bushels for home use, that 
would give us 200,000,000 bushels for 
export, against 186,000,000 nushels ex­
ported in 1879. —[N. Y. Sun.

No Reformer ever attempted to say 
that a 40 per cent, tariff would not raise 
more revenue than a 17* one, but they 
said and maintained that it is highly im­
proper to impose a heavy tax on the 
people for other than revenue purposes, 
as was done by the present Government.

Sir Richard said that it was/ fdle to say 
that time enough had not elapsed to 
judge of the effects of the- commercial re­
volution inaugurated by the present Gov­
ernment. Goderich is a town that should 
have been benefitted. It possesses good 
railway facilities, lias one of the best 
harbors on the shores of Lake Huron, 
and is the market place of a rich agricul­
tural district, peopled by intelligent men 
and women. It has immense resources 
under foot in the shape of salt, and is a 
healthy location. Now, are there in 
Goderich any factories that owe their ex­
istence to the N. P. 1 Has the popula­
tion increased, and do the workmen re­
ceive better wages ? The answer to these 
questions must be in the negative. It 
will not do to say that Goderich is a soli­
tary exception, or, as was said when it 
was shown that there were 320 vacant 
houses in Kingston, that this was a 
special mark of the displeasure of Provi- 
nence for neglecting, the author of the 
N. P., for Goderich had been among the 
towns that gave that policy a majority.

Sir Richard then took up the 

financial condition of Canada, and dis­
cussed it in all its bearings on the citizen. 
He showed the extravagance of the Con­
servative party by quoting the fact that 
Sir John and his ministry had in the 
years from 1868 to 1874 increased the ex­
penditure from thirteen anil a half mil­
lions to twenty-three and a-half millions, 
and as a contrast he noted that Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s Administration left office in 1878 
with an increase of scarcely 8200,000 a 
year after they had taken office. The 
reckless expenditures of past years are 
now being repeated, for although Sir 
John has been only about a year and a 
half in office, he lias increased the expen­
ditures by 81,600,000. To show the 
effect of this expenditure on the indivi­
dual, let it be remembered that the net 
expenditure of Canada is about 820,000,- 
000. Of this sum by the way, Ontario 
pays about three fifths, or 812,000,000. 
Taking five as the average in each family, 
it will he seen each head of a family is 
taxed 830 yearly for the purposes of the 
Dominion Government. This is a fed 
enough showing, but it must be borne in 
mind that this is not all, for the taxation 
is largely in excess of the amount that 
finds its way into the treasury of the 
Government. The tariff has been so 
framed tfet the greatest burden falls up­
on those with incomes of 8600 or less. A 
man on a salary i if 8600 per year has to 
devote at least one month’s wages to the 
payment of taxes irrespective of his muni­
cipal Assessment, and in the Maritime 
Provinces it will require six weeks or two 
months labor to meet the exactibns of 
the present tariff. If it is said in reply 
that our business has improved. We must 
ask why it has improved. There is an 
increased demand for our lumber in the 
United States, and our wheat finds a 
readier market in the Old Country. 
Neither one of these causes can in the 
remotest degree be traced to the N. 1'. 
We have passed through the depression. 
The Government was very extravagant 
from 1870 to 1873. We lived above our 
income, with the natural result. A re­
action came, bringing a depressed season. 
When Mr. Mackenzie was in office he de­
cided not to increase the burdens of the 
people, and in the last year of his admin­
istration the deficit was less than one per 
cent, of the net receipts. Sir John’s de­
ficits ranged from 60 per cent, to 25 and 
23 per cent, in the final years. The posi­
tion to-day justifies the policy of Mr. 

Had it been followed 
the Dominion to-day would have 
bpen able to pay its way.

SIR JOHN S INIOMPETENVY.

Sir Richard then went on to criticise 
Sir John as an administrator, taking his 
conduct of the Dejiartment of the In
terior as a theme. His abilities as a 
politician are in his makeshifts, His 
motto is never to do today what he can 
put off till to-morrow. The head of the 
Department of the Interior should fe a 
man of practical knowledge But the 
state of the present chief in that Depart­
ment is masterly inactivity, and this is a 
synonym for mischievous intermeddling 
on the part of subordinates.

The most strict, and severe and suspi­
cious persons, are precisely those who are 
most often deceived. Suspicion 18,80 
rarely directed aright, that cunning ils 
snore than a match for it ; and oppression 
ever begets cunning, which is the dwarf­
ed and deformed cleverness of the slave.

True Gentility,—Gentility is neither 
in birth, wealth, manner, nor fashion, 
but in the mind. A high sense of honor, 
determination never to take a mean ad­
vantage of another, and politeness to­
wards those with whom we have dealings, 
are the essential characteristics of a 
gentleman.

There is an elasticity in the human 
mind capable of bearing mnch, but which 
will not show itself until a certain weight 
be put upon it; its powers may be com­
pared to vehicles whose springs are so 
contrived that they get on smoothly 
enough when loaded, but jolt when they 
have nothing to bear.

There is an inconsistency in anger very 
common in life, which is, that those who 
are vexed to impatience are angry to see 
others less disturbed than themselves; 
but when others begin to rave, they im­
mediately see in them what they could 
not find in themselves ; the deformity and 
folly of useless rage.

How to Pay Church Debts.—There 
are two ways to pay a church debt. One 
is for the congregation to subscribe the 
money, at the cost of some self sacrifice, 
and pay the debt as people jiny any debt. 
The other way is to devise x-arious means 
to get somebody else to pay the debt, or 
to help pay it. Under this latter head 
come bazaars, concerts, and various en­
tertainments of one sort and another.
We have very little faith in this second 
»ay of paying a church debt. Not to 
speak of the gambling and cheating that 
have chaiacterized many such entertain­
ments, and brought indellible disgrace 
U|Hin the churches concerned in them, it 
is too costly a way of paying a debt.
The method was well /described by a 
Presbyterian elder as follows : “ N<
brethren, let us get up a supper and eat 
ourselves rich. Huy your food. Then 
give it to the church. Then go buy it 
back again. Then eat it up, and then— 
your church debt is |»id. ’’ This is a fair 
summing up of the whole thing. For 
«very dollar of the debt the church pays 
two dollars by this roundabout course 
and that, too, e-ithout reckoning the 
time and labor given to manage the en 
tertainments as worth anything. The 
hope of getting help from “outsiders” is 
generally delusive. In nine times out of 
ten the money will be found to have 
come out of the pockets of the congrega­
tion.^ Merely as a matter of dollars and 
cents, therefore, putting all moral con 

sidérations to one side, the cheapest way 
%o pay a church debt is to pay it out-and- 
out, and have done with it. A church 
that takes this course, moreover, ac­
quires a reputation in the community for 
straightforwardness and honor that is 
above all price, and a must efficient help 
in its religious work Still, if a church 

prefers to pay two dollars for one. and 
Us throw away precious time and strength.

terprising and successful dairymen carry 
on what is known as winter dairying. 
Every one cannot make better in winter, 
and the dairymen are compelled to do 
their businees in /the summer 
But no one is obliged to sell hie product 
as soon as it is made, unless it ie eo mad# 
that immediate eale ie necessary to pre­
serve it fro* deterioration. If butter is 
well made and well peeked it may be 
kept for six month» with perfect safety, 
and «orne expert» are convinced that the 
heat, made butter ripens and improves in 
flavor by keeping, because the'particular 
essential oils which give the aroma to 
good butter become slowly developed 
when the latter is perfectly well packed 
and preserved from the atmosphere. 
Fall-trade butter, from the fresh growth 
of grass which is now beginning to 
spring, aa the cool, dewy nights and sea­
sonable showers occur, is of as choice a 
quality as any. The success of the dairy 
business depends upon excellence of pro­
duct and sales made when the highest 
prices arc current. Doubtless the mere 
suggestion of these points will draw ma­
ture consideration to them from our in­
terested readers. 'v

Notes on Feeding Stock.—The food 
which is given to our domestic animals 
is two classes, one producing fat, and 
the other building up muscle and fiber. 
The condition of the animal depends not 
so much on what is eaten as upon what 
is digested and assimilated. The two 
operations constantly going on are the 
«destruction of exhausted portions of the 
tody and the building up of new tissues 
ie their place. What mgy be wholesome 
food for one kind of animal or for one 
individual, may not be so for another. 
Working horses and oxen must be fed 
on the most digestible food and that 
most capable of supplying the wasted 
tissues, muscles, bones and flesh. Dr. 
Volleker, a noted chemist, in the course 
of his inquiries on these points, found 
that cattle thrive better on cut straw than 
do horses; but sheep do not digest chaff 
as easily as horses do; that woody fiber 
of plants is hard to digest, but the soft 
produces fat. Straw cut and mixed 
with chaff, then steamed and mixed with 
cut beets, carrots, or parsnips, forms a 
good food for both cattle and horses. 
As a rule, horses require to have their 
food more condensed, that is, with less 
waste about it, than do cattle. Oats and 
grain are much better if crushed, parti­
cularly when they are to be fed to old 
horses. Bran, though nutritious, has 
too relaxing an effect upon the degestive 
organs, and must be used carefully. 
Musty food Injures live stock, especially 
horses,’making them kiwrt of breath. It 
pays to steam food on a large scale f°r 
dairy purposes. The amount of water 
contained in common food is surprising; 
hay has from 14 to 10 percent., dry grain 
the same, greenfodder 75 to 80 per cent, 
potatoes 75 per cent., and turnips 91 per 
cent.

Even in the sacred atmosphere of Rome 
itsett beatda were the objects of const 
durable discussion Different Pope# laid 
down different rules on the subject.

In France the final 
triumph of beards dates from the renais­
sance, when the example net by the great 
“•“«•i who largely indulged in these 
appendages, was closely followed by the 
sovereign and other magnates of the land.

FORMS OF LIGHTNING.

A flash of lightning is a very large 
•park of electricty; just the same thing 
that one sees given by an electric 
chine in natural philosophy, the only 
difference being that the best machines 
will not give a spark more than a yard 
long, while some flashes of lightning 
have been estime ted to be several miles 
in length.

Various names have been given to 
these sparks in the sky, according to 
their appearance, though in reality the 
several kinds are one and the same 
thing.

On a warm, auummer evening, one 
often sees the clouds of the horixon 
lighted with brilliant glows of lightning 
unaccompanied by any sound of thun­
der.

This appearance is called “heat 
lightning" and the warm weather is often 
assigned as its cause. In point of fact, 
the heat lightning is only tlyri of a 

Vshower so far off that, while the observer 
can see the flash, no sound of thunder 
reaches him, and the intervening clouds 
veil and reflect till it becomes a glow in­
stead of the sharp streak usually 
seen.

Where the flash starting from one 
point, branches out and divides into se­
veral parts, it has received the name 
‘ ‘forked lightning. ” This is usually seen 
when the discharge is near the obser­
ver.

. Single flashes bearing a zigzag or 
crinkled aspect are dominated “chain or 
zigzag lightning," probably from their re­
semblance to a chain thrown loosely 
on the ground.

Again, when several discharges occur 
from about the same place at the same 
time, and are screened by rain or storm 
ao as to light the heavens with a broad 
bright glow, the title “sheet lightning,” 
is applied.

These four comprise all the common 
forms. There is, however, one rare 
manifestation, called “ball lightning. ” 
In this phenomenon, a small globe of 
apparent fire very slowly rolls along the 
ground, and after a time suddenly ex­
plodes, scattering destruction around.

There are but few instances of this on 
record, and no very satisfactory explan­
ation has ever been accounted for this 
curious appearance.

HISTORY OF THE BEARD.

In the earliest pagan times the primitive 
deities were represented with majestic 
beards. In France they played a great 
role from the reign of Pharamond down­
wards. Under Clovis* indeed, the beard 
of the king was an object of peculiar ven­
eration, and, indeed, every individual 
was more or less sensitive regarding hie 
beard. It is related that, after the great 
battle of Tolbiac, Clovis sent a deputa­
tion to the defeated Alaric requesting 
him to come and touch the victor’s beard 
as a token of lus alliance. Far from aC- 

* cepting the invitation in the spirit in 
which it was offered, the enraged King 
of the Hons seized the Frankish emis­
saries by their beards and hauled them 
out of the room by their revered locks.

In subsequent 
reigns the beard waa the object of numer­
ous enactments, and the fashion of wear­
ing it was changed as frequently. Some­
times it was worn long, sometimes dose 
dipped, now peeked, now plaited, or 
even decorated with pearls and gold trin­
kets.

VOTE OF CONDOLENCE.

At the foot of West street, and on the 
edge x>f the dock at Goderich, is located 
the largest and best appointed flouring 
niill in the Province of Ontario. In the 
fall of 1873, the work of erecting this 
mammoth institution was commenced 
by the enterprising proprietors, Messrs. 
Ogilvie A Hutchison, and business was 
begun in the fall of 1874, but much was 
not done until 1875, owing to lack of 
power. In the fall of 1876

A POWERFUL engine ■«
manufactured by Corliss, of Providence, 
il. I., tiie maker of the great Centennial 
engine, was placed in the mill, and 
since that time the work has been 
prosecuted with unabated vigoiynpid ho 
want of power has been experienc 
ed. Tli* engine is a 300 horse power, 
capable @>f working to a much liigher 
pitch’, ahd is of the handsomest and most 
improved style. The size of the cylinder 
is 28x60 inches, and the power is applied 
to the shaft by a 3-foot belt, t)8 feet long 
oassing over a pulley and, balance wheel 
measuring 221 feet ill diameter, and 
weighing over 28 tons. The steam is 
supplied by one sot of 4 horizontal 
boilers, three of which are 14 feet long 
liy 5 feet shell, ahd the other 14 feet 
li.nu "with 31 feet shell, and also by one 
pair of Corliss uprights, 7 S feet shell and 
20 feet long, each containing 248 tubes, 
ami being of 141 horse power. Either 
of these seta run the mill, the former 
being adapted more especially for bitu­
minous. and the latter for anthracite coal. 
The total cost of the boilers and engine 
was @10,000. Draft is obtained by 
means of a chimney 100 feet in height, 
placed on a foundation 22 feet in diam­
eter, and 14 in depth. The chimney and 
connections were constructed at a cost 
of @3.000. About 00,000 bricks were 
used in the construction of the chimney, 
and tlie foundation took 38 cords of stone. 
The flue is 3 ft. 10 in. square, and is in- 
ilejiendent of the chimney, so as to make 
allowance fin: contraction and expansion. 
The consumption of coal during 24 hours 
is from!) to. 10 tons of bituminous or 
from 7J to 8 of anthracite, although the 
engine Is considered to be a very econo­
mical high pressure engine both on ciel 
and oil. The neatness of the engine 
room, and the brightness of the machin­
ery testified that the engineer and his 
assistants arc thoroughly up to their 
business. Mr. Charles Mitchell, former­
ly of Providence, is the chief engineer, 
witli Mr. James Stewart, of Goderich, 
2nd engineer, and they fire aided bv two 
firemen. The speed is 51À revolutions a 
minute, carrying from 60 to 65 lbs of 
steam. The engine room is 60x30 feet 
and the boiler house is 60 x 50. The 
basement floor contains the shafting and 
pulleys and the packing room.

THE FLOURING DEPARTMENT 
is under the supervision of Mr. F. A. 
Kent, who lias been in the employ of the 

•firm for something like" two years, and 
he is assisted by eight subordinates. On 
the first floor is the grinding room, con­
taining 14 run of stones. The stones arc 
from the factory of Noyes & Co., Buffalo, 
and are from French blocks. To fa­
cilitate grinding all the newest appli- 
.ncus, such as silent feeders, exhausts and 

fans are used tut the premises. On the 
second floor are two decorticators, from 
the works of Yanburgh & Co"., Roches­
ter N. Y. and two, cockle machines, 
of Kurth's manufacture. This floor also 
contains part of the bolting apparatus. 
On the third floor the principal part of 
the bolting capacity is found, consisting 
of 24 reels and double conveyers. Two 
large purifiers are also on this flat, to­
gether with bran rollers, two separators, 
two brush machines, &c. On the fourth 
floor are the coolers, three large bran 
dusters and four purifiers.
THE MACHINERY, ELEVATORS AND BELTING 
in the mill is a perfect network, and all 
the American and European improve­
ments have been introduced. The small 
machinery is driven by a 22-inch double 
belt, which cost about @550.

THE ELEVATOR
is a remarkable structure. The two

by Messrs. John and W. Wat*on Ogilvie, 
of Montreal, and Mr. Matthew Hutchi­
son, the energetic resident partner and 
manager at Goderich. An excellent 
staff of capable employees are also in con­
nection, and in addition to those already 
mentioned, we must not omit the name 
of Mr. 8. A. McGaw, the efficient book­
keeper, who has held position under the 
Co. for nearly five years. The firm is 
well represented on the local market, by 
Mr. James Sharp, who lias been in the 
service for about three yeaia. -^toge­
ther some forty hands are employed in 
the mill and salt block, and over @300 a 
week are paid out in wages. The money 
placed in circulation through the instru­
mentality of the “Big Mill’’ is of great 
importance to the welfare of Goderich, 
and the people in town should see to it 
that no obstacle be thrown in the way 
of its future success, but that every effort 
should be made, to encourage it in the 
time to come, so that it may go on 
“ prospering and to prosper.”

basement storeys are stone, on the top 
of which is built 70 feet of woodwork, 
constructed of 8 x 2 inch plank, securely 
nailed one oil top of the other. The 
inner partitions, dividing the elevator 
into 46 bins, are built of 6 x 2 incli plank 
laid in the same manner. The elevator 
lias a capacity of nearly 200,000 bushels, 
and the wheat is elevated from the 
vessels and railroad cars through the 
medium of a 35-liorse power engine lo­
cated in tlie basement. Every facility 
is afforded for handling grain, a branch 
of tlie G; T. R. running to tlie mill, and 
there is also a shipping capacity of over 
100 tons a day. Over 750 barrels of 
flour per diem can lie turned out by the 
mill.

THE BENEFIT TO THE TOWN AND COUNTRY 
conferred by tlie mill cannot be oser es-1 
timated. Last year 120,000 bushels o 
grain from the adjoining district found 
ready purchase at the mill, at the highest 
market price, and in addition thereto a 
large quantity of wheat had to be im­
ported from outside points. The flour 
manufactured at the mill bears an A 1 
reputation in Liverpool and Glasgow, as 
well as on the home market. At the 
time of writing, from 1,600 to 3,000 
bushels of wheat per day are being pur­
chased for the mill on the local market 
and even this enormous quantity is not 
sufficient to satisfy all requirements. At 
present the price paid at the Mill is with­
in 2c of that paid in Toronto, and a great­
er "deviation from city prices than 6c a 
bushel never exists. In addition to the 
quantity of wheat bought on the Gode­
rich market, buyers representing the mill 
are located at different points along the 
Lake Shore, with instructions to buy up 
and forward all that they can possibly

By a Ilimbling Correspondent :
Having had occasion to travel over 

large portion of Bruce county, calling 
at a number of villages and towns, we 
though we might give you a few items 
which may be of interest to some of ytrar 
readers, who feel an interest in the 
“weal and woe” of our sister county. 
One of the first conclusions we came to 
was, the farmers have had a better time 
this year than they have had for the 
last two or three years. They seem to 
have a kiiuf^f a satisfied look, with the 
excepting of «orne iioor fellow* who have 
had a hard row of it, those who arç al 
ways in the back ground, no biattel 
what their choices are. From inquiry 
Wb learned the crops have been good, 
with the exception of spring wheat, 
which was a great failure. The pea 
bug (a pest our Huron farmers need no 
explanation about) is yet a stranger to 
the greater part of Bruce.

Tlie results accruing from this prosperi­
ty is very favorable to collectors. Those 
who have had occasion to do a little in 
this line during the last few years pro­
bably can endorse the experience of a 
fellow sufferer. If the debtor saw the 
man he owed coming he generally took 
tæcasioii to step into some place where 
he had no particular business; or, if his 
jxjsition was that he had to meet him, 
it was with flushed face and a sorrowful 
story. Now and then the dunner would 
come across a man who would revive his 
drooping spirits by telling him he would 
send some money in a few weeks; but 
their weeks generally turned into 
months. But now we are glad to say 
good days have dawned again, and we 
believe better times are coining. Prices 
for grain ZUld produce keep apace with 
Goderich prices. A large quantity of 
wheat has been sown this fall which 
looks exceedingly well. The merchants 
and mechanics throughout the county 
are doing a very fair business. Some 
places, such as Tiverton would be much 
brisker were they favored with railroad 
facilities, (better than Goderich lias). 
Tiverton is surrounded by a very fine 
country, and an excellent class of fann­
ers. The vicinity north of Bervie is# 
infested with bears, which are supposed 
to have been driven from northern 
swamps by recent tires ; one was seen 
last Wednesday, Oct. 13th, by two young 
men who were coon hunting. They came 
within about a rod of a huge one, who 
sat up and looked at them as if he was 
“monarch of all he surveyed.’’ The 
young men being (manned, beat a hasty 
retreat, but they were soon j.fined by a 
company who were armed w ith weapons 
such as forks, axes and guns, your hum­
ble servant being one of the number and 
boldly carried a fork. We were all 
anxious to w in laurels, and fye able to 
relate to our great grand children, “We 
killed a bear. ” But we were disapj>oint- 
ed when we reached the place where 
our guides had encountered “old Bruin,” 
to find the spot was bare where the bear 
had been, and after a fruitless search; 
we struck off in Indian file for home, with 
the poor satisfaction of saying we had a 
bear hunt.

DREADFUL CALAMITY
GAL

IN BEN-

London, Sept. 25.
The SUmdard’a Bombay corresiMindent, 

telegraphing this morning, says:—The 
following intelligence has been received 
here with regard to the disaster at Naini 
Tal:—Rain began falling heavily on the 
evening of Friday last. Jt kept pouring 
steadily in an uninterrupted flow until 
Saturday afternoon, when the gauge 
showed a fall of five inchesin forty hours. 
The effect of such an enormous mass of 
water pouring down the confined settle­
ment, which is simply a basin formed by 
the circle of hills, can be imagined. All 
the mads were cut to pieces. In the 
forenoon of Saturday it was rumoured 
that the Victoria Hotel was iu a danger­
ous state.

The landslip («cured at the spur be­
hind the hotel, and resulted in the col­
lapse of the upper line, together with the 
outhouses and a portion of the back pre­
mises. The ala nil was given to the visi­
tors staying in the hotel, who took shel­
ter elsewhere. The main building, how­
ever, remains standing unimpaired. Al­
though the landslip had been slight, 
about thirty natives connected with the 
hotel and one European child were bur­
ied in the ruins. Commissioner Taylor, 
with the police and a band of labourers, 
was quickly on the spot, and were joined 
by a working [>arty from the military 
depot under the command of Captain 
Balderstone.

About half-past one (/clock Naini Tal 
was startled by a sudden and sullen roar 
louder than a simultaneous crash of 
heavy guns. A rumbling followed, and 
then an ominous silence. Vast clouds 
of dust rose, enveloping in a dense 
shroud large tracts of ground. From 
the hotel outwards to the assembly 
rooms and the lake the4rhole place shook 
as though an earthqakd" had occurred. 
The lake rose in a moment far above its 
usual height and swept in a massive way 
towards the weir. All was still for a 
moment, and then came down in one fell 
swoop an enormous mass of land, bury­
ing the hotel and the gallant band be­
hind it, covering the roads, gardens, and 
shops, together with the assembly rooms 
and all the other buildings in the place.

Assistant Commissary Taylor and sev­
eral local police and labourers at once 
rendered assistance and sent for the 
military, who came directly under the 
command of Captain Balderstone. Till 
1:30 the work of extricating the dead and 
wounded had proceeded, when sudden­
ly the whole precipitous cliff overhang­
ing them fell With a tremendous roar, 
burying at oncaVhe hotel," tie military 
party, the assembly rooms, library, or­
derly room, the road and garden in the 
Centre Station. Almost every soul in 
the building and the immediate vicinity 
was entombed. The place shook as if an 
earthquake had happened, and the wa­
ters of the lake were driven in an immen­
se wave’ towards the men on the opposite 
shorfe.

A Daily Neirs’ Lahore correspondent 
says Colonel Taylor, R, E., Consulting 
Engineer, and Lieutenant Robinson, of 
the 33rd Regiment, are also among those 
killed at Naini Tal.
