One renort 
that reached Toronto, was that the 
Owen Sound steamboat express had 
been wrecked, and there were inanÿ 
inquiries at the newspaper officies. 
General Superintendent O’Burne with 
a staff of physicians left on the rfeliet 
train for the scene of the wreck. Thé 
news of the accident reached the city 
shortly after it occurred, hut for some 
time no information as to the num­
ber of dead1 and" injured could be got. 
The wires were down, and the street 
rumor placed the dead as high as 
twenty.

Excitement Among Friends.
There was great excitement among 

those who expected friends on incom'- 
ifig C. P. R. trains, and to relieve the 
tension the Superintendent’s staff se­
cured a fist of indentified dead and 
injured at the earliest possible mot 
ment. A relief train, consisting of an 
engine and three cars, together with 
the wrecking apparatus, left Toronto 
Junction and brought in the injured. 
Drs. Beattie and Glendening accom­
panied the train, taking with them 
a corps of nurses, who care for thé 
more seriously hurt. The injured were 
taken to the western hospital, where 
the bivic authorities had given orderp

that they be cared for.
The .Official Statement.

The operating officials of the C.P.R. 
sj-atc Ab_at tiie train seas timed to 1er.-.- 
Markdale at 6.30 in charge of Engin­
eer Hart. About 3.00 the train puliecj 
into Orangeville" on Hour late. When 
it left that town it was crowded to ità 
utmost capacity. The run from 
Orangeville was down the grade of 
the Caledon mountain, and the acci­
dent took platie nine pines from Or­
angeville. Thé two coaches that turn­
ed upside down were completely de­
molished, and the two next to them 
were badly smashed. The track was 
not torn up, although the rails wef'è 
twisted. Among the injured were: M. 
K- Richardson, ex-M.P. of Flesherton, 
who had a bad scalp wound ' when 
piffled from under the wreck. Policé 
Magistrate Rutherford, of Shelburne, 
had a miraculous escape. Mr. and 
Mrs. Douglas, of Markdale, father and 
mother of A. C. Douglas, a druggist 
of Orangeville, are among the badly 
injured.

Few from Orangeville Injured.
FeW people from Orangëvllle were 

injured, the car containing them hav­
ing remained on the track. Specta­
tors say that the train which came 
around the curve was going at a great 
rate of speed when it leaped the track 
Thé engineer and firemen jumped, but 
were badly hurt. The two foremost 
coachès turned upside down and were 
badly smashed It was in these 
coaches that the fatalities occurred. 
Immediately on receipt of the news 
of the accident, Dr. James Henry and 
Dr. T. M. Henry, Dr."Carson and Dr. 
F. Kyle were sent out from Orange- 
villé and Dr. McPhedran, of Caledon, 
was quickly on the scene. They did 
all they could for the relief of the 
injured. Among theke were quite a 
dumber of women and children.

Stettier Family Has Practically 
Completed Its Invention and 

Will Show it Soon.

STRIKE Wednesday’s Daily.
Stettjer, Sept. 3—The Independent 

says: Rut a few short years since 
the man' who was "known to be a be­
liever in flying machines, was laugh­
ed at even by liis intimate acquaint­
ances. But all that has passed as the 
restait of • the more or less successful 
attempts at aerial .navigation which 
have become more frequent. Aero­
nauts of many nationalities bave 'or 
years been experimenting upon var­
ious kinds of air craft, and each has 
learned lessons from the others’ fail­
ures and mistakes'

Within a few miles of Stettier lives 
a family by' the name Of Underwood, 
wlio are of an inventive torn pf mind. 
Mr. Underwood, sr., whs" the inven­
tor of the first rotary plow in use in 
the world. He invented this impie1- 
inent some thirty years since, hn<J 
later sold the patent to the John 
Deere company, who have it upon 
the market. It has many advant­
ages over other plows, and six horses 
can hapdle -with ease this ten disc 
implement, which plows a strip five 
feet wide. In addition to this, lie and 
his thrdé sons have' invented a num­
ber of other articles^ sortie of which 
have been stolen from them by un­
principled m6n. For the last ten or 
fifteen years the three sons, viz..John 
B., Elmer A., and George T. Under­
wood, have devoted a great portion 
of their time to the perfecting of an, 
airship. Having heard so much of 
Alberta's sunny climate and knowing 
thfct the ptipulâtioii wfere chiefly farm-; 
ers who Would be more likely to ridi­
cule than pry Into their Invention, 
they jnovod here from1 the. United 
States last year b mi have been hard 
at work upon their invention in a 
thick dump of trees near the farm 
house.

Antwerp, Sept, 3—The rioting be­
tween thé local police and striking 
dock laborers has broken out afresh 
and is rapidly assuming affirming 
proportions.

GOLD OUTPUT UNDER $3,000,006.

Pa., and not to the engineer in 
charge at thy bridge as it was taken for 
granted it had been. The telegram was 
sent- on Thursday and read practically

“Do not place any more load on Que­
lle bridge at present. Better look into 
it at once.”

This message reached Phoenixville on 
Thursday afternoon, the day of the tra­
gedy. John S. Deans, the Company's 
chief engineer, was out and the tele 
gram remained on his desk until five 
«r’cfoct when he returned.

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PAID $375,000 FOR COAL LANDS.
Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 3.—A syndi­

cate of English capitalists, headed by 
Mr. R. A. Alley, of the Alley Steam­
ship Company, operating steamers 
between Vancouver and New Zea­
land, has just acquired 365 acres of 
coal lands, adjoining the Dunsmuir 
coal mines at Wellington, four miles 
fro:n Nanaimo, Vancouver Island, 
fhc vendors were the West Welling­
ton Colliery Company, of which Al­
derman Heaps of this city is a lead­
ing shareholder, and the considera­
tion was $375,000 cash.

the ownership will be vested in a 
company with a capital of £106,000 as 
soon as the legal formalities are com­
plied with. Besides supplying the 
Alley steamers with coal for fuel pur­
poses thé colliery will sell its surplus 
produet in the open piarket. The 
quantity of coal consumed in the 
round trip between here and New 
Zealand varies from 2.500 to 3.000 
tons.

Mr. Mi»- 
Nichoi remarked lhat it was the fleet 
he had heard of it. and then added 
vNo; there is nothing in the report 
We are busy lowering grades on on' 
present line, and are hot bothering 
with the Yellowbead pass route.”

LABOR DEMONSTRATION WAS A 
MARKED SUCCESS.

Even the weether-man, who has 
been a rather uncertain personage 
this year, favored the representatives 
of organized labor on their annual 
mustering of forces yesterday. The 
weather conditions were ideal, balmy 
airs and radiant sunshine lending 
their own attraction to the holiday.

Before the hour of the parade Jas­
per avenue was lined—in places rai­
sed, with people out .to see the union 
boys march past. Hundreds of wom­
en looked with pride at their union-, 
held husbands and sweethearts. The 
small folk were out in their best coats 
and pinafores, eyeing the parade with 
all the child heart’s delight in shows, 
and marching ih strong force close to 
the band, whose lively tunes have 
perennial charm for the little men.

Led by Band.
Led by the imposing Grand Mar­

shal, the Citizens’ Band, wearing 
white coats and jaunty peaked caps, 
opened the procession, pigging airy 
marching tunes selected to put the 
holiday crowds in festive mood.

In rapid succession and with a 
goodly showing of numbers came the 
cigar-makers’ union, the blacksmiths’ 
union and the federal laborers’ union. 
The blacksmiths, a stalwart lot of 
men wearing leather aprons, were 
cheered more than once as they 
swung along with muscular grace. 
Then came the sheet-metal workers, 
the lathers and plasterers, the white- 
coated latter force “bringing out in- 
teréstedtoomment from the bystanders 
who seemed surprised that tiiete were 
so many workmen of this body in 
town.

Carpenters’ Fine Showing.
The Amalgamated Society of Car-, 

penters and the local union of Car­
penters taken in all gave an array of 
sturdy, brisk-moving workmen who 
looked quite capable of coping with 
the record building year that Edmon­
ton is now boasting of.

The Electrical Workers had the 
finest float in the parade. It was made 
up in the civic yards, and would have 
done credit to any of the largest cities 
in the East. A great deal of care had 
evidently been expehded upon it, 
while undoubted taste was visible in 
its arrangement. On the lo.ng irqck 
two high poles had been erected with 
caales strung between, from which 
an arc light depended, flanked by 
lèverai handsome smaller lights.

Fine Civic Electric Float.
Two electricians sat on# the cross- 

trees high up on the poles busily 
engaged on their assumed labor. Froin 
time to time an electric bell, worked 
by a switch on the ' forward pole 
and a storage battery, clanged out a 
signal that cnliyened the somewhat 
quiet crowds and streets. The poles, 
the truck and long, projecting pieces 
of wood were draped in red, white 
and blue bunting. Small flags were 
everywhere in evidence, the Union 
Jack and the Stars arid Stripeis ward­
ing the wind with their vivid colors 
at the end of the cross-pieces. On 
the sides of the float, picked out in 
small electric lamps were the mono- 
;ram letters of the union—I. U. E. 
W. Behind the float marched about 
30 men of the union.

The building laborers’ union liko 
the carpenters and plastirerg were 
out in great numbers, walking along 
with jaunty Step' that indicated the 
holiday mood of the men.

Men Who Set up News.
The Typographical Union wore 

their blue ribbons proudly, à serious- 
faced body of men, *ho seemed to 
realize that the events of the world 
might as well not happen, for all the 
interest there would be in them, it 
their workers the world over did not 
set up the stories, in cold type and 
thën scatter them broadcast to the 
world.

The plumbers’ union did not make 
a great showing as far as numbers 
went, but they made as in other cities 
a splendid showing individually—a 
group of well-groomed, well-set-up 
men who carried themselves with an 
air that said plainly as words—“We 
are a quite important factor in every­
day life; don’t ÿour purses tell you 
so?”

The barbers and tailors excited 
about as much interest as any other 
union among the men in the crowds. 
Those men had a great deal to do 
with the sartorial turnout of the aver­
age man, and the men in the crowd 
paid particular attention tô them pas­
sing.

The car-repairers in blue denim 
sui‘s marched briskly along, proudly 
aware of the importance of all railway 
workers in a new country.

Anything connected ' with Edmon­
ton as a city makes a fine showing on 
parade, and the fire department’s 
turn-out, like the civic electricians’ 
float, was fine.

Fine Fire Department.
First came Fire Chief Davidson and 

assistant behind a handsome dappled 
gray coach horse, and behind were 
the hose wagon, the ladder truck 
wagon and a mammoth engine—all 
shining to the last degree in their 
handsome metal finishings; all man­
ned, too, by agile firemen resplen­
dent in their new uniforms. Follow­
ing these were the business floats. 

The Campbell Floats.
The tradesmen’s floats were few, the 

palm eaffily .being carried on by the 
C. W. Campbell Company. The show­
ing made by this firm of bakers and 
fruiterers wa. exceptionally good and 
with its fine colors made a pleasing 
end to the procession. It consisted— 
first of a huge hay-wagon whose tall 
rack was festooned with gay bunting 
and rows upon rows of Chinese lan­
terns and .small banners. Here and 
there small sheaves o'} grain ti<?d to 
the rack made an appropriate summer 
decoration. '

This was followed by a small ex- 
p "3s wagon, also finely decorated, 
and containing a couple of huge wed­
ding cal es that quite overtopped in 
size the pretty golden-haired child 
wbo sat between them. A delivery 
wagon belonging to the same firm and 
a massive railway delivery truck pil­
ed up with a Wealth of golden bana­
nas completed the display made by 
this enterprising firm.

Tradeemen’e Displays.
The Edmonton Dairy and the Sas­

katchewan Coal Company had deco­
rated delivery wagons oat in line to 
keep people in mind of their houses. 
The. First Class Meat Market and Ed­
monton Steam Laundry were at so 
there in fine visible evidence of their 
existence.

Stratheona beer had a fine adver-1 
tisement in its float, which consisted 
of a huge hogshead swathed in bdnds 
of red, white and blue bunting. Some 
of the employees stood near with an 
occasional bottle of beer to give away.

Two humorous displays were the 
Cadillac automobile with its inscrip­
tion that “Everybody worked' but 
Sister Ann; She drives a Cadillac”— 
and the float put in by Larose & 
Bell. This Horse Exchange was rep­
resented by a very tiny pony drawing 
a very small cart in which two very 
juvenile folk sat.

Here and there through the parade 
the mounted assistants Of the marshal 
rode lending variety to the scene.

Before over (wo thousand spectat­
ors that almost completely filled the 
large grand stand and h host of others 
that lined ttfe fences at the exhibition 
grounds yesterday afternoon the Lab­
or day sports were pulled off with 
the most beautiful weather conditions 
and a combination of other favorable 
circumstances that tended to make 
the day a red-letter one in the history 
of Edmonton labor unionism.

From the call of the football match 
in the forenoon till the last event of 
the day at the grounds everything 
passed off without. a hitch and re­
flected great credit on all who were 
connected with the management. The 
most interesting events of the after­
noon were the pony and hose races, 
the relay race, the Victoria Cross 
race and the tug of war. The last, 
involving as it did eight of the differ­
ent unions ,was perhaps the most ex 
citing event of the day, and the win­
ners received hearty applause.

In the forenoon the football and 
lacrosse matches were watched by a 
fairly large number of spectators but 
the big crowds did not coine till the 
afternoon.

Following were the sports :
Football Match.

The football match played bîtweeu 
eleven and twelve o’clock, resulted 
in a victory for Edmonton by a score 
of 6 to 3. In the first half the only 
score was from a drop kick by tilt 
Edmonton full back, Tucker, who 
notched up three points. In the sec­
ond half Reid,of Edmonton, first cros­
sed the line and shortly before time 
Judge, of Stratheona, did the same. 
Each try for goal failed so each took 
a further count of three points only, 
malting the entire score 6 to 3 in 
favor of Edmonton. During the sec 
ond half Bissett, of Strathcqna, also 
crossed the line, but by the ruling 
of the referee the bajl was back o! 
the twenty-five yard.Mfce and did not 
count. Tliis decision met With some 
objection by Stratheona, but it could 
not be over-ruled. A. G. Graham 
was referee.

INVESTIGATING BRIDGE HORROR
Quebec, Sept. 2.—President Parent, 

of the Quebec bridge company, -has 
spent most of the last two days at 
the wreck, and to-day was joined by 
Messrs. Holgatc and Kerry, of Mont­
real, who have been appointed by the 
Dominion government to undertake 
the inquiry, while Mr. Galbraith, of 
Toronto, the third member of the 
board, is expected to arrive to-mor­
row. Parent stated that as a result 
of the examination, the officials are 
convinced the accident w a s caused by 
the superstructure of the bridge, as 
it was apparent that the masonry was 
in perfect condition. Indeed, it was 
extraordinary that the piers and abut­
ments could have held together with­
out fault in face of so terrific a catas­
trophe. Although careful watch has 
been kept, both at the bridge and in 
the river below, no more bodies have 
been recovered, and it is believed that 
most oi the sixty-one missing are still 
pinned under the wreckage, two hun­
dred feet below the surface of the 
river.

William Wilson, of Montreal, fath­
er of Albert Alexander Wilson, who 
was killed, arrived in the city in search 
of information regarding his son’s 
death. Wilson stated that his son 
had been working on the bridge for 
the past eight months with another 
young man from Montreal. Some 
time ago the other man became alarm­
ed at the way in which bridge was 
going, and had urged young Wilson 
to leave it, and . seek safer employ­
ment, Young Wilson had desired to 
hold out until Labor Day and then 
return to Montreal. The other work­
man refused and returned safe to 
Montreal, while Wilson was killed a 
few days before he hart decided to 
leave.

THE THREAT OF THE MAGNATES.
The Life Underwriters Association 

of Canada held a convention in To­
ronto a few days ago "when the presi­
dent, Mr. G. H. Allen, relieved him­
self of some glowing thoughts which 
should be stored up in the public 
memory. The theme of the address 
was the report of the Royal Commis­
sion on Life Insurance; its purpose 
was to demonstrate thatthe report was 
a most unsatisfactory document from 
the view-point of the insurance mag­
nate; and its conclusion foreshadowed 
a political activity altogether dissoci­
ated from the business of life insur­
ance and insurance agents. The gist 
of the address is contained in the 
following extract :—

"The details of the report of the 
"Commission and the draft bill have 
"been so fully canvassed in the insur- 
“ance press that I will not allude to 
“them. Suffice it to say that in spite 
"of the thinly-disguised and even 
“open hostility of the daily press, 
“you, gentlemen, went undaunted in- 
“to the fight lor your companies and 
"the right, with the result that over 
“200,000 additional people in this 
"country were, through your efforts, 
"convinced of the inestimable bene- 
"fits of life insurance in 1906. That, 
“gentlemen, is one answer to the 
“Royal Commission. You will sup­
plement that answer in detail to 
“your representatives at Ottawa at 
"the proper time.”

If the concluding sentence of this 
hostile announcement means any­
thing at all it means that war is to 
be made -bn the Government and the 
members of parliament who were re­
sponsible for the appointment of the 
Insurance Commission, and hence in­
directly responsible for the report. 
This is about what was to be expect­
ed. It happened in New York state, 
which Mr. Allen couples with Russia 
as the twin-centres of, tyranny where 
alone can be found precedents for the 
recommendations of the Commission. 
It has happened in every country on 
earth where society has undertaken 
self-protection by placing legislative 
limitations upon the freedom of cer­
tain classes. These obections are- 
particularly strenuous when the leg­
islation lops off a practice long in­
dulged, and most strenuous of all 
when such practice was strongly in. 
the interest of the practitioner and 
correspondingly disadvantageous to 
the public. That the insurance man­
agers, and still less the insurance 
manipulators, would welcome the re­
commendations of the Commission 
with glad acclaim was a supposition 
altogether foreign to both history 
and logic; and to suppose that they 
would refrain from making war upon 
those who had been instrumental in 
making public their methods or in 
suggesting amendments, was to sup­
pose that they differed in character 
from similar offenders foreign and do­
mestic. The Commission is of course 
beyond the reach of all but their 
criticism; but the Government by 
whom the Commission was appointed 
and the members of parliament who 
sanctioned the appointment are both 
within reach of the ballot-box. Where­
fore the underwriters are invited to 
go after them.

That these gentlemen are hostile to 
the bill suggested by the Commission 
is about the best possible reaion 
why Parliament should adopt the 
measure and why the public should 
support the members in doing so. By 
virtue of their office and by the obli­
gations of their business the insur­
ance magnates represent the Insur­
ance Companies first and the public 
second, and where the interests op­
pose, are bound to represent the com­
panies against thé public; the' Gov­
ernment and the members of Parl- 
liament by virture of their obligations 
and by political necessity represent 
the public first and the Insurance 
Companies second, and where the in­
terests oppose, are bound to repre­
sent the public as against the com­
panies. The insurance men are ad­
vocates pleading for privileges to 
carry on a certain business in a cer­
tain manner; the business of Parlia­
ment is to see that they are not per­
mitted to do so in a manner prejudi­
cial to the public interests. The 
Royal Commission was chosen by 
Parliament as its agent and as such 
recommended a measure designed to 
safeguard the public. The defects of 
that measure from the public stand 
point are not likely to be unduly em­
phasized by the insurance men; 
while the strictures it proposes to 
place upon practices inimical to the 
public interest but advantageous :o 
the companies, are just as certain to 
be singled out, emphasized and com­
batted by them. Parliament would

THE JAP INFLUX.
The objection of the people of the 

Coast cities to the Japanese influx is 
not founded on present ' industrial 
conditions. It is not because there is 
no'work there to be done, nor because 
the Japanese arc physically or by dis­
position unfitted to do the work. 
Rather the contrary. Work is plen­
tiful and the Japanese are both wil­
ling and able to do it. Millmen, lum­
bermen, mine operators, railway com­
panies are calling for help and the 
Japanese are both anxious and cap­
able to fill he demand.. Unlike the 
Hindoo who was constitutionally un­
fitted to live and work in the more 
rigorous climate of our northern lati­
tudes, the Jap is bom in those lati­
tudes. Whereas the Hindoo was an 
absolute stranger to the appliances 
and methods of Canadian industrial 
life the Jap has been used to indus­
trial pursuits at home in many cases, 
and besides displays an adaptability 
altogether foreign to the Hindoo. The 
Hindoo was condemned largely 
through pity, in the belief that he 
had been lured to a country for 
which he was unsited; the Japanese 
requires no such pity and is objected 
to on altogether different grounds.

One reason for the strenuous op­
position to the present influx is 
simply that it is an influx. Not that 
hostility would be shown to a similar 
movement of white and desirable im­
migrants; but the present new-comers 
not being desirable, their undesirable- 
uess is increased according to their 
number. As one Vancouver paper 
puts it, "There are forty-five millions 
of him,” and on one knows how many 
of them want to come to British 
Columbia. Recognizing this fact and 
the remarkable rapidity with which 
they have flocked into the province 
during the past few months the Coast 
people are disposed to think there is 
some authority or influence behind 
the scenes and that the inrush in­
stead of being a voluntary movement 
of those seeking better conditions* on 
their own responsibility, is being en­
gineered by some unknown power, 
perhaps for reasons far other than 
simply the betterment of the condi­
tions of the immigrants. This sus­
picion of an unseen force governing 
the movement has created a feeling 
of uneasiness and uncertainty in the 
public mind which the continuance 
of the rush might easily convert into 
popular alarm and even into social 
and industrial panic.

Representations have been made to 
the Federal government and the Pre­
mier is said to have already called 
the attention of Japan to an agree­
ment by which the government of 
that country bound itself to permit 
only a'stipulated number of Japanese 
to migrate to Canada each year. This 
is complicated, however, by the fact 
that the Japs do not come direct 
from Japan to Canada, but go first 
to the Hawaiian Islands and thence 
to Vancouver and Victoria. The 
islands being United States territory 
the Japanese Government of course 
has' no authority over Japanese resi­
dents in the Islands to keep them 
from going wherever they please. Ap­
parently no limit is placed upon the 
number of Japs who may migrate to 
the Islands. Except an immigrant 
for the Islands admits his intention 
of proceeding to Canada it is diffi­
cult to see how the Canadian Gov­
ernment could prevail on the Japan­
ese Government to prevent him going 
to the United States’ colony.

Another difficulty is the Japanese 
commercial treaty with Great Britain 
and which was ratified by Canada. 
This guarantees the subjects of each 
country against interference or dis­
crimination in the territory of the 
other. Presumably however the 
agreement between Canada and Ja­
pan limiting Jap immigràtion holds 
even over this* treaty and if it can 
be made to 'operate the difficulty of­
fered by the treaty will be avoided. 
In any event the question is not one 
to be settled in a day, and one 
whose settlement can be delayed but 
not expedited by heated discussions 
or displays of prejudice.

In the question of the exclusion of 
the Japanese Alberta has fortunately 
no direct interest, but we are vitally 
concerned in the method by which 
their exclusion is gone about. While 
having every sympathy with the peo­
ple of British Columbia in their ef­
forts to preserve their province as a 
white man’s country we have no de­
sire that this worthy purpose be at 
tempted in a manner that will result 
disastrously to our own province 
Alberta wants the Japanese trade and 
hopes to build up with that eastern 
empire a large and profitable com­
merce. We have no desire to do so 
at the sacrifice of British Columbia’s 
interests; but neither have we any 
desire that these ambitions of Alberta 
be sacrificed by trying to attain the 
purpose of British Columbia in the 
wrong way. We want the Japanese 
trade, but w? do not want British 
Columbia swamped with Japanese

people. If we can exclude the people 
and preserve the trade, the interests 
of both provinces will be served to 
the best advantage. This is the end 
toward which Canada’s efforts should 
bo directed and that that end may be 
attained judgment and diplomacy 
must be displayed by the Govern 
ment and patience and reasonableness 
by the people.

THE QUEBEC CATASTROPHE.
The awful,loss of life in the col­

lapse of the Quebec bridge adds an­
other to the series of catastrophies 
which have shocked hurffanity in re­
cent years. Eighty-four men are be­
lieved to have perished in the waters 
of the St. Lawrence,' only eight escap­
ing of the ninety-two working on the 
section that went down. The sym­
pathy of the Canadian people will go 
out to the relatives and dependants 
of the unfortunate men, and the sym­
pathy will no doubt be expressed 
in tangible assistance where such is 
required. In disasters of this char­
acter this is all humanity can do; 
and this humanity is bound to do.

MIXING THINGS UP.
At Halifax Mr. Borden had hardly 

concluded declaring his affection for 
the provinces, their powers, privileges 
and rights, when Mr. Bergeron arose 
to deliver an address described as 
“brilliant” by the party press. It is 
a safe guess that the brilliance had 
a different hue than the scintillations 
of an address this same Mr. Bergeron 
delivered during the closing days of 
the session. Or if it had not Mr. Bor­
den must have prayed for deliverance 
from such friends. On that occasion 
Mr. Bergeron attested his admiration 
for the provincial arrangement and 
his undying/ respect for provincial 
rights and powers in an address of 
which the following is -a fairly re­
presentative paragraph: “But the 
“provincial governments have grown 
“expensive. They have created debts. 
“According to the intention of the 
“fathers of confederation the provin- 
"cial governments were not to run 
“into debt. It is true they were 
“granted a few dollars of revenue ae 
“has been mentioned here this after- 
“noon, but they were supposed tc 
“gather their revenue mainly through 
“direct taxation. • **•••
"The more money you give to the 
"local governments the longer you 
“will prevent them from resorting to 
“direct taxation .and only in that 
“case will the people realize where 
"the money comes from and where it 
'"goes.” If the Halifax address if 
Mr. Bergeron was along the same 
lines as this deliverance it surely 
made an impression of one kind < r 
another.

THE WET BLANKET.
Mr. Borden’s so-called-policy has had 

the same effect on the spirit of his 
supportera as a wet blanket on an 
incipient conflagration. The feeble 
(lame of hope has been extinguished 
and the atmosphere filled with the 
fumes of disappointment.

Great expectations were entertained 
of the leader’s tour. It was to bo a 
political crusade with Mr. Borden in 
the role of Peter the Hermit calling 
upon the multitude to wrest the Holy 
City from the infidels; or perhaps bet­
ter—a resurrection with Mr. Borden 
trumpeting for the teas of oblivion to 
give up their dead. The crusade has 
peter-ed out in its beginning; the res­
urrection dwindled down into an an­
ticipatory moment among the party 
dry bones, and silence reigns again, 
save for the grumblings of the dis­
turbed but unenlivened spirits. Dis­
appointment is the dominant note of 
the party press ; the most menda­
cious organ can find no ground of 
pretence that Mr. Borden has caus­
ed a thrill of enthusiasm among the 
ultra-loyal; and the journals which 
profess the privilege of thinking for 
themselves frankly declare that his 
programme will carry no conviction 
and has nothing to convince.

The disappointment is not that the 
programme is too advanced, but that 
it is no advance at all. It is not be­
cause it throws party traditions over­
board and bids too strongly to radical 
sentiment, but that it neither throws 
anything overboard nor proposes any­
thing of sufficient importance to awak­
en public interest or even arouse 
party enthusiasm. It was coined in 
the reactionary clique by whom Mr. 
Borden is surrounded, to whom he 
owes his position and to whose de­
fence he is pledged; is patronizingly 
offered the humble private in the 
ranks as all he is to expect from the 
dominant element in his party’s coun­
sels. Coupled with the refusal to 
permit a party conveùtion it presents 
the last proof that Mr. Borden stands 
for the ascendancy ' of the reaction­
aries against the will of the voters 
whose franchise he solicits.

The dissatisfaction in the camp 
ia not likely to be lessened by the 
spectacle of Mr. Foster accompany­
ing Mr. Borden on the platform in 
Nova Scotia. No more thoroughly dis­
credited politician ever affronted the 
public in this country. This the fol­
lowers of Mr. Borden understand 
thoroughly, and its political conse­
quences they also understand. That 
Mr. Borden understands it will 

‘scarcely be denied by those who

] preach his c'earncss of vision. That, 
understanding this, he either invites 
or permits Mr. Foster to accompany 
him on the hustings means simply 
that he prefers the presence of Mr. 
Foster to the good opinion of his fol­
lowers and the welfare of his party. 
With Mr. Foster he stands or falls; 
those of his followers who have de­
manded the exit of Mr. Foster have 
no alternative but to request Mr. 
Borden’s disappearance also.

THE NEW MINISTERS.
No leader in Canadian politics has 

shown as much wisdom in the selec­
tion of his associates in the Cabinet 
as has Sir Wilfrid Laurier. He has 
always been able to pick out the man 
of the hour to fill a vacancy in his 
governmer^. Upon more than one oc­
casion he has shown himself strong 
enough to lose a colleague without 
the administration suffering and has 
always filled the vacant place to his 
own and the country’s advantage. The 
recent addition of Messrs. Graham 
and Pugsley to the cabinet bears out 
the wisdom of Sir Wilfrid’s choice of 
men.

No man in public life in Ontario 
could bring as much strength to the 
administration at the present time as 
George P. Graham. He has the ad' 
•antage of being known in every part 
f the province and wherever Graham 

.a known he has hosts of friends. 
Since his election to the OntarioaLeg- 
islature in 1898 few men have been 
sp much in demand upon the political 
platform as has the new Minister of 
Railways and wherever he has spoken 
he has been wanted bâck. No man in 
Ontario has given more freely of his 
time to the campaigns of the Liberal 
party and there are few more effec­
tive campaigners than he. He has 
a melliferous flow of humor through­
out hi» speeches that keeps his audi­
ence entertained and withal his ut­
terances upon public questions are 
strong, clear-cut arguments that never 
fail to conrAnce.

Since his advent less than a year 
ago to the leadership of the Ontario 
Opposition, Mr. Graham has shown 
the most capable initiative in shaping 
the polity of his party, and has given 
ample prov,! of his ability to lead.

In selecting Mr. Graham the Pre­
mier has secured a man who is in 
close touch with tlie whole province 
of Ontario and in whom the whole 
Liberal party of that province have 
the greatest confidence, knowing their 
new minister to ba an able public 
speaker, a capable administrator and 
a man Of unimpeachable integrity 
and personal honor1.'

Of Hon. Mr, Pugsley, the new Min­
ister from New Brqpawick, it can be 
said that since: the i removal of Hon. 
A. G. Blair from the Legislature of 
New Brunswick the new Minister of 
Public Works has been the strong 
man in the government of New Bruns­
wick. Mr. Pugsley is a great lawyer 
and an effective public speaker and 
is an acknowledged diplomat. It is 
Stated by delegates '^) the conference 
of premiers, held at Ottawa some time 
ago, that Mr. Pugsley contributed 
more to the peace and good will as 
well as the satisfactory results of that 
convention than probably any other 
man there. At this distance our 
personal knowledge ■ of New Bruns­
wick public men is naturally limited, 
but two maratime province newspa­
per men, who were in the city when 
the announcement was made, ex­
pressed the greatest satisfaction at 
Mr. Pugsley being- selected, and at­
test to his strong personality, his 
ability as a legislator and his great 
personal popularity in his native 
province.

WHY NOT ENCOURAGE HOME­
BUILDING?

Wduld it not be in the interest of 
the city to further encourage the er­
ection of dweVing houses by giving a 
rebate of taxes on property on which 
houses are situated?

The principle is already admitted 
in our system that taxation should be 
no deterrent to the erection of build­
ings. Property taxes in the city are 
collected on land alone, buildings of 
all kinds being exempt.

Would it be well to carry the prac­
tice a step further and offer an in­
ducement to the owners of lots to 
erect houses thereon, by giving a 
small discount in taxes on all lots 
on which habitable residences are 
erected? The discount would not ne­
cessarily be large for > its purpose 
would be not td* reward the property 
owner for erecting houses but to en­
courage him to do so.

The ideal to which every city as­
pires is to become a city of comfort­
able homes. Manufactories are 
sirable,. mercantile establishments ,ÿre 
desirable, brisk trade in all lines :s 
desirable, not as ends in themselves 
but as means to the end that there 
may be a community of people hous­
ed in comfortable and attractive 
homes. This is really the mainspring 
of the whole industrial and commer­
cial machinery. Men do not give 
their time, their energy, in a sense 
their lives, that they may manage 
large factories and stores, dig sewers 
and work in shops purely for* the 
fun of the thing. Behind their toil 
and sacrifice is a motive—the worthy 
motive of providing comfortable homes

for themselves and their families. 
The establishment of desirable homes 
is he ideal to which conscious­
ly or unconsciously this and every 
other city is working. Would it not 
be well to give a further measure of 
encouragement to those who are try­
ing to fulfil this purpose by erecting 
houses for themselves or for others?

In the twentieth century of civil­
ization it surely is a poor compliment 
either to the judgment or to the spirit 
of humanity that people afe huddled 
in conjested districts of large cities 
like rabbits in a warren, frequently 
under conditions that cannot be other 
than unsanitary, usually under con 
dirions that deny sunlight, fresh air 
and that touch with nature which 
the poorest fanyly may have if living 
in a detached house however humble 
.on a plot of ground which they may 
cultivate and ornament. Edmonton 
is destined to become a large city, 
and unless means are adopted here 
other than have been adopted else­
where the results here in a few years 
will be what -they now are in the con­
gested districts of the great centres 
of population. To permit that would 
be to' throw away the teachings of his­
tory and to attempt no improvement 
on the unsatisfactory results of the 
common practice. One means .which 
could at least tend to a different and 
better order of things is to encourage 
the erection of comfortable dwellings.

It will be argued that this would be 
a radical departure from the ordin­
ary custom. Supposing so, that proves 
nothing. Every good movement was 
one day a radical departure. Ed­
monton has not hesitated to make 
departures in the past and has not 
suffered thereby. We established a 
commission system of municipal gov­
ernment when that system was hard­
ly yet in an experimental stage, and 
our experience has warranted the in­
novation. We adopted the policy cf 
municipal ownership and have car­
ried it to a degree far beyond the or­
dinary—and not to our loss, Edmon­
ton has not and sh.ould not have any 
exaggerated reverence for precedent 
and usage. If a p(oject appeared 
good the ratepayers have not hesitat­
ed to adopt it regardless of precedent. 
Why not the one under consideration 
if it be considered in the general in­
terest of the city?

It will also he opposed that the re­
bate in taxes would hot be large en­
ough to affect materially the amount 
of a property owner’s taxes and thus 
wou'd fail to encourage building. The 
rebate should be large enough to offer 
such inducement. Nor Would, this re­
quire any abnormal rate. At pres­
ent a discount of ten per cent, is 
given tin taxes paid before a certain 
date. Suppose this rebate Were' lim­
ited to taxes on residence property, 
business and income taxes. The city 
would get more taxes and rife house­
owner would get the discount, as 
against the man who holds his lots 
vacant and useless. This should be 
a very material encouragement to er­
ect houses on such land. »

But the result of the discount would 
be far in excess of the financial ad­
vantage offered. The exemption of 
buildings from taxation has induced 
building in the city far in excess cf 
actual financial encouragement thus 
given. The exemption not only safe­
guarded the property owner against 
increased taxes as the result of his 
enterprise but it changed his status 
in the community. Instead of being 
penalized and fined for bringing his 
property into use he was recognied 
as conferring a public benefit in so 
doing. This moral incentive is often 
overlooked if not scouted, but it is 
an incentive none the less. Instead 
of treating the builder as an offender, 
we treat him as a benefactor. The 
result is to awaken the pride of the 
individual in the improvement of his 
property. A similar result might 
surely be expected to come from a 
further acknowledgement of the bene­
fit he confers on the community.

The result of this discount would 
he of course to draw a line between 
property which is being used and that 
which is being held in idleness. And 
why should such line not be drawn? 
If a lot remains vacant because the 
owner cannot afford to build, the 
prospective discount would offer him 
very substantial assistance in his ef­
forts to get a house on the property. 
If he is merely holding the land in 
anticipation of making a large profit 
on it what reason is this that he 
should be allowed to share in any 
advantages of taxation?

competition in Canada ' for1 capital 
and commerce. The rivalry between 
up-to-date municipalities has a fascin­
ation for the onlooker. A town may 
possess a veritable Pandora’s cheat 
of natural treasures. But they will 
be overlooked by the man who could, 
and would, invest in them, unless 
they are advertised.

“Within "recent years the literature 
of our boards of trade and municipal 
publicity departments has been of an 
enterprising a'nd interesting charac­
ter. Each town displays its good 
things through the medium of busi­
ness picture books.

“There has been expressed some­
times, a doubt as to whether the re­
sults pay 'or the trouble and expense 
involved. This is beyond question. 
If your city is worth advertising, it is 
worth advertising well. Results may 
not be forthcoming immediately. But 
it is well to know that upon the desk 
of the manufacturer and the investor 
rests a business-like exposition of' 
your city’s attractions.”

Who 
was it indicated to the lieutenants 
where the new road was to run, and 
therefore where the “best that was 
going” could be found? None less 
than the junior partner in the firm 
of Mackenzie & Mann. And when 
the adventurers were short of funds 
and could not pay for the land, the 
endorsement of this firm was the 
magic sign that thawed the inconven­
ient coldness of the bankers and per­
suaded them to produce the cash. Mr. 
Borden’s political partners owe much 
to Mr. Mackenzie and his business 
associate. Likewise Mr. Mackenzie 
owes to Mr. Borden and his associates 
their strenuous battle for the defeat 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific. It . is 
appropriate, if not significant, that' 
their tours should be concurrent. It 
would be still more appropriate and 
perhaps no more significant if the 
parties were amalgamated and trav­
elled together in close communion 
and open alliance.

OLIVER AND THE JAPANESE
(Winnipeg Tribune.)

The local Tory organ hastens to 
make the attempt to drag the Japan­
ese question in British Columbia into 
party polities, where it no more be-, 
longs than it does in astronomy.

When interviewed by The Tribune 
on Saturday, Mr. Oliver made it clear 
that he fully appreciates the serious­
ness of the problem that faces not 
only British Columbia, but Canada 
and Great Britain, and was so frank 
as to admit that he had no "cut and 
dried solution ready at present.

This attitude does not satisfy the 
journal that professes to be Conserva­
tive, but that would endanger the in­
terests of the Dominion and the em­
pire for the sake of gaining a tempor­
ary party advantage.

The Japanese question in British 
Columbia is one of the most serious 
and difficult problems tnat could 
arise.

Japan is the ally of Great Britain. 
Great Britain and Japan have also 
signed a treaty that is supposed to 
regulate immigration and Canada 
has officially approved of the terms of 
that treaty.

Since these relations between the 
motehr country and Japan were es­
tablished, the great influx of Japan­
ese started in British Columbia—not 
because of these relations, but, it ;s 
suspected, in defiance of the treaty.

What is Canada to do in the cir­
cumstances? Give British Columbia 
a free hand and tell her to go ahead, 
to ignore national and imperial in­
terests by refusing to permit the 
Japanese to land?

That is the "solution” that the 
Winnipeg Telegram proposes—but it 
is not a ‘solution’ that anyone who 
desires to see Canada take an honor­
able and patriotic course can endorse.

What Canada must first ascertain 
is whether these Japanese who come 
to us from the island possessions of 
the United States in the Pacific have 
complied with the terms of the treaty 
—terms that prevent more .than a cer­
tain number of Japanese coming to 
Canada direct from their native coun­
try, but that permit others who have 
become bona-fide residents of o-ier 
countries to enter without — fficulty.

If, as is freely charged, those that 
are now coming from American pos­
sessions are merely leaving Japan for 
Canada and coming by way of an­
other country for the purposes of evad­
ing the provisions of the treaty be­
tween Japan and Great Britain, the 
Canadian Government can take steps 
that will stop the invasion. But first, 
however, it will be necessary to as­
certain whether this is what is going 
on or not.

If, on the other hand, these people 
have complied with the terms of the 
treaty, it will probably. be necessary 
for Canada to work through the Bri­
tish Government to secure a check of 
the inrush that is causing such pro­
test at the Pacific coast.

Taking all the circumstances into 
consideration, any fair-minded man 
will easily see that the problem is 
most delicate, and that it demands 
the most careful handling—which will 
take time.

Mr. Oliver deserves no criticism for 
his attitude towards it—for only a 
very rash person would suggest an 
immediate remedy, where the con­
sequences of a false diplomatic nr 
legislative step would be so far- 
reaching and serious.

PREMIER PROVINCE OF THE GREAT 
WEST TWO YEARS OLD SEPT;. 1ST.

Twenty Four Months Ago Hon. A.C. Rutherford was Called Upon to Form 
Alberta’s First Government—He Formed it, and at the Ensuing Elec 
tions the Liberal Candidates Swept the Province Triumphantly Before 
Them—The Legislation Evolved by This Government Has Demonstrat­
ed the Wisdom of the People’s Endorsation of the Liberal Party—Essen- 
tially a People’s Government—Legislation Has Been Careful, as well as 
Courageous and Progressive.

Two years ago last Sunday, Septem­
ber 1, 1905, Alberta became a ^elf- 
governing province, and with hèr sis­
ter province of Saskatchewan com­
pleted the chain of the Canadian con­
federation from the Atlantic to the 
Pacific. On September 2nd, Hon. A. 
C. Rutherford was called upon by 
Lieutenant Governor Bulyea to form 
a cabinet and undertake the govern­
ment of the new province.

Immediately the premier set to 
work to select his colleagues in the 
administration of a territory larger 
than that of the German Confedera­
tion. Four days later on, the sixth 
of SeptemBer, the personnel of the 
first executive council of the province 
of Alberta was announced.

Hon. C. W. Crbss was chosen as at­
torney general. This announcement 
came as no surprise as it had been 
generally conceded for some time that 
Mr. Cross was the man for the posi­
tion and that he was eminently quali 
tied for the duties of that important 
office, besides possessing m a .great 
degree the entire confidence of th ‘ 
people of this part of the province, 
as the election subsequently proved

Hon. W. H. Cushing was selected 
as minister of public works and his 
appointment gave general satisfaction 
to the people as he was regarded as 
a man of wide business experience 
and exceptional capability for the 
position. His election in the city of 
Calgary gave proof of his standing 
with the people who knew him best.

Hon. W. T. Finlay as minister of 
agriculture was a popular appoint­
ment. Mr. Finlay was a man with 
considerable legislative experience in 
the Territorial Legislature and his 
fitness for his present position has 
been amply proven by the progres­
sive policy of the department of agri­
culture.

Mr. Rutherford’s appointment as 
premier and selection of his cabinet 
was necessarily provisional and de­
pendent upon sanction of the people 
of the new self-governing province, 
but in the general election which fol­
lowed on November 9th, the people 
promptly and emphatically endorsed 
the choice of the Lieutenant Gover­
nor of Mr. Rutherford as the head of 
the Administration of-the new prov­
ince, and Mr. Rutherford’s- selection 
of his colleagues. The result of the 
election could hardly be styled a de­
feat for the opponents of the new ad- 
miflistration It was an utter rout, al 
most a Thermopylae for the opposi 
tion. Volpmen of comment bavé Beètr 
written upon the tremendous majority 
by which the people of Great Britain 
endorsed the policy of Sir Henry 
Campbell-Banneripan at the last gen­
eral election in that country, but if 
the amiable and prèseient C-B. had 
Mr. Rutherford’s luck he would have 
had 616 supporters out of the total 
670 members that are elected to sit 
at Westminster.
Put Departments on Business Basis.

Inspired by their succès at the 
polls, yet feeling the responsibility of 
the trust and confidence reposed in 
them, the new Adrriinistra.tion set to 
work at once to organize the various 
departments of public service and 
place them on a business basis in­
cluding the office of the Executive 
Council, the departments of the At­
torney General, Provincial Secretary, 
Treasury, Public Works, Agriculture, 
Education, and the offices of the Leg­
islative Assembly. * 1 II

The government met the legislature 
on March 15. The first session of the 
Legislative Assembly of Alberta was 
fruitful of a great mass of necessary 
and beneficial legislation. Th^ stat­
utes Of the first session cover a thou­
sand pages of legislation. Not only, 
were the various departments organ­
ized and the necessary legislation pas­
sed in connection with them putting 
them on a business basis, but a con­
siderable mass of constructive legisla­
tion was also introduced and stands 
to the credit of Alberta’s first Leg­
islature.

A Fruitful First Session.
No session -of any popular assembly 

in the history of parliamentary gov­
ernment in this country can point to 
greater achievements in the organiza­
tion of governmental and administra­
tive machinery, and in the passing of 
necessary legislation commensurate 
with the status of the new province, 
than was achieved by the first legis­
lature of the Province of Alberta. To 
find any precedent for such legisla­
tive activity one needs to go back to 
the first session of the parliaments 
of Upper Canada.

The administration during these 
two years has been thrifty, judicious 
and clean. It has been more. It has 
been courageous and progressive. The 
two-year-old government of Alberta 
has grappled the problems of taxing 
corporations, and operation of pub­
lic utilities with a courage and abil­
ity that has excited the admiration 
and morel support of every other 
province in the Dominion.

The Alberta Government was the 
first government in Canada to declare 
for a telephone system owned and 
operated by the province, net for 
revenue—like the telephone corpora­
tions—but for the service and conven­
ience of the people at actual cost. It 
was also the first government to seri­
ously deal with the taxation of rail­
ways and other corporations that hav? 

‘received such material "aid in cash 
subsides and land grants, besides 
other valuable privileges, by making 
them contribute their equitable share 
of the taxes of the community to the 
public exchequer. This year the 
government will collect $240,000 by 
the Railway Taxation Act.
Opposed to Monopolistic Legislation.

A perusal of the statutes of 1906 and 
1907 will indicate at n glance the vast

amount of private legislation that has. 
been passed by the Legislative Assem­
bly, It will a’ways stand to the I3/1- 
ing credit of the government and the 
members of the various standing com­
mittees before which the different pri­
vate bills were considered and pre­
sented to thé Legislature that in over 
one hundred private bills not one 
monopolistic privilege has been grant­
ed to a corporation or individual.

The first session was swarmed with 
lobbyists and- with charter-hunters, 
but they were all checkmated at every 
turn by the vigilance or the govern­
ment and the standing committees. 
The Alberta Legislature is pre-emi­
nently the people’s legislature. No
corporations need apply.

A Review o' the Work.
A study of the work done in each 

of the departments indicates at once 
that the secret of success that has at 
tended the efforts of the Rutherford 
administration has been due to „ue 
irreproachable character and out­
standing abiKty of tne premie: and 
his colleagues. They are men of the 
people first, last and all the time 
thoroughly acquainted with the or­
ganization and administration of tnei. 
several departments, and fully cogm 
zant of the needs of the province.

No better example can be cited than 
the important department administer 
ed by Hon. C. W. Cross,' the at

Government in

Mechanics’ Lien.
One of the first acts passed by the 

new government' was in the interests 
of labor, the Mechanics’ Lien Act. 
This act suidasses acts of similar na­
ture in other provinces by the sim­
plicity and directness with which it 
operates. It gives the right to the me- 
cnanics of a lien or charge up to $200 
upon the building or construction 
upon which he has worked for recov­
ery of wages. He does not have to 
wait for court to sit, but on applica­
tion to a judge can originate summons 
and have the case tried within ten 
days.

The District Courts act passed'last 
session and which will go into opera­
tion this month, resembles similar 
acts in other provinces, but differs in 
directness and smoothness of opera­
tion. Under the Alberta District 
Courts Act jurisdiction is given to 
the court for actions up to $400 aris­
ing from any cause whatsoever, 
whether of debt, damages or any 
cause, and this obviates a serious 
source of contention between the dis­
tricts and supreme courte.

Railway Legislation.
The Alberta Railway Act is an ad­

vance on every other act of the kind 
known to Canadian legislation. Un­
der it the beneficiaries of a charter 
only hold the charter to build a rail­
way while they build and continue to 
build. The charter lapses the moment 
they cease to carry out the obligations 
stipulated therein. In other words an 
Alberta charter is, in the words of one 
of the members last session, a good 
one to build on, but a poor one to 
sell or speculate 02.

Complete Local Autonomy.
The form of municipal government 

in Alberta is the simplest known or 
that has been devised by the genius 
of legislators, and at the same time 
affords an efficient and inexpensive 
municipal machinery which had its 
basis in the Territorial Act which it 
replaced, but was perfected by thj 
present administration at the last ses­
sion of the Legislature.

Rigid License Laws.
Thé Alberta government have adopt­

ed a more drastic policy with regard 
to the. curtailment and restriction of 
the liquor traffic than any other prov­
ince in the Dominion. Alberta has ao 
wayside taverns but instead has total 
prohibition in rural districts. Ap­
plications for a license is not consid­
ered except in places containing at 
least 40 dwellings within an area of 
960 acres. The strictest regulation 
and provision for commodious and 
sanitary hotels is enforced by the act 
of 1907. No saloons are allowed. Ev­
ery licensee must maintain a hotel of 
45 rooms in the city, 30 if the hotel is 
in a town and ttventy if it is situated 
in, a yillage. Moreover wholesale li­
censes are restricted to towns having 
at least 1,000 population.

of 1906 bears the impress of his 
work and warm interest in the peo­
ple. The act is an amended and per­
fected form of a similar act passed by 
the Territorial legislature. Mr. Crbss, 
whose practice in law in Alberta 
brought him into close touch with the 
working of the act and revealed to 
him some of its manifest injustices, 
set to work at once to amend and 
recast the old act to suit the needs oi 
time. To cite all the examples of 
the beneficial changes made would 
require too long. One will suffice. 
The obnoxious and palbably unjust 
acceleration clause in mortgages was 
abolished. By this clause, which 
formed part of the contract of every 
mortgage, the principal fell due the 
moment the mortgagee defaulted in 
the payment of the interest. This 
was often used as an excuse to fore­
close by the mortgagor, and many a 
hard-working man, ignorant of the 
existence of such a clause in the 
mortgage, lost all he had. The op­
portunity to perpetrate such an in­
justice and hardship has been wiped 
out by Mr. Cross’ new Land Titles’ 
Act.

In Education’s Interests.
During the last two years the 

growth of educational work has gone 
forward by leaps and bounds. Two 
hundred and eighty new schools have 
been organized in Alberta since Sep­
tember 1, 1905. Counting the num­
ber of new rooms and departments 
added to towns and city schools, the 
increase is 65 per cent, of the num­
ber in existence two years ago.

A distinctive feature of Mr. Ruther­
ford’s educational policy is his atti­
tude towards opening foreign schools 
No less than 45 new public schools 
have been opened among the foreign 
settlers in Alberta.

To meet the requirements for train­
ing teachers for the growing school 
population of the province, the 
government has decided to erect a 
Normal School in Calgary at a cost 
of $150,000, which, when completed, 
will be the finest building devoted to 
education west of Winnipeg.

The act passed last session taxing 
all lands in the . province for educa­
tional purposes is in advance of other 
provinces and shows that the Alberta 
government believe that education in 
a free country is the basis of intelli­
gent citizenship, and, as the premier 
said the other day. "the foundation 
.of all good government.”/

The Farmers’ Cause.
The great work of the Department 

of Agriculture, the basic industry of 
Alberta, has be:n calmed op, iwtth 
singular ability and abundant , re­
sults. The creamery and poultry in­
dustry has been established by 
methods more modem than any "known 
in the older provinces of Canada or 
the States of the union. The bounti­
ful harvest now being reaped by the 
farmers of Alberta will give a greeter

A

prominence than ever to this pro­
vince as ORe of the1 great wheat pro­
vinces of thq North American con­
tinent.

ThZPublic Works.
The administration of the depart 

ment of public works has been 
characterized by a capable and 
courageous policy. Mr. Cushing’? 
qualities eminently fit him for tni.- 
department, and by,his forward tele­
phone policy has at once put him m 
the- foreground and in the public eye 
of the whole Dominion. Since ht 
assumed office two years ago $2,000,001 
have been spent in public works, and 
for every dollar spent the province 
has received an equivalent in wort 
and honest service. $200,000 hat 
been "set apart this year for the con 
struction of trunk telephone lines 
The Minister of Public Works planner 
to erect nearly 500 miles of telephone 
lines during 1907, and in a statement 
made last week he said that the wort- 
planned would be executed. The 
building of a permanent improvemen' 
of this nature out of current revenue 
is a triumnh unique and almost un 
known in the history of Canada.

Before the present parliament ex 
pires the new parliament buildings 
will be completed in Edmonton, be 
sides numerous either public build 
ings that are now under constructioi 
or proposed, and the pùblic may ex 
epet that everything will be carrier 
out with the same success as has oh 
tained in this department since Mr 
Cushing assumed control?

In 1890 
there were 12 missions,- ten years lat­
er 24, and. this, yqar there were 132 
missions reported to the Alberta con­
ference.

FIVE HUNDRED MILES OF 
TELEPHONES.

Work on the government telephone 
lines is progressing satisfactorily, and 
by the end of the present year close 
on 500 miles of long distance govern­
ment telephone lines will have been 
constructed according to the original 
plans of the Minister of Public Works. 
Up to this date about half or the work 
has been completed. In addition to 
the trunk lines from twelve to fifteen 
exchanges will have been installed 
along the different trunk routes.

The construction work on the La- 
combe-Stettler line will be finished 
this week, although it will not be in 
operation until the equipment for the 
exchanges has arrived and been in­
stalled. The line from Stettler to 
Daysland will be the next to be fin­
ished, after which the gangs of work­
men will be transferred to the Ed- 
monton-Lloydminster line. Then 
there will be five gangs on this line, 
which will certainly be completed this 
fall.

The eighty miles of work on the 
line from Macleod to Blairmore is 
progressing favorably and will be fin­
ished early in the fall. The exchange 
at Blairmore is now in operation, 
having been taken over from a private 
company and standardized.

A rural line from Vegreville north 
is, also to be constructed this fall, 
wîfcich will be of the greatest conveni­
ence to the farmers of the VeVmilion 
valley.

Work is in progress at Fort Sas­
katchewan standardizing the. equip­
ment putting in a metallic circuit.

When the present season’s program 
is completed, the public works de­
partment of Alberta will have built 
in the neighborhood of 150 miles more 
long distance telephones lines than has 
been erected in this province by the 
Bell Telephone Company in the past 
ten years.

84 MEN WENT TO THEIR DEATH
IN COLLAPSE OF QUEBEC BRIDGE

Without b Moments Warning the Levis Halfofthe*Great Structure Crumbl­
ed and Dropped Into the River. Workmen were Quiting Work. 16 

Bodies Have Been Recovered. Bridge was Being Built at 
Cost of $10,000,000' Was Begun 7 Years Ago. Was 

to Have Been World’s Greatest Bridge. Cause 
of Collapse Unknown.

Quebec. Aug. 29—T^kç great Quebec 
bridge collapsed late this afternoon 
ind now the vast mass of steel lies a 
:umbled wreck across the St. Lawr- 
nce channel. A careful estimate 
ilaces the loss of life at 84. The 
bridge fell at exactly 23 minutes to 
fix this evening, just as many of the 
.vorkmen were preparing to leave. 
The accident' was terrible in its ef­

fectiveness in wiping out the lives of 
the men employed. Very little is 
known as to the cause of the disaster.

People on Bank Hear Cries.
The southern, extension of the 

bridge, which collapsed, was rapidly 
rearing the zenith of the immense 
steel arch which was to span the 
river. Of the 92 men working on 
he bridge, eight so far have been re­

covered. Of the other 84 sixteen have 
bean taken from the water dead and 
t is feared that the majority of the 
>thers have been either drowned or 
crushed by the falling girders. The 
lorrors of the situation are increased 
by the fact that there were a number 
rf wounded pinned under the wreck­
age near the shore. Their groans and 
shrieks can be plainly heard by the 
crowd which has gathered at the wat­
er's edge.

Hour for Goihg Home.
The bridge, which was five miles be­

low the city, was about a mile and a 
naif in length, and half of it from the 
south shore to mid-stream crumpled 
up and dropped into the water. Nine­
ty men were at work on this section 
of the structure, and the whistle had 
just blown at 5.30 for the men to quit 
work for the day when there came a 
grinding sound from the bridge mid­
stream. The. men turned to see what 
had happened and an instant later 
the cry went up, ‘the bridge is fal­
ling,” the men made a rush shore­
ward, but the distance was too great 
for them to escape. »

Horror-Stricken Men Ran.
The falling section of - the bridge 

dragged others with it, the snapping 
girders and cables boommg-^like a 
crash of artillery. Horror lent fleet­
ness to tire feet of the frightened 
workmen as they sped shorewatds,but 
only a few of them reached safety her 
fore the last piece of iron work qn 
the south shore was dragged into the 
river. Near the shore the wreckage 
of the bridge did not go below the 
surface of the water and eight work­
men who remained above water were 
rescued and taken to the hospital at 
Levis.

Pinned Under Wreckage.
The steamer Glenmount had just 

cleared the bridge, When the first 
section fell. The water thrown Up by 
the debris came clear over Aht*. 
bridge of the steamer. The captain 
at once lowered boats. The small 
boats plied backward- and forward 
over the sunken wreckage for half an 
hour, but 11/ere was no sign of life. 
The twisted iron and steel had its 
victims in a terrible death grip. A 
few floating timbers and the broken 
strands of the bridge toward the north 
shore were the only signs that any­
thing unusual had happened. There 
was not a ripple on the smooth sur­
face of the St. Lawrence as it swept 
along toward the gulf.

Bridge to Cost $10,000,000.
All the men drowned were employ­

ed by the Phoenixville Bridge com­
pany and sub-contractors1 of Quebec 
and Montreal. At 10 o’qjock tonight 
16 bodies had been picked up and of 
the eight men at the Levis hospital 
two are not expected to live through 
the night. The Quebec bridge was 
begun about seven years ago and it 
was to be finished in 1909. Subsidies 
have been granted by the Federal and 
Provincial governments and the city 
of Quebec and the estimated cost of 
the work was $10,000,000. The Phoe­
nixville Bridge Company of Pennsyl­
vania, had the contract for the con­
struction of the bridge and were work­
ing from both sides of the river.

It was about six o’clock when the 
first nev/g reached Quebec. No one 
believed it and it was almost an hour 
before confirmation of it came.

Train of Iron Went Down.
Over 800 feet of superstructure 

went down in the wreck. At the mo­
ment of the collapse a locomotive and 
nine car loads cf iron had gone upon 
the* bridge. They went down with thd 
wreck. The men killed were mostly 
Americans in the employ of . the. 
Phoenix Bridge Co., of Phoenixville, 
Pa. The survivors are so completely 
numbed by the disaster that they are 
unable to tell exactly how- it hap­
pened. v

-Description of Wreck.
Those on shore say the north end 

of the arch bent down a little and a 
moment làteq the whole enormous 
spans began to stretch down, slowly 
at first, then with a great plunge, 
which churned up the river and left 
only a blank where the bridge a mo­
ment before had been the beginning 
of the world's greatest bridge. Ninety- 
two men were working on the bridge 
When it collapsed and of these eight 
were rescued alive,immediately after' 
the disaster, by boats. The horror of 
the situation is increased by the fact 
that there are a number of wounded 
men pinioned in the wreckage near 
the shore.

No Help Possible.
Their groans and shrieks can be 

plainly heard by the anxious crowd 
waiting at the water’s edge, but no­
thing so far can be done,to rescue 
them or relieve their sufferings. There 
are no searchlights and by the feeble 
lights of lac terns it is impossible to 
locate them. They ‘are being left to 
their fate i.eenuse no one cat. help

them, though everybody is more than
Witiing.

Whole Village Mourning.
Ther.- is scarcely a fami.y in t:ie 

village of Strenmald and Ne a Liv­
erpool which has not been bereaved, 
while in some cases five and six of à 
single family have been killed. Driv­
ing through the village from almost 
every house the sound of lamentation 
is heard. <

Nothing is known of the cause of 
.the disaster. Work was going on as 
usual, the men being employed :n 
placing immense girders in position. 
For this a track had been laid on 
the bridge and an engine with freight 
cars and several heavy cranes, was 
employed getting steel into position.

The Engineer’s Story.
The engine-was seen to start out for 

the end of the bridge; as it approach­
ed the end the first premonition o? 
disaster was felt by the engineer. His 
engine continued to move. The out­
ward end of the structure literally 
ducked a little, and a moment later 
collapsed. This much has been gath­
ered from the engineer, who had a 
marvellous escape. He went down 
with his engine. How he escaped 
he does not know. He was picked 
up later by a boat and became un­
conscious. When he recovered his 
senses he knew but little beyond the 
fact that the bridge was going down. 
When he returned to consciousness ho 
was on shore. The rest of his crew 
are still in the river.

Cause of Disaster.
Men working on the bridge say the 

disaster was caused by the tremend­
ous strain on the anchor pier. Mr. 
Davis, contractor, denies this and as­
serts that it is still in perfect condi­
tion. Later it will be determined 
whether the cause was defective de­
signing or defective materials. It 
was either one or other.

Officials Among Dead.
Among the officials of the Phoenix 

Bridge company killed were B. A. 
Yousell, general manager, and Mr. 
Burke, chief engineer, who had walk­
ed out on the bridge just before it 
collapsed; also two foremen, John 
Morley and Jim Idaho. Ulric Bav- 
the, secretary of the company, and a 
party of Montreal friends had a close 
call, they had been inspecting the 
bridge and had just left it when the 
collapse came. Many of the men were 
skilled mechanics brought from Penn­
sylvania by the contractors.

HISTORY OF START.

Of one of World’s Greatest Bridges
Wrecked by Last Night's Accident.
Montreal, Aug. 29—The Quebec 

bridge was remarkable in. that it was 
to be thé longest single span canti­
lever bridge in the world, the length 
of the span in the centre being 200 
feet longer than that of the Firth of 
Forth bridge, at present the world’s 
largest single bridge span. There is 
no bridge across the St. Lawrence be­
low Montreal. At Quebec all traffic 
had to be ferried across the river. 
This expense being held responsible 
for the failure of Quebec city to grow, 
a number of that city’s leading citi­
zens secured a charter from the Do­
minion government to build a bridge 
across the St. Lawrence.

Heavily Subsidized Bridge.
A subsidy of a million dollars was 

secured from the Dominion govern­
ment and another of $350,000 from the 
government of the province of Que­
bec, while the city of Quebec gave a 
grant of $300,000. An addition the 
promoters put up $65,000 pf their own 
money.
Canadian and American Contractors.

The contract was let for the erection 
of the stone work to M. P. Davis & 
Co., and for the iron work to the 
Phoenix Bridge Company of Phoenix-- 
ville. Pa. The work was begun in 
1900. The original estimate was in 
the neighborhood of $3,500,000, but 
this was speedily found to be too 
small. The company finding itself iq 
difficulties and the government re­
quiring the bridge for the national 
transcontinental railway, an agree­
ment was come to by which the gov­
ernment agreed to guarantee the 
bonds of the company up to $7,000,- 
000.

Proportions of Bridge.
Under this agreement construction 

has been steadily proceeded with. 
There are to be two approaches to the 
bridge, the spans of which are 200 
feet each, two anchor spans, 500 feet 
each, and a centre span of 1,800 feet 
from centre to centre of the piers. 
The underside of the bridge is to be 
150 feet above water. When com­
pleted the bridge is to have accom­
modation for a double track railway, 
two lines for electric tramways and 
two roadways for foot and vehicle 
traffic. At the time of the collapse 
•the cantilever span on the Levis, 
side of the river had been completed 
as well as the approach.

Thirty Doctors and Journalists.
Quebec, Aug. 29—A steamer with 

thirty doctors and newspaper men 
left here at 8.15. for the scene of the 
bridge disaster. It is reported that 
the loss of life was over fifty. Nearly 
half of the bridge, beginning at the 
south shore fell into the river. The 
bridge was about a mile and a half 
long and was .nearly finished.

OFFICIAL LIST OF DEAD IN THE 

BRIDGE DISASTER.
Ottawa, Aug. 30—At a meeting o? 

the cabinet this morning it was de­
cided to appoint a commission of 
three to' make an official investigation

into the Quebec bridge disaster. The 
commission will be Henry Holgate, 
C.E., Montreal; Prof. J. G. Kerry, of 
McGill university and Prof. Gralbach, 
of Toronto.

Ml-. Parent has received a telegrata 
stating that the piers are not in­
jured.

Awful Scenes at Wreck.
Quebec, Aug. 30—Up to tonight it 

was impossible to secure a complete 
list of the dead, as all was still con­
fusion at the scene of the awful 
disaster, although a large number of 
men were at work from an early hour 
this morning, recovering bodies of the 
victims that were caught in the wreck. 
Many of them were mutilated in a 
shocking manner, several decapitated 
bodies being seen, while others are 
armless or legless.

38 Caughnawagas Dead.
Of 47 Caughnawaga Indians who 

were employed at the bçidge all were 
killed but two, who went down when 
the bridge fell and were rescued, and 
seven who quit work at noon, as al­
ready announced. Mr. Burke, the 
chief engineer in charge is among the 
dead. The abutments are intact, 
standing the strain of the falling 
iron work. The list of dead is given 
as sixty-three. Divers went down to­
day to explore the river bottom for 
bodies carried down with the collapse 
of jhe bridge last night.

Holding Investigation.
An investigation as to the possible 

origin of the disaster began today. 
One hundred and two were killed. Of 
the American workmen on the bridge, 
only ten are known to have escap­
ed. Several of the officers of the 
Phoenix Bridge company, which was 
constructing the bridge, lost their 
lives. Among these were B. A. Yan- 
sell, general foreman; Mr. Burke, the 
chief engineer, who had walked out 
on the bridge just'before it collapsed 
and two foremen named John Worley 
and Jim Idaho. A very close escape 
was made by Ulric Barthe, secretary 
of the Quebec Bridge company, and 
a party of friends from Montreal.

Narrow Escape of Party.
Mr. Barthe, who was one of the 

first to start the ideh, of building the 
bridge had driven out to show the 
works to a party of friends that aft­
ernoon. They had scarcely driven 
off the structure and reached the road 
before the crasli came and before they 
could return to the edge of the river 
the whole structure was lying in 
ruins. A few moments later and they 
would have been killed with the rest.

Heart-Rending Scenes.
Scenes about the great bridge dis­

aster today are heartrending and dis­
tressing to the last degree. The re­
covery of the bodies from the tangled 
mass of steel structure that carried 
nearly a hundred workmen to a hor­
rible death was going on. Relatives 
and friends of the victims of this 
dreadful happening thronged About 
the place of the accident and besieg­
ed every possible source of informa­
tion with piteous inquiries for news 
of those who were so suddenly and 
horribly hurled to death.

Steel Inextricably Tangled.
The tangle of steel is absolutely in­

extricable and nothing but the use 
of heavy machinery manned by skill­
ed help will serve to remove the hugg 
mass of debris piled up ,by the acci­
dent. Meanwhile only a small num­
ber of bodies have been taken out, 
but every possible effort is being 
made to hasten the recovery.

Mr. Hoare, of the company’s engi­
neering staff, today denied the report 
of men engaged on the bridge that it 
had shown previous . signs of weak­
ness. The engineers had carefully 
followed the work and detected no 
weakness of any kind.

A remarkable feature of the disaster 
is the extraordinary fatality among 
Indians from 'Caughnawaga. Forty-, 
seven of them were engaged on the 
job and of these forty were killed. 
The seven who are saved had a dis­
pute with the foreman and quit work 
at noon on the (day of the disaster. 
Investigations will be conducted by 
the government, the Quebec Bridge 
company and the Phoenix company. 
All will begin right away.

Alderman Picard .Effectively Blacks t he Passing ef the Clause in the 

Tax Rate By-Law Providing far a •# Per Cent. Discount, apd the 
Addition of 6 Per Cent, on Arrears—Investigation of Health De­
partment Will Be Made By Committee ef Council - Council En­
dorses Commissioners’ Recommendation to Not Accept Tenders 
for Debentures—The Routine.

The by-law fixing the rate of taxa­
tion lor the current year at 13% 
mills was formally passed at the re­
gular meeting of the city council 
Tuesday night. The members of trie 
council were all present with the ex­
ception of Alderman Smith, who is 
still on his protracted honeymoon 
trip.

• The rate of 13% mills is made up 
as follows :

For $53.764.93 required for sinking 
fund and interest on debentures—8% 
mills.

For $175-152.25 required for current 
expenditures—8 mills.

For school purposes—2 5-6 mills.
A special rate of 1 mill will bfi 

levied on all property served by or 
within 300 feet of water mains.

An almost interminable discussion 
centred on the clatfse in this by-law 
providing for a discount of 10 per 
cent, to ratepayers who paid theîr

Alderman Walker moved that, the,

Tnere is another clause 
associated with this requiring rate­
payers who fail to meet their taxes 
within a month after November 30 to 
pay an additional sum of 5 per cent.

The objection raised by Alderman 
Picard was in effect that the rate­
payer who failed to take ■ advantage of 
the discount was compelled to pay an 
iMfflittOn 'Of 15 per cetit. This he 
considered a pronounced injustice 
He figured it out —is way. A certain 
amount of money had to be raised by 
taxes. To permit of a 16 per Cent, 
discount it was npeesssfry that an 
estimate of the amount of money 
which would be paid during the period 
in which the discount was obtainable 
had to be made, as well as an esti­
mate of the amount which would 
not come under the discount clause. 
No matter whet discount was given, 
the same amount of money had to be 
raised by taxes, and consequently to 
provide for the discount it was neces­
sary to add a certain amount to the 
actual tares of the ratepayer. This 
might be as broad as it was long for 
the ratepayer who availed himself of 
the discount, but for the ratepayer 
who failed to take the discount it re­
sulted in his being compelled to pay 
the 10 per cent., which, as had been 
shown, was, as a metier of fact, 30 
per cent, over his actual taxes, as well 
as another 5 per cent, if the taxes 
were not paid within a month after 
the due date, and the date up to 
which the discount was allowable. . -, 

. With the'-' exception of Alderman 
Bioard, the aldermen were all 
favor of the 10,per.qgnt. discount, but 
they were divkted ojbthe charging of 
5- per cent, og arrears. ^

- A motion was made to make . the 
additional cbn-ge XX-geyvoent. This 
was’tdilbwed'by amendment to 
igipose a charge of 5 per cent, per 
atuiurn on all arrears. This meant 
that if a ratepayer paid his taxes 
l^hen only one • month in arrears he 
-would not be placet^ in the same posi­
tion as the ratepayer who' was 12 
months in arrears, whidh. in effect, 
was that which was contemplated by 
the motion.

Tenders for Debentures.
The session held in camera before 

the regular meeting was called to or­
der was explained when the report ot 
the commissioners recommending the 
non-acceptanoe of any of the tenders 
for the fiye-per-eent. debentures offer­
ed for sale for the city, was presented. 
-The report was as follows :

“In accordance with the advertise­
ment calling for tenders for the pur­
chase of city debentures, your com­
missioners were in attendance to re­
ceive them on Saturday, Aug. 31st. 
After consideration, your , commis­
sioners beg to report that in their 
opinion no tenders so far received arc 
satisfactory in view of the fact that 
no matter what the stringency of 
money is at the present time, any 
tender based upon this stringency re­
sults in a high rate of interest for 
periods running from twenty toiorfy 
years. Tour commissioners have oth­
er projects in view with regard to the 
sale of' these debentures which they 
believe : will be satisfactory to the 
Council.” -,

Transfer of Land.
The commissioriers presented a re­

port recommending the formal transfer 
to the crown of the land granted by 
the aty to the Alberta Government 
for the extension of the Legislative 
building grounds. This report was 
passed in view of the fact that the 
city expects the Government to as­
sist in some matters now pending. 
The report was as follows :

On me 18th of December. 1906, the 
Municipal Council of tlic. city of Ed­
monton passed a resolution agreeing 
to convey to the Government of Al­
berta certain lands for the above- 
named pdrpose, free of chargé. These 
lands comprised the fractional part of 
lot 86, Block 8. 1 and 2 and 85 and 
86 Block 7, and 21 Block 6, H. B. R., 
together with the streets and lanes 
lying south of the Saskatchewan ave­
nue. exteusiqn and adjoining the Par­
liament building site and immediate- 
north of the land acquired by the 
Government from the Hudson’s Bay 
Company for the Parliament building 
site: These Jots, together- with others 
necessary for streets, had been ac­
quired by the city for the purpose of 
diverting Saskatchewan avenue, the 
total cost to "the city being $4,305.32 
and also the whole southwest block 
number 6, H. B. R., which had orig­
inally been, sub-divided into lots 
numbered 1-10 and 117-126, which 
land had originally bean acquired by 
the city for a gravel pit at a—cost of 
$5,000. The closing of the streets 
and lanes concerned has already been 
accomplished.

To carry out this res ji ili m of the 
Council it will be necessary to exe­
cute a transfer conveying the prop­
erty to the Crown :

The cost of the Saskatchewan qve- 
diversion property namely, $4,305.32, 
is still standing on the books of the 
city as a city asset, as it was sup­
posed to be worth the full cost of the 
lands purchased for the street diver­
sion purpose. As this asset will now 
have tv disappear its value will have 
to be replaced by an increase of the 
debenture-debt on the general credit 
of the city as no provision has been 
made for the payment of this money 
in the current year’s tax levy. The 
cost of the gravel-pit property is al­
ready included in the city’s deben­
ture-debt, debentures having been is­
sued lor this expenditure on Septem­
ber 1st, 1905, spreading the cost over 
a period of fifteen years.

G T F Right of Way.
In response- to a request made by 

Alderman Walker for information in 
reference to the .land acquired by the 
city for th,e Grand Trunk Pacific 
right of way and other purposes, the 
corunjibsioners reported as follows :

Under the agreement between the 
city and the G.T.P. Railway Com­
pany, the city agreed to give the com­
pany certain lands for “right of way” 
33 feet in width, between Syndicate 
avenue and First street, and the 
Council decided that it would be ad­
visable to buy complete lots hojdtic 
the surplus 1 an4_available for manu­
facturing sites to be dealt with from 
time to time as opportunity offered 
in the way of encouragement to new 
industries. Arrangement having been 
made -for the purchase of these lands 
jfiurchases were made as far as pos­
sible. A full statement of the lands 
so purchased is herewith attached. It 
was found impracticable to deal with 
certain properties involved, a circum­
stance which was foreseen aqd dealt 
within the agreement which, provides 
that the railway company may expro­
priate any. necessary land that the 
city fails. to purchase, the city agree­
ing to recoup them for this expendi­
ture. The following lands remain to 
be.,dealt with in mis wag:. Thirty- 
three feet in width through lots 118- 
124.11. L. 6; 33 feet In width through 
School Block, R. L. 8; small fraction­
al part of lot 8, Block 8, R. L. 10; 
33 feet in width tbrought lots 20-22, 
Block 14, R. L. 12; 33 feet ih width 
through lots 15, Block 14, R. L. 12.

Great. Lakes, although they were with­
in 150 miles of one of the greatest 
coalfields in the world.

“The whole foothill country from 
the Yell-owkead Pass to the interna­
tional boundary is an immense and 
continuous coal field,” said Mr. Mann, 
“and it is imperative for the safety 
of tbe settlers on the plains that a 
continuous and cheap supply of coal 
be available. The neet}s of railway 
traffic in this respect as well as the 
safety of the settlers, renders it im­
perative that we extend pur system 
as quickly as possible to tap the coal­
fields of the foothills. This coal tgill 
then go as far east as Manitoba and 
poaeibly to Wippipeg, where it will 
come into competition with foreign 
coal.” ......

Mr. Mann stated that the extension 
of the C. N. ft. system to achieve this 
result would engage the first,attention 
of the company nqxt year. ’

He also stated that-in bis opinion 
the government should give iibetal 
assistance to exploit the bitpnvhOys 
coalfields wçst of Edmonton, as it iros 
one of the essential methods oi s ly­
ing the fuel and transportation, prob­
lem in the western plains.

The 
cause is also still shrouded in mys­
tery. Mr. E. A. Hoare ,of the bridge 
company, feels .the situation keenly 
but is unable to offer any explanation 
of disaster. It was too late and dark 
to attempt any explanation last night, 
but Hoarc was early on the scene to­
day without, discovering 1 anything, 
however, that he was willing to com­
municate.

Can Not Explain, It.
He has been in telephonic com­

munication almost all evening with 
his assistant engineer on the works 
and with Hon. Mr, Partit, president 
of the bridge company, in Ottawa. 
The latter, he said was as calm and 
as business-like as ever in discussing 
the affair, though naturally feeling 
much distressed. So carefully, Mr. 
Hoare said, had he seen all work ex­
ecuted, and watched that it was most 
difficult to see where the defect could 
have been. The inquest will open on 
Monday.

Official Figures Put Death Roll at
Seventy-Five.

Montreal, Aug. 30—The Phoenix 
Bridge company today gave out a list 
of the dead, injured and missing since 
the collapse of the Quebec bridge yes 
terday evening. They figure' out that 
there were 61 missing, fourteen found 
dead and eleven1 injured. It is con­
ceded that all life missing must be 
derid, but it is riot ^thought any of 
the wounded will die, many having 
only slight hurts.

Body Cut in Half.
Another body was taken from the 

wreck late this evening. It had been 
observed early in the afternoon, buff 
the water was high and the body was 
so pinned in between girders that it 
could not be moved. Finally at low- 
tide the body was taken out, it being 
found neceissary to cut it in half to 
get it out. Mr. Waitnete, who is in 
charge for the company, is certain 
that the list of casualties given out 
as summarized above contains all tho 
victims.

The company keeps full details of 
its employees and also the address of 
hie nearest friends in case of acci­
dent. All the relations of the killed 
have been notified.

The Utica (N.Y.) Herald-Despatch 
has the following interesting article 
on the past and present coinage of 
Canada : With me opening of the mint 
at Ottawa on January 1, the Cana­
dian government will begin to coin 
its own money. At present all Do­
minion coins are struck in the royal 
mint in Lgndon, srime 16,000,000 
pieces being annually turned out for 
this purpose. When the Ottawa mint 
is in full running order, there will 
be sixty hands employed. It ia 
expected to',_issue between sixteen, 
and twenty million pieces annually.

The coins of Canada are among the 
most interesting that are collected and 
studied by numismatists. Their 
history dates book to t-lie early years 
of the French regime. The first 
coins were a silver fifteen-sol piece 
and a five-sol piece in silver, issued 
in accordance with an edict of Louis 
XIV., dated February 19, 1670; for 
the purpose of furthering me com­
mercial transactions of La compagnie 
des Bides Occidentales en Amérique. 
By second edict, dated November 18, 
1672, the first named piece was made 
current for 20 sols, and the second 
for 6 sols 8 deniers, a sol being the 
equivalent of an English penny.

Rare Canadian Coin.
The first mentioned piece is one of 

the rarest of Canadian coins, and ;s 
estimated as worth $200. On one 
side is -a bust of the King, surround­
ed "by the inscription, “Lud. XIIII. 
D. G. Fr. Et. Nav. Rex.” On the 
other side is the French coat of arms, 
surrounded by the date, 1670, and the 
inscription, “Glorjam Regini Tui Dis­
cent.” The second place is of like 
design. Although not common, it is 
found in a number of collections.

By an edief dated Dec., 1716, a cop­
per coin of 12 deniers, equivalent to 
one sol, was ordered to be struck at 
the rnmt in Perpignan, France, for 
circulation in the American colonies. 
The edict was promulgated at Quebec 
by an order in cOrincil dated March 
9, 1717. The coins -bore that aate. 
but the Perpignan mint struck a 
very limited number of them. The 
reason for this is explained by an 
edict 6f June, 1721, which- states that 
the poor condition of the copper at 
Perpignan prevented the 'further strik­
ing ef this coinage. It was not really 
carried into effect until. the coinage 
of 1721-22. A copper coin of 6 den­
iers was strackrin 1717 undeç the same 
circumstances. It and the 12-denier 
of the Perpignan mint are very rare. 
Th» 9-denier pieces coined in 1721- 
22 to replace, them are common, with 
the exception of the one striick at 
Rouen.

Another Rarity.
On one side are two Ls crossed, 

surmounted by a crown, • and sur­
rounded by the inscription, “Sit 
Nomeri Domini Benedictum,” On 
the other side is the inscription, 
“Colonies Française” in two lines, 
with the date and mint mark below. 
In 1738 billion coins for 18 and 12

deniers were struck for the colonies 
and made current in -Canada. The 
last named is of extreme rarity. In 
various years from 1751 to 1758 ten 
different kinds of copp'er jetons were 
struck that circulated eventually as 
money in Canada. The designs < [ 
eight relate to colonization, ami 
those of two to the'victories of Louis 
XV. None of them is common an I 
some are rare.

With the occupation of Canada by 
the British came the issue of token's 
by the various provinces, banks, busi­
ness firms and individuals.

For over a dozen 
years" prist, however, coins of each 
denomination have been struck re­
gularly. Previous to the consolida­
tion of the provinces into the Do­
minion coins were issued for each of 
them by the British government, but 
the Dominion coins are now the 
money of all British possessions in 
North America except Newfoundland.

No gold pieces have ever been 
struck by the Dominion or any of its 
provinces. Whether the Ottawa mint, 
will coin in this metal has not yet 
transpired. It is said, however, that 
there will be at least one new piece 
—a two-eent nickel. This will be 
the first time the Dominion has used 
this metal for money, although it is 
one of Canada’s greatest minerals. 
Another innovation ' may be to cut 
down the size of the cents, which are 
too bulky. It may be 'reirtnrk'Cri 
here that the United States had tinea 
nickel for coinage purposes since 
1865, when three-cmt pieces were 
struck in it. The coinage of this de­
nomination censed with 1889. The 
nickel 5-eent has been coined since 
I860. The first nickel coin struck 
at the mint was a two-cent pattern 
piece made in the pure metal in 1836.

THE SUMMER FALLOW AND THE 
WEEDS.

Mr. Frank Shutt, chemist to the Do­
minion experimental farms in discus­
sing the question of summer fallow­
ing in Western Canada says. that 
there is very little addition to the 
soil of plant food by plowing down a 
crop of weeds, especially with the 
chief weeds like lam's quarters, pep- 
pergrass and ball mustard. As none 
of these are legumes they do not en­
rich the soil by forming nitrates by 
the absorption of free nitrogen from 
the air. It is quite possible, he says, 
for the soil to be improved by plow­
ing down a green crop of weeds since 
the food elements of phosphoric acid 
and potash are liberated in the soil 
in a more available form. This is 
not cited to recommend or defend the 
growing of weeds. It is merely stat­
ing results of the incorporation of 
green vegetable matter.

The weeds in their growth make 
large drafts upon so.. moisture which 
is transpired tu the extent of several 
tons per acre through the leavejh-The 
tendency of the weed crops then is 
to dry out the soil and consequently 
obviates the whole aim of summer- 
fallowing which is to provide a fine 
mulch over the field to prevent sur­
face evaporation. It is claimed by 
some that the moisture in the green 
weeds when plowed under equals the 
amount transpired during their grow­
ing period. This is a mistake as the 
amount returned is but a fraction of 
that removed by growth. The ideal 
summer fallow has no weeds.

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKET.
Chicago, Ill., Aug. 29.—Liquidation 

in the September option caused a 
higher nervous market in wheat to­
day. At the close September wheat 
was off 5-8 to 3-4c at 89 5-8 to 3-4c. 
Corn was l-8c higher. Oats were down 
l-4e. Provisions were 5 té 30c lower.

The wheat market opened higher 
despite the general selling in the 
December option. September was 
not sold so heavily at the opening, 
but later liquidation in this option 
set in, and the market fell off read­
ily whenever strong pressure was ap­
plied. Prices did not respond quick­
ly to the bullish news received. 
Among these were higher Liverpool 
cables, a decrease of 1,200,000 bush­
els in Minneapolis, and small ship­
ments from Argentine. Reports of 
damage by frost in the Canadian 
Northwest were numerous to-day, and 
the weather was reported in that sec­
tion as being generally cold and Wet. 
Whenever the market advanced 
slightly in response to these influ­
ences, the advance was met by a 
flood of selling orders that carried 
prices down again. The decline at 
theNclose resulted in a good demand 
for export.

September wheat opened 3-8 to 1 
1-8'c higher at 91 to 91%c; sold.be­
tween 89 1-2 and 91 l-2c, and closed 
weak at 89 6-8 to 3-4. Clearances of 
wheat and flour were equal to 422.000 
bushels. Primary receipts were 679,- 
000, against 476,000 on thé same day 
last year. Minneapolis, Chicago and 
Duluth reported receipts of 22 cars, 
against 327 cars last week, and 117 
cars a year ago.

The corn market opened firm, but 
declined later in sympathy with 
wheat. The early bulges followed re­
ports of heavy rains in Iowa and Illi­
nois, which it is believed will do no 
good to the crops at the present time. 
Cables were higher and a fair export 
demand was reported. A scarcity of 
yellow corn, "which is badly wanted 
by shippers who were filling to-day to 
pay a bifc premium for it, also ren­
dered the market nervous.

September com opened 3-8 to 5-8c 
higher at 60 to 60 1-4, sold between 
59 34 and 60 1-4, and closed easy at 
59 3-4c. Local receipts were 134 cars 
with 29 of contract grade.

The oats market- was dull all day, 
but prices withstood the bear move­
ment far better than any other grain. 
The wet weather throughout Illinois 
and Iowa waa a strong bullish factor, 
as only a small proportion of the 
crop has been stacked or threshed, 
and heavy rains 'mean more damage. 
September oats opened l-4c higher at 
50 1-2, sold at 50 1-8 and closed at 50 
1-4. Local receipts were 217 cars.

Provisions were easier on a heavy 
run of hogs at western points. At 
tile close September pork was down 
27 l-% to 30c at $15.47 1-2 to $15.50. 
Lard Avas down 10c at $8.90. Ribs 
were S to 7 1 -2c- lower at $8.46 to 
47 1-2.

Estimates for to-morrow -. Wheat, 
171; corn. 111; oats, 421 cars; hogs, 
25,000 head.

Chicago receipts—Cattle, 4,600; mar­
ket steady. • Hog receipts about 
30,000; market 10 to 15c lower. Sheep 
receipts, 22,000; market weak and 
dull.

WINNIPEG WHEAT MARKET
Winnipeg, Aug. 29.—Liverpool ca­

bles came unexpectedly higher this 
morning and prices here opened with 
a rush. First sales made a cent ad­
vance over the previous close. There 
appeared to be plenty of wheat for 
sale for strong spot, and before all 
sales were liquidated half a cent was 
taken off values. On the break the 
market became dull and was confined 
within narrow limits for the greater 
part of the day. The general news is 
of a bullish tone. This cool and 
cloudy weather, which the whole west 
is experiencing, is not the best kind 
during the critical stage of the wheat 
plant. Although wheat is not a hot­
house plant the general opinion of 
members is that from two to six weeks 
of perfect ripening weather is requir­
ed to assure only a fair crop. The 
weather map this morning showed a 
little higher temperature, but scatter­
ed showers throughout the West. The 
forecast is for partly cloudy weather 
and higher temperature.

Receipts of wheat while falling off 
a little continue to run over those of a 
year ago. Export demand was poor. A 
leading exporter said this morning 
that he was out of the market as it 
was impossible to do business at pres­
ent prices. Around noon the senti­
ment turned bearish and prices start­
ed to sag off, and in spite of the of­
fers of a few leading bulls to hold 
values firm, offerings were too large 
for them and, prices fell gradually 
down to half a cent below the high 
point of the day. The shorts have put 
out good lines on the advance and 
say a better demand for our wheat 
will have to be created before any ma­
terial advance in prices will be main­
tained. The close in Winnipeg is 
unchanged from last night, but Amer­
ican markets are generally fraction­
ally lower.

A TON OF' MILK IN A MONTH.
Very few ipen wish to be always 

measuring themselves up against re­
cord breakers; but they do like to 
make comparisons with what they 
might call “really good men.”

L. Rich­
ardson who is in charge of the Alberta 
exhibit at the Toronto Exhibition. Mr. 
Richardson states in a letter to the 
premier, that the exhibit has proven 
successful and ie one of the features of 
this “greatest fair on earth." The dir­
ectors have been so pleased that they 
have prevailed upon Mr. Richardson to 
remain a week longer. The exhibit will 
also lie taken to the Western Fair at 
London, as soon as the Toronto fair 
closes.

The Toronto Globe of August 29, in 
its write-up of the exhibition there, has 
the following on the Alberta exhibit :

The Province of Alberta is one of the 
interesting places of the world, and the 
eyes of all Canada is on this lusty young 
child of the west. The exhibit of the 
Alberta government in the railways 
building at the Canadian National ex­
hibition is a centre of attraction to ev 
ery visitor, and the arrangement of the 
various grains, grasses, coal and other 
products of the “last west” has been 
made with a view to satisfying the pub­
lic that Alberta" ft all she claims to be. 
a great and progressive province. Am­
ong the exhibit* are grains, clovers, gras­
ses, 6oal, brick; stone, sugar, etc. The 
bulk of the grain exhibit and all the 
grasses are this year’s growth. Samples 
of cats are shown that have run as high 
at 110 bushels to the acre, and some wheat 
60 bushels to the acre. The sheaves 
of grain and imitation wheat fields are 
especially pleasing to the farmers, who 
like to see the wheat and oats in the 
sheaf, just as they appear on their na-j 
live soil. Flax is shown that ran 17 
bushels to tho acre, and some Brome 
grass is six and one-half feet high. Fully 
forty varieties of native and tame grasses 
are in the exhibit. These and the splen­
did alfalfa is proving of wonderful inter­
est to the visitors, and every interested 
person is given a sample of Alberta 
grain in an envelope, also a private pic­
ture post card showing the exhibits.

Alberta is great, not only in its grain- 
producing qualities, but in coal, coal oil, 
marl for cement, natural gas, etc., and 
soft coal is so abundant there that it 
practically lies under every foot of land 
in the whole province. In many 'cases 
all that a farmer who lives near a river 
has to do when his coal supply runs 
short is to step to the river bank and 
help himself to coal from the surface. 
This is one of the splendid features of 
Alberta, and the immense coal beds in 
that province will be made more pro­
ductive as the country continues to fill 
up. The natural gas is another fine 
advertiseriient for Alberta. The gas can 
be used for heating, lighting and manu­
facturing purposes, and at Medicine Hat 
natural gas has been used for several 
years. " Calgary is now boring for gas, 
and it has already been found north of 
Edmonton. Coal oil also has been dis­
covered in Alberta, and wells are . now 
being operated in Southern Alberta, near 
Pincher Creek, as well as in the north 
of Edmonton.

CROP EXPERTS VISIT CLOVER

Pictures of the field and samples 
of the rich quality of the soil as seen 
by the newly-ploughed fields and the na­
ture of the vegetation so abundant every­
where. A field of Red Fife containing 
60 acres owned by H. M. Quebec was 
put at 35 if ripening is not interrupted.

Harvesting of spring grain is billed to 
commence in the Clover Bar country 
this week. W. F. Stevens stated that 
haying alone detained him from cutting 
his oats. His barley is already ent and 
is a splendid crop. He has three-quart­
ers of an acre of Alberta Red upon 
which he cut 50 large stooks.

Price Compensates Small Crop.
Cutting is well advanced and the 

grade will be satisfactory, thus assur­
ing a price which will guarantee to 
tl«e farmers financial returns quite 
as great as those of their . bumper 
crops of the past few years. The 
country along the main line of the
C.P.R., between Virden and Regina, 
has been blessed with a grand crop, 
one which, though late, will yield an 
average of 23 bushels per acre 
throughout that great stretch of coun­
try.

Expect Yield Equal to 1906.
Damage lias been insignificant from 

any cause and curing will soon be 
general. The same encouraging news 
comes from a review of conditions 
along the Prince Albert line, and an 
alinos tequally good crop awaits the 
binders there.

CORNER STONE WAS LAID BY
A. F. & A. M.

Saturday’s Daily.
The corner stone of the Alexander 

Taylor *Public -School, third great pub­
lic school to be erected in the city of. 
Edmonton within the last five years, 
was laid yesterday afternoon at 4 
o’clock by Grand Master H. C. Tay­
lor, M.A., K.C., assisted by' the offi­
cers of the Grand Lodge of Alberta, 
A. F. & A. M. The address of honor 
for the occasion was delivered by 
Hon. A. C. Rutherford, Premier and 
Minister di Education of Alberta. The 
ceremony, which was conducted after 
the ancient customs of the Masonic 
craft, was beautiful and impressive, 
and executed without a hitch.

A great number of the citizens of 
the Capital, among whom were many 
children from the public schools, wit­
nessed the ceremonies with evident 
interest. The audience on the plat­
form comprised several members of 
the city council, and the school board, 
as well as the officers of the Grand 
Lodge and the masters of the Edmon­
ton lodges.

On the platform during the cere­

These were led by Grand Tyler 
Finch,* followed by the two Grand 
Stewards carrying white rods, then 
three past masters with silver vessels 
containing corn, wine and oil, the 
architect with square, level and 
plumb ; then the Grand Officers in or­
der of rank, and finally the Grand 
Master in his gorgeous regalia.

Laying of the Stone.
Arriving at the school the grand of­

ficers, led by the grand master, filed 
through the extended ranks to the 
platform eretted for the ceremony. 
The big stone, over which all the 
ceremony was about, the symbol of 
solidity and integrity, was suspended 
by a crane over the northeast corner: 
When the audience of Grand Masons, 
members of the school board and city 
council were assembled around the 
stone, Alexander Taylor, chairman oi 
the school board, officially in­
vited the Grand Lodge of Alberta, A.
F. & A. M., to perform the ceremony 
of laying the stone, according to the 
rites and customs of the ancient craft 
of Masonry.

Grand Master Taylor expressed his 
pleasure on behalf of the Grand Lodge 
and referred to the appropriateness 
and honor of the act of naming the 
school after one who had been so 
active through a long career in the 
cause of education in the city of 
Edmonton. ,

Turning to the Grand Chaplain, he 
asked him to invoke the divine bless­
ing on the act they, were about to 
perform, which was followed by the 
singing of appropriate Masonic odes 
by a çhoir composed. o£ Messrs. Jack- 
son Hanby, J. Urquhart, Griffiths, 
Caseley Filtness and G. Walker.

“The corner stone of the Alexan­
der Taylor school was laid on the 
30th of August, 1907, by the Grand

teachers.

Impressive Ceremony.
As the stoqe was laid in position by 

the workmen, the drand Master pro­
nounced the words : ‘May the Great 
Architect of the Universe giant that 
ages shall pass away ere this casket 
be seen of men.” Past Grand Master 
Dr. E. A. Braithwaite then laid the 
square to the stone, and lound it 
square ; Qrand Senior Warden Dr. A.
E. Jamieson laid the level on the 
stone and found it so. The plumb was 
put to the stone by Grand Junior 
Warden J. T. Macdonald. When H 
was found to be laid true by the in­
struments of masonry, these officers 
received the elements of consecration, 
corn, wine and oil, from the three 
past masters, W. Brps. Barnes, Har- 
land and Flavin, and' poured them up­
on the stone. Three times the Grand 
Master struck the stone with his sil­
ver mallet, and called .for the grand 
honors. These given, he delivered the 
square, level and plumb to the archi­
tect, R. W. Lines, M.S.A., F.S-I., 
charging him to complete his work, 
and expressing confidence that with 
his skill and tact a fabric would arise 
on the foundation so truly begun as 
would give lustre to 'the city and pro­
vince.

Grand Master of Ceremonies Cope 
concluded the elaborate ceremony 
with the proclamation :

“This stone has been tested by the 
proper instruments of masonry. I 
find that the craftsmen have skillfully 
and faithfully performed their duty, 
and I declare this corner stone to 
be well formed, true and trusty, and 
correctly laid, according to the rules 
of our Ancient Craft. May the build­
ing here to be erected be conducted 
and completed amid the blessings of 
plenty, health and peace.”

The brethren replied : “So mote it 
be,” and the corner stone of the new 
Alexander Taylor public school was 
proclaimed to be proved "square, lev­
el, plumb, true and trusty,” and laid 
according to tlie rules of the Craft, by 
the Grand Master of Masons.

Corner Stone Laid.
Grand Master Taylor then called 

upon the Hon. A. C. Rutherford, Pre­

mier and Minister of Education, to 
deliver the oration.

The premier was received with 
hearty applause. He stated that after 
tlie beautiful ceremony of laying the 
cornerstone of the new scho’ol, it was 
necessary to make it more impressive. 
He would not, he said, attempt any 
flights of oratory, but give them some 
information on the progress of edu- 
cation in the province o'f Alberta.

“The. schools of”this~eity,” said Pre­
mier Rutherford, “are a credit to its 
citizens, and the school board are do­
ing a graceful thing in naming it af­
ter the pioneer of education in the 
city of Edmonton.”

It was gratifying that his work 
would be held ip remembrance by a 
grateful people.

Progress of Education. i-
Since the province was organized 

two years ago, great activity had 
characterized thé advancê of educa­
tion. Two hundred and eighty new 
school districts had been erected and 
organized in that time and 95 during 
the present year. This represented 
an increase of 50 per cent in the num­
ber oi schools since the formation of 
the province. In addition • to this 
there had been increases in the num­
ber of departments in villages, town 
and city schools, which indicated tlie 
actual growth to be 65 per cent, in 
the last two years.-

A great many new school buildings 
and improvements had been effected. 
In 1906 the government issued $422,- 
325 in school debentures, $347,175 of 
which were registered.- In 1907 to 
August 30, the government had is­
sued $525,985 in school debentures, 
$323,365 of which were registered.

It was a splendid thing, said the 
premier, that years ago certain sec­
tions of the public lands were set 
apart for school purposes. We were 
now reaping the benefit of this policy. 
This year the government of Alberta 
received $58,851.44 for the sale of 
school lands, which was an endow­
ment that the older provinces did not 
possess.

Education the Essential.
“Education is the cornerstone of 

wise government,” said the premier.
He believed, he said, in the univer­

sal education of the people. The 
greatest educational institution was 
the common school, where 90 per 
cent, of the citizens received their 
educational training. Hence it was 
necessary that the public sehbol pro­
gram of studies should receive the 
greatest attention. Comparing our 
system with that in the old country, 
the premier said that we covered more 
ground, while they attempted a more 
limited field more thoroughly.

The premier referred to the beauti­
ful site purchased for the University 
of Alberta, which lie described as one 
io the most magnificent in Canada. 
He was delighted that so many gra­
duates resident in the province had 
registered as members of convocation, 
from which would be elected the sen­
ate of the provincial university.

Continuing, the premier stated that 
it was almost certain that work in 
arts would be undertaken in tlie Uni­
versity next year, and it would be 
tlie duty of the senate to add other 
faculties from time to time as the 
growth of the province required.

No Libraries Here Yet.
Tire premier drew attention to the 

fact that there were no public libra­
ries in the province. “Tlie free li­
brary is the school of the grown-up,” 
he said. Further, he said, he noticed 
that every city in the Old Country 
ha‘d a public library, which was large­
ly used to continue and supplement 
education received in the primary and 
secondary schools. The government 
of Alberta made a direct step in the 
encouragement of libraries by offering 
$1 for $1 to municipalities undertak­
ing to establish a public library.

He emphasized that statement on 
the present occasion, and in the city 
of Edmonton, fôr he was talking to 
many who were influential in the city 
and qualified to take the initiative in 
such an important work. It was fit­
ting, stated the Premier, that the 
great riches of English literature 
should be freely disseminated among 
the people, and that the best works 
oi a language that, above all lan­
guages, ancient or modern, was the 
best instrument for the poet, the ora­
tor or litterateur.

Tribute to School Board.
In conclusion the premier paid a 

tribute to the- school boarS for their 
progressive policy.

“It is an ideal school,” said he, 
“and as free from criticism as the 
government of Alberta.”^ (Applause.)

He eulogized Mr. Alexander Taylor 
as one who had always been unsel­
fish, faithful and capable in services 
toward the cause of education in Ed­
monton.

Tho New Building.
The Alexander Taylor school will 

cost $65,000, and will be the finest 
educational institution in the city of 
Edmonton. The building will consist 
ot a large bâsement, full sized, two 
storeys, and an assembly hall. It will 
be situated at the corner of Coal 
street and the Jasper avenue exten­
sion, and will face on Coal street. 
The building will present a handsome 
appearance. The Grecian style ox 
architecture will be followed in the 
portico and trimmings. It will be 
built of Edmonton pressed brick, with 
Calgary sandstone dressing.

There will be three entrance» to the 
school. The dimensions of the build­
ing are 75 by 95, and all parts of the 
building will be roomy, .well ventilat­
ed and well lighted. Four class-rooms 
will be on the ground floor, also the 
second floor, and two will be in the 
basement, where recreation rooms for 
both boys and girls will also be locat­
ed. Each class room will be 27 by 
34, with ceilings 13 feet high, fitted 
up with slate blackboards with every 
advantage of light and ventilation. 
There will be seven large windows 
8 1-2 by 4 feet, in each room, and 
no cross light, so injurious to pupil’s 
eyes.

The building will be heated and 
ventilated by the improved Pease- 
Waldon patented system. Electric 
lights will he placed throughout the 
entire school. Lavatories and wash­
ing rooms will be on each floor, also 
in the basement.

Tlie building, is to be practically 
fireproof, and specifications call for 
a fire" alarm system to be installed.

The roof ovër the assembly hall is 
carried on cast iron Corinthian col­
umns.

The pediment on the portico will 
carry the monogram A. T. 8. sur­
mounted on a shield, surrounded by 
a classic scroll design.

POOR PLUMBING CAUSED 
DEATH.

Montreal, Sept. 2.—Escaping gas 
caused the death yesterday morning 
of fourteen-year-old Dorothy Kend­
rick. and the partial asphyxiation < f 
her father and mother, all three cf 
whom were sleeping in the same bed 
in a room of a dwelling at 16 Domin­
ion street. The victim and , hef 
parents were roomers in the house, 
and their bedroom was situated on 
the third storey of a two-storey upp:r 
tenement. Hafi it not been for the 
prompt action of the tenant’s wife, 
Mrs. Wm. Moore, in rousing thé 
father and mother when she smelLd 
the escaping gas, there would have 
been three fatalities to record. Efforts 
were madeMo restore the daughter, 
hut she died in Mrs, Moore’s a ms as 
she was being lifted out of bed. De­
fective plumbing is thought to have 
caused the accident.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
i

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.
Any even numbered section of Do­

minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to (the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi 
lions by the father-, mother, sou, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
aitd only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi* 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can 
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
oi father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can 
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of conoellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec 
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for inspection must 
state in what particulars the hoine-

cteader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of - 
re-entry, shouiu the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
't may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader tlae requirement as to resi 
dence may be satisfied by such per­
son- residing with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so.
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

teased for a period ot twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $i per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
shall be leased to one individual or 
■company. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered . 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu tjhereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
requirements, purchase vue land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty bl 2 12 per cent, vn 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square ; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of tlie Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall -have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

' 4# tfie end of tikis time tfie baker 
t°o.k i.t into his bead that fie was .not 
fequring sufficient for tfie:‘ article he 
Pri^dtrcèd, and, taking into çonsider- 
ation the advance ifi the wholesale 
price of flour, decided to increase 
Ifie price of bread from 20 tickets for 
one dollar to |R

The average amount of bread con­
sumed per day m Edmonton is half a 
loaf per head. Assuming that the 
population of the city is but 12.000. 
the amount paid out for bread in a 
year would total $27.376. or $75 nor 
day. If the bakers decide on a fur 
tiier increase these amounts will 1*< 
doubled.
