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‘Dr. Brehm’s Report.

The Colonial: Secretary, Mi. Wat-
gon, acted wisely ‘in directing an in-
vestigation “into the origin of the se
vere outbreak. ‘of diphtheria .in the
Molloy family at Trepassey,’ particu- |
larly ' as' a’ suspicion’ existed 'among

some of the neighours of Molloy that it
originated with the _deceased girl
Hagerty, “who had returned from the
General Hospital just before the out-
break occurred. A statément to that
effect ‘was telegraphed to the even-
ing papers’and published hare,and the
latter preued upon the Government
the need of enquiry.

The iuvestization has indeed unfor-
tunately only too well established the
fact that there was a grave outbreak
oI diphtheria, fortunately limited to
one family.  Of this' Dr. Brehm re-
ports;:—

“1 found’'that the outbreak was

Dr. Brehm reports that Mary Hag-
erty ‘was not seen’ by a doctor after
leaving the Hospital, and that it was.
“therefore, impossible to obtain an
accurate description of her sympioms
or conditions”; but against the vague
and conflicting statements of neigh-
bours, he obtdined the ‘testimony of
the . girl’'s mother and sister, who
were in constant attendance upon
her. This testimony ‘is far more con-
vincing than that-of the neighbours,
as unlike that of the latter, it is non-
conflicting and -definite. The girl's
meother and sister “state positively
that she did not complain of sore
throat at any time after her return
home, and that she was able to swal-
low solid [pod without disecomfort up
to an hour or two before her death.”

With such evidence before him, the
only conclusion open to Dr. Brehm
was what he gives, viz.;—

“While it is, of course, now impos-
sible to-obtain absolute: pyoof, ihert
is, in ‘'my opinion, ho reason what-
ever -to' believe that the deceased girl
suffered from diphtheria or that the
outbreak in the Molloy family ori:
i ginated from Mary Haggerty.”

Taking . this, opinion, a8 the only
reasonable one under  the circum-
stances, and an‘ expert one. at -that.
formed by the Medical Officer of
Health, it breaks the chain of sus-
picion . against the General Hospital,
If Mary Haggerty had n® diphtheria
she did not convey diphtheria from
the ' General Hospital to the Molloy
family.

In conclusion, this expert .opin-
fon of Dr, Bréhm formed at Trepas-
sey after an investigation of :the
facts available for examination cor-
roborates the opinion of Dr. Keegan
and his. medical colleagues -that. the
diphtheria butbreak at Trepassey. did
‘not originate in the General Hospi-
tal.

This type of argument can easily
be overlooked from certain quarters,
and if ‘Trinity was really the extreme-
“ly important town your correspond-
ents say it is, such dong-winded vitu-
peration for terming. it -a ‘village”
would be quite unnecegsary.

‘That Trinity is.an.old and historic
place no one attempts to deny; but
so is Stonehenge. Even Dy, White's

December 18th, 1910,
Sir -t beg to ‘report: that, in AG-
cordance with the instructions of the
Government, . < ‘visited ;Trepassey. on
the 9th instant ‘for'the purpose of en-
quiring into the reported outbreak of
diphtheria ¢ ~at ' that. setflerwent. “ 1
found that" the ouf.bf-ea"( was limited
to the house, of James Molloy— no less

than teh ) cases having ‘occurred in

his farmlv The ¢ases Were of a very
severe - type, and only .one member of
the family hds escaped dnfection. Up
to the time of my visit thrée deaths
had, occurred, and a fourth ehild was
then~in ‘a eritical condition. 1 have
since been informed’ by Dr. Glovanetti
that this child died on the 1ith, but
that " all the others are doing well.
Strict quaraitine: hag beei euforced
by the magistrate, Dr. Giovanetti, and
all pessible steps have been taken to
brevent the further spread of the dis-
ease.

With the objecg’of ‘tiacing, if pos-
sible, the “originh *of the outbredk, 1
visited—with . . Gllovghetﬂ-—a nufi-
ber of persons who have - been more
or less connected with the matter, in-
cluding the Molloy familv and the
family .of .the deceased. girl, Mary
Hagerty, who was gsaid to have suf-
fered nom diphtPeria  shortly after
returning® from ‘the Genéral ' Hospital
[ obtained the folowing faefs in con-
nection with this patient: Mary Hag:
erty arrived at Trepassey on the 13th
of Novémber; having been discharged
‘rom the General Hospital as an in-
curable case of tuberculosis. - She
wes extremely ill and weak on land-
ing, and, gradually becoming ‘worse,
died on the-21st. She was mnot seen
by a doctor after leaving the Hospi-
tal, and it is therefore :impossible to
obtain an accurate description of her
symptoms or condition; but the girl’s
mother and sister, who were in con-
stant attendance upon her, state posi-
tively that she did not complain of
sore throat at any time after her re-
furn home, and that she was able to
swallow solid food without discom-
fort up to an hour or two before her
death. Against this I could only
elicit some vague 'and conflictinz
statemernits by neighbours to rthe ef-
fect that some swelling of the neck
or face was noticeable after death,
and that they believed the girl had
had sore throat. There ‘does not ap-
pear to have been any suspicion that
the  girl had had diphtheria until the
disease appeared in a neighbouring
house two days after her /burial. Tho
Molloy child first attacked by diph-
theria was said to have been in con-
tact = with Mary Hagerty several
times' during the last féew days of her
life, but this is true also of a number
of others, and during the two days
which elapsed between the death and
burial the Hagerty house was visited
in the usual way by a large. number
of persons, both children and adults,
from all parts of the settlemnent, Many
of these persons ate and drank in the
house, in which there had, of course,
been no aftempt at disinfection. In
these: circumstances it would be very
remarkable—if - Mary Hagerty < had
died of diphtheria—that only one per-
son. was infected with the "disease.
While it is, of course, now impossible
to  obtain absolute proof, there is, in
uly  opinion, no reason -whatever to
believe that the deceased suffered
froni diphtheria, or. that the outbreak
‘in the Molloy family originated in
this way.

I ‘regret that' the most careful en-
quiries, made during the limited time’
at my disposal, as well as by Dr.
Giovanetti before my visit. have fail-
ed to trace the origin of the outbreak.
This is not surprising, in view of the
fact that more than . two weeks had
elapsed”since the first case occurred;
and, further, that. it is a matter of
common knowledge that the slightest
form “of 'sore throat, which causes no
illness and very little inconvenience,
may be diphtheric in nature, though
not ' recognizable as diphtheria with-
out a Dbacteriological examination.
These mild apd unrecognized  cases
are, nevertheless, capable of giving
rise to the disease in a severe form
in other persons who 'are more sus-
ceptible. It will thus be seen that an
>utbreak of diphtheria may easily ‘oc-
cur, even in a comparatively isolated
place like Trepassey,. which is not
traccable to any ‘well-marked or re-
cognizable case.

As seventeen days have now elapsed
since the first case was. recognized
and quarantine was estdblished, and
no case has occurred outside the fam-
ily originally infected, there is every
reason to hope that there will be nn
further spread of the disease in Tre-
passey.

the drift ice and temperature chan-
ges In the North Atlantic Ocean on
European climate, and that hitherto
his forecasis have been the result of
chance. Should this turn out to.be
the <cases, he states he would
definitely give up his communications
concerning ice and . 'weather. since
they would possess no recognizable
practical value.

|Smuggling Girls From
| China to U.S.

Their Experience Rivals the Tales of
Brutality in  the Afriecan Slave
Trade.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Dee. 7.
Seven Chinese girls, captured on Sun-
day when an attempt was being made
to smuggle them ashore from the
steamer Manchuria, told a story yes-
terday that for brutality concedes no-
thing to the workings of the earlier
African slave trade.” Immigration of-
ficials say there is no doubt that the
girls were being brought here to be
scold into the slave trade. Their ages
are from 14 to 19. All but one of
them declare that they were kidnap-
ped in Hong Kong. This one had pre-
viously been in America and had been
deported. Eight Chinese men. were
also in the room with the women.
The narrative was obtained from the
girls by Chief Assistant Immigration
Commissioner' Harry Edsell, who
spoke to them in their own tongue.
They said they had made the journey
from China in a locker 14 feet square
below deck, a place without, ventila-
tion. Not a ray of light, natural or
artificial, did they see till the end of
the voyage. Their only food and
drink was some dried fruit and cold
tea which had been left for them be-
fore the departure of the steamer.
