Report of toe Feeding Experiments
Mode in the School of Physiology,
Trinity College, DnhHnë*
The preliminary rannouhcemept of 

the results of the experiments ' con­
ducted at the request of the Local 
Government Board Tor'kreland during 
the past year, In the (School of Phy­
siology, Trinity College. Dublin, as to 
the nutritive value of Bovril, and com­
municated to the British Association 
at Sheffield (“Times" report, Septem­
ber 3), has created considerable in­
terest amongst the Medical Profes­
sion.

In order to secure a, decisive- test, 
dogs were first brought to a constant 
weight on dried dog biscuit mixed 
with known quantities ot water. Bov­
ril—from 21A to 7% grammes—was 
then added to the food, with the re­
sult that'the weight of the animals 
went up as much as 50 to 100 gram­
mes, or, in round numbers, 10 to 20 
times the weight of the Bovril given.

Afterwards Bovril was discontinued, 
and the animals fell back to the ori­
ginal weight. Compared with the ef­
fect of hard-boiled white of egg, it 
was found that from 6 to 16 times as 
much by weight of the latter had to 
be given to obtain the same increase 
in weight, or, taking the dried organic 
solids in the two foods, from 2% to 
i times as much egg white had to be 
given to obtain the Bovril effect.

In several of the experiments there 
was a retention of reserve nitrogen, 
and in all an increased utilisation of 
other foods.

Dr. Brehm’s Report
The Colonial Secretary. Mr. Wat­

son, acted wisely In directing an in­
vestigation into the origin of the ae 
vere outbreak of diphtheria in the 
Molloy family at Trepassey, ' particu­
larly as a suspicion existed among 
some of the nelgbours of Molloy that It 
originated with the deceased girl 
Hagetty, who had returned from the 
General Hospital just before the out­
break occurred. A statement to that 
effect was telegraphed to the even­
ing papers and published here, and the 
latter pressed upon the Government 
the need of enquiry.

The investigation has indeed unfor­
tunately only top well established the 
fact that (here was a grave outbreak 
of diphtheria, fortunately limited to 
one family. Of this Dr. Brehm re­
ports:—

“I found that the outbreak was 
limited to the house of James Molloy 
—no less than ten cages having oc­
curred In this family. The cases 
were Of â""Very severe type1, and only 
one member of the family has escap­
ed infection. Tip to the^ time of my 
visit three deaths had occurred, and 
a fourth child was then In a critical 
condition. 1 have since been inform­
ed by Dr. Giovanetti that this child 
died on the 11th, but that all the 
others are doing well."

As to the rùéplcïon that- the out­
break might have been brought fropi 
the" General, Hospital, .it will be re­
membered that the Staff Superintend­
ent and the médical staff of that In­
stitution reported on December 7th 
that the suspicion was. “absolutely 
■without foundation.” and that ther. 
had been no’ outbreak in the General 
Hospital sinde early in July last. This 
testimony, we pointed out at the time, 
went far to dispel doubt and sus- 

yoicion.”" But it Was desirable in the 
' interests of the public to trace the 
outbreak" in the Molloy family,- and 
to see whether the evidence elicited 
on the spot corroborated or rebutted 
the testimony of the General Hospital 
staff. Unfortunately Dr. Brehm was 
not able to trace the origin. In com­
menting on this failure to trace the 
original cause he says: —

"This Is not surprising, *u view of 
the fact that more than two weeks 
had elapsed since the first case oc­
curred—and, further, that it is now 
a matter of common knowledge that 
do slightest form of sore throat 
which -causes no' illness and very lit 
tie Inconvenience,

elicit some vagiie and conflicting 
statements by neighbours to the effect 
that some swelling of the neck or 
face was noticeable after death; and 
that they believed the girl had had 
sore throat.”

Dr. Brehm reports that Mary Hag- 
erty was not seen by a doctor after 
leaving the Hospital, and that it was. 
"therefore, impossible to obtain an 
accurate description of her symptoms 
or conditions”; but against the vague 
and conflicting statements of neigh­
bours, be obtained the testimony of 
the girl's mother and sister, who 
were in constant attendance upon 
her. This testimony is far more con­
vincing than that of the neighbours, 
as unlike that of the latter, it is non­
conflicting and definite. The girl's 
mother and sister "state positively 
that she did not complain of sore 
throat at any time after her return 
home, and that she was able to swal­
low solid (pod without discomfort up 
to an hour or two before her death.”

With such evidence before him, the, 
only conclusion open to Dr. Brehm 
was what he gives, viz.n—

“While it is, of course, now impos­
sible to obtain absolute proof, then 
is, in my opinion, ho reason what­
ever to believe that the deceased girl 
suffered from diphtheria or that tl>e 
outbreak in the Molloy family ori­
ginated from Mary Haggerty.”

Taking this , opinion, as the only 
reasonable one under the circum­
stances, and an expert one at that, 
formed by the Medical Officer ot 
Health, It breaks the chain df sus­
picion against the General Hospital. 
If Maty Haggerty had fid diphtheria 
she did not convey diphtheria from 
the General Hospital to the Molloy 
family.

In conclusion, this expert opin­
ion of Dr. Brehm formed at Trepas­
sey after an investigation of the 
facts available for examination cor­
roborates the opinion of . Dr. Keegan 
and his medical colleagues that the 
diphtheria outbreak at Trepassey dirt 
not originate in the General Hospi­
tal. '-" 1 ■ _

Dear Sir,—Since my last letter to 

you I have read in your paper of the 
6th inat. a tong letter from Dr. A. E. 
White, of Trinity.

Before replying to it 1 would point 
out that an extraordinary amount of 
abuse and even veiled threats have 
been excited by my suggestion that 
good reasons should be shown for the 
building of the Trinity Spur Line.

This type o’f argument can easily 
be overlooked from certain quarters, 
and if Trinity was really the extreme­
ly important town your correspond­
ents say it is. such long-winded vitu­
peration for terming it a ’’village’’ 
would be quite unnecessary.

That Trinity is. an .old and historic 
place no one attempts to deny; but 
so Is Stonehenge. Even DF. White’s 
letter betrays a bitterness which Is 
hard to conceal.

The words “busy-bodies" and 
“meddlers," and the carefully exe 
cuted “query marks" after the word 
“argument” do not help his side of 
the question.

The doctor asked me certain ques­
tions which 1 presume he wishes an 
swered, though it is curious that on 
the face of his statement that njy 
“arguments (?) .... are too childish 
for consideration” he should deem if 
necessary, to occupy the equivalent of 
two columns of your issüe In consid­
ering them. First, thin I would say 
that with regard to the necessity en 
the formulation of a new contract for 
the building of the Spur, If Dr. White 
is right! the contract is already^ made, 
and if made, no further anxiety on 
that point need exist. ..

that is one of the very reasons whx 
(if there is yet time) the possible 
“twisting and turning" into and oui 
of Trinity Town (pax vobiscum), witi 
its concurrent expense and delay- 
may be prevented before it is tot 
late. With professional accuracy the 
doctor’s letter ends with a summary 
of reasons for building the Spur.

There is no need for me to criti­
cise them fully. I suppose they art 
the best that can be brought forward 
and as such will no doubt receive 
consideration on the part of Govern 
ment and people.

“Because Trinity is Trinity" does 
not seem much of an argument in it 
self.

Without the Spur the “non-resi­
dent," in other words, the floating 
and travelling “population" mighi 
Boat or travel elsewhere, and there 
ore that' is certainly a weighty poim 
rom the Trinity view.

There is no “prejudice, ' jealously 
and opposition" to Trinity that th< 
■vriter’is aware of—if a certain few 
Trinitarians would “live and let live’
— unfortunately jealousy begets 
ealousy. The Premier and Colonial 
Secretary will be glad to know thaf

We append the report of Dr. 

P-iehui on his investigation Into the 
outbreak of diphtheria and into Its 
origin. It was furnished to us by 
Hon. R. Watscn, Colonial Secretary.

Department of Public Health.
St. John’s, Newfoundland. 

December ISth, 1910.
Sir,—I beg to "report that, in ac­

cordance with the Instructions of the 
Government. I visited Trepassey on 
the 9th instant for the purpose of en­
quiring into the reported outbreak ot 
diphtheria • at . that settlement, f 
found that the outhfea’c was limited 
tq the house, pf James Molloy— no less 
than ten. cases having occurred in 
his family. The cases were of a very 
severe type, and only one member of 
the family has escajied Infection. Up 
to the time of my visit three deaths 
had. occurred, aqd a fourth child was 
then-in a critical condition. I have 
since been Informed by Dr. Giovanetti 
that this child died on the 11th, but 
that all (he others are doing well. 
Strict quarantine had beet; enforced 
by the magistrate. Dr. Giovanetti, and 
all possible steps have been taken to 
prevent the further spread of'the dis­
ease.

With the object of tracing, if pos­
sible, the origin ’of the outbreak. I 
visited—with ■ Dr. .Olovqnettl—a num­
ber of persons who have been more 
or less connected with the matter, in­
cluding the Molloy farnilv and the 
family of ,(*e doused girl,. . Mary 
Hagerty, who was .said to have suf- 
fbred from diphtheria shortly after 
rettirnlnffH*» *t$e General Hospital.
I obtained the following facts In "con­
nection with this patient: Mary Hag 
erty arrived at Trepassey on the 13th 
of November, having been discharged 
from the General Hospital as an In­
curable case of tuberculosis. She 
wes extremely ill and weak on land­
ing, and, gradually becoming worse, 
died on the 21st. She was not seen 
by a doctor after leaving the Hospi­
tal. and It is therefore impossible to 
obtain an accurate description ot’ her 
symptoms or condition; but the girl’s 
mother and sister, who were In con­
stant attendance upon her, state posi­
tively that she did not complain of 
sore throat at any time after her re­
turn home, and that she wah able to , 
swallow solid food without discom­
fort up to an hour or two before her 
death. Against this I could only 
elicit some vague and conflicting 
statements by neighbours to the ef­
fect that some swelling of the’ neck 
or face was noticeable after death, 
and that they believed the girl had 
had sore throat. There does not ap­
pear to have been any suspicion that 
the girl had had diphtheria until the 
disease appeared tn a neighbouring 
house two days after her, burial. Tho 
Molloy child first attacked by diph­
theria was said to have been in con­
tact with Mary Hagerty seve’ral 
limes during the last féw days of her 
life, but this Is true also of a number 
of others, and during the two days 
which elapsed between the death and 
burial the Hagerty house was visited 
In the usual way by a large number 
of persons, both children and adults, 
from all parts of the settlement. "Many 
of these persons ate and drank in the 
house, in which there had, of course, 
been no attempt at disinfection. In 
these'circumstances It would be very 
remarkable—if Mary Hagerty had 
died of diphtheria—that only one per­
son was infected with the disease. 
While it is, .of course, now impossible 
to obtain absolute proof, there is, in 
my opinion, no reason whatever to 
believe that the deceased suffered 
front dijihthèria, or. that the outbreak 
In the ’Molloy family originated in 
this way.

I regret that the most careful en­
quiries, made during the limited time' 
at my disposal., as well as by Dr. 
Giovanetti before my visit, have fail­
ed to trace the origin of the outbreak. 
This is not surprising, in view of the 
fact that more than two w-eeks had 
elapsed since the first case occurred; 
and, further, that it is a matter of 
common knowledge that the slightest 
form of sore throat, which causes no 
Illness and very little, inconvenience, 
may he diphtheric in nature, though 
not recognizable as diphtheria with­
out a bacteriological examination. 
These mild and unrecognized cases 
are, nevertheless, capable of giving 
rise to the disease in a severe form 
in other persons who are more sus­
ceptible. It will thus be seen that an 
outbreak of diphtheria may easily oc­
cur, even in a comparatively Isolated 
place like Trepassey.! which Is not 
traceable to any well-marked or re­
cognizable case.

As seventeen days have now elapsed 
since the first case was recognized 
and quarantine was established, and 
no case has occurred outside the fam­
ily originally infected, there is every 
reason to hope that there will be no 
further spread of the disease in Tre­
passey.

The Gulf Stream 
and Its Influence

on Europe.
This present season, especially the 

past month of November, has been 
remarkably mild, not only in New-

@8®

remarkably mild, not only in New 
foundland but_Aleo on Labrador. There 
has also been a mar.ked absence of 
Ice. 1 have always maintained that 
our climate is greatly Influenced by 
the Gulf Stream. Anyone who ob­
served the weather in November 
would be greatly struck *ith the 
continuance day after day of south­
erly winds. The general idea about 
this great ocean current of warm 
water is that it-strikes off east a long 
way sduth of our island. We have, 
however, outside proof that it ap­
proaches much nearer to our shores. 
We see this often in the dead of win­
ter when there comes a southerly 
wind and we feel a warm blast al­
most like summer evidently from the 
Gulf Stream. Lest my readers should 
think that this is all absurd and the 
offspring of my senile imagination, 
Î enclose the following extract from 
the London Times of 2nd Dec., 1910:

—D. W. P.
SEVERE WINTER PREDICTED.
Dr. H. Habenicht, a member of the 

staff of Perthes great geographical 
establishment at Gotha, has for sev­
eral years endeavoured to make a 
forecast of the winter weather, large­
ly from observations on the Gulf 
Stream and the movements of the ice 
in the Arctic and southwards. This 
year he ventures to forecast a hard 
winter. From the uniform distribu­
tion of temperature in the Gull 
Stream, a result of the scarcity of 
ice thi^ year round Newfoundland, 
and from the extraordinary large 
masses of drift ice during the sum­
mer between North Cape and Spits­
bergen, he concludes that there will 
be unusually hard and continuous 
cold during the coming winter in 
Europe. .

The want of temperature variations 
in the Gulf Stream leaves little room 
for low North Atlantic minima, and 
the ice masses around the North Cape 
favour the extension of the Siberian 
high pressure and cold region west-

November or the beginning of Decem­
ber, after a" new or full moon, with 
considerable precipitation, followed 
immediately by east winds and cold 
weather. Should the coming winter 
not be considerably colder than the 
average of many years, Dr, Habenicht 
would regard this as a sign that he 
had over-estimated the influence o: 
the drift ice and temperature chan­
ges in the North Atlantic Ocean on 
European climate, and that hitherto 
bis forecasts have been the result of 
chance. Should this turn out to • be 
the cases, he states he would 
definitely give up his communications 
concerning ice and weather, since 
they would possess no recognizable 
practical value.

Marine Notes.

The supposed tomb of King Henry 
VI. (murdered in the Tower of Lon­
don, 1471) has just hqen opened in St 
George’s Chapel, Windsor, and por­
tions of a skeleton were found. The 
bones were in a box a few feet be­
neath the pavement under an arch on 
the south side of the altar, They were 
apparently the bones of a man. After 
examination by a doctor and several 
authorities, including the Provost of 
Eton (which was founded by Henry 
VI.) and the Provost Of King’s Coir 
lege, Cambridge, and castle officials, 
the skeleton was reinterred two days 
later in the presence of clergy and the 
vault closed. It is understood that a 
report is to be made to the King.

Richard III. caused the body of Henry 
VI. to be removed from Chertsey Ab­
bey and to be buried at Windsor, 
where it was solemnly reinterred on 
August 12th, in St George’s Chapel, 
under the uppermost arch on the 
south side of the altar.'

Visitors who recently called on Mr. 
Stead, at his London offices, found 
him wearing prison garb. This is his 
custom on the anniversary of his im­
prisonment in connection with the 
agitation for the Criminal Law 
Amendment Act.

; Their Experience Rivals the Tales of 
Brutality in the African Slave 
Trade.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., Dec. 7. — 
Seven Chinese girls, captured on Sun­
day when an attempt was being made 
to smuggle them ashore from the 
steamer Manchuria, told a story yes­
terday that for brutality concedes no­
thing to the workings of the earlier 
African slave trade. Immigration of­
ficials say there is no doubt that the 
girls were being brought here to be 
sold into the slave trade. Their ages 
are from 14 to 19. All but one of 
them declare that they were kidnap­
ped in Hong Kong. This one had pre­
viously been in America and had been 
deported. Eight Chinese men were 
also in the room with the women. 
The narrative was obtained from the I 
girls by Chief Assistant Immigration 
Commissioner Harry Edsell, who 
spoke to them in their own tongue. 
They said they had made the journey j 
from China in a locker 14. feet square 
below deck, a place without ventila­
tion. Not a ray of light, natural or 
artificial, did they see till the end of 
the voyage. Their only food and 
drink was some dried fruit and cold 
tea which had been left for them be­
fore the departure of the steamer. 
Mç. Edsell says a thorough investiga­
tion is to be made of the operations 
of the smuggling ring that is sup­
posed to be at work.

Rescue of a Courier.
Rainy River, Ont., Nov. 30.—J. A. 

Hycr, mail carrier on the United 
States side, went through the ice 
with half a ton of mail on a dog- 
sled, and when he tried to get out, 
the ice kept continually breaking. A 
13-yeàr-old girl, Lizzie Alloway, 
heard his cries and ran down the 
bank to his rescue. She lay full 
length on the thin ice and caught him 
by the collar, but this only kept him 
from going down. Hé was unable' to 
get out and Ahe hung on for about 20 
minutes. The water came up around 
her over the ice and he called to her 
to let him go, or they would both be 
drowned. She still held him, however, 
and three men came to the rescue ahd 
dragged the girl over the Ice, pulling 
Hyer out too. He was almost uncon­
scious. The mail, including a sack of 
registei-ed letters, went to the bottom.
