What she thought may have been
the advisability of dyeing my light

And yet the author of these her-
esies is, as I said before, the ver
sweetest lady I know. Now if she
thus betrays the presence of secula:
thoughts at a time when one should
be thinking only of sermons and de-
votions what about \the rest of us‘
Truly it is an appalling thought.

How often do you' listen straight
through“to a sermon over half an hour
in length, and not go off on a single
irrelevant train of thought? Perhaps
I'm more inattentive or rattle-brained
than. most people, but as for myself, I
will frankly admit that I could scarce-
ly claim half a dozen such occasions
in a lifetime.

Some years ago, I used to attend a
fine old church which was quaintly
and beautifully finished in natural
beams. Said the minister's wife one
day to a group of us; “I think the
architecture of this church is beauti-
ful. When I am not especiaily inter-
ested in the sermon, I just love to sit
and look up at those great beams.”

And she was the minister’s gife, the
first lady of the church, with a con-
vincing reason, nay two or three of
them, if anyone ever had, for listening
to every word of the sermon! -

Another dear, good woman admits
frankly that she plans all the child-
ren’s clothes in church.

What are you going to do about it?
May I offer two or three little sug-
gestions ?

My first is not to have any sermons
over half an hour long, preferably
nearer the fifteen minutes mark. A
wicked shortening of one’s devotions,
you say? 1 don't see it that way. I
think we could listen to a fitteen min-'
utes sermon throughout, and surely
that's better than hearing a few words
of a longer discourse.

Another is for ministers to talk in-
stead of preach. As I say, there have
been a few oceasions when I listened
to the whole sermon. On most of
these I sat under a minister who sel-
dom raises his voice; never gets ora-
torical or audiency, but just talks as

| 'if he were talking right to me, where-
Lupon I feel in courtesy bound to listen
to him just as I would to anyone who
was talking to me. Whereas, with a
minister who is preaching, I feel that
ae is addressing an Audience with a
:apital A, and it doesn’t really matter
vhether I listen or not. ;

My third suggestion is for theé audi-
ence —for you and me, in other words.
And it is for us to realize that we don’t
! honour God and worship Him, and do

i our duty by sitting in a pew and think-
i ing of clothes and pleasure and busi-
L ness, any more than by sitting at
home and thinking of those things.
Presumably when we go to church
we are dedicating a certain amount of
time to honoring and worshipping
God, and time spent in selfish secular
thoughts is stolen from this dedicated
time. Perhaps if we bolstered up our
resolutions to really listen, by that
point of view we might do a bit beétter.
Here’s good luck to you—and me.

Any article made of celluloid »(as
combs, barettes, etc,) may be success-
fully mended- by means of -collodion.

When wintding wool for crocheting
or knitting, if the tag that comes with
it is- used to start the ball, there will
be less trouble; if more wool is need-
ed, as the tag has the number and
size of wool on it, and will be there
when the end of the ball of wool is
reached, it will serve as a guide for
the person who uses the last of the
wool.

Housekeepers who have been trou-
bled about cleaning the bowl in the
bathroom toilet will find the best and
easiest ‘way to keep it clean is by .put-
ting a little chloride of lime in the
water and letting it stand for a while.
A mop kept for the purpose or an old
whisk-broom will then make it as
white as new.

Pails, washtubs, and other recep-
tacles made of paper pulp may be
easily mended with putty when they
are cut or worn. The putty is cov-
ered with a piece of cloth which has
received a coat of paint, and’ when the
paint has dried, the cloth is given an-
other‘coat to match the color of the
tub. Iieaks may be stopped entirely
in this way at small cost.

Dried peaches cooked in this man-
ner are delicious: Pour over them
“boiling water, let stand a few minutes
when the peel may be easily remoyed.
Put them in a saucepan, cover with
water, and leave to soak over night;
then cook in the usual way, without
changing the water. Prunes and
other dired fruits are also wmuch im-
proved if cooked this way.

Push the
threaded needle through the woo!
for an inch or two, pulling the wool
through evenly until a good “lap” it
made. Then ‘take out the needle, anc
trim off the end of your wool nicely;
there will be no knots to mar youl
work.

When it is neécessary to handle a hot
lamp chimney, roll a newspaper loose-
ly bend the roll in the middle, anc
place the loop around the chimney:
then both ends may be grasped wit}
one hand in such a manner that the
hot chimney will be in perfect contro
without ‘being directly touched. Ther:
is absolutely no danger of being burn
ed if you are careful; but held th«
paper quite firmly, or you will droj
the lamp chimney.

To keep large pieces of silverware
bright, -get at a drug store a small
hottle of white shellac, dilute with
alcohol, and with a soft cloth ai)pl_v F
thin coating on exteriors of coffee anc
tea pots, soup . tureen, candlesticks
card salvers, pitchers, etc., in fact, or
all pieces the outside of which neec
not be washed in hot water. In a few
moments the shellac will dry and can-
not be detected. Cleanse it with ¢
damp cloth, and it is always polishec
and brilliant; as this coating prevent:

The schooner W. E. Morrissey, of
Gloucester, left that Port on the 28th
of December, for Bonne: Bay, New-
foundland, via Sydney, when the Cap-
tain received orders to - proceed to
Benne Bay and then discharge part
,cargo of salt. Nothing eventful hap-
pened on the voyage, and she arriv-

{.ed” at Bonne Bay, 2nd Jatuary, dis-

charged -cargo and rec¢eived orders to
go to Bay of Islands and load heérring
for Gloucester, U. S. A.

Left Bonne Bay, 9th of January, for
said port; everything went well for
'a time and had the good weather con-
tinued a couple of hours longer she
could easily have reached Lark Har-
bor, but such was not the case. When
offt Gregory a south east hurricane
struck the vessel almost before any-
thing could be done to prepare her for
it. The vessel could not carry sail
and was run to sea under bare poles;
when 35 miles from land the vessel
was hove to under two reef topsail;
this was about 6 p.m. of the 9th, and
at 12 o'clock, midnight, the foresail
blew from the rope, and she lay hull
to the sea as it was impossible to get
any sail on her. Shortly after mid-
night the wind changed to west north
west blowing fierce, they managed
with great danger to their lives to get
the riding sail on the foremast, the
vessel was headed north that course
gave the vessel the longest drift; she
remained on this course about 27 hrs.
After the wind changed to west north
west the glass went 12 degrees below
zero, the vesel iced up and every man
aboard worked for his life cutting ice
to keep the vessel dfloat, had this not
been done she must have become en-
tirely unmanageable and this account
could never have been written.

During the 27 hours thé blinding
snow prevented them from seeing any-
‘hing till quite near it, and the skirts
»f ice made matters worse as with the
heavy sea running we had to avoid.
At 2. p.m. Thursday, of the 11th, the
weather cleared a bit and we saw land
and noticing it to be low we thought
there was a chance to save our lives
we headed for it.

In about half an hour the vessel
struck on a rock on which at the time
‘here was about four feet of water,
‘hey expected her to go to pieces as
there was a terrible sea, but fortun-
ately the heavy sea was our friend and
lifted the vessel over into deeper
water. Every sea threw the vessel
qearer to the side of the beach as far
1s it was possible fop her to go. With
considerable difficulty the men got
ashore not thinking of what may await
them on such a stormy night.on the
rugged coast of Newfoundland. The
first thing .they did after getting a-
shore was if possible to find a place
of shelter; they all went to the woods
and hoped to get a fire to keep them
from freezing till morning, but what
was their dismay to find a fire was not
obtainable as every thing was coated
with snow carried along by the fierce
gale that blew at the time.

Capt. Daley accompanied by one of
his crew went in search of a house,
and after scrambling about over rocks
and. low trees for some time at last
found an unoccupied house. They
then hutried to tell the rest of the
erew which they seon reached. On
their way back to the house the cap-
tain being drenched with water while
getting ashore and hunting for shelter
could get no further, and lay down on
his back to die. But such a brave
crew could not let their self-sacrificing
captain die without making an effort
“to save his life; they soon had him
brought and placed in the house where
a fire was made and everything done
to help bring him back to life. Early
in the morning some of the industrious
people of Bilburns saw the vessel a-
shore and soon every man and boy old
enough to help was by their side. The
crew were soon divided up among
them and everything done to relieve
their sufféring. All the crew but one
man was frostbitten, the worst was the
captain,”whose two wrists and hands
and other parts were in-a bad condi-
tion.

THe captdin and crew speak in' the
highest terms of the good people of
Bilburns who made their stay among
. them as pleasant as possible by doing
everything in their power to help théem
in every peossible way, and so great
was the kindness they received by
them- that they say they will never
forget it as long as they five.—W. Si

Did Not Follow
Advice Sought.

Elsewhere, we publish a letter of
criticism of the Teachers’ Pension
Bill. In it occurs the sentence:
“One wonders why the Superintend-
ents did not interfere when they saw
the wholesale wrong about to be
enacted.” Our correspondent should
remember the Superintendents are
Government officials, and they could
not well initiate any matter of govern-
ment policy, or even initiate any inter-
feremce with a government policy. Our
correspondent will be able to peruse
the reports of the Superintendents in
which he will find, if the others follow
the course pursued by Mr. Blackall a
copy of a joint letter from the four
Superintendents of education, in reply
to a communication addressed to them
by the Prime Minister. Our corres-
pondent wiH not fail to observe that
the Superintendents were alive to ob-
jectionable features in the measure,
but that the Government did not follow
the advice and suggestions in these
directions tendered to them by these
gentlemen. We take an extract from
it which is in point:—

(7) At present all contributing
teachers of the same age on entering
the profession make the same annual
contributions, according to sex. Under
the scheme of the present Education
Act this is just, for each teacher is to
receive the same pension, ie., one
hundred dollars a year in the case of
males, and eighty dol}am a year in the
case of females.

Now that the pension is to wvary
principally in accordance with the
grade of the teacher, we are strongly
of opinion, that the scale of annual
contributions should vary in some
measure according to the grade of the
teacher,

We may here say that the many odd
sums of money stated for the annual
contributions . or premiums give a
great deal of unnecessary labour in
the offices of the service, and we
suggest that the present is an oppor-
tune moment for reducing the con-
tributions to zound numbers for cer-
tain groups of years.

(8) We do not think that the re-
commendation of Section 4, Schedule
B, is a prudent one. We are of opin-
jon that ‘the Pension Fund should be
kept distinct and placed under the
control of a Board of Trustees  ap-
pointed’by the Governor in Council—
one-third of the number being nomin-
ated by the teachers. The fund should

Two Men Shot.

The gun which he carried cock-
ed exploded, and most of the charge
of heavy duck shot in it passed by
James's head, two of the leaden pel-
lets lodging in his arm. Thomas re-
ceived several shot in the face and
about the lips, and bled profusely
from the wounds received. They
were rushed to Placentia as quickly
as possible and on arrival here were
taken by Mr. Eli Whiteway to the
Hospital and admitted, though there
is not a vacant bed in the institution.
The shot will be extracted from the
men to-day. Had James been a lit-
tle nearer the other man he would
have been killed.

This
is a most serious condition of af-
fairs for this branch of the fishery,
and thé belief is that most of the fleet
will go undermaned to the Banks this
season.

Can’t Charter
Steamers.

Mercantile establishments find it
very difficult to charter ships in Eng-
land to come to Newfoundland, several
steamers are wanted to bring salt
and other cargoes from Europe, but
the great English coal strike is tying
them up. If it continues, soon ship-
ping will be at a premium for coal
carrying purposes and this will ren-
der it difficult to get eligible boats.

The two young men Mansfield, who
were the principal figures in an as-
sault case about a month ago for ill-
treating a police officer and were
sentenced to six months in the Peni-
tentiary, were released from 'prison
to-day at noon. Both men.are going
to sea and were liberated to sign
bonds for their future good behav-
ious, two citizens having gone secur-
ity in each case for forty dollars.
