Grenfell Hall Lecture.
“The Empire of Indin.”

Notwithstanding the mclemencv of
the weather, and the nunrerdus count-
er attractions provided on St. Pat-
tick’s Night, a large audience assem-
bled in the Grenfell Hall to hear- a
lecture, dealing with the “Empire of
India” delivered by Mr. W. H. Jones,
Superintendent of the Institute.

The Hon. Robert Watson, who pre-
sided, introduced the speaker and in
doing so referred to the fact that
Queen Victoria was the first Englisn
Sovereign to assume the Imperial
title of India. King Edward being tue
first to ascend the throne with this
dignity and our present King the lirst
to assume the lmperal Crown in the
presence of his iudian subjects. The
chairman said that he was greatly im-
pressed at the Coronation of King
George by the preaence of s0 many €-
presentatives, not only of the British
Isles and India, hut also of the otne-
“British possessions veyond the seas.”

The lecture opened with a fine photo
of the King, then followed views of
Bombay and the Himalays, with the
Vale of Cashmen on the way, Luck-
now and Cawnpore, the Sacred City of
Benares, the famous Maj Mahal were
all dealt with, each supplying material
for interesting stories. Calcuita,

Madras, Rangoon and Ceylon in their

Concessmns

YSpecial to Evenlng’ Telegram.

LLONDON, March 16.
The British Government will make
no further concessions. This an-

nouncement was made in the Com-
mons to-day by Premier Asquith.
That.the ministry believes the Union-
‘ists will finally accept the conces-
sions offered is indicated by the fol-
lowing: “If proposcals for the ex-
Mclusion of Uister for a limited peri-
“od,” said the Prime Minister, “are
“accepted Dby the Unionists, there
“must be adjustments of the measure,
“especially of those clauges relative
“to finance and administration. These
“are now being carefully worked out.
“We are not prepared with a cut and
“dried speech at the present time, to
“cover all grounds. If the proposals
‘“‘are rejected it ‘will be a waste of
“time to discuss auxiliary and con-
“sequent points. The pro}iosals have
“been made because the Cabinet be-
“lieved them to offer the best method
Eof dealing with the question, and a
“logical attempt to try and reach a
“basis of final settlement.”

Mr. Asquith put the issue directly
up to the Opposition, when he said:
“I now ask the Unionists if they are
“prepared to accept the principle of
. “the proposals outlined here last
i.“Monday. We do not know whether
 “to g0 any further or not.” He de-
clared that he was ready and willing
to debate the Home Rule and Ulster
exclusion question with Bonar Law,
with the Opposition or any others at
an early date. The Premier’'s speech
was received with little enthusiasm
by the Opposition benches, and on
several occasicns murmurs of disa-
greement were so strong as to force
him to pause. After he had delivered
his statement, Mr. Asquith submitted
to interpolaticns. He said that the
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland would not
continue his duties over any part of

Ireland which excluded itself from
b Home Rule, nor could the Dublin
Parliament be able to impose taxes
on these districts. It would be ne-
cessary to increase the amount of the
allowance to the Irish Exchequer,
and other adjustments would also be

necessary. The Unionists created
uproar during and - after the Pre-
mier’'s speech. Carson leaped to his
feet shouting: “Do ycu not now

recognize that the proposals are no-
thing but hypocritical shams?”

PARIS, March 17.
Gaston Calmette, editor of the Fi-
garo, was shot yesterday morning by

Harriett Cajllaux, wife of Joseph
Caillaux, the French Minister of Fin-
ance, and died at night. Mme Cail-

laux went to the office of the Figaro
to carry'out an act of vengeance
against M. Calmette, who had Dbeen
writing articles characterized by
great venom against the Minister of
Finance. She fired at least three
times, the editor being wounded in
the chest, side and abdomen. Whilst
being treated in the hospital, he
said repeatedly: *“I have done my
duty; 1 have done my duty.” Having
committed the deed, Mme. Caillaux
submitted to arrest, and while the
employees of the Figaro office were
taking the pistol from her hands,
said: “Since there is no justice in
this country, I take upon myself an
act of justice. Take me where you
will.”  Mme. Caillaux: was immedi-
ately removed to the police station,
where she underwent a preliminary
examination, the substdnce of which
was communicated to the press at her
desire: “I am sorry,” she said, “for
what I was obliged to-do. I had no
intention of Kkijlling 3. Calmette. 1
swould be happy to know- that he
will recover. I desired only to teach
him a lesson.” It is " officially - an-
‘nounced to-night that-M.. Caillaux has
tendered his resignation from the
ministry, but that Premier Doumer-
gue withheld his . decision until  to-
day. Mme. Czillaux is the Minister’s
third wife.
