The Justice of
Our Cause.

Of no 'war waged by us can we lay
claim to a clearer conscience or a
juster cause than the present war. The
free press of a great and neutral na-
tion has already given judgment in
favour of our claim in thigi war. On
the part of Germany it is an aggres-
sive war, long prepared and decided
or years ago, without regard to con-
science, justice or right. The testi-
mony . of the British Ambassador at

ienna establishes as a fact that Aus-
tria and Russia were on the verge of
a settlement of the Servian dispute,
when Germany intervenced and  pre-
cipitated the war, fearing the pretext
of the Sarajevo assassination might
fail. The evidence of an intention,
fixed years ago, to disregard the neu-
trality of Belginm and to violate their
soclemn pledge to respect it is abund-
ant. The treaty was but a scrap of
paper, and the doctrine was that
might is right anyhow. The building
of strategic railways to the borders oif

Belgium for the carrying on of a

French war 1s conclusive proof of

this, ThHere is however no need for

_us to labour the case, for the main

points of the case were all set out
clearly by General F. Von Bérnhardi,
three years.ago, in his_book entitled:
“Germany and thc next War.” Ac-
cording to this teacher of the War Gos-
pel, Peace aspirations are immoral and
destructive and for the German peo-
ple, “the maintenanee of peuce never
can or may be the goal of a policy.”
“France must be so completely crush-
ed that she can never: again come
across our path.” It must he “war to
the knife” with her. She must be

-“annihilatcd as a world power.”

“If we attacked France or Russia,
the ally would be compeiled to bring
help, and we would be in a far worse

- position than if we had ~only -one

enemy to fight. Let it then be the
task of ‘our diplomacy so (¢ shuffle
the cards that we may be attacked
by France, for then there weculd be
rcasonable prospect that Russia for
a- time would remain neutral.

“This view undoubtedly deserves
attention, but we must not hope to
bring about this attack by waiting
passively. Neither France nor Rus-
sia nor England need to cttack in
order to further their interests. So
long as we shrink-from aftack they
can force us to submit to their will
by diplomacy, as the upshot of the
Morocco negotiations shows.

“If we wish to bring about an at-
tack by our opponents, we must ini-
tiate an active policy which, without
attacking France, will so prejudice
her interests or those of England, that:
both these States would feel them-
selves compelled to attack us. ©Op-
portunities for such procedure are
offeréd both in Africa and -in Europe,.
and anyone who has attentively studi-
ed prominently political - utterances

- can easily mtisty himself cn this

point.”

Big Fire

At Lewisporte.
Damages Esti-
mated at $20,-
000.

A disastrous fire of unknown origin
occurred at Lewisporte early yester-
day morning, and before it could be
got under control, the hotel, store and
outhouses owned by Mr. E. Manuel
were razed to the ground. A" piano,
which was badly scorched, a few
chairs, and a stovc were the on'ly arti-
cles saved. Mr. Manuel's loss alone

is about $15,000, and this with the
damages done fo the adjacent build-

ings will make the total losg about
$20,000.

The fire was discovered at 3 a.m.
yvesterday, and - the alarm quickly
There
was a strong breeze. from the south-
west which intensified the flames: to
such an extent that in a short time
all the principal buildings, including
the Post Office, F. P. U. Stores, and
Frcek’s Hotel were in imminent dan-
ger. The crew of the S.S. Home, the
section men. of the Reid Nfid. Co. Rajl-
way, train hands, and yard men fought
the flames courageously and succeed-
ed in confining the area of the blaze
to as small a section as possible. Af-
ter about two hours and a hzalf of
hard work the fire was pretty nearly
under control. In the meantime the
hotel, with all its contents had been
destroyed. The F... U. Store, which
is about one hundred yards from
where the  fire originated, caught
twice, and with great difficulty it was
saved from destng‘ctlon The railway
station also was in danger and the
sides, of the building became badly
scorched and blistered. But for the
gservices of the men from the Reid
Company, the whole town would pro-
babaly have been destroyed. The hose

He is only hinting ‘at
this stern fact, that without the min-
istry of severe discipline the best of
the nation is bound to die. And sure-
ly it is a striking fact that the high-
est period of literature and art and
philosophy in Greece is coupled with
a life and; death struggle against Per-
sia.

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The Bartlett
Exploration Trip.

There atrived by the 8. 8, Nascopio

yesterday from the Far North Capt:
Harold Bartlett after an eventful trip.
Capt. Bartlett sailed from here on
July 15th last in his auxiliary schr.
Laddie with supplies for Messrs.
C’Flaherty and LeDuc, representatives
of -the Canadian Railway Cempany,
whom he took north last year on an
exploring expedition. Conditions were
normal until Cape Mugford was reach-
ed “‘when heavy ice was met. The
craft had to be navigated carefully to
avoid being jammed in the fioe. She
was off Madjuck Bay on August 15th.
On’ that day the ‘ice in the harbour
started -to loosen and break up and
two days after she put in there where
Messrs. O’Flaherty and LeDuec, who
were at Madjuak all last winter, ac-
companied by S. Sainsbury, of Wes-
leyville, were takcn on board., Four
days later the Laddie left and pro-
ceeded to Cape Dorset, thence to Erik
Cove, Cape Western Home and Otta-
wa Islands. On September. 10th the
vessel put into Belcher Islands and
tae party landed there. Capt.” Bart-
lett said that fhey were the first
whifé men men to land there, though
other explorers had sighted the place
before. These Islands, which lay in
56 north latitude, were found to be
different in many respects than the
charts show. A thorough examina-
tion of the Islands were made and
maps drawn by Messrs. O'Flaherty
and LeDuc. On the Islands aré fox-
es, Arctic hare and geese. After 5
days spent exploring the Belchers the
Laddie moved on to Nastipoka Sound
where the party again landed. Be-
fore reaching there the craft was
caught in a fierce storm ‘and lost
nearly every stitch of her canvas. She
came _through without further mis-
hap a]though havmg battled with the
elements for tem or twelve hours.
Exploration was carried on at Nasti-
poka Sound and continued at Mam-
tounuch Sound the next port reach-
ed. Leaving there the Laddic jour-

neyed to Great Whale River, which |

was reached on September Z0th. It
was then the voyagers learned for the
first time that greatest war in the
world’s history was in progregs. Six
deys later Capt. Bartlett and three of
his crew joined the Nascopie at Char-
leton and came on here, leaving be-
hind two of his crew, Mate W. Robert-
son and Engineer M. O’Leary to rc-
main at Moose Bay, in James’ Bay, to
look after the Laddie till next spring
when Captain Bartlett will resume
his exploring operations. Messrs.
O'Flaherty and LeDuc went by canoe
from Charleton to Cochrane, Cobalt.
From there they expected to gect to
their principals in Canada.

The Laddie is .a staunch little ves-
sel and withstood the voyage well.
Her motor engine worked satisfactor-
ily. Near Belcher Islands the craft
struck an unchartered shoal but was
not damaged.

The weather on the whole wag fair-
ly good, though fog was . prevalent.
On September 1st at Ottawa Islands
the Scottish steam whaler Active was
met but she had no fish taken up to
then.

Tributes of Respéet to the Arcnmmp'

The Chairman and full Board were |
present at last night’s meeting of the|

Civic Commission.

After the minutes of the.previous
meeting had been read and adopted,
the pay rolls were passed. The Chair-
man then arose and touchingly refer-
red to the death of His Grace Arch-
bishop Howley. He spoke of His
Grace’s distinction of being the first
Newfoundlander to become Bishop,
followed by his elevation to the Arch-
bishoprie, in which capacity he ruled
with charity, dignity and distinguish-
ed piety. - He referred also to the de-
ceased Prelate’s deep interest in all
matters pertaining to the welfare of
the country, and the advancement of
the city, particularly in the better-

ment of- the condition of the poor. In’

him were to be -found all the noble
traits that go to make a devoted

churchman, an earnest patriot and an
exemplany cltizen, As & citisen, His

(Grace expressed many excellent sug-
gestions with regard to the question
of housing the poor,-and the Chair-
man wassof the opinion that when
those in charge of the city were in
a position to consider the housing
problem, the name of His Grace the
Archbishop would be associated with
the movement, beecause in him this
question had a most earnest advocate.
Mr. Gosling then submitted the fol-
lowing resolution:

“The members of the St. John's
Municipal . Board hayving learned of
the death of His Grace Most Rev. M.
F. Howley, Archbishop of St. John’s!
and head of the Roman Catholic
Church in Newfoundland, desire to
place on record their deep sense of
sorrow in the loss of so distinguished
and highly accomplished churchman.

“His Grace had a long and brilliant
career as missionary priest and Bish-
op, was widely known as a patriotic
Newfoundander and a prolific - and
graceful writer. Self-sacrificing,
straightforward, endowed with the
higher qualities of priestly virtues, he
endeared himself to his people’ and
was highly regarded and appreciated
by all classes of the community.

“Many monuments of his zéal and
activity remain as the result of his
labors in the ministry. He was a man
of great public spirit, an exemplary
citizen and above all things a gener-
ous, kind and courteous gentlemen.

“RESOLVED that the Board place
on record their expression of - pro-
found sorrow in the loss this com-
munity and country sustains in the
death of the Archbishop.

FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy
of these Resolutions be sent to the
Administrator, Right Rev. Monsignor
Roche, V.G., and to the family of the
deceased, and that also a copy be
entered on the Minutes of this meet-
ing.

“BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED
that as a mark of respect for the
memory of the deceased Archbishop,
this regular meeting do stand ad-
journed.”

Mr. J. W. Withers, in proposing the
adoption of the resolutions, paid the
tribute of a personal friend to the
memory of the late Archbishop. With
feelings of genuine personal grief, he
very touchingly referred to his long
acquaintance with the deceased Pre-
late, his recollection of their boyhood
associations when they played the old
game of “hurley” together -on Quidi
Vidi Lake, and the close friendship
that characterized their associations
of later years. He said that His
Grace was a distinguished member
of a distinguished family. Though
his predecessors in office may have
exceeded him in some qualities, he
felt.sure that in general versatility,
he excelled all those who had gone
before him. Mr. Withers was deeply
moved by the passing. of his much
cherished friend, and expressed - his
inability to pay worthy tribute to his
memory. In conclusion he said that
his remarks were but an appreciation
of the worth of a man, who worked
for the generation in which he lived.

Hon. John Harris, in seconding the
adoption of the resolutions, referred

at length to the splendid work accom-

plished by the Archbishop, who dur-
ing the twenty years of his sacred
office had erected buildings that
would stand as a fitting monument to
his memory. He was always ready to
offer assistance in any civic' under-
taking, and would make suggestions
where he thought good might result.
