■W"STRAFING’
ROUMANIA.

The reference to Rouma- 
nia by Mr. Dillon and the 
Minister of War in the 
House of Commons is in­
teresting. It shows that 

Britain is awake to the fact that she 
lias for the time being lost the dis­
tinction of attracting the lion's share 
(appropriately enough) of the famous 
“hate,” and that the honour has been 
transferred to Roumania. The reason 
is the one given and is obvious enough. 
This upstart had the presumption, 
compelled by fate to judge between 
the combatants on purely military 
merits, to give her decision in favour 
of the Allies. She must be punished. 
Germany forthwith sets out to punish 
her, not merely massing a huge force 
on her Transylvanian border, which 
she was entitled to do, but evidencing 
the intensity of her hatred by at­
tempting to spread disease among her 
people and indulging in other abomin­
able practices, which she was not.

While concern will naturally be felt 
for our new and brave ally, her plight 
is indirectly an encouragement to us. 
Germany, led away once more by her 
feelings, is committing another fatal 
blunder. We see in her latest move 
another Verdun and another Trentino. 
A desperate and strenuous defence of 
Bulgaria was not merely advisable but 
vital to her interests; the destruction 
of Roumania was not. Nor can it he 
argued that here offence is the best de­
fence. Roumania is now part of Rus­
sia, and the time is past when the 
enemy can think of invading Russia. 
We are almost certain to see these 
operations share the fate of the Aus­
trian avalanche through the Trentino 
passes. As long as it can be main­
tained at full force it will make pro­
gress, but it cannot be so maintained 
for long. The reason will shortly ap­
pear on the West front and in Mace­
donia, if not somewhere along the Rus­
sian line as well. In fact, we should 
not be surprised if this battering-ram 
attack on Roumania should prove to 
be the last, and nearly the greatest, 
German offensive. Clearly Hindenburg 
counts on the line in France holding 
until winter, and makes hay elsewhere 
while the sun shines. But that line 
may not hold until winter, and if it 
does not Germany will not merely be 
forced to abandon her strafing expedi­
tion but will have reason to regret that 
she ever undertook it.

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

Possibly, the feature of incandescent 
gas lighting most frequently noted by 
casual observers is the great ease 
with which tasks, ordinarily arduous 
under artificial light may be perform­
ed under the Welsbach gas mantle. 
The light has a peculiarly "soft” qual­
ity, difficult to describe, but which is 
readily recognized by those who have 
had experience with the gas - mantle 
lamp.

In its general effect upon bodily 
health and comfort, the use of incan­
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav­
orable. The currents of air set up by 
the burning gas improves ventilation, 
tending to expel the air vitiated by 
respiration and draw in fresh air to 
replace it. Harmful or dangerous dis­
ease germs are instantly destroyed in 
the flame. The extent to which this 
effect takes place may be verified by 
placing a gas lamp close to a ceiling 
without any provision for interfering 
with the up-rushing air currents. The 
charred particles which collect imme­
diately above the lamp are the re­
mains of dust particles which before 
passing through the flames were lad­
en with germs and microbes. Actual 
experiments have shown that the 
burning of gas lamps in rooms previ­
ously containing bacteria, resulted in 
absolute sterilization of the air.

Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in­
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark­
edly greater than under incandescent 
eleetric light, even under unfavorable 
conditions of ventilation, while in 
rooms provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gas-light­
ed rooms is frequently lower.

He wore them through the past 
two winters, in the conditions of which 
we have heard so much, and not once 
suffered the inconvenience and danger 
of wet and cold feet. Captain Hoare 
and the late Lieut. Robin Dale are two 
other officers who testified to their 
comfort and serviceability. The matter 
Is a most important one. The greatest 
enemy of the • soldier in the winter 
trenches is beyond question water. To 
keep his feet dry and warm is necess­
ary not only to his comfort but to his 
safety. There is here an opportunity 
both to serve our men and to encour­
age a fine local industry for the army 
authorities would be certain to take 
notice. If the boots have at present 
any defects—and we have not heard of 
any—there is no doubt they could be 
remedied. We feel confident that our 
authorities will give the matter the 
attention it deserves.

The Zepplins a Failure.
Springfield Republican: This war 

may quite possibly see the end of the 
Zeppelin. London’s defences are stif­
fening, and the destructidn in the 
suburbs of two more airships shows 
that ttxe peril to the raiders is in­
creasing. The immunity which they 
have for the most part enjoyed has 
been due not only to the scantiness of 
defensive apparatus, but to a lack of 
technical skill, and apparently the 
necessary technic is now being ac­
quired. If England ten years ago 
had taken Count Zeppelin seriously, 
and set itself to finding an answer to 
the menace, it might hardly have 
been worth while to put millions into 
gas bags. The airship is vulnerable 
in the extreme when once the method 
of counter-attack has been worked ' 
out. If it flies low enough to drop . 
its bombs with useful precision it is 
within range of fire from below, and I 
if the objective is worth attacking it 
is likely to be worth defending.

“And now you have got what you 
deserve,” suggested the interviewer.

“I hope so,” replied the colonel. “I 
have got my name back again, I hope 
cleared. There was something I had 
to redeem, and I thank God I have 
been fortunate enough to redeem it. 
Both the King and the War Office 
treated me in the handsomest way."

The French honors Colonel Elking­
ton won were, at the request of Gen­
eral Joffre, pinned on his breast by 
General Moreau in the hospital of 
which the colonel was an inmate for 
ten months as a result of his severe 
wound.

“Directly after the court martial,” 
Colonel Elkington told the interview­
er, “I said I must do something, and 
as I could not serve England I would 
serve France. Yes, I did offer my 
services again to England, but it is 
military law that no man who has 
been cashiered can be employed again 
for the King while the sentence 
stands. So there was nothing for it 
but the Foreign Legion—that home 
for the fallen man.”

The Paris correspondent of the 
Daily Chronicle says that in Cham­
pagne Colonel Elkington, with a small 
party of men, held on for four days 
with reckless bravery and grim ob- 
obstinacy to a point of vital import­
ance on the French line. In the end 
a machine gun bullet shattered his 
left leg below the knee. He hopes in 
some capacity or other to be able fur­
ther to serve his King and country.

“Should a wo­
man . still love 
her husband It 
he had been sent 
to prison for a 
serious c r iim e ?
Should she stand 
by him and try 
to get him out?”

A reader 
friend sent me 
that question.

We talked it 
over the other 
evening. There 
were many opin­
ions on the dif­

ferent phases of the question.
Something Would Depend Upon His 

Innocence or Guilt.
In the first place, something would 

depend upon whether one believed 
that one’s husband was guilty. If 
one believed in his innocence—and 
if his previous life justified me, I 
would certainly believe in it even 
though the evidence to the contrary 
were very strong—there would, of 
course, be no question as to whether 
one would continue to love him and 
stand by him.

Suppose, on the other hand, he 
were unquestionably guilty. Natur­
ally one’s attitude would be different.
She Would Feel That He Needed Her 

More Than Ever.
The woman of the highest charac­

ter would still stand by him. She 
would feel that in his weakness he 
had an ever greater claim on her 
strength than ever before.

But would she still love him? Ah, 
that’s another question.

If the crime were a natural out­
come of some recognized fault which 
she had loved him in spite of, as, for 
instance, some cririie committed in a

fit of temper, her love might not 
change.

If, on the other hand, the crime 
brought to light some unexpected and 
objectionable side of his character, tie 
might become a different being to her 
and she might not love this new crea­
ture.

But Love Is Another Matter.
One might be well in love with Dr. 

Jekyll and not care for Mr. Hyde.
The Author-Man brought up a 

point which is interesting to note. 
In almost all the cases which occupy» 
the first pages of our newspapers, 
the wives stand by their husbands 
until some other woman enters thé 
case. Take the case of Dr. Peck, 
the dentist, who was accused of 
poisoning his father-in-làw and mo­
ther-in-law, and tried to poison his 
wife. In spite of the most damning 
evidence, she stood by him until the 
other woman appeared.

Of course, in some criminal cases, 
the man is not mentally responsible. 
Then I suppose one would feel ex­
actly as one would if one’s husband 
became insane.

All these are guesses. What I should 
do or you would do, only actual ex­
perience would teach us.

Heaven keep us from ever knowing!

Everyone In the place felt re­
lieved when the offender was brought 
to justice, and all are loud in their 
praises for the very clever way in 
which the Constable acquitted him­
self.

Taft Sees Spread of His 
Peace Idea.

Says English Leaders Are Turning
Toward Suggestion Of Enforcing
It—Points To Duty Of U. S.
New York, Oct. 7—That England 

seems to be coming to the scheme pro­
posed by the Armerican League to En­
force Peace to maintain the peace of 
the world after the present war, is the 
opinion of William H. Taft, the pres­
ident of the organization who in dis­
cussing Viscount Bryce’s àrticle in the 
Manchester Guardian as reported in 
cable dispatches, said:

■’Viscount Bryce’s article, and espe­
cially the fact that the Manchester 
Guardian, the great provincial organ 
of Liberal opinion, , has published a 
special number in which a large 
amount of space is devoted to the 
League to Enforce Peace, is one of the 
most hopeful things that have happen­
ed in the last two years. It shows in 
a convincing way that the thoughts of 
England’s statesmen and leaders of 
opinion are turning toward the future ; 
that they are anxiously considering 
what can be done after the war to 
prevent a recurrence of such suffering 
and calamities as Europe is enduring.

“The thought of the world is turning 
more and more definitely to America 
as the hope of the world, and this may 
be due to the propaganda of the 
League to Enforce Peace.

Fundamentals of the League.
“The league offer s a definite pro­

gram which does not go into details 
but is confined to these fundamental 
propositions:-

“À league of nations to establish an 
international court to try causes of 
disputes between nations.

“A council of coqcilliation to com­
pose differences that cannot properly 
be brought before the court.

“Conferences to formulate and codi­
fy rules of international law.

“Concerted use Of economic pressure 
and military force by all the signatory 
Powers against any member nation 
that begins war or even threatens to 
begin war upon another member of the 
league without first submitting its 
grievance to court or council and 
awaiting a decision.

“Details are left to be worked out 
at the proposed international confer­
ences thus avoiding the danger of 
shunting a great constructive scheme 
of international statesmanship off on 
a tangent and keep only fundamentals 
in view.

Dnty of the United States
“One may reasonably question whe­

ther the United States by fini ting with

the other great Powers to prevent the 
recurrence of a future world war may 
not risk less in assuming the obliga­
tions of a member of the league than by 
refusing to become such a member in 
view of her worldwide interests. But 
even if the risk of war to the United 
States would be greater by entering 
the league than by staying out of it 
does not the United States have a duty 
as a member of the family of nations 
to do its part and run its necessary 
risk to make less probable the coming 
of such another war and such another 
disaster to the. American race?

“We are the richest nation in the 
world, and in the sense of what we 
could do were we to make reasonable 
preparation we are the most powerful 
nation in the world. Viscount Bryce, 
Premier Asquith, in his significant 
utterance on August 23, and others 
have shown that they believe such a 
duty is imposed upon America, and 
that the nations of Europe are becom­
ing more and more willing to co-op­
erate in its fulfilment.”

On arrival yesterday the S. S. Flori 
zel was held up for examination, there 
being a case of measles on board, 
the sufferer being a saloon, passenger 
named Gertrude Morrissey. She be­
longed to Harbor Grace, but had been 
residing in Boston for some time and 
was on her way home to her native 
land. When she joined the ship at 
Halifax the young lady was not nô- 
ticed to be affected in any way, and it 
was during the passage from the lat­
ter port to St. John’s that the disease 
first showed, Itself. Immediately Miss 
Morrissey was isolated as a precau­
tionary step and attended by Purser 
Jones and Stewardess Mack for the 
remainder of the voyage. On reach­
ing port the patient was brought to 
the Signal Hill Hospital for treat­
ment.

Frequently complaints have been 
made about the Quarantine Port Of­
ficer and only yesterday afternoon 
when the S. S. Florlzel arrived there 
was a spirit of dissatisfaction evident 
on all sides, owing to the absence of 
Dr. Campbell. The ship was not al­
lowed to berth, passengers were dis­
gusted, the Customs authorities were 
hampered in their work of examining 
the ship and all concerned Were de­
tained in their business for a consid­
erable while, all waiting on "His Hon­
our,” who put In an appearance only 
through the efforts of Capt. Martin, 
who kept tooting the whistle of the 
Florlzel continually.

Capt Smith Tells How 
the Stephano Was 

Destroyed.

Call and- see the
stock of

Commander of the Red Cross Liner
Says That Two Submarines Were
Sighted, and That One of Them Was
Hiding Behind the pother Ship, a
Vessel of 5,000 Tons.

(Halifax Morning Chronicle.)
Newport, R. I., Oct. 9.—Captain 

Clifton Smith of the Red Cross liner 
Stephano, whose home is in New 
York, was one of those who reported 
the presence of the supposed German 
supply ship oft Nantucket.

“She looked,” he said, “to be a ves­
sel of about 5,000 tons. We came up­
on her about six o’clock, moving 
slowly north. It was not yet dark 
but daylight had failed and a haze 
that rose out of the sea kept me from 
seeing her clearly.

“Still there was nothing mysterious 
or remarkable about her at first. Then 
I noticed a smaller and swifter mov­
ing shape moving after from her. It 
wasn’t long before I identified it as a 
submarine. The U boat I think now 
had been hiding behind the mother 
ship; for that, I feel sure, iis what 
the big one was.

Submarine Opened Fire.
“I didn’t know just what to make 

of it. We had sighted a couple of 
United States destroyers and they 
went far to explain what a friendly 
submarine should be doing there.

“Five minutes later, I knew all there 
was to know. Coming within easy 
range the submarine let go a shot 
right across our bow. I stopped right 
there. My wireless operator began to 
send out the S. O. S. For the benefit 
of the American destroyers, he kept 
repeating we had United States citi­
zens among our passengers.

“Two of the destroyers came racing 
up until they were near enough to 
see all that happened. The submar­
ine fired three more shots at inter­
vals of a minute. None took effect. 
I guess they were not trying to hit 
us for they hardly could have missed 
us at that distance.

“It was enough of a hint for me, 
though, and I issued orders to aban­
don the ship. Thanks to the presence 
of our vessels, there wasn’t a bit, of 
panic. In fifteen minutes everyone 
of my 94 passengers and my crew of 
67 were in the boats and pulling out 
of the danger "zone. We carried eight 
boats aboard the Stephano, but only 
six of them were needed.

“I was the last man to leave the 
ship and the stewardess the last wo­
man. She had insisted that my wife 
and baby go ahead. My collie ‘Brown­
ie’ went in the boat with me and the 
only living creature left aboard was 
the ship’s cat.

“Night had fallen quickly. As we 
neared one of the destroyers, which 
I made out to be the Ericcson, I saw 
the lights of the submarine twinkling 
against the black hull of the Steph­
ano. It was too dark to see what 
was happening, but ears did as well 
as eyes.

“There were two more shots, the 
reports mingling with the rending of 
plates and timbers.

“Although the Stephano remained 
afloat, the U boat drew away. She 
sped a mile and a half to the west 
where another vessel was lying to. 
It was not the same one behind which 
the submarine had hidden, I am cer­
tain, but one which had been halted 
about the same time we were.

“The guns of the submarine rat- 
tied again. The steamship she had 
for her target immediately began to 
settle.

"Back came the U boat to the 
Stephano. She hadn’t been away more 
than fifteen minutes. The Stephano 
was a new boat and well built. I 
guess the submarine must have wast­
ed about thirty gunshots on her be­
fore she gave up. Through all that 
time the Stephano’s dynamo kept 
turning and her upper decks were 
ablaze with lights. It was hard to 
believe she wasn’t going to get under­
way again in a minute and run on to 
New York.

“I didn’t see any of the submarine 
crew boarding the Stephano, but I 
suppose they did to make sure every­
one was off. When the searchers had 
returned, the submarine once more 
drew away. She let fly a torpedo 
which took the Stephano fair amid­
ships.

“The Stephano split apart before 
my eyes and seven minutes later, I 
timed it, she disappeared.”
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For all White TRANSFERRING THE GREEK NAVY.
LONDON, To-day.

To-day was a sad day tor the Greek 
tars, who are insufficiently acquainted 
with politics to understand why they 
must abandon their ships to a toreign 
power, says Reuters Athens corres­
pondent. It was an equally depressing 
sight for the Greek naval officers to 
watch for three hours this afternoon 
their ships being towed away by Allied 
tugs. The Allies took every precau­
tion in the case of resistance being 
offered. Russian battleships trained 
their guns on the cruiser Leveroff and 
the battleships Kilkis and Lemnos, 
while French torpedo boats ready for 
action cruised to and fro. The cere­
mony in the early morning of ordering 
the crews to pack their personal be­
longing and quit their ships of which 
they were so proud had been a touch­
ing incident. The King sent a message 
releasing every man who wished to 
remain with his ship and join the Al­
lies. It is said that nobody remained 
in the ships. The officers were the last 
to leave their- vessels, taking with 
them their flags and the King’s por­
trait, which adorned every ward room. 
Admiral Ipitis removed his flag to the 
Lemnos and shut himself up in his cab­
in while his fleet was being towed to 
the new anchorage. The Aide de 
Camp of Admiral Ipitis pointing to the 
Allied warships, remarked as he 
watched the scene, “What harm could 
we have done them?"

IRELAND AND R0ÜMANIA..
LONDON, To-day.

Replying to Sir Edward Carson, 
who again put the question of man 
power and Ireland’s contribution. War 
Minister Lloyd George said there was 
no doubt whatever about that coun­
try’s available man power reserves, 
but it was necessary to get at them. 
Exemptions, he declared, had been far 
too numerous. If he gave the figures 
he would startle the House. They 
ran into millions. The Minister be­
lieved the Government had power to 
deal with exemptions, but if not, they 
would consult the House pn the need­
ful measures. John Dillon complain­
ed, that Premier Asquith in his speech 
yesterday gave no assurance that the 
utmost resources would be employed 
to help Roumanian in the hour of her 
trial and save her from the fate of 
Belgium and Serbia. He expressed 
the belief that the war would be decid­
ed in the Balkans, and asked for a 
plain assurance from the War Secre­
tary. Every nerve would be strained 
to assist Roumania, Lloyd George said. 
Obviously he could not enter into de­
tails but could assure Dillon that the 
Allies were doing their utmost to sup­
port the brave Roumanian armies 
against the vicious attacks. We have 
not the least doubt, said the Minister, 
that Germany is concentrating her 
strength in order to rush Roumania, 
not materially in her own interest but 
in a spirit of vengeance, because the 
brave people dared to challenge her 
power.

I The Late Sir Cavendish 
Boyle, K. C M. G.

Burial of Newfoundland’s Ex-Gov­
ernor.

Sir Cavendish Boyle, K. C. M. G„ 
who died In London on September 
17th, suddenly, after an operation, 
was the youngest son of the late 
Capt. Cavendish Spencer Boyle (72nd 
Highlanders) and married in 1914, 
Louise, the youngest daughter of the 
late Mr. Reuben Sassoon, M. V. O. 
Educated at Charterhouse, he became 
a magistrate and held other import­
ant offices In the Leeward Islands, 
1879; Colonial Secretary. Bermuda, 
1882-1888; Gibraltar, 1888-1894; Gov­
ernment Secretary British Guiana, 
1894-1901, during which time he ad­
ministered the Government on sever­
al occasions, and was Chairman of 
the British Guiana Bank, 1896-1897. 
He was the delegate for British Gui­
ana and Bermuda In the reciprocity 
negotiations with the U. S. A., 1899,
and became Governor of Newfound­
land 1901-1904 and of the Mauritius, 
1904-1911 when he retired. He re­
ceived the C. M. G. in 1888. He was 
an associate of the Institute of Civil 
Engineers, and was author of “New­
foundland" adopted as the National 
Ode of the Island and of the Poems. 
He was a member of the Marlborough, 
Badminton and Beefsteak Clubs.

The remains were cremated at Gold- 
ers Green, on Wednesday, September 
20th, and the ashes placed in a bronze 
urn were later interred to rest in a 
family grave at Hampton Hill Ceme­
tery, adjoining the grave of his moth­
er and of his brother. Sir Courtney 
Boyle. Those attending the burial In­
cluded Lady Boyle (widow), Miss 
Adelaide Lane (niece). Mrs. Marrot 
(sister-in-law), Mr. David Sassoon 
(brother-in-law), Mr. and Mrs. Fred­
erick Sassoon (uncle and aunt); Mrs. 
Arthur Sassoon, Mrs. Hyeem, Sir 
Ralph Williams, Mr. Harold Marrot 
(nephew), Mr. Maurice Nlssim, Mr. 
Maurice Gubbay, Mr. W. Keen, Mr. E. 
Esmond, Mr. A. Musgrove, Mr. John 
T. P. Petro, Mr. H. Paravicini, Pre­
bendary Digby Ram (formerly Vicar 
of Hampton), the household staff, etc. 
The Rev. George Horner officiated. By 
desire no flowers were sent except 
floral tokens from Lady Boyle and 
Miss Adelaide Lane. On the follow­
ing day a memorial service was held 
at St. Andrew’s Church, Wells Street. 
London, conducted by the Rev. Geo. 
Horner assisted by the Rev. E. P. 
Lewis, D.D., Precentor of the Church. 
The service was fully choral, Mr. F. 
A. W. Docker presiding at the organ 
and rendering Spohr’s "Last Judg­
ment" before the service and Beetho­
ven’s “Funeral March” at the conclu­
sion. The large assembly— the
church was practically filled—in­
cluded, In addition to the above (who 
were at the funeral) Miss Muriel 
Sassoon, Mrs. Lionel Boyle, Mrs. Leo­
pold Rothschild, Mr. A. Ezra, Miss 
Enid Raphael, the Misses Ezra, Sir 
John and Lady Millais, Sir Edward

In Memoriam.
Salmonler Mourns the Loss of Seven 

Brave Men.
From all over the Island we hear of 

the terrible destruction caused by the 
awful gale of Sept. 24th, but here in 
the parish of Salmonler an Irrepar­
able destruction of lives was caused. 
The loss of the schooner Bonnie Lass, 
owned by Captain Michael McDonald, 
of Newbridge, has brought to seven 
homes an overwhelming sorrow. The 
Bonnie Lass just one week before the 
gale sailed out of Newbridge, having 
on board Capt. John Mcraith, Edward 
Grace, Harry Lewis, Richard McDon­
ald, Edward Fagan, Peter McDonald 
and Michael Grace; as those brave 
young men bid good-bye to their 
friends with eager anticipation of a 
speedy re-union no foreboding came 
to them that never again would the 
eager eyes watching for their return 
be gladdened by sight of the little 
schooner that for so many years 
brought their loved ones safely back 
with "bumper trips” of fish.

When the gale came too strong Cap­
tain Mcraith left the fishing ground 
and steered for Trepassey Harbour. 
We can imagine the delight of the 
crew, when they came in sight of the 
dwelling houses ; but just as they 
thought the danger was past some­
thing (who knows what) happened 
and the little schooner after her brave 
struggle with the anghy waves at last 
became their victim and left the crew 
helpless in the waters; helpless to 
save their bodies, but we feel assur­
ed their last appeal was to Him who 
watches over all for “He knows best 
who takes the young ones in His arms 
before the sun goes to the west.”

The many widows, orphans and 
parents have the heartfelt sympathy 
of all who have heard of the terri­
ble accident. None of the bodies 
have been recovered yet but every ef­
fort is being made by the good people 
of Trepassey to recover at least some 
of them. However their friends 
know that it matters not if the bodies 
are lying beneath the waves, or bur­
ied In the churchyard beneath flower 
strewn graves so that the souls are 
enjoying a peaceful rest in “The eter­
nal home upon whose portal yet they 
linger looking back for them, to come.”

Everyone of the crew were well 
known, well liked, jolly young fellows, 
five of whom were married men, the 
other two being the support of aged 
parents.

On behalf of the sorrowing relatives 
we thank the good Pastor of Trepas­
sey, Rev. Wm. O'Flaherty, for his 
kindness to these concerned. We of­
fer him our sympathy too, for the 
death of so many of his former parish­
ioners.

The kindness of Father Rawlins, 
P.P. of Salmonler, has lessened the 
trial for many of the bereaved rela- 

, lives. Requiem masses are being of- 
i fered up for the souls of each of the 
crew.
