GERMANY WILL NOT AGREE.

BERLIN, May 8.

The people, though fairly . stricken
dumb by the Peace terms, are now re-
covering sufficiently to declare that
Germany cannot and will not sign the
compact no matter what comes.
Strikes are increasing and Bolshe-
vism and the Spartacan uprisings of
the past two months have, if anything,
made Germany immune to the possi-
ble horrors which are to be anticipa-
ted if they are again plunged into
war, according to the best opinion
here. There ‘exists a small group of
Germans, chiefly Conservatives, who
prefer to see\ the Entente occupy the
whole country than to have it Bolshe-
vik, but they are in the dwindling
minority.

TO WIPE OUT AUSTRIAN NAVY.

PARIS, May 9.
The naval terms of the treaty with
Austria wipes out the Austrian Navy.
The disposition of the ships among
the Allies will be adjusted later.

A BELGIAN PROTEST.

PARIS, May 9.
The Belgian delegation protests in
a note against mandatory for German
East Africa being disposed of without
Belgian participation after Belgium's
sacrifices to insure the conquest o_f
the territory.

DUBLIN, May 9.

There have been no
recent reports of any unusunal situa-
tion in Dublin affecting the Lord
Mayor or his official residence.

ITALIAN SITUATION NOT CLEARED

PARIS, May 9.

The Italian difficulty is as far from
settlement as ever, according to the
French press, which asserts that
President Wilson maintains his posi-
tion, and it is not believed he will de+
part from it in the slightest. He has
not adhered to the. proposed com-
promise by which Italy would ad-
minister Fiume as mandatory of the
League of Nations until 1923, -after
which Fiume would revert to Italian
sovereignty, thee Jugo Slavo being
given a port a few miles lower
down the Adriatic, it is said the im-
pression in French conference circles
is that Italy is temporarily abandoning
her claim to Fiume and will exact full
execution of the pact of London which,
as it involves not only Dalmatian but
the Dodecanes Island, will raise the
whole Greek problem and singularly
complicate the situation.

THE AFGHAN TROUBLE.

LONDON, May 9. -
A Russian Government wireless
message received to-day says that an
Afghan mission has arrived at Moscow
to establich relations between Afghan-
istan and Russia. This is in violation
of the treaty between Afghanistan and
Great Britain under which Afghan-
iston is not allowed to enter relations
with any foreign: country except
Great Britain.

STUNNED BY PEACE TREATY.

BERLIN, May 9.

The Parliamentary leaders of all
factions who are in Berlin to attend
committee meetings admit that they
were stunned by the severity of the
Peace Treaty. Beyond casual com-
ment, however, they declined to discuss
the Entente’s .conditions or details or
to forecast the Assembly’s probable
attitude. A leading member of the
Independent Socialists declared the
peace offered was wholly dictatorial
and that its rcvision was possible only
through a world revolution.

EAST AFRICAN PROBLEM.

PARIS, May 9.
After Paul Hymans, head of the
Belgium delegation, had discussed the
rights of Belgium in German East
Africa to-day, David Lloyd George, the
British Prime Minister, telegraphed
Viscount Milner, Secretary for the

SECTION IX.

RELIGIOUS MISSIONS—The Allied
and Associated Powers agree that the
properties of religious missions, in
territories belonging or ceded to
them, shall continue in their work
under the control of the Powers, Goer-
many renouncing all claims -in their

bebail,
SECTION X,

CANALS.—Belgium is to be permit-
ted to build a deep dratt Rhine Meuse
Canal, if she so desires within 25
years in which case Germany must
construct the part within her own
territory on plans drawn by Belgium,
and simiiarly the interested Allied
Governments may construet a Rhine-
Meuse Canal, both, if constructed, to
come under the comnetent Interna-
tional Commission, and Germany may
not object if the Ceantral Rbine com--
mission desires to extend its jurisdie-
tion over the lower Moselle, the up-
per Rhine, of lateral Canals.

Germany must cede to the Allied
and Associated Governments certain
tugs, vessels, and facilities for navi-
gation on all these rivers, the specific
details to be established by an arbiter
named by the United States. Decision
will be based on the legitimate needs
of the parties concerned, and on the
shipping traffic during the five years
before the war. The value will be
included in the regular reparation ac-
count. In the case of the Rhine,
shares in the German Navigation
Companies and property, such as
wharves and warehouses, held by Ger-
many in Rotterdam at the outbreak
of war, must be handed over.

RAILWAYS.—Germany in addition
to most favored nation treatment on
her railways, agrees to co-operate in
the establishment of through ticket
services for passengers and baggage:
to insure communication by rail be-
tween the Allied, Associated and other
States: to allow the comstruction or
dmprovement within 25 years of such
lines. as are necessary; and to con-
form Her rolling stock to enable its
incorporation in trains of the Allied
or Associated Powers. She also agrees
to accept the denunciation of the St.

- Gothard Convention, if Switzerland
and Italy so request, and temporarily
to execute instructions as to the
transport of troops and supplies, and
the establishment of postal and tele-
graphic service, as provided.

CZECHO-SLOVAKIA. — To assure
Czecho-Slovakia access to the sea,
special rights are given her both
north and south, towards the Adri-
atic.

THE KIEL CANAL.—The Kiel Can-
alyis to remain free and open to war
and merchant ships of all nations, at
peace with Germany, and subjects,
goods and ships of all States are to be
treated on terms of absolute equity,
and no taxes are to be imposed be-
}ond these necessary for upkeep and
improvemosnt, for which Germany is
- to be responsible. In case of viola-
«tion of or disagreement as- to these
provisions, any State may appeal to
the League of Nations, and may de-
mand the appointment of an Interna-
tional Commission. For the prelim-
inary hearing of complaints, Germany
shall establish a local - autherity -at

Kiel.
SECTION XL
AERIAL NAVIGATION.— Aircraft

" of the Allied and Associated Powers

shall have full hiberty of passage and
landing over and in German territory,
and equai treatment with German
planes as to the use of German
mirdromes, and with most favored na-
tion planes, as to international com-
mercial traffic in Germany. Germany
agrees to accept Allied certificates of
hationality, airworthiness, of com-
petency of licenses., and to apply the
convention relative to acrial naviga-
tion, concluded between the Allied
and Associated Powers to her own
aircraft over her own territory.
These rules appiy until 1923, unless
CGermany has since been admitted to
the League of Nations, or to the
zbove convention.
SECTION XII,

FREEDOM OF TRANSIT. — Ger-
many must grant {recdom of transit
through her territories by mail or
water to persons, goods, ships, car-
riages, and mails, from or to any of
the Allied or Asscciated Powers, with-
out customs or transit duties, undue

‘Germany,

delays, restrictions, or discrimina-
tion based on nationality, means of
transport, or place of entry or depart-
unre. Goods in transit shall be as-
-sured all possible speed of journey,
especially perishable goods. Germany
may not divert traffic from its nor-
mal course in favor of her own trans-
port routes or maintain “control sta-
tions” in connection with transmigra~
tion traffic.

the favours and reduced tariffs grant-
cd her own or other nationals, and af-
ford the Allied -and Associated Pow-

ZONES IN PORTS.—F'ree zones ex-
isting in German ports since August
1914, must be maintained with due
facilities as to warehouses, packing,
and ubnpacking, without discrimina-
tion,-and -without charges, except for
expcnses of administration, and use.
Goods leaving the free zones for con-
sumption in Germany, and goods
bropught into the free zones from
shall be subject to the or-
dinury import and export taxes.

INTERNATIONAL RIVERS.— The
Elbe, from the junction of the Vitava,
the Vitava from Prague, the Oder
from Oppa, the Niemen from Grodno,
and the Danube from Ulm are de-
clared international, together with
their connections. The Riparian
States must ensure good conditions of
navigation within their territories,
unless a special organization exists
therefor, otherwise appeal may be
had to a special Tribunal of the Lea-
gue of Nations, which also -may ar-
range for a general international
waterways convention.

The Elbe and the Oder are to be
placed under International Commis-
sions to meet within three months,
that of the Elbe is to be composed of
four representatives of Germany, two
from Czecho-Slovakia, and one each
from Great Britain, France, Italy,
and Belgium; and that for the Oder
composed of one each from Poland,
Prussia, Czecho-Slovakia, Great Bri-
tain, France, Denmark, and Sweden.
If any Riparian State on the Niemen
should request of the League of Na-
tions, a similar commission shall be
established there. These #‘commis-
sions shall upon request of any Rip-
arian statement, within three months,
revise existing international agree-
ments.

THE .DANUBE. — The, European
Danube Commission reassumes its
pre-war powers; but for the time be-
ing with representatives of only
Great Britain, France, Italy, and
Roumania. The upper Danube is to
be administered by a new Internation-
al Commission, until a definite sta-
tute be drawn up at a conference of
the Powers nominated by the .Allied
and Associated Governments, within
one year after the peace. The enemy
governments shall make full repara-
tion for all war damages caused to
the European Commission; and shall
cede their river facilities to surrendem
ed territory, and give Czecho- Slovakia,

' Serbia, and Roumania any rights ne-

cessary on their shores for carrying
out improvements in navigation.

THE RHINE AND THE MOSELLE.
—The Rhine may be placed under the
Central Commission to meet at
Strassbourg within six months after
the peace, and to be composed of four
representatives of France, which
shall in addition select the President,
four from Germany, and two each
from Great Britain, Italy, Belgium,
Switzerland, and the Netherlands.
Germany must give France on the
course of the Rhine, included between
the two extreme points of her front-
iers, all rights to take water to feed
canals, ‘while herself agreeing not to
make canals on the right bank oppo-
site France. She must also hand over
io France all her drafts and designs
for this part of the Tiver.

SECTION XIIL

INTERNATIONAL LABOR ORGANI-
ZATION.—Members of the League of
Nations agree tc establish a perman-
ent organization to promote interna-
tional adjustment of labor conditions,
to consist of an annual Internatiomal
Labor Conference and an Interna-
tional Labor Office.

The former is composed of four re-
presentatives of each State, two from
the Government and one each from
the employers and the employed, and
each of them may vote mdlvxdually
It will be a deliberate legislative
body, its measures taking the form of
draft conventions or recommendations
for legislation, which if passed by a
two-thirds vote must be submitted to

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State participating. Each Govern-
ment may either enact the terms into
law; approve the principle, but modi-
fy them to local needs; leave the ac-
tual legiglation in case of a Federal
State to local legislatures; or reject
the convention altogether without
further obligation.

The International Labor Office is
established at the seat of the League
of Nations, as part of its organiza-
tions. It is to collect and distribute
information on labour troubles
through-out the world, and prepare
agenda for the conference. It will
publish a periodical in French and
English, - and possibly other Ilan-
guages.. Each State agrees to make
to it, for presentation to the Confer-
ence, an annual report of the meas-
ures taken to execute accepted con-
ventions. The governing body, in its
executive period, consists of twenty-
four members, twelve representing
the Government, six the employers,
®2nd six the employees, to serve for
three years.

On complaint that any Government
has failed to carry out a  convention
to which it is a party, the governing
body may make inquiries directly, so
that the Government, in case the re-
ply is unsatisfactory, may publish the
complaint with comment. A com-
plaint by one Government against an-
other, may be referred by the govern-
ing body to a commission of enquiry,
nominated by the Secretary General
of the League. If the Commission’s
report fails to bring satisfactory ac-
tion, the matter may be taken to a
permanent court of International Jus-
tice for final decision. The chief re-
liance for securing enforcement of
the law will be publicity, with a pos-
sibility of economic action in the
background.

The first meeting of the Conference
will take place in October, 1919, at
Washington, to discuss the eight hour
day or 48 hour week; prevention of
unemployment; extension and appli-
cation of the International Conven-
tions adopted at Berne in 1906, pro-
hibiting night work for women, and
the use of white phosphorus in the
manufacture of matches; and employ-
ment of women and children at night,
or in unhealthy work; of women be-
fore and after childbirth, including
maternity benefit, and of children as
regards the minimum age.

LABOUR CLAUSES.—Nine princi-
ples of labor conditions are recogniz-
ed, on the ground that, “the well be-
ing, physical and moral of the indus-

{ trial wage earners is of supreme in-

ternational importance.” With excep-
tions necessitated by diffgrences of
climate, habits and economic develop-
ments, they included the guiding prin-
ciple that labor should not be regard-
ed merely as a commodity or article
of commerce; right of association of
employers and employees; a wage
adequate to maintain a reasonable
standard of life; the eight hour day
or forty-eight hour week; a weekly
rest of at least twenty-four hours;
which  would include Sunday,
wherever practicable; abolition« of
child labour, and assurance of the
continuation of the education
proper physical development of child-
en; equal pay for equal work, as be-
tween men and women; equitable
treatment of all workers lawfully re-
sident therein, including foreigners,
and a system of inspection in which
women should take part.

“IN FREEDCOM’S
CAUSE.”
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GERMAN PRESS
COMMENTS.

As was to be expected certain
sections of the German Press
are very bitter in expression to-
ward the conditions of the
"Peace Treaty, the terms of
which they denounce most
strongly, and condemn in the
most emphatic and thoroughly
German manner. It will be re-
called that this same portion
of the newspaper world of Ger-
many, when the war, apparent-
ly, was going in favor of their
nation and its allies, were equal-
ly strong in formulating ‘ the
claims which Victorious Ger-
many would make upon the de-
feated Entente Powers, when
settlement day arrived. No in-
dignity was too severe, no hu-
miliation too great to impose on
the hated French and the equal-
ly hated and detested English,
and they were to be shorn of all
their possessions and wealth to
satisfy the lust and greed of the
Bosche. - Their cities were to be
given over to plunder and loot,
their women to outrage and dis-
honor, and their men were to be
forever rendered impotent to be
anything else but wvassals of
their '‘German overlords. But
Germany’s dreams came to
naught. Her initial successes in-
toxicated her with visions of ul-
timate victory, and her writers
drew on their imagination to
great lengths in showing “how
mighty Germany — Deutchs-
land uber Alles—would treat
those who had dared to stand in
the way of her ambitions. Ger-

-

many was a Juggernaut pre-
pared to override the world. Her
destiny was writ large in the
book of fate and after making
huge preparations the machin-
ery of her fighting organiza-
tions was put in motion, at first
successfully, but by the work-
ings of an _inscrutable Provi-
dence, her efforts were halted
and her armies forced slowly
but surely out of the provinces
which they had ravaged and
Wuined in their short period of
triumph. .

Having sown the wind, our
late enemy is now reaping the
whirlwind. The fates, which she
exorcised, have given judgment
against her, and shorn of all her
original strength and denuded of
her home and foreign territor-
ies, she is forced back to the
position of a seventh rate na-
tion, existing only at the  will

torius . Teutonic
would have forced upon the Al-
lies had the Capitulation been
theirs. There is no “product of
thoughtless and intoxicated bru-
tality” in the Peace Terms pre-
sented to Germany, but there is
permeating them a stern desire
that justice shall be done and
reparation made by the Power,
which by brute force attempted
world domination regardless of
consequences. The conditions
may be crushing. Had they not
been so the Allies would have
lost all for which they fought.
Nothing short of the absolute
and complete prevention of Ger-
many from repeating the crime
of 1914 would be satisfactory to
a world which witnessed the
horrors of barbarism introduced
into modern war by a nation
swhich boasted of its higher Civi-
lization and its Divine Mission.
The future peace of the universe
is of more value than the suc-
cess or failure of Germany to re-
cover from the effects of her
own crimes against humanity,
and the Allied Powers have seen
to it that this peace will be con-

served.

TREPASSEY, This Afternoon.

The twenty-seven destroyers that
have called here are now posted
along the Trepassey-Azores leg at
intervals of fifty miles. Five are sta-
tioned between here and Halifax and
five between Azores and Lisbon at
similar intervals. In addition there
are five super-dreadnoughts from Lis-
bon across the Bay of Biscay with
five motherships, oil tankers and relief
vessels, The five super-dreadnoughts
are, Utah, Arkansas, Wyoming, Flori-
da and Texas, each of 24,000 tons
displacement,

The route of the fliers will be:
start from here an hour before suu~
set and fly to Azores a distance of
1,200 miles, landing at the ecity of
Punta Delgado in early morning.
There they will remain for the re-
mainder of the day refuelling, start-
ing the next morning for Lisbon, dis-
tance eight hundred miles. Refuel-
ling there they will leave and skirt
the coast to Cape Finistere the fur-
