The illustrious roll of Indian sold-
iers contains no name more honourad
than that of Field-Marshal Sir Neville
Chamberlain, who was born on Jan.
20, 1820, and died in 1902 at the age of
82 a British field-marshal, having been
raised to that rank in 1900.

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Downfall of a Monarchy.

January - 21, 1793, will always be
memorable in the history of France
as the day on which an agonised na-
tion threw down the head of their
king as a pledge of defiance to all

‘gainsayers. Innocent and amiable, but

fallen on evil times, Louis XVIL warm-
ly engages our interests as a victim
who suffered for the misdeeds of the
French monarchy and aristocracy,
which had culminated in the previ-
ous reign. The story of his imprison-
ment and death, including the final
parting with his family, is one of the
gaddest on record. Parisians early
astir on that gloomy wintér morning,
saw large bodies of troops forming a
guard along the road from the prison
to the scaffold. Louis had made all
religious preparations for his death,
bt the unsubmissive spirit which he
manifested led to the belief that he
still entertained hopes of rescue. The
gocaffold in front of the Palace of the
Tuileries was reached at ten minutes
past ten, and Louls was three minutes
in descending from his carriage. He
was attired in a brown coat, white
waistooat, grey breeches, and white
stockings. His hair was not disorder-
od, and no change was visible in his
countenance. Round the scaffold was
AN open Epace, with cannon ranged on
every side; beyond this as far as the
eye could reach, an unarmed mul-
titude. When his hands had been tied,
and his hair cut off, he began to
mount the steep steps of the guillotine
slowly, and with sullen demeanour,
leaning on the arm of his confessor.
On the" iast step ‘he roused himself,
and walking across to the left side of
the scaffold, he exclaimed, after hav-
ing commanded silence: “I die in-
nocent of the crimes imputed to me.”

| The rolling of the drums 'drowned

his voice, and prevented him from con-
tinuing. “Silence! Silence!” cried
Louis, losing all his self-control, and
stamping violently on the ground.Rich-
ard, one of the executioners seized a
pistol and aimed at him. It was neces-
sary to drag him away from the side
of the scaffold by force. Scarcely had
he been bound to the fatal plank,
when he uttered terrible cries, which
were only cut short by the falling
knife carrying away his head. The
executioner—Samson — immediately
took it up and showed it to the mob,
who cried out “Vive le Republique!”
Thus was repeated in France the
tragedy of Charles 1. in England.

What we regard as a most
serious setback to the opening
up of new markets, is the stop-
ping of shipping fish in casks
to New York. This trade had
increased in a remarkable man-
ner the past eight or ten years,
and it would be a mistake to
suppose that all this fish was
sent to Greece and Italy, enter-
ing into competition there with
the direct shipment of our large
exporters. A great deal of it
was re-packed in boxes and
sent to customers in South Am-
erica, Texas, Mexico and the
West Indies to markets which
it would not be convenient for
Newfoundland to exploit direct.
This trade was - gradually in-
creasing and last fall extended
out through the Panama Canal
by the usage of small parcels.
Now is not this what our states-
men and economists have been
seeking all the time, viz., the
finding of new markets to re-
lieve the possible congestion in
Brazil and Southern Europe in
years when we had a large
catch?

The most important feature
in his programme seems to be
that all our fish should go
through the hands of a gentle-
man in Spain, named Hawes.
Instead of encouraging the
finding of new markets and new
modes of putting up fish, he
places restrictions to trade on
the old ones, and antagonizes a
large number of the customers
who, under free trade, were sat-
isfied to do business with New-
foundland for over 300 years.
Mr. Hawes cables that he has
come to satisfactory terms with
the Consorzio. He says he can
sell 150,000 qtls. of our fish,
Can is a very uncertain word,
and we should put the interpre-
tation on his cable that he
wants us to put on it, viz., if he
had said, “I have sold.”
However, taking it that he has
sold to the Consorzio, he will
have to admit that the terms
according to his own message,
are quite different from those
8o bravely laid down by Mr.
Coaker in his regulations, and
that they have been ignomin-
ously beaten by the Consorzio.
If they have given in to the
Italians they should now give
way to the sn*ll shippers and
those outside ‘the combine in
Newfoundland. If the Consor-
zio would undertake to buy the
whole 800,000 quintals of our
codfish that goes to Europe
each year, we probably would
be safe. But what about
Greece? What about our good
old customer, Spain, 1,000 miles
nearer home, discriminated
against to the tune of over $2.00
a quintal? Will Spain lie down
under this and make no retalia-
tion?

“The sea serpeat,” sald Dr. John T.
Michols, head of the Department of
Pishea at the Ameriean Mussum of
Natural History, “as that creature is
tlotured in the popular mind is o
purely mythical animal.

beasts in the sea as yét unknown to
‘sélence; it is highly improbable that
such & monster will be found.”

The nearest approsch perhaps to
this monster that ever existed was
some of the blg sea lizards which
used to navigate -the globe in pre
historic timjes. The ' most authentic
reports of séa serpents nowadays
when traceable at all tura out to be
faulty obsérvations ef somé ordinary
marifie creaturés. A scheol of por-
poises, stretched out in lne and
rolling their backs above the surface
in unfson, may readily enough appear
like the ooils of a gréat sea monster
to an observer with an active imagi-
nation. Nevertheless, true ses snakes
swim among the islgnds of certain
parts of the western Pacific ~which,
though they do not reach a great sise,
areé often very poisonous. - They have
flattenied tails like muskrats to enable
them to swim the better.

There are pleaty of monsters in the
séa though note equal in size to the
largest of the whalebone whales. The
largest of such creatures Are some-

are larger specimens théy havé been
remarkably sucocesstul {n eluding ac-
curate measurement. In ordér to find
sufficient food such gigantie drea-
tures must be content with a humble
diet. Hence they have developed
thelr whalebone—a substanoe in which
no substancé can compete in the
manufacture of high grade whip
handles and oorset stays—for the pur-
pose of straining an

There are plenty of monsters in the
sea, the giant devilfish, or manta,
which probably grows to be over
twenty feet between the tips of its
great flat wings. The model of an
individual of eighteen feet or so is
on exhibition at the American Mu-

cesseg directed forward, one at either
side of the broad head, and there are
many well authenticated imstances of
a devilfish “flying” through the water,
catching ‘& boat’'s anchor bétween its
horns by chance, lifting the anchor
and towing the astonished boatmen
out .to sea. At certain seasons  the
devilfish iz common along the Gulf
Coast of Florida, where it furnishes
exciting sport for big game fishermen.

The dangerous marine creatures are
in general not the lgrgest. The killer
whale, whi¢ch is. twenty. feet or so in
length, will attack and devour almost
anything that swims in the sea, Some-
times they join in schools and hunt
the big whalebone whalés like a pack
of hungry wolves. The man-eater
shark, séldom more than twenty feet
long, is one of the flercest of sea crea-
tures. He is as rare as he i3 danger-
ous. The big sperm whale seems to
feed largely on large gpecimens of oc-
topus; for which it dives in deep wat-
er. fSome observérs assert that they
have seen -mnlu contests - be-
tween such & lponn whale and an oc-
topus which it had bronxht to the
gurface.
