TOO HOT A PACE.
Much carping and depressing criti­

cism would be unexpected It the na­
tion realised that It Is using up Its 
cone too abundant supply of public 
men too fast. The Prime Minister Is 
not the only sufferer from overwork— 
the continuous over-excitation of the 
mental faculties which all, experience 
in greater or less measure whose en­
ergies are mortgaged to national ser­
vice. There are other Ministers who

In this presidential year the poli­
tics of Uncle Sam ie of interest to 
all the rest, of the world. As is well 
known the Republicans, have. chosen 
Senator Harding of Ohio, and Gover­
nor Collidge of Massachusetts, and the 
Democrats Governor Cex of Ohio and 
Hen. Franklin D. Roosevelt of New 
Yprk, as theùr- respective standard- 
bearers. The Prohibition Party has 
Chosen Aaron1 S. Watkina, of Ohio, as 
Its candidate for President 

It may not be so well known that 
a Third Party—The Farmer-Labor 
Party—has been 'launched, with Hon. 
Parley Parks Christensen, of Utah, 
for President, and Max F. Hayes, of 
Cleveland, Ohio, for Vice-President. 
It will be seen that Ohio figures in 
all four .nominations.

Because of the Farmer-Labor move­
ment In Canada, and elsewhere, it 
may be of interest to know a little 
more about the movement in the 
United SJates.

A Convention met in Chicago on 
July 10th, in an attempt to fuse into 
one political party a considerable 
number of more or lese radical and 
extreme societies and groups such as 
the farmers’ league, the labor party, 
the single-taxers, the veteran sol­
diers and two or three other organiza­
tions. The tentative platform was 
overloaded with sweeping proposals 
of economic changes. It was thought 
Senator La Follette would become 
its leader, but tt was too extreme 
for his acceptance. They then 
considered Eugene V. Debs, of In­
diana, now In penitentiary for his 
opposition to the draft act and other 
war measures. He declined because 
he was a leader of the Socialists and 
the third-party platform was too gen­
eral. In a ballot between Dudley 
Field Malone, Of New York, and Mr. 
Christensen, the latter was chosen. 
He Is a lawyer.
After studying law In New York he 
was a superintendent of education in 
Utah, then public prosecutor at Salt 
Lake City, Secretary of the State con­
stitutional Convention, and a Pro­
gressive Republican who • supported 
the Roosevelt-Johnson ticket ta 1912. 
He is a bachelor, forty-nine years old. 
The platform declares for public 
ownership and operation of all public 
utilities and natural resources; up­
holds extreme labor views about tho 
right to Arlke; ie radical to the ex­
treme as regards the rights of free 
speech and the repeal of war legisla­
tion; endorses the Irish Republic, 
and extends open arms to Soviet 
Russia; makes a strong bid for the 
votes of the ex-service men who are 
demanding the bonus law, and Is not 
In sympathy with the Versailles 
treaty. The strongest support of this 
third-party movement Is likely to1 
dome from the advocates of the 
Plumb plan ol railroad management.

“Passion Play,” rivalling that of 
Oberammergau, opened its season here 
in May after five years of war’s in­
terruption. It was given, as it has been 
since 1904, in the Passion Theatre, 
under the direction of Mr. Pettit, the 
village priest, with his parishioners 
as the cast. The play, costuming, 
verse, music and equipment have been 
developed and improved since the pre­
war performances.

There are 16 scenes depicting the 
Bible incidents from the Birth to the 
Resurrection.

Gaping Hole
Tunisian’s Bow,

Our Mid-Summer Sale 
Continues!

MONTREAL, August 16.—With a 
hole to her starboard bow, about fif­
teen feet long, and two plates in 
width, the C.P.O.S. Liner Tunis­
ian from London and Havre, which 
collided yesterday with the Man­
chester Division, arrived in port this 
morning.

At the time of the collision, which 
took place eighty miles east of Que­
bec, there was a dense fog. The 
Manchester Division had anchored 
and the liner Tunisian, proceeding 
upstream, had already reduced the 
speed to dead slow preparatory to 
coming to anchor herself until the 
weather had cleared. When she 
was just about ready to drop her 
anchor the ship fouled the cable of 
the Manchester Division below water, 
where it is was invisible.

This anchor cable pulled the two 
vessels together, the starboard bow 
of the Tunisian rubbing against the 
port bow of the Manchester Division. 
The contact of the two vessels was 
hardly felt on board the Tunisian, ac­
cording to the stories told by passen­
gers.

The Tunisian’s anchor was cut 
away as if it were cheese, and with 
it went the hawser pipe and fifteen 
feet of plating.

If it had been night time instead 
of a busy hour in the afternoon, 
there would have been considerable 
loss of life. The torn plates covered 
the quarters known on all liners as 
the "glory hole,” where the ship’s 
stewards are bunked.

All of the stewards were on deck 
at the time, save one who had slight 
Injuries and fainted.

When the Tunisian docked to-day 
she bore visible external evidence of 
the collision. The liner’s plates were 
cnynpled up as thotuh they were 
corrugated sine.

According to Mr. J. Henderson, a 
cabin passenger, who at the time of 
the collision was on the upper deck 
peering into the tog, the jar was hardi­
ly felt, although he saw a ship loom 
suddenly across the Tunisian’s bow.

An Act to Provide for the Better Obtaining of 
Information Respecting the Codfishery.

Be It enacted by the Governor, toe Legislative Connell gad House 
of Assembly, In Legislative Session convened, as follows:—

1. The Master or owner ot every ship, vessel, schooner, craft 
or boat which shall arrive at any port in Newfoundland from 
fishing in any of the places following, that is to say, on the

' Banks, on the Coast of Labrador, to the Straits of Belle Isle, or 
elsewhere ont of Newfoundland, and on the coast of Newfound­
land in the District ot St. Barbs, shall within 48 hours after ar­
rival at his destination report by telegraph at the expense of the 
Department from the nearest telegraph station to the Depart­
ment of Marine and Fisheries at BL John’s and the nearest Cus­
toms Officer, stating the quantity in quintals of fish on board 
such vessel.

2. As a part of said report the said Master 'or owner shaft 
state whether the number of quintals reported is reckoned as of 
dry fish, Labrador fish, salt bulk or green fish, nr otherwise as 
the case may be; and shall state whether it la the intention of 
such master or owner to cure inch fish (if the lame be not 
cured) as soft Labrador, dry Labrador, or dry Shore,

3. If any such Master or owner shall fail to report as afore­
said or shall wilfully report incorrectly, he shall be liable to a 
penalty of not less than'*10.00 or more than *100.00, to be re­
covered in a summary manner before any Stipendiary Magis­
trate; or in default of payment, to imprisonment not exceeding 
one month.

4. In publishing information or statistics of the fisheries, the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries shall not be bound to make 
public the name or catch et any specific ship, vessel, craft or 
boat.

8. Every licensed exporter of codfish shall report to the Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries on the last day of every month, 
or within 48 hours thereafter, stating the quantity and quality 
ot all fish then held in store by snch exporter. The said report 
shall be verified by affidavit and the said Minister shall not pub­
lish or allow any person whatsoever (except in pursuance of 
legal process) to have access to any such report; but the sum 
total of the quantities >nd qualities so reported shell be inti­
mated by the Minister of Marine and Fisheries to the President 
of the Newfoundland Board of Trade tor the information and 
nse of the Trade generally.

6. If any such exporter shall fall to report as hereinbefore 
provided, or shall knowingly make any false or incorrect report, 
he shall be liable to a penalty of not exceeding *1,000.00, which 
may be recovered in a summary manner before any Stipendiary 
Magistrate, or. • indefault of payment, to imprisonment for a 
period not exceeding three months.

7. It any person publishes, writes qr disseminates any false
information or statistics respecting the quantity of codfish caught 
or held in store,-or otherwise in Newfoundland or exported, he 
shall upon conviction be liable to a penalty not . exceeding One 
Hundred Dollars or imprisonment for a period not exceeding 
one month for each offence. /

8. All penalties recovered under this Chapter shall be paid 
to the Minister of Finance and Customs for the use of the Colony.

9. Any person aggrieved by any conviction under this Act 
may appeal to the next Session of the Supreme Court in 8L 
John’s or on Circuit upon giving notice within fourteen days of 
his intention so to appeal.

BRITAIN ALREADY LOOKING INTO 
THE FUTURE.

The Dutch paper Telegraaf reported 
that on November 15 airplanes drop­
ped bombs on the castle at Swalmen, 
where the ex-crown prince of Ger-

I
many Is staying.

No suggestion is mid, as to the na- 
: tionality of the airplanes, except by 

the parenthetical remark that Swal­
men is only three miles from the Ger­
man frontier. The report does not 
mention any casualties, nor. does it 
say how the ex-price bore himself un­
der fire, though It would have been 
Interesting to have known, since, ac­
cording to popular report, he has had 

' no previous experience during the war 
of being under , fire, having left all 
that to the German “cannon fodder,” 
which he so recklessly and cynically 
sacrificed.

The report Is vague in the extreme, 
but whether or not true, it suggests 
various exciting possibilities In the fu­
ture. Piracy and smugging by airplane 
are possibilities not to be overlooked. 
Of course, while all Europe is still 
armed, and the German army resem­
bles a pack of wolves without a pack 
leaders, nothing conld be easier than 
for some German airmen who disap­
prove of the ex-crown prince’s con­
duct in general and are resolved that 
no counter-revolution shall ever make 
him emperor, to paint out the national 
marks on their machines, fly high 
above the clouds into Holland, dive 
upon his residence and release their 
bombs. In any force still retaining Its 
discipline and the discipline of active 
service at that, such action would be 
wildly impossible.

In times of peace such raids would 
be less easy. All airdromes and their 
airplanes will of course be registered ; 
the movements of aircraft will be even 
more strictly under observation than 
those of seagoing ships, for the sim­
ple reason that their periods of ab­
sence from terra flrma are necessarily 
much briefer.

Moreover, air pirates could never 
stop a commercial airplane and call 
on it to “stand and deliver.” They 
could never get away with booty, and 
therefore their operations could only 
be destructive and not profitable.

But one must not overlook the pos­
sibility that a power as evil disposed 
and reckless as Germany was in 1914 
might suddenly begin a systematic at­
tack on all the aircraft of a rival. The 
experiences of the past warn us to be 
cautious in the future.

It will be the task of the royal air 
force to guard the air merchantmen 
of Britain. Vor years their work may 
be as bloodless as was the work of 
the navy from Navarino In 1914, but 
the navy was needed at last, and it 
would be very rash to declare that the 
royal air force will never again send 
a foe down In flames.

"We must remain prepared on land, 
on the sea and, last but not least, in 
the air.—London Mail.

going down for the count, to the de­
feat that would have meant ruin and 
political bankruptcy, she steadies her­
self and "like a wild cat mad with 
wounds," springs at her opponent

The panorama of the world is re­
flected, in mini tore, in the Polish cap­
ital. A new Poland was created by the 
statesmen that sat around the confer­
ence table at Paris, Just as these same 
men sought to build a new world by 
a League of Nations out of the wreck­
age of the Great War.

The Poles were unable to face with­
out Irresolution the tremendous tasks 
of peace. The lust of fighting was In 
their veins, and- they could not settle 
down to the work of rehabilitation. So 
It was In the great world beyond. 
There was the same irritability, the 
same distaste’ for strenuous and con­
tinued effort in the unadventurous 
paths of peace. There was the same 
distrust of those In command, the 
same desire- for change of govern­
ment

Poland was infiltrated with the pro­
paganda by which the Bolshevists of 
Europe sought to overthrow the whole 
world ptructive. When Soviet Russia 
threw’ her armies against the walls 
of Warsaw the shock of battle rever­
berated around the world.

Warsaw ^as won at least a breath­
ing space by concentration of effort 
and by the unity of national alms that 
gained the victory for the Allies in 
the four memorable years of our test­
ing time. Man, woman and child in 
Poland, consumed with the same pas­
sionate seal for the public welfare, 
fought desperately for national exist­
ence. There were no meetings of pro­
test among little groups of the Polish

Sugar Up and
Sugar Down.

(From the New York World.)
As sugar prices went up when 

sugar was scarce and in unusual de­
mand, so they are now going down 
because the commodity Is plentiful 
and the demand less. The fact fur­
nishes an Interesting illustration of 
Governor Collldge's theory that "we 
must have less of Government in­
terference In business and more re­
liance of the people - on themselves.” 
It Is not to Government regulation 
that the public owes - the lower 
prices, but to its own decreased con­
sumption of sugar. The consumer 
holds the infallible remedy in his 
hands and can supply it at any time 
through the exercise of a little self- 
denial more effectually than through 
the medium of Government machinery. 
If there is any economic lesson that 
has been made clear to the popular 
intelligence it would seem to be that 
borne home to the public by its ex­
perience with the wide fluctuations of 
sugar prices over a period of years. 
Hoarding and speculative buying 
have, of course, had their effect, and 
these abnormal influences the law 
correct. But the ultimate stabiliza­
tion of prices rests with the people 
through "more reliance on them­
selves” and less on Government.

Looking at the *' Russian ’ people 
through Kipling’s elyes will perhaps 
give us a better understanding of the 
vast problems whick now face the 
world. Little by little, a bit at a time, 
a goodly part of Continental Europe 
is being dragged back into' the semi­
savage state in which Peter the Great 
found it when as a boy of seventeen 
he began his personal rule. The Rus­
sians are not a. race, but the descend­
ants of many rgees. The Mongolians 
from the East, mixed with the hordes 
of barbarians from the Steppes, in­
termingled in turn with the savage 
Northmen, and mixed again with the 
Slavonic tribes and the Tartars. Such 
are the Russians. Add gross ignorance 
to this contusion of blood and per­
haps we have at least a partial ex­
planation of why the Russian has run 
amuck.

In the latest issue of the London 
“Nation” is an article by Bertrand 
Russell. Mr. Russell is a scholar, and 
had previously written noteworthy ar­
ticles on the Social Democracy of 
Germany and on philosophy. He ac­
companied the British Labdr delega­
tion to Germany, though not a mem­
ber of that- body, and while they were 
being feted and made much of by the 
Bolehevists who wished to make the 
best impression possible, Mr. Russell 
went off “on his-own” with a view of 
finding out the true condition of af­
fairs.

cruise, has been abandoned on Are In 
mid-ocean. The Netherton was for­
merly the Domfontein, and was held 
up and set on Are by a German raid­
er at the mouth of the Bay of Pundy 
during the last year of thte war and 
when <he new craft was starting on 
her maiden. voyage with a cargo of 
lumber taken on at this port. j

No particulars of the last days of 
the Netherton have been received. 
The Dornfonteln was a four-masted 
schooner of <66 tons nett register, 
and was built here in 1918, the A rat 
wooden vessel of deep sea size to be 
constructed at this port for many 
years. She cost $100,600i and with a 
cargo of 900,060 feet of lumber left 
here for South Africa In August, 
1918. Par down the Bay of Pundy 
she was held up by a German U-boat 
Number 66, and after being stripped 
of her movable possessions, she was 
set on Are. The crew of nine were 
taken on board the submarine and 
were well treated by the Germans. 
The captain and sailors were landed 
on Grand Manan Island, and later 
the charred hull of the big vessel was 
sighted by Ashermen and towed into 
Seal Cove. About 400,000 feet of 
lumber was saved, and the hull, 
burned close to the water line, was 
towed to Eastport.

The Dornfonteln was bought by 
the Arm of Pushes Bros., of Dennis- 
ville. Me., and was practically re­
constructed. She was re-christened
