Madrid, Got. 1.—Hundreds of deserters 
are coming into the lines. They repre­
sent that demoralization and insubordi­
nation within the city is increasing. The 
majority of the insurgents wish to sur­

render, bnt they are overawed by the 
liberated convicts and the more desperate 
portion of the volunteers. The news of 
the failure of the fleet at Alicante caused 
a panic in the city.

London, Got. 2.—The Daily Telegraph's 
special despatch from Berlin says trade 
and speculation is almost at a stand still, 
and a crisis is apprehended on the bourse.

New York Oct. 2.—A Fort Klamath des­
patch the says that the erection of the gal­
lows, for the purpose of hanging 
Modocs on Friday morning, began to­
day. They will all be suspended from 
one beam, and at a given signal swing 
into eternity together. The execution 
will be public that the Klamaths, and 
other neighbouring Indians, may per- 
eeive and feel the moral effect of the pun­
ishment.

London, Sept. 80.—John Bright to­
day was formally installed as a Cabinet 
officer.

Mr. Thomas Hughes gave a lecture at 
Marlboro' College last night, on America. 
He advised all who intended to emigrate 
to go to Canada or the States, and spoke 
highly of the development of British 
North America.

Madrid, Sept. 30.—At a meeting of the 
Conservatives to-dav at which Marshal 
Serrano and Admiral Topete were pres­
ent, resolutions supporting the Govern­
ment and rejecting an alliance with the 
Radicals were adopted.

Minister Maisaonane has returned to 
Madrid.

Stray Leaves front the Old Land.
Hnntly, Sept. 10,1873.

My last letter closed with my arrival in 
Edinburgh—the Modem Athens, as it is 
npt inaptly termed. Every body knows 
that the city is celebrated for its natural 
beauties—for the localities within and 
around it which are connected with so 
many historical associations, many of 
which have been invested with additional 
interest by thé writings of Sir Walter 
Scott. The picturesque irregularity of 
the old part of the city, as well as the 
symmetrical proportions of the new part, 
strikes the stranger very much in the 
course of his inspection. The varied ob­
jects of interest are also so grouped to­
gether as to afford the greatest possible 
contrast. Standing near the Scott M jnu- 
ment the spectator has a series of scenes 
around him unequalled in the world. 
The Princes Street Gardens with their 
terraced walks, and elegant flower beds— 
their profusion of shrubbery and shade 
trees—stretch out on either side. Run­
ning through their entire length are the 
lines of railway. Beyond the castle rears 
its lofty head, perched as it is on the top 
of the gigantic rock vhich on three sides 
presents a ragged and almost perpen­
dicular front as it abruptly rises from the 
surrounding plain.1 Further to the east 
stretches the Old Town.jthe houses rising 
one above another according to the ascent 
of the ground, which gradually slopes 
away till it loses itself in the plain sur­
rounding Holyrood Palace and Abbey. 
Behind we have Prmoesjand other streets 
forming part of the New Town, with their 
elegant houses and numerous statues— 
some in marble and some in bronze. 
Still further to the east the Cal ton Hill 
presents its green slopes, which are 
adorned with the Nelson, National and 
other monuments. A little farther to the 
south the towering peak of Arthur’s Seat, 
and lower down the bold front of Salis­
bury Crags, are)conspicnous. The whole 
forms a panorama of rare beauty, of mar­
vellous variety and unequalled interest.

The publie.institutions and places of 
historic interest in and about Edinburgh 
are well worth a careful examination. 
The Antiquarian Museum contains the 
most extensive collection of British and 
Foreign antiquities in Scotland. Among 
Uiese aré the .Thumbikins and other well, 
known Scotch instruments of torture, 
much used against the Covenanters, the 
Maiden or Scotch guillotine, Jenny Ged- 
dea’s stool which she hurled at the Dean 
of St. Giles on his attempting to read the 
service book, the Solemn League and 
Covenant, the blue ribbon worn by Prince 
Charlie as a knight of the Garter when 
in Scotland in 1745, besides hundreds of 
other curiosities which I have not room 
even to mention. The National Gallery, 
which is close to the Museum contains a 
very fine collection of ancient and modern 
pictures. The Industrial Museum, con­
tains a most complete and admirably ar­
ranged collection of specimens in natural 
history, geology, the arts, sciences, Ac. 
It would occupy too much space even to 
enumerate all the public buildings worthy 
of note, many of them in beauty of de­
sign and excellence of execution are un­
surpassed. Among the objects of inter­
est in the Old Town the Castle of course 
claims the first attention. Considered at 
one time impregnable, its strength is now 
more apparent than real. It can accom­
modate 2,000 soldiers, and has an armoury 
for 3,000 stand of arme. The Crown 
room in the old Palace Yard contains the 
Regalia of Scotland, consisting of a crown, 
sceptre, sword of state, and the Lord- 
Treasurer’s rod of office. The sceptre, 
the touch of which gave the royal assent, 
performed its last grand legislative office 
by ratifying the Treaty of Union with 
England on the 16th January, 1707. The 
Earl of Seafield, then Chancellor, on re­
turning it to the Clerk, is reported to 
have scornfully applied the vulgar phrase, 
“There is an end of an anld sang.” Ad­
joining the Crown room is the room 
where Queen Mary gave birth to James 
VI. On going down High street, we pass 
the Free and Established Church Assem-

the most delightful that could be 
imagined. The scenery of either side of 
Frith presents many objects of interest 
to the stranger. Here and there along 
the banks we pass busy manufacturing 
towns, while farther back are seen, peep­
ing ont from among the trees, gei^lemen’s 
seats, and beyond these again rise the 
hills which stretch away as far as the eye 
can see. After passing Alloa, the frith 
narrows into the river, which in its 
course all the way up to Stirling 
presents a most extraordinary series 
of windings. Stirling is well worth a 
visit. This ancient town has been the 
scene of many historic events. Its castle, 
renowned in the history of the country, 
stands on the brow of the ridge over­
looking the Carse. It is not so large 
nor so strongly fortified as Edinburgh 
Castle. The view from the battlements . 
is beautiful and extensive. Spread out 
before us we have the Vale of Menteith 
on the west, bounded by the towering 
Highland mountains. To the north and 
east stretches the Ochil Hills, and the 
windings of the Forth can be distinctly 
seen for miles below the city. The 
Campsie Hills close the southern pros­
pect, and from where we stand the eye 
takes in at a glance the ruins of Cam- 
buskeffloeth Abbey, the Wallace monu­
ment and Bridge of Allan. This abbey 
gives its name to the cluster of rooks 
called the Abbey Craig, which rises to a 
height of 560 feet. The beauty of the 
situation and its vicinity to the scene of 
Wallace’s first victory over the English 
suggested it as a fitting site for the 
monument to the Scottish hero, which 
now crowns the cliff in the form of a 
lofty baronial tower, 220 feet in height.
It is surmounted by an open crown, from 
which a splendid view of all surrounding 
objects may be had. The monument is 
a fitting tribute to the patriotism and 
heroism of the great soldier who wrested 
his country from the power of its foes. 
Some distance off, on the level ground, 
and bounded on two sides by the Forth, 
stands the Abbey, already mentioned. 
This ancient monastery is now but a 
mass of ruins—a tower built exactly 
like the original one being the only 
structure to mark where the first one 
stood. On a spot near t&e High Altar, 
pointed out by tradition as the burial 
place of James IH. and his Queen, an 
elegant modern tomb has been erected 
by Her present. Majesty over her ances­
tors. In the town the Grey Friars or 
Franciscan Church (now called the East 
and West Churches and still used as 
such) are of historic interest, for within 
its walls the Earl of Arran, while Regent, 
abjured Romanism, and the coronation 
of the youthful James VI. took place in 
the choir, on which latter occasion John 
Knox preached the coronation sermon. 
The pulpit used by him on this occasion 
is still preserved. Ebenezer Erekine,, 
founder of the Secession Church of 
Scotland, was for some time minister of 
one of these churches. About three 
miles to the south-east of Stirling lies 
the famous field of Bannockburn, where 
was fought the decisive battle which 
secured for Scotland her liberty. Fields 
of grain now wave where the hostile 
armies met in the clash of arms and con­
tended for victory, and all that is now loft 
to mark the scene of the conflict is the 
famous “ Borestone” and flagstaff.

I was fortunate to be in Stirling on one 
of the days of the Highland and Agricul­
tural Society’s annual show of stock, im­
plements and machinery, and was much 
interested in comparing the exhibition 
with our own Provincial and Central 
Shows. The grounds were spacious, the 
buildings thqpgh temporary were com­
fortable and convenient, and all the ar­
rangements seemed to be well carried 
ont. The show of stock was very fine, 
and comprised more varieties than we 
are accustomed to see in Ontario. The 
anfmals were brought from all parts of 
the country, and considering there are 
so many first-class breeders in Scotland, 
one was not surprised to see stock which 
had been brought to the highest perfec­
tion as regards breed, size and all other 
essentials which go to make a first-class 
beast. The sheep were m every respect 
equal to the cattle, and comprised all the 
kinds from the heaviest Cotswold or 
Leicester down to the small and half-wild 
black-face, fresh from the heart of the 
Highlands. I do not say that Canada 
can match Scotland in its display of these 
two classes, but considering all things, 
the cattle and sheep of our popular 
breeds will compare favourably with the 
bulk of those shown at Stirling—leaving 
out, of course, a few picked animals. But 
we are behind the Scoffch breeders and 
farmers in horses. The show of Clydes­
dales was simply, magnificent, and far 
exceeded any display of horse flesh that 
I ever witnessed before. In machinery 
and implements there was a very large 
and creditable exhibition. Labour-saving 
implements for the farm are rapidly 
gaining ground in Scotland, and the 
present high wages paid for farm labour, 
and prospective increase in the future, 
will tend to bring them still more exten­
sively into use. The appearance of the

Near to it is the Abbey, yet beautiful iu 
its ruins. Queen Mary’s apartments in 
the Palace are shown to visitors. Chief 
of these is her bedroom, with all its an­
tique furniture. The inteiest of this 
room hangs on its connection with the 
tragical murder of her favorite. Rizzio, 
the story of which forms so romantic an 
episode in Scottish history. The Grey- 
friars churchyard is to Scotsmen especial­
ly a place of great interest, for surround­
ing the ancient church lie the remains of 
some who have earned for themselves no 
mean place in history. They include 
George Buchanan, the Latin Poet and 
preceptor of James VI, Allan Ramsay, 
Robertson, and Mr Tytler the historians, 
Dr. MoCrie the biographer of Knox, Dr. 
Black, the eminent chemist, and many 
others.

Here also in a qniet and Secluded spot, 
lie the nameless graves of most of the 
martyrs who were executed for their re­
ligious opinions in the times of the Per­
secution. A fitting monument commémo­
rât es their steadfastness to principle 
and heroism in the hour of trial.

ilies—all well dressed, healthy looking,, 
and happy for the day at least.

Taking the train from Stirling 
for Inverness, via the Highland 
Railway, the traveller soon rc-Mbes 
Dunblane, with its fine old Abley, 
After an hour’s ride he arrives 
in Perth, one of the prettiest and most 
favourably situated towns in Scotland.

A stone in the 
park fronting Urrard House, close by, 
marks the spot where Dundee received 
his death wound. The ride through the 
pass is grand. On either side the precipi­
tous cliffs rise to a great height for the 
most part covered with trees, but here 
and there exhibiting huge masses of 
rock that seem to have been heaved up 
by some tremendous convulsion of na­
ture. In the narrow gorge which sepa­
rates these cliffs a mountain torrentroars 
and rushes with teriible force and velocity 
over its rooky bed—the water all a-foam 
and the spray rising like mist from some 
of its water-falls. The whole scene is so 
strikingly strange, and grand, that you 
scarcely realize it till it is hid from your 
sight by a tujn in the road, which brings 
you to Blair Athole. After viewing with 
pleasure the diversified scenery which is 
to be found about this place, the railway 
for forty or fifty milefc passes through a 
bare and inhospitable country. On 
either side are the bleak hills, cevered 
with heather, and stretching back as far 
as the eye can see. Sometimes the 
monotony is relieved by a sight of the 
frowning peak of some mountain—a 
giant among his fellows—in the crevices 
of which snow may be seen even at this 
time of the year, and down whose sides 
you can trace the white streaks of foam 
which mark the courses of the mountain 
torrent^ in their headlong rush. Scarcely 
a house is it to be seen in this desolate 
place. Here and there we pass the ruins 
of some shieling, the inmates of which 
years ago may have, sought a more con­
genial home in a foreign country—per­
haps in Canada. Not a sign of life is to 
be seen save the flocks of sheep 
scattered over the waste, and the soü- 
tary shepherd standing on some emi­
nence, who scarcely relieves the utter 
loneliness which seems to surround him. 
But a long run brings us into the 
Strathspey region, then to Forres, then 
past the fatal field cfCallodrn, and lands 
us safe in the pretty and thriving capital 
of the Highlands, Inverness.

The Royal Commission.
Wednesday was the twenty-third and

Commission.

The Chairman ordered the witnesses 
who had been summoned, but had failed 
to appear, to be called. The Crier then 
called Lucius Seth Huntington, Geo. W. 
McMullen, A. B. Foster, Chas. M. Smith, 
Geo. Norris, the younger, and John A. 
Perkins. None of these witnesses ap­
pearing, the Commission adjourned after 
a ftw words from the Chairman.

It is understood that Judge Polette 
will remain in the city to complete the 
report, and that Judges Day and Gowan 
will return to their homes for a short 
time, coming back as soon as the report 
is sufficiently advanced to permit of its 
being finally closed.

Pbesbytebian‘Union.—Those who are 
hostile to this movement in the Canada 
Presbyterian Church met on Tuesday 
in the Temperance Hall, Toronto, to con­
sult over what course ought to be pursued 
in the circumstances. The meeting was 
not large, but very earnest, and in gener­
al the language employed was moderate 
though decided. Resolutions were passed, 
objecting to the 4th article of the Basis 
of Union and to the article referring to 
Christ’s Headship. The following was 
also passed “ That in view of applica­
tion being made, as indicated in the 7th 
resolution, for legislation in regard to 
the property of the Church, this meeting 
consider that efforts should be made to 
resist such legislation, so long as the 
Basis remains in its present unsatisfac­
tory condition, and with this view appoint 
a committee, consisting of Messrs. McTav- 
ish, Ross, Ferguson, Middlemiss, and A. 
D. McDonald.”

The Hamilton Fuir.
The Fair opened ou Tuesday, but Wed­

nesday and Thursday are the principal 
days. The weather so far has been fa­
vourable, and the number of paying 
visitors on Wednesday is stated at 1,500. 
The number of entries is 4,257—much 
below those for the Guelph Fair, and 
about 2,000 less than the local papers 
were predicting they would amount to. 
The show of horses is very flue, especi- 

' ally in the road or carriage class, in which 
there are no fewer tnan 288 entries. 
Owing to the absence of some leading 
breaders at United States fairs, and to 
other causes, the show of cattle is not so 
large or so good as was expected. In 
short-hofns, Mr F. W. Stone, of Guelph, 
takes the lead. His seven animals are 
all prize-takers. G & W Watt, of Flora,1 
distinguish themselves both in thorough­
breds. and grades of this breed. Wil­
liam Hood, of Guelph, is “ alone in his 
glory” with the Galloways, his chief rival, 
Thomas McCrae, also of Guelph, not 
allowing. With fourteen animals Mr. 
Hood wins fifteen prizes, including the 
diploma. George Rudd, of Guelph, is in 
equal solitary grandeur with the Devons. 
Ilia tine bull ‘Hartland,’ heads a herd of 
eleven, all, and deservedly, prize-winners. 
Well nigh the same tale must be told in 
regard to the Herefords. Mr. Stone, of 
Guelph, is only rivalled in one class by 
George Hood, of Guelph, who takes a 
prize for a three year ol l Hereford bull. 
Ayrshires hardly put in an appearance 
at all. Very few fat cattle are shown ; 
George Hood, of Guelph, takes the lead 
with a fat cow of an "age or breed, which, 
it is hardly needful to say, is short horn, 
or a high grade of that breed.

Sheep are rather deficient, the South- 
"downs. strange to say, being the best 
filled class, in proportion to the number 
of breeders and exhibitors. They are 
shown mainly by F. W. Stone, of Guelph, 
J. C. Douglas of Dumfries, Thomas 
Wilkinson of Glanford, and H. E. Irving 
of the Royal Hotel, Hamilton. Cots- 
wolds are not exhibited in large numbers, 
but there are some splendid representa­
tives. F. W. Stone shows the most and 
best. Leicesters are in about equal force 
with the Colswolds, and are of good 
quality. W. Whitelaw of Guelph, and 
James Cowan of Galt, are amongst the 
chief exhibitors. A pretty fair display is 
made* of Lincolns. George Hood of 
Guelph, shows a pen of fine fat Cots-

Tbe show of swine is small but select, 
there being hardly an inferior pig on the 
ground.

In the mechanical deparments inside 
the Palace there is a pretty good show, 
though in seme of them, too, a consider­
able falling off from the displays at 
the other great exhibitions is noticeable. 
In the fine arts department there is a 
good display, as there is also in that of 
ladies’ work. In fruit there is a splendid' 
allow, and in roots and vegetables there 
is a very good one for the season. In 
Agricultural implements the display is a 
Jair one.
