TTAWA, March 25.—Judging from
the tone of some of the speeches
delivered in the Commons this
week in the autonomy debate,

one can readily realize the dangerous
character .of the school legislation
which the government propose to foist
upon the new provinces. In justice to
Sir Wilfrid Laurier it must be said
that he made a very moderate presen-
tation of the case on the second read-
ing, while: Mr. Borden's great speech
was a model of moderation, as it was
of constitutional argument. The views
presented by Mr. Borden are simply his
own. The Conservative party, as such,
on a ticklish question of this kind, can-
not be reasonably asked to adopt a
strict party policy, and the caucus left
it an open question with the members
of the party to follow such line of
action as their conscience may digtate.
The circumstances of one province are
not those of another; unquestionably,
however Mr. Borden will carry with
him the bulk of his followers and some
Liberal members from Ontario and the
West although the actual number of
the latter will not be known until the
division bells ring. It is said that Mr.
Greenway will be one. Possibly, also
Mr. Borden’s amendment declaring in
favor of

“Home Rule” on Educational Matters
for the new provinces may be side-
tracked by another amendment from
the ministerial benches but anyway
before the matter is finally disposed
of Mr. Borden at some stage or other,
will secure an explicit declaration from
the House on his amendment.

A QUEENLY MOTHER.

Helena of Italy; With Infant in Arms,
Receives Visiting Empress.

Rome, March 25.—King Victor Em-
manuel and Queen Helena went to Civ-
ita Pecchi today to meet Empress Au-
gusta of Germauy. They took with
them the Crown Prince of Italy, aged
six months, as the Queen nurses him.

Although there was a heavy rain-
storm a crowd of 10,000 assembled in
the harbor to witness the arrival of the
Empress of Germany. The meeting of
the sovereigns was most cordial. The
Queen and Empress embraced and kiss-
ed each other, and Queen Helena pre-
sented her guest with a handsome bou-
quet of flowers. The Empress said to
King Victor Emmanuel that she was
very happy to be in Italy. After an
hour’s conversation the Italian sovee-
eigns returned to the station, accom-
panied by Princes Eitel, Frederick and
Princess Oscar.

THE PRINCIPLES OF A RAILWAY
POLICY.

In the discussion of a railway policy
we are asked to discard the considera-
tion of “academic’ principles and cou-
sider the needs of the present only. We
are asked to accept the assurance that
“an aggressive railway policy,” what-
ever that may imply in its tetality,
would sweep the country and maintain
the present (Government strongly  en-
trenched in power. Even if this were
true, and we are taught to beware of
the Greeks when they  come bringing
presents, popularity is no real test of
the merits of the measure. It more often
represents what the people are led to
believe that what they ought to believe.
The country was swept last general elec-
tions, by a policy of the Dominion Gov-
ernment with respect to a transcontin-
ental railway. We believe that a more
ill-conceived and ruinous contract in the
public interests was never entered into
by the Government. We are beginning
to realize in British Columbia the full
force and effect of its wisdom. Never-
theless, the electors threw up their hats
for it, and even many Conservatives,
who had never cast Liberal votes in
their lives before, joined in the acclaim.
The man who always walks in the pro-
cession is not always right, nor is he
always entitled to our respect. There-
fore, we say the popularity with which
a measure may be received is not the
true criterion of its merits. It may be
entirely -bereft of principles. An “ag-
gressive policy,” ~ which undoubtedly
means the indiseriminate ladling out of
favors to railway companies in various
parts of the Province, would no doubt
be popular. It would probably carry
into power any Government that propos-
ed it. The spending of money is always
popular and will even make “good fel-
lows” of Governments. It would prob-
ably stimulate speculation to an unusunal
degree, and many would make money as
a cousequence. Inecidentally, consider-
able development " would be brought
about.

The day of reckoning, however, would
come also. We have had experience of
this before in British <Columbia, and
those who prepare to repeat the experi-
ment on a still larger scale will be re-
sponsible for a large erop of evils, should
their views be carried into effect. Some
one in a facetious moment asked: “What
has posterity done for us?’ We may
also ask: *‘What has posterity done
to us that it should be shouldered with
burdens and problems not of its own
making?’ And posterity means, in this
instance, our oivn sons and daughters
and the sons and daughters of our neigh-
bors ‘and friends.

The lack of comprenensive, underlying
principles in_much of the legisiation of
the past of British Columbia is respon-
sible for many of the problems. of our
Government today. We complain  of
the land grant to the Esquimait & Na-
naimo Railway Co., of the liabilities im-
posed by aid to the Victoria & Sidney,
Shuswap & Okanagan, and Nakusp &
Slocan railways, and of the coal and
other lands given to the.Canadian Paci-
fic Railway.: These in their day were
part and parcel-of a progressive railway
policy. . 4

Are we not now, in the dyking situa-
tion in the Fraser River vailey, dealing
with something which has resulted from
the same lack of forethought? ‘The rec-
lamation of lands in the various dyk-
ing districts, which has involved a liabil-
ity of over $1,000,000, was undertaken
as the result of pressure brought to bear
on the Government of the day, withoat
due and careful enquiry respecting the
requirements. The Governments that
did these things were not unmindful of
the people’s interests, THey were anx-
jous to bring about prosperity and de-
velopment; but their acts in these mat-
ters formed no part of a matured policy
on well-defined E’ines. ‘There was an ab-
sence of those “academic” principles,
which we are cautioned against consider-
ing lest they should interfere with -the
operations of an '“aggressive railway
policy.”

So far as the remarks of the Colonist
on the desirability of co-operation be-
tween the Province and Dominion in re-
spect . to railways are concern-
ed, they were intended to ap-
ply to conditions as they should be, if
the Government at Oftawa were . con-
scious of its responsibility and realized
its duty concerniug the Province of Bri-

tish’ Columbia and were not intended to,

have bearing upon the present railway
situation. In relation to the latter, the
duty of the Government is plain, It
must cut its clothes. according to Its
cloth. - With existing liabilities of be-
tween $12,000,000 and $13,000,000, with
a deficit in sight next year, notwith-
standing increased taxation, and with no
new sources of revenue to draw upon.
to assume the additional respousibility
of paying the interest upon millions more
of debt, besides giving away land and
other concessions, would be an aect of
unutterable folly, and a crime against
the people who have to bear the burdens

of increased taxation. '

In reiteration of what was stated in
previous issues, the Province, in view of
the present prosperity of Canada and the
immediate prospects of development in
the West, can afford to take & reason-
able risk in assisting railway coustruc-
tion upon business principles, but it ecan-
not afford to plunge or gamble to please
those wlo have personal ends to serve.

LABOR SITUTI'ION CRITICAL.
Shiftiness of Russian Workmen Causes
hut Downs—Trouble Brewing.

St. Petersburg, March 26.—(2:15 a.
‘m.)—The industrial problem in St. Pet-
tersburg has again entered on a difficult
stage, the owners of many factories hav-
ing, iu consequence of continued backing
and filling by their employees, decided
to close down their works entirely, lock-
ing out thirty thousand men. The idle
workmen are in an ugly frame of mind.
The machinery in one of the big cotton
mills was wrecked yesterday and the
spirit of disorder is in the air. Trouble
is expected and it is believed the wilder
spirits are now not without bombs and

other weapons of defence ‘and reprisal. |
‘Guard officers continue to receive waru-

ings that they will sign their death war-
rants if they order their troops to fire
and a separate democratic propaganda
of demonstration and disturbance is evi-
dent. The proprietors of the ecotton
miils and woolen mills, which have been
operating on the smallest. possible mar-
gin of profit, are generally plannipg to
pay off and discharge their employees,
trying with the aid of the authorities to
send them back to the villages. Tt is
openly stated among the workmeén that
the fighting wing of the social revolu-
tionists has passed sentemce of death
on 30 persenages. the list being headed
with the name of Grand Duke Alexis

ABANDONED PURSUIT.

U. 8. Marshal Returned to 'Frisce Last
Night After Effort to Arrest Kirk.

' United States Marshal Cody, who
came frem San Franciseo to arrest John
L. Kirk, the former bartender who was
wanted for safebreaking at Cape Nome,
left for San Francisco last night by the
steamer Princess Beatrice, having aban-
doned the effort to secure the fugitive
who has been in hiding sinece his release
as a resnlt of habeas corpus proceedings
taken by Mr. George E. Powell.

Kirk is alleged to have robbed the
safe in the New Eldorado saloon at
Cape Nome in May, 1902. He was then
in company with his wife, a music hall
performer under the name of Laulu
Watts. She and another woman are
said by the marshal to have gone into
the bar-room at the back of the saloon—
the northern saloons are arranged with
a wholesale place in front and the bar-

room at the rear. The women engaged
the bartender in conversation while Kirk
went to the safe, which was unlocked.
Ho opened the safe and took from it a
tin box which contained $260 and a dia-
mond ring. He looted this.

Kirk was snspected and arrested the
same day. Bonds were fixea at $1200
in the nreliminary hearing and the trial
fixed for the aututhn. In the meantime
Kirk took a steamer and left Nome. Fe
was traced to Nevada, then to Califor-
nia and ultimately to this eity, where he
was arrested ahout a week. ago when a
request was received from San Franeis-
co.

Kirk’s friends then stated that his
wife had sold ler valuables, even a dia-
mond which she had inserted.in a taoth.

A BOY’S TRAGIC FATE.

Missing Lad Belisved to Be Locked in
Unknown Empty Freight Car.

New York, March 26.—Locked in a
freight car somewhere between New
York and the lakes, dead or dying from
starvation and fright is, the police fear,
the fate of seven-year-old John Donohy
of this city. The lad has been missing
from his home since March 20, but it
was not until today that the possi-
bility of such an end for the little fel-
low occurred to the offiesrs who have
been searching for him. It was not
until today that they succeeded in find-
ing any tangible clie upon which to
work. Then it was learned that young
Donohy, with several companions, was
seen playing around some empty
freight cars at Eleventh avenue and
Fifty-third street late last Monday
night. One of the boys had told the
police that he saw Donohy and an-
other boy enter one of the cars just
before it was attached to a train which
was beilg made up. As the train was
moving away the other boy jumped out,
but he saw nothing more of Donohy.

PORT ARTHUR ADMINISTRATION.

Government Machinery Gives
Promise of Success.

Local

Arthur the local administration machin-
ery is working well, promising success-
ful results ere Jong. The staff of the
naval station are engaged in ‘mventlga-
tions on the sea day and night, and
thei: business is also approaching com-
pletion, but many repeated ‘investxga-
tions are required as to the disposal of
vessels, sunk in the harbor. On the
whole, ‘the position of these ships giyes
prospects of their recovery, but it is im-
possible to obtain details under the exist-
ing circumstances. Most of the Japan-
ese officers at Port Arthur are residing
in buildings formerly occupied -by‘ Rus-
operations on the main defence line that
in the direction of Panlung shan is mest
terrible and the collection of dead still
continues there. A large number of
uniforms are being discovered on the
scene covering the bones of their wear-
ers, who died brave deaths last summer.
There are over 10,000 Russian. wound-
ed under Japanese and Russian medical
treatment at Port Arthur.

The 25 destroyers, whose names were
recently announced, are expected to be
all completed in August or September
nxt. heir names were, of course, giv-
en with the Emperor’s sanction, but oue
or two of the names are said to have
been specially suggested by His Majesty.

It seems, according to news received
by the Kanagawa, that the railway at
the Russian rear before the battle of
Mukden was then destroyed by Chinese
brigands, which must have made the
retreat more difficult. The Asahi war
correspondent wired that on Feb. 16 and
17 parties of Hunghutze cut the railway
between Teihling and Kaiynan. Abour
the same time the Chinese brigands,
working for the Japanese, destroyed a
large amount of Russian stores at Fak-
imen,

1 A Shanghai veport states that the Ital-
ian government has tesolved to with-
draw the troops from China. Leaving
a very few guards, including sailors and
cavalry, at the legation in Pekin, all the
others will be recalled during this month.
The Italian Asiatic squadrom will also be
recalled, except one or two cruisers.

A bullet proot jacket invented by a
Tokio Japanese has been successfully
tested at Omori.

3. That it is not a question whether
or not separate srhools are to be intro-
duced in the Northwest. Separate schools
are now established there, have been
there for a quarter of a century, and are
established not by practice merely, but
by law, maintained and administered as
part of the educational system.

4. That the question is: “Shall the
Dominion Parliament, in giving full Pro-
vincial status to Saskatchewan -and Al-
berta, leave their Legislatures absolutely
free exclusively to make laws in relation
to education; or shall any of the " pro-
visions of -the British North America
Act limiting the autonomy of ‘Provinces
in matters of education be introduced in-
to the Provincial constitutions? That is
the question. It is essentially a question
of the interpretation and application of

| constitutional documents. Either Parlia-

ment. is under obligation to insert a
clause in the autonomy bills limiting the
educational autonomy of the Provinces
in accordance with the provisions of the
B. N. A, Act, or it is under no such
obligation. If such a clause is required
by the Act of Constitntion of Canada,
then it must be inserted, no matter what
public opinion in Ontario may say. If
sucle a clause is forbidden by the Act of
Constitution, then it must be omitted, no
matter whav public opinion in Quebec
may say.”

of note can be quoted for either view of
the case.

Premier Replles to Criticlsms
Against Dyking Assessment
Act, '

Public Question Entitled to Un-
prejudiced Conslderation ef
Legislature.

The Coal Mines Regulation Act
and Supreme Court Bill in
Committee,

Thursday, March 23. »

HE House assembled at 2 o’clock,
and after the customary exer-
cises, the following was the or-
der of business :

Petitions.

A number of petitions presented on
the previous day asking for amend-
mernts to the Placer Act were received.

In Committee.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite's reconstructed
bill to amend the Coal Mines Regula-
tion Act was .taken up in committee
of the whole, Mr. Evans in the chair.
The measure is degigned to render ef-
fective the legislation of last session
limiting the employment of persoms
underground to eight hours a day. The
bill, as first introduced by the member
for ‘Nanaimo, provided certain specifio
penalties for infraction of the eight-
hour law by workmen or employer.
The reconstructed bill simply provides,
or seeks to provide, that the penalties
attached to the general act shall apply,
as to which, according to the preamble
of the act, “doubts have been ex-
pressed.”

The bill was reported complete with
amendments calculated to make its
purpose less susceptible to miscon-
struction, following discussion by Mr.
J. A. Macdonald, Mr. McInnes and
others.

The bill to amend the Supreme Court
Act, providing that security for costs
on appeal shall not exceed $200, was
again committed, Mr. Hall in the chair.

At present the question of such se-
curity is in the discretion of the judge,
and the attorney-general recorded an
opinion that it should so remain.

Mr: Bowser took a similar view, ob-
serving that in Ontario the amount re-
quired for security on appeal was
$500, or rather $400, as he took from
a correction of the leader of the oppo-
sition. Generally he disapproved of the
proposal to limit the security as pro-
vided in the bill. He moved that the
committee rise, in other words, asked
for an expression of opinion from the
House on the proposition that the
measure should be thrown out.

Mr. Brown argued that it was bet-
ter, that the amount which litigants
must pay, as initial costs of appeal,
should be fixed in the law, so that they
would know just what security they
must give in order to have their cases
heard in the higher court.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald supported the
bill on the ground that it was in the
interests of justice. In Ontario, he
said, a first appeal was provided for
free of cost.

Mr. Bowser's motion was put, and
lost on a show of hands, 13 to 15.

Mr. McInnes proposed to increase the
deposit to $500. He contended that
this was the amount required on appeal
to the Supreme court of Canada and
that the expense of an appeal to the
Supreme court of British Columbia was
just as high.

Mr. Macdonald disputed this and op-
posed the amendment.

The motion was put and carried on
show of hands, but a new vote being
taken on the ground that the bell had
not been rung, it was defeated.

The bill was reported complete with
amendment.

Second Readings.

The: bill. to amend the Dentistry
Consolidation Act passed second read-
ing, on motion of Mr. Bowser. It
authorizes the Dental Society to collect
an annual fee of five dollars to meet
«certain expenses connected with the
functions of that organization.

‘The Workmen’s Compensation Act
passed second reading; also an act to
amend the British Columbia Railway
Act.

The bill to amend the Coal Tax Act
passed the committee stage; also the
bill to amend the Horticultural Board

Act.
Dyking Act.

Mr. McBride continued the debate on
the Dyking Act. He resented the in-
sinuation of critics that in framing the
Dyking Act the government was in
league with land speculators. Such
was not the case. He made reference
to opinions formally recorded by the
people of Surrey and Ladners, which
were capable of interpretation as an
argument that districts benefited
should pay for the dyking works. In-
sincerity, he argued, was manifest in
the stand taken with respect to the bill
by the members for Chilliwack and
Delta. In one breath these gentlemen
protested against-the' expenditures on
dyking works. In the next breath they
commended the wisdom of these under-
takings. Mr, Munro, in fact, had ex-
pressed appreciation of what the Tur-
ner government had done in this re-
gard. The true intent of their position
was discovered between the two opin-
ions, namely, the desire to subject an
important public question to the politi-
cal baton in order to score advantage
from a party point of view. The sug-
gestion . that discrimination should
have been made in the bill in favor of
certain settlers of the poorer class was
impracticable. To devise any measure
which would meet all the diversity of
claims, in this respect which would
g::;urally arise, would be an impossible

k, and this was well known to mem-
bers opposite whe sought, on such an
hypothesis, to attach the government
with reproach. In the Fraser valley
during the past seven years about six
million dollars had been expended in
public works, and this was a matter
properly entitled to consideration in
the discussion of its obligations to the
country.

Close scrutiny of the assertion that
land speculators were specially favored
by the bill, was not favorable to that
contention.

*“ last thousands of dollars through their
investments, and others had expended
heavily for very little return. In this
connection he mentioned the name of
Mr. Gallagher, of Matsqui, who. had
made considerable losses, and whose
lands, subsequently subdivided and
sold, had attracted many settlers to
make homes in the country.

The premier argued that, in view of
the benefits which had accrued from
the construction of the dykes, the com-
plaints of the people of Chilliwack
should be tempered with moderation.
He recalled the conditions which ob-
tained in 1903, owing to prevalling
high waters, in the Fraser valley, and
attributed a statement to Mr. Munro
that the dykes had saved a large sec-
tion of the country. He asked the
member for Chilliwack if this was the
case.

Mr. Munro said he was not prepar
to make off-hand statements. ¥
The premier recounted his own ob-
servatidons in the valley in 1894, and the
losses which had been occasioned
through the inundation of large tracts
of land, and the destruction of prop-
erty consequent thereon. A great deal
of expenditure in,connection with dyk-
ing in Coquitlam, Pit Meadows and
Maple Ridge was occasioned by this
experience, and there was surely some
reason in’ the losses sustained by the
settlers there at that time, for extend-
ing special consideration to them in
the readjustment of taxation. The
government was only giving them some
compensation for expenditures render-
ed useless through the floods of 1894.
In this connection he discussed the
adjustment as it bore upon the ‘various
districts, showing ‘that in the case of
Matsqui the assessment of the dyke
was only $10,000 more than the value
placed upon it by the people them-
selves, and that’' this involved a re-
duction of $75,000 as compared with
conditions obtaining under the old act.
In Maple Ridge there was g reduction
of $94,585. The sum charged against
the district after deducting the cost of
maintenance and operation, was $127,-
396. A great deal of the land in this
district was unfit for cultivation, pend-
ing theinstallation of a drainage sys-
tem, and when this work was done
the cost per acre would be much larger
in that section. Yet the dyking charge
against Maple Ridge was $1.40, while
in Chilliwack, one of the most fertile
regions on -the continent, the charge
per acre was only 79 cents. He thought
that fair consideration of these things
would relieve the government of some
of the criticism to which it had been
subjected in connection with the pres-
ent bill.

The present legislature, he pointed
out, was not responsible for the obli-
gations ‘attaching to these dyking
works.: The expenditures were spread
over a long period of years, and has
been managed or mismanaged as the
case might be, by past governments.
As to extravagances in connéction with
dyke inspection referred to by Mr.
Munro, he took the ground that the
member for Chilliwack should have re-
ported his observations to the govern-
ment. Before the bill passed its final
stage it was the government’s inten-
tion to submit some further sugges-
tions to the House, which, he hoped,
would make some of its conditfons
easier than they might appear at first
blush.

Trial Judge Rouvm Scores the Pic-
turesque William.

Sheridan, Wyo., March 23.—Colonel
William F. Cody (Buffalo Bill) today
lost his suit for divorce.from Louisa
Cody, Judge Scott, of the District
court, deciding that the charges of at-
tempts on the part of Mrs. Cody to
poison her husband, and other allega-
tions, had not béen proven. Judge
Scott asserted that the testimony
showed that Mrs. Cody had always
been a good mother and a fond and
indulgent wife.

PEASANTS MURDERED
IN COLD BLOOD

The Troops Fire lnto Crowd of
Palish Peasants and Fifty
Fall. ;

Warsaw, March 23.—The shooting
of peasants at Lamenta has aroused
intense excitement in the whole dis-
trict. The action of the authorities in
shooting down unarmed peasants is
angrily criticized, and a deputation of
residents of Kutnow is proceeding to-
ward Warsaw to lay complaints before
the governor-general.

The trouble began a week ago, when
the mobilization of horses was ordered.

The .peasants refused to comply and
on March 21 about 150 peasants gath-
ered on the road near Lamenta, when
the chief of police of Kutnow arrived
on the scene with a company of in-
fantry and ordered.the crowd to dis-
perse. The people refused to obey and
the chief of police ordered the soldiers
to fire. The peasants, not understand-
ing Russian, remained in the road until
the soldiers aimed; they then broke
and ran. The

Troops Fired Three Volleys

at the fleeing crowd and fifty peasants
fell, two of them dead: All the wounded
were shot in the back. It is said that
the chief of police refused to allow the
wounded to be removed, and that he
finally ordered them to be taken to
Kutnow, six hours’ journey, in peas-
ants’ carts, with the result that, owing
to lack of medical attendance, eight of
the wounded died on the way and the
doctors report that nine others are in
a hopeless condition.

Fearing a demonstration at the fu-
neral of the victims, the chief of po-
lice ordered the priests to bury them
during, the night. This the priests re-
fused to do, and the funerals occurred
today in the cemetery at Kutnow. The
services were attended by an immense
concourse of people, and the coffins
were hidden beneath masses of wreaths
and flowers.

RUSSIA’S REVERSES REVIEWED.

Correspondent of -S—t.—Potonburg Paper
Criticizes Military Authorities.

St. Petersburg, March 24.—(12:15 a.
m.)—The Novoe Vremya today will pub-
lish a remarkable despatch from a cor-
respondent in the field, who, with the
bitter taste of defeat still on his palate,
discusses the causes of the Russian re-
verses and contrasts the spirit. with
‘which Russia and Japan are conducting
the war, and with sorrow and disheart-
enment arraigns the elements in Russia
'who are nourishing their propaganda on
defeats in the Far Bast, “scattering in
the very hour of defeat,” according to
the correspondent, “broadcast among the
heart-sick retreating soldiets proclama-
tions urging them ‘to cease fighting and
surrender.”

The despatch continues: “Not even
the enemy has sent us such proclama-
tions, but has confined himself to throw-
ing into our lines telegrams from former
agencies about disorders-in Russia.

“Put yourself in the place of the sol-
drers and officers who, returning from
Mukden heartsore from want of success,
have received from the distant home
proclamations with advice to that tenor.”

Setting aside the factors of a tempor-
ary nature, the correspondent enumer-
ates four

Main Causes for Misfortune.

First—Failure to establish before the
war an adequate intelligence department
in Manchuria, or to make other prepara-
tions, contrasted with Japanese activity
in that direction.

Second—Russia is dependent upon a
single railway. while the Jananese have
many bases, with the possbility of estab-
lishing new ones at any point on the
coast.

Third—The deficiency of many. officers
whose mistakes of exerntion brinzs 1o
naught the most carefully thought out
plans of the commander, or whose terh-
nieal edneation has not kent pace with
the artillery they are required to handle.

Fourth—That victory rests not with
the army, but with the nation.

. The correspondent pictures the patriot-
ism. devotion and love for victory of
the Japanese, and coutinuing says: “On
the other side is a nation where part of
the people misunderstand the meanimg
of this war or are even inclined to tak-
ing advantage of distressing times to at-
tain more liberty.

The Need of Greater Liberty.

TTAWA, March 23—In the

PEACE IS NOW PROBABLE.

Advocates of Pacific Overtures in Rus-
sia Gain Confidence.

St. Petersburg, March 23.—The min-
isters and supporters of the court who
advocate the submission of pacific pro-
posals to Japan, as previously set forth
in these despatches, so as to ascertain
whether an honorable basis for peace
is possible, believe they have carried
the day, and the Associated Press hears
on high authority that an actual step
is imminent, if not already taken.

‘Washington, D. C., March 23.—The
sudden growth of the sentiment in
Russian official circles in favor of
Peace is not ‘at all surprising to the
officials here, because it is in line with
the predictions of the American em-
bassy at St. Petersburg when last
heard from on this subject.

In fact it was gathered that the real
obstacle in the way of the beginning
of negotiations to this end was to be
found rather in the jealousies of Euro-
Pean powers outside of Russia than in
the Czar's own court. It is belleved
now, however, that the great financial
interests of London, Berlin and Paris,
looking to their own salvation and the
security of their. enormous Russian
loans, have risen above national lines,
and that to their exertion of their pow-
erful " influence is due the present
promise of peace in the near future.

8t. Petersburg Startled at Pros.
pect of Amur Provinces
Being Abandoned.

Progress of Paclfic Ideas Due to
Emperor’s New Light
on Affalrs.

St. Petersburg, March 24.—(12:45 a.
m.)—The possibility that if the Russian
army should be unable to hold the lower
line of the Sungari river at Chunchiatsu
it may be compelled to retreat not only
to Harbin, but also further westward
along the railroad, abandoning to the
Japanese northern Manchuria and the
Russian maritime’ Amur provinces, as
well, is the latest startling news from
the front.

The strategic weakness of Gen. Line-
vitch’s position, as he falls back north-
ward, is made clear by a Gunshu de-
spatch to the Associated Press, in which
it is pointed out that unless Chuntchiat-
su and the Sungari lines, & scant hum-
dred miles below Harbin, can be held, it
will be difficult to maintain a position
farther back than Harbin, where, with
the front of the army paralleling the
railroad, the practicability of a turning
movement to completely sever communi-
cation and isolate the army, 6,000 miles
from home, is too serious for Russian
consideration. In view of this possibil-
ity, the despatch alluded to suggests the
advisability of immediately providing
[Vladivostok with war munitions and
supplies for a two years’ siege. The cor-
respondent estimates the number of rein-
forcements needed to. give Gen. Line-
vitch the requisite superiority in ferce
at 200,000. That such a despatch should
have been permitted to pass the cemnsor
at the present is significant, and if Gen.
Linevitch has communicated a similar
estimate of the sitnation to Emperor
‘Nicholas, it may account for His Majes-
ty’s increased disposition to listen to
peace councils and open negotiations be-
fore the Japanese establish themselves
on Russian soil. With Manchuria en-
tirely abandoned to the Japanese, and
only Vladivostok left, it is realized that
Russia will be g

Practically at Japan'’s Mercy
in-the matter of peace terms.

It can now be definitely stated that
the decision to appoint Grand Duke
Nicholas Nicholaevitch to the supreme
command in the Far East was reconsid-
ered because the outlook at the front
does not warrant the risk of compromis-
ing the prestige of a member of the im-
perial family.

Military authorities here believe that:
unless ‘General Linevitch is sure of his
ability to hold the lower Sungari line he
will risk his whole army if he fortifies
and concentrates there, as, if he should
be defeated, his line of retreat lies to
two sides of an angle, the third side of
which is open to the enemy’s advance.

At the general staff office, the view
that Gen. Linevitch Inay be compelled to
abandon Harbin and retire toward Lake
Baikal, leaving Vladivostok to its fate,
is regarded as almost unwarranted by
anything that is officially known there, it
being pointed out that Field Marshal
Oyama will have a long and laborious
task to bring up an army of 300,000 to
400,000 men.

Meanwhile Russian reinforcements
are arriving at Harbin at the rate of
1200 men per day. Nevertheless it is
significant that there is nmow a wall
marked peace party at the war office.

DISAPPOINTED CLAIMANTS.

Bondholders Anxious as to Outcome of
Affair in Dominge.

, Paris, March 24.—The authorities
here say that no steps are being consid-
ered relative to pressing _the French
claims against Santo Domingo..
explained that the French holders of
Dominican bonds hoped the TUnited
States senate would ratify the treaty
adjusting the finances of Santo Domin-
go and the bondholders were much dis-
appointed at the fact that action on the
treaty was deferred. They have not,
however, taken steps to .secure govern-
ment interveuntion and the latter has not
yet shown a disposition to assume™the
collection of the debts by the adoption
of  drastic measures. The officials here
say the total amount of Dominican
bonds held in Furope is avout $21,000,-
000, divided in order of importance be-
tween Belgium, France, Holland and
IGermany. Although Belgium is chiefly
interested, the authorities point out that
she is a neutral power, not having the
‘means to adopt coercive measures.

Consort of Herald Street Woman
Makes Murderous Attack
: With a Rezor.

In the level of the sodden, lives John
LaPlant, French-Canadian bartender.
He is oné of a class notorious, even
among the sodden—a consort of a fallen
'woman, Yesterday morning he made
a desperate attempt to murder the wo-
man, Minnie Williams, of 14 Herald
street, by slashing her throat with a
razor. She will live. Had she not
fought desperately against the murder-
ous attack—the two rooms of her dwell-
.ing in the district below the deadline be-
ing splashed with ‘blood and traces of
the struggle—her body would have beeun
on a slab at the morgue, instead of at
the hospital, and LaPlant. would have
been held. at the city lock-up to answear
to a charge of murder, instead of at-
tempted murder.

LaPlant had been employed as bar-
tender at a Wharf street hotel—sucu
men as he who live on the ill-gained
earnings of women such as his vietim
usually endeavor to have an employ-
ment; this prevents them being arvested
as vagrants. At an early hour yester-
day morning he went to the woman’s
Louse—the disordered kitchen table with
the remnants of a supper for two gave
evidence of what he went for—his sup-
per. He left afterwards and the woman
retired. -

About noon yesterday LaPlant return-
ed and quarreled with the woman. He
had been drinking, but was not drunk.
In a fury he grasped the woman by her
hair—it was hanging unkempt, she hav-
ing got up when her paramour arrived.
With a razor he slashed at her throat,
she fighting, struggling to thrust him
away, and grasping the razor which cut
her fingers to the bone. LaPlant’s rage
saved the woman, for instead of cutting
at the jugular he tore the flesh under the
chin, and although there are a number
of wounds at the throat and breast,
none are fatal.

Furniture was knocked over, and ear-
pet, curtains, everything in the twe
rooms of the shack splashed with blood
and clotted hair, slashed by the weapon.
Finally the woman, tripping in a bloed-
stained nightgown, made her way out of
the back door and rushed across the al-
ley to the house of a woman occupying
No. 16 Herald street, shouting “Police—
Murder.” LaPlant did not follow her.
He went to the Princess saloon. Con-
stable Best was on Government street
at this time, and 2 man told him of the
cutting. He hurried to the scene, and
at the door of the Princess saw a quan-
tity of blood on the street. He then met
LaPlant coming out with his hand bleed-
ing; he had cut his forefinger on the
rigut hand to the bone, and it was bleed-
ing profusely.

Victoria Steamer
May Be Seized

Stanley Dollar Alleged to Have
Violated Chinese Exclusion
Laws at *Frisco.

Woman Refused Landing Here
Also Not Permitted to Land
at Californian Port.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The steamer Stanley Dollar, now at
Ladysmith loading bunker coal for her
voyage to the Orient from San Francis-
co, is in danger of being seized on ar-
rival at a United States port. The
steamer, which is registered at this port,
is said to have violated the Chinese ex-
clusion laws when at San Francisco,.
which port she left on Saturday last for
Kobe, via Ladysmith. The San Fran-
cisco Examiuer says:

‘“The British steamship Stanley Dollar
of the Dollar line may be seized by the
{United States authorities when next she
puts into an American port. The cus-
tom house officers and the immigration
‘bureau say her master, Capt. Bruce, has
violated the provisions of the Chinese
exclusion laws in relation to the inspec-
tion of crews. The ship has sailed and
the aunthorities at Washington have been
notified of the lapse.

“When a vessel arrives at this port
witht a Chinese crew on board represent-
atives from the immigration bureau and
Chinese bureau proceed to examine her
crew and take an accurate description of
each man. This is done to prevent sub-
stitution, and if any of the crew escape
they are more likely to be captured.

THE SITUATION AT OTTAWA.

Apparently the Government at Ot-
tawa has been able to whip its follow-
-ers into line. Even Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton will vote for the measure and the
‘recalcitrant Globe has drawn in its}
horns. Considering the amount of feel-
dng that was caused in the party ranks
and the delay that ensued, very little
in the way of modification has been ac-
-complished. The compromise was really
not worth all the trouble it gave to se-
cure. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his Que-
bec following have won out easily.
‘There is, it is true, a difference be-
tween the proposition, as originally and
mow submitted, but it is really the dif-
ference between tweedle-dum and
tweedle-dee. The great principle at
-Stake has been left undisturbed, and
that is the non-recognition of the Prov-
inces to deal with their own education-
al system in their own way.

The article in the Globe, to which we
referred at length yesterday, was really
a preparation on its part to clear the
way for the agreement that has been
reached, and which it is now support-
ing. The love of office on the part of
the true, undefiled Liberal of the Globe
stamp is too dear to be sacrificed in
any determined fight for principle, even
though that principle was one of the
cardinal doctrines of Liberalism in the
old days. The Liberal conscience has
been placated by making a “kick,” a
“fuss,” a protest that was not intended
to be taken too seriously, and a “com-
promise” having been secured, the
English followers of the Premier feel
that they have done their whole duty.
‘They will go back to their constitu-
ents smiling and rubbing their hands,
exclaiming: “See how brave we were,
and see what we made Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and his French followers do.”
‘What they did, however, was not in.
causing them to abandon their perch,
but simply to come down one or two
pegs. They dre still up there and
crowing. ;

It has been suggested that 'Sir Wil-
frid and members of the Government
are convinced of the unconstitution-
ality of the separate school clauses of
the Autonomy Bill, and advised the
Liberal caucus to that effect. They
aré going to let the courts settle the
question, as undoubtedly the courts
eventually will do. In the meantime
they have carried their point and sat-
isfied the Quebec end of their support.
If the objectionable legislation is de-
«clared unconstitutional, and it is de-
<cided that the Federal Government
«cannot intervene to direct school leg-
dslation in the new Provinces, well,
there is an end of it. Sir Wilfrid
has done all a mortal man . can
do to stay by the ship.

The question now arises as to whe-
ther Hon. Clifford Sifton will be taken
back into the Cabinet. It is thought
that there is no other course open. He
has submitted; if naughty towards his
leader, he has become a good boy again
and made the Government happy once
more. Such conduct deserves®recogni-
tion. Will Sir Wilfrid forgive him ?
Does he want him in the Cabinet at
all ? Through Mr. Sifton’s administra-
tion of the Yukon he has become dis-
credited to such an extent that it was
stated, in any event, that his resigna-
tion would be demanded. Ugly rumors
were flying about Ottawa for some
time that made him objectionable to
seme of his colleagues. Is it part of the
compact of peace that these things
shall be forgotten ? Can the adminis-
tration really get along without him ?
,Among the other Western representa-
tives there is no man large enough in
calibre to take the place vacated by
Mr. Sifton, and it goes without saying
that a Western man should have the
portfolio. Whatever may be Mr. Sif-
ton’s faults, he is one of the ablest
men in the Liberal party, and as a
political manipulator is without a
Deer.

The situation, with the one exception
«©of the breach made by the resignation
©of Mr. Sifton, has been patched up and
made secure for four years longer. In
the meantime new Provinces will have
been formed and the constitutional is-
sues fought out. Hail, Sir Wilfrid !
He is still chief.

THE DYKING BILL.

The dyking bill on Friday passed its
second reading on a division of twenty-
one to thirteen. - This may be regarded
as somewhat significant from the fact
that Mr. John Oliver, of Delta, and Mr.
Munro, of Chilliwack, the two repre-
sentatives of dyked lands of the Fraser,
who, in the nature of things, ought to
be the most familiar with the condi-
tions, made very bitter attacks against
the Government in connection with
this legislation.

The force of these gentlemen’s con-
tentions' was much minimized by the
extreme  and - inconsistent positions
which they took on the question. These
inconsistencies were most “admirably
illustrated in the vigorods speech made
by the Premier, under whose lash they
spent a most uncomfortable “half
hour.”

The most noteworthy incident in
connection with the vote was the fact
that Mr. W. C. Wells, who was Chief
Commissioner for a considerable por-
tion of the time during which the ex-
Penditures on the dykes were being
made, and who was at that time re-
sponsible for the same, voted against
his own party. This seems to us the
strongest evidence of the soundness of
the position taken by the Govérnment.
If any man should be familiar with the
conditions which exist in the dyking
districts and should understand the
situation in.all its bearings, it is Mr.
Wells. ;

‘We think that the Government is to
be highly congratulated upon the re-
sult of the division. Just before the
vote was taken, Mr. Macdonald, leader
of the Opposition, had been belaboring
the Premier on his partnership with the
Socialist party, with the usual chances
being rung upon the dictatorship of
the latter. As there are but two So-
cialists and there was a majority of
eight for the Government, the conten-
tion of the Opposition was immediately
shattered by hard facts.

Upon the second reading, of course,
the principle of the bill only is discuss-
ed, but we have no doubt that when it
reaches the committee stage, the Gov-
ernment will be only too pleased to
make any amendments which can be
shown to be justified in the circum-
stances. That was clearly intimated
by the Premier in his speech, and if
there are any inequalities or injustices
that can be shown to exist, we feel
sure that they will have the best con-
sideration of the Government and its
supporters.

Provincial rights. In so far as that is
concerned it might form the subject, of
consideration by the Legislative As-
sembly, provided always that the
danger to the new Provinces of the
Northwest Territories was of such a
character as to threaten the liberties
of other Provinces of the Dominion.
As that, however, is not possible, we
doubt the advisability or good taste of
the Legislature of this Province pass-
ing resolutions having in view to in-
fluence the legislation now before the
Dominion Parliament. While there is
such a principle as Provincial rights,
which should be respected at all haz-
ards, there is also such a thing as
Federal rights, and the Dominion Par-
liament is now dealing with a maitter
solely within its own jurisdiction. The
Government, and the members of that
body, are responsible to the people of
Canada for the course they pursue.
Members of the local Legislature would
feel very indignant if a resolution were
passed in the Dominion House ex-
pressing the views of that body with
respect to the position this Province

{has taken, or should take, as to the

exclusion of aliens, or the settlement
gllf the Songhees reserve, or the build-

g of the New Westminster bridge.
It would be regarded as an intolerable
interference, or attempt at interfer-
ence, in our private affairs.

So the Government of Canada and
the, Dominion Parliament would be
justified in resenting such a resolution
as is proposed, as not being within the
province of the Legislature to pass.
In other words, it would be regarded
as a matter, which, notwithstanding
how deeply the individual members felt
in respect to it, was no part of their
business in their capacity as legisla-
tors.

We belleve it is a very wholesome
rule to follows for each parliament to
attend strictly to its own “knitting™”
and not attempt to influence or prof-
fer advice to another one upon sub-
Jects which are out of its legislative
sphere. Upon the question at issue,
we take as strong a. position as any
person possibly can; but regard it as
a mistake to use the Legislative As-
sembly as a mill in which to thresh
out Federal straw.

‘Whatever the effect of the passing
of. such a resolution would “have is
likely to be prejudicial rather than
otherwise to the principle it affects to
champion, by arousing and increasing
antagonism to what, in this instance,
might properly be designated as “for-
eign infiluence.” ‘

‘We believe that Mr. Bowser is thor-
oughly in earnest in placing his reso-
lution upon the order paper, and in any
other circumstances we should be
pleased to give him support in con-
demning what is being attempted at
Ottawa at the present time. His reso-
lutien, however, is too palpably an in-
struction from the Provincial to the
Dominion Parliament to be accepted.
This Province cannot afford, in the
maintenance of its dignity in the eyes
of the Dominion, ‘to be, figuratively
speaking, rapped over the knuckles for
dabbling in affairs which do not belong
to it. It is always a mistake for the
Legislative Assembly to assume to die-
tate to the Dominion or to any other
Legislative body, what its duty should
be. If there were any pronounced and
widespread agitation in the Northwest
against the separate school clauses in
the bills, it. would have been perfectly
proper for the Legislature to pass a
resolution expressing sympathy with
the people there in their demands for
complete autonomy. At the present
time we do not know to what extent
the undoubted opposition to the  meas-
ure in the Northwest has taken shape,
but until it has clearly manifested
itself it would be premature to take
action here. The citizens of the North-
west are the people whose interests
are mainly affected, and if they fail at
the’ critical moment to assert them-
selves, action on the part of the Leg-
islature of British Columbia could not
but be regarded as a gratuitous con-
tribution to the solution of the ques-
tion. !

DEATH OF JULES VERNE.

Well-known Writer Passes Away in
France.

Amiens, France, March 24.—Jules
Verne died at 3:10 p. m. today.
. M. Verne has been subject to chronic
diabetes, but it did not assume a critical
aspect until March 10. Since then he
gradually failed and the end was has-
tened by a stroke of paralysis.

Following the amnouncementj of M.
Verne's death, telegrams were received
from many distinguished authorities.

TRANCE LASTS FIFTEEN DAYS.

End of Most Remarkable Case of Sus-
pended Animation.

New York, March 24.—One of the
most remarkable cases in the experience
of the doctors of the Presbyterian hos-
pital in this city ended today in the
death of Miss Luella Huestis of Mount
Vernon, who, with her mother, Mrs. Jas.
H. Huestis, had been in a trance for
fifteen days prior to her death. ' More
than two weeks ago both of the women
were found unconscious in the home of
Henry 'W. Elfer, a 'well known lawyer
of this city, who was acting as their
counsel, and on whom they had ealled
for legal advice. They are supposed to
have been asphyxiated by gas. Neither
had since recovered consciousness, and
physicians and hypnotists were puzzled
by their unaccountable condition. Miss
Huestis was an attractive young wo-
man, 22 years old. Lack of nourishment
was the principal cause of her death,
as it had been impossible to give her
Tood except in liguid form and this
through a tube. When she began to
show signs of failing, vital stimulants
and oxygen were administered, but she
died with very slight change in her ap-
pearance. A singular fact is that the
young woman’s mother, who lay in an
adjoining room, began to show signs of
the approach of death soon after the
death of her daughter. Like her daugh-
ter the mother is also greatly emaciated,
and the physicians at the hospital say
that her low vitality is due practically to
starvation. Until yesterday it had been
expected both women would eventually
be aroused from their coma.

Cupidity of Dupes Aroused by Prospect

Chadwick detailed some of her financial
transactions in an explanation by Attor-
ney Louis J. Grossman, acting for Trus-
tee Nathan Losser.

Mrs. Chadwick testified that her total
indebtedness would not exceed $750,000.
Of this sum, borrcwed from various per-
sons, she had received only $517,000,
leaving $243,000 for commission :to the
money lenders.

Washington, March 24.—Official no-
‘tice has been received by the American
state department of the decision of the
government of Newfoundland to revoke
the privileges so long enjoygd by Ameri-
can fishermen of buying bait and fishing
in Newfoundland waters. This %gmises
to be a serious blow at the New England
fishing industry, but there does not ap-
pear to be sufficient ground for the lodg-
ment of a protest by the United States
government,

The treaty of 1818 did mnot include
the shore fisheries of Newfoundland
within the waters opened to American
fishermen, so that this privilege has been
enjoyed by Americans by suffrance and
the good will of Newfoundlanders. A,t-
ter the failure, in Secretary Bayard’s
time, of the treaty conferring specifie
rights on American fishermen in those
waters, the Newfoundland government,
as an act of comity and in the hope that
the American government would recipro-
cate in the end by entering into a treaty
witn Newfoundland conferring certain
privileges in trade, authorized the issue
to American fishing vessels of licences
at a merely nominal cost to take bait
and fish in Newfoundland waters. This
same privilege has been denied to French
fishermen, 80 that the American fisher-
men have divided the fisheries with the
Newfoundlanders.

About a year ago the government of
Newfoundland asked the United States
to reciprocate for the valuable privilege
and, - recognizing the justice of the ap-
peal, Secretary Hay negotiated a treaty
with Premier Bond, whereby the New-
foundlanders were to be given free entry
for their fish at United States ports and
certain other privileges in return for the
| fishing rights. The action of the senate

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SMELTER WAR PROBABLE.

Thomas Kiddie Scents Trouble Ahead
for B. C. Coast Plants.

Thomas Kiddie, manager of the Tyee
‘smelter at Ladysmith, is quoted as fol-
lows in an interview with a Vancouver
paper: “Mr. Thomas Kiddie believes
that the recent purchase of the Ta-
coma, Everett and San Francisco
smelting plants by Eastern capitaliste
is the first step by an American syndi-
cate to put all the independent smelt-
ers in British Columbia out of busi-
ness.

“A San Francisco despatch, which
stated that Mr. Bernard M. Baruch, of
New York, acting for Eastern capital-
ists, has completed the deal for the
three plants mentioned at a sum ag-
gregating $7,400,000, was shown Mr.
Kiddie by a Province representative ai
the Hotel Vancouver yesterday. Mr.
Kiddie denied the report that any
negotiations had been opened for the
purchase of the Ladysmith smelter by
the New York capitalists, but said thai
he had private information from San
Francisco that it was the intention of
the syndicate which bought the coast
smelters to crush the British Colum-
bia plants by making rates which could
not be met with a working profit.

““This Bernard M. Baruch, I am in-
formed, is really the agent of the
American Smelting and Refining Com-
pany, better known as the trust,’ said
Mr. Kiddie. ‘The trust, by securing
control of all the coast smelters, will
naturally reach out after the indepen-
dent smelters in British Columbia in
order to get more ore from the Tacoma
plant. The Tyee and Crofton smeltera
will be the plants which will be chiefly
aimed at by the trust, and I would not
be surprised to see some sharp cutting
of smelting rates within a few months
The reason for that would, of course,
be obvious.’”

Penitentiary

La Plant Gets Long Term For
At\empt to Kill Woman Who
Would Leave Him.

Further Evidence in Assauit Case
Shows Perjury of (hinese
Witness.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

For his attempt to kill Minnie Wi-
liams, a Herald street woman, Joseph
LaPlant, who had been living with her,
was sent to the penitentiary for ten
years by Magistrate Hall in the Police
court yesterday. LaPlant said he was
guilty; he didn’t want counsel. He had
done it and might as well get it over
with as soon as possible.

The woman, whose injuries are not
serious, mostly flesh wounds, was able
to appear, and she said that LaPlant
came to the house at noon. She got
up and let him in, then went to bed.
again. He asked where his clothes
were. They quarrelled, and the woman
said things had got to end between
them; they were quarrelling constant-
ly. She thought the time had come
to break with LaPlant.

He rushed at her and dragged her
from the bed, saying: “Well, if I can’t
live with you, no one else will” He
then threw one arm around her neck,
and, with a razor in his other hand,
began to slash at her. She struggled
desperately and they fought from room
to room. She was cut many times,
and LaPlant cut his finger with the
razor. When he saw the blood he
dropped the weapon and threw her to
the floor and kicked her.

He picked the razor from the floor
and- ran at her, but seemed occupied
because of the blood on his hand, and
she rushed from the place across the
alley to the house of another woman.
She bled profusely. LaPlant was
brought to the house later by two con-
stables.

LaPlant was asked if he wished to
ask the woman any questions.

“No,” he said, “what she says is all
true. I was drunk when I did it and
didn’t know what I was doing.”

Constable Best gave evidence regard-
ing LaPlant’s arrest. He was cool and
collected; "had been drinking, but wa
not drunk. .

Magistrate Hall said the evidence did
not indicate that the prisoner was
drunk, and if he had been, drunken-
ness was no excuse for crime. It was
fortunate for the prisoner that he had
not been charged with a worse crime,
that of murder. He sentenced the pris-
oner to ten years.

LaPlant said, “Thanks.”

There were further evidences of the
worthlessnesg of Chinese evidence in
th Police court yesterday . afternoon
when three boys, Charles Hanson,
James Forest and Herbert Howard,
were charged with assaulting Chin
Hong, a Chinese cook, also a liar, on
Johnson street last Saturday.

The prosecution called three Chinese,
whose evidence was that they were on
Johnson street and saw five or six boys
following a Chinaman; they could not
recognize the boys.

The boys told their tale-straightfor-
wardly one after another, and each
showed bloody garments and knife
wounds, evidence of where a Chinese
who swore under oath that he had ne
knife, or had not stabbed them, had
wounded them. They were on John-
son street and Forest stepped aside to
let two ladies pass. The Chinaman
bumped Forest with his knees and
Forest “hauled off and smashed him in
the jaw.” The Chinaman crossed the
street, the boya following; and he drew
a knife and stabbed Hanson in the
back. Hanson fell, Forest tripped over
him and the Chinaman then stabbed
him in the back. Howard tried to
punch the Chinaman and he was stab-
Bed. All the boys showed their wounds.
They followed the Chinaman “to get
even with him for using a knife.”
None of them had thrown a stone, the
only stone they saw was one thrown
at them. The Chinaman hollered. A
crowd of Chinese came and they ran.

Chief Langley was called for the de-
fence and told of the incident which
established Chin Hong 2 perjurer in
the Police court at the last session of

“the case; of hew Chin Hong swore un-

der oath repeatedly that he had no
knife and then surreptitiously tried to
pass it to another Chinese who tried,
vainly, to run away with it.

Chin Hong was placed in the box
and admitted that he had lied in his
previous evidence. He didn’t tell the
truth the other day “because he hadn’t
got a lawyer.” He tried to hedge with
a staiement that he knew he was to
be arrested and the knife he had be-
longed to a friend; therefore, he wish-
ed to return it.

There was,
however, 2o ground for the eriticisms
that he had not been consulted by Sir
Wilfrid Laurier as to this measure and
its school clauses. His views had been
put in writing before the cabinet, and
in correspondence with the premier, and
the bill was today in the main what he
had advised his colieagues to introduce.
He took strong ground that it would be
Tuinous to immigration to hand over the
public lands of the Northwest to the
provincial authorities, who would ad-
minister them to suit their own ideas.
He held that the final clause was neith-
er too generous nor too liberal, but sug-
gested that the premier should wipe out
the wording of the clause, which, while
admitting the territorial ownership on
the part of the new provinces put an

Hon. Mr. Sifton defended the control of
irrigation being retained by the federal
government as it was an international
and not a local question.

CANADIAN-MEXICAN TRADE.
An Article Indicating the Scope and

Importance of the Programme.

Referring to the proposed steamship
line between Canada and Mexico, th2
Canadian Manufacturing and Industrial
‘World, after reviewing the meagreness
of the trade between the countries, has
the following:

“When the proposed schemes are car-
ried out the United States will have to
compete with Canada for the trade of
Mexico. : The Dominion is actively in-
terested in the development of the Mex-
ican republic, and a Canadian Club was
established in its capital a year ago.
Its members are business .men, who are
now sending representatives into the
various states of Mexico and into Cau-
ada, with a view of establishing recipro-
cal relations, commercial and social, be-
tween- the two. countries. One of the
movements is to establish a direct steam-
ship line from St. John, New Brunswick,
and Hglifax, Nova Scotia, to Vera Cruz.
Mexico will take cereals, coal, pig-iron,
lumber furniture, agricultural imple-
ments, wagons, fruits, hams and bacon,
canned goods, salt fish- and general mer-
chandise from Canada, and will send to
Canada raw sugar, coffee, mahogany,
dyewoods, fruit, hides, ete.

“The establishment of the steamship
line between St. John and Vera Crugz, it
is expected, will divert to Mexico a large
number of wealthy Canadians, who have
heretofore made Florida their winter re-
sort. Prominent Mexicans are being
sent by their government and by the
Canadian Club in the eapital to the prin-

cipal cities of Canada, supplied with the

most alluring descriptions and data
showing the advantages of Mexico’s cli-
mate and other attractions.. The people
who will be induced to visit Mexico rep-
resent the trade and finance of the Dom-
inion. When they reach Mexico the
doors of the .republic will be open to
them. When it is understood that both
the Mexican and Canadian governments
are behinrd all these efforts, the import-
ance and scope of the programme will be
readily realized.”

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Berlin, March 16.—No date has yet
been fixed for the Kaiser's departure
on his Mediterranean cruise. It has
been decided that he will go+by North
German steamer to Lisbon, where he
will stay for several days as the guest
of King Carlos. On his way to Lisbon
the Emperor will call at Vigo, where
he probably will be received by the
Prince of the Asturias, representing
King Alfonso, who may be detained in
Madrid by the presence of other guests
at the time. The Kaiser will land at
Vigo, but will only remain ashore a
few hours. It has also been decided
that a meeting between the Emperor
and the King of Italy will take place,
but the precise date for it is not stated.
The. two monarchs will probably meet
in the Bay of Naples. The Empress
will travel overland from Berlin to Cal-
abria, whence she will proceed by sea
to Tansmina in Sicily, where a villa
has been rented for the Imperial use.
The Emperor will join her later. It is
stated that nothing is known of a pos-
sible meeting between King Edward
and the German Emperor at Lisbon,
as the former's visit at Portugal will
terminate before the Emperor arrives.

Madrid, March 16.—King Alfonso’'s
motor car having Deen recently dam-
aged by an electric tramway car in
Madrid, orders were given for the pros-
ecution of the tramway company’s
driver. The mayor of the district, be-
fore whom the case came, gave an en-

“GET-RICH-QUICK” OPERATORS.

Company Promoter Arrested on Charge
of Fraud.

Philadelphia, March 24.—Stanley
Francis, alias Arthur S. Foster, a pro-
moter of many companies, was ar-
rested by United States postal -
tors today on the charge of using the
mail for fraudulent purposes, and, after
a hearing before United States Com-
missioner Craig, he was held in $100,-
000 bail, in default of which he was
committed to jail.

The postal authorities chsrge that
Francis is one of the leading figures
in the Storey Cotton Company and the
Provident Investment Company, which,
they allege, are fraudulent “get-rich-
quick” concerns. Both companies have
gone into the hands of receivers, and
most of the men who were actively
identified with the management of the
concerns have disappeared. Both com-
panies did an extensive mail business
in all parts of Canada, the United
States and Europe. Hundreds of credi-
tors have visited the offices of the
companies here, but could get neither
their money invested nor promises of
returns.

The postal authorities have also
caused a warrant to be issued for the
arrest of W. H. Latimer, the missing
manager of the defunct Provident In-
vestment Company. He is also charged
with using the mails for fraudulent
purposes.

The erstwhile Victorian
was employed by a Russian firm of
government contractors and he took
charge

Mr. Gilchrist, interviewed at Hong-
kong, said :

“l went to Port Arthur in 1901 on
behalf of a Russian firm of government
contractors and engineers. Previous
to .the outbreak of hostilities in Feb-
ruary last year, I was engaged on some
important harbor improvements. I had
also erected the - waterworks plant,
which, I think, has not_yet been used.”

“Then that disposes of the story that
got abroad that the Japanese investing
army cut the water connections?”

over two months after the war began,
the reservoirs were ready, but there
was nothing at that time to pump the
water in with, though everything was
ready for the connections to be made.
There were a natural reservoir in the
hills behind the new town, a fresh
water lake behind the Admiralty basin,
Chinese wells that were always capable
of giving good water, and a very good
distilling plant. The idea of the Japa-~
nese cutting off the entire water sup-
ply of Port Arthur is not correct. The
fresh water lake alone is a mile long by
half a mile wide, and would take some
drinking to run it dry.”

““When the Japanese attacked the
ships were you impressed into the
Russian service?”’ he was asked.

“Not at all. I simply took the op-
portunity of seeing some war. I want-
ed to see fighting and the effect of
shell, and that was what really kept
me there.”

“And your wish. was gratified?”

“Too true.. I saw some very sad ef-
fects of war; so sad, in fact, that I
concluded that war is a
ought to be stopped for ever. I saw
many men killed by shell, and, of
course, I saw the effects of the tor-
pedo attacks on the Pallada, the Ret-
zizan and the Tsesarevitch.. I looked
after the repairing of the Pallada in
dry dock. -On the 10th of February
she had a hole nine feet by six feet
torn in her hull at the turn of the bilge
amidships. I was, of course, directly
under the orders of the admiral.”

+ “Had you any difficulty with the men
under you?”

“Not much. Some of them, of course,
did not want me as I was a foreigner.
Indeed, on one ocacsion I was accused
of signalling to the Japanese, which, of
course, was a baseless accusation to
get rid of me.”

“Were you on board  of the Rus-
sian warships during on ?”
“Yes. I was sixteen days on the

Retvizan once—during the. first at-
tempt to bottle up the harbor. She
was then grounded outside the harbor
and I was attending to the task of
refloating her. Torpedo boats attacked
us so often that I lost count of the
number of times they e. I have
seen as many as three attacks in one
night. ' The Diana, now at Saigon, did
not go out much, but the Askold, Bay-
an and Novik did a great deal of hard
fighting. It is a wonder that the plucky
little Novik lasted so well as she did
as she got a hole pierced in. her during
the first bombardment.

As it
happened she had speed on and that
carried her h She r bles very
much an exaggerated torpedo destroyer
and was admirably managed. A re-
markable thing that was much com-
mented on by naval and military men
in Port Arthur was the fact that the
Zoreign built warships were the first
to suffer.”

“What effect had the shells?”

‘“Well, the very first shell of the
bombardment killed and disabled
twenty men on the Bayan.”

“How did the Russians regard the
Japanese attempts to block the port?”

“The- officers of the Retvizan, with
whom I was when the first attempt
took place, had the greatest admira-
tion for the bravery of their enemy.
On one of the blocking ships—I think
it was the old Queen of the Isles—it
was observed on the morning after the

. attempt. that a flag was flying from

her main mast. Some Russian officers
found that a very saucy message was
inscribed on it. It was spread out on
the deck of the Retvizan and, as none
of the Russian officers could read Japa-
nese, I was asked if I could’ translite
it. I was equally ignorant and, finally,
Admiral Grevais translated the mes-
sage, for such it was, to read that Port
Arthur was doomed to fall within fif-
teen days! The Russians had great
faith in their stronghold and firmly be-
lieved it would never fall to the Japa-
nese.”

Mother

The Attitude of the Dominion and Her Loyalty to the

Country,

It is almost impossible to tell the
whole truth as a man sees it about any
question in which Canada and Great
Britain are jointly concerned without
running serious of defeating the
object which every honest Briton has
at heart, namely, the tightening of
those bonds which constitute the
strength of the colony and add
enormously to the power and prestige
of the Mother Country. Anything less
than the whole. truth may be politic,
but that is an accursed word, utterly
un-British and responsible for half the
trouble in the world. \,

But because it is extremely hard for
any man to escape from the influence
of his own environments, and to tell
the truth untinged by local prejudice,
unwarped by political bias, it is neces-
sary to warn any reader of this article
that the writer of it has lived for near-
ly twenty years in Canada and has
twice been chosen by the Conservatives
to.contest for them a seat in the Do-
minion Commons. As this fact

has always stood openly and avowedly
as a Briton who puts the interests of
the Empire before those of any part of
it, and then the character of the wit-
ness being known the value of his evi-
dence may be weighed.

The question to be considered, put
baldly, is: “What has been the effect
on Canada of the services of -her sons
in the recent South African war ?” A
dozen men chosen haphazard from
among us would give as many different
answers to this question, and every
single one of them would be right, in
part.

Life on the ocean wave has long been
regarded as all right for the robuster
members of the community. But with
such boats as the Caronia, the splendid
Cunarder which will shortly be running
between Liverpool and New York, the
sea is now for many people almost as
comfortable to live upon as the land.
Such was the reflection of the company
who. on Friday and Saturday were on

board the Caronia when she ran most | et

satisfactorily her trial trip from Liver-
pool to Grtinock. While in the Clyde
experiments were made to demonstrate
Liow she obeyed the rudder and the speed
at which she traveled with the propel-
lers revolving at various rates, and the
vesults are regarded as justifying the ex-
pectations of her owners. There were
on board Lord Inverclyde, chairman of
the directors of the Cunard company;
Mr. Ernest H. Cunard, Mr. .'Ia_mes H.
Beazley, Mr. M. H. Maxwell directors;

by any means the biggest vgssel in re-
spect of tonnage, this addition to the
famous fleet is in actual length 'secm‘xd
only to the White Star liner Baltic. Siie
is so massive, as the subjoined figures
will show, that only the very roughest
seas will cause her to pitch and roll, and
even then to an extent not expected to
be very distressing even to the prover-
bially poor sailo~"

St. Paul’s Cathedral, from east to
west, is 500 feet long — just 175 feet
shorter that the Caronia. The cathe-
dra} is 93 feet 6 inches in breadth, that
is only 21 feet more than this splendid
leviathan from side to side. The two
lofty funnels tower to & height of 135
feet above the furnace bars, or 150 feet
above the keel, that is to say, only 25
feet less than the height of the Nelson
column. In diameter they are as large
as a railway tunnel, built to allow of the
passage of two trains abreast. The en-
gines are capable of developing 25,000
horse power, and are of the quadruple
expansion type, the steam being raised
in thirteen enormous boilers. Connect-
ing the engines with the twin propellers
are two shafts over 2 feet in diameter,
and 225 feet long. The strain on the
hull of a vessel of this size is, of course,
excessive, and so throughout special pre-
cautions have been taken. The great
steel plates forming the sides of the boat
range in thickness from thrge«quartgr
inches to one aud one-eighth inches, in
breadth from five feet to five and one-
half feet, while in length each plate is
32 feet, and the average weight three
tons. In the construction of the huli
as many as 1,800,000 steel rivets have
been used, some of them 7 inches in
length and weighing three and one-half
pounds. By means of a cellular double
‘bottom the great structure is enabled to
carry 3,500 tons of water ballast, so
that by filling her tanks she can meet

" the loss of weight due to consumption of

coal and stores during the voyage.

Throughout she is fitted with the Stone-
Lloyd system of water-tight doors, yvlucn
divide her into sections. d injury
-occur, as by collision or striking a rock,
all these doors are automatically lower-
ed at the same instant by the officer on
the navigating bridge. Thus, if the ship
sprang a leak the water, instead of flood-
ing .and sinking her, would be confined
by these water-tight doors to the par-
ticular section. Besides being controlled
from the bridge, each door can be open-
ed or closed by a lever close by.

Two thousand six hundred and fifty
passengers can be carried by the Car-
onia—2,000 third class, 350 second saloon
and 300 first saloon. The fare third
class is £6; saloon, according to the sea-
son of the year, from £13 to £120. Pas-
senger traffic across the Atlanticd is div-
ided into two groups, the one desiring
to travel at the very highest speed, and
the other satisfied with -less speed, but
desiring greater comfort. The Caroni
is claimed to be a boat of intermediate
speed, with the very maximum of com-
fort. Her contract speed is 18 knots
per hour, but the builders, Messrs. John
Brown & Co., Clydebank, have allowed
a liberal margin, and it is expected that
she will be able to travel in all weath-
ers at an average of about 19 knots.
She is so built that in time of war she
could be used as a cruiser capable of
carrying twelve large ‘quick-firing guns;
and, having this contingency in view,
one set of steering gear and the rudder

Nine
decks are provided like successive flats
in a high building, the uppermost being
the observation deck.

Her maiden voyage will
be started on the 25th of this mounth,
when much is expected from her. hen
the ship was launched by Mrs. Choate,
My, Choate, the American ambassador,
described her as “the largest and noblest
sbip that had ever kissed the waters of
the Clyde.”” What an advance in com-
fort these ships display over the early
‘Cunarders, although at all times they
stood high, as compared with the times.

The ship’s lights are all
electric, and by a clever ‘device a bell
rings on the bridge whenever one goes
out. At the same time a “tell-tale” indi-
cates which of the lights has failed.

Of the crew of 450, the stokers have,
perhaps, to work under the least agrez-
able conditions, and for them the com-
pany have set aside part of the boat
deck. Here there is a shelter whither
they can come straight from the boilér
room 100 feet below and smoke their
pipes. There is one respect in which
the vessel is not ready: for sea. Every
ICunarder has a cat on board, and the

It is possible that, notwithstanding the
steadiness of the ship, she may take pas-
sengers 80 constituted that sea-sickness
will come, probably from the mere nerv-
ous apprehension of the malady. In
their great and watchful consideration
for their patrons the Ounnrd. company
have prepared a leaflet setting forth
‘what should be done by people suffering
for: this distress: : 2

“The golden rule for a sea-sick passen-
ger is, eat whenever possible and get on
deck at any ecost. If unable to go in for
meals, make an attempt to'eat something
in the cabin or on deck.: Very little
should be drank. Dry food is best.
Raw apples and dry biscuits can be taken
when nothing else can. If at meals one
feels a “little rgcky,” lager beer is a
capital preventative of further ills.”

In order to facilitate passengers in.

Another will be held after the re-
turn to- Victoria of Mr. Dennis of the
C, P. R., who is expected this evening
from the East with certain amendel
proporals. The policy as offered by the
government is very generally understood
to chiefly concern the Canadian Pacific,
and it is the statement of a government
member that it will not command any-
thing like unanimous endorsation in the
government caucus. The railway pro-
posals of the present session, as outlined
by one of the members, have been brief-
ly as follows:

Grand Trunk Pacific Programme.

' 'The Grand Trunk Pacifie, in consider:
ation of giving an undertaking for the
commencement of construction from the
Pacific'‘seaboard “so soon as the western
terminus should have been decided up-
on,” and agreeing that all stores and
supplies to be obtained at a competitive
price should be purchased in this. pro-
vince, asked that a land subsidy of 15,-
000 acres per mile, abutting upon their
line, should be given for the 400 miles
or thereabouts of the main line travers-
ing British Columbia. The company
suggested in further consideration = for
this. public aid, to sell all the land at
government prices—of $1, $2.50 and $5
per acre, according to its classification
and location., IL was urged that the
decision as to terminus would be reach-
ed by June and that in the event of the
desired grant being made, construction
‘would be well advanced during the pres-
ent season, a .total expenditure of $15,-
000,000 to $20,000,000 being anticipat-
ed in connection with the British Co-
lumbia section. Mr, F. W, Morse and
his associates pressed this proposal dur-
ing their five weeks’ stay in Victoria,
and then received a definite statement
from the government that it could not
be admitted as in the public interest to
make the grant desired for the purpose
of expediting construction from the Pa-
cific end of the new transcontinental
line. This answer was regarded as de-
cisive insofar as the present session and
the present government are concerned,
and all negotiations incidental +were
abandoned with the return of the Grand
Trunk Pacific party to the Hast.

C. P. R. Programme.

The Canadian Pacific overtures were
chiedy in the direction of delay until
such time as their plans for British Co-
lumbia extensions have been further ma-
tured. The company asked in effect for
an extension of five years in which to
begin construction of
‘Central, 180 miles, from Golden to con-

It was suggested
that the 40 miles from Spence’s Bridge

Coast to Kootenay.

Then there were the Coast to Koots-
nay proposals of the McLean Bros.,
whose bond for $100,000 is still in the
hands of the government in connection
with the construction from Vancouver
through the Hope mountains and the
rich Similkameen. The McLeans ori-
ginally sought a cash or land subsidy—
£5.000 per mile for a portion of the liae,
£10.000 per mile for the remainder, or
15,000 acres per mile on the entire mile-
age, the land to be contiguous. Recent-
ly there was submitted by these railway
men a third alternative proposal—in ef-
fect that construction would be begun
at once and continunously prosecuted to

Next there was the Great Northern,
which sought exemption from taxation,
certain right of way and timber con-
cessions, and other minor considerations,
there being no definite programme as to

‘Great Northern proposals proper, the V.
W. & Y. Railway asked $15,000 per
mile for from 500 to 600 miles from
Vancouver to Fort George, in northeas-
tern Cariboo and near the eastern boun-
dary of British Columbia. It is under-
stood that the Great Northern proposals
are now indefinitely shelved if not aban-
doned.

Among the minor propositions—or
rather those looming less couspicuously
in the public view—were those of the
British Columbia Northern & Macken-
zie Valley Railway Co., the Kitimaat
road, the Queen Charlotte Islands road,
a_ Victoria-Alberni road, and the Midway
Vernon road. The Clifford road of 135
miles from Kitimaat was subsidized two
years ago to the extent of $5.000 per
mile, which it is now desired to have
changed to 15,000 acres per mile along
the road. This is suggested as supple-
mentary to the extension of time for the
commencement and completion of con-
struction provided for in the bill now
ready for assent. The application of
the B. «C. Northern & Mackenzie Valley
Co. is for land or money aid—if the
former, 15,000 acres, or if the latter,
$£5,000 per mile—to induce construction
from some point in the vicinity of Tele-
graph Creek into the Dease lake coun-
1y the lani we re - rogan, as =
most altogether wountainous in charac-
ter and the line promising to open up a
very promising (and indeed partially
proved) mineral area.

. A First Necessity Road.

" In the opinion of the member who has
been above referred to, there are none
of the roads described which is so im-
mediate and so evident a necessity to the
natural expansion and prosperity of the
province as is the Coast to Kootenay.
There are none whose character and
purpose are so thoroughly undurstood,
or which are so strongly supported by
public sentiment as expressed by busi-
ness men and such collections of business
men. as make up the boards of trade,
civic councils, mining asociations, ete.,
which bodies have recently been singu-
larly active and unanimous in endorsa-
tion of the latest proposal of the Messrs.
McLean—the only proposal contemplat-
ing an independent line into the Similka-
meen and an allotment to the country
of a substantial interest in the road as
a quid pro quo for the guarantee neces-
sary to its immediate fimancing. Dit-
ferentiating from the suggested north-
ern or other development roads, this does
not penetrate a problematical or wilder-
ness territory; everyone knows that the
Similkameen is rich in mines, in coal
areas, in agricultural and in fruit lands,
and that it only requires railway faci-
lities to add many thousands to its pres-
ent population, become an important
corntributor to provincial revenue, and
make the serving railway pay hand-
{ somely. To quote the gentleman whose

writing:
| One Representative Opinion.

“It strikes me the best way to' set-
| tle this dyking question would be to have
| the Coast to Kootenay built without
further delay. It would bring in many
settlers and create an important addi-
tion to revenue in a very short time.
Look at the Kootenays before their
opening up by railways. They were
nothing like as sure producers of wealth
for the individuals or the government
as the country to be traversed by the
‘Coast-Kootenay road. And the assist-
ance extended to the lines developing the
Kootenay was upon a very different
‘basis to that now asked, with assurance
of the province sharing in the asset and
the profits of the proposed independent
line. It is curious to see how govern-
ments and people in this western pro-
vince have overlooked or underestimated
the development importance of the inde-
pendent line. The sooner the value of
independence in railway building is real-
ized out here on the Coast, the better
for the province and its people. Take
Ottawa with its nine railways focussing
there—each an important development
agency, and all brought in by the eo-

CO-OPERATION IN FARMING.

At the last meeting of the Farmers’
Central Institute the most practical reso-
lution passed by that body dealt with
the subject of co-operation among farm-
ers. This is something which has been
talked about for some years, and is dis-
cussed in an academic way in the reports
of the Department of Agriculture; but
with little practical result so far. Efforts
are now being made to give tangible ef-
fect to .the views expressed.

Co-operative movements are not favor-
ed by the conditions which exist in a
new country, where every person is more
or Jess imbued with the speculative no-
tion of making all the money possible on
his own account. The farmer in the
past, t0o, has not been a favorable sub-
Ject for co-operative movements. By
reason of his comparative isolation, or
for some other reason, he is distrustful
of his neighbor and has always shown
a timidity about parting with any mea-
sure of control over his own assets. On
this account the principle of co-operation
has been of slow growth in Canada.
Grander and Patron movements, though
taken up with enthusiasm at times, havs
‘nev;r been permanently widespread. The
onl tea@ure of co-operation which has
been eminently successful is that of
dnu'y: In this respeet, farmers were
practically driven to co-operation. For
instance, i the making of cheese it was
necessary for a number of farmers to
unite in order to obtain the necessary
plant and to manufacture on a scale
which would adequately supply the mar-
ket. In the same way creameries have
developed and thus the dairy exports of
‘Canada have become a substantial fea-
ture of its trade.

‘A movement is now on foot to extend
the .system ‘to fruit-growing, and un-
doubtedly the application of the prin-
ciple to the industry will lead to as good
results as were obtained in dairying.

In the nited States the co-operative

movement among farmers has grown to
very notable proportions. The output of
co-operative dairies, according to the last
industrial eensus, amounted to $100,000,-
000 annually, and the movement is grow-
ing.. Co-operative concerns are scatter-
ed al].over the country supplying farm-
ers with anything they may need from
ueedleg to threshing machines and
supplying facilities for marketing their
products.
In Britigh Columbia, the field for co-
operation in agricultural pursuits is a
wide ard promising - one. Both the
dmgying and fruit-growing industries are
rapidly expanding and industrial prog-
ress hps reached that stage where co-
operation is practically a necessity, un-
der existing conditions.
