LONDON AROUSED.
The Lord Mayor Abolishes the Century- 

Old Office of City Barber.
London, March 23.—The parsimony of 

Lord Mayor Savory has excited the indig­
nation and contempt of the citizens. His 
latest effort at retrenchment is the dismissal 
of the City Barber, whose office has been in 
existence for centuries and has been supposed 

b® enduring as the Crown itself, and 
who was paid out of the Lord Mayor’s per­
sonal funds.

The Oporto Insurrection.
Oporto, March 23.—The court martial in 

the case of the soldiers concerned in the re­
volt of January last has rendered its de­
cision. Capt Leitao, the principal leader, 
is sentenced to six years’ imprisonment and 
ten years’ banishment in Africa. The other 
leaders receive more lenient sentences, 
averaging three years’ imprisonment and 
three years’ banishment Of 500 others ac­
cused one-half are liberated, and the other 
half received smaller sentences.

J She Imagined That Another Person Was 
Supplanting Her in the Affections of a 
Benefactress and Kills Herself After

New York, March 23.—The body of a 
woman well dressed and wearing a hand­
some Astrachan cloak, black dress and tur­
ban decorated with feathers, was found 
lying on the ground under a tree near the 
Fresh Pond Crematory at 6 o’clock on Sat­
urday evening by Constable Hols worth and 
was removed to the morgue at Ridgewood.

The body was that of a refined looking 
woman of about 45 years of age, and an ex­
amination of her clothing disclosed in her 
pocket an envelope addressed, “Mr. R C. 
Riordan, Riverside Flats, or Dayton & Mont­
gomery’s, Flatbush-avenne, Brooklyn, L.L 
The letter was as follows:
Mr. R. C. Riordan:

Kind friend, please take charge of my 
Let it not be removed from Fresh Pond. Your 
wife has some money of mine for all necessary 
expenses and the cremation receipts. Scatter 
my ashes at the crematory out of doors. Let 
there be no coffin, no service, and I shall be 
found when my outer garments are removed pre­
pared for cremation.

Let there be as little fuss as need be about my 
There is no mystery about it and no need 

of an inquest. I have taken prussic acid. I am 
sick, alone, homeless, desolate. Life is worthless 
to me and of no use to any one.

Forty-six years m April. Annie S. Whiting.
At her side, when found, was a bottle con­

taining prussic acid, the contents of which 
she had swallowed almost to the dregs.

Mr. and Mrs. Riordan were seen at their 
residence yesterday afternoon, at the River­
side Flats, in Furman-street. They are pro­
fessional nurses, and said they had known 
the dead woman, Miss Whiting, for eight 
years. She had been a graduate as a trained 
nurse from the Long Island College Hospital 
since 1883.

No cause is assigned for the suicide.

NEWFOUNDLAND MODUS VIVENDI.
British Government Will Not Take Up the 

BUI TUI April S3.
London, March 23.—The British Govern­

ment have decided not to take up the bill to 
enforce the modus vivendi in Newfoundland 
until April 23, thus giving time for further 
negotiations.

London, March 23.—The correspondence 
between the governments of Newfoundland 
and Great Britain on the proposed fishery 
convention between Newfoundland and the 
United States is published. The despatches 
ihow that Lord Route ford Inperial Secretary, 
at first assented to Newfoundland negotiat­
ing directly with the United States Govern­
ment. Sir Charles Tupper and Sir John 
Macdonald protested that Canada should be 
Included in any arrangement that might be 
made, and Lord Knutsford later de­
cided that Newfoundland had no 
power to negotiate. He stated that 
Mr. Bond, the Colonial Secretary of New­
foundland. went to Washington and had un- 
jfficial interviews with Mr. Blaine, the result 
of which was the drafting of a convention 
by the British Minister. The Governor- 
General of Canada declared Canada viewed 
the signing of this convention with alarm 
ind protested against it. Governor O’Brien 
Df Newfoundland urged prompt signing of 
Hie convention, but Lord Knutsford adhered 
to his decision ajjfl stated that Mr. Bond had 
remodellêfl the «convention after several in­
terviews toth Mr. Blaine.

PARNELL AT SLIGO.

He Has Put His Back to the Wall and 
Will Die Fighting.

Sligo. March 23.—Mr. Parnell in a speech 
here to-day quoted General Gordon’s opinion 
that tenants should be brought out 
by compulsory expropriation at a small 
sum and should be 
their holdings in perfect security and 
practically*” rent free. Eight or ten 
million pounds, he said, would he more than 
ample to compensate landlords for any losses 
they might sustain. This would be a small 
sum to accomplish a nobler work than the 
emancipation of the slaves in the Southern 
States of America. Mr. Parnell, in referring 
to the seceders from his ranks, said he pre­
ferred Valentine Dillon to a good proportion 
of the traitors who had deserted the party 
because Dillon would not run away if the 
Grand Old Man made faces at him.

Arrived at the central station the members, 
accompanied by Mr. Brough, civil engineer of the 
department,* Superintendent Hamilton and Mr.

The Board of Works was specially called to­
gether for business yesterday.

Curses not loud, but 
deep, are being showered on the devoted 
uead of the Street Commissioner and all and 
singular his aiders and abettors in the pre­
sent distress. r ’Twas a sight pitiful Sunday 
and yesterday to see the futile efforts of citi­
zens, male and fenlalè, to cross the Ankle- 
deep mud which disgraced our principal 
street* It is no use minciug words in refer­
ence to the matter. No city of the pretensions 
of Torotito either In the States or the Old 
Country could present such an unenviable 
si^ht The Queen City certainly is at 
present Queen of the Mud. The days of 
Muddy Y -Yk have been revived.

W ho is responsible for this state of things? 
We have a well-paid Streets Commissioner; 
the city is still solvent; hundreds of able- 
bodied laborers walk the streets in idleness; 
and yet a Bishop of the church loses his 
overshoes in King-street, one of Her 
Majesty’s judges has a similar experience 
further north, young women leaving work 
have to be lifted over the crossing at Tem­
perance and Bay-streets, and school children 
arrive at school and at home with several 
inches of mud superadded to their socks.

In the name of all that is reasonable let 
the streets be cleaued, the crossings made 
passable, work be given to enforced lazy 
bands, and ne’er a ratepayer will grumble 
at the costs. Thousands of dollars are squan­
dered in useless works, a few hundreds are 
begrudged for redeeming Toronto of a stand­
ing, or rather walking, disgrace.

The Fees and Humbug of Searching Titles.
Editor World: Congratulations to you for the 

manner in which you have dealt with the “office 
hog” and fee system. Governments are often so 
rotten ih the matter of the appointment of offi­
cials that we grasp anything as a means of es­
cape. In the fee system there is ahorrible comer 
in the Mowat Government. I speak apart from 
party,for the last election saw me favor U.R. When 
a man is paid oso cent over $2000 or $2500 per 
annum for his alleged services he is paid too 
much. How any Government can allow men to 
receive all the way from $2000 up to $10,000 for 
doing nothing is more than I can imagine, and 
how the people permit these vast sums to be 
taken out of tneir pockets is an illustration of the 
good nature of humanity. Every lawyer knows 
tbe large sums he pays yearly for registrations, 
searches, etc., and that the various registrars are 
exacting to the last cent and will generally go 
around the corner for the sake of making an ex­
tra fee. Fee, fee, fee they cry. They are hungry 
for fees to spend in idleness and luxury, while,tne 
transfer of land is made so expensive that a poor 
man cannot bear the burden.

It is well-known to the legal profession that 
registrars or tbeir deputies are, as a rule, well 
acquainted with most of the titles in their office 
and that it is possible by confining one man to a 
certain quarter to make him “know that title” 
when he sees it Registrars, in my opinion, 
should be made to schedule titles good and bed 
and to issue certificates of title to tbe people and 
thus save an enormous amount of unproductive 
labor gone through by the legal profession.

Yoii can form some idea of these matters by 
an example, take any lotto the City of Toronto, 
or in any town in the country. Originally these 
went simply township lots upon which the cky or 
town has been built. Rerhaps the original lot has 
changed hands a couple of hundred times and then 
has been halved up between two owners: 
halves then perhaps change half a hundred 
and are in their turn halved, thus quartering the 
original lot. It is possible then that on each of these 
quarters there are registered f_... „ _, _ uc
plans, say registered as number* 16, 60, 75, 86, 
each pb»n being subdivided into parcels contain­
ing one-half, one-quarter or one-eighth of an
“now it is easy to be seen that anyone wishing 
to search a lot on one of these plans from tne 
crown down (which is generally done; begins 
with the original lot, the title remains common 
down to a certain noint and then diverges. Thus, 
if there Were 50 transfers on any lUU acres you 
will find 100 different lawyers racing over the 
same common title down to the diverging point. 
This is gone through day after day, year after 
year each payiug out ms client’s good money for 
the same thing to the hungry registrar, who still
cries fee! fee!! tee!i! * ,

As far as I can see the registration of titles is a 
huge farce, i huge blunder in its present shape, 
and the Torrens system is no better. There was 
no need for the Torrens system. The registrars 
could be made to do this work less expensively 
and much more expeditiously than the legal pro­
fession, for the simple reason that tne registrar 
or bis assistants can “know” every common or 
root title in a great many localities.

Tbe amount of money that is spent in this wa; 
alone is simply enormous. But we do not fin 
tbe registrars, who should be best informed on 
these subjects, advancing any new ideas or less­
ening the cost of the transfer of land to the orer- 
uurdened consumer.

These fees are perhaps not felt where the value 
of tne laud is great, uut to the small house­
holder they are a real burden.

It appears to me tnat if tiieee matters are 
thoroughly discussed there should ue some 
way out of the dbfivulty other than tbe Torrens 
system, which is too expensive.

These objections and its unquestionably 
good effects, where it could be well borne, 
together with the knowle 1 ?» of the benefits 
afforded to patients suif-*ring from pul­
monary disease, by a residence in places 
where the atmosphere is impregnated with 
resinous emanations from pipe forests, led 
me to try combinations of* creosote, oil of 
Southern Pine needles and other balsamic 
preparations, by inhalation, upon 
patients suffering from pulmonary tuber­
culosis, the notes of which are given below.

The treatment by inhalation has long been 
practised, but the instruments devised for 
that purpose have heretofore been so im­
perfect and inefficient, being merely spray 
producers or atomizers, that the results have 

somewhat unsatisfactory.
The primary essential in an instrument for 

this purpose is ice power to completely vola­
tilize drugs intent ed for inhalation, thus en­
suring their reaching the farthest recesses of 
the respiratory tract. I succeeded in securing 
a lately-devised instrument, known as Dr. 
Coulter’s Combined Vaporizer and Inhaler, 
which meets this requirement in the highest 
degree satisfactorily and commenced using 
it with case No. 1. on Oct. 24, 1890.

There was 
considerable cough and expectoration, and 
from Sept. 1, 1889, 13 months previously, he 
bad had 28 attacks of hœmoptysis. He had 
been taking for one year previously cod 
liver oil and creosote, using ergot, turpen­
tine and tannic acid for the haemoptysis. 
The creosote had caused considerable gastric 
disturbance and the turpentine renal conges- 
tion. Began using Coulter’s vaporizer ami j 
inhaler on Oct. 24, inhaling twice daily 
about 15 drops each of ol. pini. sylvestris, tr. 
iodi., and tr. benzoin co., and twice daily an 
inhalation of creosote and turpentine aa 
gtt. xx.

Tbe atmosphere of the room was kept im­
pregnated with these preparations.

The hœmoptysis ceased entirely, 
pectoration was lessened, the temperature 
lowered, perspiration suppressed, the i 
tite improved, and his weight increased.

Hequit using the vaporizer, feeling he 
needed it no longer, about Jan. 15, 1891.

There is now very little cough or expector­
ation, although very little apparent change 
in the physical signs.

Case IL Mrs. D.
The physical signs did not definitely establish 
a diagnosis; but the cough was severe, with 
copious expectoration. On examination of 
the sputum bacilli were found.

First general tonic treatment with ol 
morrhuse and creosote was give», with in­
halations over hot water.

Afterwards a Coulter’s vaporizer was pro­
cured, and the improvement has been gra­
dual and marked. There has been no cough 
or expectoration since October last. The ap­
petite has improved, night sweats have 
ceased and she has gained in weight from 96 
lbs, to 108 lbs.

Case IIL W. J., aged 21 years. First seen 
Nov. 1, suffering from a rapid form of pul­
monary tuberculosis. The left side and up­
per part of right side were flat and perfectly 
motionless, the lower part of right lung only 
expanding.

Without any expectation of improvement 
in so hopeless a case, but merely to satisfy 
the whim of the patient, I loaned him a vap­
orizer. Altnough he was not aware of the 
condition of his lungs, he called my atten­
tion to the fact that he only felt the inhala­
tion in that portion of the lung expanding. 
This last case serves to illustrate the fact 
that tbe volatilised oil was carried to the 
farthest part of the long.

In cases l and II there was undoubtedly a 
marked influence upon the cough, and a 
general improvement,

Although my experience has been limited, 
1 consider these cases worth reporting, in the 
hope of hearing further of this valuable 
medication.

A very fine 
perception and powerful grip may save 
some, but the current of reasoning float» the 
ordinary man into the whirlpool of anar­
chy or. at best, into the less turbulent waters 
Of communism.

The theory of single tax is captivating, 
but the communist can charm the multitude 
with a tale that is more entrancing, and the 
Anarchist can follow with an neroic scheme 
for creating instant utopia. Single Tax is 
a pretty infant whoee intellectual head and 
ingenious countenance is widely mentioned, 
but it must be carefully guarded from sin­
ister influences else it will develop into full­
blown communism and be finally gibbeted 
as Anarchy.

Social dervishes are suited by the single 
tax idea, and it attacks camp followers 
whom it would fain elude. The leaders, the 
intellects, the substantiel folk among its 
advocates—and they are many—announce a 
doctrine containing nothing rash nor risky 
$o anydegree, but everybody in Toronto has 
heard people uphold single tax with the 
identical arguments that give Anarchy the 
gk» of plausibility. They declaim against 
existing things from obscure platforms and 

f on the street, and having established to their 
own satisfaction the advantages of single 
tax pass on to decry the value of everything 
that is not a material product of labor.

Editor World: The entrances to the proposed 

new Unidn Station appear to be only from the 
north side, which would be worse than at present 
and mean delay to persons landed on the south 
side of the station, especially those with luggage, 
and I cannot understand the railways having it 
arranged in this way. The most convenient way 
of having the new station would be to have it 
running north and south, and for the trains to 
back In, as some of the large stations are arrang­
ed in England and elsewhere.

8 As to points of similarity in the two cases: 
The Donnellys had become suciUnveterate law­
breakers that their annoyed neighbors would 
stand it no longer and, taking th* law to their 
own hands, massacred almost the whole family. 
The Mafia Italians had become so dangerous in 
New Orleans that thousands of respectable citi­
zens came to the conclusion, and acted on it, that 
they must be got rid of, and a general slaughter 
was at once the must effective and impressive 
Way of going about it. In each case the law was, 
to the opinion of the injured community, power­
less to suppress the evil, audits members sup­
plemented the operations of the law by their own 
executive action. ...

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Creameries Mast Come.
Canadian cheese can hold its own in any 

market, and in recent years has forced itself 
So what may even be called first place. In 
1863 the first oo-operAtive cheese factory was 
started in Canada. Previous to that time 
cheese was made without any regular system, 
the farmers dabbling in it each according to 
his own lights, the product being largely a 
coarse, colorless article, the appearance of 
which hardly inspired confidence among buy­
ers. The standard of butter turned out by farm 
ia iries was superior to that of cheese. Since 
the advent of factories Canadian cheese has 
10 improved in quality that it has gained an 
enviable place In the world’s markets. This 
Improvement has been without intermission 
and, as the Ottawa bureau points out in a 
bulletin jnst issued, the quality of cheese may 
be further improved. Better buildings than 
rough-and-ready barns are necessary for fac­
tories bo that ventilation and evenness of 
temperature may be obtained. This is aside 
from plant and milk.

Canadian butter has won no great name or 
particular place on cbh market Its medio­
crity is more surprising than the superiority 
of our cheese. With the same materials at 
hand, the same attention and the same gene - 
ral plan of manufacture, our butter should 
fare as well as our cheese. It is surprising 
that creameries are not as numerousjas cheese 
factories, which must be tbe case ere our 
butter will command a place in the markets 
We have individual butter-makers who may 
secure medals at the Jamaica exhibition in 
the face of international competition, but tbe 
average is only somewhat better than 
wretcued. So much of it is pool that our 
whole butter product is discredited in the 
markets. CUly by starting creameries and 
systematically aiming at a good standard 
2an proper results lie reached.

An easy condition of the money market is 
reasonably certain for the next four or five 
months, aud although the current *nd impending 
exports of gold will reduce the bank reserves by 
a few millions, compensation will come from the 
unusually large disbursements of the Govern­
ment and the new issues of silver notes, while 
the transfer of our gold to London is likely to 
strengthen that market and increase the foreign 
demand for American stocks. The railroad 
situation also is improving, and perhaps more so 
than is at present accredited to it.
