The World will present a fine silk hat to the 
citizen who can show the oldest coat in actual or 
occasional uss, and a walking stick to the owner 
of the oldest waistcoat, wedding coats and dress- 
coats excluded.

Prize for coat to Mr. W. G. Mitchell of lot 16, 
con. 9 Markham. Made In 1847. Over 46 years 
In use.

Prize for waistcoat to Mr. James Peters of 16 
Wilkins-avenue, Toronto. Made In 1845. Over 48 
years In use.

The coat winning the prize is a bottiegreen 
broadcloth made for Mr. Mitchell by Sworn, 
court tailor, 879 Oxford-street, London, England, 
on Sept. 10, 1847. Mr. Mitchell, for whom it 
was made, and who niw wears It regularly and 
who numbers all the people of Markham among 
bis acquaintances, has been a resident of that 
township for over forty years. When in Eng­
land he was In the service of the family of the 
then Marquis of Hastings. The coat was 
brought into The World office yesterday by Mr. 
Sandy Duff of Locust Hill, and had it not been 
for the illness of a member of the family old Mr. 
Mitchell would have come himself inside at the 
coat. Though 83 years of age he says 
he will shoot any man in the County of 
York, and has never forgotten as long as 
he has been in this country to vote the Con­
servative ticket. Mr. Mitchell wears this coat 
every Sunday at church, and on all important 
occasions in the Township of Markham. He 
also sent into The World office yesterday a 
figured waistcoat made in 1840, just a year later 
than the prize waistcoat, but not in such good 
condition. Had there been a prize offered for 
trousers Mr. Mitchell would certainly have been 
in it, as he wears to this day * pair made for him 
two years before Queen Victoria went on the 
throne, which would be in 1885, over 58 years 
ago. They are of the denomination known 
to old tailors as •‘split-falls"; the “broad- 

were later. Sartor Cheese worth de­
livered a moat profound exposition in The 
World Office last uight as to the various merits 
of the ••split-fans,'* “broad-fsHs” and ufly- 
fronts,*• the latter of which were at first con­
sidered very French and a rather questionable 
invention.

The prize waistcoat owned by Mr. Peters is a 
splendid piece of brocade and was made by Mr. 
Robert Walker in Toronto in 1845, 48 years ago. 
M r. Peters is very old, but he has worn bis bro­
caded vest on all important occasions.

The jury were compelled by the conditions to 
throw out the old coat exhibited by Mr. Gilbert, 
the dumb tailor of Toronto, as while there was 
no doubt that the coat exhibited by him was 
made in 1685, it was not in present use owing to 
its moth-eaten condition, and furthermore,!! was 
a dress coat, which was barred.

The dress coat owned by Mr. Spain, and which 
has marked in the lining of the sleeve the date 
of 1838 is barred for the reason that it, too, Is a 
dress c oat, and notwithstanding the date mark­
ed, the jury were inclined to doubt its authenti­
city, as the coat seemed to be modern and differ­
ent from Mr. Mitchell's coat, which was cut by 
the system known as “thirds."

The jury in awarding the prizes were much 
struck with the display of tailors* work of 
ancient days brought before th$m, and they have 
to testify to the great interest which the public 
have shown in the contest. Those who wish to 
see the prize cost and waistcoat may have the 
opportunity of so doing by calling at The World 
office this morning.

A World Commleeloaer Crosses the Lake 
To Disease the Question With the Re­
sidents of the Niagara Peninsula—
Port Dalhousle Balil To Be Open All 
the Year Bound—A Winter Service 
Will Benefit Toronto.

The World’s Special Reporter took a trip 
yesterday on the steamer Lakeside to Port 
Dalhousie. This boat is very strongly 
built, in fact specially intended for late fall 
and winter navigation. Her frames are 
close together and extra heavy, and plank­
ed with thick oak planking. Her engines 
are on the compound fore and aft principle, 
and are massive and powerful The whole 
<(get up” of the boat gives one a feeling 
that she is one of the safest, staunchest and 
most seaworthy vessels on the lake. Her 
decks were well loaded with freight, and 
about 40 passengers were on board, 15 of 
whom were ladiês.

The lake was smooth and the air as 
balmy as a day in June. Many of the 
passengers sat out on deck, all enjoying the 
fresh breezes of the lake. The cabin is 
very comfortably titled up with sofas and 
easy chairs, is heated by self-feeding coal 
■loves, so that a winter passage would be 
as comfortable as on a railway car. I in­
terviewed several of the passengers who 
were bound for St. Catharines, Thorold and 
Port Colborne. They all agreed in saying 
that if the boat ran all winter they would 
prefer boat to rail in any ordinary weather, 
for the reason of it being cheaper than rail 
and more direct. One trip per day would 
be enough, leaving Port Dalhousie in the 
morning and Toronto in the afternoon.
Among those I interviewed on the boat 
were Messrs. J. A. Young, selling agent, 
and J. H. Taylor, President of the Toronto 
Rubber Shoe Manufacturing Co. of Port 
Dalhousie. They turn out 3000 pairs per 
day, and two-thirds of their product goes 
to Toronto.

Mr. J. Lydiatt, manager of the Port 
Colborne Glass Factory, says they will be 
in full operation this winter, and winter is 
their bus^time. They turn out five or 
six tons of glassware per day, three-fourths 
of which goes to, Toronto.

Mr. Heudershott, contractor, and family 
of Thorold were on board. They too would 
travel on the boit in the winter if she 
regularly.

Mr. Samuel Taylor of the St. Catharines 
Knitting Mills was on board. This house 
■hips two or three tons per week, nearly all 
of which goes to Toronto.

Mr. William McGibbon, insurance agent 
of St. Catharines, did not think the risk of 
traveling by boat in winter any greater 
than^by rail, and would go by boat in good

I was hospitably received at the residence 
of Captain Alexander Muir, who has been 
here since 1837. He says Port Dalhousie 
harbor is open most of the winter as a rule,
Tery little ice Except when the wind is 
blowing hard from the north or northwest.
A steamer could get right into the harbor 
daily during winter, unless the weathsr 
was exceptionally severe. Ho remembers 
that some 30 years ago tho propeller St.
Nicholas ran all winter from Oakville to 
Oswego with flour, which shows that a 
longer trip than this route is practicable 
during winter.

Messrs. Murphy & Wood, grocers, trade 
with Montreal generally, as freight rates 
by boat from there are low, but if a boat 
ran during the winter they 
trade with us. He says the business this 
season has beeu the best he has had for ten 
years. A large increase of trade through 
the canal is the reason. The courageous 
canal ^oflScer, Mr. W. B. Clark, has been 
here 37 years and sees nothing to prevent a 
good boat landing every day.

Capt. John Pirittee of the canal office 
and Mr. James Blair, the G.T.R. agent, 
both say that the harbor seldom is blocked 
during winter, as there is a constant move­
ment from the lake, which prevents the 
formation of a solid ice bridge in the har­
bor. Four years ago hardly any ice formed.
They had to get their ioe crop from the 
upper level in the canal.

Kotanlcnl Gardens.
Editor World: Now that formal posses­

sion has been given to the city by Sir David 
Macpherson of his valuable collection 
palms and plants, it follows as a condition 
of the gift that tho city must provide a 
suitable house for their care and display. 
Sir David not only made a present, but in 
his remarks gave some useful advice how to 
house ihe plants, and referred to the case of 
Frankfort-on-Main. From a residence of 
many months near that city I can endorse 
all that Sir David said on that point.

After the close of the Franco-German 
war the Duke of Nassau, whose castle was, 
and is, at Biebrich on the Rhine, some .30 
inilts from Frankfort, decided, after a very 
satisfactory financial arrangement with the 
old Kaiser and his Cabinet, to abandon hie 
spacious castle and hie beautiful park and 
leave the Fatherland. Before doing so he 
presented the city of Frankfort with his 
collection of plants, and the burghers of this 
old home of the Rothschilds in their wis­
dom erected a building, chiefly of g 
iron, which is used as a concert hall. Open­
ing off by glass doors is another building, 
where the lofty palms and other tropical 
trees are planted. Surrounding this 
again is a conservatory, in which 
is the finest display of flowers to be 
found on the continent. An artificial 
waterfall at the end of the palm house com­
pletes the effect—-a perfect glimpse of para­
dise. Why c&nntot we have such a winter 
garden in Toronto? Our city has almost 
the population of Frankfort, and has vastly 
greater chances of future growth.

I would suggest (with the consent of the 
liberal douor of the Horticultural Gardens) 
dropping the word “Horticultural,” which 
contains* too many letters and is hard to 
pronounce, and adopt the word botanical. 
Then as to the ways and means. To 
provide an ordinary building or adapt the 
present Pavilion an outlay of perhaps $25,000 
would be necessary. Why not, while we 
are about it, erect buildings specially suited 
for this dual purpose of concert^ hall and 
tropical garden ? In this effort wé have 
the advocacy and probably the financial 
help ot Aid. Hallam and other progressive 
citizens, and I feel such confidence 
result that a committee would be v 
ed m asking liberal citizens for a sum to 
supplement the council’s grant sufficient to 
establish tor all time one of the greatest 
attractions on this continent. Sir David 
has given his testimony as td Frankfort, 
and doubtless many other of ÿour readers 
have pleasant memories of a day at the 
Frankfort Palm Garden.

I know of nothing that would so lift up 
Toronto among the great cities of America 
as such an attraction, and now that we 
have the nucleus of such a garden presented 
to us it appears to be civic folly to lose the 
opportunity.

The Extortionate Better.
Editor World: Ie this heading too ex­

tortionate? Let ne see. The price of a loaf 
of bread to-day, more often a three than a 
four-pound loaf, it 12 cents, the same 
exactly ae it was w hep-flour waa from $6 to 
$7 per barrel, while to-day the same quality 
uao be bought for $3. Were even the mass 
of the people of the city able to pay this 
percentage charged by the bakere ie surely 
extortionate. Yet, when it is token into 
consideration that bread is the principal 
sustenance of the poor of any 
city, and consequently the prin­
cipal staple, one would expect instead of a 
profit of over 100 per cent, probably the 
■merest margin of profit of any 
mnditv that is sold. It is true that each 
and every household can bake its own bread 
if it choose», but people have got into the 
way of purchasing from the baker, and pro­
bably it is no disparagement to say that in 
city households comparatively few of the 
women can bake their own bread, and for 
that reason the bakere have the monopoly 
at just such prices ae they deem prudent lo 
charge. It is more than likely that the 
combined charities of the city of Toronto 
will cost more this winter than ever before. 
Times are more depressed, less work is to be 
got, manufacturers are dismissing their 
hands, retailers and wholesalers their em­
ployes, and as the city is the largest do- 
nater in the way of "charity, probably it 
would be prudent if there is a combination 
among the bakers in tbe city to keep up 
the price of bread, for the city to establish 
bakeries and to give the donations in bread 
rather than in money to the different chari­
ties. Some drastic measures must be taken 
to remedy this unjust grinding of the faces 
of the poor.

The coroner’s jury in the Port Dalhousie 
shooting inquest returned a verdict of 
justifiable homicide, and Harbormaster 
Clark, who shot and killed a burglar who 
broke into hie office, was allowed to go 
freo.

When flour was $6 a barrel bread was 

retailed at the 'same price as it is to-day, 
when flour sells at from $3 to $4. The 
bakers have a persistent trick of raising 
the price of bread when flour rises in price, 
but they exhibit no such persistency in re­
ducing the price when wheat takes a 
tumble. Bakers are making to-day from 
$2 to $3 more profit on every barrel of 
flour they consume than they did when 
flour sold at $6. The baker who uses ten 
barrels of flour daily is making $20 or $30 a 
day more now than when wheat sold at the 
higher price. Such being the case it is 
very evident that the price of bread can 
be reduced and still leave a big margin of 
profit for the baker. We advise our read­
ers to give the baker no rest till he brings 
down the price of bread. Ask him if he’s 
a Christian, and if he expects to get to 
heaven. And don’t forget to remind him 
every day that flour is selling at $3 a 
barrel, and that a barrel will make 70 
loaves. At 10 cents a loaf a barrel of flour 
made into bread produces $7. §9Id at 12
cents it realizes $8.40. Between these 
figures and $3 there is too big a profit. The 
question is: Can a man be a Christian and 
collect such profits from the public? Ask 
your baker to-day, and when you do it look 
him squarely and defiantly in the eye, and 
make him give & fair and square answer.

A FACTTh» Pastor of All Saints’ Is Opposed To 
Prohibition Uunder All Ciroum- 

stanoes—Other Testimony.
Mr. K. F. Clarke wasn’t at the Royal 

Commission yesterday morning. The other 
four proceeded witbout him. They called 
DeteotiTS Inspector Stark at first and de­
rived some information which bore on the 
subject in question. The burden of the 
Inspector's remarks was that he believed in 
prohibition if it could be enforced, and he 
thought that the hotel-keepers of Toronto 
were most commendable persona 

_ W. H. Orr wished to correct an error in 
his testimony of the day previous, and the 
commission allowed him to make a state­
ment. He never meant to say that all 
moderate drinkers became drunkards. This 
statement was noted.

Mr. Robert Davies of the Dominion 
Brewing Company gave a vivid description 
of the manner in which the Soott Act was 
evaded while that law was in operation. 
The stuff was usually bottled up in flour 
barrels and sent out to dealers and 
private parties. During the time in 
which the Scott Act 
in the county of Halton more liquor was 
sold in one year there than has been during 
a similar period since.

Col. Denison was very reticent about 
giving an opinion. He did not know 
whether crime was on the decrease or not; 
couldn’t say that there was more or lets 
drunkenness now than there used to be and 
didn’t care to express an opinion on prohibi­
tion itself.

Mr. Eugene O'Keefe didn’t care much 
about the questions which Dr. McLeod 
forced him to answer. He claimed that he 
as well as other brewers were materially 
aiding the temperance movement in develop- 
ing the taste for ale and beer in the 
community and causing the decrease 
in the imbibing of stronger liquors. 
He didn’t believe the commissioner, Dr. 
McLeod, valued these services and he 
thought that the Rev. Dr. was questioning 
him rather too harshly.

Mr. Robert Jeffrey wasn’t in favor of 
prohibition yet. He was in hearty sym­
pathy with the temperance movement, 
ont thought temperance workers unwise in 
attempting to universally prohibit the sale 
of all liquors.

Rev. A. H. Baldwin, pastor of All 
Saints’ Church, didn’t believe in prohibi­
tion under any circumstances. “It makes 
men drunkards, hypocrites and sneaks. I 
think it inadvisable even if it were well 
enforced.” He advised the suppression of 
all saloons and tavern bars, and a close in­
spection on all liquor sold.

F. C. Cribben of the Trades and Labor 
Council, and Robert Sewell, secretary of 
the Toronto Brewing and Malting Com­
pany, also gave evidence against prohibi­
tion.
