A sister of the dead man, Mrs, Bllls,
resides in Toronto, Her mother had been
visiting  her for & day or two, and
upon weeing sho pioture of the
dead man in The World Tuesday
morning  they at once recognized
the gboto.u h us that of Patrick Shearin,
Mother and daughter left for St. Catharines
on tho 8,45 train Tuesday morning and
from there procoeded-to Port Dalhousie,

Tried to Concanit His Identity,

The mother and sister wore naturally
desirous of concealing the identity of
the burglar, and to the coroner gave their
names as Mrs. Kelly and Mrs. John Thomp-
won of No. 2 Water-street, Detroit.

They were shown the picture of the dead
man and at once identified it sy ‘““James
Miller of Detroit,” though when asked
later on if it was the picture of their rela.
tive they said it was not. They would not,
however, tell their relationship to the dead
man,

The older woman stated that they were
Irish und had been in-America about eight
years, and had until the last six months
lived in New York, leaving there to reside
in Detroit. During the’ conversation she
stated that she was willing to pay $300 to
secure possession of the body, and after-
wards said that before taking any further
consult her

**Where does he live?” enquired the
chief, and withous hesitation came the
apswer, “Oh, 1n Toronto!” Then she evi-
dently saw she had made a miistake and
branched off on to other matters,

The chief had the two women separated
and the younger one had evidently a very
bad memory, for she could not remember
the name of her dead relative, but in
answer in qhestions said, “His name has
been told you.”

“But what is it? ” she was asked.

*“The same as the other lady told you,”
she replied, and no amount of questioning
could get the information from her.. Those
who had a chance to see the young woman’s
face saw there a likeness to "the dead man:

The women positively identified a watch
and several other articles found in deceased’s
Ppossession, and the younger woman’s grief
was very affecting. Between her sobs she
bewailed the fate of the *‘poor boy,” and
declared that they would bave the body
and it should have decent burial if it cost

The Truth Comes Out,
The women remained at Port Dalhousie

M all night. Yesterday morning Chief of

=Police Cummings of St. Catharines received
this letter from Cedard ale P.O., Oat.:

*It is the general impression here that the
burglar shot by Bev. Clarke is a noted crook
from bere named Shearin. From the cut in
The World I think myself that it is Shearin,
The description in the pap 'r as to clothes,
etc., tallies exactly with Shearin. This
fellow is a noted crook, and has served two
terms of five years each in Kingston.
Shesrin bad a cigar bolder; which was ap-
parently meerschaum, and was partly
colored.”

Reeve Wilson had meantime communi-
cated with the Detroit authorities and
learned that there was no such number as
No. 2 Water-street. He showed ibe an-
swer and the above letter to the women,
when they finally admitted their identity
as Mrs. Shearin of Oshawa and Mrs.
Ellis of Toronto, and that the dead
man was the son of the former and
sister ot the latter. They stated that
Shearin left Oshawa on Oct 16, it is sup-
posed for Walkerville, where he was to be
married in about a week.

It is reported that deceased has been
mixed up in a few petty burglaries before,
and served a time in penitentiary ior shoot-
ing at a man during a marauding expedi-
tion,

The World communizated with Oshawa
and obtained information which substan-
tiated the contession of the women. Shearin,
sen., isemployed in the Cedardale Scythe
factory and has been for 13 years past.
His wife is av present absent from the
town

The statement that Shearin had served a
term in the Kingston Penitentiary is not
correct, however. Warden Lavell wired
The World yesterday that no such man as
Sheurin was ever an inmate of the Peniten-
tiary. Neither could he have been _ad-
mitted under an alias, for Warden Lavell,
who has a photograph of the dead burglar,
is positive that he was never under his
charge.

The body will be handed over to the
women.

BRAZILIAN STORIES DENIED.

No Loan of English Engineers to De
Mello—No Attempts to Dynamite
the Admiral,

Loxpox, Oct.  26.—~The Admiralty offi-
cials emphatically deny the report cabled
here by way of New York that Captain
Lang, in command of H.M.8. Sirius, had
lent engineers and firemen to the rebel
Brazilian admiral, De Mello. The Brazilian
minister has the following despatch from
Rio, dated Oct. 25: The report that a battle
bas taken place av Ibicuby is absolutely in-
correct. The Brazilian minister is of the
opinion that the revolt is mot making any
progress. The minister asserts that the
Government is very strong and is supported
throughout the Republic. Fort Ville-
gaigunon suffered considerably from the re-
cent shelling. ~ Rio is perfectly tranquil
and business is being transacted as usual.

No Attempt to Kill De Melle.

The Brazilian legation also denies that
there is any truth in the story cabled to
New York tbat an attempt had been made
to kill Admiral De Mello by a person
in high authority. This official denial
seems to refer to the story that President
Peixoto endeavored to assassinate the in-
surgent admiral by means of an album
loaded with dynamite, which, it is claimed,
was sent to De Mello with the connivance
of the President.

De Mello in Sore Straits,

Paris, Oct. 26.—The .special delegate
from Brazil has received a despatch from
Rio Janeiro, dated Oct. 25, 8 p-m., which
says the insurgent vessels are scarcely
able to  move from  the fact
that they need  extensive repairs;
their ships’ bottoms are foul and the
supply of coal is almost exhausted. Accord-
ing to the despatch referred to the vessels
composing the insurgent squadron are com-
pelled to remain in the lower part of the
bay in order to avoid the fire of the forts
which remain loyal to the Government.
The forts, it would seem, have already in-
flicted considerable damage upon the rebel
ships, and the latter no longer dare expose
themselves to the fire of the forts.

Reports are current in Brazil, and espe-
cially in Rio, that De Mello, despairing of
making further progress at Rio, has made
every preparation to gather the warships
togevher and run the gauntlet of the forts,
his intention being to take his whole force
south and join issue with® the
surgents in the southern provinces.
Still, according to the official despatch,
the town of Nictheroy, adjacent to Rio, in
spite of the almost constant bombardment,
continues to make heroic resistance to the
rebel squadron.

The Brazilian delegate adds that the land
forces at the dispusal of President Peixoto
are numerous, well disciplined and able to
defend ‘the lawful Government of Brazil
against the common enemy.

There are scores of them, A good speci-
men is this same Inspector Archabold. He
claims to have rid Toronto of the social
evil. As a matter of fact, he has done no-
thing more than tho guack who drives a
skin disease inward towards the vital
organs. But even this claith of his is ab-
surd. The houses he spesks of as being
broken up exist pretty much <the
same as before. If there are a
less number of such houses, the
evil flourishes just the same as ever. The
discase manifests a few new symptoms, but
it is none the less the rame old serious com-
plaint. The quack may have driven the
inmates from some of the most notorious
resorts. He has emptied the houses, like a
good Mechanical Roformer, but he has not
reformed the  evil-doers. He has turned
the poison inwards on the system. The
scarlet woman néw carries on her avocation
in furnished rooms above the business
houses down time.

The baker who uses ten
barrels of flour daily is makiog $20 or $30 a
day more now than when wheat sold at the
higher price. Such being the ocase it is
very evident that the price of bread can
be reduced and still leayve a big margin of
profit for the baker. We advise our read-
ers to give the baker no rest till he brings
down the price of bread. Ask him if he’s
a Christian, and if he expects to get to
heaven. And don’t forget to remind him
every day that flour is selling at $3 a
barrel, and that a barrel will make 70
At 10 cents a loaf a barrel of flour
made into bread produces §7. Spld at 12
cents it realizes $8.40. Between these
figures and $3 there is too big a profit. ‘The
question is: Can a man be & Christian and
collect such profits from the public? "Ask
your baker to-day, and when you do it look
him squarely and defiantly in the eye, and
make him give a fair and square answer,

Botanical Gardens,

Editor World: Now that formal posses.
sion has been given to the city by Sir David
Macpherson of his valuable collection of
palms and plants, 1t follows as a condition
|of the. gift that the city must provide s
suitable house for their care and display.
Sir David not only made a present, but in
his remarks gave some useful advice how to
house vhe plants, and referred to the case of
Frankfort-on-Main. From a residence of
many months near that city I can endorse
all that Sir David said on that poiat.

After the close of the Franco-German
war the Duke of Nassau, whose castle was,
and is, at Biebrich on the Rhine, some 30
miles from Frankfort, decided, after a very
satisfactory financial arrangement with the
old Kaiser and his Cabinet, to abandon his
spacious castle and his beautiful park and
leave the Fatherland.  Before doing so he
presented the city of Frankfort with his
collection of plants, and the burghers of this
old home of ‘the Rothschilds in their wis-
dom erected a building, chiefly of glass and
iron, which is used as a concert hall. Open-
ing off by glass doors is another building,
where the lofty palms and other tropical
trees are ‘planted. Surrounding this
again i3 & conmservatory, in which
is the finest display of flowers to be
found on the continent. An artificial
waterfall at the end of the palm house com-
pletes the effect—a perfect glimpse of para-
dise. Why cannbt we have such a winter
garden in Toronto? Our city has almost
the population of Frankfors, and has vastly
greater chances of future growth,

I would suggest (with the consent of the
liberal donor of the Horticultural Gardeos)
dropping the word ‘‘Horticultural,” which
contaius' too many lettera and is hard to

ronounce, and adopt the word botanical.

FANT WINTER NAVIGATION

IR X PEOPLE OF SI. CATRARINES
AND THOROLD FAVOR THR IDEA,

A World Commissioner Crosses the Lake
To Disouss the Question With the Re-
sldents of the Niagara Peninsula—

Port Dalhousie Said To Be Open All
the Year Round—A Winter Service

Will Benefit Toronto,

The World’s Special Reporter took a trip
yesterday on the steamer Lakeside to Port
Dalhousie. = This boat is very strongly
built, in fact specially intended for late fall
and winter navigation. Her frames are
close together and extra heavy, and plank-
ed with thick oak planking. Her engines
are on the compound fore and aft principle,
and are massive and powerful. The whole
“‘get up” of the boat gives ome a feeling

| that she is one of the safest, staunchest and

most seaworthy vessels on the lake. Her
decks were well loaded with freight, and
about 40 passengers were on board, 15 of
whom were ladiés.

The lake was smooth and the air as
balmy as a day in June. Many of the
passengers sat out on deck, all enjoying the
fresh breezes of the lake. The cabin is
very comfortably fitted up with sofas and
easy chairs, is hented by self-feeding coal
stoves, so that. & winter passage would be
as comfortable ‘as on a railway car. Iin-
terviewed several of the passengers who
were bound for 8t. Catharines, Thorold and
Port Colborne, - They all agreed in sayin
that if the boat ran all winter they woul
Fretsr boat to rail in any ordinary weather,

or the reason of it being cheaper than rail
and more direct. One trip per day would
be enough, leaving Port %)alhoulle in the
morning and Toronto in the afternoon.
Among those I interviewed on "the boat
were Messrs. J. A. Young, selling agent,
and J. H. Taylor, President of the Toronto
Rubber Shoe Manufacturing Co. of Port
Dalhousie. They turn out 3000 pairs per
day, and two-thirds of their product goes
to Toronto.

Mr. J. Lydiatt, manager of the Port
Colborne. Glass Factory, says they will be
in full operation this winter, and winter is
their busy time. They turn out five or
six tons of glassware per day, three-fourths
of which goes to, Loronto.

Mr. Heudershott, contractor, and family
of Thorold were on board. They too would
travel on the bokt in the winter if she ran
regulacly.

Ir. Samuel Taylor of the St. Catharines
Knitting Mills was on board. This house
ships two or three tons per week, nearly all
of which goes to Toronto.

Mr, William McGibbon, insurance agent
of St. Catharines, did not think the risk of
traveling by boat in winter any greater
than by rail, and would go by boat in good
weather.

I was hosxiubly received at the residence
of Captain Alexander Muir, who has been
here since 1837. * He says Port Dalhousie
harbor is open most of the winter as a rule,
very little ice ®xcept when the wind is
blowing hard from the north or northwest.
A steamer could get right into the harbor
daily during winter, unless the weather
was exceptionally severe, Ho remembers
that some 30 years ago the propeller St.
Nicholas ran all winter from Oakville to
Oswego with flour, which shows that a
longer trip than this route is practicable
during winter,

Messrs. Murphy & Wood, grocers, trade
with Montreal generally, as freight rates
by boat from there are low, but if a boat
ran during the winter they would do some
trade with us. He says the business this
season has been the best he has had for ten
years, A large increase of trade through
the canal is the reason. The courageous
canal officer, Mr. W. B. Clark, has been
here 37 years and sees noihing to prevent a
good boat landing every day.

Capt. John Pirittee of the canal office
and Mr. James Blair, the G.T.R. agent,
both say that the harbor seldom is blocked
during winter, as there is a constant move-
ment from the lake, Which prevents the
formation of a solid ice bridge in the har-
bor. Four years ago hardly any ice formed.
They had to get their ice crop from the
upper level in the canal.

The Extortiounte Baker,

Editor World: . Is this heading too ex-
tortionate? Let usses. The price of a loaf
of bread to-day, more often a three than a
four-pound loaf, iz 12 cents, the same

exactly as it was whepflour was from $6 to
$7 per barrel, while to-day the same quality
can be bought for $3. ere even the mass
of the people of the city able to pay this
percentage cliarged by the bakers is surely
extortionate. Yet, when it is taken into
consideration that bread is the principal
sustenance of the poor of any
city, and consequently the prin-
cipul staple, one would expect instead of a
profit of over 100 per cent, probably the
smallest margin of profit of any other com-
modity that is ml£ It is true that each
and every household can bake its own bread
if it chooses, but people have got into the
way of purchasing from the baker, and pro-
bably it is no disparagement to say that in
city households comparatively few of the
women can bake their own bread, and for
that reason the bakers have the monovoly
at just such prices as they desm prudent to
charge. Itis more than likely that the
combined charities of the city of Toronto
will cost more this winter than ever before.
Times are more depressed, less work is'to be
got, manufacturers are dismissing their
hands, retailers and wholesalers their em-
ployes, and as the city is the largest do-
nater in the way of charity, probably it
would be prudent if there is & combination
among the bakers in the city to keep up
the price of bread, for the city to establish
bakeries and to give the donations in bread
rather than in money to the different chari-
ties. - Some drastic measures must be taken
to remedy this unjust grinding of the faces
of the poor. PovEerry.

Mr. Fleming,
who conducts the affairs of that institution,
was invited to bid for the contest. He
presented the matter at & meetiog of the
club members with the result above men-
tioned. Just why Mitchell should be sur-
prised at this action it is hard to under-
stand, when the fact is taken into consid-
eration that he is in bad repute at the
National Sporting Club, and on several
occasions has been denied admittance with-
in its portals.

That the Bolingbroke Club of London
has made a bid of-$12,000 for the fight isa
matter of trifling importance.

Mr. E. F. Clarke wasn't at the Royal
Cofamission yesterday morning. The other
four proceeded . without him. They called
I?ouotivt Inspector Stark at first and de-
rived some information which bore on the
subject in question. The burden of the
Inspector's remarks was that he beheved in
prohibition if it could be enforced, and he
thought that the hotel-keepers of Toronto
were most commendable persons.

_W. H. Orr wished to correct an error in
his testimony of the day previous, and the
commission allowed him to make a state-
ment. He never meant to say that all
moderate drinkers became drunkards. This
statement was noted.

Mr. Robert Davies of the Dominion
Brewing Company gave a vivid description
of the manner in which the Scott Act was
evaded while that law was in operation.’
The stuff was usually bottled up m flour
barrels and sent out to dealers and
private parties. During the time in
which the Scott Act was in force
in the county of Halton more liguor was
sold in one year there than has been during
a similar period since.

_Col. Denison was very reticent about
giving an opinion. He did not know
whether crime was on the decrease or not;
couldn’t say that thete was more or less
drunkenness now than there used to be and
didn’t care to express an opinion on prohibi-
tion itself.

Mr. Eugene O’Keefe didn’t care much
about the questions which Dr. McLeod
forced him to answer. He claimed that he
as well as other brewers were materially
aiding the temperance movement in develop-
ing the taste for ale and beer in the
community and causing the decrease
in the imbibing of - stronger liquors.
He didn’t believe the commissioner, Dr.
McLeod, valued thess services and he
thought that the Rev. Dr. was queationing
him rather too barshly.

Mr. Robert Jaffray wasn’t in favor of
prohibition yet. He was in hearty sym-
gnhy with the temperance movement,

mt thought temperance workers unwise in
attempting to universally prohibit the sale
of all liquors.

Rev. A. H. Baldwin, pastor of All
Sawnts’ Church, didn’t believe in prohibi-
tion under any eircumstances. ‘It makes
men drunkards, hypocrites and sneaks. I
think it inadvisable even if it were well
enforced.” He advised the suppression of
all saloons and tavern bars, and a close in-
spection on all liquor sold.

F. C. Cribben of the Trades and Labor
Council, and Robert Sewell, secretary of
the Torento Brewing and Maliing Com-
pany, also gave evidence against prohibi-
tion.

Editor World: It has been a moot ques-
tion with a large proportion of the citizens of
Toronto whether the ‘“Morality Department’
was not a most unnecessary and uselessly
expensive adjunct of the city’s administra-

on. 3

The remarkable statement of Inspector
Archabold anent houses of ill-fame is the last
link in the chain of 8vidence required to
settle this question beyond peradventure of a
doubt.

If inspector Archabold can adduce evi-
dence to ghow where his department has ac-
complished any radical good. for the city
that could not have been performed by the
ordinary police force, under proper instruc-
tion, the public generally will not complain
s0 much of the expense of keeping up an in-
stitution of this kind, but the contrary is the
fact,

The last public statement of the inspector,
“that he does not believe there exists a house
of ill-fame in this city,” is so flagrantly ab-
surd that it becomes a serious questiou as to
the advisability of maintaining an official at
the head of a costly department so manifest-
ly incompetent to cope with the necessity
that impelled its formation.

It is unnecessary to go beyond the records
of the police court, where prosecutions of
keepers and frequenters of houses of ill-fame
are of daily occurrence. We learn that the
statement of Inspector Archabold is abso-
lutely without foundation in fact. I have
no desire to accuse the Inspector of a wilful
misstatement of facts, yet it certainly locks
suspicious, but perhsps the most charitable
couclusion is that we have an Inspector of
Morality so completely hedged in by the
narrow confines of personal experience and
limited intelligence as to be unable to dis-
cern what immorality consists of.
