THREE MONTHS IN COMMITTE 8.

An Amendment to Make the Act Inoper=
ative as to Cannda Until Canada Re-
duced Dutles on V.8, Goods Voted
Down—-The Biil to Come Before the
Senateion Monday.

W asninorox, June 29.—The Tariff bill,
after an incubation ' period of 13 weeks in
Committee of the Whole, was to-day taken
out of committes and reported to the Senate.
The bill and amendments were ordered to be
printed and will come upfor the action of the
Senate on'Monday next at 10.30 a.m. Then
all the important amendments that have
been agreed to and some that are yet to be
offered will have to be acted on, and will be
also open for further debate.

Abrogating the Reciprocity Treaties.

When the bill was taken up to-day the
only section that remained to be acted on
was the one abrogating the reciprooity com-
mercial arrangements, and that section was,
after a long debate, : modified so as to read
that “Nothing herein contained shall be
held to abrogate the reciprocity or com-
mercial arrangements, except where such
arrang ts are'i i t with the pro-
Lvisions::of this act.” It was agreed to
without a division.

An amendment which was offered by Mr.
Pfeffer (Pop., Kas.) to impose a tax of $50
per head on imniigrants drew out from
several senators declarations in favor of
laws to restrict immigration, and was then
laid on the table—46 to 12.

The Aot Operative as to Oanada,

An amendment by Mr. Gallinger (Rep.,
N.H.), That the act shall not be operative as
to Canada until that country shall have
entered into co prcial arcang ts that
will result in a material réduction of duties
on American products and manufactures,
was also rejected— Yeas 21, Nays 29.

The Bill Reported,

Then some paragraphs that had been
delayed were disposed of, as well as a large
number of new améndments reported - from
the Finance Committee (generally of minor
importance) and the bill was finally, vo the
intonse relief of Senators on both sides, re-
ported to the Senate.

Expected to Go Into Effect Aug, 1.

The statement is made to-day from an
authoritative source that no issue of bonds
will be made by the Administration during
the summer. The  administration éxpects
the new Tariff bill to go into effect Aug.
1, amd after that date increased
revenues are looked for. During July ex-
penditures will probably exceed receipts by
$15,000,000, which will reduce the avail-
able treasury balance to about $100,000,000.
The present outlook is that the t.ru.mriyl
deficit for the current fiscal year, whicl
closes Saturtlay, June 30, will be brought
within 75,000,000 less than 10 days ago. It
was estimated that it would reach §78,-
000,000. ;

CAPTAIN LEE'S VARIED CAREER,

Deathyof a Windsor Man Who in His Time
- Played Many Parts.

Winpsor, June 29.—Capt. Joseph Lee
died yesterday. He wasaged 78. During
the rebellion of ’37 he was on duty at
Amherstburg and other points, and later
was in command of the military at Kings-
ton. He was also 'in charge of the forces
when Von Schultz, one of ths leaders of the
rebellion, was hanged. While Chief Clerk
in the Quartermaster-General’s office #at
Montreal, he was accused of being con--#
nected with a conspiracy to burn the Par-
liament buildings and was -forced to retire
from the service. . Some years later it was
shown that he had been unjustly accused
and he was given a position in the Customs.
After quitting the military service Capt.
Lee turned his attentior to theatricals ‘and
'Tor five years traveled with E. A. Sothern,
Mary Gannpn, Charles Fisher and others.
He opened, the Academy of Music in
Montreal with Leon Wallack and subse-
quently went to England and managed the
Marylebone Theatre, London. He was
confidential secretary for Jenny Lind dur-
ing her first tour with P. T. Barnum.
Captain Lee was president of the Shake-
speare Club of Canada.

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MYSTERIOUS DEATH AT PETERBORO

The Body of & Oirous Employe Found
Mangled on the Rail Under Sus-
S Oir 2 ;

PETERBORO, June 20.—The badly muti-
lated body of Frank Beaton was found ly-
ing on the railway track,this morning, and
the presumption is that'the man was mur-
dered-and his body taken to the place were
found. P

‘I'wo ghildren out foy an early romp dis-
covered the body at/’5 a.m. lying between
the railway siding and Stevenson’s store
house. Dr. Pigéon, who was passing, was
told ot the find and he netified the authori-
ties. The body remained where it was
found until viewed by Coroner Bell and a
jury two hours later.

At first sight it appeared to be an acci-
dent, a case where a drunken man had lain
down to sleep beside tha track and had
been run over by the train, but the cir-
cumstances indicate that the man had been
killed and his body afterwards dragged to
where found, and the frain had then
passed over the left hand, severing it from
the arm, and marked the forehead. The
man was lying with his head close to the
rails. Besides these wounds made by the
train there were several others which to
the present time are not agcounted for.

There are several knife marks on
the back of the head and one on
the side, while his back is one mass of
bruises, as if made by a whip or stick. The
coa$ was pulled up under his head,the shirt
was pulled up towards the neck and the
skin underneath showed signs of being
scraped.

Yesterday Coosk & Whithy’s circus cars
were on the siding all day and they left
at 2.30 this mofning, so that it must have
been that traid that ran over the man’s
arm.

No person was able to identify the body
beyond that it was thas of an employe of
the circus, until John Beaton, a fireman on
the Belleville train, went to see the deceas-
ed and identified the body as that of his
brother, Frank Beaton. 3

The coroner’s inguest was held in the
Police Court, where evidence was taken
from several discharged circus employes,
several others, but
nothing of an important nature was elicited
beyond the fact that deceased was a sober
man.

The inquest was adjourned until Tnes-
day. Drs. Pigeon and King will hold a
post-mortem examination.

FOUND A GAS JET BURNING.

4N ENQUIRY INTO THE ORIGIN OF
THE PRITTIE FIRE.

Uoroner Johnson Opens An Inguest—
Evidence of the Man Who First Saw
the Blaze and Pulled the Alarm—
Firemen Describe the Burned FPor-
tions of the House,

An inquest was held in the Court House,
Court-street, last night by Coroner A.J.
Johnson to inquire into the origin- of the -
|fire which destroyed the house of R. W.
| Prittie, Shannon-street and Dovercourt-
road, May 14 last.

Mr. George Mackenzie, 50 Dewson-street,
stated that while walking down Concord- *
avenue on the morning of May 14 he saw
smoke issuing from under the eaves
on the east side of Mr. Prit-
tie’s house. Noticing an electric light
man running across the commons towards
the house, he'pulled the alarm at College-
street and Ossington-avenue. He then
went back to the house and saw flames
issuing from the windows on the first floor .
of the east side, immediately below where
he first noticed the smoke. Smoke was also
issuing from the windows and doors on
west side of house.

In answer to questions of a young man
he said ‘he thought the Ossington-avenue
firemen were a long while in reaching the
scene of the fire. :

Saw Mr, Prittie's Son There.

He saw Mr. Prittie’s son standing at the
corner of the fence yelling “Fire!” ﬁapno
lived in the house at the time.

The fact of smoke issuing from the upper
and lower stories at the same time would
indicate that both stories were burning at
the one time. He also saw a woman in its
yard wearing an apron, but no hat. She
informed the firemen that valuable papers
were iR the south room of the building and
tried to induce them to save the papers.
No person seemed to know this woman.
The papers, however, were not saved.

Found a Gas Jet Buraing,

J. Irwin, fireman at Dundas-street Hose
Station, was next called. They reached
the fire about five minutes after the
alarm was struck. They worked at
the - south side of the building
and played streams through the windows.
When they had checked the fire syfficiently
they went inside and found- the gas jet
burning. They then went up the Jadder
to the upper story ‘and found the whole in-
side of the building ablaze. The fire was
mostly in the partitions. THe front rooms
of the house were a&lso burning fiercely.
The doors were open, but might have been
burnt open. ; Weent right through the house
and found most of the fire in the centre of
the building, from the ground floor up.
The attic was also burning in spots.

The Stairway and Partitions Both Barned.

Afterwards went all through the
house. The most badly burnt por-
tions were the stairway aund the
partition in ' the north side ot the hall
on the ground floor.  Thefe was a hot air
register near the centre of the partition,

LONDON'S NEW TOWER BRIDGR

To Be Opened By she Prince of Wales
To-Day—Right Years in Batlding,

Loxpox, June 29.—Iondon’s mew tower
bridge, which will be opened to-morrow by
the Prince of Waies, is near the famous old
Tower of London and connects Bermond-
sey, Walworth, Cambérwell and Peckham
on the south banks of the Thathes, with the
western part of the old city on the north
bank. According to the Lord Mayor of
London, the bridge has cost the city over
£1,000,000. The bridge was begun in 1886.

From 500 to 800 men have since been
constantly employed on it. Seven men
bave been killed since its construction was
begun. :

The bridge, with approaches, is half a
mile long. The high level spans are 142
feet above high water; the short spans are
270 feet, the middle one 200 feet long.
The *‘Bascules” weigh 80 tons each; the
lead ballast on the ‘‘short leg” weighs 290
tons. About 2,000,000 rivets have been
used in the construction of the bridge.

The bridge was designed by the city
architect, the late Sir Horace Janes.

A full description of the new bridge,with
illustrations, will appear in The Sunday
World.

Managers Association to Be Tled-
Up—The G, T, B, Included.

On10AGo, June 29.—President Debs and
his’ associates ot the American Railway
Union pl:iyod a high card to.day, and
made a radical move ‘when they formally
boycotted every road . represented inythe
General Managers’ Assogiation. Commis-
sions were given to committees represeating
the employes of each road with orders to
call out the men the instant sufficient sup-
port was obtained to warrant a
strike. The roads represented 1n
the association and  subjected to
the boycott are Chicago; Rock Island and
 Pacific, Illinois Central, Chicago and Grand
Trunk, Santa Fe, Chicago and Alton, Chi-
cago and Erie, Chicago and Eastern
Illinois, Chicago and Northwestern,
Western Indiana, Chicago and Bur-
lington  and Quincy, Chicago, Mil-
waukee and Bt. Paul, Chicago Great
Western, Louisville, New Albany and
Chicago, Chicago and Norther Pacific, Lake
Shore, Michigan Central, New York, Chi-
eago and 8s. Louis, Panhandle, Pittsburg,
Fort Wayne and Chizago, Wabash, Wia-
congin Central and Baltimore and Ohio.

As rapidly as possible the men will be
ordered out on the roads named, and it is
the intention of the union officials to in-
augurate a atrike on the lines mentioned in
preference to roads which haul Pullman
cars. According to the official announcement
the Managers’ Association has ‘been orgau-
ized for the sole purpose of crushing the
American Railway Union, and waiving all
other first claims the union will proceed to
do  battle  with the agsociated
wherever the boycott and  strike
is not made effective to-night*
the organizers will be at work to-morrew
until sufficient men have been organized to
tie up the roads, ‘The orders issued yester-
day for strikers included the men on the
Rock Island, the Burlington, Chicago Al
ton (second older), Chicago and Krie, Chi-
cago and Kastern Illinois, Monon, Ft.
Wayne (second order), Wabash, Chicago
and Great Western and Lake Shore,

The action of theunion officials in author-
izing a strike among employes of the Union
Stock Yards Transit Company, while pre-
dicted yesterday, was really not expected.
The contest between the Chicago and
Northwestern and  the union s
developing a  battle royal
and each side is straining
every nerve to wip. The company has re-
moved the blacklist placedupon the strikers
of 1891, and so far have secured two ot the
old men who are now at work in the
passenger yards. One other crew is at
work, but the most of the switching is
being done by the officials.

The greatest enthusiasm’ was created
among the strikers to-day when the an-
nouncement was made that the Mobile and
Ohio had surrendered unconditionally.

The Chambers Votes 110,000 Francs to
Defray the Funeral Expenses.

Paris, June 29, —In the course of a letter
addressed to the Chamber to-day M.
Casimir-Perier wrote: *The National As-
sembly has imposed upon me arduous
duties, and to fulfil them I hope to be able
to count upon the confidence of the Repub-
licans. I shall never betray it.”

The letter was received with prolonged
applause, Vice-President DeMahy then
read an announcement that the funeral of
M. Carnot would take place on Sunday at
9 a.m. Premier-Dupuy introduced a bill
providing for the opening of a oredit of
100,000 francs for the Ministry of the In-
terior and 10,000 francs for the Foreign
Office to defray the expenses of the funeral
of M. Carnot, and demanded urgency in
the matter of its consideration. %rganoy
was declared and the bill was unanimously
passed amid great.applause, 545 deputies
voting.

The Fuaneral Procession Will Be Enormous,

The orations at the'Pantheon on the oc-
casion of the funeral of M. Carnot on Sun-
day will be delivered by Premier Dupuy on
behalf of the Government, M. Challemel-
Lacour on behali of thes Senate, M.
De Mahy for the Chamber ot Deputies
and Gen. Andre on behalf of the
Ecole Polytechnique, in which the
late President was a student in engineering.
Bishop Laboure of Beauvais will officiate.
The public view of the body of M. Carnot,
which is lying in state at the entrance to
the court of honor in the palace of the Ely-
see, attracted thousands of people through-
out the day. Ubp to 7 o’clock this evening
55,000 persons had filed past the catafalque.

The funeral procession on Sunday will be
led by a squad of guards under General
Saussier, the Military ~Governor of Paris,
and will be enormous beyond all precedent
in the last generation.

Thousands of Women' View the Body.

The majority ot thase who filed by the
dead President’s coffin to-day were women
and- children. Thousands stood out-
side the palace for -hours awaiting
their opportunity to enter the funeral
chamber, Thesun was hot, the air heavy
and manv fainted from exhaustion, Hawk-
ers were busy selling. water in the ocrowd,
and waiters from near-by cafes brought
beer and wine to all who called for them. -

SANTO GLORIES IN HI1S DBED.

“I Would Kill the King or Emperor of
Any Nation," He Said.

Lyons, June 29.—Santo was examined
to-day again by M. Benoist, the magistrate
in charge of the ocase. His manner was
quiet, almost timid, when he was question-
ed on ordinary subjects, but it changed
the moment Anarchy was mentioned. An
allusion to Anarchist doctrine made him
passionate and voluble. “I do not
know or care,” he said, “‘whether I killed
a man named Carnot. 1 do know that I
seized my opportunity to kill the President
of tha Republic as I would kill the King or
Emperor of any nation. Iam an Anarchist
and I killed the Chief of the State, who
imagined that he had a right to do what
he liked with his fellowmen.”

|NOT A THING TO BE FRIGHTENED
AT IF RIGHTLY UNDERSTOOD.

The Law of Transmitted Tendencies
Works For Good as Well as For Evil—
The Inheritance of Disease Not an In-
evitable Fact.

The bugbear of the human race ever

since man learned that like breeds like
has been heredity. For generations the
Biblical passage that ‘‘the sins of the
fathers shall be visited upon the child-
ren of the third and fourth generations”
has been looked upon as the death-war-
rant of a large number of people whose
ancestors have developed tendencies to-
ward crime or disease. The precept has
been so literally believed that families
predisposed toward consumption  or
other organic diseases have been regard-
ed, not with apprehension, us possible
vietims of the complaint, but with de-
spair, as those foredoomed to destruc-
tion. Yet notwithstanding this, imper-
fect men and women have gone on mar-
rying and giving in marringe, and the
buman race still lives. If the rule of
penalties were as infallible as many sup-
pose, man would have become extiuct
and vanished from the face of the
earth. In making wise remarks about
the certainty of hereditary succession of
fleshly iils, the wise men have forgotten
that our very existence refutes their
argument. Man increases by a more
than aritbmetical ratio, and if heredi-
tary bequest of disease and death were
invariable, we would all long ago bhave
fallen victims. ¢

This statement, made by a physician
of wide note, does not mean that he does
not agree to the theory. of heredity. He
believes in the transmission of dicease
from parent to child as thoroughly as he
believes in the transmission of facial
resemblance along the family line ; and
any person who can see recognizes the
latter phenomenon @s an occurrence as
common almost us that of the birth of
children. He does not, however, ldok
upon hereditary “influence as invariable
or unconquerable. He believes that the
time has come when we are beginning to
learn that heredity has its good side as
well as its bad side, and that we are be-
ginning to learn how to stimulate the
good and overcome the bad. In other
words, he believes that in the future we
shall understand these mysterious laws
of nature and shall be able to use them
to our own good.

The same physician who called my
attention to these facts gave me an in-
troduction to Dr. Edward W. Lambert,
of New York, who, he said, had made a
more careful study of heredity and
hereditary influences than any other
American of whom he knew, Dr. Lam-
bert is the chief medical man of one of
the greatest insurance companies in the
world, and his study. must necessarily,
therefore, have been both exhaustive
and practical, On his opinions of heredi-
tary influence are based the rules of
this great company in assuming life
risks and from them, to some extent,
have come the ideas of hereditary ioflu-
ence now governing modern life insur-
ance. Said he:

+'No one has the right in view of ex-
isting evidence to doubt the existence or

wer of hereditary influence, but we
all are justified in assuming that we are
learning how to take advantage of the
good in it and nullify the bad. It is
admitted by many to be as much a mat-
ter of emviropment as it is heredity.
That 1% the karmful effects of many
generations of ill health and bad sur-
roundings are frequently overcome Dby
the sense and good surroundings, Of
course, prevention is the greatest thing,
but the science of cure must not be
.neglected. The theory that is now gen-
‘erally gaining ground is that a man does
not inherit a disease itself. but a consti-
tution susceptible to some particular dis-

sumption, but that be is likely to- £l ;
victim to environment favorable to the
development of that disease. If the
microbes of consumption getsa chance
to get at him, they are likely to affect
him more seriously thap they would af-
fect a man not born of consumptive

rents, But if they are kept from him
—if his environment is such that it does
not encourage their development—then
1do not believe that his heredity ten-
aenoy is likely to make him a consump-
tive of itself. We look at men descend-
ed from consumptives very sharply, of
course, But I do not believe that after
the first remove consumption need be
feared.. 1 base this opinion on the abso
lute fact that men more than one remove
from gonsumptive antecedents do not
die of consumption.  There is no going
beyond that argument. Dr. Curtis and 1
went over all our peoyle with consump-
tive antecedents not long ago and prov-
ed this, .

«] will even go furtker than this and
gay that I believe consumptive ten-
dencies in the very next generation can
be overcome, generaily, by proper care

men with consumptive ‘parentage - on
either or both sides shows that up to 30
the mortalitﬁ is greatly in excess of the
average. etween 80 and 35 it de-
creases; between 85 and 40 it is only
slightly in excess, and after 40 it is not
possible to prove any effect whatever—
assuming that the man_is well nourish-
ed. 1 know of a young man whose
mother was in the last stages of con-
sumption when he was born, and who
died immediately after giving him
birth. As a baby he showed most dis-
tinct tendencies toward the disease, but
the famly pbysician placed him on a
diet of cod liver oiland had him kept on
it for 13 yeats, taking care in the mean-
time that he should receive other pre-
ventive attention. That young man is
now 21-years old, and i do not know a
finer specimen of physical manhood. I
don’t think consumptive pareatage in-
duces death, when the subject is proper-
ly nourished and surrounded, any more
than improper nourishment and sur-
roundings do in those with no copsump-
tion in the family.

wConcerning Bright's disease, my
opinions are less well formed, We do
not know as much about it as we do
about consumption, and there is more
or less doubt about hereditary tendency
in it. I don’t believe any man is born
with every organ equal to every other
organ, and, of course, like a chain, he is
only as strong as his weakest spot. But
if that weak spot is carefully guarded
and strengthened, I do not see why he
should particularly fear hereditary ten-
dency. - The great thing is to know
where the wealk spot is, and then to find
out how to strengthen it. There are
men born with tendencies to die of kid-
ney disease. with lung disease, with
brain disease, every day, who don’t do
it. I know of five brothers that died of
Bright's disease along about 60 or 70

(Bright's disease rarely kills young peo-
ple, you kuow), and I am carefully
watching their progeny. Only one, so
far, has developed any apparent ten-

The members meet
every Thursday evening, talk, discuss,
relate, A gardener told of his travels
in Norway at a recent meeting of the
club, The servants are given the prefix
of Mr. and Mvs, and Miss, Mrs. Jones
and Miss Smith, housemaids, find them-
selves elevated t¢ the same social plane
as the rest of the household.

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MODERN DENTiISTRY.

Shown and Discussed in the Recent UoR=
] vention of Dental Surgeons.

The talk of the Convention of Denggl
Surgeons, recently held in Washing on,
gave a notion of the revolution in <en-
tistry that has taken place withiy .the
past few years. By the use of an elec-
tric light in connection with the little
mirror, introduced into the mouth the
teeth and alveolar proocesses are brilliant-
ly illuminated and rendered translucent.
'.{hus. anything wrong ateut the teeth
may be Qquickly discovered. Perhaps
the dead tooth may be Lilden in. the
jaw, never%;aving beew erupted, and
may have bgen the obscure cause of
trouble for years. The lightreveals itat
once. Facial neuralgia, vy the way, is
nearly always due to a dead tooth.

Electricity is most valuable as a
motive power for tooth-boring tools,
which, strange to say, causo less pain
the faster they go. Most people now
grown up can recall the excruciating
pain caused by the exciwating instru-
ment which the dentist of a generation
ago slowly revolved betweon his fingers,
The ““burrs” now made for such work
are much finer than they were half a
dozen years ago, being capable of cutting
through steel bars, Furthermore, the
laborious method of turning them out by
hand has been superseded recently by a
machine which produces them at a cost
of 19 cents apiece.

Electricity is employed also for pulling
teeth. To the battery are attached three
wires.: Two of them have handles
at the end, while the third is
attached to the forceps. The patient
grasps the bandles, "the electricity is
turned on suddenly, and the dentist
simultaneously applies his forceps to the
tooth. The instaut the tooth is touched,
it, as well as the surrounding parts, be-
come insensible to palu, A jerk, and it
is out.

One dentist at the ®, vention remazk-
ed that there is not one tooth lost xpw
where there used to be 100. ~If only the
root is left, a new upper part of porce-
lain or gold, called a *"crown,” is {asien-
ed upon it 80 as'to be quite serviceable,
Supposing that not éven the root is left,
a gap in the mouth is filled in with one
or more ‘‘dummies,” securely fastened
by a gold ‘“‘bridge,” or otherwise to the
sound teeth, Complete sets of false
teeth are rare nowadays.

The demand for **tooth crowns” comes
largely from baseball players, football
athletes, and bicycle riders, K who are
very apt to have their teeth broken off
short. But the last and most iugenious
resort of the dental surgeon is ‘“1mplan-
tation’—i.e., the setting of new teeth
into the jaw. For this purfose real
teeth are employed, .and not artificial
ones, Cocaine having been first applied
for producing local anasthasia, a hole is
drilled in the jaw bone, and into this
socket a good tooth, newly drawn from
somehody’s jaw, is set. If the patient is
young and vigorous, the osseous struc-
ture spon closex around it, and by the
time the gum is healed the tooth is
ready for use. Jtshould last for from
three to ten yc4®s. In the case of an
elderly or feebic person it may be fas-
tened in place by silver wires passing
around the jaw bone, \

One of the most important improve-

ments in modern dental practice is on
the point of being accomplished. It
.will consist in the substitution of porce-
lain for gold in the filling of - teeth, ‘es-
pecially in places where repairs are like-
Iy to show. For this purpose a piece of
thin platinum foil is introduced into the
“‘cavity,” and so manipulated as to take
the exact form of the hole, gs if it were
intended as'a lining. Then)it is careful-
ly withdrawn, so as not to disturb its
suape, Thus is obtained +a mold, from
which a porcelain cast may be made to
fill the cavity exactly. This is secured
in place by cement. The trouble is that
no cement as yet invented 18 proof
against the dissolving power of the
fluids in the mouth.
. The human jaw, while receding and
losing its brute-like character. has been
steadily growing narrower. This latter
change is going on even now, so that
most people bave not room enough in
their mouth for the equipment of teeth
with which nature bhas provided them.,
Many persons are obliged to have two or
four teeth drawn to make room for the
rest. The **wisdoms” being superfluoug
for lack of gpace, nature is making them
of poorer material in every generatioug
So these ¢‘third molars,” as dentista
term them, begin to decay usually and
have to be filled or pulled as soon as
they appear.

Inasmuch as real teeth are so easils
lost, it is a comfort to know what artifie
cial ones cost only 15 to 18 cents each at
the manufacturer’s, One maker in Neir
York sells 8,000,000 teeth-every year.
They are porcelain. composed clilefly of
kaolin. The ena is put on with me-
tdllic oxides, the process being so deli-
cate that no two teeth are exactly alike
in coloring. - After being finished thou-
sands of them are taken together and
matched in shades. There are fifty dif-
ferent shades, corresponding to vAria-
tions in the celoring of nagural teeth.
Defects are often made in false teeth so
as to rendgy them moge deceptive to the
eye. The best plates are of rubber, Cel-
luloid is the prettiest material for the
purpose, but it does not resist the acids
of the mouth, ’

A tooth is-a living structure. Inside
of each tooth is a cavity filled with pulp
which gives it life; Nerves and blood
vessels connect this pulp with the gener-
al systgm and circulation of the body.
The ivory surrounding the pulp is cov-
ered over by a surface of enamel. Both
ivory and enamel are harder than any
other bones, because they contauin a
greater quantity of bone earth., Enamel
on the tops of the teeth is one-sixteenth
of an inch thick, It oconsists of little
six-sided prisms placed side by sidp, and
held together by an equisitely fine ce-
ment. The pulp of the tooth .begomes
diseased, and toothache follows. * Tar-
tar 1s a secretion made by three glands
in the itouth, full of smail living organ-
isms which assimilate matter in the
saliva and deposit it on the teeth in the
shape of phosphate of lime,—New York
Sun,

First there is gas light, supplied : by a com-
pany that enjoys an absolute modopoly. It
is & monopoly over which we practically
have no control, If the city operated the
plant it could sell gas at something less
than 75 cents & thousand. This statement
is capable of absolute proof. The citizens
sy $160,000 annually to the ghareholders of
the Consumers’ Ghs Company on a capital
of $1,600,000. The city could raise that
capital at 4 per cent. and thereby save
$96,000 a year interest. That is equal to 12

cents per thousand in the price of gas. |

That is but a single item to show the
economy of maunicipal control.

In regard to incandescent lighting the
city is under a mozopoly. If you wantan
incandescens light in your house there is
only the one eoniuny from whom you can
obtain it, You must accept their terms
and conditions or do without the light.
Against this monopoly we have no redress.
Finally the company that suppliés the 'city
with ato lights enjoys a monopoly in that
business. The companies have a periect
understanding between themselves. For
instance, one agreement between the two
electric companies is this, thatfas long es
the Aro Light Company is permitted to get
the cofitract for lighting the atrests (iv
brings in over $100,000 a year) it agrees not
to supply incandescent lights. If we ligh-
ed the streets with ovr own plant the
Toronto Electric Light Company would be
forced to go into incandescent lighting and
the people would then enjoy the benefit of
competition. As it is,’ Toronto is away
behind the age in the matter of incandes-
cent lighting. The company’s plant is'an-
" tiguated and we have to - pay about donble

what we should fop this kind of light. TIn-
candescent lighting is the healthiest and
best of all lights for household purposes.
Under present conditions few, indeed, and
far between are the houses supplied with
it. The fact that the establishment of &
municipal plant will break up these two
_electric monopolies is the chief and most
urgent reason why we should establish
such a plant.
It is just as well that this elec-
tric light question has ‘been post-
poned for a  while Iv will
stand a great deal more discussion, snd in
due time we intend to let the public iato
a few secrets, which ought to have some
influence in the final decision of this ques-
tion. We received yesterday a detailed
statement of the ecost of installing and
maintaining a plant for 1500 lights. 'The
statement was prepared by a gentleman’
who is even better qualified than Mr. Kemt-
. ing for making such an estimate. Accord:
ing to his estimate the cost per lamp is
$74.00. For the present we reserve the
statement. It will be made publioat the
proper time later on. We hope before this
matter is decided to be able to convince the
public that it is greatly in the interests of
Toronto to operate its own street-lighting
plant. Aldermen and editors representing
the electric companies have thrown a lot of
dust in the eyes of the public, which in due
ime will be removed.

The New Movement, \

Whatever may be the outcome of the
Intercolonial Conference we know at least
that the gathering at Ottawa is the out-
come of a new movement that is slowly but
surely rescuing Canada from long years of
colonial isolation. The newly-made nation
has all along felt itself lacking in that spirit
of independence that is so potent to inspire
national life and national aspirations. The
new movement has in view, not
the transforming Canada into an
independent nation, but in making her
an integral and equal part of the greatest
empire of the world. The new movement
will be successful if it provides something
to take the place of that aching void of
nationality that characterizes us as
well as all other people who exist as a lean-
to instead- of being an independ-
ent structure, The mnew movement
ought to  evolve something that
will make Canada feel that she is a part of
the great Empire, not in maps and on
paper, but in very reality. Bucha teeling
will be best established by the adoption of
some trade policy common to the empire,
by the development of commercial high-
ways, and of cable and telegraph lines,
mail routes and the like. These are more
potent -.to create the superstructure of
empire than sentiment and lip loyalty.
Canada slready forms part of the highway
of the world’s travel. Our relations with
Great Britain and the colonies have within
the lsat few years become more inti-
mate and substantial. ~We look to
the mew movement to enlarge that in-
timacy and to strengthen the bonds that
connect us with the rest of the Empire.
The country was never more unanimous in
any movement than it is in its desire to see
the Empire consolidated into a living
structure, & harmonioys whole with its
component parts working in unison snd
having as its great mission the Anglicizing
of the world.

THE PITCH LAKE.

As Seen by a Scientific Man Who Has
Investigated Its Mysteriss.

At a meeting of the Academy of Sci- |

-ence recently -Adelbert Cronise read a

paper describing the peculiarities of that

famous and mysterious creation from

the laboratory of nature, Pitch Lake, on °
the Island of Trinidad. Mr. Cronise
gave the results of personal investigation
of the subject during a recent visit to
the island.

The Pitch Lake of Trinidad is not only
a great natural curiosity, but as the
source of our Trinidad asphalt it is a
place of scientific and commercial  in-
terest.

A sail of sixteen days from New York,
on a course considerably east of south,
took us to the island of Trinidad. I hesi-
tate to offend the intelligence of my
hearers by saying where Trinidad is,
bui as one or two friends have confessed
on uncertainty as to its exact location I
may be permitted to say that it is the
most southerly of that group of the
West Indies which,we call the Wind-
ward Islands, lying within eleven de-
grees of the equator and in the longitude
of the eastern part of Nova Scotia, or 16
degrees east from Washington, The
island is separated from Southk Awmerica
by the Gult of Paria, and La Brea, the

int at which we land to reach the

itch Lake, is on the west side of the
island opposite the easterly coast of
Venezuela. From La Brea a walk of a
mile over a made asphalt road through
juogle and forest leads up to the lake,
which is a bundred and thirty-eight feet
abovea the sea, the land sloping up to it
from both sides.

The lake is of irregular shape, approxi-
mately round, and has an area of 109
wcres as determined by the Government
survey. The level of the lake is a num-
ber of teet higher than the level of the
ground immediately about it—being
lifted by the pressure from below. The

“surface is solid to a depth of several feet,
except in a few small spots in the center
of the lake, where it remains in a semi-
liquid eondition, but not hot or boiling
as often describerl.

Although approximately level, being
a few inches highest in the center, the
purface is far from smooth, being marked
by many fissures and slightly depressed
spots which are filled with rain water,
in going about one has to pick his way
smoing the larger puddles and jump
many of the small ccnnecting streams.
Each of the hundreds of irregular por-°
tions separated by this network of fis-
sures is claimed to have a slow revolving
motion upon a horizontal axis at right
angles to a line to the center of the lake,
the motion of the surface being from the
center toward the circumference. Such
a motion would account for the roots,
leaves,.and bits ofswood of comparative-
ly recent vegetation which are constantly’
being brought to the surface. The
motion is claimed to be caused by the
great daily change in temperature; often
from 60 degrees at night to 140 degrees
n the day. or 86 degrees change, and an
unequal upward motion of the mass
below 1ncreasing toward thescenter of
tbe lake, Scattered about are a few
ratches of shallow .earth, covered with
bushes and small trees.

The pitch is of a brownish-black color
and hard to the touch. Even in the hot
sun of the tropics it is brittle, so that a
pick struck into it will break out pieces
of several cubic feet in size. Although
brittle it is porous and light, so that one
#an lifts the large pieces 1nto the carts
without assistange. After digging down
to a depth of three or four feet the pitch
is found somewhat softer, and elastic
yather than brittle, and the pit is then
left to fill up again.. Within a day or
two ti% pressure from. below will have
raised the elastic bottom of the pit to the
level of tue surface abour, bui as it is
hardened by exposure to the air this lift-
ing is checked and the surface remains
pearly level. In tkis way probably over
Lalf a million tons have been taken out
within a small area near the margin
without lowerinz its level.

The origin of this never-failing supxPly
ot pitch is not certainly known. The
vegelable, animal, mineral, and volcanic
theories have beén much discussed, The
nearest that can be said is that it is from
the decomposition of vegetable, or vege-
table and animal matter,

L se Pitch Lake is the pro%zrty of the
Government of Trimidad. il a few
years ago licenses were given to various

)arties to take asphalt from the lake.
These different parties, being in compee
tition with one another, decided to com-
bine and secure, if possible, exclusive
right to the lake. As the' licenses were
not exclusive, they brought little revenue
to the Government, and the export duty
of tweiity cents per ton brought little
more,”

‘I'he licensees proposed to tiw Governe
ment that if they could have the exclu-
sive right to take asphalt from the lake
for a term of years they would guarantee
$36,000 a year and pay forty cents a ton
tor the asphaft taken, and weuld submit
to an export duty of $1.20a ton. The
object in proposing an iucreased duty
wus to deter tiie competition of those
who were mining “’land asphalt” in the
island. The proposition was accepted.

ABOUT  CONSUMPTION.

HOW TO PREVENT THE DISEASE
FROM SPREADING.

A Valuable Pamphlet Issued by the bno-
o

bec Proviméial Board of Héslth—De-
tails to he Observéd. :

The Quebec Provincial Board “of
Health just issued a ' pamphlet upon
“‘Consumption ; “what is at preseut
Enowii of it, and the means of prevent-
ing its contagion.” One-sixth’ of the
deaths, it says, throughout the givilized
world'are caused by this- disease. Con-
sumption, or phthisis, is the last or'soft-
~ening period of tuberiosis. Tuberlosis

is a germ disease, and is consequently -

contagious, -Its germ, or microbe, may
be transmitted, 1st, by heredity ; 2nd,
by iubalation: of air containing these
germs ; 3rd, by means of contaminated
food (especially the milk and ‘meat of
tuberculous ammals) ; 4th, by ' gb-
sorption throngh a wound (inocu-
lation). The breath of consumptives
is not in itself infectious, but it is
otherwise with regard to their
sputa, which, once dried, liberate a
great mumber of microbes or germs,
which, like other fine particles of dust,
pass into the atmosphere and contami-
nate it.  In this polluted air, predispos-
ed persons become unconsciously infecte

* od with tuberctilosis, This mode of
transmissign of tuperculosis is by far the
most frequent, and to it 1s now attribut-
ed most of the cases formerly asdribed
to heredity., The frequency of this
mode of infection is easily explained.
Consumption not being a disease which
pecessitates remaining indoors, tubercu-
Jous tients infect with their sputa
bheir f:elling and any place they visit.
They thus become

The germs of tuberculous may be ab-
jorbed through a wound,especially after
»n operation or an autopsy, though this
Yeldom occurs.

As is the case with any other infectious
flisease, all who become in contact with
the germs of tuberculous do not take the
disease, one must be predisposed to it
and be therefore in a specially suscepti-
ble condition.

THE YOLLOWING ARE
CAUSES :

1st, heredity ; she most important,
Without always transmitting the infec-
tious germ (heredity of seed) tuberculous

arents often produce children with
eeble constitutions “(heredity of soil)
who thus fall easy victimsato the germ
of tuberculosis.

2nd. Certain diseases, sueh as dia-
betes, measles, whooping cough, typhoid
fever, bronchitis and broncho-pneu-
monia. Thus the statement that “‘a case
of typhoid fever has turned into con-
sumption” has sume truth in it, as the
feebleness which follows typhoid fever
favors the absorption of the tuberculosis
germ.

3rd. Living= in unsanifary, over-
crowded, ill-ventilated and damp dwell-
ings. It has been frequently observed
that, after draining a city, the death rate
of tuberculosis has been considerably
reduced.

4th. Professions and trades which re-
quire a daily attendance in over-crowded,
ili-ventilated room ; especially bccupa-
tions ‘which require a sedentary life,
fatiguing positions, etc., as in the case
of tailors. )

Sth. The attendance in workshops
where the air is always dusty or in work-
shops where jthe air is very warm or
‘where steam escapes. The dusty atmos-
phere of the former and the issuing from
the hot and stpamed air of the second
often cause brgnchial or pulmonary af-
fections which|predispose the lung to the
absorption of the germ of -tuberculosis,
probably by depuding it of its epithelium
(Dieulafoy).

6th. Mal-nutrition from insufficient
or unhealthy fpod, excesses, exhaustion,
anxiety, mentdl and physical overwork,
etc.
