‘Blank Cheqùe” Legislation

OTTAWA. Ont., March 16—The 

Bouse of Commons yesterday killed a 
bill to prevent banks from charging 
an interest rate higher than seven per 
cent. It provided a maximum fine of 
$500 for any bank violating the seven 
per cent limit and $100 for individual 
bankers.

By a vote of 88 to 64, the House 
defeated a motion which woultijiave 
the effect of prolonging the life of the 
bill. Seven Conservatives bolted from 
the ranks of the government support­
ers and voted for the bill. They were 
C. N. Doron (Quebec-Montmorency) ; 
W. A. Baynan (Moose Jaw) J. L. Bar- | 
ibeau (Champlain); F. J. Lafleche i 
(Richmond-Wolfe) W. J. Loucks 
(Rosetown) ; E. E. Perley (Qu’Appalle) 
and F. W. Turnbull (Regina.)

The ginger group and the bulk of 
the Liberals supported the measure.

Report Denied

ILFORD Essex, March 15—Stanley 
Baldwin, Lord President of the Coun­
cil in the British government in ti e 
bourse of an address here tonight, 
branded as fictitious reports that a 
cabinet crisis had arisen concerning 
the composition of the British delega­
tion to. the Imperial Economic Con­
ference at Ottawa next July.

OTTAWA, Ont., March 16—Total 
exports of Canadian produce during 
the eleven months ended February 29 
last amounted to $536,594,995. During 
the same eleven month period imports 
entered for consumption totalled 
$521,056,328. Consequently Canada 
came through the eleven months with 
a favorable trade balance of $15,538,- 
667.

Trade figures, however, show a con­
siderable falling off when comparison 
is made with those for the corres­
ponding eleven months a year ago. Ex­
port of Canadian Produce in the per­
iod which ended with February 28, 
1931, totalled $774,604,470. Imports 
entered for consmption during the 
same period amounted to $831,231,817.

Figures made public by the Depart­
ment of National revenue show that 
during the eleven months just ended 
Canada exported wheat to the value 
of $109,860,133. Newsprint was sent 
out of the country to the extent of 
$94,860,187. Wood pulp exports ac­
counted for another $25,437,212. The 
value of fish exported from Canada 
was $22,869,357 Unmanufactured nic­
kel left the country to the value of 
$11,238,359.

The turnover of the bank declin­
ed about 10,000,000,000 marks, as 
compared with 1930, to 803,736,000, 
000. The hank purchased 256,000, 
(KKL marks in gold from foreign 
countries. At the same time it lost 
1,508,000,000 marks in its efforts 
to regulate the stability of the 
mark.

Its reserves in foreign countries 
dropped from 400,000,000 to 172,000, 
000 marks. Its obligations in for­
eign countries >at the end of 1931 
amounted to 428,000,000 marks 
compared with only 133,755,000 in 
the preceding year.

Gross profits were 209,000,000 
compared with 127,000,000 in 1930. 
Net profits, however, dropped to 
13,300,000, compared with 14 400, 
000 ih 1930. A dividend of 12 per 
cent, the same as paid at the end 
of 1930, again was proposed.

In the report ttm bank pointed 
out the disastrous consequences of 
loss of confidence throughout the 
world and registered that the Gov­
ernment to now had not succeed­
ed in checking the developments 
of the after effects of the great 
war.

Reparations payments have been 
proven impracticable, the report 
added, and It said the Reischbank’s 
view was that there is no other 
way but to abolish the system for­
mally and will the utmost speed if 
the world were to be preserved 
from new economic and social 
catastrophes.

Effect of Six Hour 
Day to be Probed

■WASHINGTON, D. C., March 16 
—President Hoover yezterday 
agreed with Congress that the In­
terstate Commerce Commission 
should ascertain what street a six 
hour day would have upon rail­
roads and employment.

He signed a Joint resolution 
adopted by House and Senate ord­
ering the Commission to make an 
investigation as to iho possibility 
ot establishing the "short day tor 
railway workers."

Synco, who was born in Poland, and never naturalized, 
as a resident of Canada, had worked as a laborer at Sydney, 
N. S., until he was sentenced last December at Sydney to 
two years in the penitentiary here on a charge of assault, 
causing grievous bodily harm. He has no relatives, so far 
as is known. He will be buried in the prison cemetery here. 
It was said at the inquest that previously he had been a 
well behaved prisoner and had given the guards no trouble.

Synco was working with a gang of prisoners yesterday 
morning in helping to build new houes on the prison 
grounds for members of the penitentiary staff. As the pris­
on whistle blew at 11.20 a.m., to remind the guards to bring 
their gangs into the penitentiary dining hall, Synco; evid­
ence at the inquest showed, ran amuck. Without warning, 
he raised the crowbar above his head and struck another 
prisoner to the ground. Then he made for two other men 
nearby and knocked them down. Shouting, he continued 
toward Ward, the guard, whose warning to halt was dis­
regarded. His shot pierced one of Synco’s legs and he fell 
to the ground, dropping the crowbar. He clutched a sledge 
ham ner and suddenly hurled it at the guard, narrowly 
missing his head. Synco, still shouting, clawed pieces of 
frozen earth and threw them at tlie keeper. Then he be­
came quiet and was rushed to the prison hospital where he 
recovered somewhat from his apparent exhaustion and at­
tempted to kick a male nurse. An hour later he was dead.

Synco, a familiar figure In the 
foreign colony in the Coke Ovens 
district, was arrested by Detective 
Sergeant George Peck on Decem­
ber ltm.; on a charge of assault 
occasioning bodily harm, having 
attacked Sarah Tarbot, another 
well known character In police 
circles, with a bread knife inflict­
ing minor wounds to the back. He 
also struck her over the back ot 
the head with a chair.

He was arraigned In the city 
court before Stipendiary Magis­
trate F.„Gf,,Muggah .and when con­
victed wâs sentenced to ai two 
year term in Dorchester Penitent­
iary. *

A native of Poland, Synco came 
to Sydney five or six years ago. He . 
was a widower, hfs wife having 
predeceased him some years ago, 
and during his brief residence 
here he was employed in the gener­
al yard at the Steel Plant. He had 
a police" record, having been ar- 
rsted on several occasions charged 
with drunkenness and. about two 
years ago had to appear in court 
to answer to a charge of assault 
laid against him by a fellow com­
patriot In the Pier district.

Five Collieries Operated In Cape Breton Tues­
day at Reduced Wage Rates-D. W. Morri­
son, President of U. M. W. Requests Men to 
Continue Operations at Conclusion of Dis­
trict.

GLACE BAY, March 15—At* the concluding 
sitting of the exécutive l^oard of I he United Mine Work­
ers of America which has been in session here for sev­
eral days, it was announced by President D. W. Morris­
on that the miners eipployed by the Dominion Steel and 
Coal Corporation will be requested to remain at their 
posts until such time as a general convention can be 
held, and the policy of the union regarding the wage re­
duction determined.

Despite the heated remarks of Some of the delegates at 
the No. 11 meeting today, it is generally felt throughout the 
colliery districts that the mine workers will heed the plea 
of their executive officers and remain at work.

Strong condemnation of the union international in the 
attitude adopted by headquarters in dealing with trouble 
in this district was heard at today’s session. Alex J. Mc­
Neil, Plialen delegate, declared that at the lasthconvention 
of the international not a word was mentioned regarding 
conditions in District 26, and at no time, sitid the speaker, 
did the Nova Scotia colliers receive aid. from headquarters. 
In 1909, when the U. M. W. was organized in this country, 
some assistance was received, and again during the 1925 
strike* but with these two exceptions, he went on. District 
26 has been practically ignored. __

At the conclusion of the meeting of the general ex­
ecutive, the various out of town officers left for their 
homes.

Neil R. McDonald, (Phalen) re­
ferred to the heavy cost of hold­
ing a District Convention and 
thought the same policy adopted in 
the Ihst June Convention should 
stand. He maintained that the vote 
yesterday was a vote of no-confid- 
ence inthe District Executive and 
the latter should now resign.

Delegate Howley (Reserve) stat­
ed that one of the reasons why con­
ditions are as they are in District 
26, is that altogether too muck po­
litics has been injected into the 
District machinery.

Delegate Mickey F, McNeil, (Re­
serve) after several delegates liad 
spoken briefly, moved that the Dis­
trict Executive officers be asked to 
call a District Convention at once 
and that representatives from or­
ganizations all over Ccjrada be in­
cited to attend the convention.

Chairman Petrie would not con­
sider the motion claiming that de­
legates from other organizations 
would have no business at a U. M. 
W. convention.

This was the signal for an attack 
on the Executive Omcers by ser- 
eral delegates who claimed that 
the Corporation had voluntarily 
given the men more than the Dis- 
tret Officers were able to secure, 
citing as their argument the para­
graph in tiib wage notices posted 
wherein it is stated that the cor- 
poratiqn has taken ten per cent 
off domestic coal for employees 
and off the prices ot explosives 
supplied to the men.

The Sub-District Convention re­
convened this morning at ten 
o’clock in the No. 11 Local hall, and 
decided to demand of the District 
Executive that a District Convent­
ion of the U. M. W. of A. for Dis­
trict 24>, be called immediately to 
deal with tho situation now exist­
ing in the district over the result 
of the wage referendum held yes­
terday. Sub-District Board Mem­
ber Petrie occupied the chair and 
William Pilling, of No. 11 Local 
was secretary.

At the outset a dispute arose 
over what was to come before the 
meeting. Several delegates main­
tained that the convention should 
resume where it left off on Sat­
urday. Chairman Petrie took the 
stand that on account of the re­
sult of yesterday’s vote, a new 
complexion was put on the affairs 
of the District and today’s proceed­
ings should be along lines as to 
what was best to be done now 
under the new turn of affairs.

After the minutes of the Satur­
day convention were read, Reserve 
delegates took exception to a re­
port claimed to have bëen made in 
the No. 11 Local that some of the 
Reserve delegates voted more than 
once on some of the divisions of 
the convention on Saturday. The 
matter was explained and the Re­
serve delegately completely exon­
erated from the alleged charge.

The | 
thing, would pay for itself in no j 
time and would be of untold bene-1 
fit to the public.

Following is what The Mail and 
Empire has to say about it:

“A beehive of industry where 
men are transforming | cast-off 
materials into useful articles, is 
The new industrial plant ‘of the 
Poppy Fund, Wiltshire Avenue, 
which was officially opened by 
Mayor W. J. Stewart yesterday aft­
ernoon. Anything nobody else 
wants and would ordinarily throw 
out, this department snaps up and 
for remodelling or repairs, and 
then distributes it to needy famil­
ies.

“The plant has a floor space of a 
little over 42,500 feet. Everything 
collected is utilized. Old cars are 
stripped, the parts cleaned and 
sold. -Waste paper baled, old fur­
niture repaired, shoes re-soled, 
hundreds of cords of lumber cut 
into uniform lengths. On the top 
floor there are two weaving mach­
ines made from salvage lumber by 
men on these rugs are woven from 
waste materials.

"At present there are about 45 
men working each day. They are ! 
working*on fivW-day shifts. Ea*bn‘^* 
man is a returned soldier with de- j 
pendents, but without pension.
They are all paid on a 40-cents-au- 
hour basis. As the plant grows it 
is hoped to employ more men, and 
include many more lines of work.
Non© of the salvage materials is 
solicited. All donations are hand­
led 24 hours after the plant is 
notified.”

"I asked him, of what good was 
Beauharnois," the Senator said. ’It 
didn’t seem to he of any value be­
cause Mr. Sweezeÿ had no takers 
of power. I asked him ifxhe had 
any contract. He replied that he 
hadn’t, particularly. He thought a- 
bout the Americans who would set­
tle there when the enterprise be­
gan. I said, ‘‘What’s the good, if 
they won’t' be nailed down.” He 
declare^ then, ‘We have a contract 
in sight with the Ontario Hydro- 
Electric Commission, l said, ‘Didn’t 
you get it signed?’ His answer 
was ‘Howard Ferguson wouldn’t 
let it be signed until he gets $200,- 
000.’ l said nothing after that.”

This conversation, which took 
place at Queene s University, 
Kingston, was some time late in. 
1928 or the beginning of 1029, the 
Senator repeated.

will clearly show that I waj not 
wrong; but it .apes show that all 
the hateful publicity of last year 
constituted in my mind, so far as 
I am concerned and of the greatest 
wrongs that cuuld have been done 
to any man in public life in Can­
ada. This is not a complaint—I am 
not the only example in history. It 
is only a comment upon the poli­
tical zeal of some people who, to 
injure a political opponent, will 
stop at nothing."

With reference to the evidence 
that he had îecelved from Mr. 
Sweezey certain sums of money 
for campaign funds, the Senator 
declared this to be true.

“I received no contributions 
from the Beauharnois Company, 
but only from Mr. Sweezey per- 
cnally” Mrv Haydon said T suppose 
Mr. Sweezey would have been the 
proper person for the committee 
to ask why he mad.» the contribu­
tions. He told me nothing. He made 
no bargain with me or with any­
body else that I ever heard of for 
any favors received or to be re­
ceived. No promises were asked 
attd none were made. There was 
ilôt the slightest relatidn between 
bis contributions and the passing 
of the order-in-council on Martin 8, 
1929,, by Mr. King’s Government.

"This whole matter of campaign 
funds is one on which the general 
public is liable to become very 
self-righteous," continued the Sen­
ator, “Everybody knows that elec­
tions cost money—and a lot ^ of 
money—for perfectly legitimate

purposes, the ordinary voter gives 
nothing. The practice referred to 
by MY. Sweezey in his evidence of 
large contribution to political cam­
paign funds was not invented by 
either Mr. Sweezey or by me. When 
1 acted officially as the general 
party organize nino or ten years 
ago, I used to preach the doctrine 
at organization mestlng that a man 
should give to his i olitical party 
as he would to his church—but 1 
never got any cheers.

“A man . commits no crime by 
helping with money iu an election 
and he is quite within the law. 
The Election Act was amended two 
or three years ago iri a way to help 
Mr. Gardiner's party so that now 
farmers’ organizations can make 
campaign contributions from their 
funds without being speçlally in­
corporated for suen purpose, 
was previously required.

“I have only to add that I made 
no explanations or disclosures re­
garding campaign funds to Mr. 
King, or to any of his ministers or 
to anyone else, The money went 
directly into the general organi­
zation work of the Liberal party 
as soon as it was received."

Asked if he had any recollection 
of the two or three occasions on 
which he was declared by Mr. 
Sweezey to have been present at 
discussions between Mr. Sweezeÿ 
and Senator McQo^gald regarding 
th^ purchase of the Sterling Cor­
poration, the Senator answered in 
the negative. He was confident 
Mr. Sweezey was mistaken.

I took no part in these negotia­
tions," he said. “I desire to add 
that I had no interest whatever in 
Sterling industrial Corporation. It 
was incorporated in our officéP 111 
1924 as any other company might 
be; and my connection with it at 
any time was only as a lawyer. 1 
was not President. Mr. Ebbs was 
president and some of our staff 
were directors; but this was en­
tirely nominal and in accordance 
with common practice in company 
matters in any lawyer’s office."

Asked what he had to say on 
the evidence that his firm accept­
ed a contingent retainer—a retain­
er in which payment’ was conting­
ent upon the passing of the order- 
in-Oouncil approving a certain ap­
plication made by Beauharnois, 
Senator Haydon replied there was 
no-contingent retainer.

"Neither I nor my firm was re­
tained to perform any service in 
connection with the application fit 
Beauharnois to the Governor-in- 
Ôouncil," he declared. "The Com­
mons’ committee’s report refers to 
the application as my firm's an­
imation. That is a gross misre­
presentation for which there is 
not a**word of support in the evid­
ence before the committee. It is 
well-known, and the evidence 
shows, whose application it was, 
and that it was filed long before 
it or my firm had anything to do 
with Beauharnois. There was 
also ample evidence as to what sol 
icitors were retained in connedtion 
with and to forward that applica­
tion.

“Several of these lawyers gave 
evidence; some of them have given 
evidence before the Senate com­
mittee also. Not ar^ingle witness 
has ever connected me or my firm 
with that application or with the 
order-in-council, and "for fh^YeÇT 
plain and simple reason tha^ we 
had nothing to do’ with it.

HALIFAX, ... S., March 15—The 
Harbourg and her 5,500 tons of 
cargo, together valued at $2,000,- 
000 were safely quartered in Hali­
fax Harbour this morning, salvag­
ed from the heaving Atlantic after 
being battered by storms for a 
week.

The rudderless ship was towed 
into port by the New York tug 
Willett, winner of a three-corn­
ered race in which one tug was 
crippled and wrecking steamer was 
abandoned, a battered derelict.

The Foundation Franklin, which 
was forced to drop out of the race 
on Friday when her steering gear 
broke, accompanied the Willett to 
port this morning. The other con­
testant was the wrecking steamer 
Reindeer I, out of Halifax, which 
sprang a leak on Saturday and 
was abandoned when her crew of 
IS men were rescued by the Can­
adian Pacific liner Montcalm.

Captain E. L. Foster of the Will­
ett would say little about his battle 
with mountainous waves to reach 
the side of the Harbourg. “It was 
all in a day's work," hb said with 

j a smile.
! Captain Otto Von Maltitz, master 
; of the Harbourg, said he had car- 
j Tied out his promise of taking the 
line of the first succor ship >to 

| arrive. He referred reporters -to 
| Kurt Sebastien, his. chief officer, 
for a description of the experiences 
of the Harbourg crew while the 
helpless ship was buffetted about 
by the seas off Sable Island, the 
“graveyard of the Atlantic.”

“The wind blew with a force 
between .11 and -12 Beauford 
scale," began the chief officer. This 
he translated into , land-lubbers’ 
language to mean that it was com­
ing with the strongest force de­
scribed in marine phraseology. It 
was a whole gale or hurricane.

“The first hurricane began at 
midnight on Tuesday, March 8, and 
at four o’clock Wednesday morning 
the Harbourg was struck with a 

I tremendous seas that raked her 
fore and aft, smashed the life boats 
and caused other deck damage.

“Also immediately afterwards 
the ship swayed widely and became 
unmanageable. An examination 
showed that the rubber post had 
been broken in two and that the 
Harbourg could no longer be held 
to a course.

“Towards evening the wind sub­
sided but it was followed by an­
other hurricane on Thursday. We 
tried to rig a jury rudder, but our 
attempts were futile in such a sea. 
On Friday and Saturday the storm 
continued.

“At 6.30 o’clock on Saturday 
night the Willett came alongside, 
but it was not °iintil 9.30 o’clock 
Sunday morning that it was pos­
sible for a line to be put aboard. 
This was done on the fourth at­
tempt by using a heaving line.

“We were 200 miles south south­
east of Halifax when our ship be­
came disabled and when picked up 
the Harbour was 130 miles south 
southwest. The Foundation Frank­
lin was making only three knots 
while coming to our assistance in 
the stormy seas and was still 55 
miles away Vhen the Willett's line 
was placed aboard.”

During the worst of the storm 
it appeared that the Harbourg 
might' not withstand the terrific 
battering she was receiving. Gig­
antic combers continually swept 
over the vessel and it was found 
impossible* to kpep her head to the 
wind. With each roll in the troughs 
water poured through the engine- 
room skylight. Engineers and 
firemen managed to keep up steam 
hut the lighting plant was put out 
of order.

À survey of the damage was com- 
j menced this morning. Repairs to 
I the ship's rudder will be made at 
Halifax, and it is expected part of 
her cargo will be made here. The 
Harbourg was bound for Saint 
John, N. B., from Bremen and 
Hamburg.

Division On Unemployment 
Relief Measure Moves 

Closer

OTTAWA, March 15—Div­
ision on the government's unem­
ployment relief measures moved 
appreciably closer tonight after the 
House devoted another full sitting 
to the debate. Liberals will decide 
at a caucus tomorrow whether 
they will offer an amendment to 
the Unemployment Relief Act of 
last seèslon, usually referred to the 
Blank Cheque Legislation."
Headlining the debate today was 

H. H. Stevens, Minister ot Trade 
and Commerce, who entered—a 
spirited defence of the relief un­
dertakings of the Dominion. "No 
serious challenge has been made,” 
he said, "of the manner in which 
the government has discharged its 
duty in the administration of this 
Act.

"Having clothed the government 
with these powers some nine 
months ago, has the government 
improperly used those powers,” 
asked Mr. Stevens. "Has it abused 
them? Has it taken any undue ad­
vantage of its authority? Have any 
citizens suffered because of any 
action by the government under 
this act? The answer in every case 
is ‘No.’ On th$ contrary, in every 
instance, the actions taken by the 
government under these special 
powers resulted in some marked 
benefit to large sections of the 
country."

Opponents of the measure mass­
ed their attack on the constitution­
al aspects of the measure. The gov- 
emm^p.t laid A. J. Garland, United 
Farmer fiiember for Bow River, 
was seeMln^r,wider powers than 
even Sir Robert Borden requested 
during the war. Parliament was in 
session and likely would remain 
sitting at least until May —rthe 
.dead-line of the proposed exten­
sion of tome—and was willing , to 
grant the government any sum of 
money it requested to relieve dis­
tress. But parliament objected, 
said the Alberta member, to dele­
gating all its powers and rights to 
the Cabinet.

A delicate play on words featur­
ed one part of the debate today. 
Onesime Gagnon, Cons., Dorchest­
er, who possesses all the rhetorical 
powers usually associated with his 
race, referred to "Bennettism" as 
the Canadian antidote to Lenninism 
and Mussolinism. A minute or two 
later, Mr. Garland, who also stands 
in the first rank of parliamentary 
debaters, described the government 
legislation as "an attempt to in­
duce this House to give its ‘Ben- 
netiction’ to the slaying of constit­
utional liberty and customs."

At another point, Thomas Mac­
Millan, Lib., Huron South, whose 
name and Scottish burr do not be­
lie his anpestry, called into play,

turtles, butter, flour paper 
cardboar^, aluminum, shoes 
and certain kinds of machin­
ery. There is no extra duty, on 
Canadian wheat. ,
The new tariff may be suspen­

ded in six months on condit­
ion Canada enters negotiations 
with Germany for a pouimer- 
cia4 treaty.
The decree authorizes the 

German ministry to increase 
duties one hundred percent 
or more.

OTTAWA, Ont., March 15—With 
Dr. W. J. Roche, chairman of the 
Civil Service Commission, as wit­
ness, the , special parliamentary 
committee appointed to inquire 
into the administration of the Civil 
Service Act today listened to a 
number of suggestions for amend­
ing the Act. Tomorrow the com­
mittee will hear further evidence I 
from the two other commissioners, j 
Dr. Newton MacTavlsh and Emile j 
Tremblay.

None of the amendments Bug- j 
gested by Dr. Roche was sweeping 
In Its nature. A suggestion which 
he made that the Dominion-wide 
advertising of minor positions in 
the Ottawa civil service be curtail­
ed met with some criticism from 
members of the committee. Earl 
Lawson (Cons. West York), chair­
man of the committee, told Dr. 
Roche that a wide-spread impress­
ion existed outside the capital that 
appointments to the civil service 
are confined too much to Ottawa. 
Other members of the committee 
suported the view that if vacan­
cies were not advertised widely the 
effect would be to recruit appoin­
tees from Ottawa.

Another suggestion of the com­
mission chairman that a cabinet 
minister should be delegated to 
deal with attacks pgainst the com­
mission made by members on the 
flor of the House of Commons, 
also aroused discussion. Members 
of the committee emphasized the 
independence of the commission 
and suggested that if a minister 
were delegated to speak for it in 
parliament, its freedom might be 
imperilled. The question was also 
raised as to how a minister could 
speak for a body ever which Tie 
had no jurisdiction.

It was announced by the chair­
man of the committee that an op­
portunity would be given to repre­
sentatives of civil service organi­
zations to appear.

NEW YORK, March 15—Selling pressure relaxed In 

the stock market today, but there was Insufficient buying 
power to give much tone to the late recovery which reduced 
or eliminated earlier losses.

Gains and losses were so evenly distributed at the 
close that the final standard satistics—Associated Press 
composite was unchanged. Nevertheless, fractional de­
clines prevailed in a representative list of leading indus­
trials.

Three Local Physicians Com­
plete 50 Years In 

Profession

Another interesting chapter was 
written into the medical annals of 
the Maritimes when representat­
ives of that profession as well as 
from other walks of life assembled 
in large numbers at the Isle Roy­
ale Hotel last night to honor in 
fitting manner three veteran Syd­
ney physicians, Drs. William McK. 
McLeod, Edward J. Johnstone and 
Arthur S. Kendall—on the Occasion 
of their golden anniversary in the 
practise of their profession.

In story, word and song, did the 
three principles in this unique 
drama have conveyed to them the 
expressed esteem and regard of 
their fellow practioners, other 
citizens and organizations, while 
transcending this touch of affect­
ion was the presentation to each by 
D. A. Cameron, K. C., of a gold 
headed walking cane, as tangible 
appreciation and recognition of 
their half century of service in the 
alleviation of suffering humanity.
Upwards of 80 people, drawn from 

various centres of the Island were 
present for the occasion, with Dr. 
Dan McNeil, Glace Bay, President 
of the Cape Breton Medical Society, 
acting as toastmaster. It was a 
gala celebration. Interlacing the 
proceedings were humorous stor­
ies and ancedotes, while rendered 
in unison and with great gusto 
were some of thq old familiar 
songs and ballads played to the 
strains of music by Bernard Mc­
Intosh and his dance orchestra.

The principal speakers were Dr. 
A. Calder, Glace Bay; D. A. Cam­
eron, K.C., Dr. J.K. MacLeod, 
City Medical Officer; Qolin Mac­
kenzie, K.C., F. W. Gray, Assist­
ant General Manage* of Dosco and 
Dr. S. L. Walker, Secretary of the 
Nova Scotia Medical Association, 
all of whom paid high tribute to 
the the “three pionfeers,” touched 
upon the service rendered by them 
during their BO years of practice, 
contrasted the old methods of al­
leviating the ills of stricken hu­
mans with the present-day science 
of medical treatment,'and enumer­
ated the difficulties met and suc­
cessfully surmounted by them, in 
the course of their labour.

CASE
EARS SOLUTION 

POLICE BELIEVE
(BY FRANCIS A, JAMIESON)
JERSEY CTY, N. J., March 15— 

A lead in the two-week-old Lind­
bergh kidnapping case, described 
as “important enough to be taken 
seriously,” was being tracked 
down tonight by detectives as they 
investigated the story of an old 
plot to steal thé famous flyer’s son.

The importance of the clue .vas 
stressed by Joseph Fishman, 
Deputy Commissioner of Correc­
tions of New York city, after he 
had brought .the, prisoner from the 
Tombs prison in New York to Jer­
sey City to cohfront two persons 
he charged with being in on the 
plot.

The prisoner, who lias been a 
mysterious figure in the case for 
days and was interviewed in the 
Tombs by the confidential repre­
sentative of Colonel Lindbergh Iasi, 
week, was identified today as John 
Smith when he left New York. It 
was learned, however, his real 
name is Charles Fitzgerald.

Present at the conference of 
Jersey City and Newark police of­
ficials wer^JVilliam Gleason and a 
woman, identified as Mrs. Cather­
ine Danusek. They were taken into 
custody for questioning yester­
day.

Fitzgerald's story is that he, 
Gleason and two others planned to 
kidnap the Lindbergh boy months 
ago, that Mrs. Danusek was to take 
care of the baby after he had been 
abducted, but that he (Fitzgerald) 
wks arrested and jailed before the 
plan materialized.

He was quoted as saying one 
"contact” had been made with 
Betty Gow, the Lindbergh child’s 
nursemaid.

State police at Hopewell, how­
ever, a short time before had reit­
erated an almost daily statements— 
that “so far nothing has been -’is- 
covered that^woüld connect Betty 
Gow with this crime.” The state 
police said she was remaining on 
the Lindbergh estate voluntarily.

Fitzgerald told the police offic­
ials and detectives that Gleason 
was in the Hudson County jail at 
Jersey City when the plot was. 
hatched.

Mrs. Danusek, with whom Glea­
son is said to board, disclaimed 
any knowledge of the scheme.

Under police questioning she 
told him Fitzgerald called on her 
while Gleason wap in jail, express­
ed anxiety concerning how he was 
going to secure his friend’s re­
lease and said he was going to re­
tain a New York lawyer to try to 
“beat the case.”

The names of the two other per­
sons Fitzgerald said were involv­
ed were not made public, but it was 
known an Intensive hunt for them 
had been launched.

There were reported to be dis­
crepancies in Fitzgerald’s story,, 
but as the second week since the 
abduction drew to a close, with 
the stoles child still missing, au­
thorities were seeking diligently 
for some clue that might lead them 
somewhere, and this one was being 
pursued with vigor.

Fitzgerald was interviewed in. 
secret at the Tombs last week by 
Morris Rosner, h ton self a myster­
ious figure in the case.

Rosner was described at that 
time by officials as an emissary of 
Colonel Lindebergh.

THE HIGHWAY IN THE NORTH
Editor Sydney Post—Sir: Caps 

North is the most prosperous and 
independent fanning section in. 
Cape Breton. This is evident from 
the fact that a number of the in­
habitants invested considerable 
money In the last issue of Govern­
ment bonds. Well cultivated farms 
and fine residences are further 
proof of comfortable circumstan­
ces. The pioneers here had a pros­
perous trade with St. Pierre in 
supplying that island with beef 
cattle and sheep, and oak timber 
for shipbuilding in the French 
Colony. This trade, which contin­
ued for many years, gave the first 
settlers in the North a good start 
on the way to prosperity and, as 
a result the generations following 
are reaping the benefit of the 
boom which prevailed in bygone 
years and with added improve­
ments in farming methods and 
machinery the present race has 
well kept the pace of progress, 
One of the largest country stores 
in Cape Breton is located in Cape 
North known as the MacDonald 
Bros., who conduct a general busi 
ness and caters to the people’s 
needs in everything they require 
froon a needle to an aeroplane. 
The more one becomes acquainted 
with the people here and the 
country’s position, the more one 
realizes the great importance and 
necessity of building the Pleasant 
Bay-Cape North Highway which is 
now well underway. The tourist 
attractions in the section through 
which the new road opens up 
unequalled in any part of Canada. 
North River, which runs in through 
the valley a distance of fifteen 
miles, found its source in the in­
terior to the harbour where it emp­
ties, is a rival of the famous Mar- 
garee for sea trout and salmon. 
The people here who know, say 
that in season this river, is teem­
ing with the speckled beauties of 
from two to five pounds. The 
angler can motor along the river 
to the deep poors upstream wnere 
salmon and trout rest.

The most notable spot on the 
Pleasant Bay-Cape North Highway 
i§ known as the Big Rock Bluff. 
A start had been made at laying 
this road under the administration 
of the late George H. Murray when 
Premier of the Province. The be­
ginning was small, only about en 
yards of excavation work being 
done when activities ceased and, 
not until last Fall was the next at­
tempt made.

Next Fall should see this work 
completed and the Counties of Vic­
toria and Inverness Jinked in the 
extreme North.

To give the reader a detailed 
sketch of the road operations one 
lias to begin at the headquarters, 
where Mr. B. L. Parker, the En­
gineer in charge and his staff are 
located. Here the writer met 
Archy MacPherson, stock keeper, 
a former well known Knight of the 
Grip. Archy possesses the spirit 
of the famous Burns and believes 
that man’s humanity to man 
makes countless thousands mourn. 
He spares no effort to make the 
rough spots smtboth and thus help 
lighten its white man’s burden. 
Strange things have occurred re­
cently and occupants of the house, 
who have been, on several occas­
ions awakened out of their mid­
night slumber, are now conducting 
an investigation. The inmates 
state that in the still hours of the 
night a person goes through the 
house with a bundle of men's 
shirts and toggery denionstrating 
samples and talking high pressure 
sales language. The findings will 
probably be made known later.

The first sod on the new road 
was turned In September when the 
resident Engineer, Mr. B. L. Park­
er and his staff started operations. 
Camps were erected, machinery 
brought here and, in the course of 
a few days the silence of thé val­
ley was broken by chugging' trac­
tors and falling trees. A laige 
garage to house two tractors was 
built in a convenient place where 
Mr. Cleveland Leslie and Ilay Cun­
ningham, master mechanics, aye

kept busy making repairs to trac­
tors and air compressors. Having 
an up-to-date stock room, well 
supplied with necessary repair 
parts, there is no delay or hold-up 
in keeping machinery going reg­
ularly, which Is the most essent­
ial cog in the wheel. Mr. Sanford 
Thompson, veteran road maker 
and one of the fii'st to operate a 
grader on the Nova Scotia High­
ways, is walking foreman.

The boys give Mr. Thompson 
much credit for showing them how 
to roll the big boulders over the 
cliff. They say he can spin the big 
ones over the cliff like a school 
boy rolling marbles. Mr. D. J. 
Nicholson, a C. P. B. veteran, is 
foreman of the rock work and none 
is more capable for the job tnan 
this man, who has been for a num­
ber of years in the engineering 
service of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, where immense road 
work has been some of their big 
problems. Ed. Johnson, the dyna­
mite king, with a gang of jack 
hammer operators, is engaged on 
drilling and blasting the big rock 
bluffs which might be called be. 
Rockies of Cape Breton. This dy­
namite wizard is performing un­
equalled feats at blasting. The 
past week he fired one blast which 
required about te£ days with the 
air power hamniers to drill the 
holes in the rock. In these two 
tons of dynamite were packed by 
Johnson and his helpers. The big 
charge of explosive made a rumb 
ling noise like an earthquake, lift­
ing 5,000 yards of rock fifty feet 
in thé air and then dropping 300 
feet into the bottom of the canyon 
below.

The sharpening of th^ drills for 
boring of the rock whidh requires 
science and skill is being done by 
Neil Maclnni.; who has been en­
gaged at similar work for many 
years in Western Canada. An ex­
pert at tempering steel is also en­
gaged at drill sharpening. Don 
Cameron, who came here from 
Quebec, where he held the posit­
ion of Night Master Mechanic with 
the Foundation Company, is an In­
verness man and one who stands 
well in the front rank of the ex­
perienced class. He is a splendid 
violin player and in the evenings 
entertains the tioys with their fav­
orite Scotch tunes.

The work is being equally divid­
ed among the inhabitants and no 
discrimination is practiced in any 
way. Warm and clean camps with 
plenty of good food, keep the men 
contented and healthy.
