Supreme Court.

The June Term of the Supreme 
Court opened in the Court House in 
this town on Thursday at 10 o'clock, a. 
m., Judge James presiding.

Present.-—The local bar, Messrs. R. 
Sedgewiok, J. C Shreve and C. S. Har­
rington, Q. C. Mr. Hugh D. McHenry, 
Q. C., also arrived last Monday.

The first day was occupied in motions 
for trial and in the usual preliminary 
business, when the Court adjourned 
until the next morning.

The Judge having decided to try the 
criminal cases first, the case of the 
Queen vs. Armondale for the shooting 
of Munro children was brought on im 
mediately after Court opened on Fri­
day. The prisoner pleaded guilty to 
the first indictment for shooting the 
boy with intent to kill. The Judge 
then read the penalty for such crimes 
as laid down in the statute book, which 
is penitentary for life with hard labor, 
and passed sentence accordingly. His 
Honor then briefly addressed the pris­
oner on the enormity of his offence, to 
which the latter listened with a sneer 
on his countenance, showing not the 
slightest compunction for his crime, 
and very little concern tor his fate. On 
the reading of the second indictment 
for shooting the girl the prisoner 
pleaded “ not guilty.” No action will 
be taken in this as the prisoner has al­
ready received the heaviest sentence 
the law allows. The next case was the 
Queen vs. Haghie for petty larceny. A 
verdict of acquittal was given.

During the progress of this trial a 
jury appointed to inspect the jail of the 
Bridgetown Court House, handed in 
their report, which stated that the 
rooms were dirty and that it would be 
of no use to attempt to secure persons 
in them without a guard, as both win­
dows and walls are weak.

Meeera L. CM Nelly * Co.’s Fertiliser
Manufactory, Ayleaford Station. Kings
County.

About three weeks ago we paid a 
visit to the above growing industry, 
which was first established on a very 
email scale some few years ago by Mr. 
L. O. Neily. The works were originally 
established at Morden Road ; but after­
wards were moved to Ayleaford Station, 
as being more adapted to the require* 
ments of the growing trade. The head 
of the firm, Mr. Neily, showed us over 
the works, and from him we gathered 
the following particulars :

The materials used in the manufac­
ture of this fertilizer consist of ground 
bone, bought ready ground in Halifax 
and Boston; fish pumace,imported from 
Eaatport ; waste bone, obtained from 
the sugar refinery ; and potash, acid 
and other ingredients which are ob­
tained from the United States.

The bone is first sifted, then weighed 
and measured to secure uniformity, 
then goes into vats where it is mixed 
with acid and water to thoroughly dis­
solve it, the other ingredients are then 
added, and the mass is transferred 
to large bins, and further mixed with 
dryers, consisting of plaster, waste 
bone, fine bone, and other dryers 
of » cheaper description, 
are kept constantly employed turning 
the material over and over until it gets 
as thoroughly mixed as possible, when 
it is transferred to the grinding room, 
and passed through a rapidly revolving 
mill, at present run by horse power ; 
but Mr. Neily informed ue that the firm 
intend putting in steam power in a 
very short time. After the material 
passes through this mill it is ready for 
shipment. The manufacture of fertili­
zer ie not a very complicated process ; 
but the greatest care must be exercis­
ed in the proportioning of the ingredi­
ents, and in the mixing.

The demand for the fertilizer of this 
firm’s manufacture ie excellent and 
increasing. The first year only 15 bbls. 
were made ; the second, 300 bbls. ; the 
third, 1200 bbls. ; while this year the 
firm calculate an output of 2500 bbls. 
Eighteen hands, all told, are employed, 
and from 50 to 75 barrels of fertilizer 
are turned out per day. The greater 
part of the fertilizer is sold in Kings 
and Annapolis counties, pt present, 
but agencies are to bw established 
throughout the Province.

A plant food for flowers is also manu 
factored by Messrs. Neily & Co., and is 
meeting with a ready sale.

Among the men employed we notic* 
ed two Indians, and on reply to a ques­
tion from us as to their working abili 
ties, Mr. Neily informed us that they

Methodist Conference.

The ninth annual session of this 
Conference met at Windsor on the 21st 
Inst. The proceedings opened with 
singing and prayer. Sixty-one minis­
ters were present at the opening, and 
thia number was augmented on Mon 
day by Rev. Dr. Young and Rev. Geo. 
Douglass, President of the General 
Conference who arrived on Saturday 
evening. Others also arrived, making 
a total of about eighty.

Rev. W. CV Brown was elected Presi­
dent, the Rev. J. A. Rogers was re­
elected Secretary, and the Rev. C. Jost,
A. M., Journal Secretary. The Rove. 
E. E. England and D. W. Johnson, A.
B. , were appointed AeeistantsSeoreta- 
riea, and the Rev. J. B. Giles, Assistant 
Journal Secretary. The Rev. D. W. 
Johnson, À. B., was appointed Con­
ference reporter for the Wesleyan ; the 
Revs. J. Cassidy and S. B. Dunn, Con­
ference letter writers, and the Rev. 1. 
Mel lie h Conference Postmaster. The 
retiring President Rev. John Lathern, 
received a vote of thanks for his past 
efficient services.

The nominating committee was bale 
loted for and resulted m appointing 
Revs. W. H. Hearts, R. A. Temple, Dr. 
McMurray, J. 8. Coffin, J. Taylor, J. 
Cassidy and S. F. Huestis.

On Wednesday the Conference sat 
with closed doors. An anniversary 
prayer meeting was held in the even­
ing, at which the Rev. Mr. Hearts read 
a gratifying report of the progress of 
Home and Foreign Missions. There 
are 40 missions among the Indians, 
comprising 3,500 members. On the 
French missions 15 agents labor, 13 of 
whom are ministers. In Japan there 
are eight missionaries and six other 
paid agents. In the Domestic missions 
there are 394 missionaries and 58 other 
paid agents. Receipts of the Society 
last year were $136,327. Of this the 
Nova Sootia Conference contributed 
$9,101. ||This year Nova Sootia raises 
$8,571. The grant to Nova Scotia last 
year was $8,521 to assist 50 missions. 
Other speeches were made by differ* 
ent ministers present.

Thursday's business was the con» 
sidération of Supernumerary Fund 
affairs. The Secretary reported $742.99 
raised by circuits during the year, an 
increase of $170 over last year. An 
Anniversary Educational meeting was 
held in the evening. Rev. R. A. Dan­
iel read the report. The addresses all 
showed the Methodist body to be de­
termined to support their institutions 
of learning. The Endowment Fund of 
Mount Allison has increased by $50,000 
during the past year.

On Friday morning Rev. Caleb Parker 
resigned his connection with the Con 
ference, as he intends removing to the 
United State® Many good wishes will 
go with this gentleman to his future 
field of labor. Rev. J. M. Pike, G. W. 
Tuttle and James, R. Hart become 
supernumeraries. W. H. Langille, F. 
A. Buckley, A. B., and W. A. Outer- 
bridge were passed for ordination. 
Conference sat with closed doors in 
the afternoon. A temperance meeting 
was held in the evening.

All agree thatfurther developements.
China's rights have been ruthlessly dlsre-

lessly distributed hero five years ago. At 
that time the rascals were easily detected 
and captured in Norfolk County with much 
of the contraband stuff upon them. But 
the present situation is much more serious. 
Experienced criminals are conducting the 
work, and the number of bad bills already 
in circulation m this community greatly 
exceeds that at any time within recollec­
tion since the war. Indeed, the matter 
has occasioned much alarm among Trea­
sury officials, and it is feared that only by 
the active co-operation of the public the 
evil will be stopped where it Is.

The counterfeit made Its appearance in 
the South and West in March last, and it 
has been widely circulated in those sec­
tions . A week ago the seat of operations 
seems to have been transferred to New 
England. The bad bill is well calculated 
to deceive the unwary. It presents a re­
markably bright, clear appearance, aad 
while it will not bear close inspection, 
there is no glaring defect by which it can 
be instantly detected. Among the points 
of difference between the good and the 
bad may be mentioned a slight irregularity 
in the shape of the letters in the line on 
the top of the face of the counterfeit : 
“ This note is a legal tender for ten dol­
lars.” On the counterfeit there Is no 
space between the words “ for” and “ ten.1* 
In the word “ printing,” just below the 
words “ for ten,” the last four letters, 
“ fitly,” are italic in the counterfeit. The 
numbers are rather irregular,and the lathe- 
work, particularly in the upper right 
corner, is blurred. On the back of the 
counterfeit note, the word “ Thia” in the 
inspection beginning “ This note is a legal 
tender,” etc., is printed “TMS.” while 
in the genuine the H is plainly crossed.

Over 25 of these counterfeits have been 
reported as received from depositors at 
various banks in the city within a day or 
two, showing that there must be many of 
them in general circulation. Look out for 
them, and don’t hesitate to notify the 
police promptly if you think you have t 
clue to the guilty distributors.

Washington Letter.

Washington, D. C\, June 30tb, 1882
This promises to be a very busy week 

in Congress. The intensely warm 
ther of the past three days has created 
a longing among our legislators, for 
green fields, groves, and the fresh salt 
air of the beach, and every effort will 
be made to complete indispensible 
legislation in order to adjourn at the 
earliest possible moment. To day the 
House bill extending the National 
bank charters will be laid before the 
Senate, and an effort will be made to 
press it to a final vote. Next, U is 
thought, the Republicans will endeavor 
to push through the Senate a bill for 
the admission of Dakota as a state ; but 
there will be great opposition on the 
part of the Democrats to this measure, 
and it is doubtful if it can be carried 
through.

The Legislative, ^Executive, and ju­
dicial appropriation bills and the gene­
ral deficiency bill are still in the bands 
0f the Senate appropriations commit, 
tee, but are expected to be taken up 
before the end of the week, and, when 
they come before the House, they will 
have priority over all other business.

It is not now expected that anything 
will be done with the Bankruptcy bill 
during the present session of Congress, 
and the friends of the measure have 
decided not to urge its consideration

Export Duties.—There is one restriction 
to trade that might be imposed without 
much protest from thinking people, and 
which should, if enacted have all the 
supporters of the National Policy in its 
favor. One almost weeps when one 
at every station of the Grand Trunk 
beyond the French country immense stacks 
of hemlock bark waiting for shipment to 
the United States, end when one thinks 
what a destructive waste of noble timber 
is going on to supply this traffic. If there 
were an export duty on this article, it 
might, to some extent, delay the destruc­
tion, it might to some extent main­
tain the tanning Industry In the hemlock 
regions themselves, and preserve till there 
is local demand for a good deal of the 
wood that is now left to rot. If duties an- 
anywhere desirable, it Is surely for the 
purpose of protecting the forest wealth of 
the country, which is being consumed at a 
spendthrift rate. Very different Is the 
proposal to tax the export of cattle and of 
beet. It is true that this export raises for 
the moment the price of meat in this coun­
try, but no one will pretend that Canada 
cannot raise all the meat it needs. The 
increased price of meat will in a very short 
time increase tho product very greatly, 
and, aa a rule, tho more meat that can be 
raised on any soil the richer that soil 
grows. Any profits, therefore, that ac- 
accrne to the country from meat exported 
are gain unalloyed by a sense of ruining 
the country for the future.—Montreal Wit-

Cattle Transportation.

A train of ten Improved stock cars, con­
taining 158 head of cattle, arrived In this 
city on the night of May 28th. The train 

Is left Chicago on the 26th, and ran to Buf­
falo on slow time. From Buffafo to New. 
York a speed of from 30 to 45 miles an 

^hour was sustained. This Is said to be the 
quickest trip ever made by a live stock 
train, and the condition of the cattle on 
their arrival proved the excellence of the 
treatment they had received on their long 
journey. The weight of the cattle when 
loaded in Chicago was 226,098 pounds, an 
average of 1,430 pounds a head. They 
arrived in New York at midnight, and 
■early the next morning their aggregate 
weight was found to be 222,870 pounds, an 
average of 1,410 pounds each, showing a 
shrinkage of only 20 pounds a head. The 
usual shrinkage for this journey is from 
70 to 100 pounds. The cattle were water­
ed at stations along the road, and at the 
same time supplied with bay to he eaten 
while the train was running.

The improved cars are each 40 feet long, 
inside measurement, or 10 feet longer than 
the ordinary cattle car. Each car contains 
sixteen stalls, eight of which face to one 
side and eight to the other. Thcqe stalls 

2J feet in width, 8J feet in length, and 
7J feet high, allowing ample room for the 
largest steer to lie down on and rise from 
at will his comfortable dried sand bed of 
a5*inch and a halfs thickness. They are 
separated by gates, which are cushioned, 
with spring fastenings, against which the 
animal can lean without being bruised by 
the motion of the train. For about one- 
sixth of the width of the car the gates are 
permanent, aud extend from the floor to 
tbe ceiling, but for the remainder of their 
length fold upward into the rigid section, 
thus making a free passage for tho cattle 
to pass out of or into the cars. The gates 
are dropped down, one at a time, as each 
animal is walked into its stall, while the 
car is being loaded. The heads of the 
animals are between the stationary sec­
tions, so that “ hooking” or quarreling 
about feed Is effectually prevented. In 
front of the beast, along tbe sides of the 
car, are continuous troughs for feed and 
water. The food which may be cut feed 
or dry hay, is easily introduced from the 
outside by raising a hinged board that is 
upheld by a hook while the food Is being 
placed, and afterward dropped and fasten­
ed by another hook on the outside to pre­
vent the feed from being thrown out. The 
water was received through an aperture in 
the top of the car, and is conveyed direct­
ly to the trough throughs pipes. Tb»

SHOCKING DETAILS OF THE DEATH OV DE LONG 

AND HIS PARTY. Big ChmNew Advertisements.
New York, June 19.—Mr. W. H. Gilder 

the Herald correspondent with the Rodgers, 
sends a despatch, dated Lena Delta, April 
12th, giving details of the finding of the 
dead bodits of LeLong and party. Their 
feet were covered with rags, tied on. In 
the pockets of all were pieces ot burnt 
skin and of the clothing, which they had 
been eating. The hands of all were more 
or less burned, and it looked as If, when 
dying, they had crawled into the fire, 
aud Boyd lying over the fire 
his clothing being burned through to the 
skin, which was not burned. Colin's face 
was covered with a cloth. All the bodies 
were carried to the top of a hill 300 feet 
high, about 40 versts to the southward 
from where they were found, and were 
interred in a mausoleum constructed of 
wood from the scow.

After completing the tomb they separa­
ted to search the delta for traces of Chipp’s 
people. Melville went to the northwest 
part of the delta and west as far as tbe 
Olnek river. Ninderoaan took tbe centre 
and Bartlett the northeast. Ninderman 
and Bartlett found nothing. Melville has 
not yet returned. The search is to be 
extended to Cape Bore haya and the bay .of 
that name.

TELEGRAPH NOTES OF '3HE WEEK. — The contributions for tbe sufferers by 
last year’s fires in Michigon amounted in 
value to $1,600,000, of which two-thirds 
was cash. The work of distribution was 
so well done that the opening summer 
finds the burnt district in a more favorable 
condition than there waa reason to expect.

Miss E. M. BonnettTrouble appears to be brewing in 
England, a special says : There exists at 
the moment I write grave fears of an all 
round crisis. In fact both in Zululand and 
Egypt, and between Russia, Germany, and 
Austria, things are on the acute and gene» 
ral tangle. Zululand is bitterly dissatisfied 
with England. Russia is trying to go into 
wai to divert attention from home affairs, 
and is rapidly arming three vast lines of 
bastions, with their guns pointing both to 
Austria and Germany. Austria in turn is 
fortifying, Germany is watchful, and 
France seems keenly on the alert. 
Egyptian difficulties may set the whole of 
that confounded Eastern question, to use 
Thackeray’s phrase, “on the rampage” 
again, and this time it may not be so easy 
to patch up a temporary peace as was tho 
case at the time of the Berlin treaty.

London, June 18.—The Commons In 
committee resumed the debate on tbe Re­
pression Bill.

PBBBBYT6RIAN Assbmbly.—Political affairs 
were far too pressing during the past fort­
night to permit of our giving the attention 
we should wish to the General Assembly of 
the Presbyterian Church, which sat In St. 
John from Wednesday, the 14th, till Thurs­
day, the 22nd. This body represents one 
of the largest and most prosperous denom­
inations in the Dominion, and embraces 
under its jurisdiction Newfoundland and 
Bermuda. The Assembly controls eight 
educational institutions :—the Presbyteri­
an College, Halifax ; Morrin Colege, Que­
bec ; Presbyterian College, Montreal ; 
Queen's College, Kingston ; Knox College, 
Toronto ; Manitoba College, Ottawa 
Ladies’ College and Brantford Ladies’ 
College. It has Home Mission operations 
extending from Newfoundland and Labra­
dor to British Columbia, and costing about 
fifty thousand dollars a year. It has Mis­
sions to the Heathen in the New Hebrides, 
in China, In India, in Trinidad, and among 
the wandering Indian tribes in the North 
West,—costing this year abont forty-five 
thousand dollars. French Evangelisation 
takes about thirty thousand dollars. The 
Assembly discussed such matters as Psalm­
ody, Sabbath Schools, helping aged and 
infirm ministers, helping weak congrega­
tions, etc. The litigation and legislation 
about the Temporalities Fund cost fifteen 
thousand dollars. The'Asaembly appoint­
ed Principal Grant chairman of a large 
committee which is charged with raising 
the necessary funds to pay these costs. 
Tbe Assembly was sttended by about 250 
commissioners.—Herald.

— Michael Davitt, speaking at Boston 
on Tuesday, said : “ My plan of settlement 
is this, let the Government issue bonds or 
raise a public loan to the amount of 140 
million pounds, bearing three per cent, 
interest. Let this sum be compensation 
to landlords for land which their ancestors 
seized from tho people of Ireland, without 
any compensation whatever being render­
ed. Let the Land tax of ten per cent., or 
about one half, be paid to the landlords 
for rent to be submitted for such rent, and 
to be paid the State for the loss of Liberal 
revenue. Let Ireland have right of self. 
government, and let the land and Ireland 
be administered by an Irish Parliament.”

Spring or FalL

We have two or three inquiries now 
before us as to w’hether spring or fall 
is the best time to set out trees. We 
can’t tell how often we have treated on 
this subject, but it is natural that the 
question should continue to be asked, 
as young men grow up, marry and 
either go to farming or in other ways 
possess land, and desire information as 
to what fruit trees to.plant and when 
to plant them. In a very few words 
we would say that there is not much 
choice in the seasons. If the soil is 
naturally moist, spring is probably to 
be preferred for setting-out ; if dry, 
fall. If the trees are large, early fall 
should be chosen, and as soon as the 
trees are doue growing and the leaves 
begin to drop. In both oases the trees 
should be taken of the ground careful­
ly, and with as many of the small roots 
as possible, and be planted as soon after 
as possible, before the roots become 
dry. To prevent them becoming so, 
they should be well covered, kept out 
of the Sun in transporting, and 4 heel 
ed-in* or buried, and liberally watered, 
as soon as they arrive, until ready for 
planting. The planting cannot be 
eftme to carefully. The hole should be 
large enough to receive all the roots 
carefully spread out, and the ground 
put about them should be fine and 
rich. If the roots are too big, they 
should be somewhat pruned, and the 
branches of the tree also. Sometimes 
the branches, where the roots are few 
and have been injured in taking up, 
should be severely shortened to save 
the life of the tree.—.Eir.

An eminent phy­
sician states that zinc may certainly be 
injurious when used in any culinary 
utensil. Contact with air alone oxodizes 
it. Contact with a juice containing 
citric acid forms citrate of zinc which is 
poisonous.
