The newspipers everywhere
are breaking out in protest against
the system which confines child-
ren inthe school-room and fixes
the date of yearly cxaminations
after the beginning of the heated
term. A

There is much justice the
claim that many hours are therechy
stolen from our children which in
name of humanity and common-
sense could be employed in build-
ing up their bodies rather than
trying to cram their heads.

Forcing them to additional and
more strenuous efforts ata time
when natur®is demanding a rest,
tends to- give them a distaste for
their studies which they may never
outgrow.

in

In our climate the principal out-
door life ourj chiliren get for at
least six months of the yearis in
walkingto and . from the school-
room and their home, Even if they
have a desire to enjoy out-door
sports, the armful of books which
they carry horhe with them fcrbids
their indulgence, or they must sit
up at an hour when they should
be in'bed to complete their studies
for the day. When the spring
comes with its allurements to open
air enjoyments they must redouble
their energies and increase their
hours of study in order to tompete
with each other in the yearly ex-
aminations.

Bridgetown appears to be ex-
ceptional in that it holds its public
examinations in May, thereby
practically closing up the work of
the year a month before other
schools. But a large minority of the
pupils are studying for the pro-
vincial examinations to be held in
the first ‘week in July and must
keep up the strainat any cost to
health and temperament, until the
racked nerves perhaps do not have
time to recover before the school-
bell again summcns them to tor-
ture.

Happily, not . every child is so
constituted that to excel inthe
knowledge of books isthe end
and aim of its ambition, otherwise
the world would n.t be progressing
as it is today.The prcblem for the
educators is to find just how much
knowledge each child can assim-
ilate and in what form. Doubtless
future generations will ;look back
aghast at the system today in use
of cramming every child with sta-
tistics and facts, regardless of its
capacity for - appreciating  or
making practical use of such know-
ledge, while neglecting the training
of their eyes and handsin the arts
ana utilities which keep the world
moving in the path of progress.

Yusov, European Russia, July 3—1

Fire troke out in the Rikovsky Mine

which yesterday was the seene of an !

explgsion of that resulted in a
very heavy Ik of life. The work of
rescue and fighting the fire is peing

conducted. under the greatest diffi-
culty. Over 200 men remain down in |
the mine, shut in by falling earth, |

while 160 bodies already have been
brought out. Seventy-five wounded
werc removed to hospitals. Among
these ten are now dead g and many
more are dying. It is believed that
the present number of dead will be
increased by seventy-five. The explo-
sion occarred just after the night
shift ' entered the mine. The last
twenty men of the shift were still in

'the cage at the bottom of the shaft

and they were drawn to the surface
uninjured. Rescue parties were at

once organized and commenced to go |
down. Six of the r lers were suf- i

focated. The others bravely contin
ued at’ work.
