HE Vuyyuru field of which 1 wish 1o give the read
ers of the LINK 4 briel description, 1s the western
porton of the old Akidu fiekd. 1t hes along the
cast bank of the Kistna nver  Across the niver

o the Hapata field of the Amenican Bapust Mission
Vuvyuru s thus the connecting link between the greut
Amenican and Canadlan fields, which streteh over near-
i the whole length of the Telugu country. The field
<quite large, being about forty mules lonyg and abour
ten ac twehve wide.  Ruaming through it from Beawada
o .\l:nxul‘rx‘nm 15 one man road.  One canial also
tersects Thekeountry.  Another canal 1s i course of
construction. 1 will be readily veen from this tha
touning, especially durtayg the ramy season, s tathe
Bifficult on thes field. My plan of tourniag 1~ to go to
same central place and from that visit as manv of the
~untounding villages as can be 1cached by hoise or on
oot During the cool and hot season taselling 1s nat
~o difticult.

As 1o the people, the Shudias or farmers Layely pre.
denunate. Brahmins are not so numierous s 16 many
partas Malis and Madigas, however. forny a consider
able percentage of the people.  Cur Chustans. unbke
the rest of our Canadian fields, are all from the Madigas.
Fhe Malas, however, i many of the villages are deeply
nterested i the Gospel.  Some have professed faith.

ed by the wmillions. I shall in few words try 10
give you a bird’s eve view of the fiehls under our
special care.  [u case you may not have nomap. |
am sending you one with this Jetter that you may
be the better able to sce the relative posinons  of
the different statione and their distances from each
other. Don’t judge, however, the grentness of the
work by the simmllness of the map, for ench hude
spot voutains thousands and thousands of peuple.
People who are steeped in ignornce and xin, who
live in darknese. and these eleven atations  about
which I ain o write are but as candle sticks m a
dark, dark night shining ont through thé gloow,
shining visible. apparent, but very feeble when con-
trastod with the darkness nvoind. 1 spesk of
eleven stations. of these four nre the old ones, of
which you have all henrd. wamely, Cocanada,,
Samuleotta. Tum and Aludu. occupied for some’
timeback. Three nre those just now being oceupiod
nawely, Yellamanchill, Peddnpurnn und Vuyyuru.
The other four have been selectedps mission station
wites.  bnt as yet nothing has been done.  Some
thing. however, must soon be done for two more
migsionanies will soon be ready and one w coming
this  yenr and we hope for many more afterwards
and still there are many. many places 10 be filled
before we have one missionrey o every 50,000
of the population, which ix what we are asking
for.

The four to-be mussion stutions are, Ramuchan
drapuram. Narsnpatnam, Annukapalle, Pithapuram.

These may be hiard names. but it would be very nice

if you all learnt  them all for we hope o have »
misaionary in one and all within a yearortwo.  In
stead of giving you a bird's eve view, [ had better
take you with me for a busty trip through the fields
First .we land at Cocanada where all our mission-
aries land, and we find here a good-sized town with
English aud Furasian residents, together with a
native population of nearly 40,000. We yo to
Mission Compound tust onjthe border of the town
and we find there the Mission House, occupied by

Mr. Davis and family and also by Mr. and Mrs. Mc.

Leod, who are now studying the ianguage. The
Zenang  House occupied by Miss Simpson in
her Zenana work and Miss Rogers studying, the
girls’ quarters, and their missionary, Miss Basker-
ville occupying two cosy roons near them, the com-
mo:lious chapel which is also used ax a school-room.
The Rest House. of two rooms. which is intended
for missionaries conung in invalided from the other
fields. ns Cocanada is the only station where there
i 4 doctor. The Rest House s now partly oceupied
by Mr. Barrow who is studying the language. In
another part of the town is the Enghsh work with
the English chapel and girls” bourding and day
gchool.  No missionary s there at present.

We denve Coennndn nnd coming up & miles or wo
by boat on theeanal. or by enrt ov carringe on the
road, we nrnive at Samuleotty. After dnving
through the long town for about a mile, 1 which
we do not pass nsolitars Christian's house,  (there
are some. but they are i another part) we come w
a fine open fiekd. covered with s loveiy green sward
Just now and surrounded by beautiful trees, a place

bused by Govermmment for drilling native troopa.

We crons this awl drive into the Mission Cowpound
which s not darge. but it contning n good desl,
namely. the Missionnry House itself occupied down
staire by Mr. Sullwell wid fmimly and upstaies by
mself and my  nutserous  vieitors.  Sometimes
thiere 15 another wissiouary 1 the houss  studving
the languge. bot that makes it rather erowded for
u hot country like hutin.  After the Mission House,
the chnpel and sebool roons all 10 one  building.
then the tenchers’ houses, oceupied by four wachers
*three of whom are wmrnied, then the  imarried
students’houses and the other stadents houses, alto-
gether about 100 of us tu the componnd.  While
hiere weinny take a run nliost direct west from here
three miles  and we mny xee Peddapuram, a town
of abont 12,000 and nota single Christian.  The

Mission House is being huilt and will soon be ovc-
i cupred by Mr. and Mra. Walker we hope. We
ccome bueck and follow the maim rond B ymles aud
Ccome to the large own of Pithapurain where there
I not a single Christinn aind where we liope some.
¢ tinte to have a Mission Station.

We o go on pussing many towns and villages to
the left and to the right of us and come to Tani,
35 les from Samunleotta.  Here we find the
Mission House with Mr. and Mrs. Garside, a home for
S vonng Indy when she comes, n chapel which s also
“achool room and the girls'  guarters. We drive

on  the same road 5 miles further and we tind

mud housre, leaf.thatched. occupied by Mr, and Mrs.
i Laflamme.  They are bresking new land and hope
to build a comfortable house s0on out of money
wostly given in this country. One thing [ must
tell ubout the Mission work there.  The preachers
. are all supported by the Telugus. This being a
long way north ia their Forcign Mission work. Two
other stations, ‘Anakapilli and Narsapatnam, not
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far from here we hope to have occupied in time |
Now we ipust come back 1o Smmalcutta and vravel

in the other direction west and sonth.  We go by
eanal, travelling 25 nnles and then cross the broad
CGiodavari and still travelling 85 miles inore we come
1o Akidu situnted on tie cannb. * The first place we
sce  here is the Mission House situ ted plensantly
onthe water'a edge.  We have passed somne Chris-
uan villages on the way down.  We  kuow  Mr.
Craig and his fmmly well as he is ourobdest noussion
ary. Miss Stovel n also heve donnyg Zenana work !
and field work and us waeh us her hunds can find
to do. We myght po from here 16 miles o
Gunnanapudi which. though not a Missjon station,
s quite important, for here the villuge 15 almost
entirely Cheistian.  They have built s lorge chapel
for themselves, support their own prencher, besides
athers in the villages carry on n lnrge school which
goes ak far on in work as Samuleottn Sernnary,
but we haven'ttime wstny bere. We pags on o
Vayyuru. our statian furthest sonth and west, and
there putting up for a time in the truveller's bun-
kulow are Mr. Brown an faunly.  Lend is bought
and  Mr. Brown s just beginning o bhald. We
vome back and find perhaps about 20 miles  from
Cocanada, by canal. o town, Rawuchandrapuaram.

wineh we have missed asot did not come - onr
way.  This 15 the next station o be occupred. 11,
i u poputous  town and 1w the centre of & darge .

canal-syetemn whicl can be convernently worked by
the mssionary who may be sppointed there.

We have wken a ran over the different Misgion
ctations. but we haven 't geen much of the work,
only ghimpses of 1t here and there.  If we had seen
ull the pevple in this appurently sinall district that
we have travelled over we would have seen over
vleven hundrod thousand. I have compnred the |
Misgion stations 1o eandles shining out amidst the !
darkness. Included with these there are 20
churches with their 2.500 meusbers shedding forth
their lights some feebly. «ome  dimly  and some
strong,  prereing the gloom afar off.  If we may
revkon as thé angels of the churclies, the stars
the right hand of our Savionrs, all the nstive helpers
nid the missionanes and their wives, these number
22, the native helpers about B0 und those preparing
for work abount 80. Imagine a night with only 100
stars shining.  Not a very bright night yon would
suy o and even these lhine not all brightly. My
doar  frienda can you imagine how dark 1t s
Pray with us denr friends and labor with us Uit
nll these lights may grow and grow m number and

COCANADA

.Thi.\ 15 a busy, seaport town near the mouth of 1he
Godavan River in Telugu country, India. 1t1s about
300 mules North-east from Madras and hasa population
of 40,000, but the “Cocanada Field " contamn nearly a
million geople if we count all its villages.
In 1867 a young minister named Rev. A. V' Tunpany.
who was born in Elgin County, Ontanio, Dec 215t
1840, wished 10 preach Chriet 10 Inda’s heathen

sionary Society at that time ; so Mr. Timpany offeted
himsell 10 the Amerncan Bapust Society, while our pen-
ple 1n Canada pledged themselves 1o support tum n
India.  Our boys and girls will be glad 1o kne. that Mr
Twmpany's wife was given to God for a fores | « miission
41y many years before. When she was a hir baby
her father's arms, he prayed that God would make her
the wife of a missionary so tha: she could tell of Jesus
to the perishing ones. And that prayer was answered
when she sailed with her husband for India. They had
4 long, hard journey m a saling vessel around by the
LCape of G,ood Hope, and were scveral months on the
Way.  Our missionaries to-day can reach Indiain about
s1¢ weeks.

Two vears later the Canadian” Bapusts found thae
their contnbutions to foreign Missions would be ~uf
ficient to support another nussionary and his wife  Mr
McLauning who was born in Carleton County, Ountaro.
August gth, i Judson’s birthday ; 1836, then offered
himself 1o the American Board and was gladly accept-
ed in the same way that Mr. Timpany had been.  Mers.

In 1873, when the Timpanys were working for God
i Ramapatam, India, and the McLaurins 10 Ongole,
India. there came a surring appeal (or Lelp in Cocanada.
Th.s great heathen city was in the very heart of the
Telugu country, 200 miles from the nearest Mission
station and a good work had been commenced there in
v thas way.

A well-educated native named Thomas Gabriel, had
heard the truth preached in Madras, believed it with all
his heart and had been baptised on profession of his
faith  Then he wanred all his country-men to kmow
about his new-found peace, so he began to preach about
Jesus 10 all that would listen.  He was now an officer
. of the goveinment with a good salary, and hiving in this

aty of Cocanada where no missionary had ever been
, sent. But Chiist’s work soon hecame all in all to him,

and he gave up his office that he might devote his
'+ whole ume to missionary work. For five vears he
- preached. praved, and labored alone, yet not alone, for
; God was with lam. At Jast a church was forrmed and
grew to 130 members.  There were alsu a lew  sghools
established 1 neighboring villages  But Gabriel had
no moncy 10 carey on his work so e next find him
dnving noan ox-rart more than 300 miles to Madras to
scek a1d from the English Baptists  Stopping at Ongole
far arest, he told oue missionanes, the McLaunns, about
his antention.  But this Mission journey was not  suc-
cessful for he found that the English Bapuists were hard
pressed to support the stations theyiiad already formed.
Then Gabniel apphed 10 the American Bapusts, but
they felt the need of retrenchment nstead oi more ex-
penditure.  So Mr McLaurin was asked to plead with
the Canadian Baptists on behalf of this work so acar
s heart  As a result our Canadian Bapust Foreign
Mission Society was formed and the glad news sent by
cable to M M Launn, asking him 10 resign at Ongole
and o to Cocanada as vur missionary.  The American
Board were sorry to part with such valuable workers,
but felt that the call was from God. and rejoiced in this
new  field beng thus provided for. On the 12¢h of
March, 1874 the MclLaunns reached Cocanada, and
took possession of that strugghing Mission 1o the name
of the Bapusts of Ontario and Quebec. Very soon
afterwards God  called Thomns Gabriel to enter into
rest, and -swrounded by weeping friends, with the words
fesus 1s precious” on his lips, he passed away.

After some months of weary wawny and great difi-
vulty the present Mission House and Compound  were
bought. A picture of this house was pninted in  the
Lank of Felnuary, 18yt

In our next lesson we will learn how the Bapusts of
the Lower Provinces were lead to unite with us in this
Mission to the Telugus.

A MISSIONARY BOX. AND WHAT CAME OF IT.

HE venerable Cyrus Hamlin, sporking of lus
bovhood days before the [nterdenominationsl
Massionary  Umon, at Clifion  Springs, told

the following anmsmg and suggestive biv of per
