LONDON.

Every ane takes Lis own particular view
of the metropolis. The antiquary, besides
stately Westminister Abbey, the massive
tower, and other old buildings, notes in
nooks and corners things of great value
which many would overlook. The man
of commerce lingers amongst the vessels
in the river—a fleet—the warchouse to
which the products of world, of costly
kind, have been brought, and takes an
interest in buildings which may poseess
no grat exterpal attractions, but where

operations are carried forward which have’

influence in shaking or establishing
thrones and kingdoms. The militaay man,
comparatively heedless of other matters,
wanders to the neighboring arsenaly, in-
specting the vast stores of arms, the pre-
peration of the munitions of war, and the
making of those “ arms of precision”
bis | which will pave the way, although by
present deadly effects, to & more intelli-
gent manner of contest between nations.
The medical profoseor, the lawyer and the
man of letters have each their peculiar

instruction in spots which others would

pass over without note.  The artist has
his views, He sces the phases of thiy
great life-mass according tv the guidunce
of his fancy ; and the tasteful architect,
in his wuy, looks with feclings of mingled
satisfuction and regret at the marvelous
cxtent of the work of humen hands which
covers 50 many miles of space, Fuwer
look at it as a whole—as the home of
nearly 3,000,000 of inbabitants, and as
the great centre of the-world's civilization.

Viewed from the highest points of sight
from Highgate or Hamstead, the Monu-
meat, or the upper gullery of 8t. Paul's
Cathedral, even when the atmospbere is
clear, the extent of London is such that
great districts teeming with life vanish
into a haxy distance, which prevents any
complute.picture. Seen from over the
dome of 8t. Paul's the appearance is
singular. The men and women, the
horses and carriages, appear like merc
specks. The houses and buildings are
dwarfed to the sizo, of children’s toye.
That moving figure which looks like a
pigmy in contrast with the great statucs
on Wren's church, may be a lord mayor
of London, a capitalist whose means are
boundless, a chief minister of state, or
one of those lions of literature who have
& world-wide fame. How- small is the
figure in comparison with the extént and
movement around! How great is the
praise due to those who, amongst such a
multitude, rise to distinction! Many
thoughts are caused by the sights pee-
sented from this spot, and the mind forms
pictures of times gone by, running over
2000 years, during which the capital has
been growing o its present size.

There are some sights in London which
sre familiar to most visitors. The vener-
able Abbey, the palace of the Parliament,
the gallenes of pictures, sculptures and
antiquities, the parks, 8t. Paul's Gog
and Magog, the Thames Tunnel, Green-
wich Hospital, and the public offices,
are Jooked at by most strangers, be they
burried as they may, and who .generally
leavein a bewildered gtate in cunsequence.
Nor is this surprising, when these who
have made the various perts of the me-
tropolis a study for life, each day wonder
afresh at its marvels. By coustantly
looking at it, the huge whole seems to
expand, and important interests, power-
ful operations, which were at first invisi-
ble, become evident. .

this flood of human life who has no ob.’
jeet in view,) and this to our fancy is one
of the most remarkable sights of London.

Here the prosperous gentleman
or gentlewoman elbows the struggling
and ncedy passenger, doubtfully endea.
voring to obtain the commonest ncces-
sarics of life. Isolated as cach secms,
many arc more dependent on, and con-
necterd with the otherthanmay bz thought,
Most have their carcs, and there are few
cven amongst the most humble but have
a circle of greater or less size and influ-
cnce, to whom even in the bustle of busi-
ness the thoughts revert, and to whom
they look for sympathy and pleasure,

The great thorouglifares are crowded ;
statisicians would be puzzled to estimate
the value of what is borne along the road.
ways. A single van may contain from
£10,000 to. £15,000 worth of ailk, or
other castly warcs ; and that meek-look-
ing, ill-clad individual, whom you jostled
just now on the pavement, may be re-
volving au idea which, when it becomes
a fact, raay give cmployment and bread
to thousands, and advance the interests
of the whole human family.

BAD HABITS,

Bad habits are not cusily relinquished ;
they are acquired without any difficulty;

Speaking impertinently to servants is a
disjusting habit, and indicates & haughty
and untoward temper.

Her excuse is, that she can make
up the time lost in the morning, by sit-
ting un late at night; not considering
that Jate hours are very injurious to the

LAKES.

Lakes form elements of diversity in the
landscape, and perform important func-
tions in the economy of nature. Rxpos-
ing considerable surfaces to evaporation,
they serve to temper the aridity of thtir
respective districts, at the same time that
they act as 40 many reservoirs, in which
the super-abundant supplies of winter are
stored up for the increased requirements
of summer. In many instances they act
as checks to the too rapid discharge of
rivers—retaining for perennial supply
what would ctherwise be run off i a few
days, and restraining, moreover, the de-
structive flood which is brought to rest
in their placid areas. Occurring so ive-
quently in the course of rivers, they act
as settling pools for the debris and sedi-
ment of their waters—the streams they
discharge being pure and pellucid, whilst
those they receive may be turbid and

(laden with impurities. In this way they

get gradually silted up, and form rich al-
Tuvial tracts, the while that their ontlct-
currents are deepening their channels aud
forming the means of a more cfficient
drainage.

An Act

TO PROVIDE ¥OR THE DISTRIBU.
TION AND SETTLEMENT OF IN-
DUSTRIOUS IMMIGRANTS.

——

{'asscd the 20th day of Aprily A. D 1863.)

Be it eneced by the Governor, Council,
and Assembly, as follows :

1. On the passage of this Act it shall
be lawful for the Governor to appoint an
Immigrant Agent, with a salary not to
exceed eight hundred dollars, who shall
bave power and whose duties shall be to
correspond with the Secrctary of the
Board of Land and Emigration in London,
and with the agents appointed by that
Board, with theofficers of any associations,
or with public spirited persons desirous
of promoting emigration for the Colagies ;
wnd to furnish from time to time such
information as may be useful, to cnable
them to send out cmigrants for whom there
is likely to be suitable employment in this
Province.

To open a book in which persons wish-
ing to engage mechanics, laborers ahd
apprentices, can enter their names and
addresses.

‘To correspond with County officers, and
keep a registry of the distribution of
immigrants sent into the interior.

‘T'o act as the guardian of orphan chil-
dren, to bind them as apprentices, and to
protect them in case of necessity.

To render accounts quarterly to the
Financial Sccretary, and to make an an-
nual report of his proceedings for the
infarmation of the Government and the
Legislature,

‘I'o act under such instructions as may
Le issued by the Governor in Council from
time to time. '

2. The Governor in Council may
suthotize the Immigrant Agent to draw
from the Treasury such sums as may be
nzcessary to temporarily provide for and
distribute such Immigrants as may be sent
into this Province; but no part of the
monics so to be drawn shall be disbursed
on account of passages to or from this
oouniry.
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3. Wheraver there ore tructs of land
suitable fo¥ scttlement it shall be lawtul
for the Co¥mmissioner of Crown Lands,
when o instructed by the Governor in
Council, to Jay them oft in one hundred
axre Jots, with convenient roads running
through them and to place them at the
disposal of the¢ Immigrant Agent for ac-
tual settlement.

4, Whenever siveh lands are required,
cither by inhabitants of the Province o}
by industrious Immigrants coming into i
for actual settlewnt, surveys shall be
made, and the applicants put in posses-
sion and allowed 3 eredit of three years
for the purchase money, which shall be
expended in opeing such roads as may
be required for the formation and im.
provement of the settlement, and upon
payment grants 8hall issue. Oct. 8. 6i.

GIANT TREES.

No one who loves trees can fail to be
interested in the following account of
some of the forests giants of California,
as given by a correspondent of the San
Francisco (Cal.) Pacific:

‘The *Big Tree Grove” contains about
a hundred of thesc monsters, which have
arrived at a good degree of maturity, be-
sides great numbers of others of the same
species, of all sizes, from the smallest
sapling upward. There are also other
kinds of trees interspersed among them.
The whole arca occupied by the grove is
about fifty acres. The land is “claimed”
by the owners of the hotel, and great carc
is now taken to preserve the trees from
the ravages of fire, which heretofore has
damaged many of them, and from the at.
tacks of human vandals who, if permitted
to do so, would soon destroy the most
important of thcm by cutting them, and
carryiig off specimens of bark and wood.

Sallying out from the hotel to sec the
wonders of the place, the visitor nataral-
1y first exaitiines the cngrmous stump of
the tree ncar the house, whiclk was cut
down by sacrilegious hands a fow years
since, This was the one first seen by
Down, the hunter, the original discoverer
of the grové. The stump is now inclosed
within canvass walls, the top having been
smoothed off like a floor, for dar’cing pur-
poses, and is sutrounded by a row of
seats. Here the Alleghanians onte gave
a concert to fifty persons, all of whom,
with the perforrders, occupied the stuinp
at the samc time! On one Fourth of

July, also, thirty-two persons (four sets)
dunced a cotillion upon it at once, witl-
out inconvenience. I stepped off the

distance across it, and found it to be ten
good paces, although the top is about six
teet above the ground and the bark has
been taken o,  The stump is sound to
the core,

It required no little ingenuity, as well
as peraevering labor, to fell this cnormous
denizen of the forest. It could not Le
accomplished with axes. How then,
think you, it was done? By boring a
series of holes completely around it, from
circumference to center, with augers of
upward of fiftecn feet in length, made for
the purpose. But when the trunk had
thus been severed, so plumb was the tree
that it would not fall. After trying in
vain various expedients to topple it over,
at length a large trce of another species
standing ncar was felled against it, but
still it stood. A second resort of this
kind finally succeeded, and the noble
monarch of the woods yiclded, and bow-
ing his head, fell prostrate, with a crash
that reverberated like a thousand thun-
ders among the mountains, and shook the
solid ground like an earthquake—the
huge trunk breaking in several.places like
a piys-stem. Five men were engaged for
%‘y-ﬁve days in this work,

A portion of the trunk still remains
near the stump, and the top of it, as it
lies horizontally, reaches above the eaves
of the house. It is ascended by a flight
of steps, twentyssix in number, and
neatly perpendicular. A man looks like
a pigmy standing beside it. At a Jittle
distance, a double bowling-alley has been
constructed on another portion of the
trunk, which has been cut down flat for
the purpose.

Leaving the intermediate neighborhood
of the hotel, the visitor is conducted next
through the adjoining grove, by a path
that has been so constfucted as to take
him near to all the remarkable members
of the group. This is * the grand tour.”
The ti-zes have ol reecived more or less

‘fanciful names, which are posted upon

them, cither inscribed on tin plates or
marble tablets. Their height and cir-
cumfercnce is also given. I have not
space for & particular description of each
tree, ‘and will thercfore select a few as
spedimens. .

« The Miner’s Cabin” is three hundred
feet high and eighty fect in circumfer-
ence, tapering very gradually, It has.an
openingin the trunk forty féct high and
geventeen feet wide. *The Three Gras
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ces ave beautiful spedimens, all growing
from the same root, very straight and
peefect, neurly three hundred fect high,
and having no limp within two hundred
feet of the ground. ¢ ‘T'he Old Bachelor”
is a forlorn objeet, sixty feet in circum-
ference and about three hundred feet in
height, with a very rough bark and for-
bidding appearance. ¢*‘The Hermit”
stands alone, three hundred and twenty
fect high, remarkably straight and sym-
wmetrical, and seventy-five feet in circum-
ference, *¢ Hercules” is 2 most striking
object. It is three hundred and fifty feet
in height, and one hundred and seven in
circumference, or more than thirty-two
fect through! It is the largest perfect
standing tree in the grove. 1t has been
carefully cstimated that it would make
seven huadred and twenty-five thousand
feet-of lumber, or cnough to load a large
snip! It leans so that the top is about
forty feet out of the perpendicular, and
hence it should have been called * The
Leaning Tower,” What an cnormous
weight must be supported by the butt, as
the trce stands! It seems to be perfect.
Iy sound and vigorous.

Besides these there are * The Husband
and Wife,” standing near togetber, and
affectionately inclining toward each other;
“The Old Maid,” stiff and prim, with a
cap-like mass of foliage near the top;
«Gen, Scott,” ¢ Gen. Jackson,” “The
Empire State,” ¢ Vermont,” ete., are all
very remarkable.  The Family Group”
consists of the father, mother, and twenty
four children. The father was blown
down many years ago. The fallen trunk
is one hundred and ten feet in circumfer-
ence, and the whole trce must have been
four hundred and fifty feet high. There
are threc hundred feet of the length re-
maining, and at the point where the body
was broken it is forty feet in circumfer-
ence. It is hollcw, and might furnish
room apparently to quarter s regiment,
Visitors make their egress through a hole
in the side (except ladies with hoops),
and as they emerge théy furnish a ludi-
crous illustration of the way people some-
times * creep out of a knot-hole,” or re-
cede from a false position. Half the
prostrate trunk is embedded in the earth,
and there is-a never-fuiling pool of water
standing in at one point, fed by.a living
spring. The mother in this group is a
statcly dame, ninety-one fect in circum-
ference, and three hundred and tweaty-

f

seven fect in height, The childeen are
all of age, beyond question, and large:
cnough to speak for themaselves.

‘T'he most melancholy object in the
grove is the dead trunk of a huge tree
still standing, from which the bark was
stripped a few years ago by some specu-
lators, to be carried to the Athantic States
and Europe for exhibition ; but it was 2
losing venture, as nobody would believe
it to be from a single trce. Stagings
were erccted around the trunk, which
still stands, and the bark was removed in
scc ions, to the height of one hundred
and sixteen feet, The tree is three hun-
dred and twenty-five fees high, and
seventy-eight in circumferenee, I walked
around it at the roots, so necar as 1 counld
get to the trunk, and found the distance
thirty paces. The bark was in places
nearly two feot thick!

I will only speak of one more, *¢The
Horseback Ride,” This is the fallen
trunk of an old tree, whieh is hollow, but
with a perfectly sound shell Through
this I rode on horseback, a distance of
seventy-five feet, withous difficulty, and
saw others do the same. The horse was
of ordinary height, belonging to a visitor.
This gives, perhaps, the most impressive
idea of the vast size of these enormaus
natural wonders.

“FROM MY MOTHER, SIR.”

A few days since a case came up in
the U, 8. District Court in Philadelphia,
in which a captain of a vesscl was charged
with some offence on shipboard by the
crew, An incident occurred in the hear-
ing of the case, which ecxcited a deep
feeling ih court and in all present.

He had been a hand on board the
barque at Pernambuco, and was present
during the controvérsy between the cap-
tain and the crew. The appearance of
his head, and the bronzed character of
his face and neck, from the exposure of a
Southern sun, at first sight would scem to
indicate carelesshess and neglect; but
underneath that long and matted hair,
the fire of intclligence gleamed from a
pair of small and restless eyes, which
could not be mistaken. The counsel for
the captain, from the extreme youth vof
the lad, doubted whether he understood
the obligation of an oath he was about to
take, and with a view to test his know-
ledge, asked leave to interrogate him.
