It is earnestiy recommended that the person receiving this will take im-
inediate stops ta have the petition signed as nunxerously and respectabiy as
possible, by pledged Total Abstainers and others.

It is recoriînended that in communities where two or more of the Orders
are established, ail unite in titis wvork. Blank paper, wben necessary, can
easily be attacied ta the petitions.

We trust that Temperance men wiil endeavor ta eiect ta the Dominion Parlia-
ment oniy those who are sound on the question of Prohibition; for il would be
xiseless to, elcct supporters of the traffie, and then petition them ta abolii it.
We suggest that ail candidates be piedged to entire and perpetuai Prohibition.

Please return the petitions, when signed, ta one of us, who wili foriward
them for presentation ta Parliament. This should be ail accomplisied on or
before the 2lst day of February, 1874.

A. D. Weeks, Cuunty D. G. W. P., Uxbridge, and the Grand
Division have renewed the ofler to the Deputy organizing the greatest number
(neot les s than three) by the Annual Session in December next. The usual fe
$5 for expenses is also paid by the Grand Division. Brothers and Sisters, let
every niember add one more to the list of members and every Division one
more tu the Iist of Divisions by the Annuel Session. This, apparently, is
asking much, but requires but littho effort on the part of each individual memn-
ber and Division, and tise result would be, our membership would be doubled
as well as the number of our ivisions. Let us "lclose up the ranks " then,
and let the earnest efforts of the past six monthis be doubly renewed during
the present termn, and thercby do onr part in destroying the destroyer of mil-
lions and in conquering the enemy of our people.
