CURRBNT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Witiiin the past few days a transaction
has, taken place in the Ottawa valley
which is regarded as of great importance
to the lumber trade. It wasthe purchase
by Robert Cox & Company of next sea-
son’s cut of deals of the McLaren Estate,
of Buckingham, Que. That a sale should
have been made at this early date augurs
well for the prospects for next year. While
the exact fipure has nut been made known,
it is understood to be a slight advance
over the prices realized for this season’s
production. Now that a start has been
nade, 't is expected that exporters to the
Britsh .natket will shortly evince consid-
erable eagerness to close contracis for
next season’s goods, and it would seem
that at least fair prices are now assured.
It is probable that the production of deals
in the Ottawa valley next year will show
a decrease as compared with this season,
and that a greater quantity of lumber suit-
able for the United States market will be
manufactured. There is a possibility also
that no large quantity of deals for the
British market will be mannfactured in
the Geoigian Bay district, and altogether
we look forward to higher prices for British
deals next scason.

Manufacturess and dealers repont a
continuance of inquiries for both pine and
hardwood lumber. The movement of
stock, however, has been restricted by a
scarany of cars, and wt 1s probable that
this matter will be considered at an carly
mceting of the Ontario Lumbermen’s As-
sociation.

MANITORA AND RRITISH COLUMBRLIA,

Fine weather i Manuoba and the
Territories has greatly fxciliated work on

the numerous buildings in course of erec-
tion, to which is partially due the great
activity in the lumber trade. Dealersin
sashes and doors at Winnipeg are scarce-
ly able 1o keep up with orders, and tor
special sizes particularly are finding diffi-
cully in meeting the requirements of the
trade. From what can be learned dealers
seem to be adhering pratty closely ta the
regular price list. In Brntish Columbia
both export and localtrade 1s prosperous,
About one month ayo no less than five
vessels were in port at Vancouver loading
lumber Jor foreinn destinations.  The pro-
jectto consolidate all the mulls in the
Kootenay and Boundary districts is stdl
under way.
QUKBRC AND NEW RRUNSWICK.

Spruce mannfacturers w the eastern
provinces are now in a position to give
their attention to logging operations, the
lumber shipments for the season having
practically terminated on account of the
scarcity of stock. The market is unusually
strong, and in view of the high prices
ruling it is understood that one or two
cargoes of deals, now in the hands of
brakers, will be shipped from St john in
January, the freight rate being 55s. The
shipments from St. John for the last two
weeks 1n October consisted of 1,297,000
feet of deals to England, 718,000 feet of
boards ond scantlings to Bucnos Byres,
1,550,000 feet of long lumber, 1,393,000
laths and 1,900,000 cedatr shingles to the
United Siates. Lumber tonnage from
Nova Scotia gorts to the River Platte s
enquited for, but switable vessels arc
rather difficult to obiain. Freghts are
about $10.50 to Buenos Ayres.

UNITED STATHS.

Have lumber prices setiled down toa
winter basis ? This is the question which
is being asked by the lumber trade of the
United States. During the past weck,
for the first time in several months, no ad-

vances have been made, which gives
strength to the argument that the top
notch hasnow been reached. The gen-
cral opinion scems to be that there will
be no all-round advance on any class of
lumber, and that any changes made will
be on certain grades and sizes to even up
the price his'.  Inthe eastern markets the
demand for pine and spruce becomes more
urgent as the ume approaches for the
close of navigation, but through encraetic
efforts dealers have secured a fair stack
for the winter requirements. At Buffalo
there is agreat scarcity ot 13 inch box
and mill culls, and reports ure made of
short stocks i shelving and  diessing.
At Boston bo'h pine and spruce are going
into consumption (reely.  Stocks are
badly broken and prices at least $5 per
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thousand higher
month ago.

The demand for hardwoods 13 keeping
up well, and many of the laike wholesals
consumers have been piving some atten-
tion to supplies for zext season. In maple
there has been exktbited a shght weakness,
and there is less coiaplasnt of short supply
of basswood 2ad elm than formerly, but
white ash cannot be found in sufficient

uantity, and sells at Buffulo as high as
gés for 1){-inch, ) .

Only a moderate trade is doing in
shingles. At Buflalo white pine are
quoted at $4 and Michigan white cedar
at $3.70, while red cedars sell at $3.7s.
New Brunswick cedar shingles are still
quoted at Boston at $3.25.

YORRIGN,

Reports from foreign countries are such
as give strength to the timber market.
The South American demand 1s unusually
brisk, and the Australian market is just
commen-ing to show signs of a long ex-
pected boom. In Great Britain there isa
steady consumption of- wood goods, and
stocks are becoming: reduced. Although
few, if any, contracts have been made with
exportérs for spring shipments, the opinion
is gaining ground that prices will be
higher than the first-open-water quota-
tions, of 1899. The present high prices
and upward tendency lead to this con.
clusion. Spruce is advanding in bounds,
and is uncommonly strong in regular deal
sizes, white planks are exceptionally
scarce. Itis said that £7 10s. ex ship is
baing asked at London for thirds.  Prices
of first-class pine regulars are stronger
thau they have been at any time during
the present seasonm, largely due to the
moderate stock and the prospect of late
arrivals next year. At Glasgow third
quality pine deals are quoted at £11, and
ZL1013s. has been named for stock ex quay
In square ond waney timber the maiket is
fairty well supplied, and the demand only
moderate.

I am in some doubit whether I can at thus
wriling impart any informanon that will adu
to the sum total of knowledge that the Cana.
dian lumberman has of his lusiness.  We are
of the opinion on this side of the line that he
already knows too much, We are sorry about
it.  Why could he not have remnined child-
like and mentally undeveloped il we could
have gone over there and made off with the
best of his scason’s cut of lumber? It would
have added to our regard for him as a neigh-
bor, and would have made our packets bulge
still more than they do,

. When the puce of lumber, and especially of
pine, began to race up the scale, it was found
that the western saw mill man on our side was
entirely without reason.  He wanted alout as
much for his stock as we in the middle of the
trade, geographically, could get from the sea-
board consumer. ¢ were at a loss what to
do, for to set up prices at the rate they were
advancing in the west was to shut off the con-
servative casterner and reduce the bulk of
trade. The resull would Le alo that the
cast would get into the bad hahit of going
around us and buying of the producer ditect—
a fatal tashion,

So it was agreed, cach man with himself,
that the thing to do was togo uverinto Canada,
take it for granted that the country was mostly
aslccg,. and pick up all the available lumber
and s| mé;lcs before it wakened up.  The thing

was tried so thoroughly that for a considerable

time every man that came back from the G r-
gian Bay distiict zeported all the woods fu  of
ourlum(’wnncn, looking for stock. \Well, they
pot sume, just as they are still getting sume
iere and ll’lcrc at home, but it was not long
before the report was that Canadian prices
were as high as our own, and it was not of the
least use to go there alter lumber uniess there
mas danger of the home cut giving out en-
titely.

Since that time there has been considerable
buying of pine in Canada, but unless a lot can
be discovered in the back district where the
owner doesn't take the papers, or where the
lmnicular cut is wore exactly adapted 1o the
suyer's wants than any othar that he  can find,
he is about as well offat home.  The Canadian
lumberman is generally aviake these days,

For a time there was considerable buying of
shingles in Canada, for they have been scarce
here right along, butitis now reported of the
Canadian shingle maker, as well asof our
own, that it has been found more profitable to
make other lumber than shingles, and that a

reat part of the shingle mills are shut down.

his will keep the price of shingles upse especi-
ally since it has been found impussibile 10 get
a_full supply of red cedar shingles for winter,
The ordeis have been sent in for them, but
thete have been so many calls for cars that
only a part of the orders could be filled.

The producer of hemlock is making the
largest percentage of profit on his business,
supposing that he was making a living before
the advance. At old prices hemlcck was

wholesaling at less than $9 hiere, but the de-
mand soon sent prices up, Ul the base price s
now $14, with so much prospect of more de-
mamd nght anay that New York aty has been
advised by authonty that o will have to pay
$20 Wefure spring. The price 1s $10.50 there
nuw.

Thete 1s considerable pine cominy down
from Georgian Bay tlus fall, espeanlly to the
Holland yard at Black Rock, and the Mont.
gomery's ate getung ready to bung down their
recent purchase at Midland, though 1t 1s nut
expected that it will all come this fall, lora
while the cut in rl rates made by the Lrand
Trunk consulerably demorahized the carrying
trade, but that bas been hxed up agamn,

The September mecting of the pine interests
here, following the more general meeting in
Detro, agn resulted in igher prices, the ad-
vance in some cases being $3, in spite of the
already high price all round.  Box and mill-
cull grades are so scarce that they had to go
up with the rest, though they had already been
advanced a larger percentage than anything
else in pine, The box factories have never
done such a rushing wrade as they have dunng
the past summer, and they are still very busy,
though the iggest customer, the canned-{tat
industty, is about out of the ush for the
season,

The hardwood dealers are very confident of
a continuation of the good prices now enjoyed,
especially on account of the general scarcity of
stock. They are all buying timber tiacts and
looking to them closely, but there is no accumu-

lation of stock.  Aungus McLean, of 1lugh Me.
Lean & Co., 1s almost continuaily at the Indiana
mills of the firm of late, mping the cut forward.
The Buffato Hardwood Co, has again sent T.
11, Wall to Memplus for the winter, to be on
thespot whete the vak owned by the come
pany comes . b W, Vetter, of the Ewpire
Company, has come back from the company’s
Arkansas tract for a breathing spell, with the
third mill already going up there since he went
to the tract in the summer. 1L S, Janes wall
waturn 1o tus new tract on the Vazoo delta of
Mississippr in & shont time. Scatchend & Son
amd Taytur N Crate are mcteasing thets opers
ations in the somth-west.  All are sorry that
the acarer by hardwond distaicts of Canada
have givenoat. T, Sullivan & Co. are take
shippers this season, and are just now rejoicing
in the receipt of a big lot of clegant white ash,
thick as well as thin, something that is getting
to be very hard to find,

The event of the month is the preparation
of the Superior Lumber Company to retite
from business,  This company is an auxiliary
of the Keystone Lumber Company, whose
mills are at Ashland.  Till nuw a great part of
the cut has heen sunt here for sale, ever since
A. P, Strong established the yard at the Tilt
Farm, Buffalo, in 1890, but the cut has now
been sold in a lump in Chicago, and theré'is
o longer need of the Buffalo yard. The
company will close upin the spring, and the
yard will no doubt go into other hands, as it
is a fine one.
