There is noamper-
tinence equal to the impertinence of standing up En
teach vthers when we aro not sure ourselves. We
do not want to know about thoe preacher’s mental
indigestion ; wo do not want to hear abo:‘n his in-
tornal neuralgia; wo want to know what God says.
* % * The trumpet has 1ts place 1n the church
when the_minister is sent from Christ to tell the

terms of emancipativn, But we are getting more
and more afraid of the trumpet. We like the
fluto or tho harp, instead of the blast that tells of
battle and of conflict. If the preacher questions,
‘ Is the enemy a person, or is the enemy an mnflu-
euco 1" then, indeed, the enemy says, ** Go un,"”
but I want no little fledgling trumpot to stand up
and arguo whether there is a devil or whether thero
is a general fooling of miasmain theair. Let those
men preach who can preach. I would rather have
them like the men of old who have seon tho enemy
and thrown an iok-put ut him, instead of mon who
don’t know whether there is a personal devil or a
diffused influence.

Wuew secking to steer clear of a cortain shoal or
rock, be careful that you do not run on another.
When driving through a nacrow pass, keep a cluse
watch on both sides, lest while avoiding the dangers
on one side you fall into a greater one on the other
side. If this principle had been observed by the
profeasor referred to in the following item no
chance would have been given to Newlet to perpe-
trate such a joke on his professor.

Bro. 1ra C. MircHerLL is now with the church at
Mansfield, Ohio.

5. "Lu co operate, as far as we can, with all who
luve the Lurd i evety woud word and work, whiie
earnestly cuutending fur the fauh unce fur sil de-
hvered to the seiuts, aud holding fast to the form
of sound words. Jude ii. 2 Tim. i. 18.

We iuvite the co-operation and sympathy of all
who approve these principles,

Many of our readers have learned ere this that
Bro. George Garraty has joined the ranks of those
no longer on earth. Though not acquainted with
him in his carlicr days, wo have learned from many

that fow men could or can handle the word of God
with botter effect than could the subject of theso
fow lines. Heo was a man of fine appearance, of
=~ -d vuice, had a convincing style, and, according
to report, was especially qualified for pioneer work.
A few facts no doubt will be of interest.

It was on the morning of Beptember 21, 1889,
that Bro. and Sister Garraty left St. John for
Chico, Buto County, California. A lettor from his
wifo dated May Tth, 1890, says, ‘‘ Mr. Garraty
died at 6.40 this morning after an illness of nine
days. The burial will take place at three o’clock
to-morrow from the church at this place.”

In conversation with him a short time beforo his
leaving St. Jobn wo gleaned from him the following:

Georgo Garraty was born 23rd of August, 1810,
in Lincoln, about seven wiles from Fredericton,
N. B. His father, Joseph, was of Irish parentage,
whose birthplace was up the Washadémoak, and
was a shoemaker by trade. In 1815, while in New
York and on a trip up the North River, was
drowoed. His mother died 1856. Iu the after-
uoon ot April 18th, 1832, in the Parish of Lincoln,
Bro. G. Garraty was baptized by Elder Nutt, and
on the following Lord’s day evening preached his
first sermon. About a year and a half after, cir-
cumstances occurred that somewhat changed his
viewa of Bible teaching, and were given by him
thus: ** While in St. John, at tho Christian Church
on Charlotte Street, I heard W. W, Eaton, Still
the first man that shook me in my belief was Hun-
ter of Eastport. I was on Deer Island -and there
heard of this preacher, 8o when at Eastport I called
tosee him. Having knocked, the door was opened
by the gentlemen himself, and I made the remark,
‘I have heard of you, sir, and have calle. to talk
with and confute you, for I have been teld that you
deny the Spirit and preach salvation by water,’
Extending his hand he said, * Come in.’ Aftera
while, being seated, he handed me the New Testa-
ment and had me read the second chapter of Acts.
Looking into my face and seeing that I was some-
what troubled, that truths unseen by me before
were breaking in upon me, said, ‘I dare you to
preach anything else.’ And from that day till this,
June 22, 1888, I have preached nothing elae,

¢ A year aud a half was spent up the St. John
River in evangelistic work, having the oversight of
no special church, In the winter of 1840, atarting
one morning in a schooner from £t John, but on
acconnt of contrary winda did not reach Digby,
N. 8., till the night of the following day. It was
at that tirce that I paid my first visit to Cornwallis
and there met Bro. Howard. In the spring follow-
ing I visited Milton, N. S., and walked across the
country back 1o Cornwallis, and after holding a
two week’s meeting returned to St. John.”

There are other items of interest, but at this
writing aro not within our reach. An additional
fact or two is thus given by one of our dailies:

For about fiftuen years ha ministored to the con-
gregation of Disciples in this city, and during that
time ho took a deep interest in all zeligious discus-
siuns. A few years after the firo ho was obliged to
give up his charge owing to failing health, His firat
wife was a sister of Senator Glazier, and after her
death ho married a Mrs. Jonos of Keswick, York
County. Two daughvers survivo him, One is the
wife of Mr. James Wilson of Portland.

Bro. Garraty's frionds will extend to Sister

Garraty their sympathy in these her hours of be-
reavamont,

.
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SALVATION,

The proaching of the Gospol is a proclamation
of salvation, From the first the announcoment to
men has been—how they might bo saved

What is this salvation a salvation from? When
a man aska to bo saved, what is ho to be saved from?
From what is a man’s sou) to be delivored by his
Saviour?

Wo fear tho common answer is, from punishment,
Wo oven foar that the pulpit, very ofton, conveys
that answor, unconsciously to itself, to the ordinary
hearer.

Salvation means to most, wo think, salvation
from penalty. When they aro saved, they aro saved
from pain. Christ camo to delivor, in the common
mind, from the punishment duo to sin. And since
tho many consider salvation to bo only a deliver-
ance from punishment—and sinco this world (they
are taught) is not a world of retribution, but a
world of probation—and since only in the other
world real penalty and real roward come—it thero-
foro results that salvation, being a deliverance from
punishment, i a thing which belongs solely to
another existence. It comes after a man has died.
It consists in his not going to hell,

With this as tho view of salvation, it is impossiblo
not to bo confused on tho very first principles of
Christianity, Taith, repontance, duty, hope,—all
aro roferred to another life, Roligion is valuable,
as providing frr ono's well-beitg there. The Gospel
is postponed, as to all its highest benefits and bless-
ings, to another existence. Salvation is future, and
not presont, Tho warnings and exhortations of
Revolation are misinterproted by this false first
idea. A man mistakes his real danger, and runs
into it while seeking to avoid an imaginary danger.

Salvation is deliverance from punishment, but as
a secondary result. First of all, it is deliveranco
from sin, Salvation from penalty follows as a
result of being saved from transgressions, The
Saviour has this name, because He comas to “‘save
His people from their sins.” ‘T'he Gozpel is a pro-
clamation of deliverance from a present curse, It
has reference to this life and this world. It is the
preaching of some blessing which is to be possessed
here and now. And that is salvation and deliver-
ance, in body, soul, and spirit, from iniquity, from
transgression, from rebollior: against God.

It is not punishment that ruins a wan, but the
sin that entails the punishment. It is not pain
that destroys, but the transgression which brings
the pain. It is not misery from which a man need
cry to be delivered, but from the rebellion against
God which has brought that misery.

Salvation, then, is salvation from sin—deliverance
out of it—victory over it—mastery and conquest of
the onemy inside a man, which is sating his life out,

It Yelongs to this life and this world, It isto be
prayed for, sought for, worked for, and fought for,
here. In this world, a man may be saved, nay,
must bo, if he is ever to be saved anywhore. He
is in a stato of salvation, a saved and delivered
state, in this visible world: or he has no assurance
of such a stato in any world.

First of all, wo need to bo clear on this. Error
horo will produce error in all our thoughts of
practical religion.

Where the main aim and ond of Christianity is
taken to besimply deliverance from penalty—where
it is valued solely as offering the meaus of cscaje
from penal suftering—we have postponed 1epent-
ance, deforred amendmont, blundering death-bed
preparations. And then we have, again, that wond-
erful and sickeniug sight of men—who see no value
in the lifo and the death of the Lord to men, oxcept
to assure them against the consequences of their sins
—turning round and declaring there aré no auch

consequonces—and, as thers is no damnation, there
is consequently no salvation.

The shallowness of Universalism has had its auc-
cess sololy because men have supposed salvation
to bo deliverance from punishmeont, and from a
particular kind of punishment too,—punishment
aftor death, It has been recvived beecauno the pop-
ular pulpit has preached a salvation whioch is not
that of the Goapel,—a salvation 1 sin, and a sal-
vation from punishment. The matter is just
reversed. God proclaims salvation in torins pro-
cisoly contradictory., Ifis salvation is from sin,
while, 28 in David’s case, it may be in punishmont.
A man may be—nay, often is—saved in punishment,
and even by punishment. He can nover be saved
in sin, much less can he be saved by sin.

We press this. It is the shallowness of modern
preaching,—this gospel of cscape from pain. 1t is
the shallowness and doadnesg of modern religion,—
this selfish gospol of deliverantn from suffering. It
has divorced religion from every day duiy, and
from common life. It has turned her out of the
counting house and the market and the shep. It
has made her a mero insuranco against somo vague
future suffering, It has represonted hor to men as
a plan of escape from future flame. It has allowed
them to go all their lives, lost and ruined, living
in a present damnation, and yet hoping for = sal-
vation that is to come.

Pain! Surely, in tho light of Christianity, no
man can hold pain aceursed, The “Man of Sorrows"
led a life of pain. His religion is the very sancti-
fication of pain. 1is very cenire. ss a practical
thing, is the blessedness of psin—that sorrow and
agony borne, that others may not bear them; that
misery and anguish drunk to tho dregs, that others
may be spared thom—is the road, forevermore, to
peace and blessedness,

With Gothsemane and Calvary before a man, it
is hard to soe how a Christian can imagine that the
whole purpose of his life is tv shun suffering; and
that the eternai purpose and value of his faith are,
that by it he escapes pain.

We must go back to the first principles here,
more olearly than we have yot done. The old
Gospel of salvation from sin must be preached with
more care and more pronounced distinctness, because
of this terriblo confusion of the popular pulpit.

To deliver men from the slavery of sin—to
deliver thowr by pain, and through pain—came
hither tho Holy One. To make possible and to
proclaim the salvation of a man from the rot that
rots his heart out, from tho bitter ruin that over-
whelms his soul, from tho sin that poieons him by
mches, body, soul, and spirit,—to do this our
Lord came. He knew the enomy. He knew the
curse. He did not mistako causes for effects. He
came to ‘‘save His people from their sins.” That
salvation was through untold agony to Him: and
must be, to theend, through bitter anguish to them.
He proclaimed no reversal of the moral laws of the
universs. He did not make it possible that a man
be lost in sin, and yet saved from tho penalty of
sin. He divorced not ruin from ruin’s causes.
They are forever bound together by the laws of
God’s unchangeable nature.

Wa thereforo preach salvation from sin. We tell
men that tho Lord came hither, and took our
nature, and lived and died and rose to make it
possible for a man to be delivered from this curse
and ruin which is bound up in his nature,

That curse and ruin every man knowsis there. Its
existence is no part of the peculiar revolation of
Christianity. Persius, the heathen poot, recognized
its existonce as readily as St. Paul. Christianity
only finds it there; takes it us it.is, teaches its
nature, and wakes salvation from it possible,

The man that accepts this aalvation enters on a
course of warfare with this curse. He undertakes
a life-long struggle with it, He knows it will ruin

him utterly, to the last fibre of his nature, if ho
to hot get rid of it.

Therefore ho accopts the preached salvation, and
in Christ’s came and way stands up like a man and
faces his enlomy, Ho is sure to meot trouble, sure
to ehcounter pain, sure tosuffer anguish. A suffer-
ing Christ has sanctified all these to salvation’siises.
But in theso—neck-deop in theso—he is a saved man.
Already no is dolivered frowm the powor of sinj and,
overy day, lio is becoming more and more dehivered,
through the faith and by tho power of the Lord,

At the start. thon, when a man accepts the offers
of salvation, and desiros to ombrate them and be
saved, let him he distinetly tanght that it i8 o
present world’s work and business on which ho is
entering. It involves deliveranco from hell, necos-
sarily, of course, but becavso it takes for granted
deliverance from sih,

It {s somothingz, also, which he has to win him-
self by downright work. It is Gud's free gilt in
Christ; that is true; but like all God’s free gifts—
the sunlight and the summer rain and the fruitful
field=-csn only be made an individual blessing, a
personal possession, by a man's owp effort, Thore:
fore, salvation for any single soul is to be wrought
out by that soul’s own toil and tears. On the anvil °
of holy resolution a man beats out iuto shape the
work of his lifo; and the sweat rains on the hog
iron, and the breath comes sobbing, and the
muscles strain, and he longs for the evening hour
of rest; but he, and he only, can do this which
the Groat Master has given, this special work,—
the working out of his ¢wu salvation with trembling
and fear,

The proclamation of salvation, tho good news of
God, this is it,—that a man now by Christ’'s Birth
and Life and Passion, by his Resurrection, Ascen-
sion, and gift of His Holy Spirit in His own Church
and Kingdom, can be saved from the slavery of ain,
and can work out his own deliveraace more fully
overy hour he lives.

And first, to understand the rest,—Salvation
means work —hard work, and present work— work
in this world, It belongs to us here. A man's
evidence that he will be saved wheo he is dead is
that he is now saved while he is alive.

WEEKLY COMMUNION.

DEeAR S1r,—This question has agitated the church
for many yoars; and I think it is a question of more
imnportance than many suppose.

There 18 a principle involved in it.  Is apostolic
practice our guide, and a binding rule, or is it not?
If not in this, how can apostolic practice bind us in
other things? For example, what have we fo? the
weokly observance of the Lord’s Day, it apostolic
practice is no authority for weekly communion?

May wo not observe the Lord’s Day only monthly
or quarterly as well as the Lord's Supper! Where
are our omissions to stop? If Paul wore asked
whether ho approved of monthly or quarterly con-
munion, he would be likely to reply, as on another
occasion, ‘‘We have no such custom, ueither the
churches of God.” In his view tho absence of
apostolic practice or the example of ‘the churches
as established by the apostles ought to settle all such
questions.

1 do not stop to prove the apostolic practice. T
think it is conceded, by all who have examined this
question, that weokly commuzion was the invariable
practise in the apostolic churches, and for many
years after the death of the apostles. This being
conceded, wo ask, what authority is there fur
abandoning apostolic examplo in this case? If we
abandon it hero, have we ans just right to complain
of those who depart frem :¢ in other things? If
apostolic practice is not binding on the churches in
every age, then aro the churches left without in-
spired rulo or precodent in things ecclesiastic.
We might have inspired dootrine; but, in church_
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ordor, every man may follow his own tasto or pre.
foronce, provided he violates no moral precept; and,
should every church thus follow its own profer ences,
rathor than the precedent sot us by the inspired
founder, would tho apostle be able to say to these
churches, “I praise you, brethren, that ye re-
member me in all things, and keep the ordinances
as I dolivered them.” If, in such matters, we have
no divine rule or precedent, we can never expect
union or uniformity in practice. As a doparturo
from apostolic precedont has caused disunion, to
will adherence to this departure make the disunion
porpotual. This question has long occupied my
thoughts, Why do mauy of God's servants, some
of them ominent for spirituality of mind, prefor
monthly to weekly communion? Theauswer which
I have arrived at is this—the Lord's Supper bas
not assigned to it its proper place in rolation to
the other teaching in the church. It is disassociated
from that teaching. In no church but one have 1
seon it obtain its proper place, and that church was
the first Baptist church with which I was connected.
I rofer to tho church of which the late Dr. Carson
wag pastor. In that church it was not attended to
ina little servico by itsolf, as in the common
practico. It was mude o part, and the great contral
part, of the Sabbath teaching. There was no
sevoring of it from the other teaching of theo
sanctuary, asnd no dismission of any portion of the
audionce before its obscrvance. Whatever might
have been the subject of discourse, and few men
carried their audiences over a wider or more varied
field than that most able expositor of the divine
truth, he never carried his out of sight of the grand
central truth symbolized in the last supper of our
Lord. This was ever folt to be the grand centro of
all divine teaching, so that you always felt that
the observanco of this ordinance was an appropriate
wind up of the teaching which went before, and the
constant presence of this grand central symbol had
its influence iu causing all the varied toaching of the
sanctuary to radiate from and terminate in Christ
crucified. Any teaching which does not preserve
its proper relation to this great central truth is out
of place in the Sabbath instructions, and there is
no greater safoguard against iosing sight of this
relationship than by giving a prominent place, and
in close relationship to the other teaching of the

sanctuary, t8 that divine symbol, which embodics
the grand central truth of Christianity, around.

which all other truths should revolve as around
their proper centre. This, I am persuaded, was
the practice in apostolic teaching, when they met
with the disciples to break bread.

On the other hand, let the teaching of this
divine symbol be eontirely sercred from the other
Sabhath teaching, as in the common practice at

present, aad it loses its proper effect upon the other
teaching, as well as loses i a great measuro its own
proper interest, in the heart and mind of the be-
liever. Sever this symbolic teaching from the
other teaching of the sanctuary, as is now com-
monly done, instead of making it, as tho apostles
did, a constituent part of that teaching, and I can
easily sympathize with Dr. Clarke in his preference
for monthly communion; butrestore it to its proper
contral position and I feel assured that he would
feel with meo that every Sabbath would not be too
frequent for its obsorvance; and, by-thus ohserving
it we would have the satisfaction of feeling that we
woro ‘‘keeping this ordinance sas Paul delivered
it."—Canadian Baptist.

the wheat.”

According to this idea #wo kinds of crop come
from the one sowing of the one sced, and whethor
the crop shall be wheat or fures depends not upon
the sced but upon the nature of the soil into.which
the sced falls. Wo can not seo how a fare can
come into the kingdom as a tare, as theo result of
the same seed and same sowing by which others
como in as whoat. Suppose a tarmer took wheat
to sow in his field, desiring a wheat ctop in the
fall, it would not be necessary for him to examino
the soil for fear he might sow it whero it would
produce barley. ’

The Saviour speaks clearly of fwo sowers, {wo
kinds of seed, and the two sowing times, the last
ono by tho evening, while men slept, and right
where the wheat had praviously been sown,

This brings us to another point in this intercst-
ing subject not yot touched upon by any, but as {
havo taken enough space already, I will await the
coming number for June, hoping then to see more
from tho pen of othots on ‘ Wheat and Tares.’

FREE FROM RIUHTEOUSNESS,

For whon ye were the se.vants of sin yo were free from
righteousuness, Rom. vi, 20,

Perhaps thore is nut a stranger anamoly in the
Biblo than the oxpression ““free from righteous-
ness.” How can anyone bo at liberty to do wrong
and be free from right deing? An outlaw may
engago in every crime within his reucl;, but he is
not freo but a fugitive from justice. We can
scarcely moot a man who will affirm that he is free
to injure others whenever he has the opportunity,
but the apoatle says, ** Ye wore frco from rightcous
ress,”

The word of God often addresees men according
to their own estimation of themselves, and reasons
from what they assume as true to convince them of
their errors by their own admission. When the
Pharisees and Scribes murmured at Jesus for cating
with sinners and giving so little attontion to them,
who in their own opinion were so righteous, Ho
met them on their own ground. Ho told thom
that when one of thom lost a sheop he would leave
all tho rest and hunt for it, and would rojoice more
when he found it than over all the rest that went
not astray. ‘¢ So,"” said Jesus, *‘ thare is more joy
among the angels over one of these lost sinners
when he is found than over ninety and nine of you
righteous persons who went not astray. By this
means He showed theaw thoir error and deep de-
pravity in blaming Him_for seeking lost sinvers,
and desiring a2 Messiah like thomasolves, who cared
80 much less for lost souls thau they did fur lost
sheep (Luke xv.).

In this place the apostle describes the state uf
his brethren betore their conversion tu Christ.
They were in sin and the servants of sin. They
could not serve two masters. If bound to serve
sin thoy were free from righteousness. At their
conversion they changed masters. They gave up
sin and became servants of God. Both in those
days ar.d now men who are servants of sia declare
openly that they are free from righteousness. Not
that thoy are at liberty to wrong their followmen,
but they are at liberty to wrong the Sco of Gud
though He has given Himself to save thom. Ask
an unconverted man the following questions and
he will give about the following answers:

“Do you go to hear the gospet1”

¢TI go sometimes when convenient and some-
times I donot. I am free to go or not. I don't
profess to be a Christian,”

*“ In ig not right to go always when it ia possible?”

¢ O yes; but T am freo as 1 am not a Christian."

*“Do you assist in paying the expenses of the
Lord’s cause 7"

“O yes: I do something in that way, for my
wife is a member of the church and the chiliren
like to go, and I pay on their account; but I am
fres myself and under no obligation, although the
thing is right and proper encugh.”

‘“ Aro you in the habit of praying in the closet
and in your family 3"

“No."

* Is it not right to dn 507"

‘* Yes, it is right; but [ am not a Christian and
hence freo to omit it.” '

So with other Chbristian duties. The man who
is not a Christian says and feols that he ia free from
their observance. Ho carries with him the con-
stant impression that ho is rejecting Christ—is not
under His Jovernment — will not have Him to
reizn over him and is freo from righteousnoss.

- How absolutely necessary, then, it is for all men
who hear the gospel to believe in Christ and sub-
mit to Him, to cease {o do evil and .learn to do

well, to be freed from sin and becomo the sorvant
of God. If the Son shall make you free yo shall
bo free indeed (John viii. 3).

Paul asks his brothren what were tho fruits of
their former service. How did they feel in ro-
membering that the strongth which they had re-
ceived from God was spent ngainst flim and in the
servico of that enomy who was forging chains to
bind them in overlasting darkness? Tho wages
would surely come. Christians should constantly
ly remember that they have, by the Son of God,
beon made free from sin, free from its service as
woll as from its wages, and havo become the ser-
vants of God and are to have the fruits of holiness
here and in the end overlasting life. God’s claims
bind them and will come up for consideration in
tho day of judgment. The cause of Chriat is 10ud-
1. calling for aid and on thom to give it. His gos-
pel is to be preached among men and they are to
seo that it is done. His needy brethren are to bo
attended to und they are called to sce that this is
done. His people are to be the light of the world
—the salt of the carth—and in order to be this
thoy are to be holy and without blame before Him
in Jove. Brethren, beware lest any of you take
the opposite sido and feel and act as if you wero at
liborty to do what is richt when it is suitable but
not bound to do it by the high authority and com-
plete ownership of the Son of God,

MORE LIGHT,

I do not wish to encumber the pages of our
valuable paper by a fruitless cuntest of words to no
profit , but as I have intrvduced a subject, aud
called for sume scasuvnable binis in the way of
broadening its premises, and to throw more light
thereon 1 feel it my duty to answer in brutherly
kindness the contribution tu the same in the May
number of Tue Crristian. I wish lo state that
my olucidations (hastily written) may not have been
as clear as they should, and as there seems to be a
isunderstanding, calls for my second letter on the
subject. It is not my intention tu cuter into con-
troversy with Bro, Harding, for the sinple reasun
the time can be better vccupied. But as he has
led me in the way of reply, I wisk to say ficst that
many of the references made aud yuestions asked
in my former letter was not fur the purpuse of pro-
dicating my own personal views and must not be
held rasuch. Bro. H.'s uxposition is, to my mind,
more difficult to comprehend than the parable in
question. When certain premises are taken up for
treatment, either orally or by pen, the deductions
therefrom should have some direct bearing upon
the subject at issue. But I fail to see it in Bru.
H.sremarks. Inbeginning hisletter he was about
to treat of the Kingdom, but unfortunately he stups
to inquire if I know that Wilson is wrong in the
translation of Matt. xiii. 24 (Empt. Diaglotte).
(Well, T feel somewhat delicate in criticising a man
who claims t¢ know more than myself). And he
further adds that Wilson was a materialist and that
he did not believe in future punishment. All this
has nothing to do with the subject at issue. These
were Wilson's opinions, and they were his propor-
ty; they will not alter the Greek text a particlo.
If it wore a question of rhetoric, rather than logical
reasoning, our mental visions might give birth to,
and our tcngues express many things that might
look plausible. But the question at issue demands
thought and reason,

Bro, H. says there is a misunderstanding of the
term Kingdom of Heaven. Iagree with him—they
are sometimes misunderstood; and in this we find
the causo that led Bro. H. into a mistake. And
for a zolution of them he refers us to Daniel ii.,

which, to my mind, confutes the very proposition

\

he is endvavoring to ostablish, when he cawme to
the conolusion the Kingdom of Beaven is tho man.
If this be so, Daniel mado s mistake, for ho spoke
of a kingdom to be sot up not a man. I look at
tho stone of Daniel and the man of the parable as
ono. The stone of Daniel is the corner stono of
Paul,  The foundation of Paul (1 Cor, iii, 11),
upon which rests the church, Tho sower of the
parable gows tho sced; we seo in this a foundation
work which produces fruit, forms the church through
the instramentality of tho sower.

Again, I look at the stono of Daniel as the king
to reign over and atand at the head of his church.
In like manner the man of the parable is mastor of
his vineyard. Now if the stono of Daniel aud the
man of the parable represent Christ in figure, how
can Bro. H. harmonize the fact that the man is the
Kingdom, when he plainly aflitis that the church
is the Kingdom? But, says our brother, Christ
and the church are one. 1 admit this is true; but
how do we understand them to be one? On what
conditiuns are they uno?  The Apoustle Paul tells
us that the Church is a building fitly framed
tugether,  Christ is the head. Luoking at this

allegorical structure with the mind's eye, it forms

a living body, spiritually. But wo want a definite
idea of this union. This union is effvcted by con-
formity to law (spiritual law). For instav-e: two
porsons enter into matrimonial contract. They
comply with the marriage law, and are said to he
one flesh., How are they oue flesh? Materially?
No. But by reason of the contract they have
legitimately ontered into. XEven 8o the union ex-
isting between Christ and the church .s by reason
or virtue of conformity to spiritual luw or the claims
of the guspel on the part of thuse who form tho
chuich.  What, then, shall the cunclusion be?
Shall 1 say Christ 18 the church and the church is
Christ1 This would be tautalogy. But we con-
clude 1t takes buth to comprige the cnuurch and we
cannot separate them and have a church. Hence
it took the man of the parable, a field, and some
seed to cumnplets the parable Christ holds up as a
figure of the Kingdom of Heaven, or church if you
please. Bro. H. says we misunderstand the term
Kingdum of Heaven, and refers us 1o a prophetie
symbul by Daniel, and then strikes out on a mesion
and leaves us tu paddle our own canoe. We are
aware, Bro. H., it is the duty of the church to
spread the guspel, but what hae that to do with the
dofinition of the term Kingdom of Heaven { What
do they mean ? he interrogates, and still leaves us
in the dark. Woll, what do they mean? We will
hear Bro. A, Campbell on the definition of the term
Basiletaton ouranon—reign, or Kingdom of Heaven.
Also hear Dr. Campbell: The reign of heaven is at
hand (Living Oracles, App. p. 82). Now let us
hear Bro. A. Cawmpbell on the parable in question:
The Kingdom of Heaven may be compared to a field
in which the proprietor has sowun good grain. He
does not say the Kingdom of Heaven is compared
to a wen in which tho proprietor sowed gnod grain,
Hear him again, “‘ Jesus answered and said uato
them, Ho who sowed the good seed is the Son of
Man, The ficld is the world—people. The good
seed are the sons of the Kingdom and the darnel
are the sons of the evil one, and the enemy that
sowed thom is the dovil; tho harvest is the end of
ithe world or conclusion of this state, and the
reapers oxe the angels.”” Now, Bro. H., notice the
languago has direct referenco to the conclusion of
this state or Reign of Heaven, spoken of in the
parable: And tho Kirgdowa of the interprotation
is the Kingdom of God to come, or at least after
the resurrection of tho just, and tho unjust, the
wheat and tho fares: Identical with Matt., xxv. 31-
34, Concerning the sheep and tho goats, also with
tho firat verse of the same chapter concerning the
ten virgins—Note the adverb of ¢ime, then—quslifa-
ing the verb shall. Whenf At tho end of this
stato or Reign of Heaven, Again, in the parable

.
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wo havo the type; in the intorprotation of the pat-
ablo tho antitype. Again, Bro. H. would infor
thal all tho tares are in the church, What about
the goats spoken about in Matt., xxv). Du you
think they will bo all church members. Does it
not strike you that all ovil is the work of tho dovil,
and the fruit of his sood sowing, Don’t you think
that the tares will comprise the clase on tho loft
hand of God. Do you not soe in this company all
who have rejected the counsol of God; and gone
down to the yrave regardless of tho futuro, Thoso
who were nover in the church will be tares in tho
last groat day. But does not Christ sry He will
gather thom out of His Kingdom! Yes! When?
At tho end of this state or reign of Heavon. How
do weo know this? Because He says He will send
forth His angels to do the work; henco 1t will Le
after the resurreotion. What Kingdom shall he
gathor them out of, the type or the antitype! Then
shall the Kingdom, otc., (Matt. xxv. 1.) At the
end of this stato, the period stretching from the
eatablishment of tho rcign at Pontecost until the
resurrsction morning. Christ in the parablo was
bolding up to the human mind & type of tho real,
and as such I view it. Wo understand a King
must ascend his throne before he reigns in power.
When Jesus finished His wurk on earth He ascond-
ed to His throne in Heaven. Gloritied and crown-
ed He sits in His reign. T would like to ask Bro.
H., if Christ is not Lord of all (Acts. x. 86). As
Christ sits in His roign to day He is ovor the entire
destany of the world—The Reign of Heaven.
Therefore at the end of this reign there will be
found more tares who wore never m the church,
than that were.  Bro. H. tells us at his writing he
had Lofure him six authors, Well that should be
sufficient authority to define the term Kingdom of
Heavon. But with all these he did not answer one
of my questions. He does not say the tares are
the product of the good seed or mot. He makes
two distinct sowers, but gets all the products into
the church. He seews to be oscilating, and I can-
not contrive on which side of the subject he is.
Now it is evident if I sow vats I will reap oats, 1f I
1 sow whoat I will reap wheat. If I sow tares I
will reap tares. If 1 sow to the flesh 1 will reap
corruption. If I suw to the Spwrit I will reap
spiritual fruit. If we sow spiritual seed the yicld
will be spiritual. But where tho tares come 1n, is
whoro the seed of the word takes no root, and there-
fure the same evil remains, tho tare if you please.
All evil menare tares before hand, and unleas the
good seed entor and take root the old seed remain,
If the good sced takes root, it will purge outtho bad.
A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump, Look at
the parablo of the sower; can you say those who
bore no fruit were in the Kingdom? How are tares
produced, by feeding upon the seed the Devil has
cast out. The Devil sowed the first crop of tares
in the Garden of Eden, and the tares has boen
growing ever since, and ho is still sowing, But
Christ in His death hos bruised Hia seed, and whero
the seed of Christ takes root tho seed of tne Devil
mustdie. Iiman will receive the gord sced the result
will be good. If Bro. H, will get his mind as clear
from gloom as when he reported the additions at
Waesatport, he will not require s0 many zuthors to
support him in the defimtion of the term Kingdom
of Heaven, and als- to Le able to tell us where the
skins were imported from to clothe our first parents,
aud what amount of duty paid on them (ad raloremn.)
1 am afraid Bro. H, has got out of bis adjustinent
with his natural environments, and it is he that
has gono speculating, and he has not as much as
found a shadow, save a stock. Now Bro. H., I
would not strike so quick and hard as you did at
Wilson, Lot ua Jook before leaping. Wilson may
have belisved the world was made of brass, but
that would not throw us off the track in finding the
interpretation of the term Kingdom of Heaven.

Therefore, if
the tares are growing in the church that Bro. H,
desigoates Kingdom, the field ond the Kingdom
are one.

MAJORITIES AGAIN,

I see that Bro. Ford, in the May number, has
accopted my rule in regard to majorities but thinks
there are exceptions to the rule. He thinks thay
in some cases & measure may be lawful but not
oxpedient. Hein this agrees with Paul that what-
ever is expediont is right to follow; that there may
be sue things lawful but uot expedient, and such
things we should not follow. This we think is
sound. But the main question is, how and who
are to settle what things are expedient. Bro.
Ford thinks that in some of these expedients it
should by loft to tho wisdom that is from above,
that is, in our hearts, and to the common sense
in our heads. But a second thought will show
that this does not ssitle the difficulty,.for the ques-
tion, who has this wisdom and cummon sensel must
be sottled. What I consider wisdom and common
sense may not acein 80 to others. Suppose a good
Bro. cunsiders it wise and sensible to have commun-
ion in the evening, but quite a number of other
brethren think it unwise, who is to settle which is
wiso and sensible? Here is where we say the only
possible way t> settle the question is by a majority.
We are therefore left to our former rule and con-
clusion, i.e., there is nv way to settle the question
that is expedient but by the majority. There are
of course differences that do not involve a question
—cases where the persous, few or many, are willing
that others should have their own way, in such
cases majorities are needless, but in cases where our
differences form an issue then there must be a
settlernont and we have never seen or heard tell of
a case of like nature settled in any other way than
by the miuority submitting to the majority.

2nd. Becauso it is such a help, particularly to
young Christians, to be activoly engaged in the
work of tho Master. It strongthens their Christian
charactor. Itcauses them to tako a deepor interest
in the Lord’s work generally, and consequently
greater good is done, both in the vineyard and to
themselves. .

3rd. Because thero is such pressing need in the
conflict for every soldier of the cross.

Angd O! brethren and sisters, is not this sufficient
reason for active work. When thousands are dying
around us every day, dying the eternal deuath, dying
unprepared to meet their God, how feeblo and in-
sufficient are our mightiest efforts! The harvest
is ripe all around us, and so few to help gather it
in, Wo cannot all be preachers, but we can all be
workers in aome other way. And shall we see any
friends die, to rise up in judgment to condemn us,
when we might have saved them by our prayers,
entreaties and Christian example 7 If wo keep our
light shining before mon they will see our good
works and glorify our Father who is in heaven,
Does anyono say they can save no one? Can they
not pray ? Can they not at least ask some of their
friends to be Christians, and then pray and water
the Jood seed? What carnest, faithful continued
prayer, coupled with faithful work, was ever un-
successful in the salvation of a soul? None!

THE CHURCH—HER PECULIAR
MISSION.

In the eyes of some, who are wise in their own
conceits, and dogmaticin their profound ignorance,
the church now exists without excuse. They pro-
feas to have discovered that humanity no longer
needs her hlessing. In other words, the world has
outgrown the chnrch us a child outgrows its gar-
ment. As modern naval inventions have rendered
useless more ancient armament so has modern
political, social and moral facilities xrendered uscless
the church. Their reasons for so claiming are
legion, but we shall at present mention these.

1. It is claimed that the govercment insures us
frecedom anad gprotection in our political life; this
tho church caunot do, therefore we do not need
the church in order to secure our political liberties,
But they have overlooked the fact that as men
obey the teaching of the Bible they are protected
in these privileges. These rights did not originate
with the laws of government, nor in man’s brain;
they orignated with God. The teaching of Christ,
which is the true teaching of the church, bas been
and is the lcaven that is changing the kingdoma
into governments where rights are respected. The
most favored government on earth has not, aa yet,
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reached the sublimo height the Bible confura upon
men. Whilo tho church and stato aro as distinct
as cnst from weat, yet the stability of the state
deponds cn the purity of the church. The purpose
of the chureh is not to insure political blussings,
yot the government cennot afford to dispense with
hor salutary influence. As men aro governed more
by principle and less by force, they will need wmore
and moro the teaching of Christ to guide them.
Hence wo draw the conclusion that now anw in
years to como the government will need woro aud
more the blessed teaching of the church of Christ,

2 Again, it is claimed that wo have sv many
charitable institutions whore the lame and the halt
and the blind are cared fur, that we no longer nced
the church in this worh, There arv our “ludges™,
our *‘orders,™ our, *‘fraternitics” and innumerable
socioties where the needy are provided for. As
much of the church’s work was to aid theso dis-
tressod oncs, and they are nuw cared for outside
the church, hence we no longer need the church.
We are most happy tu admit that much want is
avoided aad suffering relioved by the ministrativns
of these ‘‘lodges,” “‘orders,” aud *‘fraternities,”
But in these orders you will find many devout
Christians; the church has a largo sharo in these
charitics,. Whence did these instituuons arisel
Are thoy older than the Bouk that teaches **Thou
shalt love thy neighbor as thyself?”  But supposo
wo should graut all th 30 encmies to the church
clsim for these charitable institutions, would it
leave tho church without work? By no means.
But unfortunately for the superior claims made
for these orders they begin at the wrong end of
humanity. They black-ball those they do rot
desire, while the church of Christ never refuses to
take a man because ho is a pauper or a vile sinner.

The church takes hold of those whom lodges refuse
to admit,

This one fact is sufficient to show that those who
urge such objections against the continuance of the-
church of Christ have totally misconceived her chiof
sim. While feeding the poor, visiting the sick and
clothing the naked, is a glorious work to be done by
the church, yet, this is not her chief work. No
sane man would think of honoring Georgo Wash-
ington as the model husband, while doubtless he
waa a good husbard, yet there were then and are
now many his equal in this particular; we honor
him as the ‘““Father of his country.” This is his
peculiar distinction. But to feed the poor and
clothe tho naked is not the peculiar work of the
church. Becauso sho cares for the destitute is not
the reason we reverence hor.

3. A third reason adduced for not nceding the
church is that now we have such a moral systom
that & man can attain the same moral excellency
outside that he can inside the church; and as
morality is the highest virtue daveloped by the
church we have no reason to perpetuato the church
at such an immensp cost.

That the facilities in Qeveloping our moral
natures are snperior to those onjoyed by the
sncients, unone will deny; that men can and do
attain eminence in morals outside the church we
roadily grant; but that the moral excellonce of such
are superior, or equel to those within the. church
we deny. Tn the ancient moraliats many delight,
but their teachiug was far abovestheir practice.
Where Seneca’s moral teaching reach the sublimest

buights his practice deacends to the lowest licentious-
ness,

The teachings of our noblest moralists of the day
are far supetior to their lives. This caunot be
truly said of Christ. As the tallest Alpine peak
towers above the ant hill in the valley so dves
Christ’s moral teachings tower above the wmoral
teachings of men. Christ did not teach one thing
and practisy another. His life was a complete ex-
emplification of His loftiest principles.

The moralist outside tho church has stolen tho
moral teaching of Christ and paradesitas an earth-
ly product. He also rofuses to acknowloedge the
reflox influenco of Christianity upon himself, If
the church of Christ should suddenly become in-
operative, wo would witness a rapid decline in mor
ality, Morality alone will never purify a state,
neither will morality alonoe keop a mural state
moral,

Suppose that wu shouid admit that a man can
live as moral outsido tho church as he can inside,
wounld that demonstrate that we nu lunger noud the
church of the Lurd Jesus Christ!] Noasir. For the
chief purpuse of the cliurch is not tu teach a cude of
morals, No vite can be a Christian true and luyal

absolutoly free from all sin. “‘For whosoover shall
keep the wholo law, and yet stumble in ono puint,
he is becomo guilty of all.” A jewol that has never
been lust cannot be found, a man that has never
sinned nceds n . Saviour, honce a perfect morality
ronders void the cruss of Christ. “‘Forif righteous
ness is through thelaw, then Christ died for nought.”
But a man that hes sinned unce cannot by any
number of goed deeds atone for one misdeed.
Yet, *‘there is nune righteous, no not ono'™; *‘For
all have sinned and fall short oi the glory of God.™
He who clings to morality for salvation clings to
inexorable cundemmnation. If the moralist would
bat open the eyes of his mind, he would see that
this ethical law was “‘bringing them into captivity
under the law of sin” and he would cry **O wrotch-
ed man that I amn! who shall deliver me out of the
bondage of this death?”

Ethics is not the highest principle the church
inculcates. Ethics in reference to salvation from
8in is a8 silent as an empty tomb. Ethics leaves a
man where it finds him—*‘sold under sin.” The
church of the Lord Jesus Christ teaches salvation
from sin through the shed bluod of our crucified and
risen Saviour, It teaches ‘‘that the unrighteous
shall not inherit the kingdom of God;” that *with-
out faith it is impossible to be pleasing unto Rim”;
that oxcept ye repent yo shall all hikewise perish;”
that “‘with the mouth confession is made untosalva-
tion;” that, ‘“‘why tarriest thou, arise and be
baptised,and wash away thy sins, calliog on His
name;" that, ‘‘if wo confess our sins, He is faithful
ond righteous to forgivo us our sins, and to cleanse
us frowm all unrighteousness;” that through patience
snd woll doing “‘shall be richly supplied unto you
the entrance into the eternal kinzdom of our Lurd
and Saviour Jesus Christ.”

Therefore if the government should ever reach a
state of perfection so complete as not to need the
influence of the church, if the world should ever
become so philanthropic as to care for all the
destitute, if our moral iustitutions should ever be-
come so perfect that the man of the world was as
moral as the humblest Christian, even then the
church would have its peculiar and oternal work to
perform, That work is to ‘‘seek and to save the
lost.” So long as there is one sinner in this world
with ono unforgiven sin, or one person liable to sin,
8o long will the church have work to do.

Christ came not as legislator, alms-give., moral
philosophier; but as a Saviour of sibners. This is
the peculiar mission of the Church of Christ, Let
not this fundamental work bo obscured by the ac-
cidental labors of Christian philanthrophy. Lot
preacher and private member draw marked distinct-
ions between morality and Christianity. The cross
of Christ isremedial,ethicslegalistic. As the pebbles
that fringe old ocean’s rim are powerless to stay
the gigantic sweep of the fierco Atlactic tides, so
are human oxpedionts utterly powerless to savo a
soul from sin,

Christian, Ethics will save no ono unless he is 804 to provide things honest in the sight of

men.”! He tells us in Phil. ii, 3, that ‘‘ we must
esteom others bettor than ourselves,” and not to
look on ou~ own things, but every mau also cn the
things of others.

Theso facts, with many others of like import in
the Biblo, are very plain and practical and are not
at all mystified or darkened by theological fog.
They will not admit of any mere than the one in-
terpretation, 4. ¢,, that religion is the love of others,
to seo othors’ good; to bless and help and promote
their interest, even at the sacrifice of our own in-
terest if need be. We nee this so clearly exempli-
fied in the consecrated lifo of our Saviour, who was
the true exponent of religion, that we are left
without any possible chance of a mistake as to tho
nature and spirit of religion. This self-sacrifice,
this love that seeks ‘ not her own,” and this dusive
to bless even those who may despise us, are tho
brightest etars in manhood’s crown; without these
our religion is like a man withouta soul. In theso,
the only true principles of manhrod, we find the
foundation and cap-stone of all institutions and
governments of any worth, Tpon this foundation
—the love of man to God and to his brother man
—is established the government that will aventually
encircle the world and subdue the apirit that now
invades the govornments of this world.

Opposed to this, the religion of Christ, is the
It is as
evidont as the shining sun, to those whose mind is
not wholly impaired by party prejudice, that the
spirit and principle of party are diametrically op-
posed to religion. The party spirit sceks to build
up its own interest by the overthrow of some
opposing party, while religion honors and builds
up its own subjects by the harmony and building
up of others. The former seeks to injure its op-
posers, while the lattor seeks to bless them. In
the one case it is hatred unearthing the faults of
others, while in the other it is love covering a mul-
titudo of faults, The one is his brother’s hater,
the other is his brother’s keepor. We can see
enough with half an oye to convince us that it is
utterly impossible for a partisan to to be a Chris-
tian. The theological as well as the political par-
tisan is 80 blinded by his party spirit that he can
see no good in any othor party; principle, however
true, has no weight with him, He will support
and adhere to his party regardless of principle, and
will very often sacrifice the best of mon and the
most sacred of principles.

The Pharisee was so wedded to his party that he
was blind to the brightest light that over shone on
earth. The Saviour plainly told them they could
take down a camel out of their own .party dish
without seeing it, but atrain their eyes outata
guat in sume one else’s dish.

We must uot suppose that when we are clinging
to the shibboleths of party that we are necessarily
adhering to principle, because party and principleare
notinterchangeable terms. There are many whoata
devotod partisans who know little or nothing about
principlos. We find it now ns.it was in the days of
our Saviour, those who were strict partisans and so
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glued to thoir party that the vory best prinoiplos
wore poison to thom if not seon within their party
lines; and those like tho Apostle Paul and others,
who would submit to truth and righteousness re-
gardless of party, even if it cost their own lives; and
others alsn who would sacrifico both party and
principle for tho *‘loaves and fishes.” Who is so
blind that he cannot see that this * fishy» and
pattisan spirit is working death to roligion and ruin
to all goud government. It is high timo to awake
out of darkness and to put on the armor of light,
and to take up the angel's song, ** Poace on earth
and goodwill to men,” and with it break down the
party lines and division walls and show to the wo 1d
the religion of love, which is tho ouly true basis of
good government and the only principles of life
oternal, H. Murray.

PERILOUS TIMES.

The Apostlo Paul foresaw, away down in the
future, tho fearful state the world of mankind
wonld be in. He does not refor to Mahometanism
or Romanism in particular, but man in general.
He draws out the character that man will assume,
as wo find in 2nd Tim,, 3rd chapter, Girst three
verses (ploaso read it in the R. V.) Paul draws a
very dark picture of the professed Christirn spirit
in the last days, the lust days of the Christian age,

Not to go into many particulars, 1 will mention
the great falling away of many roligious bodies frm
their primitive simplicity, down to where they are
now. Since my recollection the great and power-
ful body of Methodists in our fair Dominion,
their zeal, piety, humility, devation, was then
marvelous ; plain in dress and manner, prayerful
and devoted to their high calling, announcing that
they (the preachers) wero called and sent of God,
a8 Aaron was, they suporseded any sect at that
time. The Quakers boasted sbout their plain dress
and language. The Mothodists vied with them. «

I knew a young women who was expelled from

- the class for wearing a ribbop over her bonnet for

strings, with a bow on one side. The presiding
elder suid it must be plain and straight over the
bonnet.

At that time the Episcopaliaus were the most
wealthy, fashionable and stylish people we had, and
the Methodiats were continually referring to them
as examples of pride and folly. Where is the dif-
foronce now-? Can any ono tell? Yes, sdays ono,
the difference is completely turned around The
Mothodists have crept up, until they now super-
sede in finory, style, fashion and haughty beariog
the most wealthy Episcopalians ; wealth and num.
bers begat pride and haughty bearing every-
where, individually and collectively. Taking this as
a fair sample we can see in every sect in the world
the same atate of things.

Now leaving this, 1 come nearer home and speak
of a great reformatory or restorationary movemeont
in which we, as Disciples of Christ, are engaged.
Forty years ago, I remember reviewing the whole
roligious ground within my horizon, and seeing
how sects had degenerated, I wondered if it would
be possible for Disciples of Christ, who had the
pure gospel of Christ unmixed with the dogmas of
of men, to follow in the wake of the sects to apos-
tacy. When a sect aruse, they were persecuted by
those who preceded them. While we a8 a poople
weore being persecuted, we were humble, prayer-
ful, zealous and earnest in our work, and made
the Bible our only guide in our divine work, we
wero a unit in our love and good works; not
maoy wealthy ones among us, and we were un-
popular in public estimation ; all were willing and
anxious, as much as lay in our power, to advanco
the blessed cause and make conquests for the dear
Saviour. While enjoying theso hallowed times of
the amsembling of tho saints, I used to look away
shead, and fear that when wo had gained the

victory over our pursecutors, and perhaps become
rich in this world's affairs, many would becomo
caroless and fall into the samo temptations and act
moro like tho bad people who preceded us,

The falscly called ** expediency and progress ”
dactrine, which was first brought to the light by
the late A. S. Huyden, in the Millenial Harbinger,
(1 have loat the number) is now coming out in full
bloom in somo places. DMust we stund still and seo
it gv on in its false pretences? By no means. I
am now told it is expediont to have this, that and
the other thing in the church, all of which 158 un-
known in the New Testamout. Very truly wo are
to progress every day we hve, but it 18 in the
Divino life, in good worke, 1n pioty, holiness,
prayerfuluess, 1n activity 1n doing gond, in fact 1n
all the Christian graces, and mako proparation for
Heaven: but to progress away from the divine record
into the downward road, to the conforming to tho
vanities of the world, will terminate in eceroal ruin
to ourselves and those wo laad astray.

Let any unv who has the love of God abiding in
his or her heart look abroad smong the churches
and seo the desolation, the strife, the contention,
churches torn asunder, and his heart will be piorc.
ed with sadness. *‘ How vain are all things here
below, how false and yet how fawr.” All things
among thuse progressionists, must be so fixed as
that they will please the eye, the ear and the
vanities of life. A sister some timo ago was in
Chicago for a time, and on her return told me that
¢‘the churches there had one leadwg train of
thought, and acticn--to go in for fun.” In our
country the churches have not gone su far astray,
but I fear. My soul is so pierced by theso de-
partures from the truth and powerful simplicity
and dovotion we find in the (ospel, that 1 am fill-
od with sorrow; tears of pity often flow while I am
contrasting the brotherly love, devotion and unity
