LIGH.1T DUES ON SlIPPING.
'l'lit imposition by tie British Govern-

ment of light dues on shipping bas beon
frequently conplained of by commercial
organizations in Enigland, but their

iesmorials have eaci tine failed to induce
the abolitionprayed for. To subjectvas
renewed at an influential meeting recenstly
held in Bristol, showing a spirit of per-
severance whichi is alvays vortlhy in a
good cause. The lighthouses on the coasts
of tho United Kingdomn are under the
imsanagenent of tie Corporation of tie
Triuiity Ilouse, the Commissioners of
Norticrn Lighlts and the Ballast Board of
Dublin, with powers, subject to the super-
vision of thle Board of Trade, to levy dues
on shippiig for the maintenance of sucli
lighthouses. It is contended that these
charges are unequal in operation, and un-
justin principle, as a tax fallingiultimnately
on the consuniers of seaborne cosumnodi-
ties, thus being levied indirectly andi in a
prejudicial mariner. Exception is taken
to the management of the lighthouse
system, it being urged that the service
could be more economically and intelli-
gently managed, if placed under the di'-
ect control of one of the Government de-
partments. Again, it is shown that other
countries, anongst them America, France,
Prussia, Rissia and Spain, have ceased to

charge shipping for tie maintenance of
lights and buoys. British slipping is not,
therefore, taxed in tiis respect wlsen trad-
ing to the ports of the couîntries mention-
ed ; but the levying of the tax uii Britain
forns an argument whsich umlight justly bo
made use of hy foreign nations against ail-
nitting British vessels to other privileges.
It is gratifying to sece that tihe desires to
have an cvil corrected aie niot being per-
mitted to tie outi. Tie subject is eue of
n10 little importance to Canadians shipping,
ansd ias iore than once iad the attention
of thle representative commercial body of
this country, but their eflibrts proved
futile. lt is to bc hoped the exmpiile of
pcrseverance ivill be cinlated. The
Doinison ois over a million tous of siip-
ping, chiily engaiged in trading to Great
Britain and other parts of Europe. ''lie
tax levied ipoi Canadiasn sihils, ini comi-
mon ivith all other vessels, wien visiting
tie motlesr country, is felt sas a serions
natter, inasmesuch as many of tihese ships
make three or four voyages a year, and
are coismpelled to pay ' liglit dues Il twice
every voyage, unless in hallast. Tie
Dominion lias a coast.line of 1200 miles,
ligited nid buoyed at tie sole expense of
its Governiment, a full sharo of tise
cost of wlich is borine by its ship -
owners,-'-while these ligits and buoys are
absolutelyfrec to ail natiois of tie world.
Thsese facts indicate the ssnfsavorsable posi-
tion our shipowners celpy, as tlsey pay
to give free ligits te British ships, but sire
theinselves taxed additionially if they seui
vessels to Britain. Then, too, the "liglit
dues" as at present enforced are full of
anonaslies, one of which is, that ships dis-
charging at French nid other continsental
ports, wlich have passecd Eiglisi ligIts
en voyage, pay ne dues; whilst, if tley
discharge at Britisi ports (passing, of
course, the saule liglits they passed in tie
former instance of exemption) the tax is
enforced. Tie tax is, there'ore, virtually
a preium in favor of continental trade
as ugainst trade ivith G seat Britain. This
continuied taxation of Canadien ships in
Britain is an injustice and ve trust
menis will yet be feund to induce the
Imperial Government to defray tie cost
of mnaintaininsg its ligitioises, &c., out of
its public revenue. It is strange thast
there should be such peisistenît blinsdness,
where all other intelligent cotsitries exhi-
bit riglt views for the encouragement of
the slipping interests.

'AFRiCA AND THE AUSTRALIAN
TRADE.

[coisisusorran.]

Against tise chances of establishing a
piofitable trade vith Australia it ias been
obîjectedi by persons whose caution ex,
ceeds ticir enterpriso that it is a long
voyage and ouri ships could bring nothing
back. We think this is a fallacious cpi.
iion. Net iniilitòleC to be more thais
imserely siuggestive,-mnore' geographical.
perhaps, than comhnorcil,-the following
liits are thron out foi' consideration :

'Tie Australians group of' British posses
siois lic at the other end of the w'arl.
To reaci thons wo iave to pass the coast
line of imlost of the Africans coloinies.
Onsco beyonîîd the Cape the w'ators of
the hidian Occan ire tie centre of the
Ausstralia-Inîdianus trade. A Canadian ves.
sel of suitable size and oqiipiienst miglit
sail east frioi tie St. Lawrence ou a trad-
ing and freigit.carrying voyage ; isiglit
deliver a dozon cargoes at the principal
ports of tli w'old and return froim tie
wsest, after laviing Élicei avigated the
globe and paid her cost froim tiuick to
keeloii ; cir, in a shiiorter period, migit
bring to oir shores tie usual imsports cf
British goods alfter hsavinsg disposed of lier
v-enitui'e of' Cassadian manufactures in
Austr'aia, and thence taîkî'nî a cargo of
Australian wool, tallow or hides to Eng-
land. Froms the St. Lawrence to Auistia-
lisn, tionce to England, and frons Enuglaind
home is so ovident a course that %ve need
say nothing imoie regarding it. Lot us
ratier touch on a course of trade ivhici,
altlougli ahieaid of present requieets,
will, without doubt, develop itself ioro
or less slowl'y in the future.

Gold, ivory, fancy furs, spices ande.
msedicinal guis are available for the pur-
poses of' commerce all the civilized wSd
over. They aire to bc obtainsed on the
,west coast of Africa in exclainge for cot-
tons, gauidily dyed l homespuns, siall iron
w'are, ammssîuiiitions and other articles of
Canadian anufacturo. Cargoes of palii
oil and other tropical products for Eng-
laniid aie tobe fodiii tiere. For'ty degiees

to tise sousti, on tie hsiglssv'ay to Australia,
w'e reaci tie coloñy of Good lope where
thore vill ahinost certainly e found an
outlet foi all the varities of articles niows
being shipped ass an experiment to Aus.
tralia, esp)ecially boots imssd suces, ready-
ismade clothiig, saddlci'y, carringe wh'icels
and ietallic casting s, smsall ironwarc, tise
better qualities of black and grey hone'
spunis, vith mssany other articles. Freiglt
probably iot plenty, but occasionally,
shipments of w'ines, wvith passengers to
Australia or India. We need iot par-
ticularise the various articles noiy beig
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sent te Australia ploper, exrcpt te Say
that the fir'st shipimients if pi'perly placed
vill donbiless lay the foundation of a

permanent trade and require constalit

renewal, not onîly for Melbourlne but. t the

othier .Australasian settlements. Onr
slips wien ii tiose watels aro in tie
centre of Asiatic commerce. Caiadiai
vessels (althoigli WC Calnadiais say it,)
are exceptionally good, and in luîll and
eqiipment, as n'ell s in the natitîcal skill
of the imasters and seamanshiip of the
crews, comipare favorably n'ith the marine
of' aniy flag. 'Slippers, even at the otther
sitde. of the world will iot overlook
tlat fact, and we cannot be coisidered
as too sanguine in supposuig the trade
will give the prefercice te ships
nanned by better muenu than raga-

muffin lascars. Wool, tailow, hiles,
wlieat, with passengers and treasure, are
the exports te England, for a share of'
which transport Canîadiai slips maiy fairly
compete. Or, in anoetlher' direction, the
Australial colonies export hior'ses ii large
numîbers te Inudia, and otierwise coiciliit
an extensive coliice w'iti liiiin ports.
HIereo again Canîadianî bottomns canii con-
pete witi sicli ships aus are 011 the route,
especially in the lliatter' of' horses, by
being prepared wvith tue iappliances that-
answver so Well in shipping cattle to Eng'
land. India is on tthe higlivay te China,
where cargoes of tea and otlher goods are
not hard tobe ounld. China is next door
te British Coluibia, and that province is
but a few days sail from the Golden G ate
of Califoriiil. Sain Francisco lias trade
with the Polynesianî islauds ; they, nore
or' les, witi New Zealanid. From tiat
colony there is inuch intercourse with
Great Britain and soimewhat with the
West Indies. Fr'eom Guiaiia and the West
India Tslainds malhogany, r'unm aud sugar
freights are obtainable ; and fron England
the return hione, laving circuinnavigated
the globe and yet not golle beyond the
range of British colonies.

It is not pretended thiat all these voy-
ages are likely te be made iii one trip,
but soie ainong then offer good pros-
pects, and, at all events, they open up a
larger field of enterprise than tlie beaten
tracks that at present circumnscribe oui'
shipping.

The South African colonies are, low-
ever, vell worth looking up. They require
just the articles w'e can supply them with.
They pay in gold.

-The British ship Meboaîrnîe au lier, last
voyage to Australia made the extraordinary
runinîîîtg of 5,139 miles ii 17 days, being over
300 miles daily.-England his lost $500,000,-
000 by Turkish, Spanisl, Eyptian and South
Anericin defaults.

RINCOIPLES OF LIFE ASSURANCE.

It mav be said for Life Assurance Coin-
paniei tHat the cases ot' failir ainong
tiheim are rarer tlian in mnost other institu-
Lions. This ind1eed is foituinte, as it is
more necessary to the existence o the
syston than iii any otier busine.ss. Life
assurance withi inost men is purely a
iatter of iiplicit trust, and all eoipanlies

for thiis reason should gu'ard carefully
against any circuiustances that iay intjure
the character of any, wliein so uiielh le-
pends iponi tie aggregate reputatioi.
Like C's:u-'s wife, they shlt011 Id be above
suspiciou. J t i to be regretted that Life
Iisuîrance Coipaniles ire not looked uîponi
as iidividital institutions but Ils a class,
so thlat whia tevert njures the reputationî
ot' eue cas..ts distriust upion i. lJTis is
exelmiplified by the iuilberi of policies
allowved to lapse in tie Uliiited States
owiiig ii a coisiderable degre to the
knavery or muisfortniie of a few concernîîs
wihichî have broken down. Every mait
before insuring his life wiants to be
tlorioighliy satisfied as te the guarantees
and security on the part of the insurance
comîîpanies, thiat wliat they unîîdertake tiey
will be able te carry out, and that whlen
the time coiles foi payient the mîoney
will be forthcoinihg and paid.

When onee of those large comîpaniies
goes te ruin the priiciple of insurance is
put back for years. Men do not look upon
sucli matters as they do in ordinary busi-
ness transactions. If our grocer sends us
stale eggs oi questionable coffee, we do
not give up eating eggs and drinking
cefflee; we mner'ely change ouir grocer.
Tliîîs instead of giving up the principle
of future sustelance Whuen we have reason
te suspect the souidness of the life in-
surance comîpany we have entrusted with
the sacred charge, ivo should ierely look
out for a better coipany. To get rid of
suspicion is eue of the clief necessities
iiposed on insurers and insured. The in-
sured vants te be certain that the box
into whicl he lias beei dropping lits money
is not furnisled with a false bottomi, a
worse than Pandora's box, and that when
death shall break the box those who coime
after ii sliall not find it enpty. Direc-
tors of insurance coipanies are chosen
froin aniong oui best inercliants, but w'e
kienoi a country wliere their generosity
(te theinselves) lias becoine proverbial,
belonging t that class of people who,
spendingother people's ioney, do it with
a good deal of generosity, and doing as the
pool improvident author of the Vicar of
Wakefield did whien the washerwoman

was clanoriiig for lis bill, and Dr. Johnson
sent him a guinea he did not spend the
guinea in paying the wasierwonman direct-

ly-nîot lie i noe, lie paid for a bottle of
fadeirat, using the guinea in a imore

gentlemiianly way--in s-îOnething genaerous
and rich i P'eople who insure wn'ît their
imoncy to be perfectly safe, they nait te
feeil thiat tlhey are Iot the victims of any
desigiing kcînavery or' ilse ealculations.
''tie position of the mjilor'ity et' existing
assurance coupanies doing businîess ini
Calnladi iilecti satisfactory if they bo
regarded l01îy i] thehir character as comn-
imier'cial institutions. Soime of atien have
mlet withi abniost unlvarlied pr-osperity f-rm
Hie 'precaultioi exercised of chiarging a
constde'able nargini ii favoi' o the com-
pany over thîe riatleinatical value of the
isk attendng the assurance of anîy life, a

low rate of business expenditure aud fromi
the judieious mannelrii in whielh the pire
inionîs are invested. Th'lie laws of average
011 whici those calculations are based
coincide an exactly witi results as proved
by the carcer of our inost respectable
coaipaiîtes that it is generally conceded
tihere is less tendency te fluctuation in
the profits of' an insurance company tlhanî
ini tlose of aniy other couimercial enter-
prise.

Thlre is nlothing perhaps tihiat a maln
undertakes ii whici lie should exercise
Inore care tian in insurintg his life; but
it is often tle case tliat the coinpany
whose genieral arguments in favor of life
insurance are most successful, is that

whiclh does the business apart from any
special advantages it iay possess. AI-
thougli public failures aiongst life insur-
ance coipanies are coiîparatively of rare
ocenîîî'î'ce, yet the covert bankrupt state
of such institutions ought in reality te lie
more vigilantly watcled foi than the open
reliuiqihiiiuent of business. By the latter
course assurers are at once placed upoi
their guard ; but against the undetected
poverty of a necessitous institution it is
difficult to be on the alert. The public
are not generally aware that the business
of life assurance is so peculiar thiat a coin-
pany may, te an inexperienced eye, he
apparently in a fiourishing condition, and
actually adding every year considerable
suis te its capital, altliough proceeding
steadily towards eventual insolvency,
none the less real, because it does not
apparently suspend the progress of the
comlîpany.

Excessive expenditure and too. low a
scale of preminis wvith excessive profits
are anong the chief causes of deteriora-
tion, as may be seen in recent as Well as
in former cases of failure. During a long
and improvidenît infancy the prenium
fund may be se intrenched upon without
being exhausted, thlat it may be insuffi-
aient in the comlpany's maturity te pro'
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vide against lthe inevitable inciroso in the
nl umnber of claimants throliugh detI aIn ng
tIe policylolders, mcantimc ic assurers
continue sinking their. preminins ii blind

security, until, too lata, the reality of he
case becoies knon,-anoIhe 4 ('oiiti-
enitl'' swindlebe pcrtrated ipoi an u-
suspecting public, and incalculable iijury
doue ta haest nd well condlucted coi-
paiiies. Let cvery inan ask iinseif, whlen
lie has made up his mind to perfori tliis

grand duty of insuring his life, to coisider
where his noncy is iost liablc to b-c
ioinesty and carefuly employed.

BUTT' ER A\ND Ci E
As mllentionled last week, the slipmenuits

of the stock of butter leld herclhave been
slipped ont during tl rcsent week, thei
quantity sent to ail parts being rver 14,-

000 packages. 'Tlie openness of the fall
saIlsoi lais becn fiaivor-abe la or naking
butter up to a later period thon 1ast year,
ani the quality of tic fai imiae is celtainly
liner thaii usual. We call the imarket quiet,
since Ouir list issue biyers seeiling satis-
fied to have it sa, while deliveries froin the
couiitry aie being nade. The general feel-
ing seems ta indicate a williigness ta go
into the winter with a stock of choice
butterat, say, 221, ta 24C foi good ta choice
Brockvillc & Marrisburgh, and 23to 25c.

The inability of the gentlemnn
naimad thercin ta promnptly furnish saie
inp'ortant commercial inforimation askced,
foi respecting Canada, as evidcenced at a
meeting of .Jamaica unm'erchants last nuonth,
almost warrant the supposition that lis
rceorted success nay be problematical.
But intelligent enterprise will alwiys
coinniand respect and prosperity. The
desires for an axchange of products are
mllanifestly inmtual between Calndian and
West Iidit mierchants, and, so fa, as pas-
sible, eaclh should respond ta the other
in a practical mainer. Of course there are
barriers in tle way of doing any coisider-
able trade, without reciprocfl concessions
in the tariffs as affecting lcading inter
changeable commodities,-and without
regular communication between tlc colin-
tries. The pioninence given by the Bud-
qet to the chances for obtainiing credit
froin Canadian nerchants, as is r'eceived
froi England, strikes one somnwhat sin.
gularly, coisidering the fact tliat the
Jamaicans pay cash fo, all the goods they
imuport fron the United States. elie lat-
ter point leads ta the belief that thel
Amnericaus are doing in the WTest Indies
what they have donc in Canada: driving
business, and selling for cash. Hfowvever',
credit is a matter whicli nust develop it.
self wlien it sceins opportine. hie siug-
gestion about transferring prilcipal West
India articles on exhibition at the Centen-
nial ta Canada, ouglht te be favorably con-
sidered, as it w'ould grcatly facilitate trade
extension.

STOCK AND MONEY MARIET.
The uniisual exciteaient and ferment in St.

François Xavier street, d uring the last few days,
culimîated yesterday afternoon ii the tempor-
ary suspension of one of our most respectable
firis oft stock and bond brokers, a firmîî wiose
operations were occasionally of a magnitude
tliat would not discrediit tle New York iiarket.
The difficulty arose throughi extensive oper-
ations in lontreal Telegraph Stock (the favor-
ite football on he street) on the part of three
fiinis, Messrs. Bond Brai bers,Strathy & Strathy,
and L. J. Forget, and a few outside parties. Ini
the course of heavy transactions extending over
severai weeUs, NIr. L. J. Forget met wvith seme
losses, and sene of is customers being unable
te pay up, Bond Bios. advanced him by degrees
till it reached the suai of S57,000, after which
they refused to advance hin any more, and last
Mondaylie founîd his account with the Exchange

Raiunk consideriibly overdrawn. Il the course
of olerations ir. Forget having te pay to, anld
receive cheques from Stratihy & Strathy, lie de-
posited these in tlie Excliiiige Bank in tli usual
way, and Messrs. Strathy deposited in the Baik
of lontreil but withouit acceptances. Whîei
hie bank sent the following day for acceptances
there was "olia filhuins," the deposit iitended to
mect tlîein liaving been applied to hic old drafts.
Mir. Forget being interested iii.several leading
securities, especially Montreal Telegraph and
City Passenger, and the batiks tiaving navaiced
ou theimi, liaturally called upon flic brokers to
both pay nii loans and ilcrease the Imargins. Ii
the excited state of tie miiarket this wias found
impossible; and one ftim n particular, fthe
lessrs. Bond, declined ta pay aiiytiiiig tilt

sole settlemiienit was irrived ai, tius causiig
tle relport of tleir sislpeisioi. Their statenent
o the afiternoon loard was tlit they were pre-

pared to settle all claiis if time were given to
arrange thei. The amomî t of Telegraph in-
volved reaclhes SGGO,000, City Passeiger S-400,-
000; besides Bank of Toronto and other se-
curities amounting to abolit S1,000,000 more.
On these loans wiere el'ected to the amount of
$500,000. Tte bilks lold fair ilmargins 011 tli
stocks. Active elorts are being made to ad-
just matters, and it is expected that some satis-
tctory arranîgement wil be arrived at. li
other respects the stock market for the week
experienced but little change. Montreal Tele-
graph sold as low as 150 yesterday. At five
o'clock yesterday afternon the President oi
the Stock Exchange announced to the Board
thlat ILessrs. Bond Bros. would mneet any de-
imands lade on themî for margins in the niorn-
ing. No change of iote in tlie mîîonîey iiarket.

- The cigar nanufacturers af Hiavanfa have
adopted a resolution to petition the Government
te raise the expert duîty on tobacco leaf to 514
gold per quintal, and declare maiuîfactuired
cigars free of duty. The object of this measure
is to promote the interests of the nanuifacturers,
and check the exportation of rai tobteco.

- The Rockland State Company are building
an addition to thair slate sheds in the woodyard
at Richmliond.

- New Orleans merchants are congratuilat-
ing tiemaselves on the prospect of tle revival of
their business by the success of tle Soutl Pass
jetties.--Nearly all the lalifax banks have
reduced the rate of iîterest on permanent de-
posits tromi 5 to 4 per cent.--The Miister of
Justice lias requested the Quebec Governmen t
to taie immediate action regarding the coadi-
tion of the Montreal Courts.

- The steamer Moravian hias brouglht out
one luîndred cases of bronze coin for the Bank
of Montreal.- Tlie American priis tlat were
lately shipped to Enigland in suclI large quanti-
ties, have been reshipped to New York, it hav-
ing been founud impossible to place them upon
the Englishî market at terms to compete with
English cottons.

Mr. Picautd
lias always enjoyeil te repuîtation of being
a mar of soue means. Be shaîved notes, loiined
money, &-c., in addition to lits store business,
and his failure was s mîatter of muîîîcl surprise.
Ail investigation inîto his affairs reveals the fact
that, when he tok ounto himself a wife îî short
tine ago, lie testified bis affection in a very
substantial manner, by transferriîg to lier,
cliattels, &c., to the value of some $3000. le
also doctored lis real estate for lier beiefit ii
stch a way that it is not available, and noi
our couiterfeit insolvent lives in good style at
the expense of his creditors and speaks boast-
inîgly of his having consultedi the best legal
talent in Quebec aisd Three Rivers to accomîp-
lis his ends. And still there will b a etsufli-
ciency of confiding persons ready to sell to this
mian again, perhaps to be victiinizei in the
same way.

- A yoing provision liolse ls nlow closing
up its affairs after thrce orfour years successfuil
buisiness froms "'inconipatibility of teiiier."

- The ainufacturers and 7ierciants iutuai
Insurance Co. have thouîglt fit to site for fraud
their ltte ianager iere. The case was renand-
ed] till a later daty, and wien then brouglit up
lo! there was no prosecution, and the agit has
been discharged.

- The Victoria railcvay fromu Lindsay to Nin-
mouînt, and passing througi Fenelon Falls, a
distance of thirty-three miles, hias been coli-
pleted. lie first, freiglht train took a shipiment
of iides for nie of our alderien.

- The Directors of the Imiperial Bank have
determiied to otein a branch in St. Thomas.

- A writ of attachnent lias been issued by a
leading dry goods firmi in Mointreal, agailnst
liller & IlcClelland, dry goods ierchants, of

this city. M1r. liller of. the firi did business
formerly under several styles in Mlarklhai. le
camoe to Toronto. in March, 187, and, in coim-
pany withl Mr. Hughes, a fariner who hadl tno
knowledge of business, bouîghtt out for S28,000
the reltil business of Cox & Co. In Septeiber
folIwing, they found .il necessary to call a
neting of creditors. An extension vas obtain-

ed, and in July, 1875, at another meeting o

creditors, they comlpromised their indebtedness
at fifty cents. on the dollar. Mr. Hughes, re-
tiring was siceedied by Mr. McClelland. And
nlow the creditors are calledi together again.

- Nothing, while it lasts, so conipleiely -up-

sets a man us a presidential calipaign, and
what. applies to the individual s. to i great
degree, applicable to the state of business. Buit
while the niîy have been bisy over the tl ee-
tios the more sensible few have becen looking
after the dollars and cents. Thîe rise in sugars
is owing in a great degree to a gigantic sprcu-

lation set agoing of late. Soins of our leading
houses have been sending to Moutreal for sup-
plies, and it je inost unilikely that the people of
the Dominion vill be able soon agailn to get.their sugars ut 8 to 9 cents a lb.

- But the election excitenent is subsiding.
For the last few months the city has alinost
resembled an Italian town in carnival time.
Torci-liglited aries have paraded the streets
by night, and bands of music by day; respect-
able citi'ens have arrayed themselves in coae of
many colors, and shouted themîselves into ini-
cipient bronchitis in favor of thîeir respective
favorites. The aminorait of breath expendel by
public speakers, private speakers, and profes-
sional shouters woild have kept all the sick
mon in the country in wind for iany years
We dure not speak of the thirst occasionsed by
all this exercise of lung; of the barrels of ljuor
which have gone down excited and droughsty
tiroats.

We doubt not it -ould be
productive of theutmost good--of far more
good, perhaps,' tIa is to bc gained by repre-
sentation at the Centeniial Canada is bent
upon establishing a trade tvith us, and .would,
therefore, study our resources with. péculiar
interest wvith that avowed purpose ;wbreaa, at

But enough was not made of the propo-
sal. IL would cost moncy to transmit the
exhibits in the manner proposed, and it was
assued lt ilthe Government wold not undereo
the expense. Now, this was assuming too
much. It is just one of those matters that the
Governinent with a board policy miight enter-
tain. At lenst, there would be no harm in
trying it. Government did net begrudge the
expense in respect to the Centennia, where the
good te result, at most, would be indirect, and
it is net unreasonable to suppose that it would
extend the necessary expenditure with the
object suggested, seeing that a direct and

positive good mîight result. But suppose the
Governient did not entertain the proposal,
the amount te defray the cost could not be so
great that it miglt not bu subscribed anong
the merchants and trading coninoity.-linge-
ton, Jamaic<t, Budget, Oct. 24.

LIFE INSURANCE RENEWAL PliU.\lS.

'The Legislatúre of the State of New York
passed an Ahct whichi caille in1to opieration "i1
ist May last, mailing it coulîîIsory co tle
part of ilt Lite Copianites doinîg business in
that state, te give thirty days' notice to etehi

policy-holder prior to the naturity of renewal
preliuis, thus obviating lapse or forfeiture,
throughl ignorance or oversiglit. This laiv
inust coniend its If te all. anîd its adoption in
the Dominiion would be welcoine. We lire all
aware of the steady pertinacity witi whiich the
Life liisurance canvasser sticks te it supposed
iisurer intil his application is signed antd the
medical examiînation concluded, and also huw
carefuilly lie looks after our interests by huri-.-
ing up the policy, and bringing it to us, withî
thu receipt for first preiniin. Wi thI w ia t
urbianity lie receives our cheque for the amiiîomin t
of insurance, picks up his hat, and bids is
adieu, alimost, we may say, forever, for, unless
wye wisi Io increise the anoulLt of inîsurance. it
is rarely ie ever visite ls usgain. We thei are
in the hands of the geieral agent or manager,
who nay or tmîay not advise us of the date 1îpon
which our policy muatures he ensuing year.
We are avare that it is cistomîary for all res-
pectable offices to so notify their policy-hold-
ers, but there is notiing obligatory in this, and
we think sone suchi Iaw iiigit be adopted by
our government, as it vould cilectually pre-
lude any possibility of forfeitui of policies,

upon the grouînd of ignorance. If, after notice
has been given, the policy is allowed to laise,
then the insued is alone te blime; but if,
thîrough oversiglt, a policy beconie forfeited, it
is maniifestly unfatir upen the insured. The
remedy is a very simple one.

The difliculty in such tines as the present
generally lies more in the other direction, nearly
all comipanies complaining of tardiness in pay-
ment of premiums. The suggestion made by a
correspondent Ilat aa example shul be made
of a few cases would net be likely to have the
desired effect. The circumstances would net
be generally known and it would therefore fail
in its object A litle judicious pressureu miglt
have the desired effect where the party is able
to pay, and of this each company must judge

1 for itself.

SIG11 IRATE OF WORKING -EXPEÑSES.
The Lonidon Economidi. of recent date refers

to the expendituve of the Grand Trunk railway
and the railway waroi this continent as follows:
-Captain Tyler's speech to the Grand Trunk
iieeting on Thursday contaîins a reinarkable
accont of the rminous kindt ot business forced
upon it, which is all but un opreceden ted, we
should Say, ait any rate on so large a scule, in
railvay historv. Dm:ing the last half-year they
liad received £930,000, but this had becn earned
at a cost of £734,000, or 78 per cent. 'l'le result
w%'as tatt the comlpany liad only£202,000to pay
its pre-pr-fereces, vierens if tley|had received
the samei rates for con veying their goods as in
1873, they would have earnied £350,000) ior,
and been able to pay the preferences il full.
Captain Tyler alilows thit probably they iigl t
not have hiad so mnuch traflic if the former rates
lad be,, en maintained, but the fliing off is so
enoinious as te iike it evident that a hiigtier
rate would probably have been nearly ns iucli
more profitable as this estiiate, for if the trali c
had fallen off, the worlking expenses would aise
lave been diiniiished. It, is quite certain th a
no capitlilists vould have consented beforele.nd
to iiak<e railways aiywlerc w ith the prospect
of working ait sichi rates as the raiway war lias
forced 0n the Canaiti înd sorne ofthe United
States railwvlaNs i and we cln only hope, for the
salke of the large caliiitil ilready eibarked, and
also lcaîise it is not desirable ithat the business
ef old Counitries leidinîg to new ones should be
wholly stopedi, that aptain Tyler's not over-
sanguine lipes of an agreemuent among the
comlipanlies miay be realizied Very soon. Traders
ii America prolibly derive soine benefit frôni
the excessively loir raites, but the benefit is a
doubtful one h,lien the rates are so much bLeov
the Iying point t0 the carrying companies as
ithey noiw seeii tu le. Such rates cannot bu
depenîdeid upon Io last, andl the uncertainty
iakes thei tes benleficial to trade than a
ioderately low rate would Le.
