The
Church was solemnly dedicated to Gon
under the name of St. Anne, in memory
of Miss Anne Ray, who was for more
than twonty-five years the chief sup-
porter of Mr. Stannage’s missonary
work, theugh she herself was an imvalid
for more than forty years. After her
doath, and at her dying request her family
ve 8500 towards the erection of this
Church.  After the consecration of the
Church, his Lerdship admitted to the
Apostolic Rite of Contirmation two per-
soms who hnd heon cducated as mom-con-
fermnists, but whe were new led to the
old fold.

Tho next day, Wednesday, the Bishop
was driven to Mnrlbore', mear Becketts’
Bridge, on the Rideau River, three miles
from Kemptville, whero a wooden church
had bLeen erccted and used, but never
comploted. The histe:y of this edifico is
a rather peculiar one. 1t was started by
the proceeds of a solid silver soup-tureen
given to the Rector by Rev. P. Ray, of
Greansted, England, nnd purchased by
R. Hamilton, Fsq., of Quebec. When
the frnme was arected by the peopls, the
wind razed it to the ground, and all the
labour and trouble had .te be repeated.
Thus by * good work” the people shewed
their anxitty to possess a “House of
Pmyer,” and now it was solemnly con-
secrated to the service of Gop under the
nameof 8; Paul. By means of a small
legacy the Church has heen fitted for the
more seemly performanco of the service
of Religion: The Altar, well slevated,
and handsemely” veated in n cloth - given
by the *Siaters of tho Church” is the
most prominont object to ba seen. Pro-
per choir sents and desks, ercdence and
lectern for holding the Bible have been
provided = Tho services of the day con-
sisted of Mattins and Holy Communion.
The Xomptville choir randered the can-
ticles and psalms in an artistic manner.
A noticenblo feature was the hymn sung
after tho Prnyer of Conseeration -in the
Communion Offico, while the Bishop was
communicating. Tho services of the
day were ended by his Lordship setting
apart “Gon's Acre” as the last resting
place of the faithful. N

~OUR POSITION,

—

WE are sometimes told that we cannot
make this paper o success unless we make
it o party ergam. Our positien of inde-

.pendence and liberality has been ridi-
culed, but we arc well content when we
find s0 many expressing their approval of
our course. We thought we Anew that
tho great body of Church people were
weary of this constant etrife, or else wero
so indifforent te it, that it wns the kind
of reading for which they would not
subseribe. Our success and the testi-
mony we are receiving prove that we
were right. It is not that we do mnot
hold principles flrmly, but we are uot
disposed to let non-essentials be magni-
fied and exaggerated, and allowed to take
the place of the essomtinls, We may
consider some things importent and es-
sential that others do not, but we propose
not to give prominence or spaco to mat-
tors of opiuion or taste to the exclusion
of more importont things. We wore
much strnck by the coneluding words of
a apeech of the learnod Bishop of Win-
chester (Hirold Browne) at the late Cou-
gress : * Above all,” he enid, ““lot us not
encourago those tremendous vngines of
the ovil one-—purh[ newspupers, and party
magazines." (Loud cheers). We havel’
no desire to be & “tremendous engine of
“the ovil one,” so ‘we shall pursua the
tenor of our way, trusting that it will
counnond ilgelf to a large number of our
readers who hold viewa which the Bishop
has 80 ngoxousl) cxpressod

PREPARAI‘ION OF CA\'DIDATLS
FOR HOLY ORDERS.

CaxoNy Norris, at the Swansea Con-
gress, mentioned three deficioncies in the
preparation for the ministry, which may
woll engage our atfention. The firat was
a deficiency in & ¢ scientific, that is an ac-
curate knowledge of theology.” The
Canon strikes at the root of a very im-
portant mattor. Our young men obtain
a certain amount of professional training
for their work, but it appears to us thore
is 8 lack of simple and elementary -in-,
Struction after a dofinite plan, which shall
include primarily a thorough kuowledge
of the English Bible and Prayer Beok.
It is too oftom takem for granted that n
young man is well grounded, and he is at
onco put to-the study ef works which
imply a knowledge of ithe relation ¢f ele-
mentary truths to one agother which he
dees not posseas, -To meet to some ex-
tent this want, Canon Norris bas himself
written “ Rudiments of Theology" for the
wse of his stademts, which should bo
well learnt by all candidates. We will
let the Canon state the pomt in hxs own
worda: .

The older we grew the mare stronnly
we feel on this matter; - The grent weak-
ness of Christianity to- dny on’ this Con-
tinent is tho want of some place, Parish
School it would haye to.be, where our
boys and girls can be theroughly taught
overy day the Bible and  Scriptare Histo-
ry -in .o course of graded imsiructien.
"Then our young mer would have a foun-
dation to build on. The sccond defecs is
the lack of habits formed, and character
trained for the ministry. ~And the third
is the want which tho Canon sees of men
drawn from “the sod and clod of our
villnges.” In this country our weakness
is the vory reverse. We draw moro from
our farms, and less from- the sons of the
wealthy classes, It is difficull, owing te
the uncertain prospects aud anomalous
position of the ministry here, to induce
the highly sducated and ambitious young
men to enter their Mastor's service. We
want all classes, and we may woll reflect
why it is, either in England er the Colo-
nies, that any enc class of people is not
found to offer themselves for ministerial
work. There are other matters whick
are most important im cennexion with
this whole subject. What an advantage
would be gained if Deacons wers or-
dained at 21 yoars of age, and obliged to
apend three yotrs in the Diaconate, or
that o Doacon should be obliged to spend
ono year in study amd parochial work
with sewe experienced clorgyman, It is
unfair to most men to tramsfer themin
the apace of a few waeks: from Collsge
life, or from the private circle, to the
carcs, problems, and responsibilities of an
avornge Parish. Prdctical training for the
daily work of, Parishes is a necessity, arid
for want of it a man will suffer for years,
and willonly learn from bitter experience,
and after many mistakes, that which a
little ndvice from an oxpononced pwstor
would have taught himwhen he first
started on his career.: It is well to form
a Divinity School and support it, and
obtain young mien to recruit the ranks of
the clirgy. One is about to be gstab.
lished in Fredericton. We have no ob-
jection to make to it, though our private/:
opinion is that a well-appointed -Central
Divinity School, with a goed stafl’ of
Professors, is, for many ronsons, profern-
blo to:a number of achools, cach of which
is supplied with one man wha is expected
to impart everything. But we do hope
ihat such a coursa of doctrinal and prac-
tical imstruction will be framed, as to
train_the men, and give them sn acourate
knowledge of theology, and some expe-
rience in practical work.

.WHILE on this subjact we feal called
upon, in justice to the President of
King's College, Windser, N. 8., te point
out that the views, and, in fact, almost the
very words of the master of the Temple,]
Dr. Vaughan, to which we gave promi-
mence in -our issue. of the  27th Nov.,
were expressed by Cagon Dart as far back
as 1§76, in the very admirable addr
delivered at the Enccenia of that year."
1t will be seen; by comparing the two,
that President Darb anhclpated Dr.
Vauighiarjs rémarks, gr, rather, that ‘both
thoss gentlemay, altke with. very many
other thoughtful. minds, haye been fully
alive to the great advaniage® of -a gerieral
University edueatxon for theolegical stu-
dente. .

system by which the priesthood are edu-
cated from the laity.”

COMMERCIAL DISTRESS.

A rorrioN of the secular press of Bt,
John, N. B., has been discussing the
question, ¢ What shall we do to be
saved 1" in respact of the distressed state
of trade, and financial troubles which
now abound everywhere. Various am-
swers have been given. - Some, thinking
that Parliaments are omnipotent, and that
Prime Ministers are the physiciams of the
national henlth, bitterly complain of the
course of legislation. Others advocate
schemes of different kinds, but nome of
those which have been propoumded seem
to commond themselves to the judg-
ment of practical wen. No solution eut
of present difficultios hes been found,
and we still hear all yound the. cry of
irouble, “poverty, and  distress. . Men
have been hoping ngainst hope that bet-
ter' diys wero coming, but season- after
season. has rolled round and matters have
grown worse rather than better, So. ex-
ceptional a state, we nre convinced, calls
for mote serious reflection than the secu-
lir prese will be inclined to give it, and
the real answer to the question rmised
wll be found in censiderations which
would not there be advocated. Believing
in an overruling Providence, it is abund-
antly clear that our trade and commerce
have been blighted for national sin.  T'em-
poral calamities are not to be accounted
for by mere want of foresight, or politi-
eal blundering, they are, what they have
always been, Divine visitations om ac-
count of sin. 'We profess to be a Chris-
tian country, indeed so great a blessing
do wo aflect to hold Christianity, that we
send out missionaries to convert the hea-
then to its tenets, and turn them away
from their idolatry and abominable prac-
tices. But what is the record of our own
life? There is & our ‘midst, -on eévery
side, 1dolntry of the worst descnghon,
for the sin of coveteusmess is idelatry.
There are in overy. city, ard throughout
the c#untry, dens of lust,—plague spots
of the deepest dye. Thers is drunken-
aess—the seed-plot of every crime—the
pnmulmg vice of all classes of seciety.
There is " extravagance, flowing like a
mighty river through our land, and ab-]
sorbing precious talents in ministering to
sin. There is, on_the other hand, littls
clear, pronounced Christian work, and too
little Chrietign manxers. The woralup
