HORRORS OF THE FAMINE IN CHINA,
‘A correspondent engaged in the relief work
in the Northeast of China writes:—

i people of all ages die of actual starvation by
thousands. 'The famine extends over a district
which iecludes, at least, 5,000 villages, and in these
latter together I am certainly within the mark ia
saying that 500 die daily, perhaps 1,000 may be
within it. A few days ago I traversed the worat
part. Thousands upon thousarnds have perisbed
plready. Houses-are pulled down in every village
to gell the timber and thatch in order to get food,
Thoge who can get husks and dry leaves, ordinar-
ily used for fuel, are considered well off. Most of

" the poor young girls had besn sold ; old men, mid-
dle-aged, young men,aud children die daily of sheer
starvation, and others freeze, The dead cannot get
o burial ; they are too nany, and noue can afford
the expenss; so they are cast daily into large pits.”
This is & description of what happened last year.
This year even worse horrovs are reported. The
peonle at Shausi ate said to be living ou the corpses
of their fellow beings who died of starvation! And
the strong ave killing the weak for the sake of ob-
taining their flesh for food! Up to the present
time the priocipal relief has come from tho Christ-
ian missionaries Protestant and Roman Catholic,
who have distributed among the gufferers the funds
subscribed by their communities in the open ports,

AN ENEMY'S TESTIMONY.

M. Louis Blane, a French socialistic writer
and a bitter enemy of the Catholic Churoh, in
2 lecture recently delivered, speaking of the
destitute condition of thousands of sick weavers
in Lyons out of employment, said :

“When King Henry, thrée centuries ago, laid
his hands on the cloisters and abbeys of England
and pave them to his.courtiers or appropriated them
to his own use; when he confiscated into his own
treasury the revenues of the Church, which then
aggregated more than 28,000,000 francg—when he
did these things he introduced poverly, pauperism,
and starvation into his dominions, snd necessarily
g0, since after the suppresaion of the cloisters the
poor found no longer existing the presence of that
warm-hearted charity which previously had extend-
ed almg and assistance to them in their distress.”

Since the suppression of said monnsteries, the
self-alected regenerators of society, of whom M.
Louis Blaac, is a conspicuous member, have found
nothing substaatial to substitute in their stead.
Promises in abundance they give ug, but nothing
that wa can see or touch. They are what Burke
justly calls « architecta of rain,” powerful to destroy
but incapable of effecting anything productive of
good, And it is becauss they follow the advice of
such as there-that- many of the working classes of
the European couxtries are the prey of designing
demagogues snd wretched poverty. If Louis Blanc
and his followers believe the suppresslon of the
medizvnl monasteries was a crime, why, if they
are sincere, do they persiet in upholding that same
policy ag carried out in our day by the lnte‘wolf of
Savoy, or the barbarian who guides the destinies of.
the (}erman Empire? .

The Cork Ecaminer has the following
interesting article reviewing the situation :—

The Irish members have lost no time in giving
effcct to the desire expressed at the Conference for
more vigorous parliameutary action. -The Amend-
ment to the Address, moved by Mr. Mitchell Henry
on Thurgday night, forms an auvspicious open-
ing ot the campnign. The lrading grievaunces
of which the country has to complain have been
ubly agitated in the sperches of the past two nights
and with a bstter chance of commanding attention
than they wauld have on a less memorable occixion
At a time when the minds of the English members
are filled ‘with the gravest apprebensions of the
future course ot events. the cowmplaiots of Ireland
are not likely to be treated with indifference or
disdain. At such a moment the statement that
the great mass of the Irish people, if nat actually
disaffected, are serioasly disaftected with their {is-
ition, is one which cannot, and will not be disre-
garded.

A salutary change of tone i8 noticeable in the
speeches of the ministers, and most of tue Eaglish
members who have taken part in the discossion.
With the exception of Mr, Piunkett who is prone
to commit indiscretions, the speakers evinpced a
most conciliatary disposition, and were uncommonly
complimcutary in their references to the Irish people
The Chancellor of Exchequer refuses to believe
that in & time of emergency Ireland would prove
a sort of wenkness to the British Government, Mr,
Huguesson, spesking from the front Upposition
Beoch, cxpressed the ssme view, and Sir Vernon
Harcourt made a half spology for the neglect of
Irish questions.

The complainis with respect to the treatment of
the political prisoners have been received with un-
usual consideration, und the Home sécretary has
promised to institute s senrching investigation into
the case of poor McCarthy, \

All this shows how much cau be gained by time-
ly and vigorous action, and is great encouragement
to the Irish party. The portion of the royal speech
devoted to Irishaffairs is not very considerable. The
two subjects with which the Government purpose to
deal are ot undoubted interest and importance. A
liberal and eatiefactory measare of intermediate
edueation, making due provision forthe wants of
the Catbolic population, would be very welcome,
anda complete and thorough rcform of the Grand
Jury Laws would alsobe hailed with satisfaction.
Bat, uafortonately, we have renson to know that
there is = wide difference between the promiaes
of the Queens speech and the performances of the
Sesgion. In any event, whatever be the fate of the
promissd mensuros, the proposed legislation is mis-
erably inadequate. It leaves a vast number of ur-
gent guestions untouched.

The land question demands immediate attontion.
The franchise requires to be reformed. There are
half a dozen subjects bearing on the material re-
sources of the country, which ought to receive the
consideration of Parliament. Bearing in mind the
meagre contents of the paragraphs of the royal
speech in which the affairs of Ireland are dealt with
we cannot help thinking how differently Ireland
wovld fare if it had a Parliament of its own, with ne
other function than the promotion of the welfare of
be Irish people. : '

The Irish.members have taken it upon . them-
selves to bring forward measares upon several of
the subjects neglected by the Government, Mr.
McCarthy Downipg has undertaken to submit a
bill upon the land question, which will; no doubt,
be worthy of the most careful consideration, and.
Mr. Sharman Crawford will aleo desl with the
phaee of this important subject, more particularly
affecting the tenant farmers of Ulster. Beyeral
meagures in reference to the parliamentary and
_municipal franchise are announced, and a bil] will
be introduced to extend the principle of the ballot
to the election of poor law guardisang—a very ne-
cessary and usefu! reform., The reclamation of
waste lands will t:e dealt with by Mr. Jehn George
MacCartby. I

Pope Greg-
ory X VI.appointed him domestic prelate on the 16th
ot March, 1826. He was soon named Pronotary
Apostolio, and Pontifical Dolegate to Benevento,
Spoleto,and Perugia. He gained so much distinction
in these offices that he was appointed in 1843 Arch.
bishop of Damiatiaand sent to the Xing of the Bel-
gians as A postolic Nuncio, in which delicate oflice he
wassingularly successful, Monsignor Pecei on hisre-
tarn from Belgium was named to tae See of Perugia,
In a Consistory of the 19th of January, 1846,0n being
named to the above See, he was created Cardinal of
the Holy Roman Church being reserved in petto.
The Pope died before he was reconized Cardinal
but the late great Pontiff Pius IX. in a:Consistory
of the 9:h December, 1853, created him Cardinal of
the Order of Pricsts, under the title of 8t. Chrysos-
tom, and he was agsigned to the congregation of
Rites and also of Discipline of Religious Orders. He
governed hisdiocese with rare prudence and with
profunnd wisdom, and preformed all the duties of a
vigiland pastor, He was surrounded by continual
vexations, but his moderation united to an intrepid
virtue acquited him respect aod veneration even
from his enemivs. 1le addr:ssed many pastoral
Ietters full of wisdom and loaraing to his diocesans.
As Cardinal who was named to the first dignity
after the Pope, he was Grand Chamberlain of the
Holy Reman Church and chief administrator during
the vacancy of the Holy See, He is & great Pope

The following quotations from the earliest Fath-
erg of the Church, in addition to those alreads cited,
will show that the belief of the Churchin the Pope'a
suptemacy and infsllibility has been constant and
auiforra.

Bt, 1rensus, Book 3. Adversus Hxreses, 0. 3 &c.,
BAYS; . .

« But ag it would be very long, in & volume like
this, to enumerate all the successions of ail the
Churches, pointing out that tradition which it has
from the Apostles, and the faith announced tomen,
coming down even to us by ibe succeasion of Bigh-
ops, of the greatest und most sncient, and known to
ail, the Chorch founded and counstituted ut Rome by
the two most glorious Apostles, Peter aud Paul, we
confound sll those who in sny way, whether by
things pleasing to themselves or by vainglory or
blindnesa and evil sentiment, assemble otherwise
ihan as they ought. For which this Church, on ac-
count of a more powerful principallity, it is neces-
sary that every Church, that is, those that are falth-
ful on every side, agree, in which (Church) always,
by those who are on every side, that tradition is
preserved which is from the Aposiles.” = Iremeus
then relate the succession of Roman Bishogs after
Peter and Paul to Clement, who, to quell a great
dissengion at Corinth, wrote “a most powerful letter
to the Corinthiuns, confirming them together in
peace, aud renewing thelr faith and announcing the
tradition which he had receatly received from the
Apostles” Here we fiad the exerclge of that ¢ pre-
eminent principality or authority” which St Jrenweus
attributet to the Roman Church. .

In St, Cyprian’s 55th Epistle to Pope Coraelios
we read : .

« All hercsies and schisms have sprung from dis-
regard for the one privst of God, whom Christ bas
constituted priest and judge in His own stead, and
whom, if the whola brotherhood would obey accord-
ing to our Lord's commands, no one would opose
the priestly college.” .

Agnin, in Epistlc 62 to Antoninus:

#Cornelins, moroover, was made Bishop (of
Boae) by the judgmentofGod -* * * when the
place of Fabian, that is, when the place of Peter and
the rank of the sacerdotal chair was vacant. * *
* Nor can he have the ordioation of the Church
who holds not the unity of the Church.”

In Epistle 78 to Magnus he says: .

“ Wherefore since the Chutch alone has the liv.
ing water and the power of baptizing and c}eansmg
men, whosoever says that one can_be baptized and
sanctified by Novatisa (the anti-Pops) must first
show and prove 'that Novatian is in the Church or
prosides over the Church. For the C!mrch is one,
and being one none can be both within and with.
out, For if she is with Novatian she cannot be
with Cornelins ; (the Pope;) but ‘f she is with Cor-
nelius who succeeded the Bishop Fabian, as by law-
fol ordination, Novatian is not in the Churchj nor
can he be reckoned a8 a Bishop. who, succeeding to
no one, and despising the Evangelic and Apostolic
tradition, bas-sprung from himself.”

A little further on he adds: .

“But if the flock is one, how can he (Novatian)
be numberod among the flock, who s mot in the
number of the flock 7 or how can he be esteemed a
pastor, who, while the true shepherd (Cornelius) re-
muins, would preside over the Ohurch of God, suc-,
ceeping to no one, and beginning from himself 7"

So, also, the historian Socrates, A D, 419, in’
book 2, chapter 2, of hir Ecclesiastical History,
relates the trouble caused in the East by the Arfan
heresy, favored by the Ermperor Constantius, and
how, in the Arian interest, Eusebius of Nicomedia
was appointed Bishop of Constantinopte. Thelat
ter being anxious to introduce an Arian formulary
of faith, called together a Council at’ Antioch, at
which a formula was adopted, which, by the fact
of ita not setiing forth with sufficient clearness
the Catholic dagma was acceptable to the Arians. ;

In chapter 8 the author says: * Julins,the Bishop,

of most noble Rome, was not pressut, nor did:he |

send any one to fill hjs place, although the Eccle-
siastical law forbids that anything be decreed in the
Church' without  the consent of the. Roman Bishop.”,
Again, in chapter 15 : % Anastasiug was scarcely able
to reach' Italy. * * * At the same time’alsc
he also Paul -of Constantinople, and .Ascalépas:.of

Gaza, and Narcellus of Ancyra, o city. of ,Galatia |

Minor, and Lucius of Adtianople, who had each, for
different causes; been sccused aud driven from their
Churchrs, arrived at Imperial Rome. = When, there
fore, thegs had "explalnéd their cases to Jal{us
Bishop of Rome, ho exerclsingthe prerogative let:
tors, and blaming severely, those who had rashly de-
posed théri, dent thenr back to, the ‘East having
restored eadhi’one 'to hidown See: These, therefore
haviog ‘departed from Rome, snd .relying on the
letters of the Bishop Juljas, recovered thoir Church-
"es, miid sent the lettera fo those to whoni they had
basa written Moo el o1 Dotk el oLl
The Arjans. having received with bad grace the
“Pope's letters; the'nistorian- tells ‘that Jultuy wrote
- once |more'fot ths Arian:Blshops,. complaining
strongly of the bitterness of thelr letter, ‘gnc\l) 05 the
fact that against tho' laws of the Charehy they’ hid
not balled Him £6 t56 Counoll ; ¥ for the Jaw.of the

Church forbids the Churches to decree anything
without the congent of the Bishop of Rome."—
Chap, 17 ‘ '

Sozomen, another historian of A.D, 445, narrates
the game circumstances more at icngth, but to the
same effect. Hesays in Book 3,C. 8; * 'he Bigkop
of Rome, therefors, after ascertaining the casy of
each, and finding them all adherents of the doctrine
of Counacil of Nice, received them into communion,
as Leing of the faith with bim; and as, on accournt
of the digaity of his See, the care of all pertained to
him, he restored to each one his own Church, He
wrote also to the Oriental Bishops. censuring them
becausa they had decrced wrongly in the case of
these worthy men, acd hrd distucbed the Chorches
by not yielding to the decree of the Council of Nice.
He algo ordered a few of them to come to him on
an appointed day, to justify the sentence they had
issued.”™
" Like .Socrates, Sozomen relates that the Arian
Qrientals received these Jetters with bad grace, “ for
in their letter they say that the Chureh of the Rom-
ana claims from ail high honor, a8 beiog from the
beginring thu domicile of thie Apostles, the arigin
and metropolis of religion; *neverthelees they
blamed Julizs for communicating with Atbanasius,
and asserted that Lie had disobeyed ths laws of the
Church. Then they offered to Julina pruce and
inter-communication tf e sould admit the validiiy
of their deposition of Bishepes, and wguld acknowl-
edge the rank of those who bud been placed in their
Seer,

Lo reply Juling wrote to them a letter, “hlaming
them for clavdestinely making innovations in the
ductrine of the Council of Nice, and that centrary
to the laws of the Church they had not called him
to the syuod, fur it is n hierarchicul law, that what-
goever is donv without the consent of the Bishop
of the Romans must be cousidered as null”

Julius becaine Pope, A.D. 336, and he was one ot
those present at the Council of Nice, A.D. 328, so
taat his action mskes munifest what was the belief
af the Universal Church at the time that she was
just being delivered from Pagan persecution.

It would not seem uecessary 10 quote any more
paisages from the early Christian fathers and hie-
toriaca, for those already quoted sufficiently show
the belief of the Church from the beginning. How-
ever, the following appeal of St. Optatus, A. D. 368,
to the well-known belief of the whole Church at
that period, is so pertinent that it may well be taken
as a summary of the early Christian testimony. He
says in Book il., n, 1, 6, addreesing Parmenian:

“ Thou canst not deny that thou knowest that in
the city of Roms the Episcopal Chair was conferred
on Peter first, wherein sat Poter, tbe head of all
the Apostles; for which reason he was called Ceph-
as, &c¢. Peter therefore first filled that individual
Chair. * ¢ * Tohim succeeded Linus, to Linus,
Clement, &c. * * * to Damasus, Siricius, who is
now our colleague, :

“ Whence then is it that you strive to usurp unte

yourselves the keys of the kingdom of keaven, you
who sacrilegionsly fight sgainst the Chair of St.
Poter ¥ .
In order to the perfect fulfilment of the sublime
dnties of the primacy, Christ conferred on Peter
and his successors the gift of infallibility i teach-
ing matters of faith and morals to the universal
Churck, This is evldent from the scriptural pass-
sges which we have already cited to prove the pri-
macy The gates of hell cannot prevail against
the Church, because it is founded on the rock Peter;
but they could prevail if the rock could be shaken
or broken by error. The commision given to Peter
to feed the sheep and lambs of Chrig'te flook,
clearly implies the gift of infallibility. _We venot
suppose that Christ wonld bave commiited His
flock to a sheperd who could lead them nsfray or
desert them when dapger threatened. Besides' we
find that our Lord positively assured Peter that hie
faith would not fail: * Simon, Simon,” said our
Lord, “behold Satan bath desired to bhave you that
he may sift you as wheat; but 1L have pl:nyed for
thee that thy faith fail not ; and thou being once
oconverted confirm thy brethren.” St. Luke, xxxi
35-338. - .

Our Lord foresaw that the Church would be assail
ed by the most bitter persecutions;thatit would
have to encounter the most tremendous trisls;
and in order to enable it to withstand both theone
and the other, He prayed for the infallibility of
Poter inorder that he, endowed with this auguat
prerogative, would confirm his brethren, that is,
the universal Charch,

Peter, therefore, ever Jiviog in ths Church in the
pereon of his succssors, is its supreme and cecum-
enical pastor, aud is endowed with the sublime
gift of infallibility in bis official teaching.

Such, dearly beloved brethren, are the great prerog-
atives conferred upon the vicar of Christ; guch is
the exalted positien assigned to him ;and this is
why we take so profound an interest in all that
concerns him, and why in all aur doubts and per-
plexities we turn th him with the docility anc con-
fidance of children for their guidance in the read
to eternal life.

And how faithfully and gloricus'y the lfopea have
discharged their high office] Of the thirty Popes
who occupied the Chair of Peterduring the Roman
persecution, twenty five mounted the scaffold, and
shere died the martyr's death in witnesstothe Chris-
tian Faith. Whenever heresy arose to assail Chris.
tian truth the Pope smote 1t with his anathemas.
The great general Counclle, which shine out like
beacon lights through the centuries, were convoked
and ratified by Papa! authority. .
But the Popes not only protected the Christian
Faith against the inroads of heresy, and safe-guard
ed the moral code of Gospel teaching, but they alsc
promoted in the most efficient manner the cause of
Christian civilizativn and well regulated liberty.

the Gospel to the fierce bacbarians who swarmed
over southern Europe at the break up of the Roman
Empire. It was they who caused them to betaught

.the arts of peace aud all that was calculated to

create and advance their civilization; and when a
worge evil threatened the Christian faith, and the
liberty of European natfons, when Mahometanism
hung like a cloud over the greater part of Europe
threatening to broak down upon it in a destructive
deluge, the voice of the Popes called on the chiv-
alry of Christendom to combine for the' defence of
their homes and theic altars. The Popes org_nql_zed
the Crusades, and thus saved European civiliza.
tion from destruction by the fanatical hordes of
Mahom . ‘ .

- The volca of the Popes was ever raised in defence
of the weak against tho strong, in defence of well-
regulated liberty, against despctic tyranny. The
arfs, the sciences, universilies, a8 wall as popular
education, always found the Popes their msot en.
couraging and generous patrons. It would bg traly
impoesiblé to give a just estimate of the benificent
‘{nfiuence of the Popes on the happiness the well-

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‘nbqual lo the occasion'? Whien "hag he not “risen-

him ? What sophistry foiled him? What uncertein
tics misled him? When did ever any power go to
war with Peter, materinl or moral, civilized ov
savage, and got the better? When did the whole
world ever band together against him solitary, and
not find him too many for them? These are not the
words of rhetoric, but of history. All who take part
with Peter are on the winning side. The Apustle
says, not in order to unsay, for he has inherited that
word which is with power, From the first he has
looked through the wide world, of which e has the
burden ; and, according to the need of the day, and
the iuspirations of his Lord, he has set Limsclr now
to one thing, now to another, but to all in reason,
and to nothung in vain.”

In the long lie of Popes which like a chain of
gold binds age to age, and century to century, and
links the Church of to-day to Jesus, when giving
the keys to Peter, there are very few who shone
more illustrious by the splendour of their virtues,
or who were more distinguished for important
services to the Churcly, than our beloved Pius IX,
who hiks 80 recently gone to his cternal reward,
History records few instances of greater mural
grandeur, and more sublime virtue, than have dis-
tinguished him during his long and checkered
pontificate.  Adversity trics men's souls ; and Pius
thoe Napta rose superior to adveisity in tbo fear-
fnl trials which boeset him. Whether wo regard
hit as the civil ruler, or sovervign pontiff of cue
Church, he «qunlly challenges our esteem and
samiration, Ie bagan his refgn by the moxt
liberal reforms in the temporal ad minfstrativn of
his States. Ho modified the form of government,
appointed trastworthy and competent offivialy,
encoursged the construction of 1ailroads, the
establishment of manufactures, the iutsodnuc.
tcon of gratutitous instruction for poor children
and the institution, iu the previnces,of hispitals
and arylums for the siuk, the orpbubs, and thuaged
poor.

He did all in bis power to grant his subjects the
widest range of civil liberty compatsble with order,
and with the safety of life and property. Butall
efferts were vain, The secret socteties and revaln-
tionists of Italy and Burope had set their henrts
on his dethronement;and we know that too well
succeeded in their nefarious projects. They were
seconded by an astute stateswan, and an un-
scrupnlous king. In 1870 the Papal throme, which
had stood erect for 1,000 years, the guardian of law
and order, and well-regulated liberty, was shattered
into fragrments by the hands of impious men.

Plus IX. became s prisoner in the Vaticau; but
amid all hig heavy trials, amid his unmerited per-
secutione,.his courage never quailed, his firmness
never left him for a moment: for he had an abiding
confidence in God. Like his divine Master, bo wus
made to drink of the chaiice of sufferings even to
the dregs. But he did so with perfect resignation
to the divine will,

He bad, however, great joya as well as great sor-
rows, He had his labor as well a8 his -Calvary.
From a religious point of view his Pontificate wase
. splendid and continued triumph. Ho had the
condolation of witnessing the return to the fold of
8ome of the noblest and most distinguished men of
several Protestant countries. Heo re established the
Hierarchy in England and in Holland, and created
an immense number of new Dloceses, and appointed
them Bishops, He canonized more servants af God
than any of his predecessors. By the proclamation
of the dogma of the Immaculate Conception, he
crowned the peerless beauty of the Blesed Virgin;
by the definition of the Papal Infallibility, he put
the coping stone upon the edifice of the Church,
thus protecting its Divine unity. In a word, under
hias watchful guardianship the Holy Charch has
made gigantic stridesin those new countries which
the enterprise and restless energy of the age have
opened up to civilization.

Never was there an occupant of the chair of Peter
more unanimously and cuthuasiastically supported
by the Catholic Episcopate than Pius the IX,
Never was there one more dearly beloved, never
was there one more firmly enthroned in the hearts
and affections of the subjects of his word-wide king
dom. He died as be had lived, a true servant of
God, a great and holy Pontiff.

We may say of him in the Ianguage of Holy Writ,
“ Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord: from
henceforth now, saith the Lord, for they shall rest
from their labors, for their works follow them."
May God have mercy on his great soul, and may
our last end be like to his.

It is our duty to offsr our most fervent prayers to
Christ the Great Head of the Church, that He may
give us a Pontiff according to His own heart, great
in virtue, wisdom and holiness, to rule the Church
of God in these perilous times. The election of a
Pape 1s one of the most important events which
can possibly take place. It has a deep and abaorb-
ing interest for several hundred millions of Ca-
tholics, and touches them most intimately in their
cherished religious hopes and holiest agpirations.
It has, we may add, a profourd interest for the
world at large, The election of a Pope meana the
giving to the world of a vicar ot Christ, a successor
of St. Peter, a supreme visible bead of the Church
on earth, a father and teacher of all Christinus.

In conclusion we ordain a8 follows:

1. That there shall be a 8olemn requiem Maes cel-
ebrated in the principal Church of every mission in
the Diocese, at the earliest convenience of the
pastor.

2. The Collect Pro Eligendo Summu Pontifice
shall be added to the usual prayers of the Mass,
whenever the rubrics allow, until the election ofa
new Fope.

3. This Pastoral shall beread on the firat Sunday
after its reception, in tbe various Churches and

Whata sublime spectacle of el f-abnegation
was that the other day, when he redered his own
priest to take confession of his arch enemy, King
Victor Emmanuel,and te administer to him the
1ast sacraments of the Church,aud with it his own

Now the question is, in what do we sympathize -
with our Holy Futher? We sympathize with him
in the many trials ho bas endured. I have more or
less & special xiglit to speak of this, fur I remember,
when I first went to Rome, o 1847, Pius IX. com-
g out of the Church of the Jesuits to bless the
People; but thero was net a gray huir on his head,
and tlu_a light of streugth and mao Iy beauty beamed
from his Riudly eyen.

within seewed broken, and he was stooped and
bent, and even then the silver hair of sorrow was
alrendy whitening prematurely bis young hend,
And 1 thought, on that day, if this continnes, the
man must die. And it has continued, and trial has
been added to trinl, and cross to cross ; but the man
ruised himself upon the power of God, sud he has
borne more ithan ever a Pope, ninco Peter wag im-
prisoned in Rome, had to to bear, aod vet has out-
lived the longest lifu of any Pops that has ever
reigued. We sympathize with him in that hoe is
asnailed in his independence—in that independence
which i3 50 necessiry for him, but ot for him so
wmuch is for us, that you, sens of the hurch, may
have free nccess to the Curch’s great Father, Goy-
ernor, Chief, and Supreme Pouliff; aud that no man
shall bo atlowed to stand between the children and
their grent father.

On the first four days in Lent, a8 well ns
every day in Holy Week, the use of flesh meat
is prohibited. )

"he use of flesh meat at every meal is per-
mitted on all the Sundays in Lent, Pulm Suan-
day excepted. o

"Th use of flesh meat is also by special in.
dulgence allowed at the one repaston Mondays,
Tuesdays and Thursdzys in cvery week, from
the first Sunday in Lent, to Palm Suaday.

On all days in the year without any excep-
tion, on which the use of flesh meat 1is pro-
hibited, it is perfectly nllowable to use animal
fat, such as lard, or drippings, in the prepara-
tion-of meagre food; for frying fish, for in.
stance, eggs, and other Lenten diet; but it is
not permitted to eat the meat, or animal fat in
its natural condition. ‘

HOW CATHOLICS ARE TREATED IN

THE VOLUNTEER MILITIA.

For gome time past we have been urging our
co-religionists to take upon themselves all the
duties, as they obtain all the protection, of
citizenship, In these duties we included- the
necessity of joining the Volunteer Militia, and
thus give proof of their willingness to sustain,
aad if need be, fight for, this the land of their
birth, or of their adoption. Believing that the
Catholics of this Dominion were loyal to the
Constitution and the Iaws, we expected a hearty
response to our appeal, and we were not dis-
appointed. Hero in Montresl bundreds of
Catholics offered their services, but it was too
late, all the corps were ull, and soour people
wera left out in the cold, People say indeed
all the corps were not full, but that they were
closed tothe Catholics because of the troubles
of last July, The rank and file were Protest-
ants almost to a man, Mostly every Orange-

and we have abundant proof to cstablish the
fact, that Catholics were systematically pre-
vented from entering the service. This we
can easily prove before a proper tribunal.
One gentleman however, Colonel Bond, threw
open the ranks of his corps to the Catholics, and
was rewarded by a small force of about 40 men,
for whom we think we may claim the title of
being the compeers of any in his battalion. A
few others wriggled,or were smuggled, into other
corps; theSt, Jean Baptiste Infantry Company
was formed, and in all we muster about 100
English speaking Catholics, with 250 French,
and about 1,500 Protestant Volunteers. Up to
this time we had been at war with the Voluo-
teer Militin of Montreal. We had exposed
their partislity, and, we thik, had proved that
they openly took sides onthe 12th and 16th of
July, Wehad pointed out that one corps had
given Trree CHEERs For King BILLy, and
others had given by word and deed, cvidence
of their partiality for the Orauge raiders who
visited us, But from the moment we joined
the Volunteers we were prepared to let bye
gones be bye gones. We were willing to let the
dead past bury its dead, and we took a kindly
interest in the force. Time, money, and the
columns of this journal were given to advance
the interests of theé service, and with what re-
gult ? calumny and falsehood. The St. Jean
Baptiste Infantry Company, was above
reproach, yet rumour after rumour, falsehood
after fulsehood was circulated zbout it, and that
too by a few strutting and youthful imbeciles
one half of whom do not know how to buckle
on their swords. Towards such mischievous
creaturcs, the contempt of silence was the only
reply, and the contempt of silence we gave
them, But now the question has assumed an-
other plase, and one which forces us to speak
out. 'Those falsechoods have had their result,
and official notice has beon taken of one of the
most ridiculous of them. - We do not intend
tocriticize the action of the millitary authorities,
Investigation and redress will be sought throug
the ordinary military channel, but, we do in
tend to point out the civil aspect of the affair,
Some time since the Young Irishmens’ Liter:
ary aod Benefit Society, determined to celebrate
the Cenicnary of the birth of Robert Emmet.
A deputation from the society asked the captain
of St. Jean Baptiste Infantry Company for the
use of eight rifles for the ocoasion. The rifles
were given, not to the Young Irishmen, but to
eight men of the company, under charge of a
corporal, and all were to appear in the enter-
tainment, This is a commeon practice in Mon-
treal, and the captain of St. Jean Baptiste
Infantry Company ouly followed precedent in
doing as he did. A few days went on, when
on Saturday evening last the good peeple of
Montreal were startled by seeing the following
paragraph in the Witness.

When Isaw this“disquieting rumor” Iwas at
first inclined to take no notice ofit. I thought that
I might treatitthe sameas I had other * dlsquieting
rumors " which have been circulated about 8t. Jean
Baptiste Infantry Company, Ibave. however, been
advised to explein the circumstance, and at the same
time to make afow inquiries which I am sure the
public will recognize as pertinent. The factsare
thesc:—I allowed eight of my men to take eight
rifles to be ysed at the Emmet centenary celebration
which will take placein the Theatre Royal on Mon-
day eveping., 1sent a corporal in charge of the
equad, with instructions to return the rifles into
the armory after rebearsals were over. Thia, how-
ever, could. notbe done, for the rehearsals were
generally not over antil 10.30 or 11 o'clock, when the
armory was locked up, For theirsafety the corporal
brought the rifles to his own hous, and hence aises
the sensation—" disquieting rumors” - trouble " &c.

So much fer my explavation ;and now may Iask
if there were any “ disquisting rumors" when the
Fusiliers and mon of the Prince of Wales’ battalion
took their rifles to tho Academy of Music on several
occasions ? .

Were there any © disquieting rumors” in the
summer when the men of the Victorias kept their
rifles st home during the greater part of the season ?

If it be ‘fillegal to store arms elsewhere than in
a regimental armory’’ then, I suspect, that most of
the Montreal corps have been guilty of illegality.

Surely those petty and miscbievous rumorashould
not be allowed to creep into journalism. They do
agreat deal of harm. They whisper men's charac-
ters away,.and create suspicions which would
pever. arise wers it not for their manufac.
tare. The men of St Jean Baptiste Infantry
Company kave no antipathy to Orangemen. As
citizens they may object to the Orange institu.
tions, as -soldiers they have _nothing to say
about it. As citizens they bave & right to express
their opinions, but once in uniform they knew no
patty. Iam uot aware that they have ever done
anything which would justify such absurdities as
the * disquieting rumor” now pub!lshed.

But this is not all.” Tt appears that the affair
had been reported at Qttawa. ¢ Large stands
of arms bad been concentrated,” ¢ bloody
work was contemplated,” murder was on
the wing. Then the Brigade Major call-
ed upon the coptain of St. Jean Baptiste
Tofontry Company to account for the arms
under his command, We are free to ad-
mit that he did his duty with reluctance,
ridiculing the contemptuons rumour the while.
However a sleigh was taken and the armoury
searched at. once, and lo! the rifles were all
there, except the missing eight. So far so
good, Then the orders were that the eight
rifles should be brought into store. Obedience
is the first duty of a soldier—another sleigh
was taken, innocent mothers had their houses
visited with breathless messengers ; wives were
alarmed at the cagerness with which men
rushed into their houses and seized the
rifles of their husbands; at last the missing
eight were collected, anxiously examined, found
all rigkt, put under lock and key, telegram to
Ottawa, to be followed by official ‘reports, all
was right, the country was saved, orangedom
breathed freely once more, and the— croppies
were under.” Meanwhile were it not for the
courtesy of the commander of another corps
the necessary rifles would not have appeared in
the dramatic performance. A Protestant corps
gave the uniforms for the occasion, and eight
rifles were borrowed from another battallion,
the Emmet Centenary passed away, was a
brilliant success, and so ended the “ disquietiog
rumours’’ the «300 rifles,” that was the number
reported to be storedup to attack the Orangemen
vanished, and the sensation ended in smoke.
But is there not a serious aspect in this inci-
dent? Qught it not set the Catholics of the
Dominion thinking ?

eyes watehing them their characters remain
stainless, and it is only from men whose hearts
are framed for falsehcods, that suspicions as
to thewr loyalty or their honour could arise.
The difficulty between the St. Jean Baptiste
Infant'y Company and the military authorities
will be solved through the wusual military
channel—but our friends may depend npon
it that this last insult and iojustice, re-
viving as it does for the instant, the ter-
rors of the Arms Act in Ireland, shall not be
allowed to rest until reparation, ample and com-
plete, is done to the insulted Catholic volun-
teers.

Here are men who have individually done
more for the Volunteer service this year than
any men in Montreal, and yet they have fewer
privileges, Everymanin the company gave
his full pay—six dollars—towards the com-
pany’s fund, and yet they are, or were for an
evening at least, deprived of the rights which
every voluateer in the City of Montreal
possesses. It is not fair, it is not just, it is
not honorable. If there are men iu the Volun-
teer Militia who wish to vent their petty spleen
upon the St. Jeau Baptiste Infantry Company
then let them come out boldly above their
names. and not disgrace the cloth they wear
by calumnious and cowardly attacks in the
dark, But a full investigation will be de-
manded, aud we expeot a full investigation will
be_given, for after doing all that loyal men can
to forward the interest of the service, if there
are still some men in the Voluntcer Militia who
are not satisfied with the mild and kindly course

| we have pursued towards them, then they will

discover that we are quite ready to vindicate
the honor of the Catholic Volunteers by such
legal means as the exigencies of the hour shall
suggest.

The difficulty will be fought oui on its
merits, and if these do not succeed in obtain-
ing satisfaction, the officers of St, Jean Baptiste
Iofantry Compapy are realy to place their
resignations in the hands of their chiefs. This
we say authoritatively. Rather than rest under
the imputation that they command a lot of

‘rowdies, or thut they have entered the service

for illegal purposes, they are willing to Teave,
and seek other means of redress. Conduct
such as they have been subjected to, is not
calculated to increase the respect for the volun-
teer militia, and it must tend to make public
opinion believe that the stand one takes upon
a religious or political ground, pursues him in
every walk of life into which he may go.

The vision of this glorious
church broke on the enraptured soul of the
prophet Balaam who in the sight of the Israel-
ite-Camp, the figure of the church, exelaimed,
« How beautiful are thy tabernacles, O Jacob,
and thy tents O Israel are as woody valleys, as
watered gardens near the rivers, as tabernacles
which the Lord bath pitched, as cedars by the
river side.” '

When Christ established His church he ¢on-
stituted St. Peter as the first president of this
Society and as every society proper must have
a president or head, thus also has the church
the most perfeet society ever cstablished, The
head of a society bears to its members ~much
the same relation as the human head bears to
the other members of its body. The head of
the human body is exzalted in order, in perfec.
tion and in power above the other members,:
The head 1s the first part of man and the seat
of all-the senses, the touch only is found in the
other members, and from the head is derived
"all the movements and government of the ether

Now what is tho intention' of Christ in speak.

First of all the words ¢ Peter” and ¢ rock”
are one and the same and signify the same gp.
ject. Christ gpoke in the Syro-Chaldaic iy
which the word “ Kipha rock signifies the
name of a man or sigoifies “rock” it is inde-
clinable and without gender. The words of
Christ are “Thou are “Kipha" and upon
this “ Kipha"” I will build my church,” Ag
in the French the word ¢ Pierre” may mean
a “man” or a “rock,” The Greek inter-
preter with some detriment to the clearness of
the phrase rendered the first Kipha into
¢ Petros” in the masculine as applying to Peter
and the second * I{ipha'’ Petra in the femin-
ice, a3 more expressive of a quality or of an
exalted dignity conferred on Peter by his
divine Master. The Greek text is very con-
clusive that Peter and rock are identical «epi
taute te petra” which in Emglish is ¢ on this
very rock,”

The Atheopic, the, Armenian, the Syraie,
the Arabic, the Persic the Coptic and the Ru-
thenian versions have the words ¢ Thou art 2
rook and upon this rock.” TInthe French the
words are ¢ Tu es Pierrc et sur cette pierre.”
But how remarkable it is that the English lan.
gunge of Henry VIIL, and the German of
Luther, the great enemies of the Primacy, fail
to express clearly the words of Our Lord, “Thou
art Cephas and upon this Cephas I will build
my Church.,” Tbe demonstrative pronoun
¢ this," also shows that rock, signifies Peter
and not Christ. Because, how absurd it would
be for Divine Wisdom to speak direetly to
Deter, and upon this “rock,” referring to
“ Christ Himself,” I will build my Church;
and again in the samesentence to continue ad-
dressing Peter, ¢ To thee will I give the keys,”
Hence Peter and rock are one’ and the same,
Christ indeed is the primary, the principal, the
invisible, and the divine foundation of the
Church, but not the exclusion of Peter, who is
the secondary, the material, the visible, and the
buman foundation, Christ applies the meta-
phor rock, to Peter, on account of its strength,
golidity, and firmness, which qualities he re-
quires the foundation of his enduring Church
to possess. Peter is not merely to the Church
what a foundation stone is to a material build-
ing, because the foundation stone occupies a
small corner only in the base of the building,
but he is to the Church that which a rock in
the sea is to the light-house erected upon i,
namely the whole, the solid, and the immovable
foundation. Thus the Church of God, built
on the rock ¢ Peter,” is firm, and it is firm
because it is built upon the rock. In this
idea of the invincible strength of the Church
is also included the coherence of its members,
and hence the Church is not only one but also
indivisible. Thus did Christ the divine 2nd
wise architect, the primary foundation place
on his own Divine bosom, the secondary found-
ation rock “ Peter,” on whom singly he promis-
ed to build His Church, which ¢ He purchased
with His own blood.” Acts 20 v. 28. -

. This doctrine is confirmed from the dissourse
which eur Lord ‘éonfidéntially had held with
his Apostles a short time" before *his  passion
Jwhen he put thefll on their guard . against the
‘evil :attacks. arising from their- exalted posi-
tion as princes of His kingdom, '« And I dis-
pose to you as my  father hath disposed to me
a Kingdom, that you'may eat’and’drink at my
table,  in. my’ kingdom; and ‘may, sit . upon
‘thrones ' judging the twelve: -tribes.of ‘ Israel.

He said tohim ¢ Feed My lambs.,” Te said
to him again, * Simon, son of Johu, lovest
thou Me ?”

Peter was grieved because
He hath said to him the third time ¢ lovest
thou Me?”

Now we come to prove that St. Peter ex-
ercised the office of Supreme Pastor. From
the very infancy of the church St. Peter is al-
ways canspicuous as the first, tho leader and
the prince of the Apostles, and as such he is
manifestly acknowledged by all in those things
pertaining tothe Apostolic minisiry. As the
first president of the Apostolic College Peter
rises and speaks when they are going to elect
one of the disciples to fulfil the place of Judas.
« Peter rising up in the midst of the brethren
said,”” Acts 1 v. 5. |

Behold the position which he occupies at
the first Council which he presides over. Just
as the Presidentof any of our societies explains
the whole business to the members and as soon
45 the case is stated he sits down to hear what
the members desire to say on the matter, then
perhapsafter much disputation and debate, one
member makes a motion which being -approved
by the society is adopted, Thus, did St. Peter
actat the first Council of Jerusalem.

¢ When the apostles and the ancicnts were
assembled to censider the matter of Circumei-
sioz, and when there had been much disput-
ing, Peter rising up said to’ them, Meu, bre-
thren.’ Acts 15, v. 6 7. He stated the case
for the Council and after he sat down James
made a motion which being approved of by the
Council was adopted. Thus we see the action
of the first apostolic president at the first apos-
tolic Council. . :

He is the first to promulgate the gospel to
the Jews; “ But Peter standing up with the
eleven lifted up his voice and spoke to them,
étye men of Judea reccive my words." Acts 2,
v.14. And at this, the first apostolic sermon,
e converted on that day three thousand souls.
Acts 2, 41.. . . - )

And by his second sermon he converted two
thousand more. He founds the Church of
Jerusalem and pleads again and again the cause
of the apostles before the Jewish synagogue.
Acts 4, v. 8; e. b, v. 20.

He is the first to preach to the Gentiles and
being onlightened by o heavenly visior he eon-
verts Cornelius to the faith, Acts 10, Ile
was the leader of the apostolic band who preach-
cd through the whole of Judea, Galillea and
Samaria. Acts 8.v, 25; ¢. 9 v, 31.32.

He was the first to perform the most stupen-
Jdous miracles to confirm the truth of the gos-
pel, He said to the lame man #arise and walk."”
Acts 3, v. 6. Yea, his very shadow worked
wonders, Aets 5, v. 15,

 He was the first to exercise judicial power in
the case of Ananias and Saphira, e wus the
first to pronounde anathemn against Simon
Bajus, :

The doetrine of the Primagy is also confirm-
ed from the actions of St. Paul. Weread that
he gloried that he was called to be an apostle,
not by man but by Qhrist bimself.

And Sarah wag the idol of her father, the inher-
itor of much of his intellect ‘To her he was an ob-
jeot of such deep tilial affuction and of such rever-
ence that she might have applied to him tte lan-
guage of Theodosia Burr tu ' her father: * My van-
ity would be greater,’ gaid she, *If I had not beon’
placed 50 near you, and yet my pride is our relation
ship. I had rather not live tban  not be the
daughter of such man,

Such was Curran, such was his daughter, It is
not strange that she should inspire & man like
Robert Emmet with love so intense that he left
his retreat and hastened to Dublin, determined o
gee her once more before he left Irvcland forever.
And this he did. In deep disguise he entered the
city, sought and obtsined an interview with her.
But what pen can describe the ecstacy, the hopes
the fears of this meeting? Each folt that they mut
on the brink of fate—fult that they must part it
might be for years, and it might se forever.

This interview wa3 repeated, and Emmet, inatead
of leaving the city a8 he came, undiscovered and
undetected, lingered near the object of his affections
until at Jast he was discovered by the anthorities.
Hs was arrested and committed to prison, where he
romained until September 20th, 1803, when he was
brought co trial under an indictment for high treg-
son,

He condueted bis own defense; exhibitiag the
most consummate skill, and intrepidity during the
whole trial. Able, experienced, sagacious and re-
nowned lawyers regarded the defence he made, the
learning and erudition he exhibited, the astonish.
ing oratorical powers he displayed with - wonder
and admiration; and yet he was only twenty-
three years of age., ‘No two individuals’ said one
of the most distingulshed spectators present, could
be more nnlike each other than the same youth to
bimself, before rising to address the jury and after
the brow that appeared inanimate, almost drooping
at once revealed all the consclougness of intellce-
tual power. The whole countenance and figure
of the speaker assumed a change as one aud-
denly inspired, The effect his oratery produced a3
well from its owa exciting powor at from the sus-
ceptibility with which the audience caught up
overy allusion to passiug events, was such as to
attract the attention of all who listened to him.

Among the moest intereated spectatora present was
Mr. Corran. Bnot lie locked upon the trial from the
common stand point of his couutrymen, regarding
the struggles of a patriot youth of the highest pro-
mige defending his awn life, for the attachwment be-
tween his daughter and the brilliant youog prison-
or was then unkoown to him. But Robert Emmet's
couviclion wag almost & matter of course. His
trial and matchless defense were a work of superero-
gation. He was found guilty and sentenced to die.

Before the death sentence was pronounced, he
wad asked by the judge what he had to say why the
sentence of death should not be pronounced upon
him ~Though fully aware that whatever he might
say would only be a cruel privilege of speaking on
the brink of the grave, he arose and delivered a
speech that of itself gave immortality to bhis name,
placing it among thv illustrious orators of Ireland,

He poured into the ears of the judge, from whom
ho was about to receive his sentence, a history of
hiz own and bis country's wrongs, so full of lofty
yet fiery denunciation, and Withertng iuvective, so
rcplete with patriotism that he seemed the aveng-
ing geuius of those wreng8—an accuslng spirit
speaking from thegrave, Homadssnappeal tothe
fature in behalf of his country, with such prophetic
faith, in & manner so dauntless, that he was often
interrupted by the judge and reprimandep for pro-
claiming treasohable seatiments, When thus in.
terrupted, with impressive dignity aud atartling
emphasis he hurled tack upon the judge the sharp-
o8t recrimination. % My Lords,” said he, when nd-
monished that time was passing. © My lords, you
seem impaticnt for the sacrifize. The bloed for
which you thirst, is not congenled by the artificial
terrors that surround your victim; it circulates
warmly and uorufiled through the channels which
God created for noble purpoaes, but which you are
about to destroy for purposes so grievous thit they
cry to heaven.” Be ye yet patient, I have but a
fow words to say. Iamgoing to my cold and silent
gravo; my lamp of life {8 nearly extinguished ; my
race isrun ! the grave opens to receive mo, and I
sink into its Lesom. I have but one more request
to ask at my departare from this world, It f8 the
charity of sllence. Let no man write my epitaph;
for, ag no man who kunows my motives dare now
vindicate them, let notprejudice or ignorauce ae-
perse them. Let them and me rest in obscurity and
peace, and my tomb remain uninscribed uatil
other times and other msn can do justice to my
character ; when my country takes her place among
the nations of the earth, then, and not till then, let
my epitaph be written. I have done.” ‘
_. No epitaph bas ever yet been written upon his
tomb, Will there ever come a time when, in obed-
ience to his last dylog words on¢ canbe written?
Bat he needs no memorial words carved in marble
to perpetnate his name and fame. Forin every
beautiful field, in every rocky glen, in every. olty,
town and hamlet of the green istand where he
slesps, his namejs reverentially breathed, responsive
to history, poetry and song, that perpetuate it not.
only thore, batin every part ofthe world. where
eloquence is admired and patriotism I8 venerated,

Within a few hours after receiving his sentence
Robert Emmet wag executed on a gallows erected on
Thnmag street, Dublin,” Many of his companjons
fn arms, at different times, met the same fate in the
same place. S

M. Curran discovered theattachment batween him
and his daughter, By accldeat some of their correg-
pondence came into his possession.

Though he had gone to the grave, she fult that
death could not destroy her love for him.
Berutiful has it been eaid that there is something
in pature connecting us with thu loved und the
lost—‘a flower, a breath ef air, a leal, a tone of
music, summer's eve striking the electric chain
wherewith we are bound,"” bringing all the past
beforeus. So it was with Sarah Curran. Every-
thing arouund her perpetuated the memery of her
martyred hero, and keptalive an affection which
she felt sho could carry into eternity—ono that she
bad never bluehed to confeas to her God.

an account of Guenon's test of a good milch
cow, which ‘is the extent of the skin around the
udder on which the hair grows away from it, This
portion of the skin is called escutcheon, andas a
general rule the quantily -of milk will be': in
propotion to its :size. He gives the following
directions : “ Learn in the first place the difference
in appearance between the escutocheon and the parts
surronnding it ; ascertain the standard of the largest
escutcheon of the breed of eaitle in which you are
intercsted, and then try to secure a stable full of
animsls, approaching ar nearly as possible to this
standard. It isone of the mostimportant things in
connection with this subject, that escutcheon is well
defined, even in the fuzzy coat of the new-bora calf,
and that so far as. this indication is relied on, we
may at once determine whether the calf is to be
kept or killed. In the calf, the upper part of the
escutcheon shows for it full value, but it does not
spread to its full width over the thighs until, ag
maturity approaches, the filling of tbe udder and
the development of that part of the body spread it
out. By turning the calfon its back, we may readly
see the extent of the escatcheon toward the navel
and the flanks.. We may also judge of the size,
position and uniformity of tho teats—a very
important indication. I believe tha those who baye
made it a fixed rule of action to own no cow and to.
raise ne heifer which has not a firat- class escutcheon,
have to-day the best milking herds.” ‘

own scythe in order, to drive team, hold the plovgh
snd cultivator, run the rowing machine, to take
care of teols,and, in ehort, to doeach and every
kind of farm work in a workmanlike manner. This
not because the farmer wishes to give the boy tao
large a share of the work, but because it is for the
best interest'of the boy that he should receive this
practical instruction.

A NEW WAY OF GROWING STRAWBERRIES.
There i3 no doabt but that in many parts of the

country the * hill” or # stool” plan is n failure
because of the hard winters,
and finer grown by the stool system (that is, keep-
ing all runners clipped off), and thj reason for this
is, that the gronnd gets better cultivated, by the
plants being worked wupon all sides, mskes a
luxuriant growth, and bear in proportion. Now, if
we can adopt rome plan by which the soil can be
kept better stirred all around the plants, we know

fine fruit can be attained, Therefore we propose

what we will style the #“ matted hill system,” whicb

is a8 follows:—Prepare the ground well, mark it
3 or 3} feet each way, as for corn, and at each

croseing of marker set astraw-berry plant (or, if you

have plenty of them, two in each place will be
safer and better). Keep the cultivator ranning both
ways, and quite often, as plants commence to rua
freely, and by doing this, and when cleaning the
hillg by hand drawing stray plants and covering
with earth, a matted hill will soon be formed 14 to
2 feet across. We have noticed that where there
were vacancies in matted rows, and clump plants
here and there that the fruit was much finer than
where the matted row was continnous, Roots of
strawberry plants run much farther than one would
suppose, and where ground is fliled with them the
finest is one so fine as when they cam have more
room We advisethe trying of this plan by those
who have plenty of land aand a horse help, After
they are through bearing, a small plough witha
sharp knife or wheel, can be run through both
ways, and hills ploughed down closely, ground
levelled off, and cultivator and hoo run through as
before.— Fruit Recorder. ‘

Tne Narorar Prooverioss of Loven Neaciu.—The
peculiar natural productions of Lough Neagh in
the mineral kingdom are fossil wood and a number
of gems. Innumerable specimens of chalcedony.
Agate, jaeper, and common pal are found among
the pebbleson the shores of the lake. The frag-
ments of fossil wood 3re very numerous, and are
sometimes so large as to weigh ome or two hun-
dred woight; the largest specimen recorded seems,
indeed, to have weighed about seven' hundred
weight. All are fragments of ancient treescon-
verted into flint. The waters of tha lake bave also
been celebrated for their curative properties, and it
has even been imagined that the name neuyh is a
modification of the lrish word neagb, an ulcer. In
the eign of Charles II., it is recorded that the ron
of a Mr. Cunningham, who Lad been touched by the
King ia vain for the “XKing's evil” was induced to
bathe in this lake for eight days, after which his
sores were dried up, and he was ever after 8 healthy
man, The gems are found chiefly on the south-
eastern shore, and are without exception varieties of
quartz and show uodoubted evidence of their vol-
canic ovigin, The geoeral H oor of the whole coutn-
try around and to the east of the lake is of the na-
ture of ancient and generul submarine lava, The
soil itself and the road metal or broken stones used
to make and mend the highway has the same vol-
canic origin. The well knowa gemsof this lake
then must be regard:d as tho former contents of
blebs and cavities in the old lava, cr of the rest of
the interpacys and ciacics produced fo the natural
contraction of the mass while cooliog,

Tege Lavenise Jackass.~The laughing jackass
i3 almost too well kuown to need deseription. His
appearance and extraordinery note are familiar to
the inhabitauts of every country village in Austra.
lia. Although a kingfisher, ko never procures his
frod from the water, after the orthodox fashion of
kingfishers, but bas more the habits ofa Dbird f
prey. Sitting motionless among the lower branches
of some tall gum tree, unnoticed and apparently
halfasleep, he waits, like Micawber, for something
to turn up. Suddenly, without noise, he drops oft
bis bough and fiies direct to a certalo apot, whence
he socn returns, bearing in his beak a lizard, a small
gnake, or perhups a rat. s acuteness of sight is
extraordinary. ¥rom his clevated post he seetns
to miss nothing, and discerns his prey in swamps
and crevices of rocks at a distance that Is perfectly
astounding, The laughing jackass has the advan-
tage of being able to live on almost aoyrhing that
presentsitself; hence itisalways in good condision
and apparently in good humour. But in spite of
bis carless, happy ltfe, the langhing jackass has his
peculiar duty, sud he performs it conscientisusly.
Snake-killing is his specialty ; lizards, frogs, beetles
small birds, rats, etc, are his usual food, In fact
nothing comes amissto him ; let asnake appear
upon the scene, and the laughing jackass recognises
his quarry at once. Never besitating, he makes
straight for it, his agitation being obrervabie by the
quivering crest feathers. With some caution, he
swoops backwardsand forwards, seeking an oppor-
tunity to seiza the reptile, The suake, with head
erect, ready toatrike, keepson the alert. The ex-
citement continues for some time, till the bird
finally settles down, close by, on the gronnd. Bat
all his stolid, heavy appearance ia gone, His wings
and tail quiver with agitation and eagerness. Fully
alive to the dangerons character of his opponent,
he keeps at a safe distsnce. Flitting around, his
head just out of reach, he continues to annoy him,
till, becoming exhausted, the srake affords him
the opportunity he is seeking. With the rapidity
of lightning, the bird descends upon lhis prey, then
rises in the air, bearing with him the captured
snake, neatly held just behind the head, in such a
position as to render him perfectly powerless. Ris-
ing uatil he has attained & considerable height, he
directs his flight to & more open part of the coun-
try, then saddenly backing inthe air, be drops the

almost at the same time. Stunned and bruised,
the unfortunate spake is in no condition to renew
the contest, and is very soon dispatched and eaten
by his victorious enemy,

How tus Gmrarge 18 Hoxrep.—Giraffes, if not
bard pressed, do not go at any very great pace, o
that before long we were within a hundred yards of
them, Even in the ardour of the chase it struck
me asa glorious sight to see there buge beasts
dashing along in front, claltering over the stones,
or bursting a passage through opposing bushes, their
long, graceful necks stretched forwarl, somestimes
bent almost to the ground, toavoid horizontal
brancher, and their bushy, slack tails twisted up.

T'o the Clergy Seeular and Regular, to the Faithful of the
Archdiocese of Quebee, Greeting and Benediction in
Our Lord. :

For a long time, Qur dearly Beloved Brethren,
gad intelligence of the approaching end of Our Most
Holy Father Pope, Pius the 1X. reached us from
the old world, His advanced age, his infirmities,
his cruel trials foretold to us what our heart could
not bring itself to believe. To.dsy, the Catholic
Church weeps him wkho, for more than thirty two
years, wag her Pastor and ber Father.

Divine Providence, who bed called him to ihe
most sublime of the dignities of this world, as well
as to the most formidable of miesions, had bestowed
npon him all the gifts necessary to attain that end.
Wae have seen with our eyes, heard with oar ears,
and, as it were, touched with our hands, what this
great soul and truly apostolic heart had received of
majesty, light, fortitude, firmness, pradence, piety,
virtue nnd charms to govern the Church of Goa,
teach the faithful, draw all hearta fo the Apostolic
See by a mysterious attraction, point out and stig-
matize error and injustice even on the thrones of
tue powers of the emitb, We shall not hers attempt
to calogize Pius the IX; our worda would but
weaken whatall know and feel in the depth of their
heait ; our griefand our tears shall spesk more ¢le-
quently.

And, when in our profound and so just sorrow,
we mingle our prayers with the tears we shud upon
his temb, it is not that we doubt of the crown won
by such Iabors and combnts ; our prayeir, together
with our tears form a necessary part of the duties
which filial piety, enlightened by faith, imposed
upoun us,

By praying on the tomb of this great Pontiff we
render howmage to God's suprems power, who has
decreed that dust shall retuen uato the dust whence
it sprang; pulvis es el in pulverem reverteris (Gen,
111. 19.) ‘f'he greatest,ns well o3 the lowest, of the
children of Adam, is subject to this inexorable law
of death, “and, after this, the judgment ”: post hoe
auiem judicium. (Hebr, 1X. 27.): formidable judg-
ment to be undergone befors infinite Holiness
whose all scrutinizing eye nothing can escape, and
in whose eyes % the sngels themselves are not spot-
less”: in gngelis suis repecit provitulem. (Job. 1V,
18.) .

You wiil therefore, 0. D. B. B,, render to your
Pastor and Father this last and mournful duty by
juining, with all your heart, in the solemn prayers
which sball be offered up for the repose of the soul
of our well beloved Pontiff,

Our gricf however ought not to be altogether
void of cousvlation : de no! corrowsul, says St. Paul,
eeen asothers who have no hape: non contristemint cicul
et cater qui syem non habent (1. Thess, IV. 13) For,

ed, nor 8o ‘constantly-pergecuted as- the: Qatholic
Church ; to overtbrow her, millions of enemies have
exhadsted all the violence of age; for her, millions
bave laid down their lives with joy. And thus to
the end of time, for truth alone 1s privileged enough
to excite sach hatred, ond deserve such love.

Inthiscombat between ‘light and darkness, be-
tween the Catholic Church aid revolution, each one
ofus, 0. D. B. B. s called to take an active part.
No child of the Catboiic Church can rcmain indif
ferent to the outrages offered to bis mother. Prayer
is a duty of each day, but the present circumstances
meke it more neceseary-than ever. Listen to the
words spoken by the Immortal PIUS IX in that
celebrated allocution of the 12th March 1877, which
we have commubicated to you in a epecial Pastoral
Letter : after having described, in the strongest’
terms, the persecution suffered by the Church he
added : © And for a8 mnch, a3 it i3 Almigbty God
alone who can pour light into men’s minde, and
turn their hearts, we beseech you to supplicate
Him with fervent prayers, .to ssgemble in the con-
secrated temples, and there, from your inmost soul,
pour forth humble petitions for the safety of our
Mother and Church, for the conversion of our
enemies and for the termination of our 8o grevious
and so widely extended- ills. We have confidence
that God will accept tbs prayer of the people that
call -upon Him...God is with us, and will be 8o
even to the consumation of the world. Thoseought
to be affrighted of whom it 18 written: #I saw that
they who work iniquity and who saw griefs and
reap them, have perished by the breath of God,
and have been coneumed by the spirit of His
wrath,? (Job, Iz 8,9) But for those that fear
God, and strive in His nams, and hops in His pow-
er, there is laid up in store mercy and protection.”

These words of our lamented Pontiff will ind an
echo in your hearts, 0. D. B, B.; and on all sides
humble aod fesvent aupplications will ascend to
the throne of divine mercy.

Bo of good heart; for prayer disposes of the
strength ot the Most High ; " Amen, amen I say to
you: if you ask the Father any thiog in my name,
He will giveityou Ask and you shall receive:"
amen, amen, dico volis, si quid pelieritis Patrem in
nomine wmeo, dabit vobis. Pelite et accipetis John,
XVI, 23)

Havo courage : ‘for with this signel triumph,
which sooner or later must take place, God in his
infinite mercy, voochsafes to assure us by the
prayers and works which we shall offer for that in-
tention, By the calamities of which we are either
the witnesses or the viciims, IIe wants to compel
us to acknowledge His supreme dominion, to pros-
trate ouraelves before His throne, to bewail our sing,
and manifest the filial confidence which should fill
our hearts ¥ (Pastornl Letter No. 28, 8th February,
1875, on the Jubilee.)

Let the enemies of the holy Charch trust in the
number and bravery of their armies, let them in
their pride review their chariots of war and their
horaes, we, children of the promise, we will call
upon the name of the Lord our God, and He shall
bo our firm support, Ai in curriliue et hi in equis, nos
aatent in nomine Domint Dei nostri invocabimus, (Ps.
XIX, 8). In tbe sight of God, humble and sup-
plisnt prayer ascending on all sides, like sweet
smelling incenge, will have more influence than all
tho combination of wirdom, or rather folly, of this
waorld: soomer or Iater it will gain this victory.

Wherefore, hviog invoked the holy name of God,

as the sume Apostle expressen, this incorruptidle must
put on fmmortality : oporict corruptible hoc in luere im-
mortaltitatem (L Cor. XO. 53. This resurrection of
the flesh, 1bis incorruption and this immorlity
which, each day, when reciting the creed, we pio-
fess to believe, and, which we, hope for ourselves,
wa ghail hail in the midst of these funersl pomps as
the inheritance in store one day for him who, like
the Apostle, can say in all truth from the depth of
his tomb: * I have fought a good figot, I have fin-
ished my coarse, I have kept the faith;” donum
certamen cevtavi, cursum consummavi, fidem seovavi; “ag
to the rest there is laid up for men crown of justice,
which the Lord the just Judge will render to me in
that day ; (n reliquo reposita eal miki corona justitioe,
guam zeddet miki Dominus in illa die justus judex (11,
Tim. IV.7)

But with this consgolation and this hope arises a
thought of fear and of discouragement, to which,
however, 0. D B. B, we must not give way.

T'he bark of the Church is, to-day, tossad by one
of the most furious tempesis of her long career:
The nations rage, says the pealmist (Ps. II. I..)),
and devise vain things againet her; the Kings and
the princes of the enrth kave met together against
the Lord and against bis Christ,.. The tempest is
at its height, and behold, just at the most critieal
moment, the skilfal pilot, who was at tho helm
disappenrs,

What will become of this great family of two
hundred millions of Caiholics, scattered over the
whole world, deprived of its hesd in these days of
extreme danger?

The enemies of the Church will no doubt exult;
they will congratulate each other on the falling to
pieces at last of that Catholic, Apostolic and Roman
cburch, which, by her durability, her strength, and
her beauty, so evidently contrasts with those thous-
and sects born of yesterday, whivh time devours, be-
cause they bear within themselves the germ of
their own destruction. Foolish joy! congratula-
tions as ephemeral ag they are uncharitabio !

Children of this spouse of Christ, let us be more
united than ever by the bonds of charity and of
Catholic unity; let us never forget the zolemn
promise made to the churcl: “The gates of hell
shall not prevail againet it” portee fnferi non pravale-
bunt adversus eam. (Mat. XVI. 18.) Let ug take
heed lest our faith and confidence be sheken:"Hea-
ven ard earth ghall pass away,” says Jesus Christ,
but my words shall not pass away ; calum et terrza
transibunt, verba aulem mea nontransibunt (Mark, XIII,
31.)
